THE DAKOTA FLOOD.

The Experience of a Train € in
the Inundated District.

81, Pavt, March 28.—F, B. Thayer, a Pull-
man ear conductor on the Northern Pacific
road, gives the following account of a perilous
trip of a party of twelve, made across the
river at Bismarck Thursday night. His
orders were to cross the river, and be man-
aged to hire five men to take him and six pas-
sengers across in & yawl. The flood was at
18 height, the Missouri River was full of float-
ing ice, and it seemed almost impossible for
a boat to live in the angry current.

In crossing the river the boat collided with
an ice floe, and it seemed as if the party
would go to the bottom: Darkness soon set
in and the party determined to remain at the
anchorage, secured from the tree tops which
were a few feet above the water. In this way
the night was spent and the sufferings of the
unfortunate occupants of the boat were terri-
ble, The roaring of the river and the crack-
ing of the’ice were simply awful. At times
the party could not make themselves heard;
and to add to their discomfiture the screams
of two mountain lions, Frobubly imprisoned in/
some tree top, could plainly be heard. The
weary hours finally wore away, and with be-
numbed hands thé. boat was unfastened from
its moorings shortly after daylight, and drift-
ing down the stream was finally got ashore.

How ' a Partridge “Drums.”
Ernest E. Thompson, in St. Nicholas for April.
When I first came'to Canada I found there
were various opinions as to the method of
making' the sound. ' One man, who read a
great deal but rarely went into the woods, said ;
that the sound was {produced by.the bird’s
voice; some of the hunters told me that the
bird strick its wings on the log, and others
gecllared that it struek .them together over its
ack.
T did not give much heed to the book-man’s
explanation, for all the weodmen laughed at
it,,  1.soon  learned to: discredit also the idea
that the bird thumped the log with its wings,
because, whether it stood on a stump 3r a
bstone, a rotten log or sofid timber, the sound
was always the same. Lastly, I did not be-
liéve that the wings were struck together, be-
cause when a pigeon ora rooster strikes its
wings together, the sound is .always a sha
crack. At length, after watching the bi:g
carefully, I eame to the conclusion that it
drums by Beating the air only. :
“ Tt is not an easy matter to get sight of a
partridge when he is drumming, but T man-
aged to do it by crawling on my hauds and.
