The Civil Service Bill

Dr. Montague moved the second read-
ing of the Civil Service bill, explain-
ing that its object was to abolisa third-
class clerkships, and substitute there-
for writers to be employed temporarily
at lower salary.

Mr. Laurier opposed the bill on the
ground that it was placing the tempo-
rary employes entirely in the power of
the Government. He moved the six-
months hoist.

Mr. McMullen supported the am-
endment. He thought the civil service
should be entirely removed from politi-
cal influences.

Mr. Laurier’s amendment was lost on
a division.

In committee on the bill, Sir Richard
Cartwright said there was o possihle
excuse in a country like Canada for
bringing children into the public ser-
vice. To fix 15 _years a» the age at
which writers éould be brought in was
far too low. Evidently the bill had
been very carelessly drafted.

Mr. Foster said the experience of the
Deputy Ministers was that ‘young men
brought in at an early age could be
trained into better clerks than if they
entered the public service when they
were men.

After some discussion the minimum
age of entrance into the servize of mes-
sengers, packers dnd sorters was left at
15 years, and in the case of writers at
18 years.

Two Cents a Mile on Electric Rallroads

After recess the House went into
committee on the bill to incorporate
the International Radial Railway Co.
At the last sitting Mr. W. F, Maclean
had moved the following amendments :
“ That the rates charged on :he track
or tracks of the said railway company
known as the International Radial
Railway Company ’/shall not exceed
two’'cents per mile.” Mr. Maclean, ris-
ing to continue the discussion, said
the bill was practically a measure to
incorporate a street railway company
which desire to opefate in g populous
portion of Ontario. Not only is it a
street railway company’s bil}, but it
was specially brought to this Parlia-
ment ‘bécause the company found it
could not incorporate itself under the
Street Railway Act of Ontarin, During
this year the Ontarip Legislature pass-
ed a general act applying
to electric street railways,
which made  provision for non-
watering - of stock, for a maximum
bassenger rate, for the protection ¢f
municipalities, and for many other
matters connected with street or elec-
tric railways. ‘In 66nsequen(e of that
act, those who wished to build a purely
local railway now came to the Yedcral
Parliament and asked to have their
road declared to be a work for the gen-
eral advantage of Canada, when it was
nothing of the kind. If these men ask-
ed for leglslatiqn at Ottawa incorporat-
ing this road then it was only right
that Parliament should dictate the
terms under which they might huve
that eharter. He proceeded to expiain
the Ontario provision governing electric
railways. If the promoters of this
road came to Ottawa to avoid that act
Parliament should make conditions un-
der which they receive it, and one cf
these conditions ought to be a maxi-
mum passenger rate of two cents per
mile. Again, this road was simply a
speculators’ road. If they get the fran-
chise, they ¥re taking powsar now to
sell that franchise to other roads that
have a three-cent-a-mile rate, viz., the
Michigan Central and the C.P.R. This
House ought to guard against these
large railway corporations gobbling up
not only ordinary railways, but as well
these street railways throughout the
country. (Hear, hear) This electric
street railway is proposed 1o be huilt
through  a populous country. It will
not cost $8000 per mile, or anything lLike
it. They would get the right-of-way for
almost nothing, and practically on e
public ‘highway, and, as the cost _%of
railway construction was less than®ne-
half what it was 20 or 30 years gen, it
was high time for this House to insist
upon a maximum passenger rats, IJe

Two Cenis a Mile Division. .

Private railway bills have made little
progress so far this session. The two-
<ent-a-mile proposal has blocked the
way so far each time the House reach-
*s private bills. The member for Kast
York will divide thes House on *he third
reading on both the Hamilton Radial
and the Toronto, Hamilton & Iiuifalo
Railway bills. Quite a large number
of members who hitherto opposed the
two-cent proposal will vote for it when
the division comes. The Minister of
Railways went so far to-night as to
admit that the Hamilton Railial is
really an electric road, and that it
came to Ottawa to avold the (ieaeral
Ontario act, as had been pointed out
by Mr. Maclean. He accordingly sn~-
gested a clause that the bill woua pe
subject to a General Electric Railway
act, which, among other taings, would
regulate the tolls.of such rirads.

A NEW TRANS-PACIEIC LINE,

PROJEOTED BY U.8, CAPITALISTS IN
OPPOSITION 10 THB OP. 8, '

Because the C.P R. Boats are Paying the
Americans Want a Slice of the Traflic
—A Gold Brick in Montreal—Coke In-
dustry on  Vancouver Island — The
Demers Inquest.

Montreal, July 3.—The Canadian Pa-
cific steamship' venture on the Pacific
has been such, an unqualified success
that the service has excited the envy
of one of the American transcontinent-
al railways.

THIL GRAXN IN NEW YORK
And the Story of Their Crime as Told in
That Cily.

New York, July 8.—On board the Clyde
Line steamship Algouquin, which reach-
ed her pier at 12,30 o'clock this morn-
ing, were the prisoners who have figur-
ed in one of the most sensational murder
cases that has occurred in recent years.
The prisoners are Thomas Gray and his
wife, Hattie Gray. Both are Canadiaus,
and as' the murder for which they are to
be tried was committed in Canada they
are in charge of a Canadian policeman.
J. W. Murray, the Chief of the Provincial
Detective Force, is the man
who traced the fugitives to Flo-
rida, and who told the story of the
arrest to a reporter.

David Scollie, the murdered man, he
said, lived in the little hamlet of Peter-
boro, i the Province of Ontario. He
was a bachelor, well advanced in years,
owning a large farin and well to do.
Near him resided the Gray family,
Thomas, wife and six children. They
rented a small farm and had a hard
struggle to get along. He was placed
ou the caseiand for icariy a year he was
endeavoring to find the fugitives. He
at last located them in Florida and
fonnd them in hiding near Ocala. Requi-
sition papers werc secured and the man
and wife arrested. The detective was tak-
ing his prisoners to Canada by an early
train to-day. They spent the night on
board the steamer which came from Char-
leston, 8.C. Gray and his wife have been
indicted for areon and murdgr in the first
degree. !

REY. DRR. GALBRAITH'S SEVERE IN=
DIOCTMENT LAST NIGHT,

Pastor Tells a Tale of Turmoil—Calls on
Directors to Resign or Subhmit—Roguery,
Illegality, Hypocrisy—He Would Rather
Be Stomcd in Toromto’s Streets Than
Have Such Treatment.

Three hundred members of Elm-street
Methodist Church listened for three hours
and a quarter last evening to Rev. Dr.
Galbraith’s recital of the origin and pro-
8ress of the turmoil respecting the musi-
cal arrangements of that sanctuary.

The long statement was mostly histori-
| ca,delivered in foremsic style, and spic-
ed with many strong personal state-
;ments. The gist of the whole matter is
| that the pastor impugns the right of the
| Board of Directors to interfere with, or

tions of the Board of Trustees, over
whom Dz. Galbraith, as pastor, claims the
right of veto in all matters musical.

“Mutineers,” he termedl the majority of
the Board of Directors, and he demand-
ed, in the strongest terms, their submis-
sion. to his ruling. He would not deviate
one iota from the position he had taken,
nor would he resign, as hud been request-
ed, for any conference on earth. If the
quarrel could not be decided by the
Methodist Court of Appeal, he would be
prepared to resign from the Methodist
ministry, of which he has ibeen a preach-
er 30 years.

The doctor gave himself, at the outset,
a wonderfully good character as a peace-
maker and an upholder of the Methodist
Book of Discipline, from which in the
course of his harauguc he repeatedly
quoted. ;

Discipline or Resignation.

He claimed in his actions to be inde-
pendent of both official and trustee
boards as regards discipline. Unless he
enforced this the confereuce could bring
him to book as for any other ecclesiasti-
cal crime. He would do his duty in this
respect or resign.

Mr. Acton wished to ask a question.

Dr. Galbraith said any question must
be in writing. He alonc was responsible
for that meeting and he would have no
discussion. There had already been too
much of this in the press. Other. per-
sons had spoken; it was_his turn  that
night. 2

Then in detail he defined the position
of ministers and boards according to
JohnWWesley’s Poil Book. Lawyewlike
he gave cases and appeals and decisions
and fairly reveled in his subject.

Music the Bone of Contention.

There was no provisign in the Metho-
dist Church for the payment of any or--
ganist and musician. Certainly such was
a matter foreigu to the Quarterly Board.
Legal opinion of W. R. Riddell, which had
been obtained, he read to the meeting,
and also cases in the British Conference.

As to the civil proceedings which had
‘been resorted to by officials of Blm-st.
Church he said conference had expressed
its “‘utter abhorience” at such an un-
scriptural proceeding.

Then he argued tLat music was patt
of the service of the church which must
be retained, but the official board had
0o cencern With this, as they had ijlle-
ga(lily maintained ‘at Elm-street. they
had. .

Inspector Archabold sent his note up to
the doctor: *“Has wot’ the conference
provided for carrying on music by joint
boards ?” To which the Doctor—gave .an
emphatie “No.” )

A Three Years' Agitation.,

Then the pastor told in wearisome it-
eration how the agitation commenced
three years ago during the
pastorate of the late Rev. Mr. Maxwell.
The Quarterly Board illegally constituted
itself a judiciarys board and condemned
the trustees ‘without their being heard.
Civil proceedings followed, and Mr. Max-
well threatened resignition unless they
were withdrawns, The matter was com-
promised by the appointment of & musi-
cal committee. Not wne item of this com-
promise had ever been carried out. He had
never had the constituting resolution
placed in his bands. Had it been so this
conflict would have come sooner. Of the
six committeementonly one was in!favor
of the trustees and the pastor’s views.

This wns the first breach of the com-
promise. The second was that not one
dollar had been paid by the committee
to the organist, but’this salary had il-
legally been paid by the treasurer of the
Finance Committee. This was the second
violation. e

Trouble in Geiting an Organist.

The story of the resignation of the late
organist was told and of the conmflict of
official opinion in choosing a successor
out of 20 applicants. This led to trus-
tees and their families and other mem-
bers leaving the church.

The remalning trustees would not meet
the quarterly board. The latter forti-
fied their illegal position by legal opin-
ion that trustees had nothing to do with
paying for music.

The quarterly board invoked the arm
of the civil law to prevent payimg the
organist, and then made “a fraudulent
compact” and did the same thing to
the extent of $600. This was “perpethat-
ing a robbery.” i

Mr. Acton protested that it was not
trust money.

Dr. Galbraith characterized this objec-
tion as a mere quibble. He .repeated it
was both illegal and fraudulent. They
said, “We are all rogues together and
we will go on with the roguery.” And
these men were getting out an injunction
against the trustees at the same timel

itlegality and Hypocrisy.

The next charge that the Doctor made
was that whilst the quarterly beard was
$2000 in debt, they made an illegal grant
of $100. This was what Christ calls hy-
procrisy. ;

“Ii I were to bring out all these things
in a pivil court what would a judge say?
OOnly for the disgrace on tke church and
on Methodfsm I would nt fear going into
court in the matter. There is nocourt
in the Dominion that ;would not con-
demn the course taken by the quarterly

Then in detail the pastor told how in
April last the trustees prayed him to
give them their legal place. Seriatim
the branded as lies the stateménts which
had been made against him in the press
in r¢ference to this matter.

, forsooth, the mewspaper editors
told |him that the statements which he
| chanacterized as wilfully false were
| made by an official of Elm-street church!
| Such stabbing in the back was the way
of barbarians, Such an official was a
mean liar. ‘“Let him sbow; his hand and
I will very wsoon show him where he is.”’

Yiust Have Ris Veto.

Over and over again the Doctor laid
down his unflinching position that no
board of directors can control the music
or pay for it. The Book of Discipline
gives this power to the trustees, “ but I
maintain that the minister can at once
stop the musicians if he consider there
is anything out of harmony (w:ith waor-
ship.

“This is my ruling, my positive, em-
phatic ruling,” he continued; *““and to
ask me to givel a different ruling' I could
not and will not. I have been blamed
for thie ruling. The quarterly board ex-

supersede, as they have done, the fune-’

. bu peace he would only have

‘to-day her bolier exploded,

should rule in favor of the trustees, 'who
bad left the church.”
The Church Necds Tonverting.

Then, edverting to an item in ‘the
steward’s statement, to which he had
taken exception, Dr. Galbraith said * if
that is fo cause such turmoil in the
charch it does not speak very much ffor
our Christianity\ I say it is time fthe
church were converted, (Applause.)

The next revelation the pastor made
was the story of how some fo the board
of directors sought to oust him from
Elm-street Church. “I said I'm not going
to move at the present time. They peti-
tioned for my removal because of my
ruling respecting the trustees. They
would not submit to my ruling or carry
it to the Court of Appeal, but stood in
the position of mutineers. As they had
driven the trustees out, so they thought
they could drive the pastor out. They
wished the conference to coundemn me,
to put a stigma on Galbraith. If confer-
ence had done that Galbraith would not
have preached another sermon in a Metho-
dist pulpit. (Applause.) I do not want
your cheering. No conference on earth
wp:ld, in such a case, have made me sub-
mi

“You say, would it not be well for you
togo away for the sake of peace. Isay,
No. To submit in such a ‘case would be
a mean, shabby thing. I ‘take the prin-
ciple of Paul, beaten, uncondemned, he
said, ‘I will not go out; let them gome
and thrust me out.’”

Would Rather Have Been Stoned.

With energy Dr. Galbraith here said:
“I have received treatment than which
I would rather a dozen times over have
been stoned in Toronto streets.” i

In conclusion, the doctor said he would
sacrifice himeelf if he could have peace,
on disciplin-
ary lines. He would have this evenif it
involved the breaking up of that con-
gregation; but the question had a far
wider bearing than Elm-street; it in-
volved the whole Methodist Church.

“Mutiny cannot be tolerated; if the
board will not submit let them resign.
There i8 mo other course open to them
in a civilized community if they have
any self-respect.

“I myself will resign my ministry.
sooner than not enforce discipline; but
the first concession must come from the
quarterly board. It does not look like
thils; they still talk of resorting to the
cfivil courts.”

Then after this excited harangue the
Doctor in the benediction asked for the
peace of God that passeth understand-
uig, and at 11.80 p.m. the assembly dis-
persed, ?

Sun-
day evening on leaving the jail he was
handed the checque for his month’s salary.
He was to hawe reported for duty on
Tuesday, but failed to do so. His threats
to end his life caused hig family to.
watch him carefully. o

On Tuesday he told his son he was
going to die before 24 hours had gone,
and named the undertaker whomy  he
wished to have charge of hie funeral.
Twice he attemipted to hang himself
that day, but was intercepted both times
by his watchful wife. o

Yesterday afternoon Mrs. Bell put him
to begi and gave him a glass of brandy
to quiet his nerves.

Mrs. Bell rushed to his room, and from
there to the attic, where she found him:

BLEW HIS GIRL UP WITH DYNAMITE

She Refased to Marry Him, So He De-
meolished Her Home—Five Women
Mangled.

Lemont, Ill, July 8.—A jealous sweet-
heart, driven to desperation by the re-
fusal of the girl he loved to marry him,
led. to a frightful tragedy in Romeo, a
small town on the Drainage Canal, to-
day, and as a consequence three .wo-
men™are lying at the point iof "death,
two others being seriously hart.

The cause of the gedy was a pretty
girl named Molli jers, and when she
announced her preference for Timothy
Boise, Luke Hoyer put dynamite under
the house where Mollie lived and blew
it to atoms.

Hoyer and Boise are young men em-
ployed upon the Ohicage drainage canal,
and have been paying attention to Mise
Biers for a long time. She was the belle
of the village, and sought after by many,
but only Hoyer and Baise found favor
in her eyes. Finally, she chose Boise,and

Hoyer - swore they should never
marry. .

Hoyer was not at work yesterday,put
bung around the canal, and at a favor-
able moment, when the men were at
dimner, stole a number of dynamite cart-
ridges and hid them away. He had a
sufficient quantity to blow up a block
of buildings, but he wanted to be sure of
his worki, The house in which Molly and
the others lived is distance_ from
the business centre the little town,
so Hoyer had no difficulty in avioding
detection in carrying out his plan.

When all the inmates of the Biers’ cot-
tage were absleep early ‘this morning
he stole up to the place, and, putting
the cartridge under the house, placed the
fuse, it it and ran away. 'h:e explos-
jon was a terrible ane and blew the
ho to pieces, the framework being
so:t‘tgered-muhere. The inmates were
thrown some distance, and it was re-
markable that all of them were not killed
pustantly.

Blown a Hundred Yards.

Miss Biers was found fully a hundred
yards fbrom where the house had former-
ly stood, with her legs broken and a
large gash in ber head; Mrs. Biers was
suffering from a wouud in the head and
had an arm, broken, besides internal in-
juries, while Mrs. Clay had her chest
crushed by some heavy pieces of timber
falling upon her.

The report of the explosion woke up
the sleepirg village and soon mnearly
every inzabitant was at the spot. None
of the vittims could speak, but it was
at once sumised that-—Hoyler was the
perpetrator of the outrage, and a hunt
was begun for him as soon as the iniured
were conveyed to houses where their in-
juries could be cared for.

A posse was formed, but Hoyer could
not be found. Had he been taken then
he would have been hanged. Later in
the day he came into this town and de-
livered himself up and is now closely
guarded. .

BISMARCK IS BETTER,
Absolutely No Foundation For the Recent
Alarmist Rumors.

Friedrichsruhe, July 3.—Prince Bis-
marck is much better, and is in no re-
spect in a dangerous or even a serious
condition. In consequence of alarmist
news which got abroad yesterday, tele-
grams poured in from all directions in-
quiring anxiously as to the ex-Chan-
cellor’s condition. These inquiries stim-
ulated the Prince greatly, and later in
the day he walked down to the cast.e
gate and saluted the people gathered
there, talking a few minutes each with
some of them.

‘If Parliamant
was to assume jurisdiction over electric
railways, as it was doing,' he thought
they must make a general Taw for the
Dominion which would govern all elec-
tric railways. The proposal of Mr.
Maclean might, therefore, stand over
for consideration in connection with
such a general law. He movcd that
the following clause be added to this
bill : The powers hereby conferred
shall be subject to the provisiong of
any general act that may be hereafter
passed by the Parliament of Canada
relating to electric railways.

Mr. Masson said that if Mr, Edgar's |
amendment were confined to such por-f
tion of this road as might be run byl
electricity it would meet with his ap-
proval. Dealing ‘with 'the general(
question of passenger rates, he said the
three-cent rate of the Canadian rau-’
ways,. instead of being exorbitant; was
almost the cheapest in the world. He
quoted the rates charged in several
foreign countries in substantiation of
his. statement.

Cockburn Sarcastic.

Mr. Cockburn thought Mr. Maclean’s
amendment inopportune. To-day there |
was railway property in the United
States valued at fifteen hundred million
dollars in the hands of receivers, be-
cause it did not pay. Legislation of
this kind might close up many Tanadl-
an roads. He trusted Mr. Maclean

Mr. Haggart thought it inexpedient
at present to embody Mr. Maclean’s
amendment in this bill.

Mr. Mills (Bothwell) suggested that
Mr. Maclean ask for a special commit-
tee to take evidence on the subject of
railway rates.

Mr. Maclean’s amendment was de-
clared lost.

Mr. Edgar’s was then adopted.

Mr. Boyle moved an amendment to
compel the company' to perrorm a cer-
tain amount of work on each of its
three lines within two years. The am-
endment was under discussion when
the committee rose.

Eazing at Kingston College.

In supply on the Military o'lege
vote, Col. Denison called attention -to
the recent “hazing trouble.”

Trade Returns of the Year.

The annual report of the Minister of
Trade and Commerce was presented
to Parliament. It is full of informa-
tion of a most interesting character.
Mr. Parmelee, Deputy Minister, calls
attention to the fact that, notwith-
standing world-wide commercial de-
pression, which has continued during
the past year, its effect upon Canadian
trade has been less marked than is
shown by the figures of almost every

.other country. That, while there has

been a falilng off in the total value,
there has been but little reduction in
volume of trade, and that, nctwith-
standing the unprecedent ed, low prices
which have prevailed during the ycar,
as respects the products which Canada
has exported the total value of such
exports has fallen below that of the

' previous year only to the extent of one

million dollars, and still stands higher
than in any other year in the history
of the country. That the purchasing
capacity of the country, as shown by
a comparison of exports and imports,
has been fully equal to that of the
previous year. The estimated percent-
age of general decline in prices of gucn
goods as are imported (say 7 per cent.)
exceeds the actual percentage of de-
cline intotal value of imports. Thit
the prices of the two leading items or
exports, viz., lumber#nd cheese, have
been rather more than the average
since Confederation. That, while there
has 'been a serious decline in prices
of cereals, there has been a compen-
sating factor in the prices of several
leading articles necessarily imported.
As an {llustration, taking extremes, the
ayverage price of wheat as exporied in
1873 (the year of extreme high pcices)
was $1.37 1-2 per bushel ; in 1894 it ave-
raged only 66 1-10 cents. In the same
years the average price of sugar us
imported was 5 3-10 cents and "2 3-4

cents, so that the bushel of wheat at

its value in 1894 would purchase wiih-
in a fraction the same amount »f stgar
as in 1873, or, taking retail prices, a
little more than in 1873. At ths same
time Canada has had more than double
the quantity of wheat to spare for ex-
port in 1894 than in 1873. While sume
sections of the country have felt the
depression more than others, the fact
remains that Canada, as a whoie, hos
not only been fairly prosperous,but rel-
atively, as compared with all countries
with which she has trade relations,
much more than fairly prosperous dur-
ing the year under review.

T. H. & B. Contractors Must Pay.

The Toronto, Hamilton & Buffalo
Railway bill was up all morning before
the Railway Committee, It will be re-
membered that the bill was referred
back to the committee by the Ifouse
so that it should be amended in such
a way as to provide for the payment of
unpaid laborers and boarding-house
keepers, in accordance with resolution
put by Mr. Fraser.

There were present at the meeting to-
day J. V. Teetzel of Hamilton, the as-
signee of the Bracey Bros.,. and H.
Carscallen, who represented the com-
pany. Mr. Teetzel explained that he

l

completed the road and paid »ut $12,000.7

His own expenses he placed at $5000.
The total liabilities of the firm he
placed at $55,000. He thought that
when the final estimate was made
the company would get $65,009 for their
work.

Mr. Carscallen, on the other band,
held that there would not be more taan
$45,000 coming to the flrm. He was
quite willing that the company should
be made liable for the work dore hy
the laborers and for the amuunt duz
boarding-house keepers. What the
company did not want to b: made I'-
dble for was the debts of Bracey Bros.,
which did not come under this head.
The company had already pold $44 000,
and they claimed that they had $4:,000
yet to pay on the final estimate.

Sir Charles Tupper Asserts That They Are
in Advance of the Requirements.

London, July 3.—To-day’s session of
the International Railway Congress Was
presided over by Mr. Leon Say. The
topic of discussion was the method ad-
opted by the great railways to encour-
age the building or working of light
feeder lines.

Mr, H. 8. Haines, President of the
-American Railway Association, related !
his experience of American raiway
lines in the matter, and daclared h.m- !
self opposed to the construction of sec- |
ondary lines upon any other than the’
normal gauge. Uniformity in this re-
gard, he said, was especially necessary
where the light lines acted as feeders
to the larger systems, :

Sir Charles Tupper, Canadian High
Commissioner, spoke on the views of
Mr. Haines. Usually, he said, railways
were constructed with the view of in-
creasing facilities of commerce, but in
Canada they had been biuiit for the
purpose of creating traffic, and often
much in advance of the requirements.

Prof Huxley.

Editor World: For the past 80 years
I have been a devoted and humble ad-
mirer of Prof. Huxley, who, at the age
of 70, retired to his eternal rest on Sat-
urday, June 29, 1895, He had made his
valuable contribution ty render the 19th
century the most conspicucus in intellec-
tual achievement, , in the annals of time.
Throughout the centuries that are to
come, the name of Thomas H. Huxley
will be as immortal as those of Pytha-
goras, Euclid, Copernicus, Tycho Brahe,
Kepler, Galileo ,Michael Angelo,Liebnits,
Spinoza, Kanr, Descartes, Laplace, Le-
verrier, Lavoisier, Shakespeare, Bacon,
Locke, Newton, Harvey, Davy, Priest-
ley; Darwin and Tyndall. These are only
the names of a few on whom God has
bestowed the honor of existence and
stamped His seal of mental power.
They are like everlasting mental beacon
lights to all who shall be permitted to
foillow. They are performing the office
and function, of fixed stars in the mental
firmament, as centres from which obser-
vation and experiment in the direction
of truth may be accurately extended.
In this moral (?) city of Toronto I have
heard Prof. Huxley misrepresented and
denounced from the pulpit, either
from sheer ignorance, or the spir-
it ol detraction that was painful
to contemplate. On the other hand, in
1871, on the occasion of a lecture deliv-
ered by Prof. Dawson on “The Dawn
of Animal Life onl This Planet,” the late ,
Bir Daniel Wilson, who acted as chair- '
man at Prof. Dawson's lecture, alluded
to Prof. Huxley as “the very embodi-
ment and incarnation of truth’”’ In all
my study of Prof. Huxley’s ‘works I have
found Prof. Wilson’s estimate of him sin-
gularly confirmed. It is needless to may
that ever. afterwards Prof. Wilson has
had a place of grateful remembrance in
my heart Jor his graceful testimony to
’um merits and deserving of Prof. Hux-
ey.

Prof. Huxley is one, of ‘those men . whose
whole life and influence are to inspire
us to mentally reject anything that ‘is
geoﬁogatory to the infinite perfection of

- On any other ground or basis the hu-
man intellect cannot have true affinity
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with the intellect of God. Exact and eter-
nal law is God’s method throughout the
universe, and it is only through the op-
erations of the human intellect that we
can understand and appreciate that law.
To endeavor to understand and appre-
ciate that law is the best service that
we can render to God and to ourselvesd
“ Half of the industrial arts,” says Prof.

Away with your childish ideas, born of

national jealousy and prejudice, and
which exclude and stifle noble sympa+
thies and generous considerations for |
the major portion ef humanity. By her
practice and example in the cause of free-
dom and knowledge, Britain is the one!
nation, justly to be estcemed the impe-
rial and august Mother of Nations.
- During his 70 years of untiring indus-
try, Prof. Huxley did much to abridge
the abyss of ignorance lying at the feet
of his fellow-men, and for which he de-
serves to be enshrined in our grateful
heart of hearts.

Nature is not eo cruel as to prolong ex-
istence after the physical energies and
faculties have been worn out. Then! it is
that theisleep of death comes as a bene-
volent messenger from God ,and not as
a curse, as some are ignorantly taught to
believe and to regard death. Treating
death as a mode of punishment and curse
is one of the features of barbarism that
still survives. It breeds hangmen of the
stamp of Dennis in “Barnaby Rudge”
types of character that are a disgrace to
humanity.
