Nature has cut off many a promising 
crop, but the carelessness of man has 
lost more to the economic world than 
ever came about by wind and rain 
There is plenty for all if the yield is 
well cared for.

This is a law of nature. Constant 
attention brings success. Just now 
it is all important to spray well. The 
hmridrod and one enemies of the or­
chard are thus held in check and the 
quality of the fruit enhanced greatly.

Ontario Wheat.
About the poorest economy our farmers 

can practice is to give up raising their own 
wheat, and to spend their money for Mani­
toba flour. It is downright extravagant, 
for they lose money both ways. In the 
first place, there is a steadily growing de­
mand for blended flours, which are milled 
of Ontario wheat and Manitoba wheat.

No flour, milled of a single kind of wheat 
can be as good as a blended flour. For in­
stance, Ontario wheat lacks strength, al­
though it makes very fine, white bread and 
light pastry. Manitoba whfat makes a big 
loaf that is very nutritious, but the bread is 
coarse and yellow. But a blended flour- 
containing both Ontario and Manitoba 
wheat—supplies what each single kind of 
wheat lacks, and contains the good quali­
ties of both.

Then, look at it another way. If our 
own farmers buy Manitoba flour, they are 
making another province rich at the ex­
pense of our own. The money which they 
earn in Ontario, ia turned over to the farm­
ers and millers of Manitoba.

V\ hat all our farmers and what all our 
housewives, should do, is to get together on 
this flour question. Every farmer in On­
tario should raise winter wheat—as big a 
crop as his farm will justify. He should 
not only raise Ontario wheat, but he should 
also make it a point to buy a blended flour, 
made of this same home grown wheat.

The money is made here—the money 
should be spent here and kept here.

FOB BETTER TEACHERS.

Old Third Class Certificates to he 
Abolished—Summer Schools and 

Institutes.
The Provincial Government proposes to 

establish in every county a Teachers’ 
Institute, which will meet for a few days 
in September of each year. All teachers 
will be asked to attend these institutes, 
which will be conducted on professional 
lines by professional men from the staffs 
of the new Normal Schools.

Third-class certificates are to be aban­
doned and teachers holding these quali­
fications ardl to be given opportunity to 
secure advanced certificates by an exam­
ination divided into four annual parts.

Such was the pronouncement of Dr. 
John Seatb, speaking officially on behalf 
of the Minister of Education, to the 
gathering of York county teachers in the 
Normal School auditorium.

“The aim ot the Department is to in­
crease the salary and improve the con­
dition of the teacher, particularly the 
public school teacher,” said Dr. Seath, 
“It is felt that for the past ten or fifteen 
years this subject has not had sufficient 
attention. We desire to improve the 
qualification and the salary. ‘ The com­
pulsory feature of the minimum salary 
has been abandoned for inducement, and 
I may tell you that the Minister has fur­
ther in contemplation special recognition 
to schools who are paying their teachers 
well.

“Summer schools are to be held from 
time to time,” continued the Superin­
tendent, “and following the establish­
ment of the new Normal Schools, it is 
proposed to establish Teachers’ Institutes 
in every county in which professional 
work will be conducted by men of experi­
ence. Provision will be made for the 
teachers to attend these institutes for 
some days in Septembe.”

Interviewed by The Newe concerning 
the announcement, both Hon. Dr. Pyne 
and Dr. Seath said nothing further could 
be stated at the present time. The flails 
are now having Government consider­
ation.

County Council Association

The annual meeting of the County 
Council Association, which was inaugur­
ated a few years ago, will be held in Pe­
trol ia on Friday, June 2ist. This asso­
ciation is comprised of all the municipal 
officers—past and present-^of the county, 
and meets once a year to talk over and 
take action on matters pertaining to 
county and municipal politics.

Arrangements are being made to give a 
banquet to the visitors on that date.

“The grand old man” of London Meth­

hree or four years he would do well. At

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THE HOUSE OF LORDS
CHECKS IT HAS RECEIVED AT THE 

HANDS OF THE COMMONS.

Che Lone Parliament Put the Peer» 
Ont of Balinese Altoeether For a 
Snmber of Years — Bollnebroke’s 
War With the Noble Lords.

There Is an Idea In the minds of very 
many persons that the British house of 
jlords Is supreme and can do pretty well 
iwhat It pleases. This, however, Is a 
mistake. On several notable occasions 
(their noble lordships have been para­
lyzed and have got very much the 
pvorst of it In stormy arguments with 
(the gentlemen of the house of com­
mons.
: The first occasion on which this hap­
pened was when the peers ventured to 
(differ with the long parliament, which 
(was at the time engaged In a life and 
-/death struggle with Charles I. The 
commons ou this occasion wasted no» 
■valuable time in talking, but promptly 
abolished the lords altogether and 
yarned them, archbishops, dukes, belt­
ed earls and all the rest of the gor­
geous cokoncted crowd, Into the street. 
She gilded chamber was vacant.
« For half a dozen years or so the 
(country * got on without any house of 
lords.

All the checks the house of lords 
have received have not been of such a 
drastic nature as this, of course.
I Various ministries, finding that the 
peers were unwilling to pass their pro­
posed bills, have resorted to the threat 
Ito create enough new peers to swamp 
the house of lords. These new peers 
would, of course, have been pledged 
beforehand to vote for the ministry 

-creating them.
In 1711 the prime minister of the 

day, the daring and unscrupulous Vis- 
|COunt Bollngbroke, was anxious to ter­
minate the desolating and ruinous war 
iwith France, which had been raging 
on and off for twenty years.
| To effect this purpose he bad drawn 
■op the treaty of Utrecht It was neces­
sary at that time that lords and com- 

: mens should agree to a treaty before 
It would become valid. The commons 
Assented to the treaty, but the lords 
declared that they would have none 
of It and that the war must go on, 
(.whereupon Bollngbroke coolly but 
.firmly informed them that, rather than 
see himself defied by them, he would 
create a whole army of new peers to 
jvote for the treaty.

The story goes that he had a regi­
ment of the Life guards paraded under
jthe windows of the house of lords and
,threatened to make every trooper Into 
m noble lord if driven to It. He did 
make twelve new peers, and then the 
lords gave In.

The Liberal government of 1832; with 
Bari Grey as primé minister, used the 
■same threat They wished to pass the 
first reform bill. The lords hated this 
Wit bitterly.

Until then they had been practically 
An oligarchy, with all the real power 
in their hands. The franchise had been 
so limited that only rich men, and gen­
erally only the nominee of some great 
nobleman, could get Into parliament.

The reform bill altered that. It gave 
"the smaller men a chance. The lords 
expressed their deliberate Intention of 
wrecking the bill.

Earl Grey retorted by extorting from 
King William IV.—who did'-'t like re­
form bills, but dared not oppose the 
wish of the nation for fear of a revo­
lution—permission to call up to the 
house of lords ns many new peers as 
should be necessary to carry his bill.

The mere threat was enough for the 
lords. They had no wish to see their 
order made cheap and ridiculous, as 
would have been the case had peers 
become as plentiful as blackberries.

It used to be the custom in the Brit­
ish army fosfenll officers’ commissions 
to be purchased. That is, an officer, in­
stead of getting into the army by 
xneana of _ a competitive examination

and rising by merit,' càme" straight 
from school, without knowing anything 
of the new duties he was about to as­
sume, and had a commission bought 
for him. After that, Instead of being 
promoted as a reward for his services, 
he used to buy each promotion.

If he had no money his chances of 
being promoted were about a thousand 
to one. The result was that officers 
who had grown gray in the service and 
fought In many battles rerriaiùéd sub­
ordinates all their lives, while the sons 
of wealthy families who had not seen 
a quarter of their service Jumped over 
their heads by having their way pur­
chased up for them to be colonels and 
generals.

Mr. Gladstone decided to do away 
with this purchase system. The lords 
did not wish it to be abolished. Con­
sequently, when Mr. Gladstone intro­
duced a bill to abolish purchase in the 
army the house of lords was not dis­
posed to give it a kind reception.

They threw out the bill and imagined 
that they had won a glorious victory. 
But Mr. Gladstone found that Queen 
Victoria had the power to abolish pur­
chase in the armÿ by her own act it 
she pleased. He induced the queen to 
do this by means of a royal warrant.

And the house of lords could no more 
interfere with a royal warrant than 
they could knock the dome off St. 
Paul’s by throwing their coronets at it. 
—Pearson’s, London Weekly.

ALMANACH DE QOTHA.
Hlltorr of Title Old and World Fa­

mous Institution.
The Almanach de Gotha is more than 

an almanac. It Is an Institution. 
Bravely arrayed in red and gold, it lies 
on the table of every diplomatist. Is In 
constant request in the newspaper of­
fices of all countries and makes a wider 
and more international appeal than any 
other annual of reference in the world. 
It Is to Europe what Burke and De- 
brett and the other peerages are to the 
British isles, and it is also the lineal 
ancestor and model of such topical en­
cyclopedias as our Whittaker, our Ha- 
zell and our Statesman's Yearbook. 
A political and social history of the 
world for the last 150 years could 
be written from its back numbers if 
these were readily accessible to stu­
dents. But they are not The Alma­
nach de Gotha began to appear In 
1763, but the purchasers did not file it 
for reference. The earliest numbers In 
the British museum are those for 1774 
and 1783, and a complete set can be 
consulted nowhere except in the edito­
rial office in Friedrich’s Allee in the 
little Thuringian capital. Probably not 
one In ten thousand of those who cur­
rently use the almanac has any knowl­
edge of its interesting history.

It had of Course its predecessors. 
The bibliographies of almanacs are 
ponderous tomes, and the middle of 
the eighteenth century was the golden 
age of this kind of literature. In Paris 
alone as many ns seventy-three alma­
nacs were published in the year 1760, 
Including a royal almanac, an almanac 
for merchants, an almanac for Free­
masons, an almanac of beasts, an al­
manac of badinage, etc. The city of 
Gotha itself had its own almanac from 
a still earlier date in the shape of an 
"improved Gotha genealogical, and 
writing calendar,” the origin of which 
Is lost in the mist of antiquity, though 
a copy dated 1740 survives.—Francis 
Grlbble in Scribner’s.
