Two hundred and fifty examiners are 
engaged at desks and tables in the Uni­
versity of Toronto, passing judgment on 
the work of 4,000 provincial candidates 
tor matriculation. By the system adopt­
ed there is in charge of the marking of 
each subject a chairman, to whom, in 
cases of doubt or difficulty, the answer is 
often read aloud. A decision is then ar­
rived at as to the number of marks which 
should be awarded. The paper of any 
candidate whose marks are below the 
minimum but approximate to the line 
will be re-read by the chairman of the 
division before publication. It is expect­
ed that the results will be available short­
ly after August 1.

Dr. D. B. Bentley, district medical 
officer of health, has the following in his 
report to the provincial board of health : 
“I have found that there has been great 
carelessness on the part of parents, teach­
ers and physicians in the matter of repor­
ting typhoid fever, tuberculosis, chicken 
pox, measles, mumps and some other 
diseases which should have been reported. 
In some cases this neglect is due to the 
local boards not providing the physicians 
with the proper forms, but in some places 
where this is done no reports are sent in, 
and I have urged the local boards to 
make a special effort to get these reports 
from some source early enough to be of 
value to the medical officer of health, 
pointing out to them that he cannot pre­
vent the spread of disease unless he 
knows where the centres of infection 
are.”

East Lambton Election Appeal
The hearing of the appeal made on lie-

have reacbed'the ears of the heads 
of the government that young girls

When its breech-locking device 
has been perfected at Watervliet 
Arsenal, the great sixteen-inch gun 
the biggest piece of ordnance in the 
world, which has just been shipped 
from Sandy Hook proving grounds, 
will be practically ready for service 
on the Panama Canal fortifications. 
Some idea may be gotten of the 
tremendous power of this gun, des­
tined to protect the Pacific entrance 
to tbo Panama Canal, by the fact 
that it is 50 feet long, weighs 142 
tons, and fires a projectile about 6 
feet long. The projectile itself weighs 
a ton, and is discharged by 665 
pounds of powder. It requires eight 
men to carry the powder charge. 
This gun has a maximum range of 
from 22 to 23 miles.

It is said that during the last eight 
years saloons have been put out of 
business at the rate of forty a day. 
Of course in many places there have 
been some new ones established, but 
for all that the fact remains that 
temperance is growing rapidly among 
the people in every section of the 
country and that it promises to 
spread with equal rapidity in the 
coming years. This accounts for so 
many places and States going “dry.” 
The growth in temperance is partly 
moral and partly economic. More 
and more employers of labor are de­
manding total abstinence on the part 
of their workers, and labor unions, 
alert to the welfare of their members, 
are taking the same position. No 
wonder that more than one leading 
brewer says that it is only a question 
of time when they, the brewers, will 
have to cease operations.—Ex.

The Curious Place Where John K.
Graves Turned Out His Shot and
Bullets and the Contract the Courts
Declared Had Not Been Broken.
Thp late Senator Allison, whose 

home was at Dubuque, la., thoroughly 
enjoyed humor and a good story. One 
day when in a reminiscent mood Mr. 
Allison narrated the following story, 
based upon facts, which is worth a 
place among tales extraordinary:

“Along about I860, when the west 
was yet quite new, a number of busi­
ness men in Dubuque conceived the 
idea of establishing a plant for the 
manufacture of shot and bullets. At 
the time there was no factory of that 
sort nearer than St Louis, and, with 
a lively demand for ammunition, it 
was figured that a shot tower would 
pay like a California gold mine. The 
tower was built, the necessary ma­
chinery was put in at large expense 
and production began.

“For a time business was quite sat­
isfactory; then demand slackened, and 
It soon became apparent that the enter­
prise would never develop any Stand- ■■ 
ard Oil dividends. After a time some 
of the stockholders became disgusted 
with the whole business and practical­
ly offered to give away their holdings.

“Among them was John K. Graves, 
who afterward became a power in 
eastern Iowa politics. Graves quietly 
bought up the stock as it was offered, 
getting practically all of it eventually 
on the basis of 5 or 10 cents on the 
dollar. Just what Graves wanted this 
stock for his associates in the venture 
could not figure out, but they did not 
lose any sleep over that. They were 
tickled to death to get anything out of 
the dead enterprise. It had been los­
ing money for some time.

“Soon after this the war broke out 
Graves instantly saw his opportunity. 
War makes great quantities of bullets 
necessary, and he made preparations 
to supply them. He indulged in cer­
tain statements concerning his plans 
and purposes in the presence of per­
sons he knew would flash the informa­
tion to a St Lpuis concern, and his 
scheme worked admirably. Inside of 
two weeks a man whom Graves knew 
to be a representative of the St Louis 
shot tower company called upon him 
and in the course of the conversation 
brought up the subject of stock in the 
Dubuque company. After several days 
»f dickering and bantering Graves un­
loaded his entire holdings of stock at 
over fifty cents on the dollar, realizing 
a small fortune:

“By the terms of the agreement 
however, Graves legally bound himself 
not to erect a shot tower within a 
hundred miles of Dubuque within ten 
years. The representative of the St 
Louis concern had scarcely got beyond 
Bight of Dubuque, down the river, until 
Graves sent in an order for a complete 
equipment of machinery for a new 
shot making plant While awaiting 
Its arrival he indulged in a little sur­
veying.

“Dubuque Is situated partly upon a 
lofty bill or series of hills, and the in­
land country is extremely rough. When 
wandering among the bluffs Graves 
came upon the excavation of a deep 
well. Shortly afterward there was 
considerable activity in that vicinity.
A force of men was employed to re­
move the debris, and the hole was en­
larged and bricked up. A lateral in­
cision was made into the side of the 
bluff, striking the main vertical shaft 
a hundred feet from the surface open­
ing. Here a room was dug out and 
bricked up and prepared for the recep­
tion of machinery. By the time this 
work had been completed the outfit ar­
rived and was quickly installed. With­
in two or three months of the time of 
disposing of the stock of the Dubuque 
concern Graves had the new suburban 
underground establishment in full 
blast, producing bullets and shot

“Of course news of the new factory 
speedily reached the St Louis concern, 
and' they sent an attorney to Dubuque 
loaded with contracts and receipts and 
paraphernalia for making trouble. The 
lawyer called on Graves and plainly 
told him that if he did not shut up 
shop he would get the law on him 
quick. Graves replied that he did not 
understand be had violated any law 
or any pledge and that he would go 
right along making bullets, suggesting 
to the attorney that he start proceed­
ings. The attorney invited Graves’ at­
tention to the bond given by the latter 
that he would not engage in the manu­
facture of shot or bullets within 100 
miles of Dubuque for ten years. Graves 
contended that he bad entered into no 
such covenant; he had pledged himself 
not to ‘erect a shot tower/ and asked 
the attorney if be had erected a shot 
tower. The attorney said that was 
boy’s talk; that such byplay would £0t 
iro in a court of Justice. ...

CRUELTY TO ANIMALS.

The Old Tim. Custom of -Plowing at 
the Horn’* Tail."

Animals seem to have no Idea of ex­
ercising to keep warm. They just turn 
their backs to the wind and crouch, 
bnt perhaps If one bad only a limited 
amount of fuel It would be better just 
to keep a spark alive till the snap was 
over than to bum it all out In a few 
hours.

The first legislation against cruelty to 
animals Is said to have been an enact­
ment passed In the days of Queen 
Elizabeth prohibiting “plowing at the 
horse’s tall,” as then practiced In Ire­
land.

This custom consisted In lashing the 
plow beam to the horse’s tall with a 
bit of rope and then, while one man 
held the plow, another walked back­
ward before the animal, guiding It with 
blows of a stick. It seems as though 
this plan must have cocked the plow 
so high Into the air that the point 
would take no bold on the soil. It 
seems also as If only the most spirit­
less of eqnines would have submitted 
to the treatment, bnt that It was fre­
quently done the act against It proves. 
The cruelty of the practice needs no 
demonstration; It could not ha-ve been 
profitable, bnt was perhaps preferable 
to starvation. Whether the English leg­

1837:

To Shoemakers—10 Kackmen Wanted— 
The subscriber gives the highest city 
wages for good work and begs those 
worthies who would filch him of his stuffs 
not to visit him. It would be an agree­
able surprise to him It John Kemp, Thom­
as Pringle, Isaac Morgan and a few oth­
ers would bring In the work they have so 
long "forgotten” to return.

JOHN LEGO, 164 8th avenu.
The trade supplied cheap and good
“Kackmen" seems to have gone ont 

of use completely. It Is not given in 
any of the modem dictionaries, bnt one 
of them has “eack, a baby’s shoe,” 
Which It calls shoemakers’ cant

In the same number of the Sun T. 
Baxter of 8 Fulton street advertised 
that he wanted broken bottles, but he 
did not state his use for them. There 
are several advertisements for men to 
go on whaling voyages.—New York 
Sun.

The Fog Peril.
One of the great conquests of science 

for human safety will be the discovery 
of some effectual means of disclosing 
to every ship at sea the approach and 
position of any other vessel which may 
come near In a fog. So far the fog 
peril remains as deadly as It ever was.

Every year 
the water highways are more fully oc­
cupied, and the tendency Is townrd a 
higher average speed.

~ A HISTORIC BELL T

From the Guerrier* to the Conetitutlon, 
Then to * Mill.

One weald hardly expect to find an 
object of historic Interest In so pro­
saic a place as a New England mill— 
an object older than the oldest title ot 
the English peerage, an object made 
before the English parliament was 
formed. Yet such an object Is In dully 
nee In a factory at Saylesville, R. I. It 
Is a bell, whose history Is a most In­
teresting one. Around the bell, about 
four Inches from the crown, Is this su­
perscription: “Peter Secest Amsterdam. 
Anno 1263, me fecit”

The date, together with other well 
authenticated facts, leads to the belief 
that the bell was long used In a con­
vent belfry In England and was taken 
therefrom for public use during the 
reformation. But the connecting link 
between Its life in the old world and 
Its advent to America Is the famous 
naval battle between the Guerriero 
and the Constitution.

The Gnerriere, a helpless wreck, was 
rolling In the trough of the sea, while 
her brave but defeated commander. 
Captain Daeres of the royal navy, on 
the deck of the American frigate, the 
Constitution, was offering his sword to 
gallant Captain Hull

The two officers had been friends In 
time of peace, having often exchanged 
hospitalities at the Mediterranean 
ports, and now Hull’s magnanimity 
shone ont.

•Til not take your sword, Daeres,” 
said he. “Keep It”

In the meanwhile the boats of the 
Constitution were busily engaged In 
transporting the crew of the defeated 
ship to the deck of the victor. A mid­
shipman reported to the first lieuten­
ant that the ship’s bell had been car­
ried away by a grapeshot from the 
Gnerriere and that there was no way 
of announcing the time to the ship’s 
company.

At that moment the Gnerriere gave a 
succession of heavy plunges, and the 
dear tones of a fine bell rang over the 
water.

“Go get the Englishman’s bell,” said 
the lieutenant to the midshipman. 
“There will be no further use for it on 
board that craft”

The Gnerriere surrendered at 7 
o’clock In the evening of Aug. 19, 1812, 
and at 8 o’clock the same evening Pe­
ter Secest’s bell In sonorous tones rang 
out the hoar on board "Old Ironsides."

With the lapse of time the bell, amid 
the confusion and debris common to a 
great navy yard, became misplaced, 
lost Its identity and was thrust care­
lessly to one side. It found Its way to 
the scrap heap, was afterward sold by 
the United States and finally came to 
rest In its present quarters^Boston 
Post

AN ANIMAL IN PAIN.

It Suffers Less Than Man on Account 
of Its Low Intelligence.

It is n platitude that “pain is as one 
feels it.” Bnt that statement falls a 
considerable way short of the truth. 
The measure of pain undoubtedly de­
pends as much upon realization, com­
parison and constructive memory as 
upon sensation. In other words, the 
individual with the most highly devel­
oped imagination enjoys and suffers 
most intensely, though not perhaps 
most violently. Pain and death aro 
terrible in proportion as one is capable 
of relating them to experience. To 
children they are not terrible in this 
sense, because children have small 
experience and even smaller powers 
of imagining relations.

In the case of animals the power of 
constructing a memory picture and re­
lating the same to present conditions 
is probably exceedingly low, if not en­
tirely absent Pain to an animal rep­
resents an uhpleasant experience 
begun and ended sharply. It is un­
related. It has no social or moral sig­
nificance. It is not terrible in the wide 
sense. An animal lives from moment 
to moment At any given moment its 
happiness is a question in the main of 
physical comfort The caged skylark 
(though it must not be supposed that 
tills is any defense of an objectionable 
practice) experiences none of the 
misery of the caged man. It does not 
know that its liberty is- hopelessly lost 
It cannot relate its present position 
to past experience in the way in which 
a prisoner can and must do. The cage 
is merely an accidental obstruction 
which may at any moment disappear. 
Should the bird stop struggling it does 
so because struggling is unpleasant 
not because it is hopeless.—London 
Chronicle.

The only use for ensilage I have ever 
had has been with dally cattle. I al­
ways aimed to balance my ration, 
writes W. L Raymond In the Iowa 
Homestead. While ensilage Is an ex­
cellent food. It Is not profitable to feed 
It alone, as It does not contain enough 
protein or bone, hair, milk and muscle 
building material. In tact. It runs high 
In only one of the several essential ele­
ments which go to nourish and build 
up the animal structure, and that la 
fat Corn la a fat forming food, and 
ensllolng It does not change Its na­
ture In the least

In order to balance silage or get the 
entire benefit to be derived therefrom

f

In nearly all casea the beginner 
In dairying should start with grade 
cows, says Professor Nicholls of the 
Kentucky Agricultural college. On 
the whole, large, rangy, deep bodied, 
deep cheated, big bellied cowa, car­
rying good, capacious udders, give 
best results. When fresh such cows 
ought to give from three to five gal­
lons of milk a day testing 3% to 
per cent fat Cows of Holstein blood 
are more persistent mUkera and do 
not fatten so rapidly as do Short­
horns. The Holstein cow here pic­
tured is Aralla De Kol, a pure bred 
Holstein. She produced 28,090 pounds 
of milk In one year.

It must be fed with food which/runs 
high In protein or the element In which 
silage Is most deficient With my dry 
cows and young stock I found clover 
hay, which may be raised successfully 
on the same farm which raises the 
com, with perhaps a little grain, to 
give very good results, as this runs 
high In protetin. Alfalfa Is still bet­
ter, as It runs as high in protein as 
bran, ton for ton. I found alfalfa hay 
and silage to be all that was needed, 
with no grain, to make fast and good 
growth on young stock. With large 
producing cows or cows giving over 
twenty pounds of milk a- day some 
grain, being balanced aa to protein 
and fat the same as roughage, was re­
quired to keep up the milk flow and 
body weight of the animal 

Silage may be balanced with bran, 
oilmeal, cottonseed meal, oats, peas 
or any grain which runs high in pro­
tein, bnt any of the legumes, such as 
clover, alfalfa, pea hay, etc., are bet­
ter for the mechanical effect Silage, 
like grass. Is loosening, and, while this 
is very beneficial to a certain extent 
the effect is controlled by feeding a lit­
tle dry matter, and this we get in the 
bays I have mentioned as well as the 
elements In which the silage la short

CARE OF SICK ANIMALS.

Medical Equipment Should Be Kept on 
Every Farm.

Every dairyman who keeps even a 
small herd will find it convenient to 
have the following medical equipment: 
A clinical thermometer should always 
be at hand, and the herdsman should 
know how to use It It can be got 
through any drug store or from any 
firm dealing in veterinary Instruments. 
The normal temperature of mature 
cows are from 99 to 102 and may reach 
as high as 103 F. Two or three milk 
tubes of different lengths, a trocar 
and canula, a long neck pint or quart 
bottle for drenching, a milk fever out­
fit or a bicycle pump, a large syringe 
or funnel and three feet of small, rub­
ber hose, and one graduate or meas­
uring glass should be provided. Re­
member, milk tubes should always be 
sterilized by beat or a disinfectant be­
fore using.

The following medicines should be 
kept on band. One pound bottle crys­
tallized carbolic acid, five pounds ep- 
som or glnuber salts, one pint castor 
oil, one gallon linseed oil, oreojln, vase­
line, carbolized vaseline, acetate of 
lead (sugar of leadl, flowers of sulphur, 
hydrogen peroxide, one Tint tincture 
of gentian. Dissolve the carbolic acid 
by placing the bottle in warm water 
and add a very small amount of wa­
ter to keep it In solution. Make tbe 
carbolized vaseline by adding to a 
pound of vaseline less than one-balf 
ounce of the dissolved carbolic add; 
then warm and stir thoroughly while 
cooling. Other medicines may be add­
ed and even needed, but these should 
always be available.—Iowa Homestead.

Feeding For Perk,
The best hams and bacon, the sweet­

est and best of all meats, must con­
tain a streak of lean and a streak of 
tat from pigs fed upon milk, wheat 
feeds and grass with a little com. In­
crease the com as the pigs grow, and 
the last six weeks before killing feed 
all the com they will eat up clean 
twice a day.

In a north of England 
locality many houses have curtains of 
the cream color produced by metanil 
yellow, popularly known as “dolly” 
cream dye and to science as "the so­
dium salt of meta-amldo-benzine sul- 
pbonlc acld-azo-dlphenyl-amlne."

Kingsville, July 20,-Army worms have 
invaded South Essex. Only a few days 
ago they began their ravages ia the 
township of Gosfield North. This week 
they have shown up in Gosfield South 
Township, about two miles from this 
town.

Thamesford, July 20.—Two of the 
largest farms in this district, those of 
George pures and Dr. McMillan, at Kin- 
tore, six miles north of here, have been 
invaded by the army worm. The insects 
were noticed first on Saturday night.

THE ARMY WORM

On accent of the crops in some 
districts being badly attacked by 
this pest, it is advisable for every 
farmer to be on the lookout and 
ready to combat it if it comes his 
way.

The army worm is about one and 
one-half inches long when full grown 
and is striped with black, yellow and 
green, of a dingy appearance and 
much resembling the cutworm. 
When detected, all efforts should be 
centred on keeping the worms out of 
crops not yet attacked. A deep 
furrow, (several furrows are better) 
ploughed around the fields with the 
vertical or steep side of the furrow 
next to the crop to be protected, 
serves as a barrier to prevent the 
march of the worms, as they will 
not be able to crawl up the straight 
side of the furrow. Holes or pits 
should be dug in the bottom of the 
furrow every ten or twelve feet to 
catch the worms as they crawl along 
looking for a place to get out. They 
can then be destroyed with a blunt 
stick or by burning straw oyer them.

By thoroughly spraying or dusting 
a small strip of the crop in advance 
of the worms with Paris green, and 
liberally distributing poisoned bran 
(mixed at the rate of fifty pounds 
bran and one pound Paris green 
with enough molasses and water to 
sweeten it) large numbers may be 
destroyed. A field so poisoned must 
not be pastured until rain has thor­
oughly washed it. Whatever is done 
must be done quickly and at once, 
for a single day’s delay may often 
mean the ruin of a valuable crop.

Army Worm Still Spreading
The army worm pest is spreading with 

alarming rapidity throughout Waterloo 
County ana to-day large numbers of 
farmers have been engaged following the 
instructions sent out by Ontario Depart­
ment of Agriculture to exterminate the 
destructive caterpillar.

On Sunday George Hahn, living on the 
Bresleau road, one and a half miles froin 
the city, discovered a large field of oats 
practically destroyed by the worms be­
fore he even realized that his farm had 
been invaded. Trenches were dug and 
everything possible was done to prevent 

| the worms from getting to near-by farms, 
but the efforts were futile, and nearly 
every farm on both sides on Bresleau 
road is invaded by the pests. Samuel Bru- 
baclier found fields that were covered 
with marching worms, and has a body of 
men assisting him to extinguish the 
wonns.

Woodstock, July 20,-r-Very little 
change is noted in the army worm situa­
tion in Oxford County td-day, although 
several new cases were reported at the 
office of the district agricultural repres­
entative.

Latest reports seem to indicate that 
the plague is-spreading to all parts of the 
county, nearly every township now hav­
ing one or more cases. On some farms 
the worms are discovered in thousands 
and the damage is accordingly very ex­
tensive, but on a great number of the 
farms the worms are few in number and 
the situation is being easily handled.

A. C. in 1913, 22 were from Middlesex 
county, 20 from Lambtom, 8 from Perth, 
12 from Waterloo, 16 from Norfolk, 26 
from Brant, 7 from Bruce, 12 from Elgin, 
6 from Essex, 5 from Grey, 10 from 
Huron, 8 from Kent, and -13 from Ox­
ford. The other provinces of the Domin­
ion sent 83 and foreign. countries 75. 
England sent 28 students and the United 
States 21. Other countries represented 
were : Argntina, Belgium, British West 
Indies, Germany, Iceland, India, Japan, 
Mexico, Newfoundland, Russia. Scotland 
South Africa, Panama and Spain.
