Prof. Julian Huxley’s theories of 

sex predetermination are nothing 
new to Scottish farmers’ wives, who 
claim an infallible method of learn­
ing which eggs will produce cockerels 
and which hens. Their method is this 
Take a threaded needle and string an 
ordinary c5Tk—corks are plentiful in 
Scotland—about half way between 
the needle and a knot in the other 
end of the thread. Holding the egg 
in the left hand, suspend the needle 
and cork, holding by the knot in the 
right hand, over but not touching the 
egg. If the needle -moves pendulum- 
wise, to and fro, the egg will hatch 
a cockerel; if it oscillates with a 
Circular movement the egg will hatch 
a hen ; if the needle doesn’t move, the 
egg is infertile.

Under 
Ontario" law, beer with an alcoholic 
content Of 2 Y2 per cent, is regarded 
as “temperance beer” and licenses 
for the manufacture of this beverage 
are issued to breweries. A household­
er also" may obtain a permit to make 
thirty gallons of beer for each mem­
ber -of his family. The breweries 
complain that their product cannot 
compete with home made beer of un­
limited content.

The people who pay the taxes are 

usually interested in where their 
money goes. This paper has been 
asked repeatedly what the Premier 
and memibers of the House of Com­
mons receive in salaries and indem­
nities. The salary of the Prime Min­
ister of Canada is $16,000, and the 
Premier of Ontario gets $9,000. 
Members of 'the House of Commons 
receive $4,000 per session, provided 
the session extends beyond 50 days, 
and that the members attend at least 
three-quarters of the days on which 
the Bouse sits.

They Are Heavy Reducers of Legi­
timate Crop Yields—More After 
Harvest Tillage Is Needed— 
Drindelion Control — Why a 
$0,000 Bull Was Sold for $50.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture. Toronto.)

A superficial survey of Southern 
Ontario shows very clearly that the 
weed plants have gained so much 
headway on very many farms as to 
have become the largest profit-rob­
bing factor. Thistles, ragweed, mus­
tard, etc., are crowding out the 
useful food plants, reducing yields 
and making work more difficult 
Too Lillie Farm Help and Too Many 

Dogs.
In the old days when labor was 

more plentiful and gang-ploughs for 
after 'harvest tillage were found In 
use on every farm, clean, weed free 
fields were to be seen on every hand. 
Farms that were models of cleanli­
ness and the pride of their owners 
are no longer so. The men of the 
old school and the condition of 
abundant, willing help on the farms 
has gone. The presence of competing 
weeds does not worry the present day 
farmer to a point of action. Shortage 
of help, apathy on the part of land- 
owners, neglect to make noxious 
weed bylaws operative, and the 
sheep-killing dog, have been the chief 
contributing factors favoring the 
wholesale weed development that is 
now experienced by this province.
Annual Losses Run to Millions of 

Dollars.
The average loss per acre on cul­

tivated and grazing lands Is difficult 
to determine. On the well kept farms 
the annual loss caused by the pres­
ence of weeds Is not less than two 
dollars per acre. On the farms that

nave ueen puuny inauageu tor — 
number of years the annual lose 
from weeds may be as high as ten 
dollars per acre. Taking the lower 
figure of two dollars per acre as the 
minimum loss, on the Southern On­
tario farms that hqve an aggregate 
area of ,14,000,000 cleared acres we 
have a,loss, of $28,000,000 per year. 
The wfeed Increase which has been so 
rapid during the past ten years will, 
It not checkev, cause a direct loss 
to the Ontario farmers of $100,000,- i 
000 per annum.
Let the Plough and the Harrow Be 

Kept Going. ..
If the noxious weed robbery that 

Is being perpetrated on the Ontario 
farmer from April to October each 
year Just because he Is willing to be 
robbed wetfe stopped, money for 
household comforts, taxes, etc., 
would be more plentiful. After har­
vest tillage, autumn ploughing and 
the cleaning up of the fence rows 
and roadsides in good time will help 
check the advance of weeds. The 
agriculture of no province Is so rich 
that it can afford to tolerate a weed 
nuisance that Is costing many mil­
lions each year.—L. Stevenson, Sec­
retary Dept, of Agriculture, Toronto.

DANDELION CONTROL.

Four or Five Sprayings TVfth Iron 
Sulphate Will Do the Trick.

Little attention was paid to the 
dandelion as a weed thirty years ago, 
but with the clearing up of lands and 
removal of obstacles to the spread of 
the weed great Increase of the nuis­
ance Is Seen in grass land every­
where. The dandelion cannot succeed 
on land that Is well cultivated,1 but 
areas of grass, whether pasture 
fields, roadways or lawns, are usual­
ly heavily infested. Large areas can­
not well, be treated unless the use of 
the Jand is such as to permit heavy 
expenditures. Small areas, such as 
lawns and portions of golf courses, 
may under proper management be 
kept free of dandelions.

Spraying with iron sulphate, four 
or five applications during one sea­
son, will generally free a grass area 
of the pest. But the treatment must 
be repeated every third year. The 
first spraying should be applied lust
before the first blooming periou of 

•

cne aanuciiuu auu *uuuM«a oj two 
others at Intervals of three weeks. 
Two further applications should gleo 
be, given during September or Octo­
ber. Spraying should not be done 
during the hot, dry period unless 
wafer can be applied to keep the 
grass growing vigorously. Grass 
areas that are sprayed usually black­
en considerably after each applica­
tion, but this burned appearance dis­
appears at.er a few days. Areas 
that are being sprayed for the eradi­
cation of dandelion should be well 
fertilized, and grass seed should be 
applied to keep up the required num­
ber of grass plants to form a good 
turf. White clover Is killed by iron 
sulphate spray, so cannot succeed 
under tills method of dandelion con­
trol. The strength of solution to use 
Is 1 Vi pounds to one gallon of water. 
—L. Stevenson, Secretary Dept, of 
Agriculture, Toronto.

Why a $0,000 Bull Was Sold for $50.
When a certain farmer a few yeara 

ago sold his registered Holstein bull 
to his local butcher no records had 
been made by any of the bull’s 
daughters. Within a year eleven of 
the daughters freshened at the ages 
of two and three. Records were 
made of milk and butter-fat produc­
tion, and to the astonishment of 
everybody the average milk produc­
tion was 14,502 pounds and the 
average butter-fat production was 
673 pounds.

But before these records were 
available the bull was dead and his 
hide had become leather. Because 
there were no records, a $5,000 bull 
had been sold for $66, .

SOLDIERS’ MEMORIALS j

The Editor, Guide-Advocate,
Watford, Ontario

Dear Sir:—Even populous centre# 
are finding it difficult to raise suit­
able soldiers’ memorials. Difficulties 
arise not only as to the form tiie 
monument should take, but as to the 
site, cost, etc. • The ’ chief trouble 
seems to be that many of the schemes 
are too elaborate and expensive- 
impracticable, mainly on financial 
grounds in these days of necessary 
economy. With the return of indust­
rial prosperity, however, such com­
munities will very probably find an 
easy solution of the problem. Then 
gratitude, civic pride, feelings -oif 
patriotism and reverence for that 
memory of their noble dead will im­
pel the living to perpetuate their 
memory in a manner befitting the & 
magnifiaient services they rendered 
their country and the world.

One should Ibe more concerned for ’ 
the keeping green of the memory of • 
the splendid men who came from the 
remote and sparsely peopled settle­
ments—from the lonely camp, farm» v 
or mine, and gave their all for their 
country with a splendid patriotism 
that must never be forgotten.

Such poor and thinly settled com*»*- 
■munities may find in the following; 
suggestion a means by which they; 
may permanently perpetuate ther 
memory of their local heroes at * 
negligible cost of money. All that ia 
needed is a spirit of cordial co-opera­
tion on the part of a few men and! 
women who are interested. These 
should get together as soon as poss-.—* 
ible and arrange for the removal of 
a huge natural rock or boulder—the 
bigger the better—to say the dis­
trict school grounds dr nearby cross­
roads (or the church or grave-yard if 
easy of access.)

On Abhor Day (aibout May 7) the ' 
children of the vicinity should plante? 
a maple tree, assisted by the teacher- i 
and school commissioners, with ap-e 
propriate ceremonies, near the rock 
or boulder,—hereafter the cento path 
of the soldier whose memory the; 
community desires to perpetuate. At 
the roots of each tree thus planted, 
place a sealed bottle or crockery- 
ware vessel containing a 'brief record 
of each soldier honored, signed by 
the mayor, school commissioners, 
councillors, teacher, • neighbors and 
other interested persons. Such a re­
cord should give the parent&ge of the 
soldier, the place and date of his 
birth, date of enlistment, manner and 
place of death, etc. . Current coins 
and newspapers and brief local his­
torical records, properly - protected 
in a glass or crocket ywa re container, 
should also be placed beneath the 
cenopath.

And in the schoolhouse "(church or 
lodge room ) on the same day, an 
official Roll of Honor surmounted by 
a small silken Union Jack should be 
unveiled, and the whole—-cenotaph, 
maple trees, roll of honor and flag— 
entrusted to the children for safe 
keeping, it being impressed . upon 
them that it is at once a duty and a 
privilege to cherish the. memory of 
our country’s heroes, 70,000 having 
died in the cause of humanity and 
right.

It may be added that, the rock or 
boulder used as a cenotaph should 
be large enough and of such sort as 
would allow of the soldier’s name, 
etc., being cut upon it at the time if 
the services of a capable mason are 
available, if not, this could be done 
later by a modern Old Mortality who 
reverences the glorious memory of 
Canada’s noble dead. One word of 
caution. Care should be taken that 
the rock selected for the cenotaph 
should be of a time-defying, element 
withstanding sort—not a rock that 
leadily splits or crumbles. There are 
competent men in every locality who 
would advise wisely as to the choice 
of a suitable iboulder.

TO IMPROVE LIGHT HORSES

Ten Stallions Will be Distributed
1 hroughout Ontario For pour' 

Months Each Year

For the purpose of improving the 
breedôf light horses in Ontario seven 
high-class stallions have been im­
ported from England and will be 
placed at different parts of the prov­
ince for service about the first of 
May.

'These stallions are new at Wood­
bine Park in Toronto, and before the 
first of May will be joined by three 
more—'Rancher, Springside and one 
other. They Will be assembled and 
kept in Toronto, free of expense, 
from about the first of .September 
to the first of April or May each year 
when they will be handed over to ft 
suitable man for service in the coun­
try during -the summer months. The 
places where the horses will be sta­
tioned will be suggested by the Dom­
inion government, through the militia 
department.. Service fees will be nom­
inal.

The stallions, which were pur­
chased in England by W. P. Fraser 
for the 'Canadian Racing Associations 
will form a nucleus of a breeding 
stud which it is intended to develop 
from year to year.

The horses secured by Mr. Fraser 
are Alasnam, winner of the Derby 
Gold Cup; Cattegat, a winner on the 
turf; General Probyn, bred by the 
King and a winner of King’s premi­
ums in England; -Red King, whose 
services always were in 'great demand 
in England-; Spring Wheat, also 

j bred by the King and a winner of 
King’s premiums and super-premi­
ums; McNeill, a good turf winner; 
Quartz Rock, fashionably bred and a 
winner on the 'fciirf.

THAT QUEER CITY OF ZION

Zion City is situated on the shore 
of Lake Michigan, between Chicago 
and Milwaukee and it is one of the 
most remarkable communities upon 
the American continent. Rev. Wilber 
Glenn Voliva is at the head of its 
government and issues his thunderous 
comments against what he ' terms 
modem errors of dress and ancient 
errors of science. It was from Zion 
City that Rev. Voliva recently an­
nounced that the earth was flat*and 
that the sun, -moon and stars were 
hung above it in a solid -blue sky, just 
as chandili-ers might be hung from a 
ceiling. He said that any other con­
ception of the universe was at vari­
ance with the teaching of the Holy 
Scriptures. This was no news to the 
children of Zion City, for they have 
been taught this idea of the earth 
ever since Zion -City was established. 
As for the adult members of the com­
munity, they accept implicitly what 
their Overseer has to say, for they 
have acquired the habit, and it Is un­
wholesome to argue with him.

The city is a monument of one of 
the most curious reli-gi-ous fanatics, 
of modem times, to wit, John Alex­
ander Dowie, who went to the United 
States from Australia penniless, and 
inside of ten years was one of the 
best known men in the country and 
the possessor of vast wealth.' At the 
time, his -headquarters were in .Chi­
cago, and his taxes were so heavy 
that lie decided he would establish a 
town of his own, where, if any taxes 
were tte ibe paid, they would be paid 
to him. -So he sept out real estate 
agents and they bought him several 
thousand acres of farm land, which 
was to become the city of the elect. 
He appealed to his followers, who 
numbered thousands, and they sold 
their possessions in other cities and 
moved cut to Zion -City. He establish­
ed various industries, and in many 
respects showed exceedingly good 
judgment. <

All went -well Until Dowie, with. 
3,000 of his 'band, descended u-pon 
New York with the avowed purpose - 
of converting that, city, The cam­
paign -was a failure and cost the 
Dowieites some $30,000. Bank­
ruptcy .proceedings were begun, the 
city was unable to pay its -bills, and 
a receiver was appointed.-He straigh­
tened out things to some extent, and. 
Voliva, who had -been summoned by 
Dowie. because of illness, .was put in 
charge, and the old prophet went to 
Mexico to rest. When he came'back 
Voliva refused to give way and reso­
lutely held to his authority. Soon af­
ter DSwie died, and from that day 
there has been nobody in Zion City 
to dispute the powers of the -Over­
seer. He has conducted the affairs 
of the city successfully, according to 
the faithful, and if others do not like- 
his methods they can stpy away.

There are,laws in Zion City such 
as probably exist nowhere else on 
earth. One cannot drink liquor; he 
cannot smoke; -he cannot take medi­
cine; he cannot have a doctor; he 
cannot eat pork or oj'sters. Tliere are 
no moving pictures or other places of 
amusement. There is no baseball. 
There arc no sinful 'card games or 
dances. The feminine styles are sev­
erely censored. There ere no short, 
skirts, -out on the other hand, there 
is no filmy peekaboo hosiery. There 
are no low «locked dressas, but still 
there are no balls to, wear them at. 
There are no loafers or Joiterers. 
Everybody is hustling so that he can 
go home and eat his specified meal 
and go to bed and forget his troubles 
There are plapty of churches and re­
ligious gatherings and' no lack of 
ukases from Voliva, who was former 
ly on Indiana preacher.

Zion- City is run this way because 
all the land is vested in Voliva. It 
is never sold. It is leased. On one oc­
casion, -through a never-to-be-for­
gotten error, a man bought a lot out­
right and opened a drug store. . The 
town was in an uproar until Voliva 
bought it back with all its immoral 
drugs.T he City Council is composed 
of Voliva's favorites. The Magis­
trates are nominated -by him, and 
any laws that he deems necessary 
for the uplift of the inhabitants are 
passed. Most of them have been up­
held by superior courts. But in 
Zion City there are hundreds of 
people who are not Zionists, but who 
have been attracted there by business 
or trade opportunities. They are in 
constant rebellion against the laws 
of the place, and hope eventually to • 
become a majority and make over 
the town into' the likeness of other 
American cities. In the meantime, 
there is little prospect "or them suc­
ceeding. Voliva is firmly in the saddle 
and the earth is flat.

ABOUT THEATTIC TANK
Useful for Rural and Small Town 

nouses.
Not an Ideal System, However— 

Something Éetter Later On—The 
Making, Installing and Filling of 
the Tank Described.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture. Toronto.)

My last article described how the 
farm pump on shallow wells may be 
located inside the house or stable, 
thus doing away with the carrying 
of water. This arrangement, of 
course, will not provide for water 
under pressure, and, therefore, a 
complete plumbing system is not pos­
sible, nor is hot water made avail­
able. To secure these great advan­
tages, it is necessary to either ele­
vate the water to some form of tank 
at least a few feet higher than the 
highest fixture In the house, or pump 
the water Into a strong metal high 
pressure tank against the enclosed 
air which when compressed into 
about one-half to one-third the vol­
ume of the tank will create suffi­
cient power to force tne water out 
when the faucets are opened. The 
first arrangement or system is us­
ually called the Attic Tank water 
system, the second, the Compressed ! 
Water System.

! Why Called “Attic Tank System.’’
This system is popularly known as 

the Attic Tank System because the 
water supply tank which supplies 
water under pressure Is usually lo­
cated in the attic of the house. To 
get enough pressure to force the 
water through the hot water boiler 
and the coils in the furnace or kitch­
en range and supply any fixture as 
sink or bath tub with water at a 
reasonable rate of flow. It Is neces­
sary to get the water tank a con­
siderable distance above the highest 
fixture. To secure say 35 lbs. pres­
sure at the kitchen faucets the tank 
would need to be at least 80 feet 
higher than the kitchen, so you see 
that in order to get any pressure 
worth while the tank, must be lo­
cated at the highest possible level 
inside the house, hence the attic lo­
cation. More pressure and hence 
faster flow at fixtures may be had 
by locating the tank outside the 
house on the top of a high tower, 
for example. Just above the wind 
mill, but outside tanks are not popu­
lar for evident reasons.
The System Is Not an Ideal One.

The Attic Tank System has given 
pretty fair satisfaction where pro­
perly put in and cared for, and there­
fore has been really worth while. It 
is doubtful, however, if many more 
of this type of water system will be 
installed, as the more modern ones, 
which I will describe in subsequent 
articles, are very much superior. The 
chief objections to this system are, 
first, the water tank is liable to 
freeze unless well protected, the tank 
may spring a leak and seriously dam­
age the Interior of the home and the 
furnishings, the supply is not high 
enough to give good pressure, you 
have to wait a long time to get a 
Bail of water, and as the tank must

Ol necessity uc pretty small, pump­
ing must be resorted to very fre­
quently in order to keep enough 
water on hand; and lastly, the water 
has to be pumped up to the tank 
by hand pump and few people enjoy 
pumping even if the pumping is done 
Indoors.
How to Make tlio Tank.

The tank itself la usually con­
structed of pine or spruce plank, ton- 
gued and grooVed, well held together 
by Iron rods and the Inside lined 
with A1 quality galvanized iron. A 
tight top should be used in order to 
keep dust and dirt out of it On one 
side near the top there should be 
Installed an overflow pipe leading to 
the outside or to a sink or same fix­
ture below, preferably in the kitchen, 
so that the one who is pumping may 
know by flow from pipe when the 
tank is full. The tank should be 
large enough to hold at least three 
or fouy barrels of water. In some 
houses it is possible to arrange for 
running part of the rain water from 
the root Into this tank, in which 
case considerable pumping is elim­
inated.. The tank should be located 
preferably over a partition so that 
the weight of water would not cause 
a sag in the floor of the attic. A 
tight metal tank about five feet long 
and two feet in diameter strapped to 
the .ceiling above the bathroom 
might be used instead of the wooden 
one in the attic.
The Filling of the Tank.

As stated, the tank is usually filled 
by a hand pump located in the kitch­
en or cellar. The pump used for 
this purpose must be a force-pump 
in order to lift the water to the 
required level. If electricity or small 
gas engine were available either 
might be used to pump up the water. 
Sometimes the tank is filled by wind­
mill and sometimes by an hydraulic 
ram operating at the spring a con­
siderable distance from the house.

Some “Don’ts" for House-Cleaning.
Don’t use water on waxed wood­

work. Rub with a waxed cloth, then 
with a clean flannel cloth.

Don’t wash all the curtains at one 
time and don’t staich them. Use a 
little rice water or thin starch in the 
last rinse water. New curtains are 
not starched; why advertise that 
your curtains are old by starching 
them ?

Don’t beat rugs such as Brussels 
or Wilton on the right side. Lay 
them face down on the grabs, beat 
and sweep on the wrong side. When 
replaced on the floors wipe the sur­
face with a cloth wrung from hot salt 
water. This brightens and freshens 
tn« rues.

Poor Plant Growth Without Nitrogen 
—Phosphate Also Required for 
Best Results — The Dieting of 
Plants Explained.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

Plants, like animals, require food. 
Their food consists of simpler sub­
stances, but it is none the less ne­
cessary. In general farm practice we. 
do not feed plants; but we grow 
them in a soil, from which and the 
surrounding air, we expect them to 
gather their food. In nearly every 
instance there is an abundance of 
food around the plant, but it is not 
always in a form that it can be ab­
sorbed. Sometimes there may be 
an abundance of some of the food 
constituents and very little of others. 
We recognize the importance of a 
balanced diet for man, but fail to 
realize that it is just as important 
for the plant.
The Soil Must Have Nitrogen.

Fortunately, while there are quite 
a number of essential parts to the 
balanced diet of a plant; there are 
only three or four that it has diffi­
culty in getting, and, of these again 
there are two that are more fre­
quently deficient than others. These 
are nitrogen and phosphoric acid. 
There Is a great store of the for­
mer in the gaseous form in the air 
around us, as much as approximately 
70,000,000 pounds over every acre 
of land. Yet, because the plant 
takes its nitrogen in a soluble form 
through the roots of the plant, this 
inert, gaseous nitrogen is of no use 
until it is taken into the soil and 
rendered available. Among other 
methods of getting this nitrogen into 
the soil, nature has provided that if 
we grow legumes, such as clover, 
peas, etc., we will get some of this 
nitrogen built into the plant. Then 
on the decay of the accumulated 
vegetable matter from these and 
other plants, the nitrogen is left in 
the form that is of use to plants. 
This means that decaying vegetable 
matter in the soil is the main source 
of nitrogen as a food tor farm crops 
other than legumes. We may be 
oTiite sure tha. if the soil is low in

I
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decaying vegcuiuiG matter inure wits 
be a small amount of nitrogen. With­
out plenty of availaoie nitrogen we 
cannot get the abundant growth et 
leaf and stem that is necessary; ne­
cessary, because it is in the leaf that 
the carbon dioxide taken from the 
air Is built up into sugars, starch, 
and other compounds of like nature, 
and that anything that limi.s the sise 
of the leaf Just as surely limits the 
plant’s ability to make and store 
these compounds. Nitrogen force» 
big leaf and stem growth, hence lux 
great value, in crop production.

The decaying vegetable matter, 
however, does more than furnish ni­
trogen ; it improves the physical con­
dition of the soil, thus making it 
easier to work. It increases the abil­
ity of the soil to hold water, thereby 
insuring better returns in dry wea­
ther, and in its decay furnishes acids 
which help to bring insoluble plant 
food into an available condition- 
Thes'e are strong s.elements to make 
about any constituent ot tne soil, 
but they show the importance ot 
growing catch crops to plough down 
as frequently as possible in the rota­
tion. A legume naturally is the best 
crop, but where this is not possible, 
or too expensive, grow rye. rape, or 
some crop that will furnish organic 
matter to the soil.
Phosphate Also a Necessary Food.

The element next to nitrogen in 
impor.ance is phosphorus. Nitrogen 
can be got from the air by legum­
inous plants, but the phosphors* 
supply in the soil can be supplement­
ed only by adding some form of ma­
nure or fertilizer. The supply m the 
soil is comparatively small, and is 
naturally held in an insoluble form, 
so that losses by leaching may be 
reduced to a minimum. So firmly is 
the phosphorus held, that in our 
study of the soils of the Province, 
we find that after nitrogen, no plant 
food constituent that may be added 
will give so decidedly good results as 
phosphorus. This is especially true 
when applied for the cereal grains 
and turnips. On fall wheat, 40» 
pounds of acid phosphate per acre 
has doubled the yield, and basic slag 
on heavy soils has given even bet­
ter results. On soils tairly rich in 
■vegetable matter, and tuus well sup­
plied with nitrogen, there is usually 
no need of supplementing the gen­
eral manuring witli anything but the 
phosphate, the exception being when 
fall wheat has wintered poorly and 
is having a hard time to make growth 
in a cold backward spring. Then 
an application of nitrate of soda at 
the rate of 100 to 150 pounds per 
acre on the poorer parts ot tne field 
will usually pay well.

Turuips have diihculty in absorb­
ing phosphates, hence although the 
ground is usually well manured for 
this crop, it will pay to add three 
or four hundred pounds of acid 
phosphate per acre. On ground that 
was rich enough to grow twenty-live 
tons of turnips per acre we have 
raised the yield Uve tons by the use 
of three hundred pounds of acid 
phosphate per acre.

I The points to oe kept in mind are 
! that while nitrogen is so valuable 
' there is a very large supply m the 
air which can be got through the 
growing of leguminous crops, and 
that the phosphate, for various rea­
sons, have a peculiar value when 
used to supplement good general ma-

Symptoms Described, ami Timely
Treatment Suggested — Lauda­
num and < astor Oil a Good
Drench—Preparing for Gardening.

(Contributed bv Ontario Department ot 
• Agriculture. Toronto.)

The occurrence of Scours in foals 
is responsible for a considerable part 
of the losses among them during the 
earlier periods of their lives. It often 
makes its appearance within a few 
days after birth, without any appar­
ent cause. Among the various causes 
responsible may be mentioned too 
long intervals being allowed between 
the sucking periods, as is often the 
case when the dam is being worked 
and the foal allowed to suck only 
during the mornings, noon, and even­
ings, and when the foal is hungry 
the milk is swallowed rapidly and in 
excessive quantities. Another fre­
quent cause is the foal sucking the 
mare after she has been o-ver-exert- 
ed, or while she is in an overheated 
condition, and the udder has become 
filled with milk in which there may 
be an excess of the products of tis­
sue waste, drained from the system.

Artificial feeding is also another 
cause, as in the case of foals oeing 
fed on cow’s milk.

It may also result from the Indis­
criminate use of physic medicines.

The milk of the dam is also ma­
terially affected by the nature of the 
diet, and sudden changes from one 
kind of food to another cause a var­
iation in the milk, which tends to 
derange the stomach of the foai.

There are also other predisposing 
factors, such as exposure to cold 
rains and the keeping of the young 
animal in a damp, unwholesome sta­
ble, and especially where the floors 
are filthy anti wet, owing to lack of 
drainage.

In addition to the foregoing, there, 
are also some infectious agents (dis­
ease germs) which cause a very fatal 
form of scours or dysentery in foals.

Symptoms.—When the foal is af­
fected with scours, the symptoms 
may be, first preceded by a constipat­
ed condition, Which, however, is soon 
followed oy the passage of liquid 
matter. The discharges at first ap­
pear soft and slimy and have often 
a peculiar, offensive odor. The tail 
and hips become soaked and covered 
with the discharges, which, in se­
vere cases, become more frequent 
and very watery. The foal then 
rapidly loses condition and becomes 
very weak, and the belly becomes 
tender. If not arrested, the condi­
tion may prove fatal in from two 
to ten days, t

Treatment and Prevention.—As- a 
means to prevention, the first con­
sideration should be the avoidance 
of the various causes which have 
been mentioned. The foal should be 
protected from exposure to cold rain 
storms. The stable should be main­
tained in a good, dry, and clean con­
dition, and plenty of dry bedding pro­
vided in the stall occupied by the 
foal. In cases where the foul is be­
ing fed on cow’s milk, it should be 
modified to suit by the audition of 
about one-third water and sufficient 
sugar to make it sweet to the taste. 
In cases where the dam is being 
worked and the foal having access 
to her only during mornings, noon, 
and evenings, care should be exercis­
ed to prevent it, when hungry and 
the stomach empty, from sucking 
the milk too rapidly and in exces­
sive quantities. If the dam has been 
over-exerted and become over-heated, 
some of the milk should be with­
drawn by hand from the udder be­
fore allowing the foal to commence 
sucking.

The nature of the treatment em­
ployed in affected foals is to some 
extent governed by the origin or the 
trouble, so that the cause should be 
ascertained if possible.

With the exception of these cases 
which have resulted from the impro­
per use of physic medicines, it is us­
ually best to begin treatment by giv­
ing a teaspoonfui of laudanum, com­
bined with two ounces of castor oil 
as a drench. In addition, a teaspoon­
ful of prepared chalk and powdered 
catechu may be given in a cupful of 
boiled milk or flour gruel every four 
or five hours, until the movements of 
the bowels become more regular. 
Another common remedy is a table­
spoonful of Lime water and a tea­
spoonful of laudanum, given in a 
little boiled milk, repeated every four 
hours as required.

When the fbal is in a weakened 
condition, its strength should be kept 
up by means of an egg beaten up 
with several ounces of the mother’s 
milk, and poured carefully into the 
mouth, and repeated at intervals of 
several hours, as may appear neces­
sary. The foal should in all cases 
be kept warm, and comfortable until 
better. If the foregoing measures 
are not effective in checking the con­
dition within a reasonable time, spe­
cial veterinary treatment may be 
necessary.—C. D. McGilvray, M.D.V., 
President Ont.

It Maintains Both the Humus and 

Nitrogen Supplies.

Too Frequent Grain Growing Ex­
hausts the Soil -7- Rotation Will
Help to Destroy Weeds, Insects,
and Fungus Pests—Currants and
Gooseberries.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture. Toronto.)

Crop rotations will, if properly 
planned and practised, maintain the 
humus supply in the soil, will re­
store the nitrogen supply, will give 
the benefits resulting from alternat­
ing crops that have different food 
requirements and leave different root 
residues in the soil; will help in 
weed, insect and fungus disease con­
trol; will make business management 
possible, will distribute the labor 
and reduce the risk of the loss in 
poor crop years.
Grain Growing Exhausts the Soil.

Lands that are continually used 
for grain crops will in time show 
exhaustion of the humus supply, due 
to annual tillage creating conditions 
that favor oxidation. Lands that are 
given a rest from the action of 
plough, disc, and cultivator, for two 
years out of every four while grow­
ing a hay or pasture crop will not 
become depleted of humus material, 
since the roots of the clover and 
grass crops will during their period 
of growth increase the quantity of 
vegetable matter ç>r humus making 
material.

The common food plants have 
quite different root systems, le­
gumes and root cfops go deep, the 
grasses and grains have fibrous roots 
and feed nearer the surface. The 
grains develop their feeding roots 
and are most active during the spring 
and early summer, while corn and 
the root crops draw the greater part 
of their, food supply during the late 
summer.
Use the Soil as a Feeding Ground.

The point is to use the soil as a 
feeding ground for the various food 
plants in such a way as to employ 
ail its resources during tne rotation 
period, but not to overwork or ex­
haust any particular part of what 
the soil may offer. A soil that' is 
subjected to the task of nourishing 
a surface feeding type of plant over 
a long period of years will become 
exhausted of the food elements with­
in the range of the feeding roots. 
The same is true when a soil is sub­
jected to supplying the same food 
elements in excess to classes of 
plants requiring the same elements. 
Alternate Shallow and Deep Feeding 

Crops.
By planting a rotation that will 

call for a surface feeding crop one 
year, a deep feeding crop the next 
year, and a rest from tillage for two 
years the soil is not subjected to the 
same everlasting drain on its fertil­
ity that the one crop or no system 
imposes.-' The work that the soil is 
required to do is distributed over a 
longer period, the soil is given time 
to rest up while certain food ele­
ments- are reaching a condition suit­
able for plant food in quantity large 
enough to be of use to a developing 
crop. When crops are alternated, 
weeds, insects and fungus pests, all 
of which like the sameness of con­
ditions characteristic of the one crop 
system, are not given a chance to 
increase, but are rooted out and de­
stroyed annually through the break­
ing up of conditions suitable to such 
pests by employing a suitable rota­
tion system.—L, Stevenson, secre­
tary Dept, of Agriculture, Toronto.

Trees protect» mo ».* «aalo uum »uu 
scald, and tne foliage is usually 
healthier in such locations than 
when grown where it is freely ex­
posed to the sun.

A place with good air drainage is 
preferred for gooseberries. In low, 
damp places mildew attacks both 
fruit and foliage more severely thaff 
on higher sices where the air circu­
lation is better. Currants, however, 
are seldom severely attacked by mil­
dew. Therefore, when the site is a 
sloping one, currants may be planted 
on the lower pans and gooseb^frlea 
above. As both fruits blossom very 
early in the spring, neither should 
be planted in low pockets where late 
spring frosts may kill the flowers.

Gooseberries ordinarily are propa­
gated by mound layers. The plant 
from which layers are to be procured 
should be cut back heavily before it 
begins to grow in the spring. By 
July ft will have sent out numerous 
vigorous shoots. It should then be 
mounded with earth half way to the 
tips of the shoots. By autumn the 
shoots will have rooted. Those with 
strong roots may then be cut off and 
set in the nursery, to be grown for 
one or two years before planting in 
the field. If the roots are not well 
developed, it will be better to leave 
the shoots attached to the parent, 
mant for a second year.
