In our lisy of deaths this merning
will be found the notice of the decease,
at Aylesford, Kings County, ‘of the
venerable and highly esfeemed Baptist
minister, the late Rev, Charles Tupper,
D.D.
The deceased clergyman was born at
Cornwallis, on the fith of August, 1794,
At the age of 21 years, he was baptised
by the late Rev, Edward Manning, and
received'iito vheé tirst Buptist Churoh,
of Cornwallis, Very shortly after this
he gave evidenoce of possessing gifts for
the Christian rainistry, At that day
much of the ministerial work among
the Baptists was done by itinerant
ministers, The custom gave a fine
opportunity to the young candidate to
cultivate the gift of extemporaneous
speaking—a style in which he attained
to great success in after years. School
bhouses and private dwellings were
very commonly used for public wor.
ship in the then new and sparsely set-
tled oountry, He was encouraged in
this work, both in the general favor he
found in the eyes of the people, and
also in the good religious results of his
preaching,
On the 17th July, 1817, about two
years after his baptism, he was ordain-
ed at Canard, Cornwallis, as an evunge-
list for the Baptists of these Provinces.
The sermon on the occasion was
preached by the late Rev. Theodore
Selte Harding, of Wolfville, from the
text—‘But speak thou the things which
become sound doctrine,’ and the late
Rev. E. Manning gave the customary
charge to the newly ordained minister.
After performing many successful
labors in various parts of the country,
be removed to River Philip, Cumber-
land County, and became minister to
the Baptist charch at that place, and
also to the one at Amherst. This took
place about four yoars after his ordina-
tion, in the year 1821. He travelled
extensively and preached with much
success in Cumberland County till 1826

TELEGRAPE NOTES FOR THE WEEE

London, Jan. 12.—A terrible outbreak
of fever, said to bave beea imported in
foreign flax, has taken place at Tandragee
in county Armagh. One hundred and
nine persons were buried oo Monday and
thirteen yesterday.

London, Jan. 19.—An unprecedented
hurricane and snowstorm prevails, and has
extended throughout a great portion of the
kingdom, doing immense damage to pro-
perty. The Railways leading from Lon-
don are snowed up, and the passage of
trains has been made impossible. The
aspect of London to-day is amazing. No
one remembers any such scenes as are
presented. THhey &re almost indescribable.
Vehicolar ‘traffic.is, entirely abandoned.
Omnibuses and cabs have ceased attempt-
ing to run. The only method of transpor-
tation is by the underground railroad and
the elevated road on theSurrey side of the
river. The tide in the Thames is the
highest ever known The docks, Black-
friars Bridge, Lambeth and the Southern
districts of London, on the Surrey side,are
overflowing, through the violence of the
gales and the unprecedented rise of the
rivers. Telegrams from all provincial
towns along the sea-coast report numer-
ous disasters to shipping and to property
along the shore, and some loss of life.
The damage by the flood of the Thames is
estimated at £2,000,000. The storm isthe
worst that bas been expericnced here for
twenty years. The Thames has flooded
the houses of Parliament. Many of the

People
are taking refuge on ti® roofs, and are ia
momentagy terror lest their lives should
become a pray to the rising water, The
scenes are terribleé, and all the exertions
which are being made in the midst of the
storm are not adequate to relieve the
distress which prevails. No one’ here
recollects to have witnessed such fearful
sights for a gencration past. A number
of barges have been sunk in the Thames
and several lives lost. The record of
casualties cannot fall to be fearful, and it
i probable that a great many will be found
to have been drowned.

To Maks Boots Water Proof.

A good composition for rendering
boots proof against snow and wet can
be made of ane part mutton tallow and
two paris beeswax, melted together,
It should be applied to the leather at
night and then wipe off the Loots with
a bit of colored fiannel the next morn-
ing. Of course it will be mare difficult
to make boots thus treated take a good
polish, but after a few times they will
be as susceptible of a brilliant polish as
ever.

Half an ounce of Bupgundy pitch,
dissolved in half 3 pint of drying oil,
and mixed with half an ounce of tur-
pentine, will not only make leather
resist wet and damp, but will also ren-
der it more durable, pliable, and softer.
Warm the boots a little over the stove,
and then apply the mixture with a soft
brush or swab. Let them dry thorough-
ly, then paint them over again. Put
them in a warm, dry place for twentv-
four hours; and you wil] bave a pair of
perfectly waterproof boots.

Still another waterproof composition
can be myide by dissolving an ounce of
powder resin in g quarter of a pint
linsee 1 ail over the stove; putit in a
tin basin, and place that in a pan of
boiling water. When it is boiling hat,
slice into it two ounces of mutton tal
Jow, and apply while hot to the boots,
Jetting it dry in thoroughly.

The following receipts for making
leather waterproof are from the Hide
and Leather Journal, and othey author.
itative sources : —

1. Boiled oil, 1 pint; beeswax and
yellow resin, each 2 oz.; melt to.
Appiy warm before the fire.
loz.;
pint; melted together
over a slow fire. Add another pint of
hot boiled oil, stirring well.

3. Boiled oil, 1 pint; mutton suet, }
lb., beeswsx, 6 oz; resin, 4 oz.; melt
over a slow lire in an earthen dish.
Apply to new leather with 8 brush,
when dry and clean.

4. Neatsfoot oil, § pint; beeswax, 4
pz. 4 tablespoonfuls of lgmpblack;
camphor the size of 2 hen’s egg. Melt
caretully over a slow fire, stirring well
after melied, never allowing it o boil,
Warm the leather and apply with 2
brush after melting. Use little and
often.

5. Shellac, § 1b., broken small, in &
quurt bottle, cover with methylated
spirits ; cork tight agd set in a warm
place, shaking several times each day;
add camphor the size of an egg ; shake,
add | oz. lampblack. Pour alittle into
& saucer and apply with a brush, not
drying it in.— Country Gentlemen.

Nova Scotia Oll feids.

The new oil fields of Nova Scotia,
says the Boston Globe, show conclusive-
ly that Pennsylvania does not monopo-
lize the pétraleum regions of North
America. In various places in the
vicinity of Cape Breton, oil drips out of
the salid ledges, and is easily gathered
and prepared for market. The Cape
Breton Oil and Mining Company has a
well 800 feet deep, and every predio-
tion made by scientitio men who have
visited the place seems likely to be
realized. The character of the rock
and of the oil is concisely set forth in a
report made by Prof. B. H. Ric/hurds of
the Institute of Tachnology. He says
that the oil-bearing sandstone on the
shores of Lake Anslie is 200 feet thick,
and is probably all fu]l of oil, It
certainly is near the shore, when it
both oozes out and drops into the|
water, and rises from the bottom,
Indeed, the ledge may be likened to a
huge sponge, satyrated with oil.
When the water or brine is pumped
from wells near the shore the oil ap
pears as littlg drops, and immediately
rises to the surface. The brine ocan
then be tapped off without loss of oil.
The quality of the oil is very much in
its favor. It is almost odorless, very
dense apd nonvolatile, and does nat
solidify .even at the temperature of
melting ice. It will lose byt little in
the retinery. Almost the whole of
every barrel pumped will go to the
market in the form of a valuable lubyi-
cating ail. In view of these facts Prof,
Richards recominends the field asa
goad one for the investment of capital,
