is now paying $1.90 per ton to the
Dominion Coal Co. for its coal, under
a coritract entered into September 30,
1897 for 25 years. Under this con-
twact the coal *was to be delivered to
the Coke Co. at a minimum price of
$1.60 per ton for the first 18 months,
and ten cents per ton extra every 12
amouths until the price ‘reached $1.90
per ton, at which figure it would re
main for the life of ‘the contract.
This price was for coal delivered at
Xiverett, freight and duty paid. This
contract was entered into on the ba-
®is of a supply of coal for 350 ovens,
but it provides for a ‘supply at the
same price for as high as 1000 ovens.
About 600,000 tons of coal are now
being shippéd to Everett annually,”

SUPREME COURT,

Supreme Court closed last Thursday
evening, after a most interesting ses
sion, at which seventeen criminal
charges were brought before the jury.
The grand jury found true bills in
three of the four charges against Dan-
iel Messenger, all of which were for re
ceiving stolen goods knowing them to
have been stolen. On the first charge
of receiving a horse .belonging to
Smith, he pleaded not guilty. Prosecu
tion was made by Roscoe, K. C., and
Parker, and defence was made by
Ritchie, K. C., and Miller. He was
found guilty and sentenced to three
years in penitentiary. For the other
two charges he received sentences of
two days in penitentiary for each
charge. The King against Carter, et
al, was for stealing the goods which
Messenger had received, and the three
thieves pleaded guilty to three charges
found against them. Enos Carter was
septenced to six years in the peniten-
tiary. His companions David and Am-
brose Sibbons, were released on their
own recognizances for their good be
haviour and Robert Sibbons, having
given evidence for the crown, was Jet
The  King vs Riley was for wife
beating and for assaulting Long, who
interfered. Heo was indicted aql
pleaded guilty; but was cleared by the
petit jury. Mr. Parker for the crown
and Mr. H. D.- Ruggles for the prison
er. A true bill was found agzatast
Bent for perjury, but he had leen
bailed by the committing magistrate
and failed to appear at court.

The King vs. Lent was a charge of
stealing money alleged to have been
picked up in the street and not handed
over to its owner, but the grand jury
found no bill. The King vs. Riordan
was a charge of counselling and pro-
curing Arthur Miller to induce Wile to
break into Riordan’s store in order
that he might be caught in the act
and put in jail. The worked
all right, and Wile was caught an«
tried for his offerce- and sentenced to
six months in jail. There two
charges against Riordan in connection
with this matter, but the grand jury
threw both out, as well as the charge
brought against Miller for his com-
plicity in the same matter. The King
vs. Lucaw was a charge of shooting
but the grand jury threw this out
also. A true bill was found in the
case of the King vs. Burrill,- but the
indictment was afterwards quashed,
there being no one authorized to pro-
ecute the indictment and the magis-
trate below not having committed the
prisoner for trial.

CANSO STRAIT TO BE BRIDGED,
Sydney, June 20—The bridging of
the Strait of Canso, between Cape
Breton and the mainland of Nova Sco-
tia, has- now become an assured fact.
The undertaking will be an immense
one, involving great engineering diffi-
culties and an outlay of about $5,000-
000. J. A. Waddell of Waddell and
Hedrick, consulting engineers, Kansas
has been
engaged to oversee the work. Waddell
is a Canadian and a graduate of Mc-
Gill and has been knighted by the Em-
peror of Japan where he was at one
time professor of civil engineering in
the university of Japan. Mr. Waddell
states that the bridge would be a can-
tilever with a span of 1,800 feet, the
longest in the world, and have a
height of 58 feet clear from high-water
The bridge will span the Strait be-
tween  Port Hastings, on the Cape
Breton side, and Cape Porcupine on
the Nova Scotia shore, a distance of
2,800 feet. Two immense piers will be
sunk near either shore in about nine-
ty feet of water. If built it will be
ona of the finest bridges.in the world.
Its construction will remove all delays
and inconveniences now experienced in
crossing the strait.

HOW [OUR SUNDAY SCHOOL LESSONS ARE
SELECTED.

—

The International Sunday school
Convention to be held at Denver, Col-
orado, June 26th to July lst, is of
deep interest to the whole religious
world. The Sunday School -‘L'imes
says: ‘““No political convention ever
held exerts such an influence upon
the deepest life of this and other na-
tions as the International S. 8. Con-
vention. It e the central human pow-
er-house for the supreme agency of
the church for the shaping and train-
ing of character.” This convention
meets every three years. Its purpose
i8 to introduce the best methods of
work into all the Sunday schools of
the world so far as it can reach
them. Its motto is *‘Organization for
Evangelization.” Its executive com-
mittee is composed of one active S. S.
worker from each state of the U. S.,
and province of Canada. It appoints
a lesson committee every six years to
select the S. 8. lessons and Golden
Texts. It employs specialists to trav-
el over the country and educate the
people in the best methods and intro-
duce any new plan that has been
found helpful. By the organization of
provincial, county and district associa
tions it is able to reach and help ev-
ery S. S. and every S. S. worker who
is willing to be helped. It has intro-
duced a uniform lesson, normal cour-
ses and diplomas for teachers, black-
boards, grading in the S. S., home
departments and white ribbon armies.
The first Lesson Committee was ap-
pointed at Indianapolis April 1872,
and was composed of six clergymen
and six laymen, one of each from Can
ada and two corresponding members
in London, Eng. This committee sel-
ected the lessons for the years 1873—
79 and were required to cover the
whole bible in seven years devoting
six months alternately to the Old Tes.
tament and the New. The fifth lesson
Committee was appointed at the Bos-
ton convention of June 1896 and 1s
composed of fifteen members, six. cor-
responding members in London aond
two in Australia. The fifteen members
are chosen from the nine largest. chris
tian denominations in the U. S. and
Canada, pro rata according to numiir
of church members, and each member
represents a church membership  of
1,000,000. The Baptists, Methodists,
and Presbyterians cach have three.
Episcopal, Lutheran, Congregational
Christians and Disciples, Reformed and
United Brethren onc each.

This committee has selected the les-

sons for ‘the six years 1900—05 and

the Denver convention will appoint a
new committee for the succeeding six

years.  The committee appointed in

1896 first met in Philadelphia in 1897

to make a plan for the six years

course. Many lesson writers, teachers,

and publishers were present and met
with the committee and discussed de-

tails, plans and improvements. After

deciding upon the general plan the
committee met again to select the
lessons for 1900. 1t was decided to

make biography a prominent feature

so eighteen months were devoted to

the life of Christ. A sub-committee

was then chosen or two sub-commit-

tees, when the lessons are in both

Old and New testaments to select the

individual lessons, titles and golden

texts. These are carefully examined

by each member if the committee at

home and abroad and comments A
corrections are made. The revised les-

sons are then sent to Biblical scholars

and teachers of the: several grades in

various parts of the world and citi-

zens invited. These returned, with

comments and criticisms are finally

passed upon by the committee, then

sent to publishers and lesson writers

in ample time to prepare quarterlies

etc. Millions of these are used and

translated into several languages. The

lessons for 1903 ‘were sent out several

months ago. Dr. John Potts of Tor-

onto is chairman and Dr. A. E. Dun-

ning of Boston, secretary.

Dr. Danning says: ‘“‘This
involved long journeys, the labor of
members of the committee, the sacri-
weeks, and of many months for some
fice of important engagements and a
large amount of correspondence. No
member has ever received a dollar of
compensation for his services. The ac-
tual expenses of travel, printing, etc.,
are rendered through the secretasy to
the treasurer of the International S.S.
association and by him collected from
publishers issuing lesson helps.”

The I. S. S. Convention expenses
arec about $12,000 a year, raised by
pledges from state and provincial as-
sociations and subscriptions from in-
dividuals.

EMIGRATION TO CANADA.

Toronto, June 11—Mr. Alfred Jury,
Dominion emigration agent at Liver-
ool, has arrived in the city, his old
home, after an absence of five years.
My. Jury predicts that the emigration
to Canada this year will exceed in
point of numbers that of any year in
the past decade. The temper of the
British populace toward Canada, Mr-
Jury says, is one of great enthusiasm
and no special effort will be needed to
turn this good feeling into commer-
cial channels that will result in the
establishment of such relations as will
keep Canada in the lead for a quarter
of a century. ‘The feeling in England
toward this country,” Mr. Jury adds
‘is not merely a spasm of patriotis
sentiment over the valorous conduct
of Canada’s troops in South Africa.
It is not wholly a question of senti-
ment. Canada’s preferential tariff in
favor of England has made a deep im-
pression upon the commercial leaders
of the Empire. They recognize in this
a spirit on the part of Canada to en-
courage the best possible relations,
and they are ready to do more than
their part towards keeping this feel-
ing alive for all future time.’

CANADIAN VALOR AGAIN REWARDED.

London, June 19—The official gaz-
ettc tonight publishes a long des-
patch from Lord Roberts, a continua-
tion of the field  despatches ~written
when he was in command in South
Africa. Appended to it is a long list
of those singled for distinguished mer-

Lord Roberts wishes to record the
fact that in April 1900, Queen Victor-
ia entrusted him with four woolen
scarves, worked by herself, which she
desired to be distributed to four dis-
tinguished private soldiers of the co-
lonial contingents of Canada, Austra-
lia, New Zealand and South Africa.
The selection was left to the colonial
officer commanding the contingent.
The Canadian scarf goes to private,
now Lieutenant Richard Rowland
Thompson, of the Royal Canadian
Regiment, for personal gallantry in
the field.

The republican members of the Sen-
ate Committee on Cuban relations, fi-
nally agreed to the acceptance of the
Spooner Bill, providing for reciproc-
ity with Cuba. and decided tp ask for
a conference of Republican senators to
consider the terms,

COL. LYNCH'S CASE.

London, June 18—In the Bow street
police court. after the Solicitor-Gen-
eral had opened the proceedings
against Col. Lynch, charged with high
treason, the Hon. Chas. Russell (son
of the late Lord Chief Justice) in be-
Lalf of the defendant, said that Lynch
had faced the proceedings like a man.
What he had done he had done open-
ly and he desired to facilitate the in-
quiry as much as possible.

After the police had furnished evi-
dence of the prisoner’s arrest, during
the course of which Detective Inspect-
or Walsh testified to finding in Col-
Lynch’s pocket & visiting card of
Hamilton Holt, “introducing Col.
Lynch of the Boer army, to three Am
ericans, A. S. Hardy, U. S. Minister
at Berne, Switzerland; H. W. Bowen,
U. S. Minister to Teheran (now min-
ister to Venezuela) and Prof. Richard-
son, of the American school at Ath-
ens’’ and some testimony had been
presented regarding Col. Lynch’s pres-
ence ‘“‘on commando” in Natal, the
prisoner was remanded for June 21.

PETITION OF RIGHT.

Ottawa, June 20—A petition of
right has been granted by the crown
to the Dominion Iron and Steel Co.
for ‘a trial before the exchequer court of
a difference which has arisen between
that company and Auditor-General
McDougall. The question concerns a
payment of $196,000 in bounty in the
output of the Dominion Iron and Steel
furnace at Sydney. The trade and
commerce department, which has the
charge of bounty payments, agreed to
this account, but payment was stopped
by the auditor-general on the ground
that the bounty should be calculated
on the ‘cold and not on the hot arti-
cle. The auditor-general will be repre-
sented by special counsel. W. B. Ross
of Halifax has been in Ottawa several
times of late in connection with this
matter.

SUGGESTIONS FOR SECURING GOOD CROPS

I would like a little space in the
first edition ol your paper to present
a few thoughis 1o my prother tarmors
We are at the close of a year's work,
that is, as far as we are able to stum
ulate the products of our sous tor
this year. ‘What we have done to pro-
mote maximumy growth will have its
eeward under ordinary conditions, ac-
cording to the ectiort we have made.
For myself, 1 must say 1 am well sat-
asfied with barus full to their carry-
ing capacity, and only a small part
of my harvest garnered is a -ecause for
satisfaction.

W¢ must now turn our thoughts to
the preparatory work of next year.
First, let us make a careful examina-
tion of our fields as they are. Hereis
a field that has been yieiding a heavy
crop of hay for two and perhaps for
three years. Unless in exceptional cas-
es, where such fields may be in danger
of surface washing, they should be
turned down ay early as possible to
allow the sod to rot. This land in pro-
ducing these abwndant crops has been
heavily taxed, a heavy drait has been
made on the plant food available, so
wa should uot impose eny furthor bur-
den without eontributing some form
of plant food ta remove exhansted vis
tality.

It is advisable for most
crops to plough as carly in the {fall
as possible. Another reason for early
Floughing is to provide time for splic-
ing the cut made in the soil, so the
moisture of the sub-soil will steadily
rise to the . surface. In thoe' spring
land should be plowed shallow; mater
ial subject to decay if leit near the
surface will decay quickly. The roots
of the growing plants are thus able
to feed upon them early in the secas
on. Then with a shallow furrow the
sub-soil moisture will rise to the
roots of the growing plants. Lands
that are best not ploughed, are those
that have n well intertilled, i. e.,
tilled betweén the rows, such as tur-
QIRs,-corn and potatoes. By Lh\:- thor-

The
potato, a deep fesdor, will be down in
reach of sub-soil moisture, and there
will be there a heavy growth of clo-
ver roots that are rapidly transform
ed into plant food. The commercial
fertilizer gives them a forced start,
and before rust strikes them they are
well bottomed, and even if affected by
rust they are not so liable to rot as
they would be in decomposing barn
yard manure. We are approaching sced
time. Let us consider a few important
details. Early sowing gives us earlier
grain, and we escape many enemies
that attack late sown grain. Clover
seed at tywo bushels per acre will rive
more bushels of good grain than dir
ty seed at four bushels to the acre.
An acro of peas, oats, buckwheat and
barley should be sown first to give
hog feed early in summer; wheat next;
turnips, mangels, carrots and oats
sarly in May if conditions are favor
able; then corn, beans and potatoes.

Turnips, sown soon as you can
work the ground, will yield double
the tons per acre over turnips sown
late in the season.

RAPE AS A FORAGE CROP”.
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It will pay every farmer who ke
sheep or hogs to sow a few acres of
rape or pasture. Thore no crop
which can be more cheaply grown or
that will produce more wholesome
and fattening stock food. It roguires
bus little labor, and can bo secomsiul-
ly raised by any farmer who will give
it a fair trial. It not require
rich land, though, of course, the rich
er the land the heavier the crop that
may grown. It is generally used
for fall purposes for : and young
cattle, and for this purpose a ‘good
time to sow it {s about the last week
in June. Sown at that time, it is
renerally well advanced and fit for
plowing by the middle of September
As pasture for hogs, it may be sown
early in May and pastured while
young, as it will spring up again
when eaten down, and the leaves are
most relished by hogs, while sheep pre
for the moré matured stocks and fat-
ten rapidly on them.

worked wider later on and a good
purpobe served. There is no forage
crop which will fatten lambs and
sheep as fast as rape. It is well to
ve them the run of a prass field as
well as the rape, till they get used to
the latter, and it is also wise to keep
the sheep off the rape at first till the
dew is off in the morming, or when
it is wet from a rain, as thev are li-
ble to bloat from eating freely of
rape when it ia wet.

working for wages or relatively small
salaries, The successor of New York's
greatest and richest merchant, with
whom competition secmed imposible,
was an errand boy in a book store in
1852. The most conspicuously succ
ful of American manufacturers and
and richest man in the United States
was a telegraph messenger in 1850. A
majority of the men who are recog-
nized as at the top today began at
the bottom within the memory of the
present generation. Those who will be
at the top 256 years hence are today
apprentices, clerks, laborers, messen-
gers and ynknown traders in a small
way.

_HINTS ON COOKING RHUBARB.

In the spring rhubarb proves a most
welcome addition to the iood supplies
of the average household. Although
it contains little or no nourishment
it is said to possess valuable diuretic
properties, and its agrecable acid
flavor makes it decidedly pleasing to
the normal palate after the beavier
food of winter. Persons sufiering from
-acidity of the stomach, however,
should eat of this as of other acid
fruits, very sparingly.

When one ies of the rhubarb
taste by itse s capable of many
pleasing combinations and variations
and its susceptibility to other flavors
makes it valuable as a basis for many
delightful dishes. In preserving or
canning it is much nicer if one part
of figs or black currants be used with
it; strawberries also combine pleas-
ingly with it, while lemon, orange
and ginger greatly improve the flavor
when it is canned by itself. For ev-
day cooking, dates, figs, rice, tap-
ioca, strawberries, banannas, chopped
almonds, orange and lemon peel rais-
ins and ginger root are some of the
variations which may be rung upon
it to the pleasing of almost every pal-
ate, In canning rhubarb for winter
the cook who is slightly economical
of her sugar is far more apt to give
satisfaction to the appetites she ca-
ters to than the one who prides her-
self upon her rich preserves and mar-
malades. A very little rhubarb mar-
malade or preserves will go a long
way in the majority of families, but
that which is canned-with only suf-
ficient sugar to make it palatable is
a delightful change to almost anyone
during the winter season, and rarely
palls upon the appetite. The red var-
fety of rhubarb is the richest in flavor
and the early i plants are more
tender and This variety
should never be peeled, requiring only
to be thoroughly washed. The skin is
entirely dissolved in cooking and the
rosy green color is+distinctly pleasing.

Sweep off in a few minutes. Should
you accidentally spill oil or soot on
your carpet, you can extract all the
oil by covering the spot with buck-
wheat flour, allowing it to remain sev
eral hours before sweeping. Repeat
again if not all removed by first ap-
plication. To get rid of the soot, you
will need to spread thickly over the
spot, some coarse salt, let it remain
a short time and when swept you will
find the black spot covered.
