tice uses tho human creed instead of the iuspired creed !! 1fwe
do not need a sccond race of Protestuntsto protest against these
ingenious contradictions and mischicvous connterfeits, we assuredly
need a new Book from heaven that wiil authorize the manufacture
of a second book to guide aud govern those who affirm that the first
book is complete!!

So wide-spread is this mark of apostacy and partizanship. so prev-
alent, popular, and powerful is this love of earthly authority which
sets at naught the voice and goverument of God, that the professor
who refuses to subseribe to some party creed, confession, or book of
discipline, is from that very circumstance supposed to be unevangeli-
cal and unsound in the faith. Modora sound doctrinc is a compound
made up of a Little from the divive creed and much from some hu.
mancreed!  This is the sound compound of the partizan—a stand-
ing and undisguisable proof that Le is a foreigner, and not s fellow-
citizen of the saints.

Let us illustrate what we mcan by an example or two. Inthereign
of Edward VI of England, son of Henry VIII, “the king, in his
great goodaess, appointed the Archbishop of Canterbury [Thomas
. Cranmer] and others, to draw, and make, one mget order, rite,and
fashion, of CoxxoN aND orex Praver, and administration of sacra:

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ments, to be had and used in His Majesty’s realm of England and
Wales ;" and one of the Acts of Parliament referring to the work
of Mr. Craumer and his belpers, declares that * sy a1p or Tue HoLy
GiiosT, with one uniform agreement is of them concluded, set forth
and delivered to Ilis Ilighness, to his great comfort and quietness
of mind, intituled, The Book of Common Prayer and Administra-
tion of the Sacraments and other Rites and Ceremonics of the Church
after the use of the Church of Lngland.”

On the abeve we note—

1. An carthly king appoints some of his fellow men to draw up
articles to regulate the faith, sacraments, rites and ceremonics of the
Church tiat his futher commmenced a few years previously.

2. Cranmer and his learned assistants in the work are said to be
aided by the Holy Spirit.

8. The Formulz of faith and worship is drawn up for a particular
locality—the realm of Hangland and Wales,

4. This creed is for the use of the—not church of Christ, but the
—Church of XEagland.

This pational authority, that issues in a national crecd. for a na-
tional charch, remains unchanged just seven years. Edward dies
and Mary reigos; and this change of earthly sovercigns is the occa-
sion of a new creed, though the creed-makers and the church-manuf
facturers had been assisted by the Iloly Spirit! By authority of
Queen Mary, the church-makers in Parliament proceed to enact—

“Whereas, since the 20th year of King Ilenry the Sth of femous

.i memory, father to your Majesty our most natural Sovereign, and gra-

cious Lady and Queen, much false and crroncous doctrine hath been
taught, preached,and written, partly by divers the natural-born sub
jeets of this realm, and partly being brought in hither from sundry
foreign countries, hath been sown and spread abroad within the
samo : by reason whereof, asweil the Spirituality as the Temporality
of your Ilighuess' realms and dominions have swerved from the
obcdicnce of the Sce Apostolic and declined from the wnity of
Christ’s Church. . . ... .. We, the lords Spiritual and Temporal
and the Commons, assembled in this present Parliament, represcnt-
ing the whole body of the realm of England, in the name of ourselves
particularly and also of the said body universally, in this our sup-
plication dirceted to your Majesty, with mest humble suit, that it
may by your interceasion and mean be exhibited to the most Rever-
end Father in God, the Lord Cardinal Polc, Legate, sent specially
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hither from our most Holy Father Pope Julian the Third and the
See Apostolic of Rome, do declare ourselves very sorry and repen-
tant of the schism and disobedience committed in this realm and do.

minjons aforesaid against the See Apostolic, either in making, agree- |
ing, or executing any Laws, Ordinances, or Commandments against

the supremacy of the said Sece: offering ourselves and promising by
this our supplication, that for a token and knowledge of our said re-
pentance, we be and shall be always ready, under and with the au.
thority of your Majesty, to the uttermost of our powers, to do that
shall lie in us for the abrogation and repealing of-the said Laws and
Ordinances,” &e. &e.

So, then, the Book of Common Prayer or the English Church &

creed is swept away with all the aid of the Holy Spirit that authori-

zed it!
But stop. A few years pass—queen Elizaboth assumes the reins

of Government—Cranmer’s Book again finds favor—and the very ;

same sort of authority that cast it out now embraces and makes it

1 the ground and guide of the Church!!!

Take an example not so far from us either as it regards time or
place. We have before us a book, the first page of which contains
thess words :—* The Doctrines and Discipline of the Canadian Wes-
leyan Methodists; adopted by their Ministers and Delegates, in Con-
ference assembled, July 1st, 1829, and approved by the Ministers

" and Delegates in Conference assembled, June Oth, 1830. Published

by oider of the Conference. amilton: Printed at the Gore Bal-

ance Office—1830.”

In the fitst section of this document, we find the following lan-
guage:

#YWhereas, it is 2 mark of proper and dccent respect, due to the
opinions of mankiud, from any body of men who depart from any
system or set of rules which they have formerly supported, and to
which they have submitted to e governed, in matters of religion,
and to adopt another system and other rules for their future gui-
dance,” &c.

Here, then, we have the same sort of human authority and the
same spirit of changing oune order of doctrines and rules for other
doctrines and rules; and so0 it is, and so it will be, as long as the
AUTHORITY OF NAX is sabstituted for the AUTHORITY oF Gop.

A third badge of partizanship is plainly visible in the mixed
worship 80 current in our times.

little from Moses, a little from Jesus, a little from the papal fathers,
a little from the protestant fathers, some old orthodoxy and some
new orthedoxy, and the whole assortment refined, modified, polished,
and q.int-essenced by the patent machinery of progressive Divinity.
Judaism, christianity, mythology, ancient traditions, modern tre-
ditions, in greater or less portions and parcels are blended in the
worship called christian worship—which worship is the worship of
the genuine party man.

Ponder, dear reader, these unprejudiced jottings till you hear
from us again.

The Lzamines, of Toronte, always an carnest advoeate for light
aud liberty, declures that—

grasitude, for having given us the power to conquer the enemies of
justice and truth, and having sent us a true disciple of Chrysostom,
Athaaasius, and Patrick-—those luminaries of the Ancient Church—
to direct us in the arduous conflict. The Separate School Bill is
not & measure which concedes a particular benefit to the Catholic
Church, to the Episcopalians, or to any other denomination whatso-
ever. It is the establishment of a noble principle of religious frec-
dom, which has placed Canada in advance of the * Model Republic,”
or of any other; and has given an example of liberality, which, were
it properly represented in Exeter Hall, would rouse into frenzy and
confound with amazement the land of Papal Aggression Bills. Hap-
pily, religious bigotry is rather an exotic plant with us and only
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* manages to cke out its miserable existence under the mask of Jiberty

But under this mask it has opposed the Separate School Bill, and
managed for years successfully to thwart the good intentions of sev-
cral governments.

There is however hope. The Press of Canada West, with great
unaninity, is speaking out like continued peals of thunder against
the obnoxinus School Bill. In acolumn of g late issue of the Glole
we find the following words: -

% When unprincipled and politieal intriguers, influenced by a ra-
pacious, jesuitical priesteraft, band together for the purpose of in-
fringing our sacred rights and liberties, it becomes our imperative
duty to repel such aggression. We ave nos calmly to fold our hands
and tamely and basely submit to unconstitutional tyranny and domi-
nation, when the inveterate enemies of eivil and veligious freedom
have, by stratagetic intrigues, accumplizhicd their ends.  In such a
case, we, as Anglo-Canadians, are guilty, in the sight of God and
man, if we do uwot use every means, and pus forth every cfiort, to
resist these cneroachments.  Shall we, who have been nursed in the
very lap of freedowm, be so pusillanimous as quietly to tolerate the
despotism of o bigoted seet, whose very supremacy.isa sure prognos-
tic of the gross ignorance and moral gloom that are about to envrap
that nation over which such authority is exercised ??

This is the tone of the Canada Press. and the same writer, speak-
ing of Civarbonnel and his friends, adds—

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sclool, to more than half of the public money! Perhaps it may be
objected that inasmuch as.it is  a grant of the Legislature” no per-
son can complain. A grant—by whom granted I would ask? Is not
this so-called grant, money raised by direct tazation? Undoubtedly
it is, and therefore I contend that the Protestants in the School
Secction mentioned above and Z=#:™ all others in a similar position
are actually contributing towards the support of sectarian schools.£)
How others may fecl upon this matter I canuot say, as for my part I
would just as soon contribute towards the support of the # Order of
Grey Nuns,” or *the Ladies of the Sacred Heart,” or the ¢ Holy
Sisters of our Lady of Seven Sorrows,” or auy similar Nunnery in-
stitutions, as to these seetarian schools.”

TFrom these indications it is safe to assume that “this noble Pro-
vinee will not tolerate because it ought not to tolerate the late School
Act.

In a lale letter Ipromised, the Lord willing, to makea sccond ;
report of the success of the Gospel in our region, and that which
lieth round about. The churches in our part are all doing well and
living in peace and love, and are walkingin the fear of the Lord and
comfort of the IToly Spirit, and are conscquently edified and being
built up in the Lord.

Since you was at my house there has been {ive persons baptized .
into the Lord in this congregation, and there are a number more |
expected soon ; our plea for the Gospel is heard more by strangers
than at any other time, since we organized ourselves into a church;
people eome from far and near to hear what we have to say, of the
truth, and many manifest a deep interest in the Gospel.

But my design in writing was not to speak of mattersand things
in our church, but to let your readers know of the labours of our
brother Benedict.

Brother Bonedict after having spoker a few discourses at Ellis
burg aud at Peirpont Manor, made us a short visit and spont nearly
a week with us in order to rceruit himself a little, aud to get a little
encouragement from the brethren in order that he might continue
his efforts iu that region, for the ficlds were already white for the

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harvest. .The good brethren in our congregation made up s amall
missionary- fuud of something near twenty dollars in cash and sent

~him back mach encouraged, to Ellisburgh, where formerly there had
been a congregation, but for two or three years they had no meet-.

ing, inany had moved away, and those that remained were discourag-
ed. brother Benedict bepan to taik to the people en this great
subject, the: Gospel,—they heard with deep interest, and a number
wore added 'to the Lord, and also a Baptist preachér by the name
of Dean, a man of talents and moral worth, and noble and dignified
bearing came out to hear, he also became convinced that our plea
for the Gospel was right, and the result is, he has enrolled his name
with the brethren there, and they have raised the standard of the
Prince of Peace, and brother Dean iz ordained as teacher and bro.
ther Wait and Rounds as Elders. ‘Thereis a deep interest roused
up in all thosc parts.

While brother Benedict was laboring at Ellisburgh, a ery was
heard from Carthage, in the same County, (Jefferson) saying Come
help us ; as soon, therefore, ashe had set in order the things that
were wauting, he went on to Carthage, which is ten miles north-east
of Watertown, where the Black River Canal unites with the Black
River; this place contains about one thousand inhabitants. There
aro three mecting-houses, one Baptist, one Presbyterian, and one
Methodist. The Baptist Church opened their house, and not only
their house (be it said to their praise} but hearts also, and with one
accord came out to hear what the babler had to say, for he scemed
to be a setter forth of strange things, The consequence was they be-
came most deeply interested in those things which at the first they
supposed to be idle tales, and not only the Church but many, very
mauy of the people in all that region of country, so much so that
there was no room for them in the houses. Inm « little it was »aid
by one of the Baptist Deacons there ave forty persons to obey the
Tord—the result of the meeting seems not far from the truth.
Brother Benedict in his last note to me says, about three-fourths of
the Baptist Church have united with the brotherhood or are about to
do so, and further, after the third Lord’s day in June, the brethren
were'to occupy the Baptist mecting housc henceforward for all time,
The number of n 2mhcrs meeting and belonging with the brethren
there I do not at present know. Some twenty or more had been im-
mersed by brother B., at the last accounts, and the good work was at
the time still going on. ‘

# Archbishop ITaghes, who like other Roman Catholic prelates, at-
taches a cross to his signature, complains that printers, when pub-
lishing his communications, do not affix to his name a cross, the true
symbol of Christianity, but 2 dagger, (1) the sign of the assussin, and
requests them to get a new type, a real cross, for his accommodation.”

The Printers of New York could not have hit upon a better sym-
bol for the Romish Prelato than the dagger, which is peculiarly the
weapon of Rome, Italy,and Spain.

A symbol of equal significance was, we remember, displayed at
laying the foundation-stone of St. Michael's (athedral in this oity,
The Romish Bishop, surrounded with his staff of Priests, stood un-
der s large flag bearing upor its surface the figure of a Tiger or Leo-
pard rampant, and haviog under it the expressive motto—< MiLp
WHEN STROKED :—FIERCE WHEN PROVOKED" !

Those two Romish symbols—the Dagger and Tiger—have a living
exhibition in the means employed by that chureh to convert or pune
ish heretics, of which the Inquisition is the type.—ZEzaniner.
