The New Dean of Quebec.

As soou a3 the dual position of Rector
of Quebec and Dean of the Cathediul
zClnm.h became vacant, the Bishop, in
1accordanice with Canon NIII. of the Que-
bec Diocesan Synod, called for the clee-
tion, by the Cathedral Parish Church
Vestry, of a Board of Concurrence, and
when this had been done, he scut to the
newly clected Board the name of the
‘Rev. Lennox Waldron Wiltiams, M. A,
i Rector of 8. Matthew's Church, Quebec,
and Rural Dean of the Rural Deanery of
Quebec, as being the name of the Clergy-
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man that he considered most fitted for
the position. The Bishop‘s nomination,
we are glad and thankful to report, was
at once accepted by the Board, ahmnost
unanimously ; and, indeed, the only
question raised at all was not with re-
ference to the name recommended, but
only in the direction of claim‘ng that
three names should be submitted by the
Bishop all at the same time, a suggestion
which the wording of the Canon entirely
overrules. ‘The Rev. Lennox Williams
was then informed by the Bishop of what
had taken place, and was asked to acrept
what was put before hin as the united
call of Overseer and people.  After very
careful consideration and consultation
with those who might be expected to give
valuable counsel and adv'ce, Mr. Williams
had an interview with the Board of Con-
currence and others, and he then wrote a
letter to the Bishop to the effect that
he would be willing to accept the posi-
tion, if it shonld prove that the Easter
Vestry would gladly endorse : (1) The
giving up of pew rents and the adoption
of the envelope system with free seats .
(2) the granting to the new Rector of the
choice of his assistant with a stipend from
the cougregation of not less than 8900 per
annum ; and (3) the understanding that
the new Rector should have a free hand
as regards Scrvices aud customs, and that
all would join in offering him their full
and hearty co-operation.  All this was
brought before the Cathedral Easter Ves-
try on Easter Monday, and was gladly
agreed to without demur, except again as
regards the formn of Canon XIIT.  This
result was then hmmediately communi-
cated by the Wardens to the Bishop, and
by the Bishop to the Rev. Lenuox Wil-
liams, who told his own 5. Matthew’s
Vestry, on the same evening, that under
all these circumstances he felt it to be
his duty to accept the call, and conse-
quently to resign, with deepest sorrow
and regret, his present charge.

Even now, Mr. Wiiliams has much un-

finished work to do at S. Matthew's,
which he would like to complete before
he leaves, and consequently it has been
arranged that the Bishop will not. insti-
tute and induct him as Rector and in-
stall him as Dean, until Thursday, May
25th, after which the new Dean will take
charge, and hold his first Services on
Trinity Sunday.

We miost earnestly trust and we also
believe that many of our readers will
offer humble and hearty thanks unto
Almighty God for this most happy choice,
which is eminently calculsted to draw
tugether and unite the members of the
Church of Eugland inthe City of Que-
bec, and also to lead the whole Diocese
to gather around the Cathedral as its
Mother Church, and at the same time to
recognize that S. Matthew’s has made to
us in our new Dean a most valuable gift,
and deserves for this, as for its many
other good deeds, the heartfelt gratitude
of all concerned.

ANNIVERSARY MEETING.

The Anniversary Meeting of the
Church Society on Maonday ecvening,
March 6th, held in Tara all,
was attended by a very large audi-
ence, drawn together out of devotion
to the objects of the Society and by
the opportunity of hearing two such
gifted speakers as’ the l.ord Bishop
of Niagara and Hon. Mr. Dufiy. The
story of a great work nobly done was
told by the two speakers. and the
meeting will doubtless be productive
of much good. Shortly after cight
o'clock, the Bishop took the chair,
attended on  the platform by the
Bishop of Niagara, Hon. Mr. Dufly,
Venerable Archdeacon Roe. Canon
Vonlfiland, Rural Dean Scarth, Rural
Dean Williams, Canon Richardson and
Xev. A. J, Balfour.

The hymn “‘Fight the Good Fight
with all Thy Might” was sung. after
which the Bishop openced the meeting
with prayer. He then gave a brief
introductory address, and said that
he had looked forward to the pre-

sent meeting with particular plea-
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sure, for the reason that last year
no meeting had heen held, owmy to
the difliculty experienced in getting
speakers.  The Rishop of Niagara
had been asked, but owing to illness
he had been unable to come, e,
however, had promised, please God,
to come this year, and he wuas pre-
sent to-night in Sulfillment of that
promise.  Another cause for congra-
tulation was that for the first time
they had present on the platform as
their lay speaker a member of the
Provincial Cabinet, the Hon. 1 73
Dufly. This meeting, the Bishop add-
ed, though seemingly humble, was 2
very important one ; for the rarrying
of God’'s message far and near
throughout the Diocese was Jargely
depemtent on the work of the Soc.e-
ty, and it was to be hoped that
fresh interest would bhe aroused by
the night's proceedings. He then in-
trodaced Ilon. Mr. hufiy. who begun
by besging the indulgence of the au-
dience owimg to the many urgent
calls upon his time. It gave him,
however, he said, great pleasure to
be present, as he considered it not
only  a privilege, bhut a duty, lor
every Christian wit!, the welfare of
the Church at heart, to do his ut-
most to promote its interests.  ‘The
objects of the Church Socicty, though
manifold, might he summed up  in
two  word: —-religgion and education.
These were things which it was ne-
cessury for the glory and stability of
the country. should rise above party,
passion  and  prejwdice.  He looked
forward with confidence to the fu-
tue of the Province of Queliec, but
we inust rememwber that we are the
architects of our own jortuncs and
must see 1o it that education ar 1 re-
ligion walk hand in hand. The
Church Society had accomplished a
very great deal in this direction,
but. as a la)man he did net  consider
it expedient to go into details, as
his friend the Bishop of Niagara
would do that better than he could.
Mr. Dufiy then nriefly sketched  the
history of the Church Society, which
was founded in 1812 by Dr. George
Mountain, the third Bishop of Que-
bee, and contrasted its ecarly strug-
gles with ity present prosperous con-
dition. During the Jirst year some
§3,000 were contributed by the
Bishop and a few laymen, while at
the present moment the Society holds
property to the value of §731,000. In

the knowledge of the lives of the de-
voted pioneers that planted the
standard of religion in our midst we
cannot wonder at the triumphs that
have crowned their work, and we
ought to feel e.couraged to make
still further effort: We must be
careful not to rest on what has been
dene, or to he satisfied with  past
successes.  New fields are constantly
opening up, and the futuwre would
make large demands. ‘Then, after 2
brief review of the different branches.
of the Society’s work., Mr. Dufly said
it needed but a glance to see that
its affairs were managed with rare
business ability. e had no hesita-
tion in saying that all the uses to
which the money was put were wor-
thy ones. Although he might e con-
sidered a stranger to Quebec, he was
no stranger to Church work, heing a
Church Warden in his own Parish : he
could, therefore, speak with experi-
ence as 1o the value of  the work
that was being done.  Bishop's Cot-
lege, lLennoxville, was one of the
most praiseworthy  objects of help,
and was doing incalculable good. All
who could, shouald help towards the
fund at present being raised for its

improvement.  The Pension Fund
for aged Clerg) men and widows was
also dependent on the Society. No
class of men vere worse paid  than

Cleragyvien, and yet none led  stich
heroic Yives.  In conclusion, he con-
gramnlatea all who labored so  ear-
nastly on the satisfactory state  of
aflairs, and asked ali to join hands
and work together jor the benefit of
their fellow-men and the extension of
Cnrist’s Church on earth.

The hymn ““The Church’s one Foun-
dation™ was sung, aifter which the
Bishop introduced the Lord Bishop of
Niagara, saying that no one could he
present, as he had been the Jday  be-
fore at St. Matthew's in the morning
and the Cathedral in the cvening,
and hear two such wonderiul  ser-
mon:, as Bishop  Dumoulin had
preached without receiving new  in-
spiration, and determining to care
more for the carrying on of the great
work of our Saviour. lis friend had,
ia fact. a gift from God for convine-
ing his fellow-men, and we should
congratulate ourseives on  having
him with us to-night.

The Bishop of Niagara then ad-
dressed the meeting as follows:—""My
Lord and friends, I thank you for
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your kind invitation and the great
honour you have done :me in asking
me to be present to-night at the An-
niversary Meeting of  your Church
Society. I cannot hope to live up
to the good things that your Bishop
has been saying about me, 1 shall do
my best  to say a few plain loving
words  which  will go to all  your
hearts. L think that adl will agree
that we are now in a missionary era
unparalleled for success since the days
ol the Apostles. One of the bright-
est facts with us to-day is that the
Church has recognized her great re-
sponsibility and privilege as regards
missionary work. Thirty years ago
this was not so; Church and Parish
being quite satistied to look after
their own afifairs in wan orderly, re-
spectable way. They considered the
missionary  field  as beyond  their
reach and left it to the Mother
Church  in the Old Country to look
aifter it. Even the Church at home
was far from active in this respect,
leaving the work (o independent so-
cictics and bodies.  Many happy and
pereeptible is the change to-day. Mot
only does the Church recognize, her
commission, but she has a thoroughly
organized system jor aggressive move-
ments on the world’s sin and error.
The change was brought home to
me most foreibly at the Lambeth
Conference which I attended a  short
time ago. There were there astembl-
ed Bishops from 194 different Dio-
ceses, and the subject which engaged
their closest  attention and thcught,
was the prosgecution of the work in
the toreign field. Lvery energy was
directed towards the fulfilment  of
the command, ““Go ye into all  the
workl and preach the Gospel to every
creature.”” Canadians may feel par-
donable pride in the fact that

men are learning that the highest pri-
vilege in life is to give freely to the
L.ord and Master who gave all. Now
this is the perfect organization em-
todying the whole life of the Church.
‘The man must be dead indeed who
cannot feel the living throb bhegotten
of this organization. We have also
learnt the great lesson that
our work is not all at home,
but that we must reach out
till the furthest corner of tha earth
receives the fullest light. From dis-
tant places comes cry after cry,
*‘Come over, come over and help us.”’
Happy are we that can help them
by prayer and gift. Nor are we
bound by the limits of our own land.
‘The whole world is ours to conquer
in Jesus’ name. Yea, we, who but a
short time ago lifted up the same
feeble cry to the Mother Church, now
go  out ourselves to the utter-
most part. of the earth. This too
is the most. practical way, not only
by gifts and prayéer, but by sending
our sons to the far off fields. This
fact is life from the dead. (f e
have hearts capable of being moved
they must be stirred Lo their very
depths in bright anticipation of the
greater things, God must have in
store for us, if He has done so much
in the past. The nature of mission-
ary  work has changed greatly in
the past few years. Formerly the
servants of Christ went forth to cer-
tain danger if not death. Take China
for instance, formerly it was sealed
and closed against missionaries. now
the wall is thrown down, the power
of the JMandarin broken, and the
whcle Empire appealing for admis-
sion of Western civilisation and West-
ern religion. So, too, with Japan.
and these two countries, comprising
a population of 400.000,000, are at

speaker has truly said that the
story of the Quebec Society is a
thrilling one that carries us back to
the days of yore, when beginnings
were small, but men were great,
holy, consecrated. It carries us back
to the time when all Canada, west of
Quebec, was in the Diocese of Que-
hec. The TRight Reverend lecturer
then paid a glowing tribute to the
work of the successive Bishops of
the Diocese, sketched briefly what
they had done, and also drew a tel-
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ling picture of the good work the
sSociety was doing in helping men to
study for the Church, in building
country Churches. helping education,
pensioning and so forth. Some sta-
tistics too, were given, which proved
very instructive. In the Diocese  of
Quebhee there were 20,100 churchmen,
and during the xear these raised the
sum of $93,519 for Church work. I
do not want to flatter you,” he con-
tinued.,  “but my experience in var-
jous dioceses enables me 1o say that
this is a glorious record. In the
same year 725 persons were received
into the Chureh by Baptism, 6035
were Confirmed, and 7,150 knelt at the
Altar of God. These are the  very
highest figures that could have been
expected. ‘Fo  what  human agency
may be  asked is this great success
due? In  reply I would say first
to the glorionus line of Bishops with
which Quebece has been lessed,  be-
ginning  with the first Bishop Moun-
tair down to the present one, who
T pray may he spared long to Jead
vou on to fresh victories, Secondly,
to the noble band of luymen  who
have given freely of their work and
wealth, and thirdly, to the facl that
vou have a  happy united Church.
Young men of Quebee this is a noble
history. You have a glorious  in-
heritance.  As therefore you honor
your fathers. make it a point to
transmit 1o rour sons the nohle pre-
cepts they  have  upheld.” The
Bishop then closed o most  interest-
ing and elogquent Address by a grand
recitation of a verse from Kipling's
Recessional.

A ITymn was sune and a collection
taken up. and the Dishop < Quebec
called upon the Venerable Archdeacon
Roe to move a vote of thanks to the
speakers. which he did in a few ear-
nest appropriate words. This  was
duly seconded by the Rev. Rural
Dean Scarth, and then the  Bene-
diction, pronounced by the Bishop,
brought a most successiul and  en-
thusiastic meeting to a close.

Treasurer, Edwin Pope, Fsq., and of
the other Treasurers, an exhibition of
the best business talent in Quebee. To
all this we have added the Reports of
the Clergy, each contributing some-
thing from whieh his brethren may
learn, so that it becomes really worth
while for all to read the whole. And
especially we would draw attention to
the resulisobtained from the hoeturns
made by all the Clergy to the Bishop,
whereby it is shewn that in a Charch
of Fngland population of 20, 0 there
wore 725 Baptized, 605 Cgnfirmed, 7458
retarned as Connnuanieants, 162 M-
ringes, 385 Burials, 3,311 Sunday Schol-
ars, 1LY31 Pavish Helpers, with 395,519
contributed for veligious purposes, of
which $16,515 were raised for Diocesia,
Domestie and Foreign Missions.  We
may well say  Laus Deo™: we may
well thank God and take courage.

Fach Clergyman will choose
his own  Missioner, without resiriction,
except that the Missioner must e wp-
proved by the Bishop. Grants will be

on condition that if there is any balance
over, 1. shall be returned, and on the fur-
ther condition, that, with a view of per-
petuating the Fund, there shall be Col-
lectious at the Thanksgiving Services on
the Sunday at the close of the Mission,
and these Collections shall be sent to the
Treasurer of the Church Socicty (F.
Pope, Esq.,) for the Parochial Mission
Fund. No grant will be made to a
Parish more frequently than oncein seven
years.
