In March, 186t9, te conditionts et
tho tratîster of te 'Ierritlry cf lte
Nortii.%Vest, including witlin nOW
Maiiobi, te the Caladian Caufedora-
tien wvere setlled betweemîte Importal
Government, the Canladian Commis-
sioeem, and te ludsen'e iBay Cern-
panly. The inhabilants Of the. country
were utterly igitored. ILater on it
became eceessary for Lord Gretîiile,.
lte thon Secrotary for the Colonies,
to caution bbc (loverinîtent et Canada
"tat lte eld îltnibtanlsef the country
ho treated withbsncb forothougi.L and
cotîsidcratioiu as may preservo tom
frmmlte dangers ef te npproaching
change."

Titis wise advico was net acted
upou. On te comtrary, il was noces-
sary for Lord Grenville te write
agaîn on iNovemaber JeltM69, -"The
Canadian Government htave by titis
measuro given occasion la an enîburel
cf violence in te Territery," and se
grave was tho bluldor ltat tLe
Imiperia'. Govriment tot obiged ta
tako upon tiiemseoves a cioscr direc-
tien of the affair, witi tie intention
cf"- exbausling al Manîs Of eXPIalla-
tien ana conîciliationt before having
recourse 10 force."

AIl other means being found uns-
vailing, il was feîînd nessary to send
ta Rome, wlitro Bialiap Tacite was
engaged ln ceremeiies and delibera-
tions dear te hiesiteart ns a zonions son
of the Chur-lt, te Ecumenicai Couttoji
ef tho Vaticant. Frem these duties lie
svas obliged te eblain lbave ftram the
Severeigi Pontiff ; but suz-lt was the
gravily oet he situation imb whic thbie
Govermhent uîad floundered in their
biundering, and sucit was te weigbt
cf the influenîce efthIe imissioiary whe
had labored among thic for se many
years, that Plus 1X. dispensed even
witii bbe ordinary ruies cf aliowing
to departure et a Bisiîop tram the
Council, bicsseaD isiiop Tacheanad bis
mission, and aV:ed witcînotion, "I
blass the people etfbbcelRed River, ait
condition tat lIîey wiil listen la yeur
advice and live jn pence and charity."

Bi3bop Tache, Ihurs treblý i rmed,
armed 'wttite autharity cf lte Gev-
erment, tc mediation cf the Pope,
and lais ewî, great influence, took tua
wintcr'e journey le Canada. Arrivitig
in liontreal bo was mot by Sir Gerge
Cartieor, who saîd te hi, "1 amn

hîappy te sec yen; wo have blnndored1
and ynu muet h&'ip us to undo tiI2
miecliîef.'

The resuit wus all tuaI conld ho
desired. But11 iow could Ibat resuit
bc accliapliied 2 Solcly bocauiso cf
lte [nfrîdlitte good lsblop bore
with hitu on bis ivinter mission a
letter from the Oovernor.Ooneral con-
taiitg lte assurance tbat Il riglit
wouîldbo dmie in ail, canes " ana thst..bth peopie may rely that respect and
attention ivili bo exlended tethe
iifferen t rel iglous pe riuasionsa." There
was aisnaproclamnation drawn up in
accordance wiîiî inmtructions frein
Lordl Grenville, wiîiclî contained titis
passage, te whizlh Sir John Young
drew Bisiiop Taclo's attention, "lBy
Iler Majesty's atiorily I do assure
you tiit on the Union with Canada
ail yonr civil and religions rigbts and
priviieges %vill ho reopecbcd."

lThero ie ne Catimolie and there are
few non-Cathoiirs net awareocfthe
convictions of Catlbolice in te matto;r
and cf the convictions cf lte Church
in aI countries cencerning religions
instruction for lier chidren. Tbicy
were made kniown by aîî tnde known
te lte Go-ernor Generai ef Canada
when lte assistance cf a Bishop and
tîte good wilI ef a Pope wcrc neceesary
te peace and settleinent. Thoy are
known le these who htave souglit t
force Cathiolies le accept Protestant
sclioolsinlu anitnha. They arc known,
and lte priniciples cfjustice are linewn,
la thoso io soîîgbt te confiscate lte
échool proporty of the Catiiolics in
Ibat Province.

'flie Church that %vill ist 6,' teb
cousummnation of lte world"- je net
now for the firet lime proneuncedl
vanquislied. But ltaI is a deeper
question titan need be disctussed when
pointieg eut te shame and disgrace
blinI allach letiachse wbo disregard
tbo terme of lhonor and uprightness
t1b in the beginning sensured peace.
WVhat a change thora is belweon tho
lime wlîen a proclamation assured
tatIl ali civil and religions riglîts and

In tho Centilryi for Octoer Washing-
ton 0Gladdon again bakes up thoe uidgels
againut lte A.P.A., discussneg tho
place organized secrcy mbouid have iin
lte conduot cf public business. Iii
argumsent may hoe vcry well appiid to
lte conditions in thua country, where
lthe 'ecret Society ae a goverînng force
lias long ugo tako» root mmd fioutis3li-d.

After adoeiîhing bbc need and pro-
priety of secrecy in ail titat con'cerne
lte sacrednesn cf bbc familY, the
originl socioty group, ho continues :
"-Dut wilen aîîy erganizalien under-
limes te, itfluence or direct Public
affairs, thtora muet bo ne more secrecy.
The first law cf public business in bbc
law cf puhlicily. Whab concerne the
whoio publicelte whlolo public lias a
riglit te kniow ail about, A grcup cf
citizons, meeting in seccret, and scbem-
ing te impose thoir wili by steaith
or indirection upon lte commaunity, in
as mucb ont cf place in a ropublie as
a cinder in the oye or a bume o b
brain. WVbat theso peepie arc trying
to do directly concerne me ; My free-
dem, my securily, My weltaro arc te
lio nffectcdl by Iheir action'; yeh I arn
tt permnibted te known anyîhing about
titeir designe ; I caîntlot discuse bîtoir
mensures vîlh thinm; I MVst SIMPIY
accept wblat tiley in tieir secret con-
claves decrcq."

The worst tenature cf the discussion
allant iodgo mb ei8 the apparent un-
wiiliîîgness of respeneiblo public jour-
nais te speak tbe truth about it. The
Centmîrp bas provedl that ib is possqible
fer a reputable publication te aI-
tack tLe system witbout any lose
ho, itseif. The only one cf aur
ewn papers Ihat epenly faced thiu
parliculati'organization in Ontario,
succeee in maiiing it despised and
ridiculed hy bbhe readers cf Ihat paper.
But whatcailed forth titis denuncia-
lien was but a spasm. A grester,
more widespread evil manifeste itself
and bas for years existed in every
erganized cemmunily in te Province.
whera secret organizations have Leen
alert enough le keop tho offices in bhc
clutciies cf their membors. If tbey
werosuccessfuiuPtc theexhent, towlbiclt
tîteir numbers entitled blîem le con-
sidaration, the cvii wouid Le t ensm
citent mitigatod.
