Miss Power Cobbe has quoted from our
tews columns an wtem which we had no reason to believe incorrect, but as
that Iady has sent us a carefully prepared paper, giving in_full the names
and nalionalities of ifty-two persons who died afier having been inoculated
i the Pasteur Institute, we hasten to correct the impression conveyed by
,our news note. The paper in question was published in the Parisian
{ Jowrnal de Medicine, Nuvember 9th, and in it, it is stated that the medical

Op:u:lgm on facts as reported, was that the deaths were due not to hydro

bia, but probably to Pasteur's inoculations, the symptoms not being those

of any known disease. Miss Power Cobbe's description of the inhuman

Ureatment which results from Pasteur’s system, is in itself sufficient to turn
host persons agatnat 1t.

The dramatic critic of a well known New York journal thus describes
Mrs. Langtry in * The Lady ot Lyons :"—* Lakes of Comn glisten in her
bland eyes, and her pearly brow stands like Chillon over Leman's waters.

Steeet theatre, Loudon, 17 persons were trampled to death hy the crowd,
in its endeavor to obtain exit. In this instance the alarm was evidently a
mistake, but there is no evidence that it was intentinnal, We refer to the

"‘ matter more particularly to remind persons attending public entertainments,

that their chances of escaping from the building without injury are much
greater if they remain for a few moments in their seats until the rush is over.
Even should the alarm of fire prove correct, there is always sufficient time

¥ | for an audience to disperse before any real danger threatens them.

The railway disasters which follow each other with such rapidity,
emphazise the need that exists for some better method of heating passenger
cars than that at present employed. Collisions and derailments have their
own terrors, but the prospect of being buried alive in the debris and roasted
1o death, within hail of those who are powerless 1o save, makes travelling
anything but a safe pastime. Heat without fire is ditficult to obtain, but
the man who s in inventing some process for some less dangerous
way of heating railway carriages than that at present in vogue, will soon
have a round million to his credit in the bank. :

Dr. Ross, who has recently resigned the premiership of the Quebec
Government is sick, sick politically, we presume. The doctor made an
excellent first minister, bat his friends deserted him on account of the stand
taken by him on the Riel issue, and the prospect of meeting the new par-
liament with & chance of being hoisted into the cold shades of opposition
on the very first vote, was enough to give any politician the ague and rheu-
matism and probably the phthisic as well. Tue Hon. L. Q. Taillon tas
undertaken the task of forming a new Conservative mizistry. No doubt he
w.] be able to form a Cabinet, but will the legislators support it. There's
where the rub comes in,

The conduct of Sir John Pope Hennessy, Governor of Mauritius, has
been proved to be not only unconstitutional, but in direct opposition to his
instructions from the Colonial Department. Sir John has a facuity of
srousing class against class, creed against creed, and nationality against
nationality. The Mauritius atforded him an excellent opp irtunity for the
practise of his special gift, there being in the Island 120,000 whites, prin-
cipally of French descent, and 250,000 coolies, native and 1 aported.  Sir
John espoused the cause of the latter, and by unconstitutional methods,
sought to over-ride the decisions of the elected representatives, with the
result that he has been recalled from his post with name and fame tarnished.

The Fruit Growers Association have probably done more to advance
the interests of this province during the past few years than any body of
men in it. At their annual meeting, which took place in Wolfville Jast
week, facts and figures were adduced which proved beyond question that
fruit-culture was the most profitable investment that 2 manied man could
make. ‘The business is as yet in its infancy, for the day will yet come
when, instead of exporting 20,000 or 30,000 barrels of apples, w= shall be
shipping at least 2,000,000 or 3,000,000 barrels annually. Young men of
intelligence and industrious habits should investigate the paying propurties
of fruit-raising in Nova Scotia before purchasing a ticket for Chicag .

The American Institute has recently kad a lively discussion over the
photograph of a young lady which was alleged to have buen due to the
direct action of a flash of lightning. As we msntioned som= weeks ago, the
picture appeared upon the surface of a brass plate which the young lady
was holding in her hand at the time of a severe thunderstorm. During the
discussion at the American Institute, Mr. T. C. Martin read the following
paragraph, which appeared in the Operator for Jarary 1, 1876:— We
learn that within the last two v;ecks a siogular discovery has been made at
the house of Jesse Garth, for maany years deccased. It is said that a distinct
and accurate likeness of Mrs. Gazih, who has been dead for twenty years,
can be seen on a pane of glass in the upper sash of oue of the windows,
presenting very much the appearance of a photograph negative.

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THE ARMY IN HALIFAX,

An aged contemporary published in Halifax, which has bloomed and
blossomed 'mid the summer's heats and winter's snows for upwards of
seventy-three years, rises to express its opinion upon the drawbacks result-
ing from one or more regimenis of the army being stationed in Halifax It
shakes its hoary locks knowingly in quoting our remarks upon ** Halifax
Society,” and insinuates that these have heen prompted by sinister motiver.
We respect the baldness and boldness of our contemporary, and shall,
therefore, not argue this point with it,—but its reference to the army and to
red-coats, as being out of place in this country intimes of peace, is one that
we cannot allow to go unchallenged. It does not follow from that which we
havesaid in previous articles respecting Halifax society that the only way
to cure the evils referred to is to remove the garrison from this city. Toadv
ism was pardonable in Halifaxians when the population of the city, com
pared with that of the garrison, was relatively small, but now that the
citizens outnumber the military ten to one, it ill-becomes our people to
play the part of sycophants and fawn upon certain individuals, whose pro-
fessional calling they regard as gilt-edged centificates of birth and worth.
"This phase of the question our contemporary ignores, but, probably reali-
zing the truth of Tur Cri7ic's remarks, it intimates that the army itseif
had better be removed from Halifax—regarding it as being out of place in
this city in times of peace. Just where our contemporary would have the
men removed to does not appear— possibly India, South Africa, Australia or
New Zealand would serve as an asylum for the red-coats. But why should
they not remain here ? Is Nova Scotia not a British colony, and does the
British Government not own and poasess the lands held by it on the shores
of Halifax harbor? If so, have not the British soldiers as good a right to
occupy the buildings erected upon these lands as we have to occupy our
own private houses? It may be infefred from our contemporary's remarks
that in the event of war regiments of the red coats would be most cordially
welcomed in Halifax; but of what service does it suppose that these regt-
ments would be, were it not that in times of peace the resident garrisons had
extended and strengthened the fortifications, so as to be able to defend the
city against an attack by land cr water. The red-coats are here, both offi-
cers and men, and so long as they attend to the duties assigned them Hali-
faxians have nothing to complain'of. They may be non-producers of wealth
but they are not non consumers of farm and other produce, so that to this
extent, at least, the army has its money value to. Halifax. What we have
criticized and shall continue to criticize is not the army, officers or men,
but the toadyism of Halifax saciety, which is observable, so far as the mili
tary is concerned, in the drawing rooms of the rich as well as in the more
unpretentious parlors of our mechanics and artisans.

SPECULATION.

The mania for speculation is a growing one, and is the cause of a great
deal of the crime and misery to be found in all portions of the civilized world.
We do not refer 1o what might be called legitimate speculation, where mer-
chants, thoroughly post2d in their respective businesses, actually purchase
large stocks of goods, and hold them in expectation of aw advance; o1
where parties who have capital to spare invest it in actual mining works ;
but to the wild speculation in stocks and bonds, in wheat, oil, and provis
ions, where no actual transfers of property take place, and which resolves
itself simply into betting whether prices will go up or down, - Joaquin
Miller, the “Poet of the Sierras,” has written 2 graphic account of his
experiences while speculating on the New York Stock Exchange, or rather
through brokers who operated on the Exchange, and anynne who may be
tempted by the glittering baits held out, to put up margins in Brokers’
bands, would do well to peruse it before taking the first plunge. It is
iimply gambling, and once the mania is arouscd very few men have the
1erve Or courage to withdraw sntil irvetrievably ruined. Even then, as
Miller shows, they ‘cannot tear themselves away from the magic tape, and
cores of these ruined gamesters, without a penny to invest, haunt the
3rokers’ offices and make mental investments, and often grow elated: over
maginary gains,

It is a sad picture, and when we couple it with the great temptation held
ut to the custodians of trust funds, 10 which so many havegsuccumbed,

ringing not only disgrace and ruin on themselves and families, but upon
reat financial institutions in all parts of ihe world, the system mwst be pro-
ounced an unmixed evil. Small operators may be led to believe that they
‘e taking even chances, but they are very much mistaken. Where there
€ big issues, the parties engaged in it are, on the one hand, inside ring-
ers who dwell behind the curtain and shift the scenes ; and, on the other
BE}]men, 'of the dear outside public which are usually called * suckers®
* * lambs.
That “lambs™ should always be found ready for the slaughter can only
- accounted for by the fact that the gambling instinct in human nature is
imal, ineradicable and universal. Given a chance to bet, to buy stocks
lottery tickets, or to deal in “futures” of grain, oil, or cotton, and this
»orn propensity spriugs into life and activity as naturally as weeds over-
1 a garden in the spring. An impressive illustration of the foregoing is
0 In the occurrence of last month in Wall Street, at Pittsburgh, and at
1V Francisco. We gather from the Bankers' Monthly that three great
rculative campaigns characterized the closing months of 1886. The first
¢ the miidest, and the last most severe, each was ably managed. and
ulted succesefully as usual for the insiders. *In the opening months of
16, oil was boomed in sympathy with stocks at the great speculative marts
il the price of certificates reached 31.10 or thereabouts. Ator around
high point the insider unloaded and went short, and the mrrket, bereft

-

touched. A reaction to 63 lollowed, and arouad that figure the markey
hung for nearly a month, Traders began to think it would never moye
again in a decided way, and it grew to be a general custum to sell il shog
for the sake of earning the daily carrying charges, which, of course, had 1o
be paid by the ‘longs.’ In this manner, all uususpected, a large shoq
interest was crzated, and caught napping by the bull managers with the help
of the Standard Oil Conpany. All went into the ring together, bid the
market . up to 81, sold owt their holdings, and then the price slowly wen
back to where it started.  How much the ringeters cleared and the outsider
dropped during the campaign, no one knows.

‘The second great gambling event of last year occurred in mining stacks
at New York and San Francisco. The inside history of this movement wy,
about this: The owners of the big mines in the Pacific States had beey
trying for months previous to the boom to reach a lower level fur the exca.
vation of ore, Suddenly the delvers found themseves blocked,  The dis.
covery was made that the mines could not be worked any deeper, and all
that was left was to gather the remuants of ore up and down the sides. Chiy
discovery was commuuicated to the owners, but not to the pubhic outside,
Straightway the big owners of mining stock and their allivs gave out myste
rious hints that unexpected disclosures would snon be made concerring the
tichness of the great mines that had been paying well hitherto. A liule
flame of interest was thus kindled in the public mind, which was most judi.
ciously fanned and increased, until, in the course of a week or two, a regu.
lar speculative conflagration was raging. Millions of money were drawn
out of Savings' banks, and invested in wild-cat mining shares. Incredible
a8 it seems, the market value of these stocks actually rose from $1,744.250
10 £35 520,350 in the'course of a few weeks, Of coursc, all the insiders
sold out at ur near the top, and after that the whole furar slowly subsided.
Among the losers, there was weeping and wailing, and among the winners,
grinning and chuckling. .

The third, last, and greatest campaign was conducted in Wall street in
railway stocks. The beginning of this movement goes back into 188s,
when the turn came after a period of unexampled depression. The boom
then begun was carefully nursed through 885 and through the first half of
1886, when more steam was put on, and the rally became more proncunce:.
The game was worked admirably, and kept up so long that an imnpression
gained ground that stocks could not go down moro than a point or two at
any time. The big bears of 1884 and 1885 were all d2ad or broke except
Cammack and 2 few athers, and this time of g:neral confidznce was chosen
as the proper period to let the market go. ‘The toboggan was tilted at the
top of the incline, when a push was given by the managers, and away it
went. In two days from ten (o fifteen millions of money sank out of sight
before the poor victims could hardly reslize what had bzen done. The
market had been resting on atilts, and the stilts were taken away,—that was
all. A decline of cight to twenty dollars a share brought values down to a
point where peole were willing to buy again, and the decline was arrested.
At the present wiiting, the market is getting ready for another move of some
kind, and most people predict that it will be upward again.” .

These three examples should be sufficient to warn all sensible men
against the folly of stock speculations. The mauia is spreading through the
Dominion and on the exam:natiou a day or two ago of the Montreal Tele-
graph Company's books it was found that 30,000 shares were held by bro-
kers and others for speculation.  This public gambling is a curse to the
country, and yields no kind of revenue. A check should be put upon it,
and it might be advisable to impouse some sort-of tax on transfers of stock.

We trust the young mep will not support
cither newspapers or candidates who undertake to substitute as arguments
on great public questions 'vile personal abuse, misrepresentation and cow-
ardly insinuation. The two great parties have distinct records and
distinctive platforms—these records are either good or bad, and’ these plat-
forms are either worthy of support or they are not. Young men must study
the field carefully before deciding to ally themselves with either the Liberals
or Liberal-Conservatives ; they should remember that the result of the com-
ing election will depend largely upon theiraction, and they should therefore
discharge the responsibilities Hf citizenship without political bias.

The exports of crude asphalt
for the years 1883-4-5 were respectively 34.277 tons, 33,383 tons, and
28,505 tons; thus showing a decrease. In Dboiled asphalt, however, an
increase has taken place, the figures for th'e same years being respectively
4,868, 6,564 and 6,371 tons.—Industrics,

The Queen of Roumania has undertaken to deliver & course of lectures
ou natinal literature at the high school for girls in Bucharest. Her
Majesty, who is well known as a poetess, under the pscudonym of *“Carmen
Sylva,” has been accustomed for some time past to give lectures privately
in her palace to the young ladies of the leadig families in Roumania.
These literary assemblies proved so attractive that the demands for
admission to them grew inconvenient, so that the Queen thought of deliver-
ing her lectures in the high school to all pupils who cared to attend,
Before Her Majesty could do this, however, she had to obtain a regular
professor's diploma from the King and the Minister of Instruction. This
required an examination, to which the Queen gaily and graciously submitted,
and the diploma having now been won, not granted by favor, her Majesty
will begin her lectures at the opening of term, after the New Yzar.

The Cologne Gazete publishes a very aggressive article entitled
* Queensland and . the interests of Germany there,” in which: it threatens
the English co)onfz with a wholessle invasion of Teutonic settlers. These
cmigrants are to form & party hoetile to the interests of the British Empire,
and to endeavor to secure a preponderant influence in that part of Australia,
in preparation, it is hinted, for its separation from England and final
aunexation to the German Empire. Of the style in which the paper writes
on this subject the following is a specimen :—¢ Australia’s separation from
England,” ‘it says, “is only a question of time.”

Previous to 1870 the Baptist denomination in
Canads worked in connectivn vith the American Baptist Missionary Uvion.
The first Womuns' Aid Scciety in Americs was organized at Canso.  There
are now in connection with the Missionary Union 72 of those Sucisties in
Nova Scotia, 37 in New Brunswick, snd 12 in P. E. lsland, containing
3,000 members, who raised over $3,000 lust year. In the Upper Provinces
there are 148 Sucicties, which raised last year double that smount.

Last Wednesday was set apart by the Baptist Convention for specisl
prayer in behalf of the Educational institutions in connection with the
denomination.

The Kov. Mi. Spurgeon, who was compelled to go to Mantone, Frauce,
an accouny of ill-health, is stilt unwell.

Eotirsms.—During the year 1887 there will Le four eclipess : two of the
sun and two of the moon. Of these only ome, a partial eclipss of the
moon, will be visible hers, Those who are up early encugh on the morning
of February 3rd, if the sky be clear, will behold this phenomenon. The
eclipse commences ten minutes befora 4 o'slock and cuntinues until the
moon sels.

The Sultan of Moroocco is fond of tricycling, but too laxy to work the
pedale himeelf, s0 ho has bad a gorgeous machine constructed, propelied by
slave labor. He sils croes-legged upon an em couch, cartained and
canopied with silk and asilver and gold. At his right hand is a clock and at
his left s compass, in order that when beyond the reach of the muezsin's
call the faithful Mohammedan may obeerve the exact hour of prayer snd the
exact direction in which his orisons are to be sddressed.

Thy Sraup.Corrxcring. Mawia.—The wania for oollecting postaye
stamps seems t0-be gaining more ground than ever in France, writes the
Paris correspondent of the Daily Telegraph. Among the most famous
collectors in Erance ig & man who has over a million postsge stamps
preserved in 130 richly bound volumes, and another who keeps two clerks
employed in olassifying and arranging his enormous collection. Added to
this, there are in Paris about 150 wholesale firme employed in the trade, aud
one of the best known of these has lately offered from £30 to £40 for
certain stamps of the year 1836. Tuscan postage stampe dated before 1860
will be paid for at the rate of £6 eesh, whilé stampe from Muuritiys for the
vear 1847 fetoh £80, and French stamps of 1849 are quoted at £1 each.

Foauio Acip axp Honxy,—~At & recent meeting of the Physiological
Society of Berlin, it wan stated that when the bee has filled the oell mither
wit.lumm honey or a mixture of pollen dough and honey, and has com-
pleted the lid, a drop of formic scid obtained from the poison bag conuected
with the sting is ndded to the honey by perforating the lid with the sting.
Numervus experiments show that this formic acid preserves honey and every
other solution from fermentation, 1: this be welr ostablished. it will show
that the sting and the poison apparai.s of the bee has ‘a farther purpose
than that of a defensive or offensive weapon. Another interesting fact sug-
gests iteelf in connection with this. So far as is known, most of the insects
that have stinging spparatus similar to that of the bee are ocollectors and
storers of honey.

Waat Brcoums or THE Pixs t—For a solution of this mther ald
problem & London journa! recently offered a prise of $10, and paid the
money for the subjoined and by no means novel answer : “ A surface ten
miles square contains, roughly, 310 millions of square yarde. Assume this
as the ares of London. Yo include the area of floor service in houmes, it
may safely be trebled—ssy 1,000 millions of square yards. If every five
squsre yards contained one stray pin, who wonld be awam of it? Here,
then, we have in London alone & recsptacle for 200 millious of stray pins
unperceived by anybody. The answer, therefore, is that thousands of
millions of lost pins can be, sud are, soattered about the lamnd unnotioed.
'Half of these being out of doors are gradually destroyed by rust ; the other
half pass out of doors by degrees.”

Jaranssew JournaLisH.—Mr. Inaxo Ots, of Tokio, Japan, who is a
graduste student of the John Hopkins University, is making a study of
American newspaper rcethods. He says that in Tokio. Japan, which is the
ocenter of the wealth and cultureof the country, there are over iwenty daily
newspapers. Moet of these are four pagee, though some are eight. The
Conservative, Liheral and Radical parties have each their organs, and seven!
papers are also published in the interest of the Christians, towards whom
the Liberals incline. There are also military, banking snd agrieultumi
papers. The papers do not circulate in Tokio alone, whose population is
over 1,000,600, but go alj over the rural districts, whers some weekly pepers
and a few dailies are printed. Of the Tokio papers six are published in
English, of which four of the editors are Japaneee, one is an American and
one sn Englishman.

Yorest PoLick 1x GerMany.—In Germany the woods have their police,
whose duty it is to ses that no devastation is wrought by inconsiderste
owners, No man may cut down his trees without the sanction of thess
authorities. The reason is that wood is the staple fuel of the country, and
if the government did not step in to protect the people agsiust their own
improvidence, the peassnts would- speedily sweep away all their forests to
enable them to clear the mo which the Jews hold.on their lands. In
Buvuria the price of fuel rose, between 1830 and 1860, as much as sixty per
cent., and bvildmg timber roee seventy per cent. In the sixtesnth century
the forests had dwindled s0 much, and the cost of firing had risen so high,
that the prinoes took the forests under their sovereign protection, sud
appointed a class of officials, whose duty it was to see alter the fuel supply
in their provinces, and look to the protection of trees just as the polioe have
{0 s0e to the protection of citizens. One result has been that no trees are
allowed to grow longer than when they have reached maturity. After they
have sttained a certain age their rate of growth is 20 slow that their room is
needed for younger planis, and they are cut down. Thus a pine vesches its
porfoction after ile thirtieth year, and goes back after ite eightieth. As a
rule, 8 fovest is cloared and replanted every thirty years; and it is an exoep-
tiun anywhere to see an older pine or beech. But the Bohmer wald has not
been sudject to this policement, wnd there do remain in it magnificent pines

I tutned. What was this? At my side slood a little lean individual
with sn expression of intense eagorness, aninating the brightest pair of ayes
I have ever looked into. Onu hund was laid on my shoulder, with the other
he was puinting to tho scene before us. ¢ Dis, Monsiour, is de field of
Waterloo ! Dero is de high road to Brussele, where de English approached
de battlsfiell—down dere dey como ; dete are de crows-roads where de
Exglish are stationed during do battle, dere is de riring eminenco behind de
crose-yoads where Waellington,” pronounced Wellunytun, * stood during do
conflict ; dere, oppasite, is de station of Napoleon, on date eminonce—sce,
Mousieur I—de French come down dere, take up a position across doso small
hills, along dere on de brow of dese hills, behind Hougomont. Dere is
Hougomont—ruines—ruins, Behind Hougumont, all along dat emiuence,
stands de French army; dere is La Haye Sainte, de farnhouss—see,
Moosieur : dere, Hougowont, dere La Haye Sainte ;" and so on, aud so on
and 20 on, for about ten winutes. He roally did deserve two franes ; and,
when he got them, it was truly wonderful, the nimblo way in which he ran
down the stone steps and disappeared.

Then I was free again to take breath and look uround. Possibly no
place in the world so well repays one for a visit as this scene. Other places,
rendered famous by great ovents, one visite and finds changed and modern;
yoars come and go, aud every generation leaves its mark. Not w0 Waterloo,
—the long running over the gently undulsting ground. the green
fields, the foreat, the old chateau, the farmhouse, the fuint outline of the
small towns to the svuthward, the picturesque red cruss of the village
shrouded iu the green folisge of the woods behind, all are there,
unchauged, as they were seventy-one years ago. Numbers of trees between
the battlefiuld aud the city have been cut down, aud one can now see the
great dome of the new * Palais de Justice” at Brussels looming up in the
gray distance ; but these are changes which do not couut, as one notes the
general resemblanco of things in the prexent to what they must have been
in the carly part of the century. No fences, no hedges, in this fimed land,
separate the fields from the roadway or from one another A shallow ditch,
not disovrnible from the pyrsmid, is all that is deemed necessiry. The
grass was of the deepest green, sud the gentlo hills seemod to he crowned
with & velvel 'ike softness of expression as the bright sunlight of an
October afternvon fell on their far famed brows. The ruins of the old
chateau, surrounded by a few straggling, hulf-shattered skeletons of what
wete once nuble trees, added much 10 the richness of tha laudscape by their
contrast to the calm besuty of the mendows on cither side. Away to the
loft at0ud the farmhouse of La Haye Sainfe, surrvunded also with trees,
but of » younger growih and brighter hue. Then behind siretched the
green flelds again, gleaming liko goid in the sunlight, while, far away in the
purple borizon could be seen, standing out in dim relief agsinst the sky,
the apires of the little town of Genuppes, whero, as my guide informed mo,
the fallen emperor left his horse for his travelling carriage, snd entered on
that fatal journey which ended only at St. Helena.

A grand sight truly—a sight to be seen and not forgotten—something to
be remembered long after with pleasure and with profit. But it wust be
confessed that this oxultation of wind lasts only while one remains on the
top of the pyramid ; descend to the earth and tho cuchantment is gone.
Viuions of cunflicting arwies, of grim-faced French guards, facing death
but pever defeat, of fallen heroes and wecping generals, of the greal
conqueror riding away, with the voar of the antillery fulling fainter and
fainter on his eer as he galloped further and further from Jhe field, all these
were rudely dispelled. Guides, relic-vendors, and men with photographs
beset mo with a persistency ard a resolution truly adwirable, were it only
cxerted *in & better causs. It was late in the season, and visitors were
comparatively few ; the falling off in thenumber of visitors, a3 was datural,
insured A groater amount of attention to such ua there were. Mingling
with their distracting oxhortations, or, I should say, in pleasing contrast to
them, I heard the shrill voices of threc American girls, who were scarching
for four-leafed clover in an adjoining field.

. La Haye Sainte—This is a charming cottage, very much out of repair,
with a fow ill-kept flowers and shrubs blooming sround it, and here aud
there a young tree cisting its shadows over the green grass and the sandy
Tosd, A picturesque, half:ruined building of red brick and whits pluaster,

it stands almost midway between the spots where the English duke and tho ¢ present two names are bofore the comtnunity, viz., the Hon. J, J.C. Abbott,

French owperor kept watch over tho contouding armies. Though ealled
‘“ the farmhouse,” one may judge from tho absenco of stables or sheds of
any kind, and from the neglected coudition of the garden, that it now has
no right to the designation. I walked up to the door, aud tho decupants, or
one of  the ocoupants, came out to sea me. What calling tho mastor pursues
—-=if there be a master ~I do not know, This person, a womsn with a
pleasing countenance, who had a child of about threo yoars of aye clinging
to hor ekirts, was u relic.vendor.

The woman had & persussive manner, and a gift of tongue which would bo
considered wonderful anywhero outside of Belginm. But hor vlognenco
and her arguments wero alike vain, Had [ not seon the relics aud had the

photographs in my hand, [ would hiave bought them on her recommendation.

But it required only a very suporficial investigition to conviuco one of the
utter worthlesanoes of tho collectinns : afld, true to my principles of
cconoiny, 1 fult that it was not advisable to throw mouey uway. ‘Tho child,
who listened to our converaation with appareut interost, maunifested a senso
of the fituess of things hevoud his years. Running to the garden he
picked a few pieces of miguonette, which he presentod to me with great
solemnity. [n return 1 gave him twonty centimes, which lie handed to bis
mother with the air of a man of business,

1 was attompting to hold a conversation with this juvenile but character-
istic inhabitant of Waterlco, wher the hell at the inn, which anuouunces the
departuro of tho omnibus, rang, and 1 hastened away as fast as my feot
could carry me, I got to tho inn just in time, A« the sun w.s now shining
brightly, and gave promise of a delightful dtive, wo sil, as was natural,
diove outside. The old brown lady and her hushand, having hoen overy-
where, mounted, still swmiling on us all as they had done ou the journey
dowa, the threv American givls carrying, not four-leafed clover, but violet
leaves, which, nio doubt, served the purpose just ax well, and an Euglish
Colonel and his daughtor, who had coms out'in the next train after us, all
got into their places, and away we wont. Over thio sandy road, down the
hills, looking back from timo to time to tike a last look, along the high
road, down by the hedges we drove, whips cracking, hiorses prancing and a
enuple of dogs careering on either side of us, and reached Braine L'Alleud
just as the Bruasels express, on which wo were to return to the city,
whistled in the distance.

Whatever may Lo the ¢1so in Halifax wo in Moutreal have no reason to
cowplain of any lack of winter weather. Cold and smow with a thew
mometer givon to droppinz down to 20° bolow zoro and uuder, are the
characteristics of 1887 so far. No “ soft’ weathoer has shown itself since
Christmas Eve, when it certaiuly did tain in torrents, but oven then not
altogether aufficient to spoil the sleighing.

Such weather (except when it snows too violently), is vory favorable to
the building of the Ice Castle, in which and in the approaching carnival a
vivid interest is taken. This year Moatreal promises to ouklo herself, the
castle (it used to be only called palaco in former yeats) will be n larger strac-
ture than any of the kind yet erzcted and correspoudingly beautiful in
desigu. From the portion already buiit I should judge it will bv a very
fine affuir inlend. Besides this an [ce Mazo is heinyg built on the pattern of
the famous one at Hampton Court, with hot coffus and other rofreshments
in the contre for thoso who manage to reach that haven. A lumbermen’s
camp is being put up on Victoria Square, and sotething special in the way
of toboggan alides from Jacques Cariier Square down to and half way across
the river. A living arch of snowshoors is alao talked off, and with numerous
tiluminations aud display of fireworks, skating tancy dress cavnivals, sleigh
parades aud races of various kinds, Montreal will, ot at least ought to be,
about the gnyest city on earth for the second week in February. Already
parties of Americans and others havetaken up their abode at the * Windsor,”
and 1 would advise eastern friends who purpose taking in the carnival to
loso no timo in sscuring quarters, as the crowd is sure to be very great.

A subject which is creating & good deal of interest and excitement just
uow is, “who is to be our mext Mayor?" The position is rather unique,
and is bricfly as follows. ‘Lhe present incumbent, Mr. Beaugrand, has got
himself disliked by a number of his French-Tanadian compatriota of the
lower orders, principally it eeems to me because ho has ondeavored to
perform his duty conscientiously, especially during the trying times of the
smallpox epidomic last year, and also on accrunt of his boing too liberal
winded for their tastes on Church matters, He is a good official and
possesses influenco emough with the English spoaking and better class
French citizens to seours his re-election over any other French Canadian
candidate brought forward. As a way out of tho ditticuity the French have
cowo forward and say, “* You English speaking pooplo have a right to elect
3 Mayor this ycar, nominate o good mwan and we will support him.”
Mayor Beaugrand also anuouuces if a unanimously solected English and
Prolostant candidate is brought forward he will not opposs him, but will
render him all assistance. And nbow tho English speakicg part of the
population are squabbling among themsolves as to who is to bo the lucky
man. Public meotings %m'o been held, to which admission at fiftv cents
a head would have been well spent monay, had the spender desired to
witnees a circus, such was the uproar and boistorous bh-haviour, At

No specisl event bas charscterised the genersl werchandise markets since
our lest report. In most lines & fair sorting-up trade continues, but general
business is quiet. Stormy weather has largely interfared with distribution
movements, but has not at all affected the healthy and oconfident (uling
which dominates the trade situation throughout the country. ‘The prices of
most comtodities rule steady to firm, and in no instsnce has there been ady
disturbance of values. All accounts concur in the fact that the interior
trade is in a satisfactory stale, snd the reasons for viewing the future with

It is an impor-
tant foctor in the business of a metropolis like this, which has not only @
large floating population of sesmen and those interested in shipping, but ie
also the only military and naval emtrepot for the British foroes in North
America. About eighty persons have applied for licenses under the new
Act, but not more than half of thess are likely to complete their setion by
taking out their licenses, unlees the Act is amended. These—aay forty, at
$100 oach—will give a civic revenue of $4,000. The income to the city
from this source has hitherto been anuually about $11,000.

The mining interests of the Province have, in the past,
been greatly injured by sales of worthless mines, and now that everything
is progressivg so smoothly and properties turning out so well, great care will
have to be exercised lest some fruudvlent scheme should bring mining into
disrepute. The number of unscrupulous operators has now been reduced to
a winimum, but we still have with us jealous, narrow-minded men who think
it necessary, in order to sell their own properties, to cry down every other
mine. These men are public nuisances and should bo treated to a coat of
tar and feathers. Those implicated in applying this isther setere remedy,
if arrested, would doubtless be acquitted, on the plea advsuced by tho
Irishman for thrashing his wife, ¢ that he was only abating a nuisance.”

R,
has zscured the subsidy from the Dominion Government and tha fres right
of way from the County Council, and aro only awaiting thoe Local Subsidy
to commence operations. The new road will prove an important faclor in
aiding tho developmont of tho mmneral deposits of the valloy, and in that
way 1t is interestivg to mining men. Measrs. lHeaderson and Potts, the
well known wanufacturcrs and dealors in paints and oils in this city, are the
owners of a valuable deposit of Rarytes, situated some five or six miles out
of Brookfield Station, nesr the Upper Stewiacke Road, and the proposed
line of railway will run close to their property. ‘They have already shipped
considersble larytes to their works in this city, and when the railrond is
completed will doubtless greatly increase their output  The lexd mines at
Smithfield and the iron deposits of Upper Stewiacke, will all be benefited.
Specimens of the ores of the valley wore collectod and exhibited to the
Cabinet at Ottaws, and also at Halifux, and were greatly admired. At tho
request of the Ministers tho samples were left, at Ottawa. Tho samples of
lead orc wemn very fine, and surprise was expressed that the wines were not
being wotked. The new lino rurs within two miles of tha mines, and a
siding could be built at rmall expenso.

Guravuire.—Although Graphite has been known from time to timo §
immemmorial, and its name at once indicates the autiquity of its principal
ure, it geological origin is atill a matter of doubt, and its propertics not vet
half understood. It belougs to no particular geological horizon, but occurs in §
rocks of ull ages, in beds ; imbedded masses, laminae,or scales, more commonly
in gramte, gneiss, mica, slate, crvatalline, limestone, nnd occasionally with
dopusits of coal. The famous Burrowdale variety is fonnd in nests, in trap, §
in cluy slate, Nearly every locality presonts it in some now association, so §
that it ir scarcely to bo wondered at that geologists have been puzzled to §
account for the origin of a mineral that makes its appearance in utter disre- §
gard of the laws of deposition, stratification, injection or age. The recont §
progress of chemistry has thrown some light op this subject, and new @
theories hava been advanmced, tending to dispute the vegetable origin of
graphile, and toexplain its precence on the principle of the decompesition
of cyanngen or of other intro caibou compounds In the preparstion of
caustic sods, cyanide of sodinm is produced, and wheu, in the course of the §
oporation, Chili saltpetre is added to oxidise tho sulphides of iron aund §
sodium, and the ma-a is in a state of fusion, graphite arising from the
decomposition of the cyanide rises to the top, whero it swims and can Le &
skimmed off, washed aund dricd, whon it prescnts tho appearance of g
brilliant, light powder, perfectly pure and admirably adapted to the maunu-
facture of pencils, and mauy other purpores. The brilliant, red crystals §
which form in blast furnaces and now and then give rise to what is called §
“galamander,” wero formerly supposed to be pure titanium. Wohler
afterwards shewed that they coutained cyanogen. and this discovery,
together with tho appearance of cyanogen iu the soda ash wanufacture, has
led chewists to suspect that the formation of artificial graphite in iron §
furnaces is ot always owing to the solution of an excess of carbon in the
molten iron, but may be reforred back to a compound of nitrogen with
carbop, in other words, to the decomposition of cyanogen. Applying these
observations to geological phenomera, some authors sesk to account for tho §
formation of graphite in nature, on the principle of the chemical decompo-
sition of the cyanides. It iz certainly a very inygenious theory, and has
wany strong points toc sustsin it, and as it may finally conduct us to an
artificial method for the production of graphite, in any quantity snd at
reasonable rates, it deserves the carcful study and experimwntsl reesarch
of all parties intareatad 1n the development of this branch of industry.— §
Canadian Mining Revicw. :

Mi1. John McGuire, Manager of the Brookfield Gold Mines, writes as
follows to the Lngineering and Mining Journal : “ Your readers in the
States may be imarested in Jearning something of the growtn of mining
interests in this part of Nova Scotia.

Work was begun here in June, 1886, and we have now four shafts of an
aversge depth of seventy feot on a vein varying in width from fifteen to
twenty-four inches.

Three hundred and fifty tons of ore have Y“eon hauled from here to our |
ten stamp mill at Pleassnt River, soven miles away, which has produced
seven hundred onnces of bullion eight hundred fine.

Our vew mill here at the mine is finished, sud wo began running on
New Year's day. The molive powor is a forty-five horse-power engine,
which drives ten stamps, a Blake ore-breaker, automatic fuel, Monitor
concentrator, three hoists, a mine puinp, ore-car, pumps, ete.

Tho mill iz a threestory building ; the ore being taken into the third
stoly on an inclined tramway, which connects with tracks from each
shaft house. It is then put through a screen, and the coarse ore run
through the break. From the bin, thu ore is fed automatically to the

stamps without further handiing, making on the whole a small but complete
plant.” . )

Reabiva ror Farurr Bovs —Tho character of a person is developed
argely by his reading, if he reads at all.

onmon seuse papers which are edited from a practical standpoint and are
or practical men, The boy who reads such a papor will become intorested
1 it, because it treats of the work and the daily life going on about him—
he work and the life he kuows most sbout. \Whenover he reads of new
uethods of doing thinge he will compare them with tho method with which
he is familiar, and the best incthod is the ono he will follow, be it the new
pr the old. The puper will sow sced for thought in his mind, aud what a
boy needs, is to be set to thinking. He does not r. quire to have his ideas
hought out for him by some one else, if you encournge him to be his own
lnker. A good paper, which deals with the problumns most familiar to
hitn, is tho beat stimulus for thought, .

1 .owxe Mixep Ferp.—There are two cardinal prineiples iu relation
o mixed foed ; first, that mixed feeds are better than plain ; sccond, that
Il the clements of the mixture should bo fed each day, instead of une elo-
nent for ono day or one week, and anothor for another day or week, Thu,
ur instance, the oxperiments at Rothamstead, England, showed that eight
pound of pear, or six pounds of oil:cuke meal, would make a pound of live
eight; while, of psas and oil-cake meal mixed, four and one-half pounds

would suffice. It is as an clement of mixed feed that roots attain their
greatest value, Thus, in a great majority of cases; it will be found that a
shoep receiving threo pounds of bright wheat straw, and six polinds of tur-
nips por day, will increaso a8 mnuch in weight, or keep in as good condition,
as another with three pounds of the best timothy tuy ; while the former
will cost loas, It has boen ascertiined that tu koop a sheep in good thriving
condition, fiftcen pounds of porfectly dry fued (of averago good quality) is
required por week for cach one hundred pounds of live weight But since
hay and grain, in their ordivary condition, contain abouat fourteen por cent.
of water, from eighteen to twenty pounds per week will bo necessary, or
about threo pouuds per day. 7To fucilitate digestion and prevent constipa-
tion, it would bo well if an equivalent of this amount of nutriment could
ho expanded in buik, so as to weigh seven or eight pounds.—American
Agriculturist,

Straw can be turned to good account as fodder with a littlo meal added.
When this is dono it is as good 8s hay and a choaper food, ualess it is rye
straw which the city stablemen want and the paper makers, Straw and
tueal uro a mote complote food than hay alone,

A well-.known sheep breeder who makes a special business of raising
early lambs says that if at any time the steady growth of a sheep is interrupted,
and especially if the animal be permitted to fall off in flesh, the wool growth
will ba lessened, and that part of tho fleece which is grown at such a timne
will be of uneven and inferior uality, thus not only lessening the quantity,
but also thoe quality of the product. This is no new experience, but it
deserves repetition.

nothing back would exhaust even the ocean. It has exhausted the millions
of acres of the older East, and it will exhaust the most fertile fislds of the
West. A study of the census must convince any searcher that the
production of all our crops is year by year growing less and less. It cannot
be attributed to a change of eausons for a series of years, but can only be
due to one causo—the gradual exhaustion of plant-food by our unthinkinvg and
unwise course. This subject of husbanding the resources of our acres, and
of returning to our starving fislds those elements of plant growth quite or
nearly oxhausted, is yearly forcing itsolf more prominently upon the atten-
tion of the farmers of at least the eastern half of our country, and tho line
is vory rapidly extending westward. Millious of acres that once produced
maguoificent crops of the various griine, even west of the great lakes, aro
nuw lying vacant, or bately piying for the most shiftless culivation.  This
question cannot bo seriously considered too svon, even by the farmers on
the now rich aud productive praires west of the great rivers. Every train
that passes eastward is loaded with a portion of their fertility, much of it in
tho crude and hamoly remunerativo state of bran, oil-meal, and the coarser
arains, and, to the shame of the furmers, even in tho bones of theiranimals,
while the returning trains carry back nothing in the nature of plant food.
Thottzh Western farmers may think they have no need of such knowledge,
they should not fail tothoroughly pust thomselves, and those farmers whodo
80 and who tuke ndvantage of this knowledge, will, by and-by, be looked
apon as the *Jucky ones” who hive the ri~hest farms in_ the vicinmity in,
which they live.—Rural New Yorker.

A New Porato.~Au English paper says that a new potato has been
dizeovered by M. Sace, of Bolivia. The plant, which is called by the .
natives papa pureka, is said to be richer in flour than other sorts, and to
crup in that climate four timos a year. It has from ten to fifteen stalks to
a plant which seuds out smooth light green leaves from the ground upwards.

Cost or A CreEaMeRY.—A letter to the editors of the Country Gentle-
man, nsking for * the prohable cost of a creamary using the milk of 50
cows, and the cost for each additional 50, and the cost of a chesss factory,”
has been refesred to the Vérmont Farm Machine Company (Bellows Falls),
who write as follows : The apparatus fora dairy of 50 cows for making
butter would cost :

This will be sufficient for & dairy of the above size, unless the cows are
larger milkers than the average. If the parly prefers the senior style
crezmer, the price will be $222 less. It will be scen that a daiiy of 50 cows
can be fitted up with the latest dairy apparatus, having all the conveniences
for saving labor, for $150 ; or. if tho party does not wish to pay for all the
convenicnees, he can save 832, mnaking his bill $128. For 100 cows the
bill would be increased only $117 dollars, and so on for each 50 cows. For
making cheess from the sume dairy, the party should have a 200-gallon
Sulf Heating Choese Vat and Equalizer (875), a gang press (843), hocps,
ourd-kvives, and small utensils (320 to &30). Dy putting in an upright
press ho cau savo $25, and thue make a choess apparatus cost about 8115,

Kuerine Fard Accousts.—I am a farmer, and have “lept books"
for many years. No other work will prove more satisfactory and profitable,
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and it is not too difficult for any farmer of ordinary ability. The system
once begun, he will wonder how he ever got along without it, and find that
it makes mouey for him overy day. Get a rather narrow *cash book,”
having oppuosite pages for debit and crvedit. It is best to keop this book
where you will see it overy evening.

If *“Dr.” and “Cr.” bother you, head the ouc side ** Money paid out,”
and the other * Monoy taken in.” Saturday night transcribe all the
week’s items in the cash book on to the proper accounts in what I call the
Ledger. This should boe a long, thick, but narrow book, as you will find
it casicr to have tho two sides of accounts on opposite pages. In tho ledger
you will want to keop a number of acoounts, but the two of most importance
are to be headed * Farm” apd * Fawily.” Let farm accountbo first of all,
and thirty or forty pages further along begin the family account. On the
farm account credit the farm with everything it brings in ; on the opposite
pago debit it with everything paid out for it.—John M. Stahl.

Kger & Goob Teasm.—Without doubt the greatest and most common
loss in team wanagement is from keoping poor horees uunablo at auny time
to do a full day’s work. It isthe most difficult thing possible for many
farnota to get the idea fnto their heads that a horse capable of doing but
little is entiroly valueless. An old, wotn out horse will always soll for
souething, no matter how poor he may be, and always for a greater price in
proportion to his value when most worthless. For farm purposes, with the
dear wages now paid to farm help, it does not require much deduction

from a full day's team wotk each day to make up the valus of a first-class
team in evory respect,

Roors ron Dalry Cows.—Roots are healthy food for cows and increase
the flow of the milk, but care is required in feeding those liable to give an
unplessant flavor to the milk and butter. Carrots and sugar beets, experi-
ence has taught, are among the roots best adapted for dairy cows. Turuips
and cabbages give unpleasant flavor to both wmilk and butter. Roots should
not be fed alone bu! in combination with more nitrogenous food,

OnrcuArDS AND PoULTRY-YARDS.—It has been demonstrated that the old
theory of the hens protecting the orchards when running at large is
incorrect. But the Masssachusetts Experimental Station managers have
proved, upon trial, that even plums may be protected from curculio when
the hens are covfloed in small yards around the tiees, The fowls, having
no shade but the trees, remuin near them, and it is best to have only one
tree in each yard. They scratch the surface of the ground, huant all around
the trunk of the trees, and, what is more, deposit their anure daily for the
support of the growingfiuit, as well as keaping down grass and weeds,
which are destroyed in their young stages. It is becoming ovident that
fruit.growing and poultry raising are, or should be, joint occupaticns, the
one being heneficial to the other, and if it can be demonstrated in all sections

that tho bens will protect the plum and peach irces, the knowledge of the
fact thus gained is invaluable.—Farm and Garden :

Feepine WHEAT Bran.—Feeding corn meal and hay will keep calves
and colts fat ; but the aniwals will not grow rapidly unless fed oats, wheat
bran, or oil-cake in addition. By many, wheat bran is prefarred to oil-
cake for young animals, because it i3 not so concentrated, and does not tax
the digestive organs so severely. Calves grow very rapidly whon fed corn
mesl, oats, wheat braa sud clover hay, because such feed furuishes thewm
what 1nuscle-forming matter they need. If wheat bran is kept in tho slop-
barrel, the pigs will grow faster. A good slop for pigsis made by pouring
hot water over wheat bran, and feeding it while yet warm. Sir Juhn B.
Lawes states that the manure made by sheep from brav is worth more than
. the bran originally costs. Mature sheep do ususaaily well when fed bran,

and young shesp mekea yet greater gain from it.

Traixixe Yousce ilorsks,—A colt oughtto be thoroughly halter broken
at 1 year old. At 2 years, having learned tho sudimentary lessons of bheing
led about and handled without 1ear, »n acquaintance with bit and bridle is
in order. Previous tv placing any portion of hiarness on 1 young horse let
him smell and see it.

The first bit put into a borse's mouth should be a simple one, such as s
plain bar or a jointed snaffie. Especiully in the first trials should an casy
mouthpiece be used to induce the animsl to take it fearlessly. Many per-
sons through iguorance do injury both to the horse's temper dnd his inouth
by using a severe snasffle. It is bad policy to work a horse too eatly or to

overwork one of aay age. Give the colts light work until thoy have devel-
oped their powers by degrees.
