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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Financial matters are attracting public attention in Britain no less than
in America. The fact that Britain has not nearly so much gold in reserve
as several other great powers is seriously commented upon.  This is offset,
howerver, by the fact that the gold in circulation in Rritain exceeds the gold
in circulation in any other country, and although not so readily available in
case of panic as areserve fund, 1t 1s still a matter for satisfaction.

It s reported that Lilivokalani, the new Queen of Hawaii, is in poor
health, and will not probably epjoy her new honors long. Her condition
has been kept a secret, but the fact that the yourg Princess Kainlani, now
at schoo! ‘n England, has been commended 1o return at once to Hawaij,
points to the conclusion that her case is serious. The sovereign of Hawaii
nominsates the successor 10 the throne, and it will be interesting to know
who tbe present Queen will appoint her heir,

Aunother phase of the claims of Portugal, elsewhere 1eferred to, is
presented in the action of the Portuguese Government in lodging a claim
through their minister in London for a rectifi-~tion of the frontiers of Goa,
involving tnc cession of a certain amount ot territory now included in
British 1ndia. This claim is considered petty and unjustifiable Dy the
Foreign Ofiice, and Portugal by making it 1as -ather overreached herself.
Tho irritation caused by this claim mill bs prejudicial to Portugal when the
African claims are being settled.  No doubt 1'crtugal fondly hoped by this
more to induce Britain to give her 2 good deal in order to be rid of ler
pestering.

Beforo the next issue of Tue CriTiC appears the elections will be over,
but unfortunately r.at 1n time for us to obtain tho returns before going to
press, The fight is  close onc, and enthusiasm on both sides is hot. Even
in the schools the boys and girls have become strong partizans and wear
red or bluo ribbons in token of their party. The greator number of them
have a seasible idea of why they take sides, and the girls are quite as well
posted as the boys. A young lady while pioning on her red nbbon a few
days ago was asked if she knew why she was a Tory? “ Yes,” she said,
“ because I doa’t want annexstion.” This shows a better understanding
than that of 2 lady bzlonging to o strong Liberal family, who asked a few
days ago whether Sir John A. Macdonald wasa Grit or a Tory | Fortunately
few ladies make such a deplorable display of ignorance as this, and an
ir.creasing interest in the affairs of state is noticeablo among them.
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‘The inconvenience of transacting business in Foglish money to persons
accustomed to the simpler decimal system i3 frequently apparent. There is
but little hope, however, of the decimal system being adopted, although it is
greatly desired in some parts of Britain. 2Mr, Leng, member of the House
of Commons, recently forwarded to the Chancellor of the Exchequers
nmemorial from the Dundee Chamber of Commerce and numerous merchants,
manufacturers and others of that tows in favor of a decimal system ol coinage,
weights and moasures. In acknowledging the memorial Mr. Goschensaid :
“ I must own frankly for myself that, though I am sensible that powerful
arguments can be put forward in support of the decimal system, I cannot
undertake to recommend its adoption in this country.”

Tt was a triumph that came too late, taat of Mr. Bradlaugh in the House
of Commons a few weeks ago while he lay upon his death bed. The House
at last expunged the resolution of June 22nd, 1880, declaring that Mr.
Bradlangh be ot permiited to take the oath or make an affirmation, but it
is doubtful if the news cver reached the member for Northampton, Ilis
career is a remarkable instance of sound sterling qualilies overcoming
religious prejudices. The action of the House is not to be taken as any
sign of approval of Mr. Bradlaugh’s opiuions, but only that the members
were convinced that he had right on his side in this matter. It will probably
serve as & precedent, so that in futere intolerance and religious tests will
have no weight in keeping a representative of the people from acting in his
full capacity as such. In proof of the high estcem in which Mr. Bradlaugh
was held it is said that in several of the Northampton churches prayers
were offered for his restoration to health on the Sunday before his death
This is testimony to tne character he achieved during his parliamentary,
career.

The news of the Springhill mine explosion, causing the loasof 123 lives,
was received in Halifax last Saturday cvening.  No such extensive calamity
has before oceurred in Nova Scotia ; the Foord Pit and Drumimond Mine
explosions together not causing so many deaths. Tho danger to which our
fellow-men are exposed in the collieries is not often thonght of uuless some
sccident takes place, but then our sympathies are aroused. The desolation
in Springhill can scarcely be imagined. Fifty-five widows mourn their bus-
bands and breadwinners, and 164 children lost their fathers. The work of
burrying the dead began on Tuesday, most of the bodies having been then
recovered.  Doctors from Parrsboro and other places promptly responded
to the call for aid, and clergymen have acted in concert in conducting the
bunal services. Many heart rending scenes occurred at the mouth of the
pit as tae bodies were brought up. Some families lost three or four mem-
bers.  While we cannot lessen the gricf of the bareaved who have lost their
ones in such a sudden and terrible manaer, we can assist in sending the
money called for to reliave their necessities. The cause of the explosion is
nolt) yet known, but the inquest will, it is hoped, tbrow some light on the
subject.

In Newfoundlaud the anger against Britain ou account of her half
hearted way of dealing with the French Shore troubles is now further in-
creased by Britain’s refusal to ratify the Newfoundland-American reciprocity
convention, recertly drafted, and which it is alleged Canadsa protested
against to the Colonial Office. This has drawn down upon Canada also the
wrath of the ancicnt colony, which cmbodies in the legislativo address in
treply to tho Governor's specch accusations that Britain is subservient to
party politics in Canada Iord Knutsford, Sccretary of State for the
Colonial Department, in speaking of the matter in the House of Lords on
the 17th inst., stated that it might at some time be possible to secure for
the colony the advantages it desires without prejudicing the interests of the
Empire, and in view of the approaching clections, snd the proposals of
Canadian politicians for a reciprocity treaty with the United States, we can-
not but concur in the putting off of any definite treaty between Newfound.
land and that country. Canada has all along sympathized with the sister
colony in her difficulties, and would not wish an injustice done her in this
matter. It is much t~ be regretted that ill-feeling should spring up between
Newfoundiand and Canada, and we cannot but think the irritation of the
New(oundlanders is too hasty, and that events will prove thatit was better
for Britain not to consent to a convention prejudicial to the interests of so
large a colony as Canada. At the sams time the fact that much excitement
prevails among the people of St. John's over the situation cannot be ignored.
This is not unnatural from their point of view. They think that Canada
has unwarrantably interferred with their negotiations, and resent the success
of this interference most deeply. Explanations will probably in due time
be made by our Government that will teud to a better understanding of the-
questions at issue.

The
Senate has adopted a lithographets' amendment that will send it back tothe
house, there to stick, most likely, until the expiration of Congress.

An expedilion to the South Pole isin contemplation by Prof. Nordmek
jold. The scientific world is greatly interested in tho project, and Baron Oscar
Dickson, the well-known patron of polar exploration, has promised to contri-
bute $25,000 to the new Antarctic expe-ition,  Let us hope that the hardy
Scandinavian navigator will have better success than other oxplorors in this
enterprise, and that the mystery of the South Pole will prove not so difticult
to solve as that of the morth.  Whether the results of these costly
expeditions are such as to warrant their undeitaking we have nothing
to do, but it appears to us that the money would be better expended in
alleviating the condition of many of the inhabitants of countries that need no
exploration. The great frost of this season has claimed many victims, and
cold and hunger have been experienced by thousands. It seems, then, that
it would be better to warm and feed these people, rather than seck an
entrance to a lerritory which it is ressonably certain is bound in perpotual
frost from year's end to year's end.

Not a little dissatisfaction is felt in England over the adoption of a new
magazine rifle for the army. Grave faults are found in it, and those who
consider the effective arming of Lnglish soldiers a matter of importance
have been airing the matter in Parliament. On Tuesday, the 3rd inst., a
motion was made in the House of Commons to have a Royal Commission
appointed to inquire intc the merits of the new rifle. This motion was
defeated by a majority of 34 votes in a house of 180 members. Mr. Stan-
hope, Secretary of War, maintained that the rifle was a good rifle, and the
more tests to which it was exposed the better it appeared. The Times is
foremost in denouncing the rew arm, contending that a soldier cannot pro-
perly cleun the mainspring and striker, most important portions of the
mechanism, and very liable to be fouled or broken. The services of a
professional armour a1c necessary to take the rifle to pieces and clean it
properly. The riflc may be better than its enemies make it out to pe, but
the fact is pretty well established that it is costly and complicated. Both
thesc objections are serious, but the latter particularly so. In csmpaigning
the chief requisites in a weapon are simplicity and strength. The plight
of a soldier with an out-of-order piece of clock-work as his only defence
would be pitiable. At any rate the Government shows but little considera-
tion for the matter, and it is hard to understand why thoe Royal Commission
should not have been appointed. All are equally interested in having only
the best weapons supplied to the army, so if the rifle is not up to the mark
the Government should feel thankful to know it in time to substitute ano-
ther, or retain the Martini, before anything calling for their active service
occurs. On the other hand, if the rifle is good, the favorable report of a
Commission would effectually silence the fault-finders and establish the
action of the War Office, or rather the Small Arms Committee, in adopting
or recommending the adoption of the weapon, as wise. It would be better
to subject the new magazine rifle to every impartial test required than to
pethaps find it almost useless when much is expected of it.

The questions at issuc between Dritain and Portugal as to the scttlement
of boundary lines in South and ¥ast Africa are again under discussion. Mr.
Cecil Rhodes, who is visiting England in the joint capacity of Chairman of the
South African Company, and Prime Minister of Cape Colony, and Sir
Henry Lock, Governor of the Cape, have had lengthy intervicws with Lord
Kuoutsford, the Colonial Secretary, and with Lord Salisbury, with a view
to forming a deficite Soulh African policy. At the time of partitioning
Africa among the powers last summer the only difliculty experienced was
with Portugal, that bumptious little hingdom presuming upon its shadowy
historic claims to rcfuse the equitable and generous arrangements made by
Lord Szlisbury, and which Germany and France made no objection to. In
this case al' that could be dune were for the two foreiga offices to arrange
a mudus tecendi, by which both powers agreed to respect the bouandaries,
as prepared in \he unratified {roaly, and wait until an amicable arrangement
could be made. This was done, but Portugal must by this time be able to
perceive the folly of her course. The British South African Company, so
soon as the proposed agreement was rejzcted, proceeded to go ahead o its
own account, and has since that time drawn a good deal of attention 1o that
portion of Africa covered by its operations.  Difficulties of a more or less
serious nature occurred, and while there was little danger of Britain taking
up arms against Portugal in the interests of the Company which made the
trouble, the Portuguese, with their customary quickness, became inflamed
agsinst England, and allowed their hatred of Britishers full sway in Lisbon
a few months ago. Portugal’s foolishness in rejecting the agreemernt pro-
posed by Lord Salisbury is shown now that attention has been directed to
Manica, until recently quite unknown, but now considered of great import-
ance. This districtia a part of what Portugal wants, but Britain wants it
2150, and if British Statesmen caro for what British heads and hands have
won, Britain will keep it.  In all probability if Portugal had agreed to the
proposed treaty, this district, cn the road to the sea, and hence valuable,
would have fallen to her share, but now that cvents have transpired 10 show
its value Britain will be loath to part with it. The mission of Mr. Rhodes
and Sir Henry Lock to England is, no doubt, chicfly to try and establish
happy relations between the territorics covered by the charter of the South
Africa Company, and the States already undoer the English flag in that
quatter of the world, and their advice and information should be of immense
value to Lord Salisbury in future negotiations. The Convention which

Purtuguese States.aen ignored may yet be remodelled on a hasis not quite
as satisfactory to them as the first one. Of course, if on looking into the
matter, Portugal's claims to Manica prove to bo well founded, Britain will
not take it from her.  Although Portuguese navigators discovered the Cape,
they did nothing towards tsking possession, and this territory, after being
in the hands of Holland for awhile, became the property of Britain. Thc
claimeg of the Portuguese to Manica will probably turn out to be no more
substantial than that they looked at it first as in the case of the Cape. At
any rate the canclusion of a treaty will be looked for with interest.

In the last number of the Week the deplorable condition of the poor, in
sharp coutrast with the growing luxury of the rich, is commeuted upon botk
editorially and by a contributor, * I'idelis.” This brings to mind a sketch
given in a New York paper recently. In a luxurious easy chair, a richly
altired woman was seated with her head thrown back in an affluence of
idleness, while on her lap lay an halfread novel. All about were signs of
riches. Against this picture was another of a different type. A shivering,
half clothed woman, seated on a rickety chair, held in her arms her starving
chiid, and with gaunt face and huogry eyes gazed with despair out of the
window. Underncath the two was written—* Oune half the world does not
know how the other half lives. Does it care?” That is the question.
The neglect of the poor by those * who profess and call themselves Chris-
tiaus " is bringiog grave reproaches on the churches. General Booth, whe-
ther ¢ Darkest England and the Way Out,” was written by him or not,
deserves the credit for coming squarely out to fight this condition of affairs.
He believes in the possibility of a cure, and is setting to work to try it. If
he succeeds in demonstrating this possibility to the world, so that extreme
want and poverty will become a thing of the past, General Booth will have
given the world something worth more than any other remedy ever seen.
Truly, the blame for poverty lics with the churches in a great measure,
The law of * brotherhood " seems to have been forgotten ; the rich attend
their exclusive churches and forget their duties to the poor. A suggestion
was recently made that in Eogland during the severe weather the churches
should be thrown open and the pews provided with mattresses, so that the
homeless in the large cities could come in and find shelter. Of course it
has not been done, or we would have heard of it. * I'idelis,” in the Week,
speaks of the voices coming from the extreme wings of the Christian church
(Father Huntington and General Booth) as well as here and there all along
the line, enforcing in no doubtful tone that great princip:c of brotherhood
which, faithfully carried out, would regenerate Society This is certainly
the key note of the reform so desperately needed.

“That skull had a tongue in it, and could sing once. This might bs the
pate of a politician, which this ass now o'er reaches ; and now my lady
Worm's ; chapless and knocked about the mazzard with a sexton's spade.”
These lines from Hamlet are forcibly brought to mind by the disputation of
the Viennese phrenological savants over a skull. The skull in question is
supposed to be that of Mozart. It is generally agreced that the bones
supposed to be those of the greatest musician of his age were rescued from
the common ditch of Saint Marxer Cemetery, where they were laid just one
hundred years ags>. The history of the skull is this:—*“ On the Gth of
Decewber, 1791, a poor funeral hearse, attended by no mourner of any dis-
tinction, arrived at the gate of St. Marx, with orders for a third class
funeral.” The body was accordingly placed io the common grave, and, as
it was then full, the coffin of the last arrival lay uppermost. The sexton
was a musician, and when a boy, had listened with wonder to a2 mass which
he was told had been composed by a lad no older than himself—he therefore
carefully noted the position of the coffin in a calendar with the intentio. of
informing himself later whether the Mozart in the grave was identical with
the composer. Ten yesrs passed, and this grave was re dug. The digaer,
remembering the composer Mozart, and the exact place in which he had
put his coffin, took the uppermost skull, wrapped it in linen, and kopt it in
a cupboard at his home, showing it only to his most intimate friends. The
finding of the skull was recorded in the calendar, and when the grave digger
died his successor found both the skul! and the calendar where they had
been deposited. The new grave digger being an enthusiastic musician, kept
them with scrupulous care. The cemetery was frequently visited by the
cngraver, Hyrtl, owing to its containing his mother's remains. One evening,
being overtaken by a ternbie storm, he was invited by the grave-digger into
his dwelling, where he was shown the skull, which was subsequently pre-
sented to him (Hyrtl), he, in his turn, handed it to his brother, the celebrated
anatomist, now in his cightieth year. In his possession, after some vicissi-
tudes, it has remained cver since, and by request, will in time pass to the
Salzburg Mozartcum. This tale seems hikely enough. For there are only
four persons concerned in it—the two grave-diggers and the two Hyrtls,
and the narratives which connect the cranium with Mozart are as credible
as history can ever be oxpected to be.  But here the initial difficulty begins
—the sexton might have been mistaken. Then the Vienna craniologists
say that the skull in question is sadly deficient in the enlargements which
are supposcd to denote special devotion to harmony. But then it must be
remewbered that neither do the skulls of Beethoven, Haydn, George
Buchanan, Swedenborg, Cromwell, nor Hsmpden, exhibit ia any great
degree the * bumps " which they ought to possess. However, to the dis
grace of the Vicnpese magnates of 1791, and of ths musicians, who could
not cven bury their spite 1n his grave, there is no hope of honor ever being
paid to any undoubted fragmont of Mozart's remains, Sad comment on the
vanity of human lif.—hc who had been petted by princes, and as a child
had promised to marry Mary Antoinette (perhaps unfortunately for herself
the Archduchess proferred Louis XVI) ¢ when he was big,” was lain in a

Soms new discoveries have baen made at Pompeii , nesr the Stabiana
Gate. and s description is given of them. Nafure stites that three bodies
were fouud, two being those of men and the third that of a woman. Not
far from the resting-place of these bodics was found the trunk of atree, 3
meters in height and measuring 40 centimeters in diameter.

1lis head was bent forward
in order to rest bis one monster tusk upon the ground, bhis trunk, loosely
coiled between his fore-legs, was also resting on the ground, and his great
ragged ears flapped spasmodically in vain endeavors to ehake off the myriada
of mosquitoes that pereistently hovered around hir head.

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INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

How CroTues-Ping Are Mavk.—If there is one article that is an abso-
lute necossity to a housekeeper it is a clothospin, and the following facts in
regard tc that usoful articlo are interesting :

Canadian clothes-pins are made at Nowmarket, Ont., Eastman, Quo,,
and Rundhill, N. B. Tloy aro usually of white ash, but we havo them of
boech, birch and maple. The wood is taken to tho factory in logs, and cut
into lepgths of thirty-ouvo inches by circular sawe. These are thea cut 1nto
blocks which are reduced to sticks, then placed uader another saw and
reduced to clothes-pin lengths, Next the turnor takes a hand at them, and
from bim thoy go to the elitting machine. They are placed in troughs by
tho oporator, the machine picking them up and slitting them. Then they
aro placed in a revolving pipe Arier, going thence to the polishing cylinder.
Each pin passes through eight hands.

‘ A single plant consists of a board saw, gapg splitter, gang chunker,
turning lathe, drying house and polisher, and costs from $10,00V to $1Y,
000. The little blocks of woaod, five and ono half inches loug, are placed
on an endless belt, which feeds the blucks automatically nto the lathe, As
tho lsthe is turned the pin is taken sutomatically from the spiodlo and
placed on a turn-table and carried to a circular saw, whicn whittles out the
slit into a pin. It is then finishod and thrown out of the turn-table by
the samo appliance that puts the pins on the table.

¢ Falling, they aro caught in a basket or barrol, and are taken to tho
drying house to remain twelve hours or until dry. fhe polishing cylinder
holds from twenty to forty bushels. This is run at a slow speed, about
thirty turns a minute, and by simplo friction and contact they become
polished. They are sold to the trade at a little over §1 a bushel, and are
packed in boxes of four to tho bushel. Thoindustry is an incressing one
and almost §50,000 worth of pins wore manufactured in 1890.,"—Canadian
Lumberman.

Tue ** ELecTrocuTION OF INsEcTs.”—A kind of moth or butterfly is said
to havo become so troublesome and destructive in a forest in Bavaria, that it
was nocoasary to destroy it. Childrer wore employed to collect the cator-
pillars, and woro paid so much per bucketful. This was found exponsive
and ineffective, so onormous fly papers were tried. Theso alao had no appre-
ciable result. TFinally, it is said, that an olectric search light in connection
with a blowing fan was designed. The insects aro attracted by the light
and fly noar tho lantern ; thoy aro then drawn into the suction pipe by tho
air draught, and carried to a sort of mill, which mixes them with a little
flour. Tho resulting compound is then used, we undorstand, for poultry
food.—JZndustries.

Weokly Financial Roviow of Honry Clews & Co., Now York, Fobruary
21, 1891.—* Tho condition of nftaits in \Wall Streot noted in our last
weekly advices predisposed the market to sympathizs quickly with any
adverso conditione. The past week has furniched such conditions, and
stocks have conscquently been weakened, prices gonerally showing moderato
declines. The xcguction of 1 por cent in the (nartetly divideud of Chicago,
Burlington & Quincy, application for a receiver for tho Louisville, Now
Albany & Chicago Rnilroad, the suspension of tho American Loan & Trust
Company, end unfounded rumoera about the standing of other miaor trust
institutions havo produced an unfavorablo impreesion , whilst tho continued
high ratos for storling exchange and the taking out some $600,000 of gold
for oxport havo afiected the market adversoly. Nowo of thess fscts alomo
was of much importance, nor du they conbined amount tu .nything serivue,
but thoir weight was suftici.nt to give a dolicately balanved markot o down-
ward dip.

Tho’principul causo of the yielding tone of values is that tho market is
& waiting one, Tho * street ™ hus cumne tv tho conclusion that thero is no
chanco for any revival until Congress hos adjourned, and os that event will
come in less than two weeks theto is 3 general disposition to wait for it.
The principal question which adjournment was expected to sottle has
alreudy been virtually disposed of. This fact has not yot had an offuct
upon the investment markot at all commensurate with its sctual signifi-
cance, simply becauso it is not yet fully or generally apprehended, and aleo
because thoro is a dieposition to wait until the defeat becomes a fully accum-
plished fact. It :ecms reasonable to oxpect, howover, that su svon as the
complotonoss of tho failure of the silver f.ction is fully urderstood in
Yurope, a markod change will como over tho dispusition of Luglish and
Continental investors towards Arwcrican sccurities, and it would not be
sutprising should we witness an important re-purchase of the bondsand
stocks which have been roturned here in such large smounts during the last
five montbs,

Those securities woro sent home principally under the pressure and
epprehonsion arising from the Barings’ troubles.  After that cime tho very
serious distrust excited among Englmsh bankors and investors by the svom.
ingly formidable chances t' st this country might be irrevocably committed
to an exclusively silver be.is ; and that fear has no doubt very largoly pre-
vonted London from taking back the securities it returned under tho appre-
hension of panic. It hardly scems doubtful what will bo tho effect when
this distrust is dispolled by tho signal defoat of the silver schemes. Iu con-
trast with the sorry experience of British investors with a large wass of
Argontine stocks and of many other new undertakings sinularly unfortunate.
American securities will stand out as the most securo and 1emunerative of
sxternal investments, and the demand for them may bo expected to revive
accordingly. Moreover, at the present range of prices, the Iondon spocula
tive interes's associated especially with American stueks aro not hikely tu be
slow to encourago operations in thom,—the more 60 as the present easo in
the London money market would conduoe to favorable results.”

and bands aro also cabled at the samo price and gheot iron at £7 103, Tin
platos aro still very scarce, there Leing no ccks ard only a very small
quantity of charcoal. Moetals remain without chanys in London and New
York.

BREADSTUFFS.—Tho local flour market waintains a quiet, steady feeling
with o stiffoning tendency as regards values. Business, however, is still
moro or less restricted and confined to a jobbing trade. I'rom Liverpool
Beoxrbohm cables wheat strong ; curn firm. Fronch country markets very
firm. European cables arc generally ecasy in tono, except that private
advices report the French crops damaged. Chicago quotations for wheat,

.corn and oats are unchanged and little or nothing is doing there owing to
conflicting reports from the South and West as {o the condition of the
coming crops. Whoat has declined jc. at Now York, lc. to }tc. at St
Louis, c. to lc. at Toledo. Corn and ocats were dull, Lut unchanged all
around. The Bugalo Miling World, says: ¢ The whoat outlook fo:
1891 is peculiar in somo respects, Tho Southern Iowmisphere crops ato
not up to the average. In tho United States the winter wheat plant h-s
suffered from drought and a lack of snow lo protect it from the ceid.
Much of it has been uncovered all winter. ‘There was a considsrable in-
croaso in the acrcago sown last fall, but the cunditions unfavorable tu the
crop moro than offset the increaso. All the prubabilities point to a small
crop of whoat in tho United States, In Europo unususl cold has done

great daioago to tho uncovered plant, and in France and elaowhora tte
farmers aro preparing to resow their whoat fivlds. Russia roporis decidedly
eerious damago by frost to tho uncovered plant. In Asiatic countries there
is nowhoto a prospect of a large, or of anything more than an average crop.
1n addition to all this the wheat resorves nro tho smallest known for yoars.
1t sovs improbable that wheat can remain at its prosont lovel in prico
during thia year and next. Should tho world’s crop prove as short for
1891 as uow soems probable, pushing prices up to esomowhore near their
lovel of tou or twolvo years ago, it is very likely that Linglish growers will
in 1892 turn 2,000,000 acree of land now idlo or growing other crops to
whoat again.”

Provisions.—Tho local provision markot has bhcon without any now
feature, only a fair jobbing trado being done at quotations  Thoro is a con-
tinued dullness in drossed hogs, merely a small jobbing trade being domne.
Tu fact there is no chango in the general position of affairs, buyers and
sellers boing as far apart as evor. At Liverpool pork declined ls. 3d., but
lard, bacon and tallow did not change, In Chicago the hog market was
steadicr and o large volumo of business was transacted, but no variation in
values occurred.

about the samo. In Londcn fruit of all kinds is in limited supply, tho best
of tho oraugo gardons on the continoent having suffered from the sovere spell
of bad weather, and cargoes arriving in bad condition and small nambers,
This makes tho paucity of apples more spparent, and for tho little on the
market good prices have been realised the Nova Scotians on offer heing
easily disposed (~ at advancing rates. At Convent Garden all to bo had
have gone off, American fotching 20s. to 40s. per barrel. Any Canpadian
arriving there now or within the next fow weeks are suro of a good market,
especislly if in fair condition.

Tea.—There has boon a good demand during the past woek for tea of all
grades, but moro particularly for jow grade Japans, Thoso worth 16ec. to 20z,
aro in fairly good demand with fair supply, which prevents prices from
advancing in sume proportions as low grade.

MINING.

Tune Seaixe Hiuy Honron.-—The terrible loss of life occasionod by the
oxplosion at the Spring Hill Coliiery on Saturday last, marks it as tho most
disastrous accidont in the history of coal mining in this Proviuce.

In almost a secoud one hundred and 23 men and boys wore hurled
into oternity. In many cases they woroe husbands and fathers, in most they
woro bread winners, and hundreds Jooked to them for support and sustenance,
It is estimated that the accident has left 55 widows and over 160 fatherless
children. The daily press has given columuns of tho horrible details of the
accident and its results, but language is powerless to describo the full extent
of the misery and sulfering occasioned.

For years t¢ como 1ts eflects will bo felt and while nothing but sympathy
can bo extonded to the heart strickon ones much may be done to supply the
material wants of the hundreds suddenly plunged into poverty. Seventy
thousand dollais will be required to moet their wants, and fr~— the way
subscriptions are now pouring in it would appoar that a still larger sum will
bo raised.

The cause of tho sccident has not yet been definitely ascortained, but a
coronrt’s jury sro now investigating and from the thorough manner in which
they aro doirg their work there is every reason to beleive that the truth will
bo arrived at.

The free coinage of silver is fast forcing its way to the front as a politi-
cal wsucin the United States.  President Harrison and ex-President Cleve-
land have Loth come out strongiy n oppustion to it, and, if the wrathful
«ditcrials of the pressof the Western States, the stronghold vt the movemeont,
are to be relied upon, have signed their political death warrauts. I'he Sepate
hag already passed a bill for the free coinage of silver, and great pressure is
now being brought to bear to infiuence the house to ratify the bill.

However the fico coinage men are meeting with sitenuous opposition, and
the members of the committeo having the matter in charge, being in tho
majority oprosed to freo coinage, aro trying to shelve ths bill by not
reporling it to tho houso in time to have it acted upon beforo adjournment.

The conservativo business wen of *Lo country, tho financiers and mon
Licet abie 0 jude of the cffects of frco coluage ate all against tho measure,
and predict that its passage will drain tho country of its gold and leave only
n deprecizied cainage in its place, to the complete unsetticmont of trdo and
commerce.

The fieo coinage advecates on the contrary maintain that making gold the
standar ! cirage has resalted 1n sach a serious contraction of the sirculating
medium that it bas placed it in the power of leading eapitalists to combino
in withdrawing gold from circulaliun, and so precipitating commercial
panics, in which thoy reap a rich harvest by forcing stocks and sccurities on
tho market al ruinously low prices. They claim that freo coinage moaus
plenty of money fo carry on the basiness of the country, and that thoe
baakers and financiers aro opposing it simply bhociuso it will romove a
monopoly which thoy now enjoy al the expense of tho public.

The farmers who havoe lately by united action shown the political power
they wield aze in favor of fice comnage, and 1t would now appear that should

- tho opponents of the inevsure aucceed in burking it for the present their

victory will be rhort lived, as the incoming congress is largely composed of
material favoring it, and one of its first acts will be tho passage of a freo
coinsge bill.

It will bo ar expuriment, and may prove a very oxpensivo obo to tho
country in the long run, bt it will pat money into tho pockets of the silver
kinga of tha West, and tho deluded farmera will somo day discover that
whilo they have beon trying to kill monopoly in ono durection thoy bave
simply been playing into tbo hands of monopolicts of another stamp,
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Lakr Carcira.—Tt is reported that John Auderson is shout putting up
a mill on his arcas at T.ako Catcha, pear the Oxford Mino.

Irox.—Tho development of our iron mines has been quietly proceeded
with, and dariog the pist year the Londounderry Iron Works wore quite
successful. They also opened up vatuable ore reserves ot Pugwash, Picton,
Brookficld snd Nictaux. The New Glisgow Iron and Railway Co. have
secured tho promise of a subsidy from tho Local Government, and have
commenced the construction of a branch railway to tho Hast River lron
Mines.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

In a very short time the West Kootanie district will be comparatively
easy of access, Three-fourths of the railroad from Sproat is completed
and the right of way has been cleired tho whole distance to Nelson. On
the other side of the ** boundary line,” the Great Northern Railway has
established sn offico at Bonner's Ferry, Idaho—the starting point fcr the
steamera on the Kootanie lake—and desire bids for clearing its right-of
way, which passes about 5 miles south of Bonner's Ferry.

The winter has been exceptionally mild; no snow at Nelson now ;
indeed, it is repotted that the valleys 400 miles north of hero are free from
snow.

HOT SPRINGS DISTRICT.

Dictator.—A new tunncl is being driven, which is oxpocted to tap the
ledge 100 feet below the former workings. The tunnel is now in 115
feet.

Krao, Skyline, United.—These mines are now equipped with hoisting
and pumping plants, but the Krao will lie idle until the spring, whea the
prope-*y will probably be stocked. The last lot of the Siyline ore (1,800
sacka in all) left for the Anaconda smelter on tho 4th of Decembsr. Throe
shifts are st work on the double compartment shaft, now down 104 feet.
The Unpited shaft is down G5 seet, and drifts are being run from this station
in both directions. About 1,000 tons of ore are being bauled from the
Uaited to the ore house on the lake shore, whence it will be shipped to the
Revelstoke smelter a8 soon as navigation opens.

Neosho.—The shaft is now down 46 feet, with a nice body of high.
grade ore at the bottom.

Numlber One.—The upraise from the 400-foot tunnel to drain the 17
foot incline shaft has been completed. In the upraise a five-foot body of
vein matter was discovered, 18 inches of which was solid ore, the resta
mixture of galena and gangne. The latter contsined bunches of native
silver. Ten men are at work on the property.

Old Timer.—This claim, one of the United group, shows up a 3 foot
ledge, 12 inches ef which gives assaye of $135 to $200. Eight samples
from the Old Timer gave assays of 32 to 950 ouncesin silver, average =234
ounces. Work will be prosecnted through the winter.

Tenderfoot.—The new shaft is down 46 feot, showing ore all the way,
which averages about 40 ounces. Small bunches of native silver are fro-
quently struck in sinking. A ¢ Crown-grant” has been applied for.

NELSON DISTRICT.

Dandy.—The shaft is down 37 feet, and tho voin is said to be changing
in chsracter. Proviously it chiefly consisted of copper pyrites and galena,
but now shows fine peacozk ore and grsy copper. Somwe water is coming
in, but not sufficien: to cause any irouble.

Grizzly Bear, Silver Queen.—Theso two claims, located upon what are
supposed to be spurs of tte Silver Kiog lead, have boen sold to J E. Boss,
of Spokane Falls, for $§6,000. The conditions of the sale, however, require
the procuring of * Crown grants * of the properties before the purchaso
woney is paid. A 65-foot shaft nas been sunk on the Grizzly Bear, but
only about 8500 of work has been done on the Silver Queesn. Rich ore
has been obtained from both claims.

Morning, Evening.—A one-eighth interest in these claims was recently
sold 10 Peter Steep, of Spokane Falle, for $2,000. Work has been recom-
mended on the Evening tunnel, now in 140 foet. The ledge is from 4 to
11 feet wide, carrying galens, much quariz, oxides of manganecse and iron
and a little silver.

Silver King Mining Company.— The lower tunnel is now in about 380
feet, and the bottom of the 162-foot winze will be reached in March. A
short time ago this winzo (100 feet deep) was full of water ; now there is
only obout 30 feet. The floor of the tunnel is quite dry. For the last 130
feot ore has been encountered in the tunnel—in fact tho width of the o1
body is unknown, neither wall having yet been expuscd—but rot until
lately has ore of good grade teon found. Eight carloads of machinery for
the company have arrived from Chicago. Ioctuding, as it does, a complete
hoisting plant, and a wiro rope tramway, it may boen scon that the owners
are figuring upon active work as soon as the machinory can be taken up to

the mine.
