> RONGEISM.

Netwithstanding the repeated boastings of some of
the English j-»nrnnls respecting thc success af
lRonge, the German apostate, itis ‘certain that the
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most influential of his followers are every day aban-
doning him, and that the pretended German Catho-
lic Church is falling to pieces. Two priests, and
two editors of newspapers, whose biographies™ are
given in‘the French paper:, have renounced the
absurd schism, and sought for reconciliation in the
bosom of the true Church. Even the most infidel
French papers admit that Rongeism has latterly
masle no progress whatsoever. And yet, how confi-
dently the London Times predicted that Ronge
would be found another Luther, and that the days of]
the Church of Rome were numbered in Germany.
There is however a divine vitality in the Church of
Rome which all the powers of carth and hell can
never destroy.  1f Luther himself appeared in Ger-
many at the present moment, he could do very little
injury to the Roman Catholic Church. The real
character, of that nuscalled Reformer, and liis impi-
ous assaciates, is now thoroughly appreciated by the
enlightencd historians of his native country, many
of whom can give no other explanation of the dis-
gusting vagaries of this sacrilegious vow-breaker,
than that he was a meaniac for several years. Indeed
we have always considered this to be the most
rational solutivon of his religious ravings. However,
Ronge is a mere butterfly when compared to Luther,

Perhaps the most comical episode in the whole
history of Ronge, during the present year, is an
account of a message sent to him by the Frec
Church of Scotland with offers of money and assist-
ance, but complaining at the same time that the
doctrines of the aew German Church were rather
vague and undefined. We have no doubt that ¢ the
Luther of the 19th century,’ as an English paper
facetiously calls him, will gladly accept as much
money as the Free Church can afford to give him,
but, we hear, their zeal has outrun their discretion,
in this instance.

Est, were traced with similar lampsover the Altar
Piece. An Indulgence of 40 days was given by
the Bishop, at'the conclusion of the High Mass.
Solemn Vespers were chaunted in the evening,.
after which there was a Benediciion of the Most
Holy Sacrament.

The rite of Tonsurec was conferred, by
the Bishop, on Mr. Edward Daly, of St. Mary’s
College, on Christmas day.

Ithere found Mr Dalgairrs and Mr St John,
who had made his profession of fusth at Prior Park
on the 2d of October, awamting my arnval.  They
told me that T was to receive Mr Newman mto the
church. This news filled me with joy, aud mude we
soon forget the rain that had been pelung upon me
for the lust five hours. From Oxford we drove ina
a chaise to Littlemore, whers we arnved about 1}
o’clock. T immediately sat down near a fire to dry
my clothgs, when Mi Newman entered the room,
and throwing himself at my feet, asked my blessing,
and begged me to hear his confession, and receive
him into the church. He madc his confession that
same night, and on the foliowing morning the Rev
Messrs Bowles and Staunton did the same : in the
cvenng of the same day these three inade the profes-
sion of faith, in the usual form, in the private orato-
ry, one after unother, with such fervour and piety
that I was almost out of myself for joy. I afterwards
gave them all canonical absvlution, and administer-
«d to them the sacrament of bapusin ¢sub condi-
uone.” On the following morning, 1 said Mauss in
their oraiory, and gave communiun to Messgs New-
man, St Jobn, Bovles, Staumen, and Dalgurns.
After Mass, dr Dalgairns ook me to the house of
Woadimason, Esq, a gentleman of 3littlemore :°
I heard his confession,. and.that of his wife, and-
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two daughters, and. received all four into the
church. When I returned from Belgium, 1 passed
through Littlemare again, and had the happiness to
find the Rev F' Qukeley ond another reverend gen-
tleman already ' received into the church, by the
Rev R Newsham. [ haa the pleasure of administer-
ing commuunion to Mr Oakeley and the other
conserts (o the number of seven.
" I can vouch for the truth of this much, “as having
been eye-wituess 3 the rest I hope some other eye-
witness will supply. Believe me, dear Sir, your

Tarc Late Mrs. Mary Frauerry.—It may
prabably- interest our readers fo be informed that
the lady whose death, at thé advanced age of 84,
was announced in our obhituary of the 11th instant,
was'the Mrs. Flaherty whose munificent donation
of £35,000 Three-and-a-half per cent. Bank Annu-
ities endbled the council of University College to
foundgtheir Flaherty scholarships. This lady, we
are informéd, was the only child of a hat-maker,
'who formerly resided in the neighbourhood of
\Covent-garden, of Irish extraction, and a Roman
Catholic. Upon her father’s death she came into
the possession of property which afforded her the
imeans of ‘a-,very comfortable subsistence, She

was well educated, and had read extensively in
English literature, especially the poets. She
took a lively interest ir the question of education,
and was especially anxious to see it disconnect-
ed with religious party. This sentiment rendered
her an ardent admirer of Lord Broughaw’s exer—
tions in the same cause, and moved her to place at
the disposal of the council of University College,
in 1836, the endowment above mentioned. This
was accompanied by the declaration, which she
desired might be recorded, that the gift was pre-
sented * out of zeal 1or the diffusion of knowledge,
and the advancement of civil and religious liberty,
and in the firm eonviction that this cause will in
the end be triumphant. Mrs, Flaherty was a
person of very simple and self-denying habits.
In illustration of this feature in her character, it is
related of her that at the conclusion of her inter-
view with the gentleman to whom she fiist com-
muaicated her intentions in favour of University
Coilege, on his proposing to have her carriage, she
said, ** You may spare yourself that trouble, sir.—
If I kept my cairiage | should not have £5,000
to present to University College; ! am quite
content to ride in an omnibus.”” She adhered
throughout her lifc to the Roman Catholic religion,
and was interred in the portion of the cewelery at
Kensell-green, appropriated to that pcisuasion, on
Monday last. A proposal was made to her execu-
tors, on the part of University College, to pay s
tribute of respect to the wmemory of their benefac-
tress, by the attendance at the fune:al of deputa-
tions from the council senate, and Fiaherty scho-
lars, at their own expense; but the offer was
declined, as not consonant with the directions of
the deceased, who had prescribed that her remains
should be followed by a single mourning coach,
containing her executors and two other friends
named by her.—Moraning Chronicle.
