THE TEA DUTY QUESTION.

YVhen we noticed in our last issue the
question in controversy between the
Custons departiment and Messils. Kirk,
Lockerby & Co., we had not seen the
very full statement of the case support.ed
by the clearest evidence, which has been
prepared by the aggrieved parties. We
scarcely think it possible that any im-
partial person can peruse the documents
submitted, without being convinced tlat
the importation was not only intended
for Canada but that every care possible
was taken to avoid the commission of any
irregularit.y. We can readil' understand
that the fact of a portion of the tea hav-
ing been sent to a bonded warehouse in
New York may have justi lied suspicion
but after the full explanation of dhe
cause, supported by satisfactory evidence
the Goveriment ouglt certain]y to afford
redress.

In the case prepared by Mes's irk,
Iockerby & Co., we fiiid a copy o' sec. 7 of
the Canadian Act 42 Vic. Cap. l5 which wie
think worth laying before our readers as
the tea duty lias been made the grotid
of a denand fo îretaliation aa inst Cana
da. The clause is as follows

*0
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"fIf at any time any greater duty ofi
1 Customs should be payable in -the

United States of America on tea or
" coffee imported from Canada than on

tee or coffee imported froni any other
" country, then the governor-in-council

nay impose on ten or coiea imported
into Canada from the United States, an

" additional duty of Custons equal to
"the luty payable in the United States
"on tea or coffee imported froni Canada;
ce provided that tee or coffee imported
"into Canada from any country other
" than the said United States, but pass-
" ing in bond through the United States
< shall be taken and rated as a direct
14 importation from the country in which
" the tea or coffee was puîrchased."

When the aboave section was enacted
there wms a duty in force in the United
States of 10 per' cent on all tea iiported
fron places West of the Cape o Good
Hope and our duty was. clearly imposed
in retaliation. The United States iuty
has been since taken off, at least ie have
bee so informnaed i but subsequetnt ta the
importation of the teas of Messrs. Kirk,
Lockerby & Co. ''he question, however,
is wortly of consideration, liow far the
10 per cent duty is legal at the present
timle.

THE CURRENCY.

Several of ou, contemporaries have
been discussing the currency question in
connection vith the recent i'all in the
value of Federal Bank stock, altliough we
are not aware that the notes of that bank
were refused either by other banks or by
the public. We should be inclined ta
abject ta the correctness of the opinion
tlat " the great danger ta banks in pan-
icky times [s their nova bills." The
aggr'egate amnunnt of notes in circulation
is under thirty millions, and these are so
distributed that it would be diflicult ta
umake a fortuidable run and it is, more-
over, wel» kIow'n tlIt the notes of the
banks are a preferential claim on their
assets. On the-other hand the deposits
aie over one hundred nillion)s, nearly one
lialf being payable on déinand. 'hie
advocatesof an extension of the National
cLrency might easily find more satisfac-
tol'y reasons for urging the adoption of
scl a policy. Unifortuînately, in Canada
as well as in the United States, the most
Proillent advocates of a National cur-
rency are in favo, of its inconvertibility,
and they have therefore alienated from
their cause ail thlose who are persuaded
thlat tle adoption offiat imoney-wauld be
rmious ta the country.

There is of course, much to bèsaid in
favor of the principle of a uniform Gov-
ernment paper currency, but, on the
other hand the difficulties in the way of
its adoption seem to be wholly overlooked
by those who advocate it. There are
nearly thirty millions of bank notes in
circulation which are practically a loan
to the banks friom thé public; and the
aggregate amount, dleducting the propor-
tion of reserve held against circulation
as distinguished from deposit, would
leave a very large amount, certainly
over tw'enty millions of dollars, loaned
by the banks ta their customers on'the
basis of their circulation. It must be
sufficiently obvious that the abolition of
the right of issue'would render it neces-
sary for the banks. to call up a large
amount of their loans, and the conse-
quence of such a step would be most
injurious to their customers.

It ought to be borne in mind that
when it nwas determined 'to abandon the
system of bank issues in the United
Kingdom, the policy adopted wvas ta pre-
vent any bank thereafter established,
from issuing paper, and ta restrain ail
existing banks from issuing a larger
amount than their average circulation
during a defined period. The change of
system was- èffected without subjecting
the commercial classes ta the inconven-
ience of a withdraival of that accommod-

1 ation on which they had been led ta rely.
Great stress bas been laid on the elastic-
ity in the currency which is said to be
secured by the bank issues, There is no
such elasticity either in Great Brilain or
in the United States, and it is by no
means desirable that it should be in the
power of the banks at their discretion ta
make money abundant or scarce. When
money is abundant the tendency is for
the prices of coamodities ta rise, and
when it is scarce it is equally certain
that there will be a depreciation in frices.
One of the conditions of a sound paper
currency according ta the principle which
lhas been universlly accepted in ing-
land is that the mixed currency .of paper
and gold" nust be at ail times exactly o

the same amount and consèquently of
the Sane value as a purely metallie cur-

"rency lvould be." It bas been found

quite practiceble ta secure that object by
issuing on securities an- amount not

exceeding what the public must always
require, and by basing all issues in excess
of that amount on gold.

The rule is not so stringently adhered
tain Scotland and in Ireland' as in Eng-
larfd, but practically there has been no
difficulty experienced. The issues in

Scotland and Ireland are based an their

average circulation priar ta 1845, tll
4-urther issues being based on gold, and
no bank not in existence in 1845 being
allowed ta issue at ail. Such would be
the only practicable scheme that 'could
be adopted in Canada. IV is, however,
vain ta discuss the question o Govern-
ment issues sa long as the advocates of a
national currency are in favo, of fiat
money. 'he Hamilton spectator, iVhich
has recently discussed the subject, cites
the authority of the late Hon. Isaac
Buchanan, who was an avoved advocate
of an irredeemable currency, o r rather of
an issue, redeemable in bonds bearing 2,
or 3 per cent interest, and other sup-
porters of this scieme have suggested
that Our. public works might be con-
structed by means of such issues,, failig
apparently ta discern that sucli a cur-
rency, which was ta be a legal tender
would become of less value in proportion
as its aggregate amount was in creased,
and that ail property, commodifies and
labor, would be daily shifting in value.

Entertaining theoretically, a favorable
opinion of a sole Government paper cur-
-rency vith adequate security for its
prompt redemption in gold on demand,
in accordance with the system which bas
been in successful operation in. England,
during the last 40 years, we fear that pub.
lie opinion in Canada is not prepared for
so important a change, and we cannot
but feel alarmi when we fiid the principal
advocates of a national currency favorable
ta its being irredeemable. Even the
Hamilton Speciator vhile declaring that
lie " does not approve the greenback
theory" that" lie daes not believe in
fiat money " that lie I should have no
confidence in a paper dollar-unless
assmred that ha could .get a gold dollar
for it " actually in the very sane article
makes the following proposition: CLet
the Dominion notes be made legal tender
I for debts of every description, public
"and private. Let them be redeemable
" in bonds bearing a low rate of interest
4 say at 2 or 3 per cent, and the bonds
"to be payable in gold at a fixed date, or
"in currency with accrued interest

on demnand." Ve will only remark
that an essential condition ofi' sound
paper currency.is its convertibility into
gold on demand.

TRADE WITJI BRAZIL

We have noticed and not without re-
gret that efforts are still being made to
force a direct t ade with Brazil; whi'îich
experience has proved to be unattainable.
The Montreal Gazette lias published a
latter eddressed ta Mr.ortin, menber

4ý
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for the County of Gaspe, by a Mr. Meg
wiho transmits in a letter, an extract from
a speech delivered in the House of De-
puties of Brazil, by Mr. Celso, said to be
one of its nost talented and influential.
members, [t is worth considering the
leading points urged by Mr. Celso. It is
stated as a fact that Canada is principally
supplied with Brazil coffee through the
United States, and it is suggested that
" with some reciprocal concessions " a
direct trade might be encouraged. What
Il r. Celso regrets is that "we do not
export our produce direct and retain for
ourselves the commissions of the Ame-
rican intermediate dealer."' Mr. Celso
seemis unaware of the fct that there lis
been exacted in Canada a discriminating
duty of ten per cent on all coffee im-
ported from the United States except
wlat is shipped direct te Canada and
transported in bond.

Mr. Celso has evidently a good deal te
learn on the subject a Canadian trade
and we should be inclined to think that
Mr. Fortlin is 1uch in the samine blissful
ignorance as his corresponden r. Let any
man gifted with commuu sense ask him-

self the question, whether, if lie were a
merchant in Toronto and desired to ob-
tain a supply of cofee fron Rio de
Janeiro he wouli order his correspondent
ta ship it ta hin, via Halifax, ta be for-
warded by the Intercolonial Railway, or
by the Gulf of St. Lawrence to Quebec et,
Montreal and thence by rail or propeller,
or viâ New York Or Baltimore. The case
does not admit of argument.. We all know
that in ou, trade with Great Britain the
United States ports obtain a large par-
tion of the goods destined for the West,
and even Mountreal merchants have given
the preference on economical grounds ta
the saie route. In the case of South
Aniericau ports there cau be no question
whatever as ta the bulk of the Canadian
trade being necessarily carried on through
the United States.

The correspondents of Mr. Fortin and
also Mr. Celso are evidently favorable to
discriiiating duties. The former desires
that there should be a representation of
the Canadian Government at Rio de
Janeiro ; with a view te arranging mutu-
al concessions," while Mr. Celso ex-
pressly refers ta "reciprocal conces-
sions." Oui total imports fron Brazil in
3883 were $1'142,053 out of an aggregate
e& $128,137,0i9. Now the Brazil iiports
consist witl a few trifling exceptions of
sugar And coffee, the latter of vhich is
duty free, and in regard to the former,
concession is out of the question, as Brazil
could not be put on a batter footing than
the British Colonies. Our aggregate ex-

ports te Brazil were $360,620 out of a
total of $94,037,480. The bulk of these is
fish. The whole trade is insignificant and
not susceptible of increase, but there have
been continued attempts at jobbing and
we infer from Mr. Celso's speech, that
Canada bas been more victimized in the
subsidy plunder than Brazil, which is
quite out of the scrape. The contract
with the Steamship Co. lias been can-
celled while ours has been transferred.
We shall leave our readers te judge
whether the Gazette has made out a case
for 4 the appointient of a representation
" of our Governument in Brazil charged
" with the duty of encouraging and fast-
"ering theinterchange of goods."

BREADSTUFFS.

The spot supplies of wheat and flour in
England have of late undergone a con-
siderable shrinkage, but as this was not
unexpected, the returns of stocks in the
principal centres on July Tst, created no
surprise, nor did they have the slightest
effect upon values, as many in the trade
expected to find the decrease greater
than it actually was. The reserves in
London on the first of the ionti were
420,000 ta 440,000 bbls. of flourand 3,000,
000 te 3,200,000 bushiels of viheat, as com-
pared with those on the corresponding
date last year of 575,000 to 600,000 bbls.
of flour and 3,600,000 tô 4,800,000 bushels
wheat, showing a decrease of 155,000 bbls.
of flour and 600,000 bushel of w'heati.
The stocks in store in Liverpool were
150,000 ta 160,000 hbls. of floiur and 3,520,
000 ta 3,680,000 bushels of whueat against
471,000 bbls. of flour, and 7,496,000 bushels
of wheat at the saine date last year, ex-
lîibiting the large decrease of 321,000 bbls.
of flour and 3,900,000 busiels of wheat.
''he wheat crop whicl is now rapidly
maturing on bath sides of the Atlantic,
naturilly absorbs mtost attention in grain
circles, as prices wili be afiected more by
the condition in which the present large
stand of wheat is gathered, than by any
other cause. Leading authorities are
already in the field with their estimates
of the probable yield of the American
wheat crop of 1884 which range froni
450,000,000 ta 500,000,000 bushels, the
quality of which promises to be far supe-
riar ta that of 1883. Samples of nev Sou th-
erntwinter wheat have been sold at the
beginning of the present mîonth showvitg
excellent grade, but as ie have pre-
vioutsly stated uttifavorable weather may
yet materially modify the brightness of

present prospecs, althougi the chances
of such untoward results are growing
beautifully less every day. Then if we
turn toEngland's crop, all fears odamage

from drouglt are removed by splendid
rains followed~ by fine warm weather,
eminently suited te tie maturing of the
grain, and should weather conditions re-
main favora ble late advices from Liverpool
state that the wheat crop of the United
Kingdom will be-even larger than that of
1882, and the quality fine. A good aver-
age yield a wheat is also promised in
France, Belgium, Germany, Holland,
Denmark, Spain, Italy, Portugal, and AI-
geria, but in Russia according ta recent
despatches the reports from the different
Governments are variable, sme of the
Southern districts having suffered from
drougbt and locusts, but taking the
Northeastern district% with those of the
Sou th and Southivestern, it is estimated
that the total crop will not be far short of
a fair average. In Austro-Hungary and
Roumania seme damage ta the iwbeat
crop is feared. In British Itdia it is as
yet too early ta form a reliable 'estimate
of the probable out-put. Latest advices
from Bombay report quite an accumula-
tion of stocks there. In the United
Kingdom, France, and Germany, the
stocls of .wheat alisougit reduced,. are
ample for pll consumptive requiremients
and with liberal iloating supplies point-
ing te those countries amounting to be-
tween 20,000,000 and 21,000,000 bushels
of wheat and flour, it is not natural tiat
trans-Atlantic buyers should manifest
any anxiety regarding the future of the
umarket, even though the price of wheat
in Europe be nearly as low as at any time
during the pr -èsent century. The price
of home growi hvieat in England for
wveek eilding J une 28th %vas 37s. 4d. per
quarter against 42s. 3d. for the carres-

pouding week last year, and 46s. 8d. as
the average price loi the relative perioids
of the last ten years. Englisht buyers are
therefore getting their supplies of wheat
28c per bushel cheaper, than the average
price at this season of the year since
1874. We are told that it is impossible
for this condition of things to fast, and
that in the natural arder of mercantile
events, a sharp reaction must set in, and
very shortly toO. Should any widespread
damage ta tdle crops blight the present
promise of the abundance of wieat iwhich
seens likely ta drop into the wvrld's lap
within the, next five or six weeks, ie
might reasdnably look for a very decided
upturn from cu'rent low rates, but in

case no general mishap of the kind re-

ferred ta ocurs, what is thre in the
present pnsition ofthe marIet, dging
from a legitimate standpoint, ta varran

any ilnportant sud austained advance le
prices. Evei) ln a speuitive s thanr
appears ta be littie encouragemen
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initiatinganbull'' campaign,ifw'e consider
the severe punishîment only recently in-
liicted upon the I long" interest. Let us

examine the position of bread stuffs on

this continent in accordance witi the

îuost recent official statistics, and we

shah fmid that during the past ten montls

of the crop year 1883-84, which vas ad-

muittedly a short oae, the shipments from

the Atlantic pots fell short 1,061.766 bblis.
of liour and I1,430,269 bushels of vheat,
as compared witih the corresponding

period of ]S82-83; With the prospects
therefore of even a larger yield in the

United Kingdaiom, and -in. the principal
iiporting countries of Europe than vas

hiarvested last year, why should we look

for mue heavier exports during the
coming season of 1884-85. But if the
bounifuil harvest whicl is promised on
both aides of the Atlantic be realized,
(ad up ta the present there is no good
reason for supposing otherwise) how will
te supply then stand ta the demand ?
Still, on the other hand there isjust the
possibility that during li next month
or six veeks the reserves in the United
Kingdlon iay have been sufficiently re-
duced ta start brisker buying before the
nen crop arrives there in any large quan-
tity, and if that circumstance alone

started a better movement and improved
values, other influences would probably
conjoin ta imnpel a further upturn of

prices, although the relative position of
supply ta demand mighct not varrant it.
For instance, w'ere the iarlet ta assume
any positive degree of firmness, belore
the effects of te nev crop supplies were
ret., it would be quite suficient ta cause
fariers ta hold back their grain, and this
.tuong with speculative nanuvres that

uvold be sure ta follov, prices inighti be
puslied tia f very easily beyond lheir normal
stattus. WVe have itus seen high prices
on a largecropjiist as v have experienced
low prices on the reported short clop o
1883, althougli there can be no doubt
that the reserves lield over from 1882
wiere more tain sutfBcient ta make up for
the shortage of ite folloving year. At
tue moment,. howvever, the chances do

iuot favotr high values foir the crop of .SS4.
There lias lately been nanifested mare
disposition on the part of English opera-
tors to buy at lte low' ligures ruling, as
twill bc seen in our regular girain report.
Coisidering lit wheat in Chicago lias
notreaccied such a low' basis in July as at
presenît since 1862, our Englislh friends
may think it about Lime ta make te
motfit. Inany event a large quantity
of Duluth wheat ias been purchased for
.slipment from this port ta London and
leith.

THE BOARD OF T'RADE.

The regular quarterly meeting of the
Montreal Board of Trade was held at the

Corn Exchange at 3 o'clock on the 8th
inst., and wvas nymerously attended. The

.President Kir'John Kerry occupied the
chair and opened the meeting by noticing
the various suujects which had occupied
the attention of the' Board during the
quarter. Mr. Thomas Cramp called
attention to a very serious infraction of
what was understood to be an agreement
on the part of the ow'ners of tug boats
to reduce the old tariff of 1873, and which
was generally accepted as a compromise.
The transaction ta vhich Mr. Cramp
called attention, ivas a dernand by the
owner of the tug Champion ta receive
the rate according ta the tariff of 1873
which was nade with a strange captain
who naturally supposed that the tariff
which lie agreed ta was that in genleral
use. A good deal of discussion ensued
and a resolution was finally adopted
authorizing the board ta assist the Master
of the Comet in resisting the demand.
It is most important in the interests of
Montreal, that the exorbitant charges of
the tug boat owners which are frequently
imposed- on strangers, should be put a
stop ta. One of the members, sug-
gested that statutory power should be
obtained from Parliament, and it seems
thatsuch a course has been rendered ab-
solutely necessary by the action lately
taken. IL had been hopedi that all the
owners af tugs would have acted in good
faitbh.

The insolvency question was discussed
at soie length-but nolthing encouraging
was elicited. One iember reminded
the meeting that it had never been
found practicable for the adminis-
tration ta take the subject up owing to
the conllicting opinions.of the people, the
"reat najority of whom in -the rural
districts were altogetier opposed ta an in-
solvent law. The subject is of great in-
terest, and yet its advocates are far fro i
beingagreed on soie of its important
details such for instance as thedischarge
of te insolvent. Il is very desirable that
this difficulty should be met and the
niost feasible plan would seem to be the
appointment of ajudge in bankruptcy
cases.

The' recent reduction . in tolls was the
subject of discussion and we were glad ta
find that Mr. -Hugh McLennan who- i a
very competent authority, n'as sanguine
not only as ta the benefit already con fer-
ied on the trade by the reduction effected
but also as ta the pros ect of stili further
ameliorations Mr. George Lightbound

called attention ta the disadvantage under

which Montreal laboured in comparison
with the Western towns, owing ta the ax-
tended use of the telehpone by the latter.
1r. Robertson pointed out the proxi-

nity of these townns and the great dis-

tance of Montreal ivhich reddered it
doubtful if the telephune could be intro-
duced. We were glad ta rnotice that
there iras an unusually good meeting and
that there have been a number of new
members several of whloa were present.

Tae iMPERIAL BANK.-The report of
the Imperial Bank seens ta have given
full satisfaction ta the shareholders. The
conservative policy initiated at an early
stage lias been steadily persevered in.
The resthas been invested in Government
and Municipal securities, which although
they may not yield the same profit, place
it out of the reach'of the hazards of
commerce. The capital bas not been
increased and it is alinost the only bank
where stock is held almost entirely by
bona ide investors.

TuE FiENeIa WMisE TRDE.-Tie ollicial report
of Mr. Vard, fHer N1ajesty's Consul at Bordeaux
has recently been publislied in which, the pro-
duction of wine thoropghout Fraice for the6
year 18833is stated ta have been unsatisfactory.
It reached ithe amount of 36,029,182 hectolitres
(one hectolitre equal ta 22 gallons), showving
an excess of more than 5,000,000 hectolitres over
the average production ofthe live years, 1879 ta
1883, duing which the phylioxera was making
its ravges. The total exports of wine from
France in 1883 were 2,536,058 hectolitres, o
which nearly half-iz., 1,01,23I hectolitres-
were exported fron Burdeaux. Of this latter
quantity were sent to Great Britain and Ireland
41,645 hectolitres in bottes, and173,404 in casks,
ogeterîi 215,049 hectolitres. The rest of the

witie iwas consigned ta rations ports in Europe
and Aierica. As regards the quiality of last
year's wiie; the best auithoritiesatBorleaux ai'e
stated ta be Of opinion thaet it will have ta be
classed amrieng the inierior vintages; Withi re-
spect ta the plhylloxera disease it appears that,
altouli i t hIas cutinied ta same eNten t dur-
imîg the last 12 montlhs, the. prospects of the
French vimeyards are now micih lesg dishearten-
ing than they have been for several yeàrs pst.
