Soxz persong have recently been going through the Westem part
of Canada soliciting farmers to take stock in a Co-oporative Cord and
Twine TFactory, representing that there was a combine  among the
present manufacturers in Canads, and that they were reaping enorm-
ous profits from the business; It usually excites a farmer's envy to
tell him that any one is making large profits out of his custom, and
the bnit seems to have been effective in some cases. We need bardly
Bay that there is no “combine” among the cordage makers, and
although there are seven manufacturers of this product in Canada,
each hoes his own row. The J. A. Converse Co., of this city and of

Po'rt Hope, Ont,, seem {o have taken up the cudgels against these
parties, and in a recent article in the Toronto Globe, give farmers
some good advice on the subject.

WM. ALEXANDER, Jeweller, Torouto, is pergonally well known to hxs
creditors. Since his assignment in January, 1885, he has been carrying
on under.their permission, two of them having bought in his stock -
and agreed to pay 33} per cent to their fellow creditors. He has
naturally been unable to make headway, and a meeting was called for
the 17th iust., but no definite agreement was made.—Jas. D. Todd
moved to Fenclon Falls, Ont., from Barrie, about three years ago, but
has not bettered himaelf, and now assigns with very small liabililies.

That the National Bank plan for c1rculatxon has its merits,
and even great merits, no one will deny, but we are sure that
more and more those concerned, which includes every busi-
ness man in Canada, are growing convinced that such a system
would injure, if not cripple, many branches of industry. The ob-
jactions to thig plan exist a/ortiori as Tegards any other systgm
of currency : such for instauce as an issue by the government;
and in considering the objections we need therefore look prim-
arily only to these involved ina system of bank circulation se-
cured by the deposit of government bonds, genemlly known as
the * National Bank ” gystem.

A writer in another contemporary puts one aspect of the mat-

ter simply and clearly. In discussing the effect of such a change

in our system he says: *The banks could only lend the requis-
“ite amounts of money to move the c¢rops, and get out our large
*{imber products by curtailing their ordinary discounts.” The
case is even stropger than 1t is here put, for the increase in pub-
lie lonns and discounts is by no means commensurate with the
increase in circulation, and therefore, he might have added that
besides providing for these needs, the increased circulation en-
ables the banks to meet other obligations of a less definite kind,

The Gazette considers it a sufficient reply to the statement we'

have quoted, to say that this snnual increase of six or seven
millions \\ould be met by the banks holdiug government bonds
~Biifficient to-cover the maximum améunt of their cirGulatiofn. It

forgets that to cover any portion of the circulation will necessi--
tate the withdrawal of funds from ordinary loaning business and

their investment in governiment bonds. It is true that if enough
be withdrawn once for all to cover. the maximum olrculauon,
buainess will adapt itself to the altered conditions (mainly, be it
noted in passing, by the establishment of higher rates for the
diminished loaning fund), and infinite'y less harm be done than
by the periodical curtailment suggested by the writer” quoted.
Bat those who take the Gazetic's view do not see that it will not
pay banks to procure secured circulation to an extent greater
than will provide them with the minimum, or st most the aver-
age amount of their circulation and #till” money, and tbat we
are therefore justified in assuming that they will not.do so.

of 1868 marked the turning point in this matter. In fact, since
that period, it has been that of disagter to one and'wll, and to
many financial ruin. The difference between the price paid the
farmer and what it realized to the purchasers would carry the
computor into the millions in his attempt at computation of
losses.

matter of prices of the article. ~With these fasls before us, it is
clearly within the confines of safe speculation to predict brighter
prospacts for those who may continue in the matter of its pro-
duction; and gertainly so, if they will only take o lesson. 'The
bitter experience of the past aflords them ample opportunity of
learning. o go into the matier as fully as the case invites, we
have not the space to spare; let it.suflice, therefore, to state
that one of the prime factors in the cause of the great losses sus-
tained, wag the fact that a large portion of our production was of
n very inferior quality, and the portion that was fine, was
held until its freshiness was gone, or else positively rancid, and
when it was [orwarded to consuming markets, it had to come
into unfuvorable competition with the lowest gn\des of the’ pro-
ducts of other countries.

We have not kept paee with the rapid changes of the con-
gsuming publie's taste, In no conntry in the world will we find
upon the table at any meal the vile rubbish in the name of
butter that - we.find in this Canada of ours, and it reflects on
our intelligence in the matter of its production and the mar-
keting of it when we say we ure more fuvored in the matter of
geographical position and matters climatic than any other
goction of the world, unless it be Denmark and Sweden, to pro-
duce a fair article.  Yel we fall lamentably behind thege two
conntries in the art; more especially so in the case of the
former, which stands at the head of all ndtions in the science, in
inventions introduced, and in the article produced. EStatistics go
to prove thal the consumption, the world over, increases per
capita as the art in production improves, that the supply has
never exceeded the demand for theglinest at prices that showed
handsone profits in producing it. Now that the production has
narrowed down to within the requirements of our domestic
wants, there shonld be less butter made in the summer months.
1t should he marketed daily, if possible, and never held over a
week during these months.  1f prices fall below a price that
ghows less profits than if the milk were converted into cheese,
then shut down on your delivery of milk to creamenes and de-
liver it to cheese factories.

The heaviest make of the season should be in September
and Oclober; which monihs are conducive to the best pro luction
of the year, and what should be our winter supply; but, the
time must come when onr farmers will see it to their advantage
to bring in some of their cows in the fall, and with warm, com-
fortabls houses and liberal feeding, be makers of butfer overy
day of the year. This has been found profitable in many
soctions of Lurope, especinlly in Denmark and Sweden, also in
somo of the Western States of our neighbors.

The faclory syslem of making butter is the most general
now in Canada, sud it will not be long before it is genoral. The
farm daoiry is no longer profitable, except in isolated cases
whore tho good old-fashioned housewife has kept up in the
seionee and produces a finer article than any of our creawmeries.
The price realized by the producers the past season is above the
avorage of tho past {few years. The sprmg and early summer
make ranged from 2Le to 18¢, the latter price being the value at
tlush of L1 summor mako; but most of our creameries held
their summer goods, and prices gradually advanced during
August, September, October and November; tho three laiter
months’ make finally reaching 23c to 25¢ before the close of the
your.

TRADE WITH THE WIEST INDIES,

During & rocent trip to the Wost Indies and British Guiana,
Hon. John Macdenald of Woronto gathered a large amount of
information concernming the foreign trade of those colonies which
lio was persuaded to place before the Board of Trade of that city,
and this ho accordingly did in a paper read before that body on
the 18th inst, Although the ground had already been gone over
and-the question of trade relations with our rethren of the
tropics pretty well discussed in the report of the commission np-
pointed by the governments of the several Provinces in 1865
under tho rosolution of the Confederate Council for Trade, which
mob in Quebec in September of that year, and has come up for
discussion at various times, moanwhile, the study and review,
given go important a subject by a practical business man cannot
fuil to be highly interesting to every.persion concerned in the
welfare of the country. Senator Macdonald tonched the keynote
of the subject in his remarks at the recent banquet in Toronto
by dwelling on the importance and necessity.of seeking. foreign
markets for our products. . The statistics of the foreign trade of

the West India colonies, furnisbed by Senator Macdonald, deal
chiefly with thosa products purchased from the United States,
which Canada is a8 fully eapable of furnigshing, ‘'he area of the
islands is over 15,000 square miles, of Gniana about 76,000, while
the population is about 1} millions. If the Spanish, French and
other jslands be included, they represent a total populatiom of

four-to five millions, or equal to that of Canada. There can be -

little doubt that the quantity of ch- ese supplied by the United
States to Trinadad and Guiana—some 334,000 lbs.—could be fur-
nished by Canada with equal facility, apart from (he fact that
our cheese is among the best in the world. In dried fsh we
continue to transact a large (rade with the West Indies, but
there ig much room for an extension in this respect also. The
same may be said of Ilumber, candles, bay, butter, staves,
potatoes and other products.
Lawrenceis long as compared with that from New York, but
this constitutes no great obatacle, and there is one produet in
increasing demand in these tropical climes, namely, ice, in
which we can compete favorably with Boston, whence large
quantities are shipped every winter to Kingston, Georgetown

and other cities. There are many things to be considered in.

preparing to open up trade in new exports with these colonies,
For one example the article of chees' required is bard and
small-shaped, and this is specially provided for by American

makers who ship to the West Indics, As Senator Macdonald

says, intending exporlers should go and see for themselves.
It should be borne in mind, perhaps, that the white popula-

tion of these colonies is but a small proportion of the whole. In’

Jamaica (total about 600,000) it is scarcely one in gix, and is

diminighing, while the negro population is increasing, In -

Guigna the whites number ‘scarcely twenty thousand in a total
of somewhat under 200,000.  The black and colored people live
chieily on yams and plantains, which they cultivate themselves.
The fotal population, as given by Senator Macdonald, does not
appear to have increased te any appreciable extent since the
the visit of the commissioners in 1866. ‘I'he cane-sugar industry

has felt the effecis of the remarkable growth of the product of

the beet, which now furnisbes more than half the world’s supply,
and the financial position of many planiers has often left them
no choice of a market under mortgage conditions, at the same
time that the rates for money coulgd not approach the moderation
of those common in Central Europe with its hitherto bounty-fed
sugar exports. The many tarifis prevailing in the West Indies
are more puzzling than excessive, being dévised for revenue pur-
poses ouly.  The address of Senator Macdonald cannot fail {o

direct renewed attention to this natural market for mauy of our -

products, in which it is our own fault if we permit ourselves to
be pushed aside by our neighbors. Jamaica is lately endeavor-
ing to compete with her neighbor, Cubsg, in the manufacture of
cigars.

LUMBER TRADE PROSPECTS.

The healthy posltlou of aflairs at the close of mw:gatmn has
already bedn referred fo in these columns, but since then the

peculiar winter has added s stronger aspect to the already:
favorable outlook, 8o far at least as prices are concerned. The .

stock of white pine, wintering in Quebec, is the smallest on
record, while the total of all woods, 5,617,723 feet, is considered
unusually light, - s

Work in the woods this winter has been most aerlously de-
layed by the absence of snow and frost, and only a short season
is now left to us to make up for the deficiency. Instead of being
frozen solidly over, the swamps have been dangeronsly open,

and with the prospect of having the logs frozen in where cuiting )

was attempted, and no snow sufficient to haul them to floatage
and shipping points, the season could scarcely be worse for ex-
tensive operations It ig certain that a larga proportion of the

cut will not come out of the bush this year, and the Ottaws dig- -

trict will sufler most. At other points further east the sitnation
is scarcely botter. We have heard-of one mil. owner who had

got out 20,000 logs at this peried last year, while this.year.to .

date, he has only secured one thousand. This may be an ex-
coptional case, but it is certain that the lnmbermen are being
confronted with difficulties scarcely appreciated- so far by out-
siders. Even, if the balance of the winter is most fxworable and

judging from the expérience of the.past six months, t;here is .

The low freights last year caused some weakness, which is
scarcely possible this spring in view of the general improvement
in ghipping cireles, Many of the old vessels engaged in the
wood carrving trade, which the stenmers compelled to lay up,
it will scarcely pay to fit ont again, and even at the best freights
obtainable in 1888, the steamships’ found that entirely wood
cargoes did not pay them, and the owners would prefer to find
other freight. Now that Montreal is practically a free port, the

natural advantages of the St. Lawrence route should enable -

steamers trading here to obtain a sufficiency of western produce,
which has been diverted. to- New York- and-other American
ports, - If this .expectation is realized, the timber and lumber
business will again centre at Quebec, which possesses advant-
ages for this trade if it is,’as many believe, deficient in ‘accom-
modation and facilities for other traflic. Instead of instalments
of pine among their cargoes, Montreal steamers would prefer to
ill up with grain, cheess, butter, live stock, ete. This would be
much better than making aunual inroads on the timber and
lumber export, which is almost uhe gole industry of the historic
old city below., -

The departure and arrival of the Quebgc timber- ﬁeet, is no
longer a momentous event in the wood trade of two continents,
owing to the innovations of recent years, and we cannot predict
that the “good old times” will ever return.
however, are for moderate supplies, 8 brisk demand and higher
prices this spring, and we hope that Montreal shippers will be
30 busy with Western produce that the famous old timber port
will have & chance fo recuperate. \Vith yearly enlargements
on our navigable water-ways, the extension and improvement

THAT TIRE INSURANCE CHART,

_That * & little knowledge is a dangerous tlung,” is one of those
n*noms which we learnt in our scheoldays, and never has the
saying been so fully borne out and corroborated as in a chart
recently published by some obscure contemporary, aud purport-
ing to set before the public the comparmive strongth- of the
various companies transacting the business of fire insurauce
in Canada. In a note at the foot of the chart the' compxler
instances one company of undoubted standing, in which the
lmb:hty of the shareholders being unlimited, it was 1mposaxble
to make &, compurmou bétween it nnd the ‘other compnnies,
‘From this t.he public are lod to suppose that ‘the lalter are all
under the Limited Liability Act. [t would, doubtless, be" n
surprige to this wonderful chart-c ompller to be informed that
the liability of the majority of Brmsh oflices is unlimited, and
that the shareholders can be called upon for their last shilling
if necessary., Yet such ia the fact, with the gxception of the
four younger companies, and one or, perhaps, two of the older
ones; 8o that the table professing to judge of the stremgth of
the compames by their subseribed cnp1tnl is for the most part
misleading.

Without drawing invidious comparisons, it cannot be ‘snid
that while the Commercial Union, lately made into a limited
‘company, with its large subscribed capital, offers ample security
to its policy-holdars, and should rank higher than other limited
compauies with very ‘much smaller subscribed capital; yet to
place it before unlimited corporations such' as the Imperial,
London Assurance, the Atlas or the Norwich Union, is neither
in accord with' justice or common sense. Neither ia" it fair to
place tlie Hartford, with n uurplus far ontweighing its 8mall
paid-up capital so low down in the lst, and behind even lumted
compsanies showing a defieit.

Tn calculating the comparative strength of companies, t,wo
points must be borne in mind: ().} The relative proportions of'
‘their assets to their liabilities, and (2.) "'vo reserve, whether,
limited or unlimited (used in a legal sense) which can be called
qupon in'case of emergency; and it need hardly be said that the
larger the proportion of @ company’s assets as compared to its
liabilitles, the smaller will be the chance of a call upon the. -
’reserve, 1o ‘matter what the actual amount of those nssels. uml
showing small surplus, cannot be considered in as satisfactory o
pomtlon for transacting business with the public as one with
merely a emall paid-up capital and a bandsome surplus. '

Agpin, in the tables before us, the figures relating to the“‘
British offices have becn mnmpula‘ed from the Canadian Blue.
Book, and in making the comparison with the Canadian and °
American companies the British offices have been placed at
disadvantage, since while 50 per cent of the unexpired premiums
is the basis of reinsurance reserve required hers and in the
United States, the reserve adopted in the figures furnished for
the British companies i3 60 per cent: of the annual premium
income—a very matorial difference.

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Bank circulation being protected by the deposit of government
bonds in Washington the note-holders lost nothing, but the de-
positors were less fortunate. The tendency of the U. 8. National
Bank system at present is to foster the establishment of Banks
of small capital with only enough circulation ($45,000) to qualify
them as National Banks, and large deposits—practically to work
on deposits. Some of the largest banks in the United States to-
day have only the above mentioned circulation, but have de-
posits 10 or 12 times the amount of their paid-up capital.

While, therefore, their circulation is well secured, their
depositors are not nearly so well as are the depositors in Can-
adian Banks, The Complroller’s report says eight National Banks
with an aggregate Capital of $1,900,000 failed and were placed in
the bands of receivers during the year. The chiet causes of
fuilure and the smount of dividend paid the creditors of each are
18 follows :— .

of the concern were in accordance with that we have already
described.  Certain American houses with whom the firm were
dedling, had arranged to supply them with blank invoices, or in-
voices with the quantity and the prices left blank, which the im-
porters could fill in to suit themselves to hoodwink the Custom
House. ' To the credit of some American houses, be it said, that
they refused to be parties to this fraud upon the Customs; but
others were not so scrupulous, and the result was a competmon,
with which no honest imporiing could contend. The retail
hardware trade of Montreal and the Townships, as well ag that
throughout Ontario, were thus enabled o get their goods fully
ten per cent. below the price lists of houses whose financial
strength enables them to buy to the very best advantage as to
prices and discount.- We feel perfectly certain that the Customs
Department will not be guilty of the injusiice hinted at in “cor.

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increasing. The fmt floors of stores, a8 now bmlt cons)st. of one
or more large wmdows separated by allght iron ‘posts, on which
rests nearly the whola weight of several storeys. - How are these
to withstand the heat of a fire? "What shall we say of the
Building Inspector who allows the structure to be rebuilt much
lighter on these iron stilts (Alled out with' glass) on the first
fioor? And what shall be thought of *the companies who had
paid for the old building, who again insure the new and worse
building, putting at nanght the old adage that a burnt child
dreads the fire?" © Several of the new buildings in Montreal are
erected to stay ; others look as though, like the razors of old,
they were made to sell—to the insurance corapanies. When we
consider the many violations of what good commun sense would
dictale to the owners or lessees of stores or warehouses—in con-
nection with the fact that the efficiency of our preventive service
does not improve in anything like equal ratio. we cannot but
wonder that there are not more fire losses. The “inspector”
recommends & few remedies, viz—To find out fire bazards, to
provide thorough inspection of contents and methods, not only
on the main floor, but in cellar. and attic—to see that extra
hazards be provided with efficient guards against incipient
fires—that printing houses, for example, supply a sufficiency of
galvanized iron pails for cotton waste, each pail to be made with
a bottorr rim that may prevent direct contact with the floor in
case of fire—to examine overy risk in respect of any new sur-
roundings, and to take into consideration whether the business
and circumstances of the insured are such as to render a sale to
the companies more profitable than to continue business as they
are, No rate, however high, can warrant companies in “under-
writing certain properties.

Jugt iwsued gives un cstimate of the hop stock of the world. The
exceptional position of the hop stock of the world to-day, it says,
calls for the caroful consideration of all interested in the trade..
Nover before have guch low prices ruled with so light a stock. Never
bofore bas the consumplion of beor been so great., The requirement
of Great Britain is now annually 700,000 hundredweight, Last
year duty was paid on 29,681, 700 barrels ot beer, and caleulating the
low averagoe of 2} pounds of hops por barrel for copper and dry hop-
ping, that would absorb 660,306 hundredwoight. The exports from
England- average yearly 26,000 hundredweight of hops, 13,415 of

which have already been sbipped since 1st September Jast, and at

least the odd 14,694 hundredweight will- be required for private -

brewing, yeast making, et¢, Estlmating the-amount in band at
320,000 hundredweight, the circular calcnlates that some. 200,000
hupdredweight will be required by the brewers before next September,
It is not possible, it is contended, for English brewers to obtain such
a supply of hops within the next nine months, America has already
sent England more hops than she can spare, and is now importing
German hops to piece out her own supply. On the Continent the
brewer meets with pretty much the same state of affnirs in the
hop market. Belgium is the only counntry where stocks are large.
‘Phere they are held mostly by speculators, The most serious feature
to be considercd by conumers is, that if any bold speculator ghould
come upon the market, he would at once be able to pub his hands
upon {he whole available stocks, and could, if he chose, increase the
prices until they eclipsed thote paid during the sbortage -of 1882
Referring to the difficulty of obtaining 1cliable information in the
annunl hop crops of Cannda, a prominent Monirenl dealer spoke
strongly in favor of having hops made an excige articlo. . It could be
done, he maintained, at a cost ot one quarter or one eighth of a cent
per pound to the dealers, and the publication of yearly reports on the
industry by the Government would be an inestimable advantage to
tho dealers, The small inland revenue duty proposed would be far
more than compeneated for by the value of the information they
would derive from such a measurc.

Second Annual Report of the Direclors of the Manufaciurers’ Life In-
surance Company, presenled al the Annual General Meetng held af the
Board of Trade Council Chumber, Leader Lane, Toronto, on Tuesday, the
16¢h day of January, 1889, .

Right Hop. 8ir John Macdonald was called to the Chair, and Mr.
J. B. Carlile acted u8 Secretary, who read the following statement :—

Mr. President and Gentlemen.—In presenting this report, we
think it desirable that wo should offer some remarks having special
reforence to the figures contained thevein.

It will be seen that there appenra in our veport a slight impair-
ment of capital, which might bo viewed with concern by some
who are unacquainted with the relation which, in a case such as ours,
the capital bears to the general reserves.

T a Life Insurance Company, capital is, as it were, the anchor by
which the company is held in place during the esrlier years, when un-
usual expenditure is necessary, in order that afterwards tho reserves
may be increased through the agency of the Premium Income secured
while the lives insured are fresh from the bands of the Medical x-
aminerg, and betore adverse selection, caused by the withdrawal of
good lives, begins to tell upon otr mortality.

The Executive Officers of this Company have realized that the

policy of gotting a large amount of paying business on the books of
vital importance, and that it was worth an effort and liberal expendi-
ture of means to accomplish this object. ) :

(Prof. Cherriman, M.A, FIA, INRSC, late Superintendoent of
Insurance, stated in one of the Insuranco Roports that percentages of
expenses to income was not a proper gauge of the economy of man-
agement of & compnny, and should not be quoted as such.)

The result has been that at no time in the bistory of Life insurance
in this country have such resuite been attained as we are able to ex-
hibit here ro.day.

The Company has received during the year applications for insur-’

ance, amounting to $6,000,000. There were 2,772 for $4,801,000 ac-

cepted and policies issued, Others smounting to $545,800 upon 287

lives havo Leen declined, not coming up to the standard required by
the Company, and applications for $653,200 were approved or incom-
plete, or otherwise deferred at L date of the Report. : .

We have now on our hooks at Lthe end of eixteen months, actual
work, a larger promium income, fepresenting & larger amount of busi-
noss than some of the most successful companies have beea able to
secure after many yeare of arduous labor, a8 will be seen from the
Goverpment Blue Bouks,

We are aware that we might have pursued a different course, spent
less money, and found ourselves at this time with a business of a
couple of millions, with a correspondingly small income. But as we
have ssid belore, the Executive have not folt that course to bo the
wisest, and time will demonstrato the wisdom of their decision.

If gentlemen present will take the trouble to look carefully into the'

question, they will see that it is only during the enrlier yenrs of n
Company’s history that much profit can be expected in the way «f
carnings from mortaiity,

The busiuess being all pewly selected, we have not experionced

snything like thomortality provided for, thus enabling the Compsny-

to legitimately spend more of it8 premium income in 8ecuring new

business than would be wige in lator years, when adverse selection had

lowered the standurd of the lives exposed,
We may here state that a laige proportion of our business is on

such plans that the premiums sbow a larger percentage to the amouunt
insured than is usual; at the snmo time the reserves nbsorb a very,

Iargo portion of the premiums, ) .
This will naturally strengthen our position in the future, and
enable us at a very early date, not only to make gocd the impair-
ment, but also to lay by a gubstantial Rest in additlon to the statutavy
reserve. : . , o
We wish to make another romark at this point, and that is, that

our expenses are not as large in proportion as in some companies

doing n'much smaller business ; but being Iarger in the aggregate, it
appears to our advantage in the matter of impairment. -~ -
Wo canuot too strongly impress on all present the value of having

a large premium income ; without it there is no earning power ; with

it, the success of any company is assured.

possibly do so. Some look forward to Febru..
ary payments with no apprehensionr, whilst

others are not 80 sanguine. It will, without
doubt, be a severe test to"a number of small
and weak concerns throughout the country.

-Asugs.—Receipts continue to be light. Sales

of pots are at $4.00/@$4.05 for first sort, and
$355M@$3 60 for second. Pearls are dull at
about $5.40 for first sort. Receipts since Ist
Japunary, 230 brls pots; 41 brls pearls. De-
liveries, 86 brls pots. Stock in store at 6 p.m.
on 23rd January, 389 brls pots; 1569 brls
pearls. '

CaemMicaLS AND DRrues.—The mills seem to

bein want of chemicnls and dyestuffs, par.
ticularly the woollen and cotton factories, and
there is a very good demsnd for the time of
year. There ig little change in the price list,
but canstic sodn is weaker, The general ten-
dency is towards firmness, with the usual talk
about English combinations at this season of
of the year. The output of blenching powder
aud caustic soda is to be reduced, with the
view of rusfaining values. Drugs are quiet.
An English letter says :-—Chemicals are dul_l,
and caustic soda is 58 per ton casier.. Bi-
carbonnte soda can be worked on rather easier
terms for forward shipment.

Dary Probuce Axp Provisiors.—The butter

trade ir quiet, but prices are steady. Oferings
of suitable goods arenot excessivo. AtLiverpool
the arrivals of American butter have not boen
large, and there has been a fair enquiry for
the better grades, The Euglish market is
steady" TFancy new American crenmeries are
quoted at 1058@1128; lots slightly stale, 85s
908; factory makes, 80c/@84s. Cheese in
this city is quiet but firmer, and without
additional feature. The shipments of Cab-
adian cheese sinco the close of navigation
have been 127,663 boxes, including 64,029
from Montren), via Portland, Boston and New
York, and 63,634 from the west, via Port-
land. In Eogland, cheese has been going
well into consumption, with a good demand
at Liverpool from London and country points.
Sellers have been reserved and firm. Eggs
have been selling at pretty much what dealers
can get  Ordinary fair case eggs have besn
selling at 18c/@20¢, with sowme strictly selected
and fresh at 22c. Western eggs, in barrels,
sold at 16¢. Good limed eggs reslized 17c/@
173c. Dresard hogs ensy in tone under good
receipts. - Car lots, $6.80/@$6.90; jobbing, $7
@%7.10. There was a brisk demand for
poultry, with steady prices. Turkeys, 8e@
9jc; geese, be@Te ; duckr, 8c@I)c; chicken,
Gef@Tc. Partridges weaker at 40c@45c per
brace. Meats and Iard are steady, with a good
volume of business for the sepson. The quo-
tations will be found elsewhero. Gre n hams
and flanks, 9¢; shoulders, 63¢. Pork in
Chicago, $12.20 January and Tebruary;
$12.52} May. Lard, $6.92} January; $6.95
February ; $7.06 May.

Dry Goovs—The chief feature in the
market is the activity in cotton goods, There

hes been a fecling among the milis that the pri-
ces were not paying, and the disposition to put
them up has been unanimourly met. The ad-
vance bas been from 12§c to 15 per cent. on
all grey cottons. One mill—-n Lower Pro-
vince one—is the only mill that has not yet
bheen heard from definitely, but there i8 no
doubt of that concern following the lead.
There is an advance of from lc to 14c per
yard in most other lines, such as cottonades,
ginghams and shirtings. Thero is a strong
market generally just now, with every pros-
pect of prices being maintrined, as the stocks
held by tbe mills are light, and the same may
be snid of the tocks in the wholesale and re-
tail trades. Some mills wre runnipg with
gpecial orders for the Eastern markets, and
as these orders are limited to two or three
numbers the demand can be supplied at less
cost than if a variety of numbers were called
for. In general dry goods, importations are
arriving freely for the spring trade, and in two
or three weeka the stock will be very full and
complete, Travellers are all out on the road,
and orders are being received pretty frecly.
The recent change in the weather came somne-
what too late to have a very marked effect on
the wholesale trade, but it will doubtless help
along the retail people and enable them to
make better preparations for the spring busi-
ness, ’ ) )

‘Fise anp Ois—There has l_)ge}} a g;.oogi'd\e-_
mand for fish, and some 700 to 800 barrels of
Labrador herrings have bLeen sold, chiefly by

one house. They are said to bhave sold at
over $5 from importers’ hands. Sea trout are
plentiful here and in brisk demand. Nearly
800 barrels are in hand, and Boston people
have «fiered $950 tob. for the whola lot.
Green cod has been cornered by a local firm,
but although prices are held firmer thero lias
been no advance so far. Cod oil has been put
up 2}c for straight Newfoundland.  The
market is cornered by a leading house, which
holds most of the supply.

Frocr axp Grawv—Flour is flat, ng there
ie no demand from below, and very little is

selling in the local market. Buyers are filled @
up at the moment, and alko look for lower
prices. Sellers and millers say that there is
very little wheat in the couatry, and that
buyers cannot get flour much lower. There
is, therefore, something of a deadlock. -
Mitlers are importing American whent, and
will have to grind in bond for export, Some
are already doing this, Thero is a fair quantity
of grain offering on the market, but buyers
are indifferent. The viisble supply of wheat on
this continent and the amount afiont is close
upon 60,000,000 bush Ir, an in‘ rease of 197,000
with a week ago, and of 4,830,000 with a year
ago. In Chicago, prices were weaker, Thero
ix little wheat going out in export orders, and
the European advices are bearish in tone.
Considerable ¢ long’ wheat had to be forced on
the warket, when May wheat went under ono
dollar. Holders appear confident. The bears,
however, state that we shinll have an early
spring, and the present mild westher causes a
weak feeling. Corn and oats also dull, but
provisious stronger becnuse of small receipts
of hogs. Jannary wheat in Cbicago 96}e,
May 99§c, July 91fc. Corn 34c Jan, 36fc
May, 37¢ July. English cables quute wheat
cargoes in slow demuand -and corn steady.
Cavadian pens, 68, 9d. A cable gave tho
Indian shipment: of wheat to the United
Eingdom at 30,000 qrs., to Continent 27,500 qrs

Groceries.—The trade is feeling better over
the prospect on account of the snowfull and

the reasonnble weathor, but orders come in
slowly at the moment. One at least of our
sugar refineries has not started up yet owing
to the easy tone nnd slow demaud in the
sugar market. Sugnr are also dull in England
and New York, so far as raws are concerned,
In Canada supplics of refined appear to be
still undergoivg consumption in the hands of
buyers; who stocked up pretty freely not long
ago expecting higher values. In tea there is
searcely any thing doing., Stocks are light in
the city, but thero i8 1o demand from the
country. We find, algo, that there is not
many coming in. The feeling in them should
wmprove, but there s no stir of any kind to
help things along. Holders are still talking
firm on cuffees, and even hint at higher prices,
‘I'he statistics on Brazil coffees are said to bo
favorable to sellers, but figures cun be handled
in many ways and the sugar statistics have so
far failed to review the drooping sugar
Market.  We revise our quotations for sugar,
us they can be bought cheaper.  Black peppor
istfirm, and wo quote up to 19c. Molusses
dull but very stendy. Raising and currants
are firm, but unchsnged.  French prunes in
kege are selling at 5}c/@6c, and Busnia in
cases ot Te@9¢. A leading Knglish house
writes;—As the public sales of coflues, spices,
&c., buve not yet been resumed this year, we
do no not alter our quotations to any import-
ant exeent. Tea—The small amount of busi-
nest doing the last fortmight would <have
given greater case to prices, but yesterday a
demand sprang up for the Continent-which
bas steadied the market. Fruit.—Dates are
18 per cwt dearer.  Stock of Valencin raising
is now very small, and assortment poor under
168 per cwt. Lob., wuntil further -arrivals,
Sultanag and currauts no change. Turkey
nuts very firm. Walnuts remuin. as lust
quoted. Rice continues firm. —_—
