OUR POLICE AND OUR FIREMEN.

The blue coaled Guardians of the Peace have from time imme-
morial heen considered legitimate food for newspapers generally
and for comic journals in particular. They are proverbial for not
being present when wanted and their evidence is often regarded with
suspicion. In short they have been usually associnted with all sorts
of short comings; of sins of omission and commission. Who ever
heard of a policeman having brains? Our Fire Brigade, however,
have had a better chance of winning the public approval, and, by their
deeds, of proving themselves to be men ol heroistm and endurance-
In the face of all these facts our City Council, with that sublime in-
consistency thal has marked the administration of Mayor Beaudry,
has evinced u tendency to cut down the salary of our Police Force
and our Fire Brigade. Why not at once let our aldermen cut their
connection with the Corporation and give plice to others who instead
of talking will do some good und efficient work *in a quiet sort of
way ?" Bul we fear there is no immediate prospect of such a happy
state of affairs. Since that hydra headed monster Economy has made
his appearance in our midst our aldermen appear to bo infected with
a [everish desive to let our cily of Montreal go to the dogs. But to re-
turn to our Police Force. Granted, Gentlemen of the Council, that the
average policeman has no brains. Granled that he is never present
when wanted. Granted that his knowledge of the nature of an oath
is'of o very vague nature,  Admilting that he is only useful to make
a joke upon in a comic paper; allowing that he is seen in all his pomp
amnd nu.gnilicence ata public funeral. We say admitting all these
suppositions, we would venture to ask in the most respectful manner
we can command : ow do you propose to increase the qualily of the
FForee by reducing the pay ? Just imagine for a moment, if you please,
the state of things our distracted city would have to endure under
your economic proposition? A riot unchecked. Mob-rule triwmphant.
Burglavism rampant.  Assuults unpunished. Stealing ad libitum.
Outrages umrevenged.  And all these calamities and crimes for the
sake of saving a dollar & week by the services of men who are under-
paaid already ! When you in your wisdomn give a policeman a beat
extending a mile or so in length, and allow other “beats" to operate
in the meantime, don’t you think vou have already done enough to
wmerit public censure? When you instruct policemen not to arrest
drunken vagabonds because the city cannot afford to pay their board,
that you have paved the way sufficiently to let these miscreants go to
still further excesses.  Bul no, your honest simple souls are bent on
saving a dollar even if the City hasto pay a hundred dollars in the
clforl. Bul we don’t admit that our Police Force are all numbsculls.
We don't think they are solely composed of incompetents, and secing
that they are as good as can be got for the money, we can’t well un-
derstand how you are going to improve their stafus by culling down
wages. You have made a fool of Pexrtox long enough and it only
nceds the linishing stroke of misplaced retrenchment to prove how still
more foolish are Pexrox's masters. Then what about our Fire Brigade ?
Surely their services atl the St. Urbain street disaster ought to bring
a blush upon the face of any alderman who would be found hardy

Jenough to advocate the cutling down of fheir sehries. Only last
week we had an illustration of what might have happoned, had our
Brigade not heen on the scene of a fire in some outhouses in rear of
St Catherine street, Bast, Ten minutes later—and the St. Urhain
holocaust might have been repeated and it was only the prompt and
efficiont action of our compotent firemen that preventod it. Some day

the time may when the City will have to mark the spol of a cala-
mitous firo with the following inscription :

THIS SITE

MARKS THE SPOT WHERE THE BUSINESS PORTION OF MONTREAL ONCE STOOD,
THIS INSCRIPTION IS A TRIBUTE TO THE FALSE ECONOMY
OF ITS ALDERMEX.

If Aldermen Nersox and GRENIER can spare the time from their
election canvassing wo hope they will enter their strorg protest against
culting down the salaries of our policemen and firemen. For never
were the services of these gentlemen more needed than now. We trust
our citizens will not permit any reduction to take place. It isin the
interest of our mercantile and social community to increase rather than
reduce the wages of their public servants. We hope they will lock at
Toronto and compare notes.

PERSONAL.

We beg to add our testimony to the general expression of regret
that all classes feel at the approaching departure of one of our best
citizens from among us. At such a moment it would be out of place
to perpetrate a mof upon one who is, himself, a Prince among humor-
ists, and the kindliest of men. Qur people can ill afford to spare the
Rev. Jaues CanvicHakL from among them, for not only has he endear-
ed himself to those of his own faith by his brave and wise counsels,
but he has won the involuntary regard of those of another creed, who
also admire him for his sterling worth. In times like these ; times of
political intrigue, party faction, slander and recrimination, men like
him act as a corrective upon violent language and rash deeds. Would
that we had more like him ; men who by their influence and excellent
tacl would harmonize factions and live out Christianity instead of con-
tenting themselves merely with preaching it.

THE ANTI-PUNSTER.

The anti-punster is the incarnation of the spirit of intolerance. Ilis
aversion knows no cold medium. e has no mercy on the man who
differs from him—on the point of a pun. He is a man of one idea, and
that, though an old one, is certainly no joke. Ifis singleness of appre-
hension cannot stand the shock of a double meaning. One is as
much as he can manage to comprehend ; and he can no more stand
up against the force and confusion of two, than he could brave the
discharge of a double barrciled gun at his head. Besides, he regards
o pun as a most reckless and extravagant waste of meaning, lec
would rather that that you useda word that meant nothing. “Theno
meaning " does not puzzle him more than wit, and a passage that
leads to nothing, aflords him wmore profit and recreation than an
insane atfempt to walk in two paths at at ime.

“Like to a man on double business bound
Who both neglects,”

he would infinitely prefer a strollin the dark lo joining in conversation
with a punster. He resents an unprovoked quibble as a personal
insult. He never challenged any one on this score because in his
opinion, & man once convicted of'a premeditated pun has forfeited all
claims to be trealed as a gentleman; but he never [uils to kick the
offender down stairs :—¢with his mind’s foot.” He sncers at Shakes-
pere as an inspired idiot ; and condemns as vicious, not only in taste
but in morals the final exit of Mercutio, who is sent into purgatory
with a pun in his mouth. You increase his disgust if you tell him
that the same thing has happened on he real stage of life—that
Elliston's ending was even as that o f Merculio, whom he had so often
represented—that when an hour or two before the parting of soul and
body, the patient’s head was raised on his pillow, and to induce him
to take a hopeless spoonful of medicine he was told, « he should wash
it down with a hall glass of his brown sherry "—Lthat, even then, the
actor's glazed eye hrightened under the inlluence of the ruling pas-
sion, as he articulated with almost moveless lips, “ Bri-be-ry and
Cor-rup-tion.

Nothing incenses the anti-punster so much as delecling in a distaste
to puns an incapacity for making them. Charge him with that, and
he will immediately prove himsell incapable by oflering proof of capa-
city. He can neither make a genuine good pun, which is a good thing,
—nor a shocking bad one whicl is a better. YWhatever he hazards is
bad Lo be sure —but not bad encugh; it is a wretched dull piecy of
impotence, wholly innoceut of drollery. e has no soul fora villei-
nous quibble—he cannot for his life make it vile enough to succeed,
His jocular effort ends in a choke-ular failure. He has not grasp of
mind required to gather up two remote meanings and compress them
into a single word, which the cye, rather than the tongue, italicizes to
the apprehension. In short he is unconscious that the excellent and
the execrable meet togethier upon a point which genius alone can
reach ; and that in the act of punning, to be good enough and had
enough are the sume thing—the diflicully heing as great and the glovy
as unequivocal. In his attempt, therefore, he tries hard al working
out a good one, and consequently fails to avrive at the proper pitch of
badness. The anti-punster is an incapable; all he can do is take his
hat becaunse he can't take a joke. Ie breaks upa party because some-
body breaks a jest. Iie thinks he shows his sense by not relishing
nonsense ; and secks credit for profound thought, by frowning at a
play npon words. He carries a sneer on his lip for want of o smile,
and when he opens his mouth he says—nothing.
