Caiisk op the Aurora-Bouealis.—M. de la 1 -e, the celehratcd

French Astronomer, explains the production of the Aurora-Borealis in

the following nuuuier :
—" When the sun, having passed into the

Southern hemisphere, no longer heats - so much of our hemisphere,

the aijueous vapors which have accunuilated during the summer
in this part of • the atmosphere begin to condense, the kiiid of
humid cap enveloping the polar regions extends more and more,
and facilitates the passage of the electricity accumulated in the

upper portions of the air. But in these elevated regions, and
especially at this period of the year, the aipieous vapors must fre-

quently pass into the state of minute parades of ice or snow floating

in the air, similar to those which give rise to the h:dos ; they form, as

it were, a kind of semi-transparent mist, 'J'hesc lialf-frozen fogs

conduct the electricity to the surface of the earth, near the p()le, and
lire at the same time illumined by these currents or electric discharges,

hi fact all observers agree in asserting that the Aurora-Barealis is

constantly preceded by a mist, which riso^ from the pole, and tlie

margins of which, less dense than the remainder, arc colored the first;

and indeed it is very frequent near the pole in the winter months, and
especially in those where there is abundance of vapor in the air.

To Preserve Oats from Being Mubty.—lUcluird Fcnnor, Esquire, of Tunmore,

has in his stable a contrivance to lot oats down from a loft out of a vessel, like the

hojjper of a mill, whence they fall into r\ square pipe, let into the wall, about four

inches diagonal, which comes into a cupboard set into a wall, but with its end bo

near the bottom that there thall nov»3r be above a desirable quantity in the cup-

board at a time, which being taken away, another parcel succeeds ; by this motion

the oat3 are kept constantly sweet (Itie taking away one gallon moving the whole

above), which, when laid up otherwise in great quantities, frequently grow
musty.

Cause and Prevention op Dry Rot.—The cause of the dry rot in wood is

niiiisturc; find to prevent well-diyed timber from decaying above or under

ground, is done by charring it well.

The Sydney (sailin-,^) i'acket generally starts from uUhvell's Wliaif,

TARIFF OF DUTIES IN THE PROVINCE OF
NOVA SCOTIA.

An act to regulate Custom Duties. Passoil the 30th day of March, ISol).

(PnhHshed hj Authoriti/.)

Be it enacted hy the Governor, Council, and Assembly, as follows:—

1. This act shall come into o]ieration on the first day of April, in tl''

year one thousand eight hundred and lifiy nini', and shall c<jniiiiUi; in

fori'c imtil the first day of A})ril next thereafter.

2. Tiiero shall he collected and ]»iiid to her Afajesty for the UfH' of t'a'

province upon all goods brought into this i»rovince, bv sea or Iniii! cn'-

riage, the several duties, in currency, set forth in iignrcs on the ti Mi'

hereinafter coiuaincd, denominated "Table (.f Dulles," ()p])ositc liic tv-

spective articles in such tallies mentioned, according to the value, uiiiii-

her, or ([uantity of every such article.

3. The goods mentioned in the t;ib!e liercinafter contained, (lonciiii-

n;ited "Talile of ]v\enii)tions," shall be free of duty.

4. The duties shall be collected, jiaid, and received, and the jmicrcils

thereof ii]tplied under the provisions of the provincial stattites troia tiiiK'

to lime ill foix'c concerning the same.

;iiid received at the ollice of the Ifeceiver (Jeneral, either in treasiny

notes at the value of twenty .shillin}j,rf each, or in current coin at the le^^al

rate of tender.

7. ])uties paid into the Keceiver General's oirice shall he carried to

account of the provincial revenue, and l)ecome part of the pul)lic funds,

and shall he ])aid aiul applied only to such purposes as may ho expressed

ftom time to time in the proviiu'ial statutes com*erninu' the same, and

shall in all cases he drawn only hy warrant under the hand and seal of the

Governor.

8. The Governor in Council may, whenever it shall he advi> tic so to

do, declare hv proclamation what articles, the <;rowth, pro<huii()n, and
inanufacturc of the British North American Provimvs of Canada, New
Jhuiiswick, Prince Edward Island, and Newfoimdland, or any of them,
may l)e im])orted into the ])n»vince free of duty, and may declare in what
lainiiier and under what restrictions the sanie may he so imported.
