LONDON, Aug. 11.—(Can. Press.)—

gering under the Insurance Act, which
introduced compulsory insurance by
sicknesgs, infirm-
ity great interest
In a4 paper on that subject read by Sir
John Collie at the International Medi-
cal Congress today.

Sir John, who is a member of the
government advisory committee on the
National Imnsurance Aect, thought that
the accusations brought against work-
men of malingering were exaggerat-
ed. He thought it would be unscientific
to attempt to form any estimate busecd
merely on. the resuits of three or six
months’ ‘working of the act. No ‘one,
he sald, could know which view was
correct nntil sufficient statistics were
avallable.

1t might, he thought, be necessary
to take sgpecial precautions for the
prevention of malingering when deal-
ing with 13,000,000 people, nearly half
of .whom before the passage of the act
had not been insured against sickness.

The vast majority of those who gave
the impression that they were sham-
ming, said Sir John, were those of poor
physique; whose standard of health
was at best far below the normal. This
was especially true in the case of wo-
men, of whom 4,000,000 have been cum-!

Care of Baby in Summer

being rung in from those boxes, the
public bhaving access to the grounds
at all hours of the day and up to 10
o’clock each night, ahd only a limited
lighting service furnighed in the park,

all the keys they required for the pur-
pose of having facilities to pull the
boxes in case of fire at every point of
the grounds and this he’ informs me
was promptly astended to. So far as
the other places are concerned. the
boxes were ample for the districts,
and are suppliecd with keys so that no
delays should occur In sending alarms
of fire, .

As governor of New Jersey Presi-
dent Wilson revealed himself as an
executive of strong individuality and
quiet strength. Without any spectacu-
lar methods he set himself determin-
édly to fulfil his campaign pledges,
and by persistence and Insistence held
the state legislature no less steadily to
the same obligation. Called to the
larger sphere of thé presidency, he
has continued in the eame equable
but none the less settled policy.

That, we ‘take it, is the mark of a
strong man. The ‘president may have
had an academic training and expe-
rience, but that has not diminished
reliance on his private judgment or
given him hesitation in following it
up. by action. Indeed, complaint is
made that, as president, he is disin-
clined to share his responsibility with
his constitutional advisers, who are
in foreign affairs not his cabinet, but
the senate committee. Nor would -it
be for the fist time that a student has
proved his virility in the ﬂelgl of pub-
lic affairs.

THE ALL RED CABLE.

No one who has followed the course
of the movement for & reduction in
the cable rates among the imperial
Gominions can doubt that the only
obstacle is created by the companies
{hat control the Atlantic service. In
some way or other, for  the present
unknown, they have been and remain
in eontrol notwithstanding the obvious
and serious objections to a foreign
owned system transmitting messages
of’ imperial concern. Surely the
British Empire is wide enough and
wealthy enough to own and operate
an inter-imperial service free from
all outside possibility of interference.

For a natlion that has so largely
committed itself to the principle of
public ‘ownership and operation of
state service the British Government
has revealed remarkable disinclina-
tion to extend its sphere to that of
oceanic cables. Time and again, not-
withstanding the urgent appeals of
the oversea dominions for the estab-
lishment of an all-red cable, has the
British postmaster-general presented
an opposing. front and declined to
participate in the establishment of a
service that will, at least as much, and
even more than and other, aid in the
unification of the empire,

For this there must be some reason
and The World is not alone in its be-
lief that the cable companies have
some secret, but none the lees- effec-
tive hold on the British Government.
Some trouble has no doubt arisen
fro mthe fact that the land telegraphs
in Canada are in the hands of the
railway companies, but then again
these are subjfects to entire control by
the Dominion Government. . But this
at the worst is no reason for the re-
fusal to complete the state-owned
all-red cable communication within
the empire, the only effectual method
of providing that cheap and efficient
service which is so urgently required,

It is a shameful waste of money

FORF. 5. GODY

Splendid Tribute to Dead Av-
iator Who is Buried in

Soldiers’ Cemetery at
Aldershot.

IS INCREASING

. Wichita Wild Game
Refuge.

P;@utions Against Spread of
.. Disease Have Resulted
Favorably.

The birth of 10 calves in the buffalo
herd maintained by the government
on the Wichita national forest and
game refuge, near Lawton, Oklahoma,
has been reported by the game war-
gen in charge. The herd now con-
tains a total of 48 head of full blooded
or, more properly, bison, of which 27
arg males and 21 females. All of the
animals are in splendid condition.

In 1907 the American Bison Society
donated to the federal government
a nucleus herd of 5 animals, which
has been bred and reared in the New
York Zoological Park The animals
were transported to the Wichita na-
tional forest, which is also a game
refuge, and placed under the care of
the [forest wervice. They readily
adapted themselvex to their new
habitat, but the area upon which they
were placed was within the zone
affected by the Texas fever tick, and
during the two or three years follow-
ing their transfor only the coustant
care and watchfulness of the forest
officers prevented the complete loss
of the herd.

The animals were examined almost
daily to determine whether they had
become infected with Texas: fever
ticks, and were placed in specially
designed cages and spraved with
crude oil at intervals of from 15 to
3Gr.davs, but notwithstanding the ex-
treme precautions which were adopt-
ed three of the animals died.

Became Immune,

Gradually, however, the enclosures
in whiech the buffalo were confined
were freed from fever ticks, and there
is a possibility that as the buffalo
adapted themselves to their new en-
vironment they became more or less
immune to the disease. No losses from
Texas fever have occurred for sev-
eral years, and tlie herd has almost
quadrupled in number since it was
established.

The fact that the herd has not In-
creased more rapidly  is due largely
to the preponderance of male calves.
This characteristic of the buffalo is
80 pronounced in all of the herds now
in captivity that a2 cow is considered
twice as valuable ‘as'a bull,

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BRAZILIAN AT ITS
HIGHEST IN MONTHS

Rise Due to Short Covering
and Increased Dividend
Story.

SHORTS ARE NERVOUS

Scarcity of Stocks May Lead
to Squeeze—Spanish
Down Again.

A sharp rise in Brazilian in London,
coupled with a rumor that the company
would shortly increase its dividend from
6 to 7 per cent., inspired more vivacity
in the Toronto Stoek Exchange yester-
day than had been witnessed
weeks,

The uctivity was confined to one
Issue, however, and the faflure of the
general list respond to any appreci-
able degree was extremely disappointing
to those who had been looking for a
broader market,

The spurt in Brazillan on  Saturday
when ou exchange was closged, naturally
attracted a good deal of attention here,
and when it wag seen that further two
point appreciation had oceurred on Mon-
day before our opening, shorts became
very restive. Meanwhile, it was whis-
pered around that an fiecrease in the di-
vidend was on the cards; the idea being
that the \syndicate had to get rid of the
recent preferred issue, and that it could
not do this untfl sentiment regarding
the company had undergone a material
change for the better, At the present
time the earnings are little more than
sufficient  to support the present dis-
bursement, consequently  the story was

not taken very seriously by conservative
traders. The stock, meanwhile, gold up
to 903%, which was {ts best price since
the first week in June, and indicated a
rise of well onto four p;ﬂ{ns from last
Friday’s close here,

Shorts May be Punished.

It is probable that the advance in Bra-
zilan represented nothing mor nor less
than a short covering movement,-in fact
the same might be sald of practically
all of the recent upturn in the Toronto
exchange. Many speculators and a good
many brokers took the short side on the
recent slump, and the biddingy now s the
resuit of an endeavor to . locate stock,
which, by the way, seems in very scant
supply. ‘In-vlew of fhis fact there are
those who look for a squeeze, particular-
Iy 1f the New York market continues to
give 80 good an account of itself, -

The general list was qulet and varied
little from  last week.
