A HTDROORAPHIO SUR VET.

Any one who has studied the matter at all 
must be convinced that a complete hydro- 
graphic survey b required for the North 
Padfio Ocean. Very little, comparatively, 
b known abont the waters which wash the 
shores of thb Pacific Coast, and of toe ocean 
on which the ships that enter our ports sail. 
We are told that the charts of the Northern 
Pacific and of the sounds, gulh, straits, 
channels and bays connected with" it are 
very defective indeed. There has of late 
been mnoh strong and impressive evidence 
to prove that thb b the case, and we have 
no doubt that that evidence would be even 
stronger and greater in extent, if the exper­
ience of toe men who navigate these waters 
was made public. We see that the United 
States Government b taking measures to 
collect the information necessary to draw a 
reliable pilot chart of the North Pacific 
Ooean. Thb b part bf what the Portland 
Oregonian says of the neosssity for such a 
chart :

There are several respects in which a 
chart would not be as helpful to ns as that 
of the North Atlantic b to the mariners of 
that ooean, such as data concerning dere­
licts, fogs and icebergs ; but in other 
lines of information we stand- in need of 
greater help. Experienced navigators of 
the North Pacific attribute to defective 
knowledge of our ooean currents a consider­
able proportion of the wrecks along 
coast. These are not, perhaps, established 
and uniform currents, to be learned thor- 
oughly, but their spasmodic appearance 
could in thb way be made matter of record, 
so as to guide masters unfamiliar with 
waters from drifting unawares into the 
region of their operations. Of dereliote we 

, always have some. Last winter from eight 
to ten were drifting abont off the Oregon 
and Washington coast, and as they are 
chiefly of lumber schooners, they 
menace to navigation ' until the current 
carries them away, as it seems to do with 
considerable promptness.

CHINESE IMMIGRATION.
Pobt Townsend, Oct. 28.—Special in­

structions from the Hawaiian Government 
in relation to Chinese immigration were re­
ceived at the Consulate to-day. Hereafter 
all Chinese persons are strictly prohibited 
from entering Hawaii from any Pacific 
Coast port, unless their passports shall have 
first been vised by the Hawaiian Minister 
at Hongkong, or the Foreign Department of 
Hawaii.

Chicago, Oct. 28.—A man made hie ap­
pearance at the residence of Mayor Cuter 
Harrison at eight o’olook.thie evening, and 
without warning opened fire upon the 
Mayor with a revolver, inflicting wounds 
from which Mr. Harrison died at 837 
o’clock.

The name of the assuein is Prendergut. 
He wu at one time employed on the 
Chicago police force, and hu been toying 
for some time to get back on the foroe. The 
residence of the late Mayor, at Ashland 
Boulevard and Jackson strut, is surrounded 
at this hour by an intensely excited mob of 
people, attracted by the news of the shoei­
ng. which spread in the immediate vicinity 

with groat rapidity. Prendergut was 
taken into custody within a few minutes 
after he had fired the fatal shot, by a 
police officer stationed at the corner 
neu the Mayor’s residence. The 
officer showed great presence of mind 
and before thou in the immediate nighbor- 
hood could realize the full extent of the 
tragedy, the prisoner wu harried to a 
patrol box and, within a few minutes, wu 
on his way to the central police station, 
where he is now confined under a heavy 
piard, There is no question that hit life would 
lave been taken if he had bun allowed to 
remain near the scene of the crime ten 
minutes longer. The man’s action before 
the shooting were not inch u to attract 
attention, but his talk and manner since ke 
wu put under ureet leave no doubt u to 
hie insanity.

The incidents that led up to the killing 
show that it wu premeditated and deliber­
ately planned. At 7:16 o’clock this evening 
a man ran np the front steps of Mr. Harri­
son’s residence and rang the beta Mary 
Fansen, the servant, answered the bell, 
and the man outside uked for Mr. Harri­
son. She uid he would have to wait a 
moment u Mr. Harrison wu asleep on the 
sofa in the parlor, at the same time going 
back through the hall to call him, luring 
the door open. In a moment Mr. Harrison 
stopped from the parlor to the hall In an 
instant the man had drawn a revolver and 
fired, the shot entering the abdomen. Two 
more shots rung out an instant later, the 
grst of which entered the Mayor’s body 
under the left arm, penetrating the heart.

Carter Henry Harrison wu born in 
Fayette Co., Kentucky, in February,
He graduated at Yale in 1846. H« 
law, engaged in fuming, travelled for two 
; rears in foreign countries, and after reoeiv- 
i ng hie degree from Transylvania law school, 
Lexington, Ky., settled to Chicago, where 
he engaged in real estate operations. After 
the great fire in 1871 he served u County 
Commissioner, and after returning from a 
second Europun journey, in 1874, wee

Berlin, Oct. 27.—A grand banquet wu 

given at the Katoeroff hotel to-night to 
celebrate the twenty-third anniversary of 
the surrender by Marshal Bazaine of Metz, 
the capital of Lorraine, to the German 
forces, when, without a shell being thrown 
into the oity, 6,000 officers, 173,000 men 
and over 400 'pieces oi artillery fell into 
the hands of the Prussians. The day wu 
also the anniversary of the birth of Prince 
Freidrioh Leopold, son of the late Prince 
Freidrioh Charles. Prince Freidrioh occu­
pied the sut of honor at the right hand 
of Emperor William. After the third 
couru of the banquet had bun served. Em­
peror William arou and uid: “This 
Is a fitting day' to remember the great 
hero, Prussia's field marshal, to whose 
leadership victory faithfully clung. We, 
who were intimately associated with the 
Prinoe in his lifetime, now remember the 
soldier only, bat the lonely man who lived 
silently to his woods, planting 
enjoying their blossoming exactly 
formerly planted the germs of Prussia’s 
future greatness in the Prussian army, now 
rests silently after his mortal pilgrimage. 
To the memory of this lonely man, who 
sleeps the eternal elup under his favorite 
lime true, I empty this glass.” The Em­
peror spoke with deep and visible emotion 
and after he had finished he turned to Prinu 
Friedrich Leopold and warmly pressed his 
hands. The Prinu referred to by the Em­
peror wu Prinu Friedrich Charles, “the 
Red Prinu,” who wu a nephew of Emperor 
William L He had a wide military reputa­
tion before the Fran co-Prussian war, and 
wu the author of several military works. 
He commanded the second German army to 
the war with France, and he it wu who 
drove Marshal Bazaine into Metz, and sub- 
eubsequently compelled the capitulation of 
the oity. He died June 15, 1885.

The Republicans, he said, held the key to 
the situation, and the President had been 
obliged to accept Sherman’s conditions. 
Gorin an recalled Sherman’s statement pub­
lished to en interview that unconditional 
repeal was impossible. Sherman replied 
that it would have been except for the ool- 
lapu of the compromise.

Gorman said the Democrats had been* 
obliged to ut aside lifelong convictions to 
mut this emergency to the administration. 
Had the Republicans shown leu partisan­
ship a better bill oould be pissed. Gorman 
Said he expected farther financial trouble 
for the treuury, but said that the Demo­
cratic party wu now controlling the entire 
Government, and would have to assume the 
responsibility of meeting the impending 
trouble.

SPAIN IN AFRICA.

Madrid, Oct. 28.—Further details re­
garding thé attack made yuterday by the 
Riffiana at Melilla upon the Spanish troops 
and workmen have been received. As al­
ready stated, the Spaniards were engaged 
in throwing np earthworks for the defence 
of the men who will build upon the heights 
of SindL In addition to this, they were 
building redoubts about Fort Rostro Gordo 
and Fort Cabrerizu. W bile they were thus 
employed the Riffiana began to prepai 
give them battle, notwithstanding the 
that the workmen were protected by 
Spanish batteries. In the afternoon the 
Riffiana opened fire, which wu answered by 
the Spaniards, the artillery taking part to 
the fight. The nativu fought for a time be­
hind the trenches they had thrown up, 
they later attempted to cut off 
retreat of the Spaniards, 
gathered ^ on the oout, it apparently 
being their intention to prevent the Span­
iards reaching the Melilla citadel, should 
they attempt to do so. A heavy fire 
directed against the attacking nativu; but 
the latter finally compelled the troops and 
the workmen to withdraw into the forts.

tinent. The team's record had been excel­
lent, not only in result! bnt in the manner 
in which the members had played. They 
had been manly and gentlemanly, and had 
done themeelves and the Province credit. 
He hoped that another year we might see 
one of the teams'from Eastern Canada visit 
thie Province, and it waa a certainty that 
if any qame it would be the beat, because it 
was now apparent that none but the beat 
could take the laurels from thie side. Thie 
Province would treat such visitors in the 
same hospitable way in which oar boys had 
been treated in the East. He thought this 
concert, at which each pleasing music had 
already been heard, was a very appropriate 
way of ending the seaeon, and he had great 
pleaanre, in conclusion, in handing to the 
president of the club the souvenirs for pre­
sentation to those who had ao well earned 
them.

Mr. W. H. Ellis, the president, then 
spoke in acknowledgment, and on behalf 
of the playing members of the team thanked 
the citizens of Victoria, and especially the 
citizens’ committee, for the générons way in 
which they had commemorated the victories 
of the year.

DIVISIONAL COURT.
(Before Crease and Walkem, J.J.)

October 27, 1893.
&Powell v. Lowenberg, Harris & Co.— 

Appeal from an order of Drake, J., ref using 
to strike out the counter claim of Defendant 
Harris.

Plaintiff’s claim stated that he paid the 
defendant! $16,600, as his agents, as being 
the purchase money of certain lands bought 
by him through them, bat that it was in 
fact an overpayment of $350, as the pur­
chase money was only $16,150, and he 
claimed to recover the $350.

The defendants denied the receipt of the 
$16,500 by defendant»’ firm, alleging that it 
waa received by Defendant Harris only, as 
vendor of the lands to the plaintiff for that 
earn.

Defendant Harris set np by way of coun­
ter claim that, at the time of tbe purchase 
of the lands from him by the plaintiff for 
the $16,600, it wae agreed between the 
plaintiff and himself that they should be 
partners in the lande and share any profits 
upon the re-sale thereof, after deducting the 
amount which the plaintiff should expend 
in improvement!, and interest at 10 per 
cent, per annum thereon and on the $16,500 
advanced by the plaintiff, charging that the 
plaintiff had re-sold the lands for $40,000, 
and claimed : (1) An account of the money 
received. (2) An aooonnt of the money» 
expended by the plaintiff in improving tbe 
lande. (3) Payment of the balance, after 
deducting interest computed as above.

Cassidy, for the plaintiff, moved in Cham­
bers, under rule 204, to exclude the counter­
claim on the ground that it could not be 
conveniently disposed of in thie action, and 
would delay the recovery of judgment upon 
the plaintiff’s claim by the taking of long 
accounts on the counter-claim.

Lnxton, contra. x,
Judgment was delivered by Mr, Juitioe 

Drake on October 14, aa follows :
“I aee no reason why the defendant Harris 

should not set up the counter-claim. Before 
the Judicature Acte a separate debt could 
not be set off against a joint claim, nor a 
joint debt against a separate claim, but now 
euoh a defence may be raised by counter­
claim. The counter-claim should be 
nected with the original cause of action; if 
it is entirely independent of it and uncon­
nected with it, the defendant will be left to 
a separate action. Here, the defence raised 
by the oonnter-olaim ie intimately connect­
ed with the cause of action, and, if proved, 
will be a complete answer to it. I think, 
therefore, this summons should be dismiss­
ed. Coate in the cause.”

Cassidy, for the appeal ; “We admit that 
there ie nothing in this counter-claim which 
would prevent the question it raises being 
tried along with the issue raised on the 
claim and defence, and do not aay that it ie 
not a proper subject oi counter-claim. The 
question it raieea is, however, independent 
of the iesnee raised by the denial of the claim, 
and li not connected with them, except 
historically. The question of whether the 
plainte and Harris were partners in the 
land bought by the plaintiff (with ita con­
sequences) ie irrelevant to the question of 
whether the defendant» or Harris received 
from the plaintiff more than the real pur­
chase money, which ie the whole issue 
raised by the olaim and defence. We do 
not go the length of saying that an inde­
pendent matter cannot be set up by oonnter- 
olaim, but there is here no foundation in 
fact for the reasoning that defendant’s 
claim should be disposed of in thie action 
ae involving the same issues ae those on the 
claim.

“ Rule 204 waa intended to secure speedy 
and effectual justice, by permitting to be 
joined in the same action all cross claims 
between the parties or any iff them, of each 
a nature that they can be disposed of with­
out delay, at the same time, by the same 
judgment, and, therefore, in all oases in 
which it has appeared that a counter-claim 
involved the taking of long aooonnt* or in­
troduced other elements iff delay so as to 
retard the plaintiff’s judgment till the de­
fendant’s olaim was ascertained, the counter­
claim has been excluded ae contrary to the 
•pirit of the rule. (Gray v. Webb, 21 Ch. 
D., 802: Central Bank v. Osborne, 12 P. 
R., 160; Odell v. Bennett, 13 P. R., 10; 
Naylor v. Farrer, 26 W. R, 809.)’’ \

San Francisco, Oct. 27.—Dr. Vincent, of 

Fresno, was hanged in Sen Quentin prison 
to-day for the murder of his wife. About 
1885 Dr. Vincent and his wife came to 
Fresno. They had then been married about 
four years. Her maiden name was Annie 
L. Poole, and her home was in Tehama 
county. Her family had strongly opposed 
her marriage tp Dr. Vincent on the ground^ 
that he waa a drunkard. After coming to' 
Fresno he oontinued his course of dissipa­
tion and grew worse in time. He failed to 
provide for hie family or even for himself. 
Then hie wife took in sewing, and thereby 
provided for herself, child and husband. 
Later op he began to add abase to neglect. 
Finally, about December, 1890, being unable 
any longer to endnre the life she wae lead­
ing, Mrs. Vincent began suit for divorce. 
The papers were served on the 12th of 
Deoember, 1890, and the murder waa com­
mitted on the 18th of the same month. 
Mra. Vincent was then living apart from 
her husband and was forced tp support her­
self and child by sewing.

Between 12 and 1 o’clock on Deoember 18 
Vincent went to a drug atore rod borrowed 
a revolver, saying he wanted it to kill a dog 
that had bitten him. He immediately took 
a carriage and drove to Mrs. Vincent’s home, 
paid and dismissed tbe driver and entered 
the house by the front door, going through 
the parlor to the,sewing room adjoining. 
Mrs. Kedd, a sewing' woman, and a Mrs. 
Rogers, were present with Mrs. Vincent. 
He asked his wife if he could speak to her a 
moment. She requested Mrs. Rogers to ac­
company her, and when all three were 
ed in the parlor Vincent aeked his wife if 
she intended to withdraw the suit for 
divorce, and wae entered in- the 
negative. He took a small phial from 
his pocket, saying “ take that,” which she 
refused to do. He immediately drew the 
revolver, saying, ae he pointed it at her, 
“ Take this then.” Four shot» in all were 
fired, one striking her in the right hand, 
and as she waa running through the door 
back into the sewing-room he placed the 
revolver close to her body and shot her in 
the back. She fell on the door of the sew­
ing-room, and he placed the revolver at her 
left breast as she lay there dying and 
fired again. She did not speak after the 
shooting commenced, and died almost in-

ties, Vincent said, “ God bleea my friends 
and forgive my enemies.” He smoked a 
cigar until the black cap wae put over hie 
brad. The trap was sprang at 12 o’clock, 
and Vincent’s neck wae broken. Every­
thing went off quietly.

The case of Chin Ah Soong, charged with

The steamer Coquitlam is to be surren­
dered to the Coe tome authorities at Port 
Townsend, and, according to a Vancouver 
dispatch, was sent over last evening. The 
Coquitlam, after having been seized for the 
alleged illegal transfer of sealskins, was re­
turned upon her owners, the Union Steam­
ship Co., giving bonds equal to her value. 
These bonds were secured by mortgage 
covering not only the Coquitlam, but other 
vessels owned by the company, and this 
mortgage, it is said, has been eo serions a 
hindrance to the financial operations of the 
company that they have determined to free 
themselves of it by surrendering the 
steamer. The appeal against Judge Truitt’s 
decision, confirming the seizure; is now 
pending. It is separate from the appeal, 
also now going on, in the case of the seal­
skins forming the Coquitlam’s oargo, and for 
the release of which other bonds were given.

(From the Toronto Globed
Ottawa, Oct. 19.—An important con­

troversy between the Federaj and 
Provincial powers relative to the 
railway belt in British Columbia, 
which b forty miles wide and extends right 
across the centre of the Province, and in­
volving also the interesting constitutional 
question as to whether the Crown can do 
one thing through the Lieutenant-Governor 
of a Province and then repudiate it through 
the Governor-General, came before the 
Supreme Court of Canada to-day in the 
shape of the appeal of Farwell v. the Queen.

In 1885 Farwell obtained by purchase a 
Crown grant under the great seal of British 
Columbia of 1,176 acres of land situated in 
what b known as the railway belt of British 
Columbia, a tract of land twenty miles on 
either side of the C. P. R., conveyed by 
Provincial statute to the Dominion in 1883 
to allow of the Dominion recouping iteelf 
from sales to settlers for the expenditure on 
the railway. The Dominion Government 
entered an action in the Exchequer Court 
for intrusion, claiming possession of these 
1,176 acres in behalf of Her Majesty. The 
Exchequer Judge decided in favor of Far- 
well, but on appeal the Supreme Court of 
Canada reversed this, and ordered that 
Farwell be dispossessed of the lands.

Last year the Dominion Government, for 
the Queen, entered another action in the 
Exchequer court to annul the Crown patent 
issued by the Lieutenant-Governor of Bri­
tish Columbia to Farwell, and the court 
held the patent to be void on the ground 
that the Dominion, and not the Province, 
owned the lands. To-day Mr. D’Alton Mc­
Carthy asked the court to set aside the de- 
cision of the Exchequer Judge. He object­
ed to the Crown taking an action for intru­
sion and afterwards to annul the grant on 
the ground that the Crown has no right to 
split its remedy and harass the subject. He 
also contended that the Exchequer court 
had no jurbdiotion, because the Provincial 
courts were the proper forum in which to 
take proceedings, and then it must be done 
by petition of right or some other form 
emanating from the Crown as represented 
in the Province.

The number and magnitude of 
the failures decreased less than had been 
expected ; the liabilities in three weeks of 
October amounting to $15,075,072, against 
about $7,000,000 for the same weeks last 
year. Thb week there have been 352 fail­
ures in the United States, against 177 last 
year, and 44 in Canada, against 20 bst year, 
including one bank and two western failures 
for a million or more. There were 66 cases 
of liabilities exceeding $5,000 4aoh.”

Bradstreets to-morrow will say: “The 
exports of wheat and flour from both coasts 
of the United States endlCmada thb week 
amount to 3,327,000 bushels, compared

The statement of the Union Paoifios 
financée, on the appliestfon for a receiver, is 
mainly a recital of the immense losses of 
business pending the late‘silver de­
pression and the protracted deferment of 
repeal, and it fa very doubtful whether the 
company would have drifted into its ack­
nowledged bankruptcy had it not been for 
these drains upon its business. The Union 
Pacific fa by no means the only one of ear 
railroad corporations that has seriously suf­
fered from this cause, and there fa too much 
reason to fear that, if tbe silver question 
were allowed to remain muoh longer unset­
tled, other embarrassments may not un­
likely result The signa at Washington, 
however, are now looking blighter,' and we 
may be permitted to hope that the deadly 
incubus of suspended legislation will soon be 
removed from the business and the credit of 
the country.
' In no well-informed quarters fa the con­

tinued unlimited time issue of silver money 
regarded as a possibility; and that con­
fidence fa an anchor that will keep the 
country from again drifting on the rooks of 
penio from which we have just escaped. The 
poeitiveness of this confidence fa the main 
cause of the underlying strength of the in­
vestment market. It fa evident that a 
similar view of the prospecta of silver re­
form fa taken in the foreign markets for 
securities. But while this oonfidenee serves 
as • a strong support to the market, the 
delay of that conclusion acts in many ways 
aa a drag upon both values and transactions. 
It keeps np a reservation in the larger 
operations of corporate credit, which tends 
to the embarrassment of railroad finanoe.

Upon business operations at Urge, the 
position of the Senate also has a discourag­
ing effect.

Edwin Gould this afternoon rad refused to 
leave until he had made a demand for $3,000.

Berlin, Oot. 30.-rA woman was exe- 
suted to thto city to-day, she being the first 
woman to suffer the death penalty here 
stooe Berlin was made a Kaisertadt. The 
last woman to suffer the^xtreme penalty of 
the law was executed to 1847. The victim 
to-day was Emilie Zeillmra, nee Kuehne, 
of Hemmer, Prussian Silesia. She had been 
convicted of the murder of her husband, 
and the facts elicited at the trial showed 
that the crime was a most deliberate rad cold 
blooded one. Fran Zeillmra was 48 years 
old. In Germany capital sentences are 
earned oat by a headsman, rad to-day 
Reindal, oi Magdeburg, acted to that 
capacity. The preparations for the exe­
cution were kept secret. Even Reindal did 
not know until last night who it waa he was 
to decapitate. The condemned woman, who 
had bran Incarcerated to the Moabite prison, 
was only apprised of the nearness of her 
fate at 1:30 yesterday afternoon. Up to 
that time she had firmly believed that the 
Emperor would grant a respite. When she 
was told that" she was to die to-day, she 
broke down completely, rad her actions 
were pitiable. The Moabite prison has no 
execution yard, and the prisoner was there­
fore transferred to the Ploetzneree prison. 
She was taken there yesterday to a van,' 
a number of mounted police riding around 
the conveyance. The prison was reached at 
2:30 o’clock, and the woman was placed to 
a cell on the ground floor on the so oalled 
masks’ wing. -The female warden remained 
with her throughout the night.

When sapper time oame the prisoner 
asked that she be served with beefsteak 
rad coffee, remarking as she proffered her 
request, “ it will be the last time I will 
want to eat.” She partook very heartily of 
the food furnished her. As the darkness 
set in, ehg became very restless. She 
would lie on her pallet for a time, and then 
get up and walk up and down to her nar­
row cell. Almost all the night was passed 
in this manner, the prisoner continually 
protesting her innocence. At 7 o’clock, the 
execution attendante appeared in the cell, 

ipanied by a clergyman and 
several other persons. Frau Zeillmra 
was then told that it was time for the final 
preparations for death to be made. She 
was to an agony of fear and made not the 
slightest resistance to those detailed to pre­
pare her for her awful fate. A woman 
stepped up to her as she sat with wide 
staring eyes on » chair, and expeditiously 
out from her dress a circular piece about the 
peck ; then her dark brown hair was twisted 
into a knot rad fastened on the top of the 
head, leaving her whole neck entirely bare.

At 8 o’clock two wardens took her by thé 
arms, lifted her from her seat and half led, 
half carried her into TEe courtyard, where 
the headsman’s block had been placed. Be­
side it stood the executioner resting on the 
hilt of his heavy sword. Half dead with 
tear the woman was placed beside the block 
rad there supported while Prosecutor 
Hemunn read to her the sentence of death. 
The prisoner waa told to kneel, but she 
apparently did not hear, rad the wardens 
gently, but firmly, forced her down 
until her head rested on the block While 
they were doing this, a handkerchief that 
had been temporarily pieced around her 
neck was removed. The next instant after 
her head touched the block there was a 
gleaming flash of steel, rad the head of the 
woman dropped into the basket placed to 
r®°rive it.

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Fort Stxili, Oct. 29.—(Special.)—Up to 
the present time no aloe hy been found to 
the parties who robbed the Chinese—bnt a 
strong suspicion recta upon a man, a gambler 
by profession and an opium smuggler—who 
recently took French leave of Fort Steele.

A man named Siepert, of Ubhy Creek. 
Montana, who worke* on B. W. Jones’ 
steamer Annerly as a deck hand, left the 
steamer on her last trip op, remained here 
and built a small boat, to which he left 
rather mysteriously at 8 o’clock at night for 
Jennings, Montana. He got to Tobaooo 
Plains (a dietanoe of 76 miles) next morning 
early, and was seen alone to the boat at 
MoCraoken’s store. It was known, before 

Washington, Oct. 26.—Secretary Hoke he reached Tobaooo Plains, that he had a
. party with him named Kirkpatrick.

Special Officer Nelson nw Kirkpatrick on 
the opposite side* of the Kootenay, and: 
when he espied Ahe officer he took to the 
brush and disappeared. It is thought he 
afterwards joined the boat further down 
the river, and It is further reported that 
021,000 was offered at the railroad office at 
Jenktog’e to be expressed to Spokane (in 
dust), about the amount lost by the Chi- 
nese, bnt this lacks confirmation.

Kirkpatrick, or Fitzpatrick, hails from 
Spokane, and is reported to have had a 
hotel or saloon there. He lus been around 
the Chinese a good deal and knew all about 
their clean up and about their going out, an 
he mixed freely amongst them. In fact, 
the Chinese admit that they told him and 
hie partner about forty pounds of opium, 
which they say went down the river to the 
United States.

Mr. Confines, S.M., is still here, and bas­
net left a atone unturned to get at the bot­
tom of the matter, bnt he finds it difficult 
to secure the facts.

Suspicion pointe strongly to certain par­
tie» at Fort Steele who most have lent their 
aid to the party or parties who carried ont 
the robbery, and it is hoped ere long that 
they will be to safe keeping.

Poor Rogers, who was killed near Canal 
Flat, was buried at Windermere, and a nun 
named Bob Thornbnry, who was going to 
help to dig 'the grave dropped deed on his 
way to tile graveyard, and was buried next 
day to a grave beside the man whose grave 
he intended to dig.

The funeral iff both men was 
tended, testifying the respect 
held to; wreathe of wild flowers were placed 
on both graves, and the burial service was 
read by Geo.

number at about 20. The motorman stayed 
with the car as long as possible, having a 
narrow escape for his own life. He hae sub­
scribed to an affidavit, whioh reads aa follows :

•‘1, Edward F. Terry, make the follow­
ing statement : "That I am motorman for 
the East Side Railway company. I left the 
station at Milwaukee for Oak Grove at 6:45, 
took on three passengers at Oak Grove, 
turned there for Portland, after Whioh time 
I do not know how many got on the oar. I 
found the track somewhat slippery all the 
way in, but worse on the bridge than else­
where. I made reasonable stops wherever 
I found it slippery. I threw off the power 
as usual on coming to the bridge, then 
threw the power on about one turn after 
getting on the bridge, but don’t know how 
long I kept the power on, hut it 
was a very short .time, as we expected 
to meet teams at any time on the bridge. 
When I got into the fog, which' was 
heavier on the bridge than anywhere 
else I had seen it this ' morning, I tried 
my brake about three spans east of the 
draw; it worked all right and held the 
wheels, but I found that the wheels slid on 
the track. By thie time I wae within one 
span of the draw, and for the first time I 
saw the red light, I then reversed switch 
and put on the brake. It seemed to have 
no effect; the oar continued to slide. The 
power was on the reverie when the oar went 
into the river. I stayed with the oar until 
It broke through the gate, tod I saw that I 
■had done all in my power to stop the car, 
then I jumped and landed on the sidewalk 
and held on to the outside railing of the 
bridge. My feet were hanging over the 
edge of the bridge. When I got np the Car 
had sunk out of sight. I did hot seejt go 
into the river. I don’t know how many 
passengers were on the oar at the time.”

The statement of Conductor Powers is as 
follows : “ I, C. W. Powers, hereby make 
the following statement : I am a conductor 
on the Beat Side railway. I left the station 
on the car •• Inez ” at Milwaukee at 6:45 
a.m. and Went to Oak Grove. Left Oak 
Grove at 5:55 with five passengers. The 
track and trolley Were very frosty along the 
line. It was also very foggy. At Selwood 
I took on some more passengers ; don’t know 
how many. At Midway took on two or 
three more. Coming through Bsst Portland 
I took up three passengers, one of whom was 
a tidy. When we went mîlhrtiHtfÿr the

through the ear to look at the register and 
look for thered light; saw that the motorman 
was looking for the light and had the brakes 
on, so I didn’t caution him. I then took 
my register. At soon as I saw the red light 
I opened the door and saw that the motor- 
man oould not hold the oar. I then called 
to the passengers to save themselves, and 
jumped off the front end of the oar just ae 
the oar struck the gates. I saw a number ot 
passenger* jump off before the oar left the 
bridge. I heard a lady cry for help and 
went to her rescue, and found her to he 
Mies Thsyer. She thought she was hurt, 
but after walking a short distance with her 
ehe said ahe was all right and would go to 
work.” The oouduotor and motorman have 
both surrendered themselves to the polios 
authorities, and were released on their own 
recognizances.
