Report of the Archaeological and Natural History

Committee.

Gentlemen :

Your Committee has held several meetings during tl'A- ytar

past, at which unfortunately, but few of the members were

present.

On account of the change which took place a year a_<;o in

the quarters occupied by the Society, the collectioii.s were

found, at the beginning of this year, to be in a somewhat un-

satisfactory condition, there being a want of classification and

proper arrangement. A good many of the labels attaclicd to

exhibits had in some manner been mislaid or even lo;«t.

Further, on careful examination, some of the labels .still at-

tached were found to be faulty in their character. Your Com-

mittee has done considerable work in rearranging «• 'jciiiiiii-

and attaching new labels. This part of the work has as yet.

however, not been finished ; the fossil department ha\ ing as

yet not been entered upon. It is hoped, however, tliat the

collections will soon be properly' classified throughout. And

when this is finished it is believed that this department of the

Society's work will add materially to the interest taken by

the public generally in the Society.

Tliis vSociety shall be called the Historical and Scientific

ARTICLE V—GOVERNMENT.

Council consisting of the members of the Society resident in Winnipej,'.

2, The Executive Council shall have the custody of the buildiniss,

funds, securities and properties of ail kinds belonging to the Society,

They shall have in their hands the entire control and regulation o! its

affairs. They shall have control of the collection and disbursements of

funds and shall take all needful measures for the success ami proper

management of the Society. They shall have power to appoint such

standing or other coumiittees from their own number as they si ill deem

necessary to the successful operation of the Society and its several de.

partments, and may frame by laws for the regulation of the museum aaJ

library as they may see fit, provided the same are not inconsistent with

the provisions of this constitution and the Act of Incorporation, They

ARTICLE VI-OFFICERS.

1. The othcers of the Society who shall be chosen from the members

of the Executive Council shall be as follows :
