rates. The padrone always prefers to
engage a large family with many chil-
dren, for this means many pickers and
of a sort more easily satisfied with the
low rate of wages.

When picking begins the entire fam-
ily may be seen on the bog; bables are
left to amuse themselves as best they
may, while ali children, who are old
enough, work. Upon 17 of the bogs
visited this year, where a careful count
was made, 32 per cent. of the pickers
were found to be under 14, 18. per cent.
were -under 10 years of age, and on 12
bogs some children under five were
seen working. These children are en-
couraged, when they are not compelled,
by both padrone and the parents to
keep at york thruout the day.

The work i§ 'in the open, and un-
doubtedly has its healthful feature;
but among the conditions which make
it unsuitable for young children is
the prevalling wetness of the ground.
