Railways over 150 miles taxe'f

Sixty dollars @ mile for single track
and $20 a ‘mile for each additional
track in organized districts; $40 and $1)
in unorganized districts.

Additional revenue will amount to

The treasurer proposed to increase the

tax on ‘the railways on t basis of
mileage. If the province wént beyond
that the result would be either to take
the additional revenue at the expense
of the people or impair the service of
the railways. He thought the railways
would submit to a fair increase,
Tax Doubled.

Under the old 2ot railways under 150
milés in length escaped taxation and
it was proposed to leave the law as
it stands. For railways over 150 miles
the tax will be doubled. That is, in-
stead of $30 a mile for single track and
$10 a mile: for ‘each additional
track, the tax will be $60 a mile for a
single track and $20 a mile for each
additional track. This will apply to
organized districts, In unorganized
districts the tax is now $20 and $5 and
it will be increased to $40 ana $10.

These figures will apply to electric
railways of over 150 miles in length
running -on their own right of way.
Under the old act there was a tax of
$10 a mile on rural railways running on
the highway, but it was not collected.
The government propose to impose a
tax of $10 a mile for each track. There
will be no addition to the tax on rail-
ways in cities.

The increase, the treasurer said,
would amount to between $180,000 and
$190,000 a year.

Disposition of Tax, X

Then, as to the disposition of the re-
ceipts. It was proposed to make the
municipalities partners with the pro-
vince in supplying the unfortunate in
the asylums.

Out of the whole tax $30, 000 would be
taken to pay the cost of collection and
distribution and to meet the expenses
of the railway commission to be ap-
pointed.

One half of the balance of the re-
ceipts would go to the cities, towns and
villages and townships of the province
in proportion +to population. That
would. on the present census, give each
municipality 8 cents a head of its popu-
lation. That would mean that a town
having a population of 5000 would re-
cieve a credit $400.

The szc-
ong is that of the statug of the pollcy-
hdldeérs ‘of Ontario . beforé the com-
misgion; and .the third and most. im-
portant is the“standing of the com-
mission  itself.
. As to the merits of Mr. Hellmuth's
prgtest, its terms speak for themselves.
Consider two features of {t. Mr. Fitz-
gerald had not+been long in the wit-
ness chair when he shéweg a surpris-
Ing ignorance of some departments of
Hig own work. The trick of his with=-
drawal from the infuisition was
patent. It was hoped by the substitu-
tibn of Mr. Blackadar—the official who
d14-hig best to have abuses corrected—
to give Mr. Fitzgerald the opportunity
of changing his ignorance of insuranca
inte knowledge by the lapse of iime
and by the help of Mr. Blackadar's
elucidations,

Finally the commission, at the behest
of its' servant, weakly withdraws
‘from Mr. Fitzgerald ang the govern-
‘ment department, which should have
‘prevented evory scandal. Mr. Pitzger-
ald is safe from crose-éxamination,
and the commission does not intend to
call him until he has had as much
opportunity as the commission itself
‘has to learn from the companies those
things which he ought to have known
from the beginning.

It is 'most vital, in the public interest,
that the extent to which the nominal
watchman of the nation was a real
watehman should be known. Thg ex-
tent to' which his duty wag not per-
formed will largely influen¢z the
legislation which must be passed, and
upon which the safeguarding of policy-
holders’ interests in future willi de-
pend.

Neither' Mr. Shepley nor Judge Mec-
Tavish was bold enought to refer to
this aspect of the protest. They could
not touch it without damaging their
eWn positions.

THE INFERIOR RULES,

The second aspect of the matter also
concerns prospective legislation. The
amendments to the Insurance . Act,
which were passed In 1899, admittedly
did injustice to the policyholders. De-
finite charges have been made as to the
sources from which ' that legislation
emanated. Mr, Fitzgerald has only
been perfunctorily examined upon his
share in those transactions. Nothing
has been elicited as to what negotia-
tions took place between .the minister
of finance and varioug insurance in-
terests before the bill was introduced.
Nothing has been ascertained as to
the vlews of the minister of finance,
or -even Mr. Fitzgerald himself, .upon
the effect of that act.

Further amendments were held to be
desirable by the Superintendent, and a
bill. was prepareq for submission to
parlidment last session, ‘embodying
what the department then conceived to
bé “thé reforms necessary to a wise
conduct of insurance business.

A fine co-opera-
tion, indeed—co-operation in switching
witnesses and switching the commis-
sion. Mr. Shepley’s estimate of the
Ontario government’s position is like
the average Insurance director’s esti-
mate of the policyholder—he .should be
seen, controlled, and’' not heard. :

Mr. Hellmuth went into the enquiry
with much information about insur-
ance.

If any man would desire to see a
more humiliating spectacle than that
iwhich was offered’ to the Dominlon of
Canada by Judge McTavish yesterduy
he would have to search the wide
world over ‘before he could find it,
Royal commissiong are semi-judicial
bodies. They are constituted by special
authority of the crown. -

Where judges are called to preside
over them, tbeyif have all the moral
éffect of a court of law. Thelir dignity
and influence are only umlteQ by their
common sense and their capacity to
govern everything which comes before
them.

The measure of a commission’s aus
thority is. the measure of its responsi-
bility for {ts report. The vital demand
upon this commission is that it shall
produce a report for the nation which
will display a complete knowledge: of
the subject of interest.

The report will depend upon the spirlp
and scope of the investigation. It may
be satisfactory, it may be unsatisfac-
tory. But the responsibility for it will
rest upon the commissioners and upon
them alone. If they should deal in-
adequately with the subject it wil
not avail them to say, as they said
yesterday, that Mr. Shepley was re-
sponsible for the investigation.

The shifty, incoherent speech of
Judge McTavish wag the speech of a
weakling; the speech of a man who Is
afraid of responsibility: g speech
utterly unworthy of one  who
Dossesses the oveted and honorable
appelation of “His Majesty’s Judge’;
