KLROPATKIN MAY BE HIT 
BATTLE NOT IMPROBABLE

S. R. Callaway, Who Died in New 
York Yesterday, Achieved His 

Own Greatness.
Recent Council of War Decided 

That He Should Risk an 
Engagement.

London, June 2.—No confirmation yet 
has been received of the reported heavy 
fighting near Port Arthur or with 
TSliropatkin's army, altho the latter is 
not regarded as improbable. Rumors 
persist that court influence at St. Pet­
ersburg is being exercised to induce 
General Kuropatkin to assume the of­
fensive in an endeavor by a victory to 
retrieve the Russian military reputa­
tion.

The Daily Telegraph’s St. Petersburg 
correspondent says: “A recent council 
of war decided that Kuropatkin should 
risk an engagement. The emperor 
ratified this Judgment, even going so 
far as to authorize the despatch of 
ticops from the German frontier to the 
far east, on the ground that as Ger­
many was benevolent, she might be 
trusted safely. All hopes are centred 
now on Kuropatkin, who will make 
desperate efforts to save Port Arthur.”

Against these statements must be 
placed the official contradiction com- 
municated to the Associated Press and 
alt eady cabled that General Kuropat­
kin would move southward.

The correspondent of The Standard 
at Tokio announces that non-combat- 
gpts are quitting Gensan, owing to in­
cursions of small parties of Russians 
Into Northeastern Korea. The situa­
tion there is not deemed a serious one.

Anarchy at Dalny.
The Times’ correspondent at Chefoo 

cables: "During the interval of 30
hours between the Russian evacuation 
of Dalny and the Japanese occupation, 
dnarchy prevailed. The local Chinese 
officials allowed the prison to be forced, 
with the result that about 20 cut­
throats had the run of the town.

“Some time will be required to make 
the ports of Dalny and Talienwan safe 
for shipping to enter, as the Sanshan- 
tao Islands have been connected very 
skilfully with the mainland by mines 
zigzagging over a large.Jield. The dam­
age to the Russian works ashore is In­
significant. The Japanese have much 
railway material on the way.”

No Meditation.
Rumors of mediation in the Russo- 

Japanese war caused a rise of half 
per cent, in consols and a general up­
ward tendency on the London market 
yesterday afternoon, but the rumors 
have found no confirmation in diplo­
matic centres. The foreign office 
characterizes the report that media­
tion'” is pending in the Immediate fu­
ture as “rubbish.” Baron Hayashi, 
who, as Japan’s senior minister and 
foremost powerful representative 
abroad, would be the first to hear of 
any stich move, says: “Not a whis­
per of mediation has reached me. For 
us to stay our hands at this moment 
would be senseless folly.”

PORT ARTHUR ATTACKED.

Samuel R. Callaway, president of the 
American Locomotive Company, and former 
president of the New York Central Rail­
way, died in New York City y ester-lav. 
Death followed an operation for mastoidi­
tis. He bad been ailing for several weeks.

Mr. Callaway was born in this city on 
Dec. 24, 1850, ou Tempera ice-street, and 
it was in this licality that he grew up 
and reached manhood. His parents were 
only in fair circumstances in life, and 
Callaway’s brilliant career in the railway 
world was entirely due to his independent 
efforts.

Cossacks Brought Their Lances Into 
Play With Deadly Effect to 

Mikado’s Men.

: Iiiaoyang, June 1.—The Japanese 
lost two hundred killed and a num­
ber of horses killed in the fight at 
Vagenfuchu Monday. The Russians 
opened fire in the morning and after 
two hours and a half long range fire 
the Japanese under General Akkiama 
prepared to etiarge and crush the 
force which had been harassing them 
for 21 days. In the meantime Gen­
eral Samsonoff was approaching Va- 
genfuchu with a force of cavalry. It 
was a sight worth seeing when at 
the word of command the Russion 
spuadron formed and rushed like a 
whirlwind across the terribly cut-up 
country, clearing away all obstacles, 
the batteries at the same time tro. 
ting along the frightful roads.

Having passed the railroad station 
the troops came under the fire of the 
Japanese machine guns, but with­
drew without suffering much loss.

Mr. Barker in moving for papers 
pointed out that the word "confiden­
tial” did appear at the head of the 
document read to the house, but by 
what right had the prime minister to 
undertake to receive and entertain 
such a proposition as a™ confidential 
matter which could not be submitted 
regularly to parliament? What about 
the government’s answer to that pro­
posal, what was behind all this? What 
justification was there for compelling 
the opposition to question and cross- 
exajnlne the government in order to get 
this information? How was it that Sir 
Wilfrid, knowing of the existence of 
this document, did not ask Mr. Hays’ 
permission to produce it Was it be­
cause it would help the opposition in 
their argument ? The moment Mr. 
Fielding wanted to use it the prime 
minister got Mr. Hays’ permission, and 
the document was read. Knowing the 
house wanted this paper, and that it 
existed, why did Sir Wilfrid go out of 
his way to state previously that “with­
out any equivocation whatever” be had 
brought down “all” the papers? It was 
equivalent to the prime minister say­
ing there was no document other than 
the documents produced. Surely the 
prime minister could have said there 
was a certain confidential document 
which he was not at liberty to pro­
duce. True, Mr. Fielding expressed the 
view that such documents were to be 
“ignored.” But did this mean that par­
liament was to be ignored, and only 
such matters of public concern brought 
before it as the government might 
choose. Was this to be a star cham­
ber government? Mr. Barker said he 
moved his resolution with the under­
standing that it covered all the docu­
ments in the case in the possession of 
the government.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier replied that l.e 
did not object to the motion, nor would 
he object to Mr. Borden’s speech, al­
tho certain portions of which might be 
considered as offensive if they were to 
be taken seriously. He was inclined to 
think, however, that Mr. Barker had 
spoken hastily. As to whether the 
government had the right to receive. 
Entertain such a proposition when 
marked confidential, he would agree 
with Mr. Barker in saying they 
not, but the government didn’t enter­
tain the document. Perhaps under 
such circumstances he should have re­
turned the document to the writer, but 
it didn’t occur to him to do so.

Ottawa Electric Company's bill, which was 
dealt with in the private bills committee foday, was apparent. While the Consum­
ers’ Company, nnder Its agreement with 
the city, could not sell its stock to the Ot­
tawa Electric Company or any other com­
pany, the Ottawa Electric Company, un­
der the provisions of this bill would be en­
abled to acquire the stock of the Consum­
ers' Company, and in short wipe out com­
petition altogether. As the Ottawa Elec­
tric Company has a perpetual franchise 
In the City of Ottawa, the effect of the 
nasage ot its bill would be to leave the 
city at its mercy, and with little or no 
chance of competition.

Mayor Ellis aud the members of the city 
council, who opposed the granting of a 
contract to the Ottawa Electric Company, 
were fully alive o the dangers Involved In 
the bill. They appeared before the private 
bills comittee to-day, backed up by City 
Solicitor McVelty, ex-Mayor I red Cook and 
W D. Lighthall, secretary of the Union or 
Canadian Municipalities. The OttawaElec- 
tric Company was represented by George 
Henderson, K.C., W. Y. aSoper, president 
of the company, and apparently by some 
members of the committee, who made no 
pretence of concealing their sympathy with 
the objects of the monopoly. Mayor Lius 
made an unanswerable argument against 
the bill, showing that Its pasage would de­
prive the city of the competition secured 
by the conditions which is had attached to 
the Consumers' Light Company franchise. 
He protested strongly against the Domin­
ion parliament wiping out this protection 
and leaving the city open to the danger of 
an oppressive lighting monopoly.

City Solicitor McVelty proceeded on a 
elmilâr line against the bill and W. p. 
Llghthall showed the committee how the 
City of Montreal had been placed in a simi­
lar situation to that which threatens Ot­
tawa, and subjected to oppressive rates. 
He said thu the Montreal consumer was 
obliged to pay about $1.40 per horse power, 
even tho power is produced by the Shawln-i 
ingan Falls Company for $15 per horse 
power. ,

The company's representatives rested 
their case on the contention that, notwith­
standing the agreement between the city 
and the Consumers' Company» it'would be 
possible for teh Consuinevs' Company to 
fall into the control of the Ottawa Electric 
Company, since it could nave sold its stock 
to another company. This argument was 
palpably weak. As Mayor Ellis and Mr. 
McVelty pointed out the city had un­
doubtedly some protection under the agree­
ment which it made with the Consumers' 
Company, or the protec‘lve. provisions 
would not have been Inserted. Why, they 
demanded, should parliament step in and 
dtprive the city of this protection. They 
also pointed out that granting the legis­
lation asked for would b ? greatly to simp­
lify the w'ork of amalgamation and tlmt 
the city would he left without any pro­
tection whatever against the danger of 
a consolidation of the electrical interests of 
Ottawa.

Mr. Henderson, the company's represen­
tative, took slightly too much fiberty with 
the toleration of the decent element of the 
committee when he declared hat as a rate­
payer he objected to the mayor and others 
making the city ridiculous by their con­
stant hostility to the Ottawa Electric 
Company. Solicitor-General L»-mieux, who 
wag present at the committee, quietly In­
formed Mr. Henderson that the Mayor of 
Ottawa appeared to be doing nothing more 
than bis duty and the ehairma i of the 
committee, M. K. Cowan.

Blain controverted by citing the case 
of a thirteen acre rose conservatory 
established In his own town which last 
year produced a hundred thousand dol­
lars’ worth of cut flowers, whereas 
formerly these had to he imported 
from the United States. That condi­
tions were also changing in regard to 
the production of fruit was hown by 
the evidence given this session by A. 
P. Stevenson before the agricultural 
committee to the eqect that apples 
y ere now grown plentifully in Mani­
toba jnd that very soon that province 
would be able to supply fbe local de­
mand for apples. The importations of 
fruits under the free list had grown 
Immensely during the past ten years. 
In pineapples and bananas, alone, the 
Increase had ben 32,317,669. These 
fruits of course were not grown in 
Canada. But of flax seed, which was 
also free, we imported last year 31,- 
376,537 worth nearly all from the Unit­
ed States. The American tariff on 
flax seed from Canada was twenty- 
five cents per bushel, while Canada 
admitted flax sed free. Surely, he 
said, It could not be argued that We 
were unable to produce an abundance 
of flax seed In this country.

Mr. Heyd of Brant poked fun at the 

whole business. He ridiculed the idea 
that importations of 658,000 pounds of 
butter a year could affect a country 
that produced 141,000,000 pounds annu­
ally. He applied the same argument 
to cheese, eggs, potatoes and apples, 
declaring the importations of these 
were relatively so small they did not 
come into competition with the Cana­
dian products at all. As over Mr. 
Blaln’s reference to the free impor­
tation of southern fruits, Mr. Heyd 
waxed exceedingly funny. He want­
ed to know if we were to tax pine- 
apjjles, oranges and lemons in order 
to make the people eat more dried 
apples in Canada. Finally, Mr. Heyd 
Characterized the resolution as absurd, 
and expressed the hope that the house 
would' vote it down.

The reply to this was given by Mr. 
Johnston of Cardwell, who expressed 
surprise at such sentiments from an 
avowed protectionist like Mr. Heyd, 
who, however, confined his solicitude to 
the products of his own town. The 
farmers, said Mr. Johnston, could and 
should be protected Just as the manu­
facturers- He said that without ade­
quate protection the market gardener 
was In the position that it would not 
pay him to raise vegetables in expen­
sive hot houses, which would be ne­
cessary to supply the home market, but 
if that home market were assured to 
him he would do so, and the consumer 
would have an ample supply at as low 
prices as he was paying now for Im­
ported vegetables. He reminded the 
house that the member for Brant was 
the hon. gentleman who last year ad­
vocated a bounty on binder twine just 
because binder twine was made in his 
own town, yet he had nothing but ridi­
cule for those who would protect the 
larger industry of market gardening.

British Columbia, today called the 
atetutiou of the government to the purport 
of a resolution passed by the United States 
senate, requesting he president of that coun­
try to tnk the necessary steps for reopen­
ing with Great Britain the question of the 
Pacific Ocean and Behring Sea seal fisher­
ies and for a readjustment of the award 
made on Aug. 15, 1803, at Paris, by the ar­
bitration commission, composed of eminent 
men of France, Italy, Sweden and Norway, 
the United States, Great Britain and Can­
ada, under the treaty of Feb. 1, 1693, be­
tween Great Britain and the United States, 
providing for submission to arbitration of 
the fur seal question.

Senator McDonald, after giving a brief 
history of the dispute, asked if the gov­
ernment would resist the reopening of this 
question, and in the event of the British 
government acquiescing in the vequst of the 
United States, would the Dominion govern­
ment insist that a majority of the British 
commissioners shall be citizens of the Do­
minion, poscs'siong a knowledge of the seal 
question, the arguments and contention 
which have arisen thereon, as well as the 
decisions arrived at by the Paris tribunal 
in August, 1803. in every case of similar 
logotiation, he said, Canada had far the 
worst of it, and he hoped that the govern­
ment would firmly resist the reopening of 
this question.

lion. K. W. Hcott said that until the ques­
tion was reopened it would be improper 
and impolitic for the government to indi­
cate its policy. The government was aware 
of the Importance and had resisted any re­
opening of the question. The arguments 
set forth by the United States were insti­
gated by those who had the monopoly of the 
sealing. If, under pressure, the question 
had to be .reopened, the government would 
be firm, and the killing of seals would be 
more restricted than at present. It was 
understood that every five years the ques­
tion could be reopened, and it was pos­
sible that that might he used for the pur­
pose of amending the regulations.

Chancellor Wallace in his first let­
ter objected to the examining of 
didates on their special subjects alone 
as being too narrow. In our last let­
ter we expressed our approval of a 
widening of the proposed test, if neces­
sary, to cover all deficiencies in gen­
eral culture. Now that we have free­
ly met his objection, he ls overcome 
with a new fear, the fear of "a great 
burden of unnecessary 
on candidates, for example, from To­
ronto.'Queen'a,and McMaster Universi­
ties-" It becomes apparent now that 
the objection of his first letter 
mere feint, and that his real objection 
is to any examination whether broad 
or narrow. Naturally, he is satisfied 
with the present system ; we are not, 
and we have alreaûÿ shown its imper­
fections, some of which have been 
knowledged-

In his second letter the chancellor 
again conjures up the phqntom of the 
dominant influence of fii&* provincial 
university in the proposed examina­
tions. As a ground for his fears, he 
quotes an Irrelevant resolution of uni­
versity college council, passed apronoe 
of the Latin question. Supposing that 
the senate had made a general claim 
of predominance, which It has not, 
either directly or indirectly? or 
supposing for argument’s sake that it 
had made such a claim in this matter, 
what has it to do with the question? 
The chancellor knows perfectly well 
that the settlement of all details, both 
as to standard and the personnel of 
the board, is, and must be, entirely 
in the hands of the education depart­
ment.

PUBLIC OWNERSHIP.
When The World pays it is in favor 

of public ownership it means that it 
is in favor of public ownership all 
along the line. If a man professes to 
be a public ownership man in regard 
to a transcontinental railway, he must 
also be in favor of public ownership 
for the municipality in which he lives, 
insofar as the distribution of electrical 
energy and of gas, of street railway 
service and the like are concerned. 
When, therefore, The Hamilton Herald 
and The Hamilton Spectator commit 
themselves more or less in favor of 
public ownership in regard to the trans­
continental railway service, they must 
at the same time be friends of muni­
cipal ownership, or something that will 
eventually be public ownership of the 
municipal franchises. For instance, 
the people of Hamilton to-day are very 
much concerned about the way that 
city is tied up to the electric light com­
pany of the Hon. J. M. Gibson, attor­
ney-general of the Province of On­
tario. The city is being charged near­
ly double what it ought to be for street 
lighting. The mayor and some of the 
council are trying to obtain a modifi­
cation in the grlce per lamp as pro­
vided by the contract. Will these pa­
pers turn In and. help the mayor in this 
laudable effort? In this way they can 
hack up Mr. Borden and strengthen 
the cause of public ownership.

Liberal Journals attack Mr. Borden 

on two diametrically opposite lines. 
Some seek to frighten him and the 
Conservative party with such names 
as socialist and iconoclast. A larger 
number say that he is not in earnest; 
that there are Ife and ans and condi­
tions in his declaration; that the true 
friends of public ownership are In the 
Liberal party. This is the more dan­
gerous and effective line of attack. Its 
failure, "or success will depend upon 
the future actions of Mr. Borden, the 
Conservative party and the Conserva­
tive press. If they hedge and hesi­
tate and apologize and defend, instead 
of advancing boldly, they will lose all 
the advantage they now seem likely 
to win.

For it must be remembered that 
there is nothing to prevent the Liberal 
party from becoming a government 
ownership party, except the fact of 
the Liberals being in office in Ottawa 
and Toronto. This circumstance adds 
to the influence of the unprogressive 
elements of the party—the capitalists, 
the officeholders, the timid men who 
dislike new ideas. In opposition the 
Liberals àrê Bold and radical "enough, 
and If they were in opposition to-day 
they would take up government own­
ership and sweep the country on that 
policy.

The Conservative party will do 
nothing with public ownership on the 
lines adopted by The Hamilton Spec­
tator and some other Conservative 
journals, which seek to minimize Mr. 
Borden's declaration, to say that he 
is not really a public ownership man, 
but is only dealing with a special case 
In a special way. How many victories 
would tha^Conservative party have 
won on the National Policy if it had 
been afraid of the word protection; if 
It had said that it was not really in 
favor of protection, but was merely 
dealing In a special way with'some in­
dustries that were In a peculiar posi­
tion? It ls true that some Conserva­
tives may have hedged in this way; 
but the country was swept by the war 
cry of National Policy—national de­
velopment—protection to national in­
dustries. To-day the motto must be 
national ownership of national rail­
ways.

The leaven is working nofonly in 
federal, but in provincial and munici­
pal affairs. Public ownership is gain­
ing ground all along the line. Mr. Bor­
den says in the present case: "If the 
people pay for nine-tenths of the rail­
way. ought they not to own the whole 
of it?" Timid supporters say that he 
ls not here enunciating a general prin­
ciple. Where are the exceptions?^ To 
what steam railway, or electric rail­
way, or gas, or electric lighting service, 
will these words not apply? Where 
is the public service for which the 
people do not in the end pay nine- 
tenths of the cost, and which 

not to own and 
The Dominion parlia­

ment is not dealing to-day with on 
exceptional question; it is dealing with 
a question that may arise in every 
province and every municipality of 
Canada. The people should own and 
control all steam railways, all electric 
railways, all telegraphs and tele­
phones, all lighting systems. All this 
cannot be done at once, but hardly a 
day passes without the opporlunity cf 
striking a blow for the cause. This 
Is the cause with which the Conserva­
tive party must Identify itself if it 
wants to follow- up the advantage of 
Mr. Borden’s declaration. If not, the 
loss will be that of the party. The 
cause is greater than any party, and 
its ultimate triumph is assured.

Professor A. P. Knight of Queen's 
University flnffs two difficulties in the 
scheme outlined In the memorandum 
to the minister: (1) The curriculum;

THE PEOPLE WHO PAY FOR IT. Principal Gordon in his recent letter
on the subject, refers, as does Prof. 
Knight, to the alleged difficulty of de­
fining the scope of the examination, 
and records his objection to a general 
test by outside examiners. These points 
have, in the meantime, been sufficient­
ly dealt with above. Principal Gordon 
is In favor of a continuance cf the 
present system, but he does not at­
tempt to show that it is satisfactory. 
Indeed, he offers strong testimony to 
its defects, when he admits that it has 
been the practice of Queen’s, in some 
instances, to grant specialist standing 
to candidates, even In science subjects, 
who have never attended university 
classes. It seems extraordinary that 
Principal Gordon should think, ss he 
apparently does, that such candidates 
are sufficiently equipped for their spe­
cial professional work. True, we have 
the prlncipai’a assurance that this 
practice has been discontinued, as 
regards science subjects; but what 
about the practice In other subjects and 
in other universities?

Apart from this casual reference hy 
Prlncinal Gordon, there seems to be a 
disposition to ignore the Inequalities 
and deficiencies in standard which 
characterize the present system.

25EUROPE TO COMBINE.
federation to Resist American Ag­
gression and the “Yellow Peril.”

Chicago, June 1.—A union of the ma­
jority of the nations of Europe into a 
great federation has been predicted by 
Anatole Percy Beaulieu, the French 
economist and sociologist, in a lecture 
on “The United States of Europe,” giv­
en under the auspices of the Alliance 
Française,

In this union which Prof. Beaulieu 
thought was sure to come about, tho 
possibly not in the twentieth century, 
three nations, he said, would not be in­
cluded. England, because 
combine instead with the 
States, Russia because it would form 
a great ; independent nation by itself, 
and Turkey, because it would be ab­
sorbed by the coalition and lose its 
identity. The union would be a neces­
sity, the speaker said, to resist Amer­
ican aggression and the “yellow peril.”

THE PALMA TROPHY.

Yesterday at the meeting of the Na­
tional Rifle Association in London, 
Lord Cheylesmore, the president, an­
nounced that General Spencer had ad­
mitted the Americans did not use the 
regulation rifle at the Palma contest 
last year. The excuse for this flag­
rant breach of the conditions regulat­
ing the trophy is that our cute and 
not too scrupulous neighbors took with 
them two patterns of rifles, and as no 
objection was raised to the pattern 
ultimately selected they thought they 
were entitled to use it. In plain Eng­
lish this means that the other compe­
titors relied on the honor of the Unit­
ed .States team that the weapons used 
would be as stipulated of the standard 
pattern carried by the army. As the 
regulations governing the trophy must 
have been thoroly well-known to them 
their excuse is even more disgraceful 
than their conduct.

This disclosure takes all the gilt off 
the victory, which, by the way, was a 
very narrow one. There is but one 
course open to the United States team 
and that is to return the trophy and 
erase the record of the 1903 match 
from it. The whole affair is a melan­
choly commentary on the spirit which 
is the bane of all United oTuTes Sports 
—that intense anxiety to win which 
too often removes all scruple regard­
ing the means by which success is 
achieved, it is a thoroly perverted 
way of regarding the true end of 
competitive sport, and is largely fost­
ered, bj- the. ridiculous braggadocio in 
which our neighbors indulge over any 
victory in th*t< line which may hap­
pen them. This defect in the national 
character has not escaped animadver­
sion at the hands of some of th.rir 
own household and if the humiliat­
ing confession now made brings with 
it for the future less regard for the 
prize and greater scrupulousness in 
the methods of winning it, the ex­
posure may result in much benefit to 
them and to international sport gen­
erally./

Men of Influence Said to Be wVlo« 
tisnivlnff” Churches. WOMEN'S

Under the caption of “The Ministerial 
Pull,” a correspondent to The Canadian 
Baptist, signing- himself “Zouthos/* 
says:

“There is a general and growing feel- 
ting of disgust thruout the country 
against what may be styled ‘the minis­
terial pull.* This ‘puli' begins when 
one of our desirable churches falls va­
cant. The wires are set at work with 
the view of settling with that church 
the choice of some man of influence. 
The friend of the candidate does all in 
his power to place his man, and often 
succeeds in carrying his point. This 
practice, which is gaining a foothold in 
our body, ought to be discouraged on 
every hand. In many cases it is not 
a question as to spiritual, intellectual 
and physical fitness for the work, but 
the friend of the man of influence must 
be placed. Many churches who have 
been thus victimized have found to 
their sorrow that this ministerial pull 
works downward and not upward. Im­
aginé if you can a spirit filled church 
calling a man to the pastorate accord­
ing to the strength of the pull! Is it 
any wonder in the light of these facts 
that few young men of ability are en­
tering the ministry to-day? The con­
ditions are against it, and until they 
are remedied we cannot expect to see 
a change.”

The Baptist, commenting, says:
“Oftentimes it must be very puzzling 

to pastorless churches to know what 
to do and where to turn when thirty 
or forty applications, some directly 
sent by pastors, others indirectly sent 
by friends, come to one church in be­
half of a pastor. Sometimes mistakes 
are doubtless made: but they are fe.v 
compared with the many cases where 
pastors and churches have been hap­
pily joined together by the requested or 
unrequested advice of outside parties 
who have manifested special interest 
In pastorless churches.”

There are no amateurs in the game.

“In order to extinguish every appearance 
of Spanish rule they have pulled down all 
the old fortifications, and they, actually dug 
holes and burled the old 64-pounder guns.
All the merchants in Havana speak Eng­
lish, but In the interior Spanish is neces­
sary. Americans going there learn Spanish.
The railway officials all speak Spanish.

“There is a great deal of game In the 
country. I saw quail and deer. There are 
200 varieties of birds, many of them good 
to eat. There are a few snakes, but none 
venomous. In some of the* large rivers 
there are a lot of alligators or caymans.
There Is good wild boar shooting in the 
mountains.

“They are establishing schools all thru 
the island on the American system. The 
government has also established some ex­
perimental farms and get the best teachers 
from the States. One of the largest banks 
In Havana is the Iloyal Bank of Canada.
They have a fine building and do a fine bus­
iness.

“The people are not very religions and 
seem indifferent. They are not bigoted.
Protestant churches are in all the cities, 
but are not well attended.

Women Well Protected.
“In social life the people keep up the 

old Spanish exclusiveness. No lady of posi­
tion is ever seen out without an escort.
Only a brother or husband walks out with 
a lftdy. Friends ntft members of the fam 
ily talk to ladies they know thru thé iron 
barred doors, but are not allowed to walk 
with them on the streets.

“Eighty per rent, of the criminals are 
In jail for stabbing offences arising out of 
Jealousy. Robberies and crimes of violence 
are less frequent than In the States. One- 
third of the population is colored, but the 
color line Is not drawn as in the States.
Many of the police and other officials are 
colored.

“They have begun to grow cotton in Cu­
ba and it becomes perennial there, not re­
quiring to be planted every year as in the 
States. It gives Immense crops even when 
growing wild.

“Owing to the loss çaiised by war not be­
ing replaced, when DO per cent, of the cattle 
and horses were destroyed, they are now 
Importing stock. 4»,man can make 50 per 
cent, raising cotfle every year.

Its One' Maadvnntage.
“I do not know a country on the face 

of the earth which has so many advantages 
and so few disadvantages.

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The convention was unanimous in 
favor of the abolition of the labor tax 
and the imposition of a direct tax for 
local purposes and a county and state 
tax for principal roads. The Lattinier- 
Brownlow bill before congress, provid­
ing for the appropriation of $24,000,000 
cf federal aid to assist the states in 
making finished roads, was liberally 
discussed and unanimously approved.' 
This provides for the distribution of 
the money among the states In propor­
tion to the population, one-half of the 
cost of the work on principal roads to 
be borne by this fund, and one-half of 
the remainder to be raised by the 
states, the other half by the munici­
palities. Some of the eastern states 
have granted the aid. but in order to 
reach the larger cities. In which 35 per 
cent, of the population resides. It was 
considered equitable that a federal tax 
should be imposed in order that every 
citizen should contribute towards the 
maintenance of rural ways.

The conference was an exceedingly 
important one, bringing as it did re­
presentatives from every section of the 
union.and the interchange of ideas and 
suggestions for special treatment of 
special cases was helpful to all. A re­
port of the conference will be issued 
at the Joint expense of the convention 
and the federal government.

Hon. James Wilson, secretary 
of agriculture in President Roosevelt's 
cabinet, spoke on “Good Roads Neces­
sary to Agricultural Development.”

St. Catharines, May 31.—(Special.)—
Many prophets of evil have been hav­
ing their say about the fruit outlook 
In the Niagara peninsula. Some have 
gone so far as to say there will be 
hardly any peaches this year.no straw­
berries to speak of, and In fact little 
or no fruit of any kind. James White 
of this city, who has had any amount 
of experience, says the stories are al­
together exaggerated, 
spends most of his time traveling 
about the district among the farmers 
and what he says can be safely re­
lied on.

In conversation with The World to­
day Mr. White declared that he had 
no reason to believe that the peach 
trees had been greatly injured by the 
late severe winter. Quite a number 
of peach trees were killed, it was true, 
he said, but peach trees at best are 
delicate and do not live long, and 
every winter sees the death of many 
of them.

"I expect that the peach crop 
year will be a fair average one,” said 
Mr- White. "The Indications point 
that way, anyhow, and I don’t think 
there need be any great anxiety or 
fear that there will not be peaches 
enough to supply the demand.

‘"file reports about the strawberries 
are pretty nearly true, tho.” said Mr. 
White. "Many of the plants were 
killed by the frost and have had to 
be plowed in, but the berries will not 
be as scarce as some have reported 
they will be. The cherries and plums 
look exceedingly well, and there should 
be a good yield In those fruits.”

Fruit men generally around here 
say that this will be a fine apple year.

There was scattered selling 
of Copper, but the buying was considered 
good and the short interest in this stock 
and the disposition of traders to sell it on 
every advance, may ultimately bring ac­
tivity in it and thereby lrt* the leader in 
the upturn of the Standard Oil group. The 
exports of copper are. holding up remark­
ably well, the prospect now being that 
Mpy shipments have exceeded 14.0*) tons.

Marshall, Spader * Co. wired J. G. Beaty, 

King Edward Hotel, at the close pf-the mar­
ket to-day :

Wheat -Extremely light offerings of tong 
wheat, with aw urgent demand from the 
short Intèrest, has been the feature of the 
day. As one set of shorts covered, a new 
set took their place, and they in turn lw- 
came buyers as prtces advanced. The only 
special bull nèws was the Bradstreet re­
port, Showing a decrease of 5,534,000 bush­
els in the world’s supply. It is a little cu­
rious that these figures should be so radi­
cally different from the preceding week, 
when the decrease was less than 1,000^000 
bushels. The stock of contract wheat is 
i.ow all In the hands of practically one in­
terest, who took the wheat delivered on 
the May contracts. Tbe fact that prices ad 
vanee so easily show-s that the market 
Is congested, and with the small stock of 
contract the shorts are at a disadvantage. 
Showery conditions continue In the sooth- 
west. Warm and dry weather Is needed 
to mature the crop. Indications just now 
are that market will continue light until 
some genuine liquidation by longs takes 
place.

Corn—The market has been one of radi­
cal strength all day. The advance was 
steady. The same interests who bought 
the corn yesterday were again heavy buy­
ers. Receipts continue large, but will pro­
bably drop off somewhat after this week. 
The gossip of the room is that Cudahy and 
Gates have made up a pool to bull corn. 
Reports from many sections saying that 
owing to cold, wet ground considerable corn 
would have to be repeated were also a fac­
tor. The latter would be move Important 
at a later date, for the reason that corn 
can be planted for the next two Weeks 
with good results, If the weather is right.

Oats—The market ruled strong, with a 
good Increase in commission house business, 
the July option being the stronger, ad­
vancing 94c. June oats were advanced on 
small sales to nearly 42c. September fol­
lowed in a moderate way, with demand by 
shorts not so urgent. If July oats are worth 
39c, September oats are certainly not high 
at 81c. Corn had much to do with the 
strength in oats.

Provisions—It was a bear day in provi­
sions, with prices about 19c below yester­
day's prices, pork being weaker. Weakness 
was owing to selling by those who desired 
to take profits due from yesterday’s ad­
vance. These offerings fell on an Indifferent 
demand. We do not think provisions will 
decline much, and If corn remains strong 
products should sell higher.

Ennis & 8toppani wired to J. L. Mitch­
ell, 21 Melinda-street:

Wheat—Early Liverpool cables were low­
er, but did not fully follow our decline of 
yesterday, and their September and later 
months were strong on reports of drought 
In Austria. The opening on this side was 
steady, and prices soon took an upward 
tendency,owing to continued rains and talk 
of further deterlorlation in winter wheat, 
due to the cold weather. Cash business 
w'as good. Foreign news was decidedly 
unfavorable, reporting insufficient rains lu 
Southwestern Russia.

Private advices from the southwest say 
there has been nothing but rain there, and 
fears are entertained of a repetition of the 
floods of last year, as thé rivers are ris­
ing. Damage by rust .Is feared, and the 
Illinois wheat is claimed to be suffering 
from ravages by flies. The buying to-day 
was by shorts and commission houses, the 
latter looking like luvestement, and was of 
better character than of late. Weather 
conditions are sufficiently unsatisfactory to 
cause some anxiety as to the result of the 
new’ erou. and prices are likely to show 
some further advance. We still advise the 
purchase of new' September on all set­
backs. Liverpool dosed lower. Clear­
ances 52,421 bushels. Primary receipts 
351,000 bushels, against 248,000 bushels 
last year. The world's visible decreased 
5,534,000 bushels, the principal decrease 
being In wheat oast of the Rockies. Mr. 
Waterman of Albany is credited with own­
ing nil of the No. 1 northern here, and 
refusing to sell it at any price.

Corn—A feature of the market was the 
heavy purchases by a prominent commission 
house. Tbe market was a large one, with 
prices advancing rapidly under a good de­
mand, stimulated by the weekly govern­
ment report, which was considered radi­
cally bullish, and a very light offering. 
Weather reports all over the belt were 
unsatisfactory, and Nebraska reported un­
satisfactory and slow germination. The 
cold weather Is attracting a good Outside 
speculative demand, and a further advance 
Is likely before the present movement sub­
sides, as predlctlObs for’to-morrow are for 
more rain.

Oats—Shorts covered on the strength in 
other grains, and the cool, wet weather. 
There was a better trade than usual, and 
the market closed with considerable 
strength.

Provisions—Receipts of hogs at the yards 
were larger than expected, and there was 
considerable profit taking by local traders, 
but the market maintained a steady under­
tone.

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HUMAN SKIN FOR GRAFTING.

It may not be generally known that 
there Is at the present time a regular 
traffic In the selling and buying of hu­
man skin, said a surgeon in one of the 
big hospitals to a writer In Tlt-lHva. 
We have on our books the names and 
addresses of many men and women on 
whom we can reiy tor several square 
inches of cuticle when the necessity 
arises. These patients, it one may call 
them so, are by no means among the 
poor and destitute, as migh|f, perhaps, 
be supposed, but are people occupying 
an averagely high niche in society, 
young and, or course, 
healthy.

There is one young lady from whom ' 
we have bought from time to lime over 1 
1200 worth ot cuticle, and who manages | 

' to make a very respectable Income by 
disposing of her fair skin, for she sup­
plies other surgeons besides ourselves.

Only the other day we had to perform 
an operation on the throat of a young 
and beautiful leader of society, whicn 
was bound to leave an ugly scar unless 
we could obtain three square inches of 
absolutely healthy cuticle. Without our 
knowledge our patient advertised in a 
medical paper tor the required amount 
of skin, offering 120 per square Inch. She 
received between 400 and B00 replies 
from men and women in all classes of 
life, and, fortunately, brought them to 
me to select from.

Curiously enough I had not opened 
half a dozen before I recognized the 
handwriting of the young lady from 
whom we had already obtained so much 
cuticle, and I at once advised our pa­
tient to accept her offer, which she did. 
The operation of skin-grafting was a j 
perfect success, and no one, to look at 
the fair throat of the beautiful woman 
we had operated on, would believe that 
a knife had ever been near it.

Sometimes, of course, the necessary 
amount of flesh tissue required cannot, 
be obtained from one person, and there 
have been occasions when we have had j 
to requisition every man and woman 
on our books before securing the need­
ful quantity of cuticle. A month ago 
a young man war brought Into the hos- ! 
pital with half his face terribly, scald- j 
ed. When It was healed we knew there 
would be a very disfiguring scar unless 
skin-grafting was resorted to, and al- 
tho the patient was far too poor to pay 
for the tissue, we were fortunately 
able to draw on a special fund which | 
provides for such cases.

Six of our regular "cuticle me'chanU" 
were summoned, and from the arms of 
each we took a certain amount of skin, 
the half-dozen supplying sufficient to 
cbver the wound left on the youth's 
cheek by the scald. The operation was 
a tedious one, but perfectly successful, 
and there is now nothing to Indicate 
that the lad’s cheek has been built up 
with the skin obtained from six differ­
ent peoplé.
