article from Andrew Carnegie, dealing 
with the tariff, will appear In the 
forthcoming December number of The 
Century Magazine, In which the Iron­
master takes the position that “In­
fant Industries” no longer need pro­
tection; that the steel and other in­
dustries have now grown beyond the 
need of tariff protection; that duties 
on luxuries used by the rich should 
be maintained, but that those on man­
ufactured articles should be reduced 
greatly, or abolished entirely when no 
longer needed. _ .......

Mr. Carnegie's article la entitled “My 
experience with, and views upon, the 
tariff."

“I have been led to the conclusion," 
he sali, “that condition* have changed 
so greatly that the tariff should be 
now viewed from a new standpoint. 
The writer assumes that a decided ma­
jority of our voters are agreed:

“First, that it is. advisable for new 
countries to encourage capital by pro­
tective duties, when seen to be neces­
sary to develop new . Industries.

“Second, that after full and exhaus­
tive trials, If success be not finally 
attained, such protection should cease, 
except as noted hereunder.

"Third, that should the experiment 
succeed, protection becomes, unneces­
sary, and should steadily . but 
gradually be abolished, provided 
that the supply of any article of abso­
lute necessity for, the national safety 
shall .not thereby be endangered."

Further on Mr. Carnegie says:
“While the tariff as a whole even to­

day has ceased to be primarily : bene­
ficial as a measure of protection, it ha* 
become of vast) Importance from the 
Standpoint of revenue, and It Is to this 
feature I bespeak the special, attention 
of readers Of alV parties, for duties 
upon. .Imports,.. OOJt . for pfotiwtiorr' but 
for needed revenue, should hot become 
a party question. Reasonable men of 
all parties may be expected to approve 
this plan of obtaining revenue.”

After giving tables showing that the 
bulk of tariff duties are collected on 
luxuries used by the rich, Mr. Carne­
gie says:.

“Thus does the American tariff, In 
happy contrast to' others, also exempt 
the poor and heavily tax the rich. Just 
as It should; for It Is they who have 
the ability to pay as required by the- 
highest economic authority."

Mr. Carnegie says of future tariff 
legislation;

"The next congress dealing with the 
tariff will probably be Inclined at first 
.to reduce duties Bill around, and per­
haps' to abolish some, but its first care 
should be to maintain present duties, 
and even In some cases to increase 
them upon all articles used almost ex­
clusively by the rich, and this, not for 
protection, but for revenue, not drawn 
from the workers but from the rich. 
That is the first and prime duty of 
progress.”

After receiving his public 
school education and passing his en­
trance examination when .'4 years old 
at Wing ham, he moved with his father 
to Huron County, Mich. There he at­
tended the normal school and received 
a teacher’s certificate. XVhen he was 
17 he was licensed as a local preacher, 
and went to the Northwestern Univer­
sity at Evanston, Ill. During his col­
lege term he had a student appoint­
ment as pastor of a church at Spring 
Valley, Ill., a large mining camp. It 
was his investigation of industrial con­
ditions at Spring Valley mining camp 
that caused him to become a Socialist. 
But he remained a pastor in the Me­
thodist Church for six years. Then he 
entered actively Into the socialistic pro­
paganda. For six years his home was 
at Berkeley, California, but he spoke in 
thirty different states, all the import­
ant towns west of Chicago, as well as 
In three extended tours In British Col­
umbia,

For the last year and one-half Mr. 
Wilson’s home has been at Girard, 
Kansas. There he became the Socialist 
candidate for the United States con­
gress in the recent election. He polled 
In the neighborhood of 7000 votes,which 
was an Increase of about 100 per cent., 
compared to the Socialist vote of two 
years ago.

This week he will make a tour of 
Ontario, speaking at Berlin, Galt. Ham­
ilton, Guelph, Brantford, and West To­
ronto. He will return to Toronto for 
next Sunday. He will visit Cobalt, 
Allandale, Ottawa and Montreal He 
then leaves for England to joiri his 
brother, J. Stitt Wilson, who for the 
last 18 months has been speaking be­
fore large Socialist .meetings there.

If all the Republic’s captains of In­
dustry were as transparently earnest 
and sincere as Mr. James J. Hill Is, In 
advocating unrestricted free trade be­
tween the United States and the Do­
minion, It would' be time for Cana­
dians y> consider what the proposal 
means and what It would Involve.

The World Is not of those that view 
the development of 1 nter-contlnentai 
commerce as likely In any degree to 
affect,, the exletlng political relation­
ship. ^rime was when Canada’s de­
pendence on the United States, had 
it been maintained and encouraged, 
might have led to closer union. But 
a change, radical and vast, has come 
to pass In the Canadian outlook. So 
many and so difficult have been the 
problems solved In the conquest of the 
Dominion In Its orderly organization 
and in the ascertainment and develop­
ment of Its resources that Its people 
are no longer dubious over their power

Rev. Dr. Barclay, Bt. Paul’s Presby­
terian Church, Montreal, preached the 
university sermon yesterday morning. 
Hie magnificent voice and sympathetic 
reading of the revised version of I. 
Corinthians xlil. made a deep Impres­
sion.

Dr. Barclay’s text was chosen from 
Exodus xlli, 19: “And Moses took the 
bones of Joseph with him."

Life does not consist alone of the ex­
perience of the present, but largely 
of the memories of the past, and the 
hopes of the future. We are the child­
ren of the thinkers, the prophets, the 
poets, and the preachers of pest gen­
erations. Like the Israelites of old we 
bear on our shoulders the bones of 
the past, not. It Is to be hoped, alto­
gether without living Influence. The 
Japanese believe that the noble dead 
return, and that over their fighting 
men stand the spirits of their ances­
tors. In the ".superstition there Is a 
profound truth.

The faith In which Christians met 
was the faith of many centuries. Ev­
ery good man who had lived and died 
In It had added something to Its sweet­
ness, something to Its power. There 
were few richer means of grace, there 
were few stronger inspiration» to no­
bler lives than In the examples of the 
past.

Visions of the past had often kept 
men steadfast In the path of duty and 
strong in the presence of temptation.

Greece with her art, Rome with her 
laws and organization, the old Anglo- 
Saxon Kingdom with its conquest of 
nature and self left us a legacy to 
neglect which was to mai* us aa un­
faithful stewards. Greece controlled us 
In civil and political and above all In 
intellectual life, and Rome also in her 
undying work, much of what she did 
being still with us defying the cen­
turies, for we still lived In the cities 
she founded and traveled In the roads 
ehe built. These old Romans were men 
who had believed In Justice, men of 
public spirit whose example might 
well be studied In Canada to-day. In 
spite of all her corruption and decay 
Rome had men of splendid memories 
and virtues worthy of a high place 
In the esteem of all who revered hu­
man merit. They would do well to 
study Seneca. Epictetus and Marcus 
Aurelius.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 22.—A severe 

arraignment of the so-called “paper 
trust" was the feature of Saturday's 
tariff hearing before the house commit­
tee on ways and means, which was In 
session until nearly midnight.

After hearing arguments, mainly for 
a protective tariff, the committee heard 
the testimony of John Norris, repre­
senting the American Newspaper Pub­
lishers' Association.

Mr. Norris argued for free trade In 
pulp and print paper, giving many 
figures to show that the protection af­
forded the paper manufacturers by 
thp present tariff resulted In unreason­
able prices for paper.

Mr. Norris furnished names and 
dates to confirm his charge “that the 
paper famine In 1907 was caused by 
the manipulations of John A. Davis 
of H. C. Craig & Co., New York, who 
bought up 20,000 tons of newsprint 
paper at that time to starve the mar­
ket.”

Mr. Norris asked the committee to 
search state department records, where 
It would find reference to conferences 
of American and Canadian paper 
manufacturers at Place Viger Hotel, 
Montreal. «.

He also called attention to “the ac­
tion of American Papermakers, who 
had by threats driven out of the coun­
try * supply of 10,000 tons of news­
print paper, which had been bought 
under contract, dated Feb. 1, 1908, by 
8. A. Cook of Neenah, Wls., from the 
Belgo-Canadian mill at Shawlnigan 
Falls. Que., for use In the American 
market.

Representatives of the Typographi­
cal, Photo-Engraving. Pressmen’s and 
Steretoypers and Electrotypers Unions 
supported Mr. Norris’ contentions with 
the additional argument that the In­
creased cost of paper reduced the size 
of the newspapers and gave less work 
and lower wages than they would 
otherwise be able to get.

Dr. Taylor does not strike one as an 

eloquent man, but his words flow 
easily and unhesitatingly and with a 
literary care and precision that is bet­
ter than much so-called eloquence. At 
times he strains his voice in over­
emphasis, but it is only a word oc­
casionally that receives this rough 
treatment. He has the transcendent 
merit of brevity and just spoke long 
enough to avoid being wearisome.
. “Let me toll you a story.!’ is fre­
quently a phrase on Dr. Taylor's Ups. 
In dealing with his text he had every­
day Illustrations to hand.

John vt., 12 supplied the text: “Let 
nothing be lost.” Whàt "was. the use 
of preaching a gospel to men who are 
lost if they were not lost? he enquir­
ed. "Let us not be fastidious about 
words or criticise the writers when 
they say v.’e are lost,” was aa In­
stance when he placed a shrill empha­
sis on “are.”

“I have to say that being saved is 
a larger thing than it Is usually 
thought to be,” he declared as he 
went on to show that one could be 
tost In the sense of being wasted as 
veil as of having gçr.e astray. The 
result was. practically the same whe­
ther a- man was -a wastrel or a wan­
dering bey.

The first thing he did was to ask 
"them to Identify themselves with those 
who believe In Jesus Christ.

Not Heaves, But Sin.
"Heàvon is not my aim. I do not 

preach heaven. ’I preach the next 
temptation to be overcome. We are 
not after Europe, but the cottage; 
not heaven, but the next sin’.’

His reference to Europe and the 
cottage wits after telling the story of 
the struggle for the cottage at Water­
loo, winning which England mastered 
Europe.

There are four kinds or types of 
temperament, according to some phil­
osopher, corresponding to the four ele­
ments. They are the nervous, the san­
guine, the phlegmatic and the melan­
choly. One might judge that Dr. Tay­
lor partook of. the last two. Perhaps 
his Philadelphia residence Is respon­
sible for a certain solemn dolefulness 
that characterizes his manner. A little 
sojourn in the cheerful atmosphere of 
Toronto may brighten him up a little, 
but with several local examples one 
cannot be too sure. To many people 
the doleful side of life Is the more 
evident. Dr. Taylor looks big and 
strong and restful, and for Mr. Feeble- 
mind and Mr. Ready-to-halt and their 
comrades will doubtless prove a tower 
of strength.

“God help us all to see the possi­
bilities of life; to see how much of It 
we havee lost, and to see how much 
of It can* be regained," was hie final 
petition.

"Perhaps you may not have a desire, 
but merely a feeling of restlessness. 
I would be very glad If you would 
tarry a few minutes after the ser­
vice," was his Invitation at the close 
to strangers.

Declares That It Wouldn’t Be 
a Paying Venture.,

(Canadian Associated Press Cable.)
LONDON, Nov. 21.—Fred. Ward, 

manager In England of the Commercial 
Cable Company, Interviewed by a re- 

’ presentatlve of the Canadian Associat­
ed Press this morning anent the pro­
posed construction of" a state-owned 
cable, said the Idea of the English and 
Canadian Governments as to laying a 
cable between England and Can­
ada would be a grave mistake, simi­
lar to the mistake made in laying the 
British, Canadian and Australian Pa­
cific cable.

“The only people who are getting 
the benefit of it are the Americans, be­
cause they get cheap rates over that 
cable, and don’t have to pay any of 
the deficit. This is just wha<- would hap­
pen If the government laid a cable 
between England and Canada, Ameri­
cans would get the benefit and stand 
none of the toss. I am surprised that 
any such proposition is being consider­
ed In view of our high rates of taxes at 
present, and our deficits on the inland 
telegraph service, and the Australian 
Pacific Cable.

“That cable has cost the taxpayers 
about £2,000,000, and Its operation 
brings In no Income on this vast sum 
of money, but,- on the contrary, that 
cable loses about £65,000- a year, which 
has to be paid by taxpayers of the 
three countries. We have had quite 
enough of that.

"I understand that ten cents a word 
would not pay the cost of operation.
I consider a shilling a word a fair rate 
when it is borne In mind that the 
sender of a telegram can by the use 
of the code convey 20 to 50 words to 
his correspondent at the price of a 
shilling, or less than halfpenny a word.
I also understand that 98 per cent, of 
cablegraphing Is In code words by peo­
ple using the cables every day. The 
other 2 per cent., which Is social, Is 
widely scattered, and probably the per­
son who would send on» social mes­
sage to-day would not halve occasion to 
use the cable again in six months.

“Stock exchange quotations show 
that some of the Anglo-American tele­
graph companies shares only pay 1 
per cent, dividend per annum, the' 
Western Union only 2 per cent., the 
direct Untied States Cable Company 
only 4 per cent., and the Mackay Com­
panies, which own the Commercial 
Cable Company, only 4 per cent. Those 
certainly are not exorbitant as things 
go.”

eration of power. Discussion will be wel­
comed looking to a better conservation of 
the timber and water resources upon the 
public domain.

The paramount Issue In the mining 
world is, and always must be, the safety 
of-the men dlrectiÿ engaged In mining 
operations.

First—Because the value of the lives of 
men cannot be computed ; and,

Second—Because every loss of life en­
tails an additional expense Ln production 
which must be borne by industrial enter­
prise.

In addition,, the Corporation of the 
City of Torotito was represented by 
Joseph Thompson, commissioner of in­
dustries, whose business It was to cir­
culate among the delegates and boost 
Toronto for the convention.
Thompson was sent by the city at the 
request of .a committee composed of 
J. H. Sanderaèn, çheirman. and James 

i Simpson, secretary. Other members of 
1 thb committee appointed by the labor 

unions to. secure the convention were 
William Glockllng, J. H. Kennedy and 
Jottfi Gardiner.

Now that Toronto has been selected 
the Toronto unions will appoint a com­
mittee to prepare for the event, and it 
■will be necessary to raise a fund of 
JijOOO to $6CXX) to -meet the expenses.

Nearly 30 p.e. on Capital.
Speaking of the future, Capt. Jeffrey 

estimates that within three months 
from date the ore output should reach 
$50,000 & month, or nearly 30 per cent, 
per annum on the outstanding capital.

No. 1 shaft a.t the mine is down 100 
feet. At this level a drift has been 
made 65 feet southerly, towards the 
O’Brien, and 112 feet northerly, to the 
LaRose, where connection has been 
made with the LaRose workings.

a gamble. Under proper conditions it 
brings larger and surer profits than any 
other business under similar conditions. 
The large ambunt of money lost to In­
vestors In alleged mining enterprises jus­
tifies the effort of the American Mining 
Congress to stamp out the wildcat pro­
moter. and to assist the legitimate pro­
moter ln his most beneficial effort to 
bring buyer and seller together fh hon­
est trade to their mutual benefit.

Utah. • Further efforts 
along this line are anticipated, and It is 
hoped that conditions may be created 
under which the ore producer will always 
have the1 advantage of an open competi­
tive market for the product of his mine.

The-conventlon is designed to be an «pen 
forum for the discussion of all p-oblems 
concerning the production, treatment, 
transportation, marketing and use of 
minerals, and the relation" of the mining 
Industry to the state and federal govern­
ments In connection with legislation to 
control and investigation to stimulate 
and make possible a larger development 
and a wiser conservation of the mineral 
Wealth of the United States.

The leading 
money markets are still well provided 
with funds and restrictions on stock 
manipulation do not promise to be 
interfered with. At the current range 
of prices the market has certainly en­
tered the gambling arena and those 
dabbling In It should recognize the

f: PEKIN, Nov. 22.—The ceremony at 
the Imperial palace Saturday morning, 
when the members of the diplomatic 
corps presented the condolences of their 
respective governments on the deaths 
of the Emperor and the Dowager Em­
press of Chinai was one of the most 
Impressive ever witnessed In Pekin.

A noticeable feature of the proceed­
ings was the presence of every member 
of the Imperial clan, as well as every 
official, who lately has been reported 
dead of eliminated from the conduct 
of affairs of state. This was the an­
swer of the government to the rumors 
of suicides and deaths current in Pekin 
for the past week.

Prince Chlng, for the first time since 
the passing away of their majesties, 
appeared officially as the head of the 
foreign board. The heads of the vari­
ous govemmena 1 departmentt were 
present with the members of the im­
perial . clan, and, In addition, several 
thousand minor officials, all In white, 
had assembled at the Imperial Com­
mand. At the conclusion of the func­
tions In honor of the dead, the diplo­
mats paid homage to Prince Chun, the 
regent.

Each foreign legation was represent­
ed by three of Its members, and the 
spectacle, as th* foreigners approach­
ed the palace, was unprecedented. 
They marched thru a throng of man­
darins distributed over the three mar­
ble terraces leading to the chlen-chlng- 
kung hall.

The approaches were lined by a re­
markable display of red umbrellas, 
huge fans and1?screens orf many colors 
and other objects of decoration used by 
the court for state processions.

The bodies of their majesties reposed 
each in a separate hall. The cata­
falque of the emperor was on a dais in 
the chlen-chung hall, which was draped 
In black satin embroidered with drag­
ons. The large image of a bird \atoove 
the throne, emblematic of the glory 
and beauty that good government 
sheds over the world, was covered with 
a white curtain, as were also the 
numerous mirrors In the throne .robin.

White satin screens set at oblique 
angles to the catafalque, shut out from 
the view of the ferelgn representatives 
a numerous gathering of mourning 
palace attendants and servants. Prince 
Chun, the regent, stood at a table be­
side the catafalque of the emperor.

The dowager empress lay In state In 
her own private palace, called Huang- 
Chi-Tten.

The dtsfilpmats passed from the hall 
where lay the body Of the emperor to 
the palace of the dowager, and tüteÿ 
were preceded by Prince Chun, who 
covered the distance^ with unmistak­
able evidence of haste.

The catafalque of her majesty also 
was flanked by white screens. Behind 
that, on the left, were grouped ‘all the 
women of the imperial clan, attended 
by their serving women, and they all 

plainly visible \o the foreigners. 
The men of the Imperial clan were be­
hind the screen on the right-hand side. 
The mourning dress of the court Is ex­
actly the same as that worn by the 
populace.

The appearance of Prince Chun was 
a disappointment. He bears a strong 
resemblance to the late Kuangheu. 
His face was worn and drawn, and 
wore an expression of fright.

A resolution urging upon the city and 
municipal board the imperative necessity 
for bringing in the Intervening portion of 
York Township was unanimously adopted.

American and European Ideas, as to 
Financial Future.

NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—The Saturday 
Evening Post has the following financial 
letter from London :

Continental markets, which purchased 
American securities béfore and immedi­
ately after your election, have realized 
in the past two days. London Itself has 
been doing nothing. Our view of the pre­
sent Wall-street position is that If your 
public has really been buying and taking 
stocks out of the market, no very serious 
“slump” is to be Immediately expected.

But while your people are busy calcu­
lating on the extent of the trade revival 
which you take for .granted, and on the 
anticipated activities of the stock 
change, our attention Is necessarily di­
verted, and our own calculations compli­
cated, by European politics. Until that 
outlook is more peaceful, European com­
mercial affairs and bourse transactions 
will Inevitably be disturbed. It must also 
be remembered that Europe Is groaning 
under taxation and unsettled by the con­
stant manifestations of Socialism. Very 
good people argue ,that such conditions 
cannot wholly fall to react on America.

While it Is true that the lower prices of 
commodities, compared with 1907, and the 
cheaper money rates, tend to encourage 
trade revival, It Is doubtful whether suffi­
cient prosperity has- returned to the body 
of consumers to warrant a great advance 
In production.

Existing securities are also kept down 
by the huge capital creations. Loans ac­
tually in sight are estimated at fully one 
hundred millions sterling, which follows 
on previous creations here, this year of 
one hundred and sixty-five millions, as 
against one hundred and sixteen last 
year.

Financial houses, here and at Paris, are 
so profitably engaged In these large loan 
transactions that they show no tendency 
to give a lead to the speculative markets. 
London Itself awaits the government’s 
Irish land finance proposals of next Mon­
day. They will probablv Involve the issue 
of thirty millions sterling In new stock 
direct to landlords; but this means re­
selling on the stock exchange.

Practically the only favorable features 
are Indications of some accumulations of 
capital and the Increased Rand output, 
which Is expected before very* long to 
reach f40.WO.fHK) annually, as against the 
total of £27.400,000 In 1907. and £20,800,000 
even in 1905.

The Economist again draws the striking 
contrast between the Bank of France,
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=Synod of Montreal to Elect Head on 
Tuesday of Next Week.

MONTREAL, Nov. 22.—(Special).— 
On Tuesday of next week the synod 
of the Anglican Dioceee of Montreal 
will again grapple with the problem 
of securing a successor to the toute 
Bishop Carmichael.

On the morning of that day the lay 
and clerical delegates will attend a 
choral celebration of the holy com­
munion In Christ Church Cathedral, at 
the cloose of which service they will 
at once repair to the synod hall, where 
the balloting for a- fifth bishop of 
Montreal will take place.

Following precedent, no names will 
be submitted to the synod, and each 
delegate, therefore, will be free to vote 
for the clergyman who, in his opinion, 
should be elected to the see. Should 
another deadlock occur , between the 
clergy and the laity, however, It Is 
quite possible that the synod will re­
solve itself into a committee of the 
whole, and sit behind closed doors in 
the endeavor to find a man for the 
high office.
