VENIZELOS MAY
FORM MINISTRY

Report. at Athens That Cab-
inet of Zaimis Has Re-
signed Office.

Athens, June 25.—M. Jonnart, diplo-
matic representative of the allies in
Greece, and Premier Zaimis had a long
conversation with the king at the pa~
lace yesterday. It is reported the cab-
inet has resigned and that M. Venize-
tos has been asked to form a new
ministry.
Venizelos was rtecently reported to
have departed from Salonica and to
have reached a city in southern Greece
en route to Athens, King Alexander
is known to have great admiration for
the prime minister whom his father,
the former King Constantine, rejected
and whose advice he refused to follow.
Allied officials fhere asserted that
the new king could make no more
popular- move with his people than to
instadl Venizelos as the head of the
cabinet. Such a move would, it was
sald, immediately reunite the monar-
chical and provisional governments.
Venizelos was three times supported
in elections by the Greek people
against the former king, and as many’
times did Constantine refuse to follow
Venizelos’' policies.

that a p!le'"ot coal approximating one
million tons, is stored on the Dela-
ware and Hudson Railway between
Mayfield and Carbondale, Pa., and is
‘being held I advanged freight rates
and possibly vanced prices,

While there\is a general car lport-
age, two nifacturers of that' dis-
triet said t/at present cars were
not being used to the best advantage

-+and repeated requests had . to ' be

made to the railways to ‘have empty
cars removed -from manufacturers'
mrivate sidings.

Coal for .local deliveries was sold
in Wilkesbarre last week for $3.75 per
ton, while the price delivered in
Scranton was $5 per ton.

In spite of these prices the opera-
tors will not sell for shipments even
at this latter price. According to the
best figures available, Buffalo dealers
atate that thruout the States not tem
per cent, of the year's requirements
has been secured. In view of this
fact they ask what Canada can 2xpect
unless some co-operative actlon is
taken between the governments of
Camada and the United States.

The high prices obtaining in Canada
are due, according to those in close
touch with the business, to the hold-
ing back of coal and the arbitrary
prices asked by coal operators. Ca-
nadian buyers are -asked to pay as
high as $6.60 per gross ton at the
mines, which means $8.25 net laid down
in Toronto, and the operators take Ca-
nadian orders at these prices as tho
they were doing the buyer & great
favor.

Cleaning Up Dumps.

The traveler who told of the large
coal pile also told of another practice
that shows how the operators are
making the most of present opportuni-
ties.

In the flelds adjacent to the pit
mouths large accumulations .of poor
quality sc¢reenings have been dumped
for the last 25 or 50 years-as unsale-
able. This year large clam shovels
are gathering up this material, and it
is being sold at from one to two dol-
lars a ton.

Several Buffalo dealers were dgreed
