:% Ogdensburg Railroad, New York,
who died in 1004, was found dead with a
bullet wound in her head today in her
apartment in the Avenue Lena. ':_[*ne
pelice say that the case is ‘one of suicide,
while friends of the dead girl declare
that the shooting was an accident. It
was learned, howeves, thai the gir] had
been suffering from melancholia since the
death of her fiance, a young Frenchman,
Emile Maas, who died four months ago
from consumption.

Kennebunk, Me., Aug. 23.—Members of
the family of Miss Winifred Parson, who
was found dead in her apartments in
Paris with a bullet wound in her head,
are occupying their summer residence at
Crescent Surf, an exclusive summer re-
sort on the shore four miles from l}ere.
The place has no telephone connections,
and neither Miss Parsons’ uncles, George
C. or Robert Parsons, could be reached
tonight. A relative said that he was
sure that no news of the death of their
niece had reached them ,and that he
would not under any circumstances per-
mit them to be notified till morning.

Miss Parsons was a granddaughter of
Chas. Parsons, who was president of the
Rome, Watertown and Ogdensburg Rail-

road.

Her father, the late Chas, Parsons,
Jr.,, was vice-president of that railroad.
She was about 23 years of age.

Several Kaids were killed in
the engagement and others were captur-
ed. No further details have been re-
cei;eg&on, Aug. 24.—A despatch to the
Times from Tabriz, dated August 23,
states that there have been no active de-
velopments in the situation at that city
since the arrival of Ain-Ed-Dowleh, whose
original purpose was to attack the revo-
lutionists. He is now encamped three
miles outside the town, where his forces
show little eigns of activity.

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT
WRITES ABOUT PANAMA

The Success of the Work on the Great Canal has been
Jiterally Astounding-=-Wonders Accomplished in Hygienic

Conditiens.

Oyster Bay, N. Y., Aug. 23.—President
Roosevelt today made public a report
madeg to him on August 6, by a special
commission, consisting of James Bronson
Reynolds, Samuel B. Donnelly and_ Hem_'y
Beach Needham, regarding conditions in
Panama. The commission was appointed
April 25th last, to investigate conditions,
especially as regards labor and accommo-
dations, on the Isthmus of Panama.

That the President is pleased with the
report is shown in a letter which he sent
to each member of the commission on Fri-
day as follows:

“(Gentlemen:

«] have received your admirable report
upon conditions at Panama. I am'gr.eatly
jmpressed with it and shall submit it to
congress Wwith appropriate recommenda-
tions as soon as that body convenes.
Meanwhile I shall send your recommenda-
tions to Col. Goethals and ask him to

ut them into effect so far as possible and
where he deems this impoesible or im-

racticable, to report the fact to me with
his reasons. I am naturally extremely
p]uased at the very satisfactory showing
that your report makes of conditions.
There is no part of work undertaken on
behalf of the American people of which
the American people have more reason to
be proud than this work hitherto done

(@ Panama. The success has literally
peen astounding. Five years ago when

we undertook the task, no sane man
would have dared to hope for the results
which have already been achieved. The
work iteelf has been advanced more ex-
peditiously than we had reason to think
possible, and the rapidity of the
rate of progress has steadily increased.
Meanwhile the treatment of hygienic con-
ditions of the Isthmus of Panama was a
by-word for unhealthiness of the most

deadly kind. At present, the canal zone |

is one of the healthiest places on the
globe, and the work which is being pros-
ecuted so favorable to the health and
well-being of the workers that the mor-
tality among them is decreasing very fast.

“Finally, in addition to the extreme effi-
ciency of the work under Col. Goethals
and his associates, and the extraordinary
hygienic success achieved under Dr. Gor-
gas, there is the further and exceedingly
gratifying fact that on the isthmus the
United States government has been able
to show itself a model employer. There
are matters to correct, of course, as your
report shows, but on the whole it is true

that the United States governmen is look- |

ing after the welfare, health and comfort
of those working for it as no other gov-
ernment has ever done in work of like
character.

The convention of the United Baptists
of the Maritime Provinces was continued
in Gérmain street Baptist church this
morning, when a number of reports were
dealt with. The newly-elected president,
Chancellor Jones of the U.N.B. presided.

The report on the Ministers’ Annuity
Fund was read and adopted, with the ex-
ception of the last clause, which was left
over for consideration for another year.

A report which was submitted by a
committee appointed to consider union
with the Disciples of Christ, created con-
siderable discusion., Arguments for and
against the union were presented, some
claiming there was but little difference in
dpctrine, ‘and others taking the opposite
view. It was finally decided to refer
the report back to the committee for
further consideration as to the section
on doctrine and polity, and the agree-
ment upon a suitable name. The com-
mittee will report again to this conven-
tion probably this evening.

Rev. Dr. A. A. Cohoon presented the
report of the committee on the constitu-
tion of a Canadian Baptist Union, as fol-
ows:—

“Aig the last meeting of the convention
you instructed your committee on Can-
adian Baptist Union to take into consid-
eration the comstitution of the proposed
Dominion Baptist Union and report such
changes and additions as they deemed ad-
visable. After considering the whole
question in a meeting of the joint com-
mittee at which H. F, La Flamme, J. C.
Brown, J. C. Sycamore, Douglas Laing,
J. A. Gordon, 8. Bosworth, W. T. Stack-
house, D. B. Harkness, H. C. Creed, Jas.
McLeod, H. C. Newcomb, J. H, McDon-
ald, C. W. Rose, F. E, Emmerson, Z. L.
Fash, G. R. White, A. J. Prosser, S. W.
Cumlgmga, W. N. Hutchinson, J. W.
Maungng and A. Cohoon, members of the
committee, were present, also Brother H.
T. DeWolfe, W. E. McIntyre, J. W. Por-
ter and W. V. Higgins, by invitation.
Your committee recommend:—

“Thap for the present the objects of
th'e union :)e fotreign missions, such home
mission interests as uire a domini
appeal, publication :ﬁl Suudaty‘l ms‘cli‘xlg;;
work and the subjects of temperance,
moral reform and Christian stewardship.

2—That the working out of the details
of the organization be left to the dele-
gates who shall assemble at the first
meeting of the union.

—Your committee further recommend
that the first meeting of the union be
held in Ottawa in October about the
time of the  convention of Ontario and
Quebec as the, joint commiittee may be
able to arrange’and that the delegation
be as far as possible as indicated in the
proposed constitution.

The section pecommending that home
missions should be eontrpllgd by the uni-
on instead of by the provincial boards,
created some discusion, But the report as
a whole was finally adopted.

When action on this matter had been
settled, there was a burst of applause
from the delegates and they rose and
sang, with fervor, “Blest be the Tie that
Binds.” : ;

Rev. Dr. E. M. Kierstead, of McMaster
University, was invited to a seat in the
convention and responded with a few
words of thanks and expressed the hope
that the deliberations Wwould be produc-
tive of much good. .

“It affords me very much ‘pleasure on
behalf of the city of St. John to extend
to you a welcome to our city. We have
behind us a magnificent province, a hap-
py and contented people and a good gov-
ernment. There. is no denying it that Ca-
nada has advanced to a high degree of
prosperity. We who have all of our nat-
ural faculties can sympathize with you in
your infirmities. Withal you have your
latent powers, and your intelligent .faces
give evidence that you have benefited by
your opportunity. I would understand
that some of you have never heard the
human voice; still you have done things
and people who do things have the right
to proper recognition.

‘If
they could see this convention their ig-
norances and prejudices would melt like
frost before the blazing sun. I would
say to you be natural, be yourselves. To
be simple, is to be great. Keep your
hearts in the fear of God, for all things
work - together for them who love and
fear Him. I know that you are in the
hands of. a good committee, who will leave
nothing undone for your entertainment
while here. I extend to you all a hearty
and most cordial welcome and trust that
when you are leaving this city you will

At the conclusion the convention stood
up and there was great applause and wav-
ing of handkerchiefs by the ladies.

President McKenzie then called upon
J. Harvey Brown to read for him his
annual address.. After extending a wel-
come on behalf of the officers to the As-
sociation on the fourth convention of the
Maritime Deaf Mutes Association in the
city of St. John, the address referred to
the pleasure at the meeting of old school
mates and friends and the making of
new friends. The Association had been
organized in this city four years ago with
| a membership of 28 and it was known as
the New Brunswick Deaf-Mutes Associ-
ation; the first convention was held in
Moncton Sept., 1905, when the Associa-
tion was changed to Maritime, including
Nova {Scotia and P. E. Island. The
second convention was held in Halifax
in September, 1906, and the third in
Truro in September last. The member-
ship had grown much, but it was not as
large as it should be. It was suggested
cach one whether present or not should be
a member and pay their fees, as the sup-
port was greatly needed. Some 350 cir-
culars had been sent to deaf people in
the Maritime Provinces, telling of the
dates and places of the' convention. Hav-
ing attended the convention of the On-
tario Deaf Mutes Association in Toronto
in June last, the president spoke of its
great success. Much information had
been obtained, useful to the Maritime
body. He felt proud of his Association
and could not see that the Ontario Associ-
ation was very much ahead of it. It was
suggested that the name of the Associa-
tion be changed to ‘“Maritime Associa-
tion of the Deaf,” as the word mute was
absolutetly unnecessary. The project of
the erection of a monument in honor of
William Gray, the founder of the Halifax
School for the deaf, and J. Scott Hutton,
the most faithful father of the deaf, was
referred to, and a suggestion made that
Rev. James C. Cochran, one of the Asso-
ciation’s benefactors, should be omne of
those for whom the monument would be
erected. Many subscriptions had been
sent in, and if $300 could be collected
this year, the unveiling would take place
at the next convention in Halifax. Re-
ferring to the St. John Association, the
president congratulated them on their
rooms. St. John in this line was much
ahead of Halifax, which is without a club
or Association. The religious services he

school here came in for much praise and
the hope that it would be taken over as a
government school, as are the schools in
Halifax and Belleville, while there were
400 to.500 deaf mutes in New Brunswick
only half were receiving education.

SQUIRES KNOCKED
AGAIN

The Pair Met Before A20,000 People in Sydney, Australia, To-
Day---The Affair Ended in the 13th Round Under a Broiling

Sun.

Sydney,' N. 8. W., Aug. 24.—Tommy
Burns, the champion heavyweight pugilist,
again defeated “Bill” Squires, the Austra-
lian, here today, knocking him out in the
thirteenth round of a fast battle which
was witnessed by 20,000 persons, among
them hundreds of sailors from the Ame-
rican battleships now in the harbor. The
betting was six to one against Squires
when he entered the ring pitched in the
big stadium which had been erected at
Rushcutters’ Bay, for the fight, and faced
Harry Nathan the referee. He received
an ovation from his countrymen on his
appearance. Burns followed him into the
ring and was received with cheers. When
he removed his outer clothing and appear-
ed in ring costume, he appeared to be
heavy and not closely trained. The sum
beat down fiercely on the open ring, and
Burns winning the toss, chose the north-
west corner.

When time was called and the men
came to the centre of the ring they in-
dulged in considerable feinting and quick
footwork both being rapid and accurate.
Squires led his right without Ilanding,
Burns coming back with a hard right on
the body. Squires landed a right to the
ribs as the round ended.

Round 2.—Squires rushed the fighting
following a hard left to the body with
another to the head. Burns retaliated
with two hard blows to Squires ribs.
Squires drew first blood with a - hard
punch to Burn's nose .and had decidedly
the best of the round.

Round 3.—Squires landed on Burns body
frequently and Burns countered unmerci-
fully with his right having the best of the
fighting at the call of time, although
Squires again drew blood with a blow to
Burns mouth.

Round 4.—Burns drew blood with terri-
fic swings to the Australians nose and
mouth and also landed other blows to his
head. Squires attacked strongly  with
swings for Burns head. Both men were
now fighting terrifically.

TRAGIC DEATH
OF ABNER FOSHAY

Abner W. Foshay, aged 30, of 283 Brus-

sels street, met a tragic death on Satur-
day afternoon by falling from the I. C. R.
motor car on the trip to Fernhill. Foshay
was standing on the platform and was
either knocked from the platform or fell
accidentally and, striking his head on
some iron rails piled by the side of the
track, died almost instantly from a frac-
tured skull. .

Foshay had been in the employ of the
1. C. R. for some five years as machinist
and had been given the place of fire-
man on the motor car on the Saturday
trips to the cemetery.

Foshay was seen to fall by John John-
son, the engineer, and the car was stop-
ped as soon as possible. The man was
found lying several feet from the track
with his head badly cut. Some discard-
ed rails were lying near and the cut re-
sulted from his head coming in contact
with them. The body was brought into
the depot and L. R. Ross, terminal agent,
notified. Coroner Berryman found death
to have been caused by a fractured skull.
He gave permission to have the body re-
moved to Chamberlain’s undertaking
rooms and, after hearing the stories of the
railroad men, decided there was no cause
for an inquest.

News of the accident was sent to the
relatives of the dead man and the young
wife was almost heartbroken with grief
and she was in a serious condition last
evening. There, are two children. Fo-
shay’s mother and father also survive and
are almost overcome with grief, he being
the only child.

Mr. Foshay said last evening that his
son’s wife had expressed a wish to know
the exact circumstances of her husband’s
death and with this end in view he had
asked the attorney general that an in-
quest be held.

Foshay is very highly spoken of by his
fellow employes and his death is a great
loss to his family, who were dependent
upon him for support.

Suddenly, without warning the two
hooks, which were holding the chain ' to
the btioy, gave way and the buoy sank
in the sea. One hook broke off shert and
the other straightened out and all came
in a moment. Mr. Gallagher was thrown
violently  against the side of the steam-
er, which was lying near, and struck the
rail with great force.

The rebound of the buoy sent him
against the side again and he struck the
gnard and then went down. When he
came to the surface he had no realiza-
tion of his injuries and struck out for
the steamer’s side. A fender and line
were thrown to him and, getting hold of
the fender, he threw the line to ome of
the crew who could not swim but who
was paddling about to keep afloat af'ter
coming up from his enforced immersion
in the green waters of the sound. Both
men were pulled aboard the steamer and
a third man who had also been thrown
into the watet was saved in the same

way.

Captain Bouchard and membets of the
crew were on deck and looked anxiously
about for the appearance of the fourth
man but he was mnot seen and it is
thought he received fatal injuries by be-
ing struck by the buoy. Captdin Bou-
chard thought Mr. Gallagher would syre-
ly be killed when he saw him strike the
side of the boat and on examination in-
juries serious enough were found. Mr.
Gallagher’s side, back and abdomen, and
in fact his whole body was bruised and
battered and his legs were hurt.

The buoy rose to the surface and Mr.
Gallagher insisted upon remaining - on
deck until it was placed in position and
the light was shining as usual.

The light serves to keep mariners off
the dangerous rocks in the sound and one
night in darknesgs might mean a disaster.
With this in mind, Mr. Gallagher super-
intended the completion of the work, then
was taken to Yarmouth where he was at-
tended by Dr. Perrin. Interviewed by a
reporter for the Yarmouth Times, Mr.
Gallagher told his story but exacted a
promise that the outside world should
should not hear of the aécident because of
alarm to his family. The promise was
kept and when Mr. Gallagher walked in-
to his home on Saturday afternoon it
was the first intimation of the accident
that his family had. :

Mr. Gallagher is now under the care
of Dr. A. F. Emery and expects to be
out again in a few weeks. He was
strongly advised by Dr. Perrin to remain
in Yarmouth for treatment but with the
thought of his family’s anxiety he pushed
forward and succeeded in making the
journey alone. He reported to F. J.

The news of the accident spread
throughout the city yesterday and callers
at Mr. Gallagher’s home were surprised
to find him able to receive them.

The ordinary professions and
walks of life are chock full, although one
can always truthfully say of each that
there is room at the top. Fathers and
their sons hardly ever think about careers
out of the ordinary rut. Hence this ar-
ticle. Few people are there in the Unit-
ed States who know much about the cable
‘service, the submarine cable and its ad-
vantages.

The cable service is quite different from
the ordinary job of the telegraphist. Al-
most every well-informed man is conver-
sant with the work of the employes in
the Western Union and Postal Telegraph
Companies. But a cablist gets better pay,
has a more adventurous life and many
more chances of promotion than a tele-
graphist. T

Associated with the development of the
system of the world’s cables, now aggre-
gating some 250,000 nautical miles, is
gome admirable scientific, technical and
administrative talent.

An army of over 20,000 men and a flee!
of about 45 ships are at present engaged
in the different branches of cable work—
manufacturing, laying, repairing and op-
erating. Directors, managers, superinten-
dents, engineers, electricians and opera-
tors must all be smart men, for in this
profession_there is no room for the slug-
gard or the time waster. A resourceful
mind, prompt action, personal courage, de-
votion to duty and a contempt for danger
are all required of a man in this service.
It would be difficult to imagine a more
attractive career for an adventurous young
man. By judicious change of companies
a man in ten years could travel right
around the world in the practice of his
profession.

It is worthy of note that while nearly
all the cable companies of the world are

foreign ones, the young men they recruib
for their service aré mostly Americans or
Britishers. Of course, hundreds of the
operators, nay thousands, are foreigners,
versed in the language of the countries ‘n
which they are stationed. There are yel-
low and black men amongst these, but
the higher jobs, the best-paying ones, are
nearly all filled by men of the Anglo
Saxon race.

There are hundred of jobs all over the
world which have salaries ranging from
$2,500 to $10,000 a year. But all ealaries
are generous and the arrangements made
by the companies for their staffs are uits
equal to those made for military officers
on foreign service. The companies pro-
vide comfortable, even luxurious quarters,
especially at the isolated stations. There
dne can find a fine mess, reading rooms,
billiard rooms, ball grounds, tennis eourts,
boating and sporting facilities and some-
times a theatre and ballroom,

Three months’ leave on full pay, with
all traveling expenses paid, is granted ev-
ery three years, and leave, without pay, is
granted on application for sufficient rea-
cons. At the age of 65 retirement takes
place with a pension. . £

Practically a post in the cable service is
as desirable as a government appointment,

while the financial conditions, facilities for ..

traveling, variety of adventure and ee
pecially the .chances of promotion are &7
superior. )

The cable companies recruit their mes
nowadays from the higher social grades,
sons of army and navy officers, professione
al men and from the colleges. Cadéts are
sent first to the training schools establish
ed by the different companies. Service here
lasts from three months to a year, depend-
ing on the aptitude of the cadet. The us
ual term is six months. After this train
ing the cadet is eent out, pehaps, to the
uttermost part of the earth as an oper
ator or a clerk. The most, famous traine
ing school is in England between Penzance
and Land’s End, in Cornwall, and is
known as ‘“P. K.”

The latest maps in the most recent edi-
tione of South Africa show one impor-
tant change that has a most peculiar
origin. The name of “Damaraland” for
many years has been seen solemnly print-
ed across a huge”slice of ‘territory twice
as big as New York State. In fact, it
was put there in the geographies half a
century back and two generations of
scholars all over the civilized world have
carefully memorized ‘Damaraland” and
where it was in Africa.

UPON TEMPERANCE

Submitted to the Baptist

Convention on Saturday

Chancellor Jones Elected President--- Report on
Foreign Missions Other Matters Discussed.

The sixty-third annual wunference of
the United Baptist church of the Mari-
time Provinces opened for business in the
Germain street church on Saturday morn-
ing. Chancellor Joucs, of the University
of New Brunswick, was elected president
for the ensuing year. Other features of
the meetings Saturday and Sunday were
the adoption of a streng temperance reso-
lution and the great enthusiasm among
both the clergymen and lay delegates with
which missionary topics were discussed.

There will be two business sessions to-
day. At 9 o’clock the following commit-
tees will report on correspondence on
union with the Disciples, on the consti-
tution of the Canadian Baptist Union.
The report of the governors of Acadia
University will also be presented at the
morning session. In the afternoon the
Bituary committee will report. The con-
sideration of the report of the governors
of Acadia and of the committee on the
constitution of Canadian union will be
resumed. In the evening at 8 o'clock
there will be a platform meeting. Presi-
Aent W. B. Hutchinson, D.D., of Aca-
dia. University; Principal H. T. DeWolfe,
of Acadia Seminary and Rev. C. W.
Rose, B.D. will deliver addresses on
Christian Education. On the conclusion
of this meeting business will be resum-
ed and the report of the Sunday school
board will be further considered and un-
finished business taken up.

At the opeining session after devotional
exercises, the rules of order were read and
the report of the committee of arrange-
ments was received. By a unanimous vote,
the president, Rev. W. Hutchinson, of
Truro, was empowered to select the nom-
inating committee who then retired to
carry out their work.

‘Visifors to the convention were then
called upon to speak. Among those who
delivered addresses were Dr. A. K. de
Blois, Dr. Wallace, Dr. J. G. Brown, Rev.
Mr. Sycamore, Rev. Dr. J. A. Gordon,
Rev. W. H. McLeod, Rev. Mr. Dewitt
and Rev. Mr. Bostwick.

Correspondence having been disposed of
the report of the foreign mission board
was taken up. Referring to the Laymen’s
Missipnary Movement, the board reported
marked success all over the continent.
Laymen in Ontario and Quebec had fully
organized, and the movement had already
been carried into 150 churches. A start
bad been made in the Maritime provinces,
especially in Halifax and St. John. A
committee, with T.fS.

n, had arranged for a series of mens$
l:getinss to be held in the early fa.ll.
Leading men from Ontario would assist
in ‘the campaign. The appointment of a

«-pommittee of the convention was recom-
mended to outline a plan of organization
fis the laymen of the churches. 5[.'he op-
inion was atrongly expressed that, in view
of the meeds of the toreign field outweigh-
ing all other needs, not less than 50 per
cent. of the undesignated money raised
through the movement should be devoted
to - foreign missions.

In dealing with the young people’s for-
ward movement, and referring especially
te the importance of missionary educa-
tion, the board expressed regret that a
‘éareful “éxamination of the majority of
Bunday School lesson-helps revealed the
faet that practically none of them gave
&1y “midsionary instruction whatever. An
‘sxainination of the books now used in
Sunday School libraries would also reveal
some startling facts as to the kind of
{iterature the "young pegple were rendm:g.
The appointment of a missionary commit-
tee was recommended, they to co-operate
with eimilar committees in other depart-
ments of church work.

Dealing with the need of re-inforcements
in India, the board issued an urgent call
for young men. At present there was
only one ordained missionary to 250,000 of
the. heathen population in the field of the
board’s operations. It was recommended
that ‘three or more should be sent out
every year until the need was met.

The board recorded with pleasure an
affer of $1,500 from T. S. Simms, for the
purpose of building a church at Viziana-
gram. This was one of the first fruits og
the laymen’s movement and of Mr. §lmma
visit to India. The board had decided to
call this new church The Simms Memor
ijal. The report added, “Our brother,
with characteristic modesty, shrank from
the publication of his gift, but we_urged
i on the ground that its publication
would stimulate others who were'dou'b.c-
less watching to see what effect his visit
to the field would have upon his practical
interest in the work.” o

The board had now invested in mission
plant on the field ‘about $40,000 worth of
property. An urgent appeal was made for
gssistance ‘to equip new stations.

In connection with the foreign depart-
ment, the board reported that 1907-8 had
been a year of severe testing, which was
in part due to the unrest, famine ax.xd
cholera which had been abroad in India.
. A detailed report of work in the vari-
ous fields was given. The number of
churches on the field is 8. The member-
ship on April 1 was 550. Thex:e are twen-
ty-five day schools in the mission, with
an enrolment of 1,000 pupils. Sunday
schools numbered seventy-seven, with an
attendance of about 1,500 pupils. There
are now on the missionary staff ,nine or-
dained men and fifteen single women; an
100 Indian workers are officially connect-
éd with the mission. Among the mission-
aries are eight married women, who,
though mnot officially connect.ed with the
miecion, are a great factor in the v;v"ox:k,

After the retiring president had wel-
comed Chancellor Jones to his new office,
he’ delivered his retiring address, taking
for his subject The Lordship of Christ.

The report of the foreign mission board
was adopted after some discussion by Dr.
Crowell, and Rev. Mr. Laflamme. :

Rev, H. C. Newcomb presented the re-
port on temperance. It was discussed by
Hon. George E. Foster, E. D. King, K.C.,
R. Barry Smith, Rev. J. A. Corbett, Dr.
McLeod, W. N. Hutchins, Dr, W. C.
Kierstead and others.

In presenting a review of the record
during the past year along the lines of
temperance reform, the report stated that
the storm centre of the world’s great tem-
perance movement had been in Great Bri-
tain where the new licensiing bill, “one
of th_e most revolutionary measures against
the liquor traffic ever presented by a na-
tional government,” had been introduced
by the government in power. It provided
for the.ultimaté suppression of more than
30,000 licenses—or more than one third of
th.ose at present in' force—and had met
with cordial acceptance at the hands of
British temperance workers of every
church and creed. At the eecond reading
;ic the bill it passed with a majority of

In the United States the year had been
one of unceasing warfare against drink
and the drink interests. The anti-saloon
league and the local option methods look-
ing to state prohibition had been very
successful. It was now estimated that near-
ly 40,000,000 people in the states were liv-

secre-

- |ing under prohibitory law of a local op-

tion nature. In.the state of Illinois alone
nearly 2,000 saloons were put out of busi-
ness with an estimated loss to the liquor
trade of $25,000,000 next year.

Dealing with Canada, the report re-
viewed the conditions in each province.
In British Columbia, organization had
been effected in every centre. During the
coming autumn, simultaneous campaigns
had been planned, and it was intended
to present to the provincial government at
its next session the most largely signed
petition ever secured in the province for
a local option law.

In Alberta, the temperance and moral
reform league, organized two years ago,
had been active in securing the restriction
of licenses. It had laid down a platform
which included provincial prohibition,-the
abolition of the bar-room, and restrictions

to prevent license holders or those interes-
ted in the manufacture or sale of liguor

from holding municipal positions.

In Saskatchewan the new license law
granting local option to municipalities on
a majority basis passed the legislature in
June. The province now had the prohibi-
tion of the liquor traffic practically in
her own hands. i

In Manitoba a great advance had been
made. In an amendment to the local
option law the unjust three-fifths majority
had ‘gone, and a bare majority vote was
now sufficient to secure veto in any muni-
cipality. Penalties had also been greatly
increased.

Ontario had been the scene of a most in-
sistent campaign against the liquor traffic.
Temperance workers were
aiming for provincial prohibition by the
local option method. The chief handicap
was the three-fifths majority required to
secure the local option law. A determin-
ed stand was being made for its repeal.

In Quebec, out of less than 1,000 muni-
cipalities more than 700 were dry, but the
liquor license act was lamentably weak.
The anti-alcoholic league promoted by
Archbishop Bruchesi, and which had ac-
complished magnificent results, recently
joined forces with the Dominion Temper-
ance Alliance, the provincial W.C.T.U. and
other organizations, and presented a pe-

to the government.’ In response, a
new licensing bill had been brought down
but which had not yet become law.

Reviewing conditions in the Maritime
rrovinces, the report continued:

In P. E. Island, the pioneer province to
apply the axe to the root of the evil, and
where today the only provincial prohibi-
tory law in the Dominion is in force
against the liquor traffic, the temperance
people are seeking to have that law ren-
dered as effective as possible. The chief
difficulties they have to contend with are
inefficient officials and those inimical to
the enforcement of the law. Yet not-
withstanding these and the lying reports
of the “Trade” as to the success of the
measure, our Island province wears a dia-
dem whose lustre is undimmed by the
baneful shadow of the traffic, and rejoices
in a prosperity, healthful and unshared in
by the minigns of this monstrous evil.

In New Brunswick the Government has
been requested by the N. B. Temperance
Federation to pass a prohibitory law simi-
lar to that of P. E. Island. is request
was submitted to the Executive council by
the Hon. J. K. Flemming. The reply was
that the Executive Council had previously
determined not to introduce at their first

g any d ts to the liquor
laws, but would carefully consider the
representation of the temperance people
“when the government are dealing with
this question.” This reply is so non-com-
mittal that it would appear that there
are strenuous times ahead in temperance
circles in New Brunswick before provin-
cial prohibition is secured. At a recent
meeting of the Grand Lodge of the I. O.
G: T. it was decided to renew the demand
for a prohibitory law, and to further re-
quest the government to submit the ques-
tion to ‘a plebiscite vote. The Grand
Lodge also favored woman euffrage as one
of the best means of securing prohibition
and otherwise uplifting and purifying the
moral tone of the country.

During the year the Scott Act has been
more tho: y enforced, and violations
of the License Act more trenchantly dealt
with than for some time past. In the
city of Moncton the traffic has had a sore
time. That city is now declared to be
practically “dry.” In the city of Fred-
ericton the  question of Boott Act vs.
License brought the temperance people
and the liquor interests to the place where
they must again measure strength, with
the result that in the capital city where
for 80 years the Bcott Act has been in
force, it was again sustained by a mag-
nificent majority, and license eentiment
received & blow which sent it down and
out, we trust for all time to come.

In Nova Sootia there is also a growing
demand for ‘provincia] prohibition. The
movément fowards this end is under the
leadership of the N. 8. Temperance
liance. The whole province is being
strongly organized for definite, concen-
trated and -united effort, by the general
field secretary of the alliance, the Rev.
H. R. Grant." The Bons of Temperance,
and other organizations of like nature, are
also largely augmenting their work
throughout the province. In February
last a deputation of a hundred men, repre-
senting every ‘part of the province, waited
upon the government with the renewed
demand for a prohibitory law. . Though
they received but little encouragement,
they did not fail to assure the government
that “the people will not rest until they
get what they want.”

As a result of the resolution embodying
provincial prohibition, brought - inte ' the
N. 8. Legislature in 1907 by a member of
the. government, Mr. E. H. Armstrong,
M.P. for Yarmouth, a government amend-
ment was also introduced to kill it, and
at the same time effect a compromise
with the temperance people.

In this
your committee trust the temperance
people of these provinces may not in any
sense be disappointed.

Attention was also called to the follow-
ing facts: That the C.P.R. has abolished
the bars in its hotels at the stations; that
the Dominion government had passed a
bill prohibiting the importation, manufac-
ture or sale of opium except for medi-
cinal purposes; and that the consumption
of hard ligquor in Canada and the revenue
resulting from its importation had both
appreciably declined during the past year.

The report recommcrded a systematic
study of the problem o1 temperance and
moral reform, and an agitation for the
signing of the temperan-e pledge. It sug-
gested that the conventicn seriously con-
sider the  advisability of establishing a
department of temperarce and moral re-
form and of appointing a strong commit-
tee to have charge of the department,

“Finally,” concluded the report, “We
would urge upon the voters of our United
Baptist constituency, that on the question
of temperance and moral reform, they rise
above party and party interests, thus
making their franchise independent, and,
conrequently, of much greater power. It
is votes every time that count with politi-
cal parties; und whether we are liberals
or conservatives we submit that no candi-
date for election is worthy of our support
who will not pledge himself to do his
level best to give us the most advanced
temperance legislation possible, and who
will not hold himself free from party dic-
tation in order to secure this end.”

The report was adopted with the follow-
ing amendment:

TOKIO UNIVERSITY
HAS 3000 UNDERGRADS

Tokio University, chief of the education-
al institutions of Japan, numbers some
3,000 undergraduates on its rolls. At first
the tuition was largely at the hands of
foreign professors of which at one time
there were nearly twenty, but as the Jap-
anese have gained proficiency in the va-
rius departments, the foreigners have
been replaced with native lecturers so
that now there are only a few of the
foreigners left. In law there is an Amer
ican, and a Swiss in addition to Dr.
Loenholm, who is a German, while a Ger-
man lectures on literature and an Eng-
lishman occupies the chair of engincering.
The foreigners lecture for the most part
in their native languages, for the students
must themselves be conversant with either
English, German or French. The student
specializes upon entering the university,
for the preliminary work of what would
be called in Canada the “arts course,”
is performed in Japan by the High school.
The student upon entering the univer-
sity is generally twenty-two or twenty-
three years of age and the average age of
graduation is twenty-seven years. The
students are drawn from all classes, espe-
cially from the samurai class, though the
eons of farmers, merchants and laborers
are numbered in their ranks. The course
of study is a severe ome, the school year
lasting ten months and from 24 to 26 hours
a week of lectures being attended. As
would be expected they are very studious,
very patient and very orderly. They ex-
cel in medicine, and are also proficient in
law and post graduate courses in England
or on the continent are very common.
Philosophy also has its followers, and
though on the whole of -a materialistic
turn of mind, there are still a large num-
ber of Japanese who occupy themselves
with the pros and cons of the Question.

Newcastle, N, B., Aug. 2{5.—1@ night
the Anderson furniture factory, worth
$100,000, was entirely destroyed by fire,
which started in the dry house. The wind
was blowing fair and the fire blew straight
towards the Main building. The fire-
men’s efforts had no effect upon the
flames as the building was as dry as
tinder. ;

Four carloads of furniture, ready to
ship, was destroyed, aiso vast quantities
of lumber, fire wagons, a carriage, etc.

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TREATY CONCLUDES LEOPOLD’S
REIGN OF TERROR IN CONGO

Brussels, Aug. 21.—King Leopold’s
reign of terror in the Congo, where his
maladministration and atrocities  have
been for years the cause of investigation
snd bitter complaint by humanitarians
the world over, came to an official end
yesterday. . g

His personal rule in Africa ended when
the Chamber of Deputies adopted the Con-
go annexation treaty by 83 votes to 55.
The Congo charter then passed to its eec-
ond reading by 90 votes to 48. King Leo-
pold and the Senate are ready to indorse
the treaty. ,

In the future King Leopold will have
nothing to do with the State, which is
to be administered by Belgium, and the
hope is widespread that the terrible atro-
cities that again and again startled the
world during his sway will now come
to an end. ;

After several months of bitter strug-
gle, the Chamber of Deputiés bhas adop-
ted the Congo annexation treaty by 83
votes ‘to 55; and, although this action
probably will insure the solution of the
great Congo problem, there still remains
open the important question of Belgium’s
financial responsibility. i

This action on the part of the Cham-
ber had not been expected, and at the
last moment nearly caused the collapse
of the cabinet. During the first reading
of the Colonial bill, which provides for
the administration of the Congo Inde-
pendent State, and which with the
treaty, was adopted yesterday. Herr
Woeste, leader of the Right, secured the
adoption of an amendment relieving Bel-
gium of the responsibility of guarantee-
ing the payment of the Congo debt, but
the government made a determined ef-
fort to secure the restoration of the sti-
pulation that Belgium would make ad-
vances to Congo in case of necessity. The
government was defeated in this, how-
ever, and it was generally believed that
the ministers would be forced to resign.

At the conclusion of a long meeting of
King Leopold and the members of his
cabinet, it" was ‘announced that the min-
istry would not resign, the government
temporarily accepting the chamber’s action
on the financial question. It was point-
ed out, howéver, that a direct contra-
diction exists between the treaty and the
colonial bill as voted, the treaty shoulder
ing the financial responsibility, while the
bill rejects it.

It is understood that the governmen$
will make an effort in the Senate ta
amend the bill, so as to reconcile the pro<
visions of the two. Among the impore
tant modifications of the original articles
of the bill are the abolition of forced lae
bor and the prohibition of members of
the Belgium Parliament from exploiting
Congo concessions.

The situation regarding the annaexation
of the Congo independent state wam
thrown into great confusion last year by
the action of King Leopold in withdraw-
ing the control of the crown domaim ,the
richest part of the Congo, from the regu-
lar Congo administration, in order te pre-
vent the passing of the domaiz &% gel-
gium should annexation be conswmmated.

This action was bitterly resented by the
friends of annexation in Parliament as &
usurpation of Belgium’s national heritage,
and the opposition became so great tha
in February of this year, King Leopol
changed his attitude and agreed to aban~
don the crown domain and the crown
foundation to Belgium, stipulating that
Belgium should not only assume all the
Congo obligations, amounting to $21,000,«
000, but undertake also to continue the
King’s usufruct in the Congo's revenues
during his lifetime. Belgium was require
ed specifically to respect the concession®
granted to two American compsnies iny
1906. Thomas F. Ryan is interested in
these compéanies. These stipulations were
embodied in the final draft of the treaty.

Under the terms of the treaty the Con-
go’s revenues. are charged with the fols
lowing annual allowances: $24,000 ta
Prince Albert, son of the Count of Flane
ders, brother of King Leopold; $15,000 t
Princess Clementine, the King’s thin;
daughter and, as an especial token of gras
titude to the King the sum of $1%000,00@
in fifteen annual instalments, for
in consfructing hospitels and schoals ::3
forwarding scientific work in Africa. Fur
thermore, Belgium must expend the sum
of $9,000,000 in work for which contracts
already have been made. In addition
King Leopold retains in fee simple 40,008
hectares of land at Mayumbe for coffeq
and cocoa growing experiments,’ and dur<
ing his lifetime he is to enjoy his intems
ests in the Congo concessory paznies
and the property in Belgium and France,
which he purchased out of the funds of
the Congo Foundation. Upon the  deatly
of 'the King, all this property will reveré
to Belgium.

Rev. Mr. Dockrill of Moncton

Mr. Dockrell said that the church people
of this city had two great institutions.
One was the church, which was a power
for uplifting humanity. The other was
the saloon, which was a millstone around
the neck of the poor. He charged that
the  saloon was an institution of the
church people, because they permitted it
to exist, when they had the power to
crush out the cursed traffic that was
damning the souls of men. The saloon, he
said, was set down beside the poor man’s
door to degrade him.
“Do you know where I would place the
saloons?” he demanded. “I would set
one down beside the door of my friend
Rev. Mr. Camp (who was in the aud-
ience). I would place them in Princess
street, in Orange street, in Douglas ave-
nue. That's where they ought to be—and
not in the slums and poor districts of a
city—and if you put them there you willy
soon get rid of them.”

Refering to the statement made te him
by a socialist who denounced social con-
ditions which resulted in ~poverty and
hunger among the families of unemployed
workmen, while elevators were cramm
with grain, and warehouses with flour and |
clothing, Mr. Dockrell said his reply was
that the millions annually thrown away
on drink would buy all the grain and
flour and wool and cotton and leather
necessary to feed and clothe the poor.

Referring to men who were addicted to
drink, the speaker pleaded for kindly
sympathy and help for them, and declar
ed - that there was no cause so hopeless
that the power of Jesus Christ could not
uplift and save.

The hall was crowded with peopls, who
frequently applauded the speaker, and at

PRACTICAL EDUCATION

A Chicago despatch says that American
mstitutions -of learning, both non-sectar-
ian and Roman OCatholic, are tending
more and more toward the practical in
education. That the trend is away from
the old standards of classical -education
:and is distinctly, and in increasing mea-
sure, towards courses of education which
will aid directly in the practical battle of
life is the belief of Rev. John Cavanaugh,
president of Notre Dame Uunversity at
Notre Dame, Ind., one of the most widely
known Roman Catholic educators of the
sntire middle west. The following are ex-
tracts from an interview with President’
Tavanaugh:

“The - tendency toward technicai educa-
tion seems to be the most interesting
phase of our development just now. For
forty years Notre Dame has been the only
college of its kind that afforded engineer-
ing courses, for example. Now I find that
schools in the east and in the west are
organizing technical courses. I believe
that nothing except the expense of pro-
viding them prevents all our colleges from
taking up the engineering and the other
technical courses. The equipment for the
old classical studies was so simple as to
be within the resources of all the schools
Nothing was required except learned
teachers and a. reasonably good library.
We have always had a great supply of
learned and successful teachers of the
:lassics and naturally the work of most
of our colleges lay in the field of old clas-
sic culture.

“The very old American families still
keep up the tradition of classic scholar-
ship brought over from European coun-
tries. Very many of them at least, still
feel that it- is incumbent upon a gentle-
man to enter into his inheritance as heir
to the ancient culture. But apart from a
small section of our American people,
there is no enthusiasm for gentle studies.

“The question which nearly every
American father asks is, ‘What course of
studies will prove most remunerative to
my boy? Naturally the boy takes the
iame point of view. Now it is a well-known
tact that when a young man finishes a
sourse in classics, for example, he has still
in most cases to eolve the problem, ‘How
am I to make a living?

“The careers for which the old arts
course prepared a man are very generally
careers that do not imvite young Ameri-
ta. On the other hand, our engineers are
usually engaged by the railroads and con-
structive companies before they have re-
ceived their diplomas. Last year I went
through our whole graduating class in
civil engineering in the hope of securing
the services of an assistant professor and
in every case I found that a month after
their graduation they were earning more
money than we could afford to pay them
es teachers.”

(c) “That the principle of local option
be extended to include the shortening of
the hours of sale in those places where
local option, in its full meaning, has not
get been obtained.”

' (d) “That full advantage should be tak-

e, when practicable, of the adoption and

and the changed sentiment regarding the
use of intoxicants in the family will prove
immense factors in the promotion of tem-
perance habits. One of the greatest evils
in comnection with the use of intoxicants
is the treating habit. To eradicate this
evil should be the aim of every man. Your
committee looks forward to the day when
those who feel at liberty to use intoxi-
cants themselves will at least make the
rule never to treat or accept a treat to
intoxicating liquors.”

“Your committee recognizes that there
is a sentiment in favor of abelishing the
bar and placing the residue of the traffic
under government ownership to be sold
in shops in emall sealed packets, to be
consumed off the premises. They are of

if under government owmership refresh-
ment places were opened to a limited
number, according to population, in cities
and towns where intoxicants could be ob-
tained by the glass, but where non-intoxi-
cating liquors would be made the chief
feature. In euch places the alesman and
salesmen would receive ne profit from the
wale of intoxicants, but in addition to a
fixed salary would receive a ' commission
on the sale of non-intoxicating drinks.
Further restrictions could be placed on|
the sale of intoxicants as there would |
be no inducement to the salesman to in-
crease their sale. Under such a system
as this the treating habit could be much
more easily dealt with, so aleo the sale to
minors, the adulteration of liquors, the
sale to persons who are unable to drink
with moderation, etc., while the existence
of such places would do away, with the
necessity of taking liquor home for con-
sumption on the part of those desiring to
use intoxicants.”

Very Rev. Dean Farthing, M. A, D.|
C.L., of Kingston, Ont., does not exactly |
agree with the suggestion that bars should
be under government control for he signs
the following minority report:—

“While agreeing in the main with the
report of the Temperance committee, 1
cannot agree with the recommendation
that bars should be under government
control. In my opimion ‘every man desir-
ing liquor should be able legally to get
it, intoxicants ehould be sold in sealed
packages, all sales should be under strict
government control, but all bams and pub-
lic drinking places should be abolished ab-
solutely.”

The Montreal Witness, in ite financial
review, says: ‘“The business situation
throughout Canada during the past week
may be summed up as one of suspense.

The Crop Outlook is Great---Money is Very Easy

and the Business of
" Improving.

Beginning in the latter part of July
the stock market had a practically un-
broken rise covering the space of twelve
consecutive days. A reaction was due,
and for the last ten days we have been
All sorts of reasons have been

| cumulating blue atmosphere, all kinds of
bearish rumors have been revived. No
| real cause in the way of unfavorable and
| authenticated news has been forthcom-
ing, however. The swing of the pendu-
{lum seems after all to be the natural
| explanation. An attempt to drag in the
! political cause has been made, but it is
a little too early for scares of this char-
acter to have real effect. Crop and mon-
ey news are all favorable. Business is
pursuing a quiet but steady and satisfac-
tory course towards recovery. There is
no speculative buying in trade circles.
Each merchant is providing himself with
the needs of the moment, but not stock-
ing up for future requirements. In oth-
er words, nearly all speculation is elimi-
nated from trade at the present time.
Whatever trade there is,” then, must be
upon a solid foundation. Whether or not
we would not be better off if this meth-
od of doing business were continued inde-
finitely, is a question—if, for instance,
as trade increased the merchant simply
stocked up to meet what was wanted,
not buyin%:pecnlatiwly to meet what
might not wanted. If our trade and
commerce could be conducted in this way
credit would never become over-extended
and we would avoid the periodical disas-
ters resulting from overtrading. This,
‘however, is too much to expect from hu-
man nature.

CROPS AND MONEY.

Wheat exports have begun at high
rices, and wheat and corn hold up not
rom scarcity probabilities, but beécause
of the strong position of the cash wheat
market. Europe must have our grain
and is willing to pay good prices rather
than watt. The crop outlook is great.

Money at 3-4 per cent. on call and the
crop requirements begun, is almost -un-
precedented and indicates no stringency
this Fall. With money rates so low divi-
dend rates on good stocks and bonds are

highly profitable, and there is little to
depress the market in tangible condi-
tions. Political uncertainty alone stands
as a future menace. Thus far the sub-
ject is treated with apathy except by
party managers.

THE STEEL BAROMETER.

Looked at broadly, the business of the
country is slowly but steadily improving.
The work of getting under way again is
necessarily slow, the momentum of stag-
nation has been overcome. It will need
some strong influence to propel us active-
ly .towards prosperity. This’ will be fur-
nished by the enormous employment ne-
cessitated in moving the crops and by
the vast new wealth realized when the
proeduct reaches the market.

That we are progressing towards fair
weather is shown by the great business
barometer of  steel. From the latest re-
ports in journals reporting on this
trade’s condition we learn that in the
lighter lines of iron, steel and hardware,
which the farmer consumes, there is a
decided demand and the requirements are
rapidly approaching the normal volume.
In the heavier lines business is still scat-
tered, but that mills are buying raw
material with greater courage and confid-
ence. The reports from sellers of foun-
dry pig iron show less urgency and some
decrease in price, but all .around stocks
are decreasing, those of the United States
Steel Corporation being down to the low-
est on record. The business of the car
builders is looking up, including consid-
eration of the Harriman order for about
twelve thousand cars. Cars, locomotives
and rails are needed by all the
roads and  purchase of these must
soon - begin, as low momey rates
make railroad borrowings more and
more possible. ~ The decreased cost of
building lake vessels is inducing tentative
increase of construction of a number of
these. In the Bouth pig iron is much
firmer, while pig iron stocks are low all
over the country.

These are the latest reports from the
steel industry and give a fair indication
of the tendency in all directions through-
out the business world.

THE EARNINGS OF THE®

 CANADIAN RAILWAYS ¢

(Montreal Witness.)

The different railways continue to
ghow large decreases. in their weekly
earnings as compared with a year ago,
but it is pleasing to note that the de-
creases are becoming ‘smaller . each suc-
ceeding week, and it is now confidently
expected that beginning with next month
the receipts of every railway in this
country will give better results. The
Grand Trunk Railway has suffered more
possibly from the general . trade depres-
sion than the Canadian Pacific. The lat-
ter road’s decline in net. earnings was
not so severe as to endanger dividends.

After paying the<ustil dividend of six|Y

per cent. on the common stock, there re-
mained. a_surplus -ef.mearly .six million
dollars. The shrinkage in the Grand
Trunk’s revenue has deprived the first,
second and third preference shareholders
of any return on their investment, and
the owners of the ordinary stock go emp-
ty handed. The management attributes
the bad showing to the falling off in
trade, to the difficilty of reducing®ex-
penses, and to the reduction of freight
rates. The only way out is to increase
the charges on traffic, or to reduce the
wages of employees. The second alter-
native the management declines to com-
sider. The cost of labor, fuel and sup-
plies remain high, but it may be hoped
that the gradual return of prosperity will
restore the net earnings of the company
to their former level without any read-
justment of rates. The revenue for the
second six months of 1908 may prove
large enough to provide dividends for
the first and second .preference stocks
and perhaps for the third. The earnings
of the Grand Trunk for the week show
a decrease of $132,000 as compared with
the corresponding week a year ago. The
figures are given at $778,936, as against
$910,000 twelve months ago. The earn-
ings of the Canadaian Pacific Railway for
last week continue to show a heavy de-
crease from those of the corresponding

E.| period last year, but an increase over

1906. The estimated gross earnings for
the past week were $1,420,000, as com-
pared with $1,540,000 during the same
period in 1907, a decline of $126,000. But
they show an increase of $10,000 over the
$1,410,000 earned during the correspond-
ing week of 1906, so that altogether the
situation is not so discouraging.

MONTREAL STOCK MARKET

Montreal, Aug. 22.—The action of the
local stock market, this week, with its
several rallies and reacitons in certain
issues, indicates a waiting attitude. It
appears that the transactions are and
have been largely professional, that the
market manipulators in the recent ad-
vance in testing the public appetite hand-
ed out a larger quantity of stocks than
investors were inclined to purchase, re-
sulting later on in the partial decline
which has made its appearance during
the past few -days. It is claimed that
in order to protect themselves and their
holdings, which they were unable com-
pletely to dispose of, the leaders were
forced to take back a certain quantity
of stocks and in consequénce may later
inaugurate a broader and more gen-
eral bull campaign, when with easy mon-
ey and crops assured, and the business
situation rapidly improving, it should be
an easier matter to lead the public into
investment buying.

Came From Observation Win-
dow of the Washington
Monument---Catcher Won a
Wager of $5.00.

Washington, Aug. 22.—On a wager of |

$500 Charles Street, catcher of the Wash-
ington baseball club Friday caught a base-
ball dropped from the observation win-
dow in the Washington Monument, 550
feet above the ground.

A long line of prominent baseball cat-
chers, including Paul Hines, Charlie Sny-
der and Buck Ewing, have tried this diffi-
cult catch in the past, but all of them
without success.

Though the ball was allowed to fall the
full height of the monument with only
the impetus of its own weight, by the

sighime it came within reach of Street’s mit

‘it is probable that it had attained the
fastest speed of any ball ever caught by
a player. . |

It is estimated that the ball was going
slightly over 140 feet a second when
Btreet met it while a breeze strong
enough to give the ball a slight twist add-
ed to the difficulty. In comparative speed
it was going over a mile and a half a
minute. ‘

ON THIRTEENTH ATTEMPT.

Tt was only after thirteen attempts that
Street succeeded in holding the ball, but
under the terms of the bet that gave him
the. stakes. Most of his misses were the
result of the breeze, that in the long
drop took the ball quite out of his reach.

Without- taking into consideration the
light breeze blowing at the time of the
test catch and the varying  atmosphric
pressure at the top and the bottom of
the monument, the sphere’s theoretical
fall was I foot the first second, with an
aceeleration of 32 feet each subsequent
second. This made the total drop take
something over five seconds with an aec-
celerated velocity of more than 140 feet
for the last second.

BREAK FORCE OF BLOW.

Street did his best to break the force
of the blow from the descending ball by
reaching up for it and easing off on it gra-
dually. But in spite of his efforts the ball
struck the catchers with a whack  that
could be heard several hundreds yards

away. /
Street held the ball long enough to
win the bet, and then gave himself up
to rubbing his hands. He was not se-
riously affected, however, and was able
to catch this afternoon’s game between
Washington and Detroit.

D. McNICOLL’S RECORD

D. McNicoll, vice-president and general
wanager of the Canadian Pacific Railway,
on Thursday last celebrated the forty-sec-
ond anniversary of his entering railway
work by putting in a busy day at his office
at the Windsor street headquarters.

He ‘‘made
good” all the way, and by 1883 had become
general freight and passenger agent of that
road. In that year Mr. McNicoll joined
the C. P. R,, then just formed, as general

nger agent of the Kastern and On-
o divisions. From that time his pro-
gress was steady.
was appointed by Sir Thomas Shaughnes-
sy his assistant general manager, in 1903
he became second vice-president and gen-
eral manager and in December, 1903, he
was promoted to vice-president and gen-
eral manager. Less than a year ago Mr.
McNicoll also was elected a director of
the C. P. R. Despite his long years of
ilway service, Mr. McNicoll is compara-
vely young man, and bears his fifty-six
years with a vigor that many a young
man might envy.

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SATURDAY’S RACE
OF SALMON BOATS

Chinook Won in a Stiff Breeze
that Disabled two of the
Competitors.

The first of the three salmon boat
races to be sailed during the summer
seasons of 1908, 1909 and 1910 for a piece
of plate presented by the residents of
Carter’s Point took place on Saturday at
Westfield and resulted in the victory of
Chinook, owned by Church Brothers, who
will hold the plate for one year.

John Frodsham's Mona was second and
Lolita E.qowned by E. J. Clawson, third.
The race was open to Class A boats of
the Waestfield Outing Association and
Class H boats of the R. K. Y. C. Nine
entered but only six—Mona, Lolita E.,
Chinook, Leola, Thistle and Wabeno—put
in an appearance at Belyea's Point, the
starting point, Arrah Wanna, Pronto
and Now Then being the absentees. The
race was sailed in a_ heavy southwest
wind, and was a severe test of the sea-
manship of the competing crews, who
were all wet through before the finish.

The course was from Belyea’s Point
around a buoy at Carter’s Point down to
Westfield Wharf and return to Belyea’s
Point. The boats got away at 4 p. m. to
a fair start with the exception of Lolita
E., but the stiff breeze soon brought dis-
aster to Thistle whose foremast snapped
and a few minutes later Wabeno split her
foresail. These accidents put the two
boats out of the race. The remaining
four continued on as far as° Westfield
Wharf where Leola abandoned the con-
test. Chinook rounded the buoy at 4.39
p. m., Mona was but five seconds later
and Lolita E. about ten minutes behind
the other two.

Running before the wind to Carter’s
Point Chinook increased her lead slight-
ly and the time of each as the buoy was
rounded was: Chinook, 5.02.45; Mona,
5.04.45; Lolita E., 5.17. The time at the
finishing line was: Chinook, 5.36.36;
Mona, 5.40; Lolita E., 5.55.15.

panied the réceipt or non-receipt of a let-
ter from home or brother shorthand writ-
er. Letters received by mail enliven the
solitude of country life, while the settler
can in reply tell friends in distant parts
of conditions which interest and often
prove ot greater value than merely inter-
esting a correspondent by the recital of
a story.

Again, in the towns and villages, stenog
raphers will receive a benefit by getting
in touch with a wider world than their
own, and may learn of mjore aggressive
centres of industry, quite apart from the
hobby side of- shorthand correspondence.
Not Canada onmly, but kngland and all
English-speaking colonies may furnish
their quota, and so the choice open is very
wide. With the means available, such as
picture post cards and photography, there
should be no difficulty in creating a chain
of mutual interests which might lead to
life friendships.

I have for many years corresponded
with phonographers I have never met,
and to whom 1 feel as attached as if they
were ‘from my old home. Shorthand has
been a hobby with me and has been of
inestimable profit as well.

I have now létters from a number of
English-speaking correspondents in Eng-
land and other countries who would be
pleased to correspond for mutual benefit

and recreation with Canadians, or Cana-|

dian settlers. Thus the idea of inaugur-
ating the Canadian Phonetic Society orig-
inated.
