Canadian Immigration Officers
Deport Many Immigrants
for Medical Reasons.

TORONTO, Oct.: 25 (Special)—Dr,
Bryne, formerly secretary of the provin-
cial board of health, now chief medical
officer of the department of the interior,
who is in the city on official business, says
that ‘the inspectors'at Atlantic ports of
entry have deported. 500 immigrants this
season, notwithstanding' that over sixty
per cent of the new comers are British.

Thus some of the logs, a very few, the
luckiest, drifted into the {aum pond ab
Grand Rapids within a felv days; the
buik jammed and broke and jammed
again at a point a few miles below the
rollways,’ while a large proportion strand-
ed, plugged, caught, and tangled at the
very rollways themselves.

Men in the rear
lerew had to see that every last log was
got into the current. When a dam broke
the middle of it shot down stream in a
most spectacular fashion, but along the
banks “winged  out”™” most distressingly.
Sometimes the heavy sticks of timber had
been forced right out on the dry land.
The rear crew lifted them bagk. When
an obstinate log grounded, they jumped
cheerfully into the water—with the rot-
ten ice swirling around them—and pried
the thing off bottom. Between times they
stood upright on single, unstawe logs amnd
pushed mightily with poles, while the ice-
water sucked in and out of their spiked
river shoes.

As for the compensations, naburally
there was a good deal of rivalry between
the men on ¢he right and left banks of
the river as to which “wing” should ad-
vance the fastest; and one experiences a
cectain physical thrill in venturing under
thirty feet of jammed.logs for the sole
purpose of teasing the whole mass to cas-
cade down on one, or of shooting a rapid
while standing upright on a single tim-
ber. I believe, too, it is comsidered the
hesght of glory to belong to a rear erew.
Still, the water is cold and the hours
long, and you hate to sleep in a tent.

THE SUIT CASE
° =  MYSTERY

Boston, Oct. 27—The famous suit case
mystery -of Thursday, Sept. 21, when the|

{ dismembered torso of a woman was found |23

in a dress suit case floating in the harbor
near the Winthrop shore, was brought in-
‘to prominence again today when a second
dress euit case was found floating in the
(Charles river, near the Charlestown bridge.
The case found today contained the arms
and legs, said by medical experts to be
those,of 2 woman, and the police say there
is no doubt they are the missing membars
of the torso found at Winthrop more

than @ moénth ago. On one of the hands | B

there were three rings, which, it is hoped,
will give a clue to the identity of the
wearer.

Today’s discovery is closely linked with
the Winthrop find of a month ‘ago. The
torso was wrapped in oilcloth and the
limbs found today were encased in a wrap-
ping identical to that wound about the
torso. While investigating the Winthrop
mystery the police Ilocated two pawn-
brokers who had sold dress suit cases to
a man answering the same description, and
one of the. pawnbrokers identified the
Winthrop case as one he had sold the
man. That case was fastened by a strap
taken from a newer case. The suit case
found today was identified by the pawn-
broker as ome sold by him. Although
when sold ‘it had two straps attached to
it, one of the straps had been removed,
but the strap remaining was of vne same
ofzc and shape apd s#nilar in the pabttern
of the buckle to the strap fastened about
the pase found at Winthrop.

The limbs found today had been severed
from the body with the greatest care, and
the manner. in which the separation was
done resembled the work of a skilled eur-
geon. L

According to Professor Whitney, of the
Harvard Medical School, who was called

in consultation with the police tonight,|!

Today’s ghastly disc\}very was made
about 3.30 o’clock this afternoon, by Ed-
ward Fraser, a member of the crew of the
lighter S. A. Pike, which was tied up at

a wharf midway between the north end |p

gas house and the new Charlestown
bridge. Fraser saw the case floating down
strcam, and pulled it to the dgck of the
lighter with a boathook.

The legs had been separated at the
kiiees, and all the limbs were badly de-

ternal, the skin being well preserved. On
the right hand were found three rings,
two of them om the ring finger, and one
on the little finger. ’

The ring on the little finger was an old
fashioned gold bamd.' It had evidently
been worn a long time, as it was thin on
the edges. The rings on the ring finger
contained gems. One of them was an
opal, which*had originally been gumund-
ed by a cireular cluster of smaller stones,
but all except the ‘opal had . disappeared.
The setting on the third mng was an oval
gem, which is thought to be an imitation
garnet.

On the inner side of the band of the
opal ring the initials “H. B’ were
stamped with a die, and these initials the

jeweler who manufactured it.

Al of the rings were of solid gold, but
weré inexpensive affairs. This, according
to the police, disposed of the theory that
the victim was a woman of wealth.

The authorities believe that the limbs
found today were thrown into the river
at about the same time the torso was pul.
into the harbor. Whether both cases were
thrown over at the kame point the officers
are not prepared to venture an opinion.
It is the theory of Chief Inspector Watts,
of the Boston police; that the case has
rested in the muddy bottom of the harbor
for at least a month. This is borne out in
part by the fact that decomposition was
advanced and that the case, when found
today, was covered with mud and harbor
slime. It is believed that the gases caused
by the decomposition, to(gether with the
lessening of the water pressure by reason
of the unusually low tide, caused the case
to rise to the surface today.

An examination of the torso immediabe-
ly following its discovery developed the
fact that the women’s deatlr was due to
septic poisoning, following an illegal sur-
gical operation, and it was believed that
the surgeon who performed the operation
disjointed the body and disposed of it in

practice. |

The head is still miesing;, and even if it
should be found it is doubtful if identifi-
cation could be made, owing to the extent
of its propable decomposition.

JERRY SIMPSON
WAS PICTURESQUE

WICHITWA, Kansas, Oct. 24—Jerry
Simpson, the ex-congressman who died
here yesterday, as a national celebrity
was one of the products of that political
wpheaval in Kansas which occur{red at the
elections in 1890. Two years before Kan-
sas had gone Republican by 80,000 major-
ity, but soon afterward the state became
the scene of a tremendous, though quiet,
political agitation—not partisan, bl.lt econ-
omic—which brought that majority far
down below zero. The Farmers’ Alliance
established lodges in_all the school dis-
triots, and in every Kaneas sc_hoo]ihouee
once a fortnight, during the winber and
spring 1889-90 farmers gsthergd in shoals,
regardless of party, to investigate the ec-
agricultural depres-
sion that prevailed. It came about there-
fore, in an incredibly short time that
thousands upon thousands of Rgpub}lgw
farmers in Kansas developed a disposition
to leave their party and the Populist
party was the result; by its votes Simp-
son was three times sent to Congress.

Simpson came from stuvdy.sbock in
Charlotte Cousty, New Brunswick. He
began to wander early in life, drifted to
the Stdtes with his parents, who, in 1848,
when their son was but six years o&_d,
settled in Oneida County, N. Y. still
pressing Westward. it was but a step to
the Great Lakes, where at fourteen Jerry
Simpson became a 8ailor. He followed
the life for twenty-three years, and dur-
ing his career had command of many
large ships on the Lakes. He was in the
United States navy at one time, an§i dur-
ing the Civil War served a while in ¢he
Illinois infantry. By 1878 he had drifited
still farther west, to Medicine Lodge, K=s.,
where he was having eome success as a
farmer and stock raiser. L

As the “sockless Socrates of Medicine
Lodge” he first came into rpogﬁtxcaJ prom-
inence. It is said that he himself is re-

sponsible for the name, during one of his|

characteristic harangues exclaiming: ‘Liook
at us poor people who do not even have
socks ta-wear.”

Some time in the eightjes Logan “Car-
lisle, son of the then Speaker of Congress
| became a citizen of Kansas and a neigh-
lbor of Jerry Simpson. i

Logan Carlisle taught Jerry Simpson
a good deal of polities. Simpson had the
vaguest idea of the tariff until Carlisle
got hold of him; but when Carlisle dis-
covered to him how nsas sold in the
free trade markets of the world in com-
petition with all the pauper labor of the
world, and bought in the protected mar-
kets of the United Stabes, the dowm-
right plain common eense of Jerry Simp-
son saw the point. He seized it and made
a most effective argument on the stump.

In Congress Simpson was universally
described as a ‘“picturesque’ fighre, and
8o he was, for he wag as full of individual
ity as an egg is of meat. Perhaps that
was partly due to his sailor life. He was
no meapn antagonist in debate. He was a
man of resources and wvery considerable
information. But Simpsen could not help
being a demagogue; that is why he was
a Populist; that was all that kept him
from being a Democrat. When Simpson
first went to Washington, as a member
of the Fifty-second Congress, the Demo~
cratic majority was overwhelming. There
were but eighty-eight Republicans in the
house., The South was solid. The Demo-
crats had a big majority north of Mason |
and Dizon’s line. A majority of the New |
England delegation was Democratic. A
majerity of the Massachusetts delegation
was Democratic. It»was a very able body-
that Fifty-Second Congress—and Simpson
was one of its conspicuous members. He
served mo movitiate, but pitched into the
debates at once. He wils a stout champion
and nature intended him for an actor. He
had the dramatic instinct, and when he
tore up that old overcoat as a sample of
the shoddy protected by the tariff, he was
the hero of a scene that would have been
a crédit to the histronic stage. With the
wane of Populism, Simpson’s peculiar pol-
itical gifts failed to get approval in Kan-
sas, and of late years he has been out of
the current, '

LUMBERMAN
GOT DAMAGES

Exchequer Court Decision in
Price vs. the Dominion---
Timber Lands Damaged by
Fire. :

Ottawa, Oet. - 97— (Special)—Judgment
was given by Registrar Audette in the ex-
chequer court today in a case of H. M.
Price vs. the PDominion government. The
plaintiff was awarded $55,856 damages
with interest from the time of the action.

The plaintiff, who resides at Quebec, is
a well known lumberman, owning limits
on the line :of that section of the Inter-
colonial Railway acquired from the Drum-
mond County Railway. Considerable dam-
| age was doneto his and other properties
by fire claimed 'to have been started by
eparks from af I. C. R. locomotive. Many
witnesses were examined and a pretty
strong circumstantial case was made out as
to that being the cause of the fire

The case was referred by Judge Burbidge
to the registrar who ' in his judgment, |
finds. the government responsible for the
damage caused by the fire.

professional men stood wedged together
in the cold and wet enow fall, listening to
revolutionary harangues. Amother great
meeting was held in the central hall of the
university and scores of emaller ':n:z‘i?s
of the eeparate trades and professifns
were held in the other rooms of the build-
ing. A room was even et aside for non-
commissioned officers ' of the army, but
only half a dozen of these were present.
In all the sections a strong minority
urged conservatism, but these were car-
ried from their feet by the gemgral en-
thusiasm and resolutions for a general
strike in every branch of social activity
were adopted with a hurrah. Even the
Chinoviks in the government service W\g:e
meeting was largely attended were -
sessed of the same spirit and passed reso-
lutions to stop all work in the govern-
ment departments tomorrow.

Another resolution which was generally
adopted notified the authorities that the
assize court buildings in Litania street
must be opened for a universal meeting of
all classes at noon tomorrow, at which
measuYes will be adopted against another
person who is reported as not adhering
to the genmeral &trike.

The streets practically are deserted ex-
cept for the squads of infantry and cav-
alry which are everywhere.

The hops began to close in the after-
noon in even the Morskaia Nevsky,!and
other central streets. Many of the inhab-
itants shut themselves in their houses,
scarcely venturing out to make necessary
purchases of food, which has mounted to
famine prices.

AUTOMOBILIST
HEAVILY FINED

Paris, Oct. 26—~The ninth correctional
tribunal of the Seine today eentenced. Kl-
liott Fiteh Shepard, sop of the late Colonel
FElliott F. Shepard, of \New York, and a
grandson of the late W. H. Vanderbilt, to
three months imprisonment and $120 fine
and to pay $4,000 damages to the parent
of Madeline Marduel, who was killed by
Shepard’s automobile at St. Ouen, April
24. Mr. Shepard was present, accompani-
ed by his counsel, Maitre Anquetin. The
judge said the automobile exceeded the re-
gulation epeed limit of twenty-five to
thirty kilometres per hour. The judge
also said that the girl killed was twelve
years old and a useful assistant to “her
family. Therefore the family were en-
titled to pecuniary redress for her loss.
He closed with pronouncing the sentence.
After conferring with counsel, friends of
Mr. Shepard eaid he intended to appeal
from the fine and imprisonment, but that
the company insuring the automobile
would not appeal from the $4,000 damages
awarded to the parents. The appeal post-
pones the imprisonment until a final de-
cision is given. Maitre Poincare, counsel
for the prosecution, emphasized the need
of making an example of Mr. Shepard, de-
olaring that American millionaires had the
habit of coming to France and running
over peasants like chickens. i

{ mercial and industrial ambition, and could

'wish for the prosperity and greatness of

| the Dominion. But with the gaze into
the future came also a regret that the
lust for riches and affluence had such a
powerful grasp on a ocountry yet-in its
youth. ’ .

“We have sometimes criticised the
mother country for only knowing what
we considered so little about Canada,”
said he, “but we are just mow waking

The action of the -exeputive committee

of the National Church Federation So-
ciety, which is to meet néxt month, in
New York, in excluding Roman Catholics,
Unitarian and Universalist delegates, has
not been allowed to pass without protest.
The movement, which primarily religious,
is intended to secure ‘the united efforts
of the churches in combatting the forces
of evil in the political, social and busi-
ness life of the people. It is, therefore,
held by those who would include in it all
Christian denominations, that no influence
helpful to the cause should be excluded.
A most emphatic protest in this sense was
made by the Rev. E. F. Sanderson, pas-
tor of the. Central Congregational. church
of Providence, Rhode Island, last Sunday.

could have. been dealt to the Christian
Church had there been a deliberate at-
tempt to that end, than the exclusion of
the sects named. If the conference had
been called to formulate a creedal plat-
form for the evangelical churches, he held,
it might. have been a different thing, but
when the intention was simply to strike
hands for more concerted action in bring-
ing the kingdom of”God here upon earth,
such a stand must work infinite harm to
the cause of religion throughout the coun-
try. People who take a broad view of
religion in relation to social’ reform will
agree with Mr. Sanderson thdt mo help-
ful influence should be rejected when
nothing doctrinal is involved.

“It is mot necessary that one make an
inventory of divine attributes and .sub-
scribe thereto in order to reap the sav-
ing benefits of Jesus. Lote of people have
been saved who never had any intelligent
conception of the dogma ‘of the divinity
of Jesus or the doctrine of the unity of
the Godhead. They gimply trust the Lord
for whatever he is and find him true to
their need and wait for a better concep-
tion of his essence and personality to
come through further light.

“When we come to see him as he is we
will all marvel at the inadequacy of our
theology compared to the all-sufficiency of
his person, and learn that we are saved
by his grace through simple trust in him
and -in spite of much superstition and ter-
rgr. The Unitarians as well as the rest
of us will have much theology to rectify
when the fuller light sbhall come. I fail
therefore to see why the committee
should have had an examination in theo-
logy so prematurely. Besides in the form
that theological thought assumes in our
day it would take -an expert theologian
to appreciate the difference between the
Unitarian forms of belief. It is little
more than a question of theological theo-
ry and but little affects the requisites of
Jehovah ‘to do-justly, love kindness and
to walk humbly with thy God.”

“The Lord is great enough to be compre-

hended by faith that is as a grain of mus-
tard eeed, but too great to be comprehend-
ed in the most profound theology. It
occurs to me, therefore that the right
place to have drawn the line for particip-
ants in the federation of Christians was
that of a-personal trust in a personal Ba~
viour, I™ail to see the logic that admits
a Sacrementarian and excludes a Unitar-
ian. The former is certainly the least
evangelical of the two. But this whole
effort, if it is to start out with theologic-
al dests, will be doomed to failure.

“American Christianity is so leavened
with the doctrine of religions liberty and

Provide Funds to Support French Priests --- Interesting

News from Rome.

, (Rome Letter of Oct. 21.)
"The custom adopted by the Vatican au-
thorities permitting the hierarchy in Eng-
land and America to have a voice in the
selection of bishops for those countries,
and making no appointment before three
names are received in nomination from
the countries, has proved highly success-
ful. It was inaugurated but a few years
ago, and it is likely to be adopted for
other countries in the near future. In
fact, there is already consideration given
to the possibility of appointing the new
French bishops by this method. It is
eeriously proposed that after the abolition
of the concordat, when the appointment
of French bishops will be made by the
Holy See without consultation with gov-
ernment anthorities, the system now used
in England and the United States shall
be extended to France. It is said also that
the pope has planned fo call: a national
council of all members of the French
hierarchy to discuss the new comditions
made for the Chureh in France by the
Jawe of separation, and that the part that
may be taken by the present bishops in
naming their colleagues will then be die-
cussed. Many disciplinary measures will
also be considered’ at the couneil, which
will provide new rules o meef the changed
conditions in the French church.

The question of providing the temporal
support of the French church after the
government ghall have withdrawan prac-
tieally all the eupport it at present gives,
i8 being eolved in part by the Englieh Ca-
tholies, who, at the request of the church
authorities, have formed an"association to
aid in supplying French priests and pre-
lates the'sealaries they received from the

The State of Maine has a larger
perceniage of real estate owners than any
other State in the American Union.

2nd. It has the smallest percentage of
mortages on property of any State in the
Union.

3rd. It has mot a brewery/ nor a dis-
tillery in its territory.

4th. It has double the amount per
capita invested in eavings banks than we
have in Canada.

5th. It has fifty per cent. fewer crimi-
nals in its prisons and jails thap we have
in our Dominion. i

6th. It has forty-six millions of dollars
in its treasury set apart exclusively for
the noble work of education. -

7th. It spends $2 per head in educating
the rising generation.

Whilst the State of Maine has bheen
making progress after this fashion under
prohibition, the city of Gothenburg has
increased tiie ragged army of its paupers,
the poor miserable victims of intemper-
ance, by more than one hundred per
cent..

“This is a free country, and Mr. Maec-
naghten is of course entitled to hold any
conceivable opinion om’ any subject he
may see fit.

No: doubt
changes of habit may lead to a certain
disturbance of trade, but I believe most
firmly—and I am supported by all pre
vious experience of those who have been
far longer in the trade than I haye—that
the real governing cause of the falling off
in sales is the dimimished spending power
of our customers—the wage-earner. The
working-man whose club is the licensed
premises is the real back-bone of the
| brewer. If his earnings are less the brew-
jer suffers.
| A this comports ill with the theory so
much insisted on by modern materialistic
moralists. high and low, that drinking is
the consequence rather than the cause of
poverty. The temperance ‘man says, ab-
olish drinking and poverty will largely
cease to be. The socialist says, make ev-
_esybody comfortable with an equal share
of the proceeds of labor and no one will
be driven to drink. It is to be feared
that the chairman of Allsopps is right and
that improved circumstances will not in
themselves reduce drinking but will ra-
ther increase it. But while this is true,
the fact remains that while the masses to-
day have far more money to epend than
they had thirty years ago, the British
population drinks less per head than it

This conclusion is challenged, however,
by other writers, who see evidences of
| permanent reduction in -the altered opin-
cohol. It is pointed out that more and
more the man who drinks intoxicants is
being driven back on to the justification
that he drinks because he likes it, and it
is asserted that a belief in the strengthen-
ing and eupporting qualities of alcohol
will eventually become as obsolete as a
belief in witcheraft. That euch is likely
to be the case was asserted in no less a
paper fhan the equire-and-balf-pay-colonel-
supported London Times, which furtler
declared: ; \

It may be stated as an opinion upon
which most, if not all, Physiologists are
agreed, that aleohol contributes nothing
to the permanent powers of the healthy
organism, whether physical or intellectual.
No man, it is said, is the stronger for tak-
ing it, and no man is the wiser, The
experience, now very extensive, of insur-
ance offices, seems to place it beyond
doubt, that even the moderate regular use
of alcohol, in any form, is on the whole,
contributory to the shortening of life.
When, these views come to be fairly bal-
anced against -temporary gratification of
the palate, or temporary stimulation of
the brain, they will be likely to lead, not
to a single ‘wave’ of sobriety, but to a
gradual change in the habits of the more
intelligent portion of mankind.

Such a temperate statement of an inex-
orable condition, a statement which will
filler through many minde and newspa-
pers until it reaches every rank of so-
ciety, cannot fail to have-enduring effect,
although the effect may be eonly slowly
perceived. Habit bhas doubtless much to
do with present-day drinking, and habits
ounce acquired require comsiderable reso-
lution to ehake them off. The great ex-
pectation that reformers and physiologists
cherish js that widely-diffused knowledge
that alcohol is useless and worse for every-
body will lead all intelligent persons to
abandon its use during the next two .or
three generations. Meantime the respon-
sibility of the gigantic injury it is doing
to mankind lies at the door of those who|
are licencing those who are producing and
supplying it and those who surround the
sale of it with every attraction that ingen-
uity can devise. The chairman of All-
sopp’s and the other magnates of the
brewing industry who own the gin shops
of Loondon have a balance to their account

with their respective local conditions.
The Interchurch Conference is very dif-
ferent. The <all for it was issued by ‘the
National Federation, in response to a re-
quest to it to do so by the National
Council of Congregationalists.

While the National Federation might
favor federation on broad lines, the Inter-
church Conference, a different thing alto-
gether, was started on a single evangelical
basis.

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NO PLACE TO LIVE

The Plight of Thirteen Mont-|
real . Families - - - They Say
They Are Willing to Pay but
Can Find No Roof to Cover
Them.

Thirteen families of poor people, includ-
ing over one hundred souls, who have
searched in vain for house accommodation
throughout the city and outskirts, are to-
day in imminent risk of being turned out
on to the street with their furniture and
Jeft to ehift for thcmeelves—not because
they are too poor or unwilling to pay rent,
but because of the action of the health de-
partment of the city. L

It will be remembered that a fortnight
ago an account was publiched in the
Witness of the facts connected with the
building on Cathedral street, recently pur-
chased by the government for the site of
a new branch post office for the accom-
modation of the pneumatic tube service.,
The families who had taken possession of
that building were about to be turned out
by the government authorities when,
through the instrumentality of Ald. Gal-
lery the Health Department reffained from
taking extreme measures. Since then the
people concerned have been searching in
vain all over the city, but nowliere can
they find any house-room, ~Three times
Ald. Gallery has obtained an extension
of time for them, but on Saturday last
they were served with notices by Mr.
Desjardins, ‘the superintendent of govemn-
ment buildings in Montreal to quit on
Monday (yesterday), and this morning the
men, sent by the government authorities
begdn to nail up the windows preparatory
to closing up the dwellings.

The poor people, in great distress, call-
ed on Ald. Gallery, who took some of them
down to the City Hall to see what could
‘be done in the matter, These people are
said to be thoroughly respectable, hard-
working, honest citizens, some of them’
residents in the city for the past twenty
years and more; they are both willing and
able to pay a rent of up to six dpllars per
month for three or four rooms in which
to live, but none can be found. The stor-
ies some of them had to tell—etories
which Ald. Gallery says he verified—were
very pitiful. ‘One poor woman, neatly
dressed, who epoke quietly but with a de-
epairing accent, said she had five children, |
the youngest a baby one month old, and |
if she were turned out of the premises in
Cathedral street ehe did not know what
to dp, for she had sought all through the
city in vain. Some people would have
given her rooms for the rent she was able
to pay, but would mnot accept her as a
tenant because she had the children. Am-
other said ehe had four children, and they
were all obliged to live in one room. We
are quité willing to pay rent if they will
leave us here,’ they all said, ‘and we have
told them so, but they say we must go;
and we have nowhere to go in the city.

Nor are these unfortunate persons alone
in- their trouble. During the past week
or &0 over three hundred people have come |
to Ald. Gallery and told the same. piti-
ful story—no living room to be had, Most,
.if not all of them, have families, including
in the majority of cases young children or
babies in arms. Ome sad case was in-
stanced at the City Hall today of a poor
woman ‘and her daughter, both of them
wellspoken, quiet, respectable, “who for
the last ten days have been compelled -to
gleep in a shed outside, devoid of “proper
chelier, because they cannot find any room
anywhere. (

Ald. Gallery brought the matter to the
motice of Ald. Lariviere, chairman. of the
Roads Committee, who said that the case !

ed Ald. Gallery to also. take it before all
the other committees who could in: any
way aesist in helping the people. ;

Canadians interested 'in' the temperance |
question will learn with interest that the
houte of assembly of New South Wales, Aus- }
tralia, has passed, by B3 votes to 10, the se-
cond reading of the Liguor Amendment Bill, |
which proyides for loeal option without
monetary compensation. A eimple majority
is effective when it is a question of main-
taining existing licenses or reducing - their
number, and a two-thirds majority is re-
quired for the total suppression of liquor
licenses in a district. The voting in all cases
must represent half the total of the ‘electors’
enrolled. New South Wales is not usually
considered a, stronghold of temperance, so
that the refusal to endorse the principle of
compensation may be of significance as in-
dicating a growth of public opinion opposed
to the ‘“trade” in a quarter which would
be generally considered as one of- its arsen-
als.
