testimony. District Attorney Jerome stat­
ed that he had no witnesses ready to pro­
ceed with in rebuttal and asked for an 
adjournment. This act was not unexpected, 
for Mr. Delmas served notice late yester­
day upon the district attorney that the 
defence had abandoned its plan of calling 
two more experts. Mr. Jerome did not 
consider the notification as official and so 
came into court this morning prepared to 
listen to more testimony as to Thaw’s un­
sound condition of mind.

NEW YORK, March 8 - When the 
court opens this morning for the furth­
er hearing of the Thaw case, the de­
fence, in accordance with i the decision 
reported yesterday, will announce that 
it has rested, and that all the evidence 
which it is hoped will save Harry K. 
Thaw from the electric chair, is in the 
hands of the jury, except what may be 
given in sur-nebubtal.

District Attorney Jerome, as well as 
most persons who have followed the 
trial closely, was surprised at the sudden 
determination of the defence to end its 
case, and as the district attorney is not 
quite prepared to go on with his rebuttal 
testimony, it is likely that he will ask 
Justice Fitzgerald to postpone the trial 
until Monday.

To Delphin M. Delmas, chief counsel 
for Thaw is ascribed the latest move. 
Personally he was Oppressed with the 
testimony given by Mrs. Wm. Thaw, 
Wednesday, and in thinking of his furth­
er plans that night, there flashed into 
his mind the thought that with this pic­
ture of the grief-stricken mother on the 
witness stand, fresh in the minds of the 
jurors,it was a good place to close the case 
for the defence. He knew that the jury­
men had had a surfeit of expert testi­
mony and as that was about all he had to 
offer, be deemed it wise to eliminate it.

Thaw is said to be satisfied with the 
decision of counsel and with the pros­
pects. Mrs. Wm. Thaw was reported to 
be dissatisfied that she was not allowed 
on Wednesday to testify on the ques­
tion of hereditary insanity in the Thaw 
family.

Captain Read has told us, there is still 
a way of occasional escape from Prince 
Edward Island by the way of the Capes 
as “strap passengers.” It is by the grace 
of the government of Canada that we 
enjoy this exalted privilege. It is a 
Government service. The Government 
owns the amphibious boats, shod with run- J 
ners and equipped with sails, cars and— 
straps. And these straps arc a badge and 
yoke of servitude as we shall see. For 
in these straps men do the work of 
beasts of burden and literally bow their 
necks to the yoke—the Government yoke.

It ought to be mentioned also that 
this is an iater-provincial service. It is, in 
fact for weeks, and sometimes for months 
at a time, the sole means of conveyance 
for both mails and passengers between 
this Province and other Provinces of 
Canada. It has been so during ail the 
thirty-three years that the Island has 
been a member of the happy and pros­
perous Dominion family.

The strap passenger should rather re­
flect upon his privileges. The Govern­
ment provides him with a boat, an oar- 
and a strap. He may if he chooses pro­
vide himself with a pair of long rubber 
boots, or he may take his chances of wet 
feet in zero weather. He also has the 
privilege of paying two dollars 
Government for his ticket. The ticket 
permits him to wear the strap over his 
shoulders, and to pull and push and drag 
at the Government boat, as if he were

horse or mule, guided by human intel­
ligence. The term of his servitude may 
be three hours or it may be ten; that de­
pends on wind and ice and tide.

He starts from Cape Traverse; he may 
land at Tormentine, or miles up or down 
the Strait, on the Mainland side, or he 

be glad to escape to the Island shore 
He may, perchance, have to 

spend the night on the drifting ice-floes 
and may be frost-bitten, maimed or dis­
figured for the rest of his days, after 
burning the boat and the mail sacks in 
the effort to save life. This has happen- 
ned more than once. At best, if he gets 
across,

“When a foreman or jobber goes into
the bush to ‘make logs’ he necessarily 
cuts a supply road to the spot selected 
for the shanty. The underbrush is most 
likely mixed hardwood and evergreen, the 
latter chiefly balsam. This brush is 
thrown to the side of the road as the 
easiest way to get rid of it as a matter 
of course. When the site for the shanty 
is reached, land has to be cleared for the 
buildings needed. A little of the brush in 
the centre of the clearing may be burn­
ed, but the most of it is thrown into the 
edge of the woods surrounding the shanty. 
The next move is to cut logs. In doing 
this a lot more brush has to be cut to 
make room for the men to work. Then 
small clearings are made to build skid- 
ways on which to place the logs ready to 
load, and the. brush is thrown into the 
edge of the bush as usual. Trails are then 
cut to reach every log, leaving still 
brush communicating with every tree top 
that has been felled. Main and side roads 
are then made, connecting all the skid-

HOW TO REDUCE FIRES.

“I may say, however, that if every per­
son getting out any kind of timber, even 
on his own land, were compelled to burn 
all the brush he cut as the work progress­
ed, the question of reforesting would solve 
itself. The lumbermen would probably say 
that it would be impracticable to do this, 
but the fact is otherwise. A log gang com­
monly consists of three men cutting logs, 
with a team, teamster and probably two 
men skidding and cutting trails. This 
gang will probably cost on an averagé $10 
a day. Two additional men would bum 
all the brush and tops, and, perhaps, help 
the others a little. The cost of drawing 
the logs varies with the distance, but is 
usually more than cutting and skidding, 

that two men’s wages, say, $2.50 with 
board, would have to be added to $20 for 
cutting, skidding dnd drawing, making an 
increase of about 12 1-2 per cent.

“The chances are that there will be no 
fire the next spring after the logs are cut. 
The pine tops and balsam, spruce and 
hemlock brush, inflammable . almost as 
gunpowder, when perfectly dry, will not 
be fully dried out before the leaves of 
the standing trees and brush are suffi­
ciently advanced to shade the ground and 
retain a certain amount of moisture.

It is, however, probable that the next 
fall, if a dry one, or more likely in the 
ensuing spring, a fire, started possibly, by 
lightning,—I have seen five dry pines 
burning at once after a thunder storm— 
but more likely by a settler’s fallow, or 
a river driver’s or fisherman’s camp-fire, 
or mosquito smudge, will catch some­
where in the dry brush.

Last Year 1186 Patients Were 
Treated With 1482 in Out Door 
Department.m

The report of the St. John Public Hos­

pital was presented to toe legislature Wed­
nesday by toe premier. It showed that 1,186 
patients were treated during the year. Of 
this number 750 were discharged as cured, 
1,232 as showing improvement and twelve 
as incurable. Ninety-five died an4 eighty 
are still under treatment; 446 were males 
and 740 females; 428 were married. The 
number of operations performed was 262. 
Of toe patients 499 were residents of St. 
John city and ccAmty, 251 came from 
ponits in 'New Brunswick outside of St. 
John and 436 from beyond the bounds of 
the province.

The total number of days spent by the 
patients in the hospital was 31,903, toe 
average number of days 26.9. The daily 
cost of the support of each patient, and 
the interest, was $1.23. In the outdoor de­
partment there were fifty-sir operations 
and 1,482 persons sought consultations. 
The receipts for the year were $52,823.22. 
This includes the balance carried forward 
last year and the $4,000 returned by toe 
municipal council to réplace money taken 
from toe Owen-Jones fund.

OUR CANADIAN VIEWS

Queen's RollawayAt the Empire Club, Toronto, Thurs­
day, J. Castell Hopkins, the guest of the 
hour, read a paper entitled “The Forma­
tion of Canadian Opinion.”

He said that nearly all Canada’s imper­
ialistic views and ideas of British institu­
tions were drawn from sources which dis­
torted the facts and colored the sentiments 
with a distinctly non-British or anti-Brit­
ish tint, and these channels of inform­
ation were, even when heading from Lon­
don, directed and employed by and for 
the people of the United States.

Canada had copied the United States in ; 
everything and Britain in nothing—so it 
is little wonder that in all relations aris­
ing between Canada and the mother coun­
try Canadians take a partial and dissatis­
fied stand as in the Bering fisheries, the 
Alaska boundary, and were now doing in . 
the Newfoundland question.

The newspaper press of Canada, town 
and city, were always well supplied with 
U. S. dailies and weeklies, but seldom had 
a copy of a British newspaper.

Ottawa, March 7—When the house met 
today and went into, committee of ways 
and means, H. J, Logan (Cumberland) 
moved hie resolution confining the bene­
fits of the British preference to goods 
imported through Canadian ports.

Mr. Logan, in an admirable speech, re­
viewed the whole question at some length. 
Referring to the matter of shipping lacili- 
tiee at Canadian ports, he dealt with what 
has been done at St. John and Halifax, 
as follows;

•‘We have made great strides in this 
country in the last ten years”’ said Mr. 
Logan, “we have made great improve­
ments in transportation facilities at ocean 
ports. We have spent millions on the St. 
Lawrence between Quebec and Montreal, 
for the improvement of the channel for 
the summer traffic. The city of St.-John 
with noteworthy confidence in its future 
and praiseworthy enterprise and activity, 
has spent over $1,000,000 in bettering the 
facilities at that port. This again has 
been augmented by the expenditure of the 
L C. R.

With reference to the facilities afforded 
by the I. C. R. let me cite what has been 
done on that road in the past seven or 
eight years, and I am bound to say that I 
think this will come as a surprise to many 
of us that there has been such a very 
large sum spent to improve that railway. 
From 1697-8 to 1905-6 inclusive, there has 
been spent on increased facilities by the 
I. C. R. in the city of St. John on capital 
account no less thdn $1,226,021; for dredg­
ing, $45,722; a total of $1,271,744.

At Halifax there has been spent during 
that period for increased facilities on cap­
ital account $1,089,490; for dredging, $18,-
