1S FOUND IN NIGERIA

Marks New Epoch in the Develop-
ment of West Alrica

London, July 8—At the annual meet-

|ing of Elder, Dempster and Company, |’

Sir Owen Philipps remarked ‘that the
discovery of coal at' Udi in southern

Nigeria, marked a new and most import-
ant epoch in the history of West Africa.

It renders possible many industrial de-,

velopments in that
country. i

This announcement comes as a wel-
come surprise, for the full secret of the
Udi coalfield has been well kept. The
discovery was made in the course of the
mineral survey of Southern Nigeria,
which was associated with the Imperial
Institute. Following on the very fav-
orable report of the Imperial Institute,

still _little-known

steps were taken by the government to.

work the field, which is no longer in the
experimental stage. Ten thougand tons
of the coal have in fact already been
mined and stacked ready for use. The
coal-fleld is in immediate proximity to
the new Nigerian Eastern Railway from
Port Harcourt, whence the distance is
only 150 miles, and when this line is
opened for traffic—some time this year—
transport can begin at once, and the coal
be at the service of the whole of Nigeria.

Many specimens of Udi coal have been
verv fully examined and the fuel value
definitely determined at the Imperial In-
stitute. Though not eaual in quality to
Welsh steam coil, it is much better than
many varieties which are now being
mined all over the world. If has been
subjected to exhaustive trials on the
Nigerian railways, the officials of which
have reported very favorably upon it as
a locomotive fuel. ;

The total area of the Udi deposits is,
as far as can be at present estimated,
not less than 2,100 square miles, In
places the seams are five feet thick.

GERMAN ARMY WORK
FORCED ON BELGIANS

British Foreign Office Makes Strong
Protest to Neutral Relief Com-

London, July 8—In a communication
addressed to the Spanish and American
ambassadors ang the Dutch minister
here, as patrons of thé commission for
relief in Belgium, the Foreign Office calls
attention to a decree said to have been
issued on May 15 by Governor-General
von Bissing, the German governor of
Belgium. , \creating more stringent laws
against Belgian workmen who refuse em-
ployment.

The statement continues to say that

‘reports have been received of further at-

tempts by the Germans to requisition la-
bor for military needs. The decree of
May 15 provides heavier penalties of im-
prisonment - for . recalcitrant workers,
while all persons, communes, associa-
tions @and other groups giving relief to
those refusing to work are liable to a
fine of not more than 10,000 marks and
imprisonment for not more than two

years.

“As it is presumably useless,” says the
communication “to urge upon the Ger-
man authorities the inhumanity of this
action, His Majesty’s Government is
therefore reduced to base their protest
solely on the fact of the decree of May
15 which is yet another direct and de-
liberate infraction of the undertakings of
the German Government to the commis-
sion for relief in Belgium.”

T0 SAVE LIVES OF MEN
AFTER NAVAL FIGHTS

London, July 8—A new project for
saving life at the time of naval encoun-
ters is reported in an Exchange Tele-
graph despatch from Copenhagen. It says
several prominent Danes actuated by the
idea that many sailors might have been
saved during the North Sea battle .if
boats had been sent out intend to or-
ganize a fleet of several hundred motor
boats along the west cbast of Jutland
. These boats flying the Red Cross flag
will be sent out to pick up the wounded
after each battle. The work of organiza-
tion will be undertaken as soon as pos-
sible. :

WADE WANAMAKER

When John Wanamaker, founder of
the . greatest retail store in the world,
¢losed his first day’s business in 1861, he
had $24.67 “in the old-fashioned till un-
der the counter.” He left the sixty-seven
eents in the till to start the second day’s
business and spent the $24 in newspaper
advertising.

Ever since, he says, he has been using’
the daily newspapers because he found
“that the only advertising of direct and
instant . benefit to (both merchant and
customer is in the daily newspaper of
known circulation.”

. Mr. Wanamaker tells the story in an
open letter which he addressed to the
Associated Advertising Clubs conven-
tion, which met recently in Philadelphia.
He says:

“This great advertising convention
may do for Philadelphia a splendid work
and its influence may spread the country
over,

“The advertising convention that as-
sembles today at the University of
Pennsylvania, for .this week at least,
draws the eyes of the whole country up-
on Philadelphia, and it is a very import-
ant_convention, because its opportunities
are' so large.

“Doubtless, people who buy goods
from stores all over the country ' are
waiting to see what it will do to clear
up all the uncertainties and remove the
poison gases that have caused so many
to begin to wonder whether advertising
is a good thing for the customer or not.
Uses Only Daily Newspapers.

“When this little store closed its doors
on its first day’s business, away back in
1861, the sum of $24.67 was found in
the old-fashioned till under the counters
the sixty-seven cents was left there for
making change next morning and the $24
was taken out by the founder and spent
with the newspapers, which were asked
simply to say that the new store was
open and doing business, and had a good
stock of goods useful to the people.

“Qur little allowance of advertising
money went to the newspapers then,
it. goes, mearly altogether, today, " be-

NEWS OF VICTORY

The victorious Russians continue their
wonderful advance, and the German
lines are falling back. The whole situa-
tion on the eastern front continues to
improve. i

In the west the week ends as it be-
gan with news of victory. It is true
that the progress made there is much
slower than in the east, but there are
greater obstacles. Last night’s cables
told of brilliant British successes, which,
though thé advance was not great, are
yet of great importance, and inflicted
heavy losses upon the enemy. The fam-
ous Prussian Guard was thrown into
the breach but could not stem the tide
of British valor.

The French are holding Verdun, and
retain: the positions gained on the
Somme. The Italians report minor suc-
césses. The Russians have defeated
Turkish forces in the region of the Cau-
casus. The tremendous pressure exert-
ed on: every side against the Central
Powers, and the victories that are being
won by the Allies must soon bring im-
portant changes. It is no longer a ques-
tion of where Germany will strike next,
but where she will yield ground to the
Allies. The whole outlook is much
brighter for the latter. They are wh-
doubtedly suffering heavy losses in the
great drive, but those of the enemy are
also very large, and cannot be replaced
with the same éase and rapidity. The
power of Germany is steadily declining.
. A STRIKING EXAMPLE.

The editor of the Times wrote recent-

ly to Mr. Geo. W. Davies, superintend-

ent of schools in Sauk County, Wiscon-
sin, regarding” the wider use of school
buildings, in which Sluk\ County has
gained a d.. .ved pre-eminence. The

Times was auvised to write*Mr.' Davies

by the extension department of the Uni-

versity of Wisconsin, which ‘has played

a most important part in. conmection

with the wider use of school buildings
__throughout the state, Supt. Davies’ let-

ter to the Times is as . follows, and

should’ prove of. great interest to the

people . of New Brunswick:—
“Replying to your letter of June 1st,

I am pleased to send you what informa-

tion I can regarding the use that is made

of our school-houses, apart from the
use of the daily puolic school program-
me. There is quite a general movement
on in this county to make wider use of
the school-housés a8 community meel-
ing places. We also make use of the
“town halls, country churches or farm
homes for the same purpose. There are
in this county forty or more such com-
munity organizations which meet every
two weeks during the school year, while
during the summer some of the organ-
izations disband and others hold
monthly meetings. In some communities
members of the school board or other
interested citizens in the community
make a request for some kind ‘of a com-
munity organization—farmers’ club, lit-
erary society, or lyceum. In other cases
the teacher wishes to organize a farm-
ers’ club or other community gathering
and calls the people of the district to-
gether. Usually the school gives a short
programme and in addition the question
ef a community organization is discuss-
ed. The county superintendent of
schools, principal of the training school
or others interested in this work are
called upon to present the matter to the
public. We find that the success of the
work depends oftentimes upon the kind
of leadership that we are able to find in
the community. In many cases, how-
ever, these organizations are the means
of developing the right kind of leaders.

This is a movement to get the entire

communily' to contribute to the pro-

gramme, The farmers, their wives, and
the young people of the community take
the parts assigned them by the pro-
gramme committee, whether it be a de-
bate, a talk, a discussion, recitations,
songs, instrumental music or other fea-
tures appropriate to a community organ-
ization of this kind. Questions pertain-
ing to farm topics, home comforts, edu-
cation, and questions of local, cotnty,
state or national interest are discussed.

“We do not find that the use of the
school buildings in the evening interferes

In the least with their use in the day

time. It usually happens, however, that

after a community has formed the habit
of meeting at the school-house, the
community becomes more interested than
ever in the appearance and usefulness
of the school-house and equipment, re-
sulting oftentimes’ in added equipment
for the teacher, better looking school-
room walls, pictures—and frequently the
need of a new school-house with more
voom is thus impressed upon the peo-
ple. A community organization has
proven to be the very best means of get-

Ying a community more interested in

having a better school. This resuitls in

better ventilation, better lighting, more
voom, and less opportunity for the spread
of disease.

County Country Life Association. We
hold a picnic each year at a convenient
place in the county, usually in the month
of July, and in the winter a two-day and
evening meeting is held with a bunquet
as a part of the evening programme. I
am inclosing posters regarding these
events last mentioned. At our last
summer’s picnic there were about threc
thousand present.

“In addition to the uses above men-
tioned, nearly all ot the cic hundred
and fifty rural schoois in Sauk County
hold one or more scho»i socials. Often
times some means 1s provided wheveby
money is raised to add to the equipinent
of the school. Games and equipa.cnt
for the play ground are purchased with
money raised in this way. Over $2,009
was raised in this way by the schools of,
the county the past year. ‘

“One of the most valuable and edu-
cational functions that the country
schools have taken up in this county re-
cently, is the holding of school district
or agricultural fairs. - Sometimes a single
school holds a fajr and in other cases,
two or more schools join = together.
About forty of these faits were held
last year. Exhibits of school work, sew-

vegetables are included in the exhibit at
these school district fairs.”

That the fame of Sauk County schools
has gone abroad is shown by the' fact
that in the last issue of the American
Review of Reviews, just published, the
following appears in the course of an
article by Carl Holliday on The Coun-
try School’s Re-Birth:—

“Have you heard of Sauk County,
Wisconsin? It is fast becoming the talk
of educational circles. Its motto evi-
dently is ‘We do it ourselves,” with the
result that its initiative movements have
revolutionized rural life within its bord-
ers. Within five years it has establish-
ed the following ifstitutions, customs
and movements; boys’ corn-growing
contests; a country teachers’ association;
school fairs and entertainments netting
several thousand dollars for the pur-
chase of pictures and statuary; debat-
ing, declaiming, athletic, spelling, arith-
metic, sewing and cooking contests or
meéts ‘all over the county; a monthly
printed bulletin published for the in-

ents on all subjects pertaining to -local
education; agricultural training “ouf in

the ‘serving of .warm lunches. to-all 'stu-
dents; a- rural school survey with re-
sulting maps and charts; school district
agricultural  fairs; farmers’ clubs
throughout the county (the first one
bearing the euphonious name of The
Skillet Creek Farmers’ Club); the found-
ing of thirty-two clubs and societies in
the county so that everybody can have
opportunity to air his views; a county
6chool banquet every winter and a
county school picnic every summer;
community singing throughout ®the
county.” \

Is there not a valuable lesson in all
this for the rural and village communi-
ties of New Brunswick? Should not their
tschool work be made more practical, and
should not an educational campaign be
conducted to arouse more of public in-
terest in the schools and what they can
be made to do toward making country
life and agricultural pursuits more at-
tractive? There is no other agency by
which community life can be so gener-
ally developed, and we are far too slow
in’ grasping the opportunity.

History of the Herd.,

The history of this herd, now the
largest in the world, 4ates back to 1878,
when a Pend O’Reille Indian captured
four little bison calves—two bulls and
two heifers—by. cutting them out,of.a
stampede herd .on thée Flathead Reser-
vation in Mpntana, Ih accordance with
a peculiar characteristié, often noticed
by-old plainsmen, these young creatures
obediently followed the horses of the
hunters who had slain or driven off itheir
mothers.

The Indian in question gave them io
the Mission of St. Ignatius, where they
were kent as pets and became as do-
mesticated; 'as ordinary - cattle. When
the heifers were four years old each had
a calf.. From that time on they grad-
uely 1acrcased in number, until, in 1884,
there were thirteen head, and finding the
care of them too' great a tax, the mis-
sion - decided’ to sell them. Ten head
were Lought for $250 apiece by S. A.
Allard and Michel Pablo, who were
ranching on 'the reservation, and were
shrewd (nough to see that specimens of
what was even then almost an extinct

The bill providing .for the permanent
prohibition of vodka came up in the-
Duma at Petrograd recently for the
first time and the session was given over :
to a discussion of the effectiveness of
the present regulations forbidding the
sale of liquor, and the advisability of
perpetuating the advantages of the in-
creased prosperity evidenced throughout.
the country since the imperial decrees at
the beginning of the war.

The present prohibition has been pre-
scribed by the government and no op-
tion given to the people except in the

matter of light wines and beer which -

has been left in the hands of the muni-
cipal councils in various parts of the em-
pire. But, judging from the preliminary
debate, the representatives of the people
will support the government and will
signify their approval of the prohibition
by forbidding forever the sale of vodka.

In fact the sentiment expressed by
the members of the Duma was dissatis-
faction with laxity in the enforcement
of the present regulation.

(Fredericton Gleaner.)

If Roumania goes into the war on the
Allies, or should she even cast her lot
with the Central Powers, the labor mar-
ket on the St, John Valley Railway will
be given a jolt.

In event of that country taking her
place alongside the allies of Great Bri-
itain a large number of Roumanian re-
servists now in this country will be call-
ed back home to fight, whereas if Rou-
mania decides to ally herself with Ger-
many the same reservists will be intern-
ed. Thus in any case the labor market
is likely to suffer.

M. J. Poupore, of Poupore Bros., who
have a contract ,on the St. John Valley
Railway from Evandale to Qak Point,
under Smith & Merrithew, was in the
city last eveéning at the Barker House.
He said that he had 150 men engaged on
|the work near Oak Point, the great ma-
{ jority of these being Rboumanians. Ac-
! cording to Mr. Poupore, labor is at pres-
jent very plentiful, mostly Roumanian,
| Russians and Italians, with a few Aus-
{trians being employed by the contract-
lors. They are being paid an average of
{82 a day, and most of the laborers are
secured from St. John and_ Halifax.

Mr. Poupore says that the work on his
section is making excellent progress.
They have ‘seven cuts open at present,
their work being the heaviesi on the
line. He is here arranging for the trans-
portation of part of the company’s plant
which has been at The Barony, to Oak
Point. The plant is being taken to Gib-
son and loaded onYarge scows which are
being towed to Oak Point. Already
about eighty-five tons of light railroad
material has been shipped in this way
and there is ohe steam shovel, two don-
key engines ‘and sixty-two dump carts
now at Gibson to be loaded on the
scows. ' Altogether about 250 tons will
be taken to Oak Point in these scows,
the firm having purchased a large part
of the Hibbard Company’s plant.

These conditions, observers say, ex-
plain the regeneration of the Austrian
army and the better account it has given
of itself in the last thirteen months. The
single direction has worked for absolute
unity in the highest commands, and as
the discipline extends with especial
strictness to the generals the want of
harmony which imperilled the early op-
erations has been eliminated.

While most of the Afstrian generals
at the front tbday are men whom the
war has brought to high place, virtually
every German command is in the hands
of men who, for one reason or another,
were on the retired list. when war was
declared.

Field Marshal von Hindenburg was
placed on the retired list two days af-
ter a court martial -had supported a con-
tention of the kaiser - with which the
field marshal did not agree. Gen: von
Bissing had been in retirement for eight
yvears when ko was appointed military
governor of Belgium. He was asked -to
retire in 19907. He protested, caused a1 |
army scandal,’and the kaiser withheld
the usual decoration conferred on re-
tiring commanders.: :

Gen. von Talkenhausen, commanding
in North Alsace, had been out of the
active service for thirteen years when
the war began. He was placed on the
retired list after having served as com-
mander of ‘the Wuertemberg corps for
only three months. Gen. Gade, com-
manding in South Alsace, was in com-
mand of a division at Metz in 1909, when:
he was placed on the retired list foriin-
capacity. ‘ i

Gen. Count von Bothmer, in command
in Volhynia, was removed from his
place at 'the head of an army - corps
three years before the war began and
was made chief of the Royal Corps of
Archers at Munich, a corps composed of
100 non-commissioned officers armed
with halberds.

Field Marshal von der Goltz, Gen. von
Kluck, Gen. von Buelow, Gen. von Deim-
ling, now directing the operations before
Verdun, and Gen. von Heeringen, were
called from their homes in the first days
of the war and sent into active service.

The success of the move this year will
depend entirely on the manner in which
they are led. If we do not go through
this year we will go through next year.”

Wonderful Railroad System

Mr. Corey has been all over the Brit-
ish front, and what has impressed him
most is the wonderful work that has
been done in railroad construction ' be-
hind the British lines. There no fewer
than 8,000 miles of railroad have been
built, a fair share being standard gauge
for full-gize trains, and the remainder

When he was obliged to fall back he did
so with the greatest of composure. He
knew his: absence would be but tempor-
ary. Now that Russia has the mea
equipped and the artillery ammunition,
he is renewing his advance with the ut-
most confidence that it will eventually
vindicate all Russia’s hopes,

Decauvilles. - Heretofore one’ ‘tremend-
ous advantage possessed by Germany has
been in her railroad. system, what she
built in her own country before the war
and what she seized or constructed in
enemy territory now in her possession.
Not only -was she able to.shuttle troops
between Poland and Flanders by meags
of this systemn, or between Ypres and
Verdun, but in the course of a-battle
she was able to clean up her front, that
is, to retrieve her wounded and lake
back her prisoners; and also to send for-
ward fresh troops as fast as they were
needed. Before a battle began she was
able to place immense stores of ammuni-
tion and other supplies where she would
need them so that the lines would
not be cluttered up with stores after the
battle had begun, but could be exclus-
ively used for troops. :

Enormous Supplies of Guns,

The Allies, on the other hand, have
not yet been able to meet' Germany on
even ground so far as railroad transport
is concerned. More than once victory
has been denied them because they did
not have the rails or the rolling stock
to get reserves into the trenches fast
enough—in other words, by being unable
to follow up initial success and consoli-
date the ground won. Behind the Brit-
ish lineés, however, there are more rail-
roads than behind the German position,
and as fast as the British infantry ad-
vances a mile engineers lay a mile of
track. These roads have already been of
vital importance in bringing to the front,
or at convenient spots back of the front,
innumerable quantities of guns, Mr.
Corey quotes a British officer, who says
that the ground back of the front fairly
“crawls” with batteries of big guns that
have never been used. They: are hidden
behind haystacks. They are buried in
the ground. Thousands of tons of am-
munition and all kinds of supplies have
alse been buried, to be produced only
when the great offensive has been
launched.

Size of British Army,

The British field telephone system is
said to be better than the French gov-
ernment-owned system. Concrete poles
and proper insulation have been install-
ed. In fact, so admirable is the system
that it will be presented to France at
the end of the war. Regarding the
manufacture of shells, Mr. Corey says he
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was recently i a shell factory, and it
was not the largest in France, in. waich
16,000 people were €mployed. As for
the army there are ready to go into the
British trenches - 1,200,000 men. . 'This
coes not include the soldiers of the sup-
ly corps, the relay corps, the ~ bridge-
uilding corps, and others amounting to
pro another 500,000 ‘men, usually
included’ in ‘¢stimates of an army’s
strength. . As: to the quality of thc sul-
Giers, Mr. Corey did not speak, but the
actions of the last few days in which the
Highlanders, the Ulstermen and the
Larncashire clerks distinguished 'th:m-
selves relieves all possible anxiety on this -
score.

WORIERS DIAMONDS
I OTTAWA VAL

Stenes Used For Industrial Pure
posss Ae Withhald Froan Ex-
portation .

Ottawa, Judy 7—In a certain vault in
a room in the Trade and Commetce De-
partment at Ottawa repose thousands
of diamonds. They lie there without the
protection of time locks and armed
guards. No burglar alarms provide scien-
tific precautions against their abstraction
for the reason that no such attempt is
feared,

The explanation of such immunity is,
to be found in the fact that the stones,
though they are diamonds, are not of the
precious variety They are of the kind
known as industrial diamonds, used by
glaziers, steel manufacturers and for
other such purposes. The British govern<
ment hag ruled that they must not/be ex-
ported even to Canada except.through
the Trade and Labor Department and
accompanied by a sworn statement by
the importer as to their destination. The
reason is that the diamonds are of use
in many branches of manufacture con-
nected with the war and it is desired to
keep them out of the hands of the enemy
Their actual value, however, varies from
‘a few cents to forty dollars each depend-
ing on their size.

-revenues from motor vehicles increase.

‘ Last year that revenue amounted to
nearly $30,000; this year it will increase
probably to $40,000. - Automobiles have
decreased in price and many people who
could not afford them years ago now
find them more adaptable for their use
‘than horses.”

The platform the opposition adopted
last January in St. John forecasted such
a policy and he saw plainly that it could
not come into effect too soon.

. The great benefit of good roads, Mr.
Carvell said, would be felt more by the
farmers than the automobile owners and
yet the interest upon the borrowed
money necessary to so improve the roads

BATSMAN MAY BE
GVEN TWO BASES

Penalty May Be Imposed Upon
Pitchers if They Hit Man in
Neck or Head

Chicago, July 8.—President B. B.
Johnson of the American league will
give the batter two bases whenever he
is hit in the head by a pitched ball, in-
stead of one base, as at present, in order
to deter pitchers from intimidating the
batsmen.

“I am loath to believe,” Mr. Johnson
said, “that any player in the game would
deliberately injure another, but there

seems to be a growing belief that pitch- ¢

ers are resorting to throwing balls at a

player’s head in order to intimidate him
or drive him away from the plate. Ac-
cording to the reports, the belief was
largely responsibie for some of the lat-
est outbreaks on the field. 3

“In that case it may be well to pro-
vide some plan of minimizing the pos-
sibility of such methods being employ-
ed by pitchers in the future. How
would it do to inflict double penalty on
the pitcher who hits a batsman on the
neck or head by giving the batter two
bases arbitrarily ?”
