Nanaimo, B. C., Oct. 17.—Premier
Mackenzie King was accorded a warm
welcome on his arrival here yesterday.
The Premier and his party were taken
on a drive around the city, afterwards
attending a formal reception. At’noon
they icft by automobile for Victoria.

The Premier sald Canada wanted all
parts of the country and all races to
contribute to the making of Canade
sand to secure that fundamental unity
which makes for a happy and con-
tented people. He described the
Britich Empire as the real League of
Nations, on which should be modeled
tne larger League of Nations.

IN TIME OF PEACE
ITALY PREPARES

Adopts Policy For Mobilization
of Nation as Well as Army
For War.

Rome, Oct. 17—The council of min-
isters, after a lengthy discussion yes-
terday, approved a bill for the organi-
zation of the nation in time of war.
This project, which has already been
examined and approved by the Supreme
Commission of National Defense, es-
tablishes the fiindamental principle that
the Government’s task is to prepare in
time of peace a national mobilization
in addition to a military one.

The civil mobilization, as contem-
plated, establishes ‘rules whereby the
peace organization must be transferred
to a war basis comprising all national
activities, namely, agriculture, industry,
finance, labor, also a repartition of the
prime necessities of food manufactures
between the army and the civil popu-
lation.

The project establishes regulations
whereby all citizens employed in pub-
lic and private offices, who are called
to army services, must be substituted
with others freed from such dutfes.

WRANGLE ISLAND
PROPERLY NAMED

Ottawa Refuses to Be Excited
Over Latest Report From
There.

Nome, Alaska, Oct. 17—A colony
intended to establish British title to
Wrangel Island, in the Aretic Ocean,
north of Siberia, was carried off by
the Russian armed transport Red Octo-
ber, which raised the Russian flag
therc, August 20, it was learned here
today.

Ottawa, Oct. 17—(By Canadian
Press)—The colony on Wrangel Island
was a personal venture on the part of
Vilhjalmur Stefannson to maintain a
British claim of ownership of the isl-
and. It consisted, according to infor-
mation here, of one white man and a
number of Eskimos. The establishing
of the colony was a sgquel to the ex-
pedition which Mr. Stefannson sent to
the island in 1921, under command of
Alan Crawford of Toronto, to rein-
state British claims of ownership. A
rescue party under Harold Noice visit-
ed the island last year and found that
all the members of the Crawford ex-
pedition, with the exception of an Es-
kimo woman, had perished. Subse-
quently the colony was established.

Mr. Stefannson made efforts both in
Ottawa and in London to have formal
recognition made to the claim of Brit-
ish ownership. His main argument was
that the island would be especially
valuable in the future as an air base
but neither the British nor the Cana-
dian governments took any active steps
to press the claim.

New York Court Collects $5,000
in Fines—Forty-two Sent
to Jail.

New York, Oct. 17.—The record for
automobile speeding cases was broken
in the Trafiic Court, Wednesday, when
860 of the 780 persons arraigned be-
fore five magistrates paid fines ranging
from $25 to $100.

U. S. OBJECTION TO
LIMITED INQUIRY

Wants Lake Erie and Niagara
Considered as Well as Lake
Michigan.

Washington, Oct. 17. — Secretary
Hughes has informed the Canadian
Government, in a note communicated
through the British Embassy, that the
United States Gavernment is mot dis-
posed to consider' the power value of
diversions from the waters of Lake
Michigan without giving consideration
¢o the power of similar diversions from
Lake Erie and the Niagara River.

The American note was communi-
cated to the British Embassy on Sept.
10, in connection with the framing of
instructions to the joint board of en-
gineers for the investigation of the pro-
posed St. Lawrence waterway project,
but was not released for publication
until this evening.

The American note reads:—

Washington, Sept. 10, 1924.
Excellency:

I have the honor to acknowledge the
receipt of your note of Aug. 18, 1924,
in which you communicate the views
of tHe Canadian Government concern-
ing the recommendations for instruc-
tions to be given by the United States
and Canada to the enlafged Joint
Board of Engineers appointed for the
investigation of the proposed St. Law-
rence waterway. 7

It Is odserved that the Canadian
Government is prepared to accept the
recommendations formulated by .the
technical officers designated for that
purpose.by the two Governments, and
to adopt them as instructions to he
given to the Canadian members of the
enlarged Board of Engineers, but that
it Is unable to accept the proposed
amendment of Section 6 (b) of the
recommendations. which was communi-
cated in my note of July 2, 1924, to
the British . Charge d’Affaires ad in-
terim, by virtue of which the Joint
Board of Enginéers would be in-
structed to give consideration to the
,questlon of the extent to which the un-
equal diversions from Lake Erie and
the Nlagara River for power compen-
sate for loss of power attributable to
diversions from Lake Michigan.

The Government of the United States
is quite willing to have the Joint
Board of Engineers develop the facts
with respect to any phase of the St.
Lawrence problém with a view to ac-
riving at an equitable adjustment of
the rights and interests of the two
countries therein, but it is not con-
vinced that it would be wise to cou-
sider the power value of diversions
from I.ake Michigan without, at ‘*he
same time, considering the power
value of other diversions.

In view of the fact that the recom-
mendat’ons formulated by the techni-
val officers have, with the exception
of Scclion 6, met -with the approval
ot the Uniled States and Canada, this
Government is prepared to instruct the
American representatives on the Joint
Board of Engineers to proceed with
the consideration and investigdtion of
the matters covered by the recommen-
dations of the technical officers, with
the cxception of the questions in Sec-
tion 6 if the Canadlan Government
should be willing to issue similar in-
structicns to its representatives.

‘‘This Government is further prepared,
if such a course should meet with the
approval of the Canadian Government,
to instruct its technical officers again
to confer with the technical officers
representing Canada for the further
consideration of the questions embraced
in Section 6 of the recommendations
with a view to their modification in a
form accceplable to both Governments.

I should be pleased to receive at the
early convenience of the <Canadian
Government a further expression of its
views on the subject.

Accept, Excellency, the renewed as-
surances of my highest consideration.

Much of the clamor against the
League of Nations in a portion of the
United States press to-day is necessar-
ily discounted because this is not only
a presidential year but the candidates
are in the home stretch. At such a
time two and two make five. If one
candidates favors the League, opposing

- prators paint it in sinister colors and

charge him with trying to hamstring
American liberty and independence.
The Chicago Journal of -Commerce,
having scanned the Geneva protocol,
sounded the tocsin and reached for the
musket of *76. The ratification of that
pact, it asserted, would probably mean
that the United States would be
attacked before long by ten or twelve
of the more powerful nations; thereforc
Uncle Sam must prevent ratification—
fust how was not set forth—or arm on

a gigantic scale without loss of time
There are in _the Republican news-
papers at this tlme many such examples
of simulated alarm, the chief purpose
of which is to beat Mr. John W. Davis,

But other and different voices are
raised here and there, and it is pleasing
to turn from the soap-chewers to those
who still seek to give Americans the
truth about Geneva and to remind them
of their international responsibilities
and duties. .Mr. Edwin L, James, a
publicist of note, has just published
in New York a temperate if searching
review of the international situation
as it stands after the Geneva confer-
ence. .In summing up he says:—

“Of course, the protocol is not to
be now regarded as a pact which
is in effect with full legal force.

In the first place, it must be

approved by the Parliaments of the

main countries concerned. In the
second place, its validity is depend-

ent upon a successful arms limi-

tation conference to be held in

Geneva next June. If the Parlia-

ments do not approve, if the arms

conference does not succeed, the
protocol falls of its own wcxght

But, taking it at its present face

value, assuming that the delega-

tions at Geneva represented the
will of the Governments of their
countries, the protocol in full effect

would change the League from a

clearing house for ideas into a

working force of unexampled

power.” |

Mr. Coolidge, months ago, advised
the world of his readiness to call a
disarmament conference = after the
Dawes plan had been carried into
effect, if after taking soundings in the
European capitals he found his pro-
posal well peceived. If Europe has
forestalled him after a fashion, his aim
being world peace, he should be de-
lighted. If he is President for another
term he will doubtless send representa-
tives to Geneva next June. Indeed he
is committed beyond recall to that
course. So is Mr. Davis. Mr. James
cannot see how, or why, the United
States can choose isolation and still live
up to its benevolent professions. Of
his country’s position he writes:—

“The situation is in the making.

But as it stands now, the United
States, out of the League, sees
ﬂft_v-ﬁve nations engaged in the
manufacture of what is in effect a
military treaty of mutual assist-
ance, which provides that any
aggression against a member of the
League shall meet the united front
of the League, and the decision as
to who is the aggressor remains
with the League. From Washing-
ton this may appear ‘unkind; it
may . also appear to support the
argument that the United States
cannot afford to have the rest of
the world debate issues which
concern us, which concern every
one, without our taking part.”

Mr. Coolidge seeks disarmament.
Mr. Davis tells him that League
membership would= no more - destroy
the independence of the United States
than the Washlngpn arms conference
did, which is true; but the Republican
campaign orators continue, with af-

fected gravity, to recall George Wash-

ington’s warning against foreign en-
tanglements.

When the fever of”the election sub-
sides, and the American people face
four years of political peace, their
President and Senate may be ready to
serve the cause of world peace by more
than gestures.

the more hopeful. It certainly holds
out more alluring possibilities, and our
air servicegs deserve great credit for
continuing their work with the big
rigids at a time when the rest of the
world was ready to abandon them.”

WHAT KIND OF WINTER?

(Ottawa Citizen.)
Raspberries, violets and Jjuvenile ra-
coons have been reported as making an
unseasonable appearance in different
parts of Ontario, and the wiseacres are |
predicting & mild. winter. If these
phenomena could be taken as unmis-
takable signs of a balmy winter, one
might be impressed. The fact s, how-
ever, that they are the products of
conditions that have gone before and
not of conditions that are yet to come.

A walk in the country just now will
reveal equally authentic signs of a
hard winter. The shrubs and trees are
plentifully laden with berries and most
of-_the birds have long since departed
for warmer regions. . These are signs,
in the lore of the people, of a severe
winter. And of the two groups of
signs, the safe guess is that the latter
is the more reliable.

If there is one thing about the Can-
adian winter, it is that it may be de-
pended upon to deliver the usual line
of goods—cold, bright days, with the
thermometer occasionally dipping be-
low the zero mark, some stormy days
with snow and wmd and cloudy skies,
and an odd mild day when the snow
in sunny places melts at the height of
the day.® Last'winter, when no snow
to speak of appeared in Ottawa till
Christmas, all sorts of queer prophecies
were made. But the winter was very
much as usual, after a somewhat be-
lated start.

So that while the weather lore of
the “old timers” is always interesting,
it is seldom based on scientific obser-
vation or accurate data, The most de-
pendable prediction\is that the coming
winter will be very much like other
winters. They always are like each
other.

THE LOST ATLANTIS.

(Montreal Gagette.)

The “Saturday Review” contains a
suggestive critique from the pen of the
French abbe, Ernest Dimnet, showing
the way things are going in Alsace and
Lorraine. It appears that the French
school teachers—instigated by the radi-
cal Encyclopedists—have ' organized a
syndicate intended to revolutionize the
system of education. According to this
scheme, sociology is to be the chief
topic of instruction. Children must be
given ampler views of the world.
Given wider vision, they will become
moral as they are enlightened.

To talk of a billion has
an impressive sound simply because its
values cannot be comprehended. We
live in an age when catch-words have
a talismanic spell, and when men are
enamored of an idea precisely in the
degree it absolves them from the
trouble of thinking out its meaning
and its implications. In Russia the
magical word iz “Communism.” In
France it is Syndicalism. In Great
Britain it is Imperialism. In the Unit-
ed States it i{s Americanization. The
Socialist talks \of nationalization; the
Laborite of the “One Big Union”; the
voter of democracy and the glories of
It seems quite
sufficient to outline the big circle, even
though its spaces are left a total blank.
A person, of course, may be very
proud of owning an up-to-date encylo-
pedia, even though he does not under-
stand the drift of any article within
its covers.

CANON CHASE SAYS

‘The Queenston-Chippawa canal is 18
miles long. Four miles of it were
dredged and nine miles excavated from
dry land. The work, Mr. Blanchard
said, was In progress from 1917 to
1921 and cost $62,000,000 to March,
1922, for 800,000 horse power devel-
oped, although provision was made for
an ultimate development of 560,000
horse power. The difference in water
level between the upper end of the
canal and at the power house gives.an
operating head of 805 feet for the de-
velopment of power.

To carry highway and railway traffic
over the line of the canal it was neces-
sary to build 16 reinforced concrete
bridges at a cost of $2,200,000. It was
also necessary to maintain all tele-
phone, telegraph and transmission lines

Vocational Board Meets.:

“The vocational committee, after
carefully considering with Mr. Bro-
die the matter of economy in the
erection of the vocational school,
Jinanimously agree that if ‘the voca-
tional policy is to be carried out no
change should be made in the plans
already outlined.” _

Dr. L. M. Curren, M.LL.A., chairman,
impressed upon the members their
responsibility to consider the matter
in the light of the needs of the chil-
dren of the city. He said it must be
decided whether the economic loss
in’ having the children who need
vocational training do without that
training and take unskilled occupa-
tions would be a more serious matter
to the community than the expendi-
ture necessary for obtaining the voca-
tional building at the present time.

Dr. L. M. Curren presided. Others
present were Thomas Nagle, Allen A.
Mclntyre, G. Herbert Green, Alexan-
der Wilson and G. Gordon Leavitt,
secretary, 8. A. Worrell, acting super-
intendent of city schools and F. Neil
Brodie, architect.

The chairman asked Mr. Brodie if
it would be possible to carry the con-
struction of the bullding over a
period of three years. In pagticular
he wanted to know if the gymnasium
could be left out of the first work.

Mr. Brodie sald if the gymnasium
and auditorium wing were left off a
saving of $65,000 would be effected
but to build that wing later would
cost 10 to 12 per cent more than $65,-
000. He did not believe it would be
possible to leave off any other part
of the building. He did not antici-
pate any lessening of the costs of
building materials but on the con-
trary thought some would advance.

It was estimated that if the wing
under discussion were built now thé
cost to the taxpayer would be $42,000
as the Government grant would be
available, but should construction be
delayed for two years the taxpayer
would have to pay $76,000, a differ-
ence of $32,000.

New Estimate $327,000.

Mr. Brodie said his new estimate for
the building cost was $327,000, includ-
ing excavation, with an additional $18,-
000 for grading and filing and improv-
ing the ground. Streets, water and

¢ sewerage would add another $4,500,
making a total of $344,500 exclusive of
the cost of the land.

Mr. Nagle said this expenditure
would put in shape only one acre of
land for playground and there were
many sites that could be obtained
fronting ‘on streets in the city which

. would cost less and have an acre of
layground.

Dr. Curren said that every one ad-
mitted that vocational training must
come and must come in the near fu-
ture. If it was to be obtained with
outside help it must be obtained soon.
He stressed the fact that the object of
vocational training was to give certain
education to a certain number of per-
sons so that they might be able to earn
a better livelthood and be of greater
value to the city. If there was delay
in getting vocational - training there
must be taken into consideration what
was the loss to those who would have
been preparing to earn a livellhood were
the vocational training available. He
thought this matter should not be view-
ed as an ordinary improvement bul
that every school trustee and the citi-
zens generally should place themselves
in the position of parents of all the
boys and girls in the city. Parents
weuld make any sacrifice {o give their
children education because they placed
a very high value on education.

The question must be answered “were
conditions such that the boys and girls
must be told they could not be given
the education they required and that
for two years they must drop out of
school and go to some untrained em-
ployment, go out handicapped into the
world?

It seerfled to Dr. Curren that it was
not possible to effect any economy in
the plans as they had been outlined
and that it was the responsibility of
the committee to go before the School
Board this evening with full informa-
tion at hand.

Was Determined to
Have Hair Bobbed

Paris, Oct. 17.—In the sleepy old
Norman town of Vernon the whole of
the police force was called into most
tnusual activity a few days ago because
Mme. Roussel, an 18-year-old bride,
wanted her hair bobbed.

The police were notified by M.
Roussel that his wife had been attacked
while in the house alone, and had been
gugged and bound by an individual who
wanted to maltreat her, and who, find-
ing he_could not succeed, finally took
a pair of scissors and brutally cut off
her hair.

After a long inquiry the police con-
cluded that the adventure existed only
in the imagination of Mme. Roussel,
who, because her husband was opposed
to bobbing, invented the story to ex-
plain why her hair was cut.

New York, Oct. 17—When two Al-
banians attempted to fight off three
robbers who attacked them in the hall-
way on the second floor of 400 West
Fortieth street Monday night the hold-
up men opened fire, killing one of the
Albanians and sending a bullet through
the right hip of the other. The victims
of the shooting were Sayssa Kanberg,
26 years old, whose home was said to
be in West Thirty-sixth street, near
Ninth dvenue, and who. was shot
throug’ the head and died instantly,
and Weymore Esat, 28 years old, of
810 West Thirty-fifth street.

Esat was shot as he attempted to
follow the three holdup men after the
killing of his friend. The robbers es-
caped through the main entrance of
the tenement which is occupied as an
Albanian boarding house, before the
arrival of policemen.

Dr. Merkin took Esat to Bellevue
Hospital, where he said that the only
description he could give of the mur-
derers was that they were young. The
slain mamr had but 83 and Esat a little
more than 8$10. Detectives were un-
able to find anybody in the neighbor-
hood who would admit having seen
the slayers leave the building.

TARFF DS N
PRODUE RESLS

Is Much Unemployment in
the United States—An
Election Issue.

Washington, Oct. 17.—(By Canadian
Press).—The tariff continues to be one
of the chief issues of the campaign,
althotigh it has not become the leading
issue, as some leaders believed it
would last spring. Just now, the Demo-
cratic managers are making much of
the charge that the Republican claims
as to the usefulness of the tariff ate
belied by the heavy unemployment in a
number of highly protected industries.

The charge of unemployment in some
of the highly protected industries can-
not be disputed, because it is borne out
to an extent by the official figures of
the New York Department of Labor.
These figures show increased unem-
ployment in the textile and silk mills in
Avigust as compared with July of this
year or with August of last year. In
wool manufacturer’s and cotton goods
factories there is an increased showing
of unemployment. The same is true of
a number of other industries. While it
does not necessarily follow that the
situation in New York is the same as
in the rest of the country, there is no
question that unemployment in the
United States at this time is extensive.

The low tariff and moderate tariff
men say this proves the tariff does not
accomplish for labor what the high
tariff advocates allege. On the other
hand,  the protectionists insist that
without high tariff the conditions
would be much worse.

Undoubtedly the attitude of many of
the farmers on the tariff has prevented
Mr. Davis from making the utmost of
the tariff issue.

SHOOT MAILS NINE
- ILES IN'A TUBE

Will Dispense With Ser-
vices of Motormen—Re-
markable Device.

The British Post Office Department
is preparing to open for bisiness a
tube which was completed osme years
ago, running seventy to eighty feet be-
low the surface of London, from Pad-
dington Station under the central por-

tion of London to the East End in the
White Chapel district, a distance of six
and one-half miles. The tunnels br
tween stations are 9 feet in interr
diameter and carry two tracks, each

2 foot gauge for up and down tra
The stations have been excavated
big junction points up to dimens

of two sections of 25 feet. A sta
will consist of an island platform
ranged in two sections, between wh
will be placed a control cabin and tl
elevators and conveying appliances that
have been especially designed to suit
the different classes of postal matter
which have to be dealt with between
the station platforms and the postal
buildings above.

According to advices received by the
Bankers Trust Company of New York
from its British Information Service,
the noteworthy feature of the scheme
Is the decision to dispense with the
services of motormen on the trains and
to rely entirely on a system of remote
control. This method of operation has
been the intention since the inception
of the scheme more than ten years ago.
In order to test the possibilities of vari-
ous methods of automatic control, much
experimental work was carried out on
a specially arranged track at Woolwich.
These tests gave valuable information
upon which the scheme finally adopted
is based.

Description of Cars.

There will be steel cars, 90 in num-
ber, which may be used either singly
or in trains of two or three cars, each
carrying a load of 1,120 pounds. The
cars will be of the four-wheel type,
each car having two direct-current
series-wound motors connected for per-
manent parallel operation, each with a
resistance permanently in circuit. The
armatures and series field coils of the
motors will be energized from a con-
ductor rail for each track. The con-
ductor rails will be supplied at two
voltages so as to give running speeds
of about 8 and 85 miles an hour. The
control of the train as it comes to rest
at a platform or passes through a sta-
tion will be such as not to require the
continuous attention of the switchman.
The position in the tunnels and the
destination of each train will be noti-
fied to this switchman on an illumin-
ated dlagram in the control cabin at
the railway stations. The switchman
will then arrange to receive the train.

On approaching the station, the train,
If it be required to stop at the station,
will pass to a braking section which is
normally dead, then to sections in
which the pressure of the conductor
rall is reduced to give a speed of about
8 miles an hour, and finally to a dead
section within the station, when the
brakes will be applied automatically
and the train brought to rest.

At stations the postal traffic will be
dealt with glmost entirely by mechani-
cal power. There will be spiral chutes
for downward traffic at each station,
and elevators for upward traffic. and
at the big stations the plans for hand-
ling traffic include the installation un-
derneath the platform of electrically
operated conveyor bands which will
deliver to bucket elevators.

The line capacity on a basis of a
two minute headway is 45 tons an
hour of postal matter in each direction.
Ample provision has been made not
only for present requirements but for
future years.

[HEWEST IS BITTER
AGAINST THE EAST

In the United States as in
Canada There is a

Cleavage.

‘Washington, Oct. 17—(By Canadian
Press).—One of the developments of
the presidential campaign is the almost
startling showing of sectional feeling
which is being disclosed as the contest
becomes intensified.

The feeling of the west that its in-
terests are being overlooked and treat-
ed with something like contempt by the
east is not only an important factor
in this campaign but it is a factor
which will be felt in legislation and in
politics long after the campaign is over.

Broadly speaking,
population of the west and south is
coming to the conclusion that the lead-
ers who dominate the Republican
party and, to some extent, the Demo-
cratic party, are out of touch and out
of sympathy with the agricultural in-
dustry. This is one of the leading rea-
sons for the strength of Senator La
Follette, who is running on the thijd
ticket. President Coolidge has to a large
extent escaped the condemnation of the
agricultural population, but he is get-
ting more and more under fire. He is
being more and more charged with
leanings toward the east and away
from the west. A recent speech of Sen-
ator Brookhart, in which he declared
the President belonged to the “Wall
Street Bloc,” has hurt the administra-
tion.

How far the sectional feeling of west
against east is going to be carried no
one can tell. Much will depend on
whether eastern leaders, especially
Eastern ‘Republicans, show a disposi-
tion to awaken to western demands and
to listen to them. If they do not, there
will be increasing feeling and factional-
ism. Western Republicans are sure to
split from eastern Reptiblicans before
long unless the demands for legislation
by the western men are met in reason-
able measure.

This is one of the reasons why the
third party movement is not a jest but
something to be taken seriously.

In their bitterness, some western men
are even saying the time will come,
unless the east wakes up, when the
west will secede from the east and set
up a separate nation. This is carrying
the matter to a point which will not be
reached. The movement of 1861 will
not again have its counterpart. Still,
the mere fact there is such talk in some
quarters reveals the depth of the senti-
ment of the west that the east must
treat its problems with sympathy.

Washington, Oct. 17.—The ZR-3
was declared yesterday by Secretary
Wilbur, speaking in behalf of the navy
at a luncheon, to be “a symbol of peace
and friendship between her builders,
her owners and other nations.”

He is real-
ly the De Pachmann of evangelists,
who has_discovered the perfect meth-
od. He has the whimsical Puck-like
manner of the pianist. He is decidedly

But Dirigibles for Cruising Dis-
tances and Carrying Loads

Washington, Oct. 17—~(United Press)
—The man who invented the airplane,
Orville Wright, predicts a great uture
for dirigibles of the ZR-8 type. He
believes he can afford to do so, for in
his- opinion they cannot compete with
the brood of swift air-birds he and his
brother concelved.

“Dirigibles have a great future in
thelr own field,” Wright said to the

& United Press today, “but they do not

compete with planes. Their fields are
distinctly not competitive. The field of
the plane is speed; that of the airship
is cruising distance and carrying power,
Great airships do not and will not have
the tremendous speed of the planes,
but they will excel in cruising distances
and the amount of loads they will be
able to transport. Dirigibles, for ex-
ample, are more practicable for trans-
oceanic flights.”

= For Polar Flights.

The wizard of Kittyhawk, however,
would not concede much to the airship
in the matter of the projected polar
fiights. He hopes the ZR-3 will at-
tempt the North Pole cruise next
spring as planned, and believes it will
be luc’ceunﬂ.

But, he adds, sirplanes would have
as good a chance in the Aretic hop as
the air-crulsers, and he thinks the
round-the-world flight of the army
fliers demonstrated this.

“Aircraft 1 think will be the great
military weapon of the future,” he
said, “but there will always be surface
battleships as the backbone of defence.
More and more, however, these will de-
pend upon airplanes and airships.”

Wright was a close listener yester-
day at the meeting of the Naval Ad-
visory Commission for Aeronautics
when Dr. Hugo Eckener, president of
the Zeppelin Co., and commander of

La Follette Men Say it Will be
Formed After
Election.

Washingtop, Oct, - 17.—(By Cana-
dian Press.)—Fyiends of Senator La
Follette and supporters of the move-
ment for the third ticket say the forma-
tion of a strong third party after the
election is assured. They assert that
no matter what is theputcome of the
clection November 4 with respect to
electoral votes, La Follette is sure to
-receive a popular vote of such propor-
tions as to make it a mandate ro go
ahead with the formation of a per-
manent third party,

Not only the La Follette adherents
but the enemies of La Follette admit
he is certain to get a heavy popular
vote. What hik-énemies are hoping and
working for i8 to keep it s0 distributed
as to prevent the presidential election
from being thrown into the House.

Under such conditions, the conference
of third psrty men and women which
Is to be held hete the coming winter
will be profoundly interesting. It will
not be an easy thing to start a third
party on an enduring foundation. Much
will depend, however, on whether Scn-
ator La Follette, who is getting well
along in years, and whose health is
not of the bést, is In a good state of
vigor after the campaign. If he is able
to continue the leadership of the meve-
ment it will be much simpler to launch
the third party than if he drops into
the background.

Much will depend, too, on how earn-
estly the Jeaders of the American Fed-
eration of Labor enlist in the third
party movement as a permanent propo-
sitlon. Accusations are now being made
that a number of them are losing inter-
est or, as the gaying goes, are geiting
“cold feet” In this connection, there is
no doubt that something depends on
the continued success and tenure of the
Labor Government in Great Britain,
A backset for the Government and an
upsetting of it in the election would
have the effect here to tend to hold
back the third party movement. It
would not prevent by any means the
formation of a third party, but would
detract from the enthusiasm with
which gome labor elements here would
support it.

OFFER OF FODTBALL
TROPHY REJECTED

Mattér Remained in Abey-
ance Since Close of
1923 Season.

The trophy offered for competition
among the three colleges comprising
the Western Section of the Intercol-
legiate Football League of the Maritime
Provinces has been rejected’ by Mt.
Allison and Acadia., The matter was
laid before them at the Truro confer-
ence and definitely rejected.

The cup tentatively offered was to
be donated by L. S. Webb, acting
Chief Forester of New Brunswick;
Prof, H. P. Webb, who occupies the
chair of Forestry at the University of
New Brunswick, and T. W. Webb of
Minto, three ‘brothers. The trophy was
to be known as the Webb Cup. At the
close of the 1923 football season, when
U. N. B. by the third successive win
took the Clark Trpphy out of compe-
tition, the offer was made. University
of New Brunswick wished to accept 1t.
Acadia and Mt. Allison asked that the
matter remain in abeyance. The final
decision was made this autumn.

The attitude in regard to competing
for a trophy seems strange in view of
the fact that with the exception of the
war period the three colleges have com-

| peted for a football trophy continuous-

ly since 18038. The King-Richardson
Company donated a cup in that year
and it remained in competition'for sev-
éral seasons until won permanently.
The Clark Cup then was donated by
a friend of Acadia residing in Brook-
lyn, N. Y. Any objection to competing
for A cup seems to have developed
within the past few years.

PICKING BASEBALL
WINNERS FOR 1925

Trying to Size Up Champ-
jonship Contenders— Re-
view of Teams,

| New York, Oct. 17—(United Press)
—Winning pennants in strings has be-
come such a custom in the major
leagnes that the thought naturally

arises after the world’s: “Will the Sen- |

ators and the Glants repeat?”

It is no' more possible to answer the
question now than it was after the
series last year, because form doesn’t
last over a protracted period. The
fickleniess' of dope wae well illustrated
‘during the last season when the sur-
prising Senators came through as the
pennant winner in the American
League over the New York Yankees.

hen the entries in the two leagues
drew up to the wire last April, it was
almost the unanimotis opinion that the
Yankees should have no great difficulty
in winning their fourth straight cham-
plonship -and that only & McGraw
could steer’ the Giants around the com-
petition that was threatened from
Pittsburg and Cincinnati.

As the Boston Red Sox caused a
temporary surprise and the Senators
came through with a permanent shock
in the ' American  League, the older
cirenit -had the. baffling Brooklyn
Robins as evidence that it is impossible
to figure a team’s form over a season.

The best tumble that the Senators
got from ‘the experts was that they
were an experiment with a kid man-
ageér and that they might have to fight
hard for a place in the first division.
All the recognition that the Robins
got was that it was the worst looking
team in the major leagues and would
be fortunate to keep out of the cellar
or the ground floor.

The prospects of the Glants and the
Senators in -the 1925 pennant races
quite naturally depend upon the oppo-
tition that will face them. From all
appearances at this early date they
will have plenty of competition.

The opinion has been" expressed In
the last two years that when the
Yankees finally cracked that they
would do it with a complete explosion
that would toss them into the second
division. The former world’s cham-
plons are not a young ball club. They
needed patching last year, and they
need more patching for another pen-
nant fight. Unless the scouts are able
to find something for Colonel Jake
Ruppert to spend his, good money on,
the Yanks hardly figure as the out-
standing 'challenger next year.

To rebuild the team, the Yanks have
one young outfielder,’ Farl Combs, and
a young first baseman, Lou Gehrig.
They need a young catcher better than
Hoffman or Be’ngoylgh,, and they need
about four young pitchers to be ready
to step in for Bush, Shawkey and Jones,
Hoyt has ‘given promise each spring of
developing into a great pitcher, but he
has always stopped on the way. FPen-
nock had a great season, but he may
fall off next season, as star pitchers
usually “do. &7 §

The Detroit Tigers are the big threat
of 1925. Ty Cobb has a young ball
club that gave great promise this year,
and might have done better if' they
didn’t have some very bad breaks. The
Philadelphia Athletics are also a threal,
even if one, from past experiences, has
to cross fingers in making the predic-
tions.

The Cleveland Indians are in the
game position as the New York Yan-
kees, although they have mno mighty
Babe Ruth to lose and: the Yanks must
face the sour prospect of figuring what
will happen to them when the Babe
starly slipping: He is about due.

It was rather generally believed- at
the close of the last season that the
Pittshurg Pirates had the best team in
the National League.' It was a fine
ball club and it is a finer club in pros-
pect for 1925. Beveral of the players
on the team caused® dissatisfaction to
the management last season and it Is
possible that two players may be re-
placed with ones who may be willing
to show a little more fight. The Pirates
are young, and new spirit should grow
iuto the team. It is impossible, it
would seem, to get anything into some
of the veterans on the club, who have
thrown away. and wasted three fine
chances to win the pennant.

Brooklyn did about as well this year
as the same club can do next year.
Certainly the Robins could have done
no better this year with what they
had in the way of playing strength and
with the handicap of a late start.

It is only reasonable to assume, after
what happened to Adolph Lugue this
scason, that Dazay Vance may not win
23 games next scason; vhat Bill Doak
may not win 12 or 15, and that Purly
Grimes may not he good for 20 cr 25.
Star pitchers, in recent years, almost
invariably have had a bad relapse after
one fine season.

injuries this season and by the fallure
of some of thelr pitchers to deliver.
The club should be as srtrong next
spring as when it started this season,
and it was considered highly erg;ugh
to be plcked as a pennant possi ility
by several experts.

THE GREAT ZEV
WAS POISONED

Wood Alcohol Used for In-
jury Instead of the
Grain Variety.

, There is a chance for some one to
write a novel based on an actual hap-
pening in the history of the turf, says
Howard T. Reynolds in the Boston
Post.

It would not be ancient history,
either. For the time would be the
present. The scene the Jamaica, Bel-
mont and Aqueduct tracks on Long
Isiand and the Latonia course in Ken-
tucky, just across the Ohio River from
Cincinnati, .

Of course, there would have to be a
villain or group of villains in “The Re-
juvenation of\ Zev.” There is, but we
will forget them for the moment and
enter them in their proper place.

Now everyone who has only followed
events in the running horse world
knows that Zev, the big brown colt in
the Rancocas stable, was the cham-
pion and biggest money winner of 1923
as a three-year-old.

That {n an international mateh race
arranged for him with Papyrus, the
English Derby winner, he made the
Briton look like a crippled army mule.

When the 1924 season opened at
Jamaica track in April, of course Zev
was on hand to run. Naturally on past
performances he was an odds on favor-
ite. It was a beautiful stinging those
that backed him got, for Zev was
soundly beaten by St. James, a three-
year-old.

The next tim9 out the grand old
champion, by the hardest kind of work,
just managed to squeeze in a winner
over a rather cheap field. That was
about May 1.

From that day until Friday, Oct. 10,
at Latonia, though started eight times
at - Aqueduct, Belmont and again’ at
Jamalca, Zev falled to win a race.
