The Premier Speaks.

Nanaimo, B. C., Oct. 17.—Premier 
Mackensie King was accorded a warm 
welcome on his arrival here yesterday. 
The Premier and his party were token 
on a drive around the city, afterwards 
attending a formal reception. At 'noon 
they left by automobile for Victoria.

The Premier said Canada wanted all 
parts of the country and all races to 
contribute to the making of Canade 
and to secure that fundamental unity 
which makes for a happy and con­
tented people. He described the 
British Empire as the real League of 
Nations, on which should be modeled 
the larger League of Nations.

Ottawa, Oct. 17.—(By Canadian 

Press).—“We are awaiting develop­
ments and also waiting to see what 
the other Dominions are going to do,” 
said J. A. Robb, Minister of Immigra- 
tiofl and acting Minister of Finance, 
last night when asked if the Canadian 
Government was going to maintain ils 
exhibition at Wembley next year. Mr. 
Robb said that strong representations 
had been made from Great Britain urg­
ing Canada to extend its share in the 
British Empire Exhibition for another 
year. It is also understood that several 
Canadian interests have put forward to 
the Federal Government reasons why 
Canada should be represented at the 
exhibition during another year.
Taken For Granted.

London, Oct. 17.—(British United 
Press, by Herbert Bailey) .—Canada’s 
decision to exhibit at Wembley next 
year is giving much satisfaction in offi­
cial quarters here, although so far no 
confirmation has been received of their 
decision. Strong representaations were 
made to the Colonial Office to get Can- 
adad to reverse her first decision, and 
it Is admitted that there was some 
talk of getting the Prince of Wales to 
use his Infliience in this matter, while 
It is even, possible that this was done.

"Even ^n the event of the courts 
holding that Importation into Ontario 
was legal under Government control,” 
said Mr. Ferguson, "this Province could, 
and would, take every possible step to 
prevent the consumption of any liquor 
save tlfat bearing the Government seal.

The description of how the power of 
Niagara Falls was developed by the 
construction of the Queenston-Chip- 
pawa canal showed an engineering work 
of such proportions that one could 
hardly grasp the enormity of the un­
dertaking. At a public meeting In the 
N. B. Telephone Co., Ltd., building. 
A. C. D. Blanchard, M. F,. I. C., hy­
draulic engineer of the New Bruns­
wick Electric Power Commission, de- 

i scribed with slides some features of the 
1 design and construction of this work 
The meeting was held under the aus­
pices of the St. John branch of tho 
Engineering Institute of Canada. G. 
G. Hare, city engineer, presided.

The Queens ton-Chippawa canal is 18 
miles long. Four miles of it were 
dredged and nine miles excavated from 
dry Land. The work, Mr. Blanchard 
said, was in progress 
1931 and cost $62,000,000 to March, 
1922, for 300,000 horse power devel­
oped, although provision was made for 
an ultimate development of 660,000 
horse power. The difference In water 
level between the upper end of the 
canal and at the power house gives an 
operating head of 806 feet for the de­
velopment of power.

To carry highway and railway traffic 
over the line of the canal it was neces­
sary to build 16 reinforced concrete 
bridges at a cost of $2,200,000. It was 
also necessary to maintain all tele­
phone, telegraph and transmission lines

Better Fuel Needed.

Description of Cars.

There will be steel cars, 90 in num­
ber, which may be used either singly 
or in trains of two or three cars, each 
carrying a load of 1,120 pounds. The 
cars will be of the four-wheel type, 
each car having two direct-current 
series-wound motors connected for per­
manent parallel operation, each with a 
resistance permanently in circuit. The 
armatures and series field coils of the 
motors will be energized from a con­
ductor rail for each track. The con­
ductor rails will be supplied at two 
voltages so as to give running speeds 
of about 8 and 35 miles an hour. The 
control of the train as it comes to rest 
at a platform or passes through a sta­
tion will be such as not to require the 
continuous attention of the switchman. 
The position in the tunnels and the 
destination of each train will be noti­
fied to this switchman on an illumin­
ated diagram in the control cabin at 
the railway stations. The switchman 
will then arrange to receive the train.

On approaching the station, the train, 
if It be required to stop at the station, 
will pass to a braking section which is 
normally dead, then to sections in 
which the pressure of the conductor 
rail is reduced to give a speed of about 
8 miles an hour, and finally to a dead 
section within the station, when the 
brakes will be applied automatically 
and the train brought to rest.

At stations the postal traffic will be 
dealt with ÿlmost entirely by mechani­
cal power. There will be spiral chutes 
for downward traffic at each station, 
and elevators for upward traffic, and 
at the big stations the plans for hand­
ling traffic include the installation 
derneath the platform of electrically 
operated conveyor bands which will 
deliver to bucket elevators.

The line capacity on a basis of a 
two minute headway is 45 tons an 
hour of postal matter in each direction. 
Ample provision has been made not 
only for present requirements but for 
future years.

Home Bank Director
Paid All His Debt

Is Much Unemployment in 
the United States—An 

Election Issue.

Washington, Oct. 17.—(By Canadian 
Press).—The tariff continues to be one 
of the chief issues of the campaign, 
althoügh it has not become the leading 
issue, as some leaders believed it 
would last spring. Just now, the Demo­
cratic managers are making much of 
the charge that the Republican claims 
<t$ to the usefulness of the tariff a>e 
belied by the heavy unemployment ln a 
number of highly protected industries.

The charge of unemployment in some 
of the highly protected industries can­
not be disputed, because It is borne out 
to an extent by the official figures of 
the New York Department of Labor. 
These figures show increased unem­
ployment In the textile and silk mills in 
Aûgust as compared with July of this 
year or with August of last year. In 
wool manufacturer’s and cotton goods 
factories there Is an Increased showing 
of unemployment. The same Is true of 
a number of other industries. While it 
does not necessarily follow that the 
situation In New York Is the same as 
in the rest of the country, there Is no 
question that unemployment in the 
United States at this time Is extensive.

The low tariff and moderate tariff 
men say this proves the tariff does not 
accomplish for labor what the high 
tariff advocates allege. On the other 
hand, the protectionists Insist that 
without high tariff the conditions 
would be much worse.

Undoubtedly the attitude of many of 
the farmers on the tariff has prevented 
Mr. Davis from making the utmost ol 
the tariff issue.

Rothesay School Report

At the meeting of the Board of Edu­
cation the Bishop presided and the re­
port of Rev. Dr. W. R. Hibbard, head­
master of Rothesay Collegiate School, 
was presented. The report told of 86 
boys in residence and four day boys 
enrolled. The number at the school 
was the largest in its history. Mr. 
Ryder and Mr. Edsforth, having re­
signed from the staff, their places had 
been taken by Mr. Alexander and Mr. 
Best, both graduates of King’s Col­
lege, and the latter an “old boy” of 
the school.

The school had previously been try­
ing to have its pupils do in six years 
what the public schools did in eight 
years and it would now have Its pupils 
take seven years for the course which 
the public schools did in eight.

Dr. Hibbard’s report told of about 
81,000 having been donated for the 
chapel furnishings, chiefly through the 
efforts of the ladies connected with the 
school. About $400 would be needed 
to complete the seating of the chapel 
and part of that sum was already on 
hand. Mr. DeLancy Robinson donated 
an additional $547 for the chapel fur­
nishings. It was suggested that this 
be used for permanent lights with the 
balance to go towards the seating.

Of the 21 entrants for matriculation 
examinations, 19 completed matricula­
tion either at Dalhousle or McGill. Dal- 
housie University extended congratu­
lations on the marks made, stating 
them to be considerably higher thqrt 
the average. Considérable repair wotk 
had been done on the other buildings 
of the Rothesay school, while the 
Memorial building was nearly

Helps Commercial Morality.
The army had helped to raise the 

waning standard of commercial mor­
ality. “I fear,” said he, “that fn many 
of our modern communities there is 
a weakening of the determination to 
do the straight thing.”

He told of a Salvation woman in a 
Iamdon store, who had refused to quote 
two prices according to the customer’s 
seeming willingness to pay. The man­
ager gave her notice, then became 
ashamed and promoted her, at the same 
time abolishing the two-price system.

The Army was helping to correct 
the workers’ ca’ canny policy of limita­
tion of output, “f bc’ieve," said the 
general, “the workers are entitled to 
get from you gentlemen all they can 
for their time. It is all they have to 
sell. What I objecc to is the growing 
indisposition to work—of course they 
fan say they learned that from you. 
I’m not disposed to praise or to con­
demn you so I’ll pass on.”

He illustrated the modern work 
phobia by an English anecdote. A 
tramp asked for a meal. The lady of 
the house wished him first to clean 
out an eaves trough. He felt he would 
work better if hi were first fed. The 
meal over, she offered him a scoop to 
dig the dirt out. “Oh, I never use that, 
mûm,” said he, “for cleaning 
troughs.” "What do you use? A 
shovel ?” "Nothing like that, mum. You 
see, I just sit down and pray for rain.”

"This doctrine of praying for rain,”

General Booth had 
the gentle and bland manner of the 
sun. There was In his message no bit­
terness or fierce invective. He Is not 
an Eseklel or a Jeremiah. He does not 
speak scorpions or look daggers, 
does not drive men from their sins with 
k bludgeon but coaxes them to their 
salvation with gentle rebukes, the sting 
of which is all but lost in sympathy 
and good humor.

If he were a pianist one would sny 
lie had the perfect touch. He is real­
ly the De Pachmann of evangelists, 
who has. discovered the perfect meth­
od. He has the whimsical Puck-like 
manner of the pianist. He is decidedly 
Chopinesque, full of delicate nuances 
with an undertone of pathos.

His son informed the writer that 
hts father was a spontaneous speak­
er, that is that he liked to react to 
his impressions of his audience, a for­
mal prepared speech Is a thing he ab­
hors.

Much 
will depend, however, on whether Sen­
ator La Follette, who Is getting well 
along In years, and whose health Is 
not of the bés£ is In a good state of 
vigor after the campaign. If he Is able 
to continue the leadership of the. move­
ment it will be much simpler to launch 
the third party than if he drops into 
the background.

Much will depend, too. on how earn­
estly the leaders of the American Fed­
eration of Labor enlist In the third 
party movement as a permanent propo­
sition. Accusations are now being made 
that a number of them are losing inter­
est or, as the saying goes, are getting 
“coid feet." In this connection, there Is 
no doubt that something depends on 
the continued success and tenure of the 
Labor Government in Great Britain. 
A backset for the Government and an 
upsetting of it in the election would 
■have the effect here to- tend to hold 
back the third party movement. It 
would not prevent by any means the 
formation of a third party, but would 
detract from the enthusiasm with 
which some labor elements here would 
support it.

London, Oct. 17.—The century-old 
controversy over the nationality of 
Christopher Columbus has come to the 
fore again through the pronouncement 
today at a meeting of the Anglo- 
Spanish Society of London by Colonel 
W.'R. Mansfield that Columbus was 
a Spaniard, and not an Italian, as more 
popularly believed.

Colonel Mansfield has been engaged 
in extensive research and says he is 
prepared to upset the popiilar concep­
tion of the early life of Columbus. He 
asserted in his lecture today that the 
Italian documents, which heretofore 
had supported the belief concerning the 
great discoverer’s nationality are for­
geries, so clumsily executed he wonders 
that historians have failed to realize 
their worthlessness.

On the other hand, he declared that 
documents which have been occasional­
ly advanced to prove the pure Spanish 
blood in Columbus’ veins are not| 
spurious, but real proof of his nation­
ality, gnd that he was born at Pone-1 
vedra, in Galicia, Spain.

soldier of the King answered the last 
great roll call yesterday morning when 
Joseph Collier, aged 85, died at the 
home of Samuel Dunham, 119 Broad­
view avenue. Enlisting In the British 
army at the age of 18, he saw service 
for many years before coming to St. 
John in 1861 as a private in the 15th 
Regiment and he was one of the very 
few surviving members of the 15th» 
The only two now in St. John are 
William Hawker, prominent druggist, 
and Charles Maher. Another, Sergt. 
Soule, who for many years conducted a 
blacksmith shop at Welsford, N. B., 
still resides here.

Mr. Collier was a member of No. 4 
Company, commanded by Mr. Hawker. 
When told of the death of Mr. Collier, 
Mr. Hawker expressed sorrow at the 

■passing of the veteran. He said the 
regiment sailed for St. John from Dub­
lin, Ireland, on Christmas Day, #861. 
Previous to this, he said, It had got as 
far as Gibraltar on its way to the 
Crimea to take part In the sanguinary 
struggle then going on between Russia 
and England, when ordered to turn 
back.

According to papers left behind him, 
Mr. Collier was born in Yorkshire in 
1889, taking the King’s shilling in 1857. 
His discharge is dated from Bermuda 
on Sept. 4, 1869. On leaving the army, 
he was employed in and around the 
barracks. His wife died about 20
