Paris, April 20—Speculation is already
rife here concerning the form of penal-
ties to be imposed upon Germany. The
occupation of the Ruhr Valley is the
foremost suggestion, although there is

This
was a sample of the convenient legisla-

It had been said that Mayor Schofleld
was the most democratic mayor the city
ever had. He denied that and he thought
heé could show that his worship’s con-
duct had been, on the contrary, auto-
eratic. During the last eighteen months
the mayor had been undemocratic; he
had taken the whole hydro matter on his
own shotdlders. With the exception of
one commissioner, the council members
had not been ¢onsulted three times dur-~
ing that perlod even in the matter of the
city’s hiring a consulting engineer.

MUCH MOONSHINE
MADE IN IRELAND

Dail Eireann and Clergy Take
Cognizance of a Growing
. Evil.

Dublin, March 20—(By Mail)—The
making of moonshine liquor in Ireland
has assumed alarming proportions, and
threatens to impair Erin’s/ standing in
the British Isles as the most temperate
of the group.

The trafic 'in illicit liquor, or
“potheen,” is described by the Catholic
Total Abstinence Society as a bye-
product of the conflict in Ireland, and its
rapid growth during the last three years
was ‘condemned by many of the bishops
in their recent Lenten pastorals. Even
the Dail Eireann, in spite of the many
weighty political questions confronting
it, has taken note of the situation and ap-
pointed a commission of inquiry to ex-
amine the excesses which one bishop de-
clares “are gravely demoralizing the
masses of the people.” !

Ireland’s drink bill for 1921 amounted
to 80,200,000 pounds, of which nearly
half - went to the British Exchequer in'
taxation. Formidable as this figure may
appear, however, comparative statistics
for lhe United Kingdom show that the
drink record of Ireland was lower by a
comfortable margin than that of Eng-
land, Wales or Scotland. Per capita of
the population, Ireland consumed £6 l4s
in drink last year as compared with £8
—17s for England and Wales and £7—
10s—6d for Scotland. But these esti-
mates are based solely on ligquor that
pays tax, therefore the patient com-
Iputors of dizzy statistics are endeavor-
!ing to ascertain Erin’s standing with the
addition of her bootleg fraternity.

While there is no move in Ireland for
prohibition there is a strong public senti-
ment in favor of temperance, and it is
believed that the Free State government
when established will among its earliest
legislation pass laws intended to check
abuses. In the area of the Northern
Parliament there i3 a strong party, main-
ly composed of members of the Presby-
iterian church, which favors total pro-
i hibition. But the pressure of current
politics and the need for keeping a
united from against any interference by
{the South with northern independence
‘has induced a temporary shelving of the
question not only at the elections but
'in the parliament itself.

Barker’s neck struck the seat, and, by -
reason of her injuries, she and her hus-
band testified, she has not spoken since
above a whisper. She gave her evidence
in whispers of varying hoarseness,

The point whether Mrs. Barker was
feigning or not played an important part
in the case, expert medical witnesses be-
ing called on beth sides.

Mysterious “Go-between” Fails, -

Dr. W. J. Macdonald of this city, tes-
tifying for the plaintiff, said he had
made a complete examination of the
woman’s throat, and found nothing
wrong, apparently. But he gave it as his
opinion that that mysterious go-between
in every human body, the link between
will power and muscular power, had beeri
broken. “What it is, I cannot say,” said
Dr. Macdonald. .

He expressed opinion that Mrs. Barker,
believing she cannot talk above a whis-
per, cannot do so. So long as she pe-
lieves she cannot speak above a whigper,
he believed she would be unable to do
so. “I am firmly convinced that this
woman is not malingering or feigning,”
said Macdonald. Her condition was due
to shock. ;

Benjamin W. Anderson, an investiga-
tor for the National Railways, testified
he went to Mrs. Barker’s house and
asked for Mrs, Kennedy. Mrs. Barker
called to Mrs. Kennedy in the next room.
While he was there a snake into the
cellar of the house, and Mrs. Barker
went into the cellar and and called up-
stairs about it. /

Could Say E With Ease,

Dr. Perry Goldsmith, throat and ear
specialist, Toronto General Hospital, said
he had made rigid examination of Mrs.
Barker. When he got her to say the
letter “E” he concluded she was ma-
lingering or feigning, as that required
every use of the vocal cords. He be-
lieved she was feigning.

“Of Canada’s total trade with the
world, more than one-half is done with
the United States. Canada sells more
to the United States than she sells to
uwny other country. Canada buys more
from the United States than any other
country—except Great Britain. Can-
ada’s purchases from the United States
in one year represents $95 per head of
the population, while what the United

only $5 per head of -the population.
“In 1921 Canada sold to the United |
States goods to the value of $826,000,000,
altogether largely on account of the
Emergeney Tariff this was $200,000,-
000 less than Canada’s sales to the
United States in the previous year.
Canada’s reduced ability to sell to the
United States has resulted in a reduced
ability to buy from the United States,
so that, while Canada’s sales to the
United States fell from $555,000,000 to
$826,000,000, United States sales to Can-
ada fell from $921,000,000 to $555,000,~
000, a decresse of nearly $400,000,000.
The fall in prices accounts for only a
percentage of this decrease”
