- THE PROHIBITION BILL

Ottawa, May 12—The prohibition bill
(to be based on the resolution of which
Sir Thomas White has given notice) is
expected to be before the House this
week., It continues existing prohibitory
legislation with one change—a change
necessitated by the result of recent pleb-
iscite in Quebec favoring the sale of beer
and light wines in that province.

There is no provision for a national
plebiscite on the continuance or discon-
tinuance of -dominion prohibitory legis-
lation. Any plebiscites taken will be
provincial and applicable only to the
provinces concerned. The aim of the
dominion legislation is to implement any
provincial enactments. Where, as in
Quebec, the sale of beer and light wines
is to be permitted, manufacture of such
alcoholic liquors will be permitted with-
lin the province; but shipment to any
!dry territory will be forbidden. Impor-
| tation of French wines, it is understood,
' will remain forbidden. The only prov-
ince which continues the sale of light
wines. is Quebec, and, it is said here, the
alcoholic contents of wines which may
be sold in Quebec under the provincial
law, is lower than that of French wines.
Domestic manufacture of wines which
may be sold under the provincial statute
is, however, permitted.

Fear Mrm Net Likely “to Get'

Rome, May 11—(By the Associated
Press)—The discontent and irritation of
the people are growing again because of
news from Paris-that Italy is not likely
to get what she claims on the eastern
shore of the Adriatic. The Messagero
says:—

Other reasons for -dissatisfaction are
the Anglo-French-American  alliance,
from whieh Italy was excluded; the as-
serted project that the former Austrian
merchant marine will be divided among
the Allies; although it is held it belongs
entirely to Italian firms; the clause in the
treaty with Germany saying the three
principal powers were sufficient to ratify
the treaty, thus, it is alleged, again ex-
cluding Italy, and the reported scheme
to place Ethiopia under the protection of
France. All the newspapers of Rome
publish adverse comments on these sub-
Jects.

Paris, May 12—Baron Connino, Italian
foreign minister, held a conference today
with Colonel £. M. House, of the Am-
erican peace delegation. They went over
the Italian situation with a view to
reaching a basis of adjustment before the
Austrians arrive. The Austrians are ex-
pected here on Wednesday.

Socialist Protests. \

Paris, May 11—The general assembly
of Socialists of Paris and the department
of the Seine today adopted resolutions
protesting against the peace treaty in
which they say:—“Justice is violated in
nearly every phrase.”

One of the speakers demanded that the
Socialist deputies refuse to approve the
treaty.

Paris, May 11—The executive commit-
tee for peace appointed by the interna-
tional Socialist conference has been urg-
ently summoned to Paris to consider the
attitude which the Socialists will take
toward the treaty.

Amsterdam, May 12—(Havas Agency)
—A commission appointed by the execu-
tive committee of the International Soc-
ialist Congress has examined the peace
terms submitted to Germany by the Al-
lied and associated governments, and has
decided to ask an interview with the
Council of Four in Paris to express the
Socialist viewpoint as to the terms.

Paris, May 12—The French officials

" have become embarrassed by a demand

made by the Austrian authorities that
direct telephone and telegraphic commun-
ication be accorded the peace delegation
during the negotiations, just as it is now
accorded the Germans. The embarrass-
ment arises from the fact that the Ger-
man peace delegates are using ‘the only
wires dvailable, and it is not considered
probable that they will agree to give up
any of their facilities to their former
Austrian allies.

Russian Protest.,

Paris, May 11—(By the Associated
Presc)—The Russian commission in Paris
has .protested to the Entente Powers
against the unconditional recognition of
Finland’s independence on the ground
that the Russians’ consent must be oh-
tained before Finland can be legally
separated from the Russian empire.

Paris, May 12—The peace treaty with
Austria is nearing completion and an
official summary of it is being prepared.
Although it is not so stated in the treaty,
the new Austrian frontier is the one
designated by the secret treaty of Lon-

don, giving Italy all the strategic heights
and defensive passages.

| Gental Currie Says Few of Our

MenWill be Overseas by Middle
of July

London, May 12—General Sir Arthur
Currie, speaking to the Canadian Associ-
ated Press, expressed his confidence that
not many Canadian soldiers would re-
mein on this side after the middle of
July.
“%Ve hope to break all records this
month by at least 10,000,” he said. “If
we get 55,000 away in May and 50,000
in June there will not be many more
left here. Of course we have always the
bugbear of strikes to contend with. I
should like to say how generally excellent
discipline among Canadians has remain-
ed. Since the armistice our men have
been a long way from home and a long
time from their families. They came
simply to do a job. They have done it.
They have also accepted themselves the
provisions made for demobilization in a
very good spirit. I think many people
in Canada will take a different view of
what has been done in the way of rapid
demobilization when the full facts are
appreciated.”

Excellent Prospects
For Big Fruit Crop

More Than Two Thowssd Girls Ex-
pected to Aussist in Various Districts

Toronto, May 12—“Farmers are elated
through the Niagara, Burlington and
Vinelands districts over the prospects of
a fine fruit crop. Berry vines, bushes and
trees are reported to have never been in
finer condition,” -according to Miss K. F.
Harte, director of the Women’s Farm
Depertment of the Government Employ-
ment Bureau of Ontario.

“All the farmers have made big plans
for the coming season, as they are all
counting on the girls, who haye won a
definite place for themselves throughout
the various fruit districts. On my re-
cent trip Miss M. C. Straith of the Y.
W. C. A. made arrangements to open
camps in the different vicinities in which
I have had a big demand for helpers,.
Ten camps have been arranged for,” said
Miss Hart.

“In the Vine}and and Jordan districts
seven camps will be opened, which will
accommodate from eight to thirty girls.
These camps are all splendidly situated
near the lake or within walking distance.
At Burlington we expect to place ninety
girls in three camps, which are on the
lake front. One of these will be opened
the latler part of this week, while we
are mcking plans to open the other in
the -early part of June.

“During last season there .were 2,400
girls placed and it is the hope of those
in charge of this work that as many
girls and women will respond this sum-
mer.”

The assertion' made by the head of the
(German peace delegation that the treaty
contains demands which could be. borne
by no people, and that many of them
are incapable of accomplishment, is off-
set by Maximilfan Harden’s artiele in the
Berlin Die. Zukunft, which “appears 'in
today’s cables. Herr Harden talks with
exceeding frankness. He tells the Ger-
man people they could not have expected
better terms and that they .have no
choice but to accept them. He charges
that the present German government is
no gredt improvement on the old one,
and insists that it is now the duty of
Germany to show her good will to do
what is in her power to comply with the
terms of the Allies. He bluntly tells
them it' is that or suicide. “The only
way to rescue the country,” he says, “is
by openness and bonesty.” Even pro-
fessed openness and honesty on the part
of Germany will be regarded with sus-
picion. That is a part of the terrible
price she must pay for her perfidy. The
peace treaty is an indictment and a
sentence. An exchange well says:

“Ag far as Germany is concerned, this
is not a treaty. It is a sentence pro-
nounceéd upon a criminal nation—a sen-
tence to be carried out by a people who
must don sackcloth and ashes and in bit-
ter humiliation: expiate their crimes.
That it will be regarded as such in Ger-
many there can be no doubt. It is easy
to imagine the startling impression it
will create among the Germans, and the
outburst of indignation and bitter anger
which it will evoke from them. But that
will avail them nothing. They must
build their whole national life anew
from the very foundations, and not until
they have shown themselves worthy of
trust will .they again. be received into
the counsels of.the nations on terms of
equality with other peoples. And that
will hardly be in this generation.”

Yesterday ‘was Child Welfare Day in
the state of New York.

RUSSIA AND BOLSHEVISM

One of the most severe arraignments
of Bolshevism was that of Mr. Winston
Churchill in a recent speech in London.
A report of that spéech says:—

“Referring next to the Bolshevism in
Russia, Mr. Churchill described it as a
record of tyrany in frensy. The British
nation was the foe of tyranny in every
form. That was why they fought Kais-
erism! that was why they were oppos-
ing Bolshevism. Tyranny was the viol-
lent rule of the few without regard to
the wishes, rights and freedom of ‘the
many and of all the tyranmies in history
Bolshevism was the worst, the most de-
structive, and the most degrading. It was
sheer humbug to pretend that it was not
far worse than German militarism. The
tyrannies of the Russian people under
Lenine and Trotzky were incomparably
more hideous and on a larger scale than
-any for which the Kaiser was responsible.
Lenine and Trotzky had no sooner got
into power than they dragged the noble
Russian nation out of the path of honor,
and left us and our Allies to the whole
deluge of reinformecents, which burst
upon us in March and April of last year.
Every British and French soldier killed
last year was really done to death by
Lenine and Trotzky, not in fair war, but
as the result of the treacherous desertion
of an Ally without parallel in the history
of the world.”

Mr. Churchill reminded his hearers that
forces under Koltchak &nd Denikin were
fighting with success “against. that foul
combination of criminality and animal-
ism which constitutes the Bolshevik ‘re-
gime;” and that the Allies were aiding
them with instructors and munitions.
“We cannot,” he said, “treat. with the
Bolsheviks. We have to distinguish be-
tween right and wrong, honor and
treachery, progress and anarchy;” but
he adfed that Russia must be saved by
Russian manhood. Happily that is ap-
parently being accomplished. The reports

‘ A DOUBT REMOVED,

There is a general feeling of relief at
the announcement from Ottawa that in
regard to prohibition “it is clear that the
government has accepted. ag a principle
that legislation as to sale of liquor falls
within the purview of the provinces
themselves” =~~~ =
There was a fear that the government
might yield to pressure and relgx the
law in such a: way.as %o iterérd with
prohibition in the provinces. There is,
however, to be no interference with' the
provinces, nor any national plebiscite—
at least for the present. What the prov-
inces have they are to be permitted to
hold, and no province will be permitted
to interfere with another in regard to
its laws. ;

Interest will now be centred on the
province of Ontario, until it is known
what that province will do in regard to
light wine and beer. ‘The prohibition-
ists of the province are confident the de-
cision at the referendum will be the very
opposite of what it was in Quebec, where
the majority declared for light wines and
beers. Quebec is done with hard li-
quors, and that is a great gain; and it is
highly probable that she will be alone
in deciding-'in favor of wine .and beer.
There was a period of doubt and hesita-
tion following the Quebec vote, but that
has passed. The attitude of the federal
government has helped to clear the at-
mosphere. While national prohibition is
desirable there is nevertheless a sense of
relief that the provinces which have
enacted prohibition are to be protected.
————e—

Humanity’s Debt to Snakes

Dx;. dBa%Uou contends that snakes were
created for a definite, useful pu e,
and that wlthou%'m mankind rcl:;:xsid
hardly exist. The true function of.-the
snpke is to keep down an excess of pre-
datory insects, birds, mammals, and
other reptiles. So devoted is the snake
to this work in the interest of mankind
that in swallowing rodents ‘which carry
disease germs, it “frequently makes the
supreme sacrifice itself. - Another debt
we pwe to the poisonous spake' is the
hyppdermic needle. The first of these
needles was found in the snake’s jaw,
the beautiful—to Dr. Ballou—hollow and
hinged bone that so deftly squirts the in-
teresting venom into the flesh of the
prey. In defence of snake poison it
ought to be said that it is not poisonous
when 'swallowed, though we must admit
we cannot imagine anyone swallowing
Ht for any other reason than its supposed
lethal qualities. Moreover, though snakes
do sometimes kill things _including
human beings that we should like to see
! spared, ‘the great bulk of their normal
diet is composed of creatures we are
better without. Even the deadly copper-
head apportions birds, but two per
cent. of its menu.

* discharge from the American Army less

than a month age. - i
Colonel Darrach, who is well known
for his administrative ability. and organ-
ization work among New York hospitals,
including Roosevelt and the Presbyterian
tal, received his commission in
Méy, 1917, and left foy the western front
with Base Hospital No. 2, on' May 14,
1917. From July 20 to Sept.. 14, 1917
he, served with. the British Casy ta-
tign No, 47 in France, and from KFebru-
ary .until July 1918, he was the com-
manding officer of General Hospital No.
1 of the British Expeditionary Forces.
Transferred to the American forces as
consulting surgeon with the First Corps,
he served until October, when he was at-
tached to the headquarters of the First
Army. A month later he was appoint-
ed senior consulting surgeon at the Third
Colonel Darrach

received the rank of Lieutenant Colonel
in June, 1918, and was promoted to

Colonel last March for distinguished ser-

7 sJapan’s Film Stars Muso’t Osculate.

The police of Japan do not like to see
kissing in public, and therefore film
stars are not permitted to osculate on
the screen. In six months up to March
1 the police censors removed 2,850 kisses
from films. Only one kiss was allowed
to remain. It was a kiss granted to Col-
umbus. by Queen Isabella, and was
shown in Tokio only, as the censors de-
leted it before permitting the photoplay
“Columbus” to discover the provinces.,

Three hundred and fifty-three em-
braces were omitted from films. The
titles of 2,144 photoplays were altered by
the censors, and 127 murder scenes were
killed. Reels entirely prohibited num-
bered 57. Most films shown in Japan
are from America, and a large propor-
tion of them originally contain a little
kiss or so, showing the difference in
standards between East and West.—The
Far East.

 REPRESENTATIVE GOVERNMENT IN INDUSTRY

(By Col. David Carnegie, a British expert
in steel manufacture, who was 'a resi-
dent of Canada during the greater part
of the war, in the service of the Im-
perial Munitions Board and is now
back in England engaged in the invest-
j-ation of the problemd of industrial
reconstruction.)

There appeared in the /New York
Times of February 23 an article by Sir
Charles C. Allom, entitled “Unionism as
a Foe of Labor,” in which the writer
condemned many of the trade union of-
ficials and the practices' of the union
workers. He stated that the greatest
erime left in the world today is trade
unjonism in §ts present form. “Trade
vnionism is the, nearest approach to
slavery in the world.” 4

“Labor is the most potent factor in the
rise of the cost of living.”

My attention was drawn to the article
by one af the largest manufacturers in
Canada, just before leaving for Eng:
land, just. before leaving the recog-
nition of official labor in industry as a
means to a peaceful settlement of the
conflict mow raging between employer
and employed:

The sentiments expressed in the article
found a very ready and agreeable re-
sponse in the mind of my friend the
manufacturer, and I fear were calculated
to destroy rather than to encourage a
favorable attitude to the proposal for
Joint Industrial Councils, which it was
my desire to promote.

Notable Resumption of Studies at
the Ecole Polytechnique, Paris,
With War Ended

leve, who has been prime minister of
France since ‘t‘he last, year” to which

In July, 1914, this class of young
French students left the Ecole Poly-
technique for their first summer vaca-
tions. They intended to return in Oc-
tober to take up the second year’s work
in science, little thinking of the terrible
years in store for them before the pro-
fessor would take up the lesson where
he left off, of the quick death that
would carry off many of them and the]
medals of honor ‘which mest of them
would bring back with them to the class-
room. ; ;

Yesterday the 'students who recom-
menced their work were all officers. The
greater- part of them had won the Le-|
gion of Honor or the Croix de Guerre.
Many wore wound stripes; some of them
without arms or otherwise mutilated. A
number had married in the interim and
were fathers.

The Ecole Polytechnique counts 130
captains on its roll of those who served
in the war. Forty-three of its students
have been decorated with the Legion
of Honor and 1,650 with the Croix de
Guerre; 4,000 wear wound stripes and
700 died on the field of honor. Two of
the students who returned yesterday are
famous “aces,” with many Boches "to
their credit; another was brought down
in a hydroplane off Ostend and taken

STRONG PLEA FOR PLAYGROUNDS

In the pulpit of the Ludlow street
Baptist church, West St. John, last night,
Rev. W. R. Robinson made a strong
appeal to his congregation to assist in the
campaign to provide playgrounds for the
children and co-operate with the im-
provement league which meets during
the week. He considered it an absolute
crime that ninety per cent. of the chil-
dren of the city were without any play-
ground other than the streets of the city
and many were being brought up in these
surroundings. Sixty per cent. of the
ninety, he continued, were born and were
living in the very worst conditions. He
considered it no wonder that so many
boys and girls were so bad as they were,
but a wonder that they were as good as
they are.

Mr. Robinson asserted that it would
be hard to find a city, with the popula-
tion, wealth and natural facilities such as
St. John possesses, which is so poorly
provided for in this respect. He con-
sidered it far better for the ratepayers to
pay for o systematic development of
playgrounds now and to develop the
growing population physically and ment-
ally than to be taxed later on for the
maintenance of tuberculosis hospitals, in-
stitutions for the feeble-minded and sim-
ilar places later on. The attitude of the
city, he asserted, was absolutely defence-

His account.is ‘of course
being followed with absorbing interest,
but opinion in responsible military as
well as civilian circles is almost entirely
one of regret that publication should
have been made, at all events in rhe
present juncture, It is understood that
considerable pressure was exercised in
an éndeavor to delay publication of these
meémeirs. Many declare that Lord
French will not add to his reputation
by making known just now the tremend-
ous responsibilities which faced him dur-
ing the early weeks after ' reaching
France. For one thing these responsi-
bilities have already received a fair
measure of appreciation.

Fort Worth, Tex—(By Mail)—A
hundred and six men were killed at the

between Nov. 15, 1917, and the recent

close of aerial activities, according to
official figures just made public. In
the same period, the three fields now
being closed turned out 1,475 finished
aviators, most of whom were sent to the
western front. A thousdnd commission-
ed aviators were also sen{ here from
other schools to finish their gunnery
| course at Taliaferro Field.

! The statistics made public show that
during the training period the actual
flying hours at Carruthers Field totaled
35,000, at Barron Field 26,608, and at
Taliaferro Feld, 32,488.

The tail spin and nose dive were re-
sponsible for a large majority of the
accidents, according to officers. In the
entire training period not a single Amer-
‘ican cadet was killed on the first solo
flight. This is attributed to the thor-
ough instruction in ground work. Three
British fliers were killed on solo flights.

While the tail spin and nose dive were
chief factors in the fatality list, there
were many other contributing causes.

Dominion Government's Intention
as to Prehibition Legislation

; (Special to The Telegraph.)
Ottawa, May 11-—Now that the pre-
liminary resolution embodying the in-
tentions of the government as to prohi-
bition legislation has at last appeared
on the order paper, it is clear that the
government has. accepted as a principle
that legisiation as to sale of liquor falls
within the purview of the provinces
themselves. In this legislation, as al-
ready intimated last week by The Tele-
graph, the government will enforce reg-
ulations to permit only the manufacture
and transportation of liqguor of such
strength as is permitted to be sold in
each individual provinee.
Before any proposed legislation offect-
ing trade and commerce can be intro-
duced into parliament it is necessary
first to secure the approval of parlia-

| ment to a preliminary resolution em-

bodying the principles of the bill. That
is why a resolution is now on the order
paper. This resolution simply asks that

. | the order-in-council against the manu-

facture, importation and transportation
of intoxicating liquors shall be validat-
ed, with modifications sufficient to rec-
ognize the provincial jurisdiction over
the sale of liquor and to make effective
all provincial enactments concerning the
sale, but to go no further.

For example, the manufacture of na-
tive wine still will be permitted in On-
tario, and its sale as well, according to
the provisions. of the Ontario temper-
ance act, but the wine cannot be export-
ed from Ontario to other provinces. In
like manner, the manufacture of beer and
wine of the strength prescribed by the
Quebec law will be permitted in that
province, but it cannot be exported to
other provinces. Just as in the order-in-
council, the importation of intoxicating
liquors from foreign countries into Can-
ada is absolutely forbidden until one
year after the proclamation of peace.
Thus, the liquor industry becomes a
purely native industry—more than tl.\at,
a provincial industry, and one subject
to all the changes of the law provinces
may . enact. .
The Dominion law will be an elastic
law ‘providing for accommodating- itself

'to future legislation provinces may en-

act. If Ontario decides for wine and
beer at the coming referendum, then
the Dominion law will permit the
manufacture and transportation in the
province. of beer and wine up to any
strengtli permitted by the Ontario law.
As already indicated by The Tele-
graph, no provision is made for a na-
tion-wide 'plebiscite, this following in
naturdl conséquence of the decision to
leave the initiative in prohibitive legis-
lation to the provinces.

Is Denominationalism Per Se An Evil?
[The Methodist Recorder] A

No theme is motre popular or more
p‘sing in the religious world of t(l)day
tis

urged with such holy purpose by so
many good and able men that it savors
of presumption to dare to suggest any-
thing to the contrary. Yet there is also
such wide difference of opinion, and
such conflicting sentiment, that evident-
ly much room remains for further con-
sideration. It is by no means clear even
that all the variou@ sections of Meth-
odism can as yet be happily or wisely
gathered into one organization. Mean-
while, the greatest 'question of all is
whether we should desire ,aim at, pray
for, work for, union or unity. It is im-
possible to emphasize too strongly the
difference between these two. The fa-
miliar quotation from Christ’s prayer—
“That they may all be one, as Thou,

they may be one even as We are One”’—
is often assumed to mean a union which
“den6tnin-
ationalism,” and give us one undivided
visible Church in Europe, if not in the
world. In a newspaper article only sug-
gestion or assertion—without ' proof—is
possible, but all the more carefully and
deliberately is it here affirmed that this
whole notion of welding all Christian
churches into one, in the sense of con-
stituting one organization,; under one
form of government, with one type of
worship, one scheme of doctrine, one
method of devotion, is equally un-Chris-
tian, undesirable, and impossible.

Of one thing we may be sure, that if it
had been so, civilization would never
have come to pass at all. - :
If men are not moral beings, Chris-
tianity is’ unthinkable. But if they are,
then as free men they never wi}l be, as
they never have been, forced into one
groove of thought, or feeling, or convic-
tion, or temperament. It is not merely
a question' of the Historic Episcopate, or
Re-ordination. In the light of today’s
free and irrepressible inquiry, Christian
believers, equally sincere and iqtelligent,
do not, will not, cannot, agree as to the
best of form of Church government;

The difference
between union and unity stands out in
unmistakable relief. The former is dead,
mechanical, external, formal. The latter
is living, spiritual, internal, natural. The
true echo therefore, and exposition of
Christ’s prayer in John xvii, is found in
I Cor. xii. And the “more excellent
way” of love, to which Paul bids the
disciples turn, is as far from and im-
possible to mere union as it is the natural
condition and expression of true unity.
In the report of the meeting at Kings-
way, the Bishop of London appears as
saying—“Union is_necessary because our
Lord willed it, and wills it. His prayer
was that they all may be one. The
world is to believe that the Father sent
the Son, because the visible unity of
the churches” But this confusing of
union with unity is entirely without war-
rant. The assumption of the first sen-
tence here is contrary to Christ’s own
words—¥“and other sheep I have which
are not of this fold.” What He wills is
not “one fold,” as the old version wrong-
ly renders it, but “one flock”—with many
separate folds, Nor has even a bishop
any right to put into the Master’s words
what He did not utter. He did not
speak of a “visible” unity, but of a real
unity, comparable to that between the
Father and Himself. The same report
curiously states that the “bishop objects
to interchange of pulpits because it is
not “healing from within.” In other
words, he objects to the visible because
it may lack the invisible. So then, after
all, it is the invisible unity which even
he desiderates. y )

An Unwanted Uniformity.

In plain truth, union means and in-
volves a straining after unifermity. Ang
uniformity is as far from unity as death
from life. In this whole connection the
apostolic lesson in I. Cor. xii——is'great-
Its
significance is as unmistakable as im-
pressive on behalf of unity, without any
thought of uniformity. There is a false

affirmed in his most controversial Epistle,
when circumcision was the severest test
of orthodoxy—“In -Christ Jesus, neither
circumecision nor uncircumcision 'is of any
value, but faith working within through
love—a new creation.” John Wesley was
right when he said, “Men may die with-
out any opinions, and yet be carried into
Abraham’s bosom, but if we be without
love, what will knowledge avail?” And
yet more strongly Paul declared that
the possession of all faith and knowledge
of all mysteries, without love, is—“no-
thing.” So-may we truly say that. real
Christians may hold as differing theo-
logical opinions as regiments in an army
may have different weapons and be dif-
ferently clad, and yet all be one in loyalty
to King, to country, to duty. The plat-
form talk about the influence of the
world of a “visibly united Church” is
much overdone. Why “visibly?” Would
any army be more effective if every regi-
ment' were visibly armed and trained af-|
ter one model? Nay, is it not absolutely
necessary, if any army is to be efficient,
that there should be “diversities of op-
erations, but the same spirit?”-As sure-
ly as in the recent colossal struggle vic-
tory only came through all kinds. of ser-
vice, in all sorts of ways, from all kinds,
of men, with utterly different training
and equipment, but all one in spirit and
loyalty, so must it be in the great con-
flict on behalf of Christ’s Kingdom- on
earth. The triumph of His Kingdom is
the great end to which all the chux‘chesI
put’ together are but the means. A And
the effect upon the enemy is not pro-
duced by any visible union—which would
be simply useless and hindering uniform-
ity—but by the real though invisible un-
ity of purpose which expresses itself in
a myriad different’ external ways and
means.

As to what real Christian unity actual-
ly is and does, there will never be a bet-
ter illustration , than that which Paul
employs in I. Cor xii, whieh is at once
manifest, impressive, applicable, unans-

the unhappy divisions of Christendom.”
Why should they be “unhappy,” any
more than in our bodies the division 'be-
tween the head and the feet, the eye and
the ear? They are only made unhappy
by narrowness of mind, or bigotry of
heart.

The only unity which “Apostles, preach-
ers, evangelists, pastors, teachers, saints”
are pledged to “keep” is “the unity of the
Spirit, in the bond of peace.” And that
unity is in these critical days, when
Christianity itself is at the cross rodads,
the only unity which is possible, needed,

and plain that such union _is not desir-
able ,and would not be Christian unity.
There is no reason whatever why epis-
copacy should be forced upon the whole
of Christendom. There is no Divine
command for it, any more than there is
New Testament warrant for the “His-
If one section of the
Catholic church finds it most suited to
their sincere purpose, by all means let

possible to think—in the name of union
—of compelling all other sections of
Christ’s one Church to'do the same. The
real value of Christianity for modern
humanity no more depends upon epis-
copacy than the welfare of nations de-
pends upon monarchy. There is no more
sense or right in seeking to force epis-
copacy upon all the churches than in
trying to force a monarchy upon Amer-
ica, or a republic upon Great Britain.
In all that constitutes noble nationality,
America is every whit as good as Brit-
ain. And so, too, in all that constitutes
real Christianity, the non-Episcopal
churches are every whit as good and
great as the Episcopal. As to episcopacy
being guaranteed hy “Apostolical Suc-
cession” to give us genuine “priests” for
the “administration” of the sacraments
—there is definite need of plain reply
that apostolical succession, in this sense,
is nothing more than an ecclesiastical
fiction; whilst the New Testament
knows nothing of any “administration”
of sacraments, even as it never once
makes mention of a Christian “priest”—
except as applying to all believers—so
that the “orders” -of every humble “Non-
conformist” preacher are as valid as those
of the ‘Archibshop of Cafiterbury.

Love, Not Opinions, the Sine Qua Non.

Once for all, therefore, we may dis-
miss Episcopacy as the sine qua non of
Christian unity. But the same must be
said about doctrinal tests, and crqeds,‘
and standards. And for the simple rea-
son that Christianity is so much deeper,

But unless
both the New Testament and human na-
ture count for nothing, one may boldly
say that it is the only way of hope for
the difficult future. ~Whether the
churches recogniez this Divine unity in
diversity—this “unity® of the faith”
which consists in “speaking truth in|
love,” so as to “grow up in all things
into Him “Who is the Head, even Christ”
—or not, that vast outer world beyond

The arrival on today’s’ Montreal Ex-
press of a squad of Canadian soldiers
dressed in heayy ‘mackinaw reefers and
otherwise clad for the most rigorous kind |
of weather piqued the: curiosity of those
standing about in the train shed and
drew attention generally as the men were
motored .tp the armories for discharge.
