English Presidents Re-called-The Mems
bers of the Government May Have
to be Re-elected—Parliament mot
Likely to be Dissolved—Who Will
Follow,
The news of the illness of Sir John A.
Macdonald has been freely canvassed
about St. John for the past few days, bué
no onc expected that his death was so
near at hand.
It was not until the morning news-
papers announced that Sir John might
not live through the night that public
interest became greatly excited.
Early this morning the telegraph and
newspaper offices were beseigedj for
news of the condition of Sir John.
At 10.15 news of his death came over
the wires and in an hour spread all over

Sir John's Condition

was not in session; the new ministry
chosen had to go to the country.
Less than ten years later when Lord
Derby died while Prime Minister, just
before Beaconsfield came forward, Parlia-
ment adjourned, and a new ministry,
formed by Lord Russell who was Derby’s
chief lieutenant,sought election. In event
of Sir John’s death parliament will
be adjourned and the Governor General
will call upon the minister, whoever he
may be, to form a new ministry and all
members of the new ministry will have
to be re-elacted before parliamentcan
meet again. On the other hand it is
stated that celebrated double shuffle
forms a  procedent which will
render the election of members of
a‘new government who may be in the
present government unnecessary. The
position at that time was this. The
government resigned and George Brown
was called upon to form a new ministey.
He formed his ministry and moved a
dissolution, which was not granted him.
Having to resign the old ministry re-
turned to power, but each minister took
an office different to that he had held
under the old regime and then
glided back into his former
office. It was held that this
shuffling of offices was merely
the change of portfolios and did not
necessitate a re-election. If this pre-
cedent were to be allowed to rule, the
colleagues of the new premier, whoever
be may be, if they are, the members
of the present government, will not
have to be re-elected. Todd, however,
says “by the removal of the premier by
death or resignation, the ministry is
ipso facto, dissolved,” There are specula-
tions afloat touching the succession. It
is thought that Sir Hector Langevin is
out of the question and that Sir John
Thompson stands a good chance. But if|-

TROUT AND SMELTS.
How to Cook Any Small Delicates
Fleshed Fish,
If ope is fortunate enough to have a
trout “of a und weight or over, it
should be boiled. (Rollina napkin and
drop into boiling salted water; boil from
five to fifteen minutes. Serve with
maitre d’hctel sauce.) Butfor the aver-
age small trout of our streams, frying in
deep fat is the best way of cooking. The
method is the same for these and
smelts or any small delicate-fleshed fish.
Wash carefully and dry in a course
towel. Season with salt and pepper and
roll lightly in flour. Have your frying
kettle hot as for frying crullers. Drop in
the fish and fry to a golden-brown.
Drain and serve very hot, garnighed
with lemon. Either smelts or small
trout make a dainty dish, laid side by
gidein a baking-pan with a little cream
and baked for ten or fifteen minutes.
Both are excellent cold with a mayon-
maise sauce.

1t is safe to say that the one thought
which fills the minds of the people of,
Canada to day is the death of
the aged statesman who has for
so man)y years been the
prominent  figure the politi-
cal horizon of the Dominion, the
best beloved and frequently the best
abused of our public men. For Sorty-
seven years he has been in public
life in Capada, for thirty-one
years he has been in  office,
for twenty-three years he has
been prime minister either of the
Dominion or of the old province
of Canada, and for a much
longer period he has been virtually
if not nominally the leader of his party.
The removal of such a man at sucha
time as this,therefore, is an event of such
momentous importance that all who
take an interest in public affairs, must
feel a sense of personal loss and to those
who have been associated with Sir John
in his public career, it is
gomething more than a calamity.

Characteristics.

The career of Sir John A. Macdonald is
a remarkable illustration of what may
be accomplished by a man who to good
abilities adds tact, patience and good
gense. The premier of Canada is indeed
the embodiment of the last three quali-
ties and he has made them eminently
useful not merely in forwarding his own
ambition but in advancing the interests
of his country. When the youthfnl Mac-
donald, then a boy of five years, crossed
the Atlantic with his father in the year
1820 to take up his residence in Canada,
it could not have entered the wildest
dreams of his parents that his fature
would be so great. The Macdonalds,
father and son, could trace their descent
to Donald, who in the thirteenth century
was lord of South Kintyre and the Island
of Islay and no doubt were proud of
their ancestory. But what are Islay and
South Kintyre, a barren island and a
barren peninsula peopled by a few High-
land clansmen, when compared to Can-
ada which the Macdonald of today has
ruled for so many years? There is no
European king, who has been
more absolutely master of  his
realm than Sir John A,
Macdonald has been of this fair dominion
during the years of his premiership,
and yet his glory has not been that of
the sword, but has been acquired as the
result of his genius in drawing able men
to his councils, in winning the confidence
of the people, in reconciling differences
which it seemed impossible to set at rest,
in suppressing the fires of bigotry and
extir;guishinithq torch of the bigot,who,
like the youth who fired the Ephesian
dome, is always seeking to win his _way
to gl 1P F ¥know how much
they owe to Sir John A. Macdonald
until they lose him, but that day, we
trust, is far in the distance.

Sir John A. Macdonald was born in
Glasgow, Scotland, on January 11th, 1815,
and came to Canadain 1820 with his
parents. They first settled near King-
ston, but after a few years removed to a
farm on the Bay of Quinte. The future
premier of Canada, however, did not re-
move from Kingston, but remained to
attend the grammar school of which he
was a pupil until he was about 15 years
of age. He then began the study of the
Jaw with Mr. George McKenzie, a legal
practicioner of Kingston, and he con-
tinued as a student with him until he
had reached the age of 21, when he was
admitted to the bar. Sir John A, Mac-
donald, therefore, never went to college,
a circumstance which while it might
have been detrimental to his classical at-
tainments does not seem to have at all
interfered with his success in life, and
probably was noinjury to him as a le-
gal practicioner. After he was admitted
to the bar he practiced in Kingston,
which has continued to be his residence
when he was not required to
live at the capital by reason of
his official employments. He first
adquired reputation at the bar
by his defence of Von Shoultz,
who was one of the American sympathiz-
ers with the Canadian rebellion of 1838,
and who was captured at Windmill
Point and tried for the crime of levying
war upon Canada. Mr. Macdonald
made a masterly defence of this unfor-
tunate man but he was unable to save
him, for he was found guilty, condemn-
ed to death and executed near Kingston
in 1838. This was a fortunate stroke,how-
ever, for the premier, for it brought him
at once into prominent notice and paved
the way for his subsequent entry into
Eolitics. In 1843 Mr. Macdonald took

is first step in the long political career
which he had before him by standing
as a member of the council for the city
of Kingston. He was elected and his
election was followed np in the following
i'\ear by his being chosen to represent

{ingston in the legislature. Those
were stormy times in Canadian political
history and a degree of excitement
unknown to our political contests was
then imported into every election. The
election at which Mr. Macdonald
was chosen for Kingston was one
of the most exeiting, and may be said to
have marked the beginning of a new
era. It was exciting because of the ten-
sion which existed at the time between
the opposing parties, one of which had
for its aim the promotion of the old sys-
tem of government, and the other the
introduction of responsible government
and the improvement of the constitution.
1t is unnecessary for us to linger over
this period, because it was not then that
Sir JohnA.Macdonald won his right to the
admiration of posterity. He was a Con-
servative,and at that time took the side
of his party and was faithful to the old
order of things which was destined to
pass away. At first he did not make
any great figure in the legislature of Can-
ada, and it was not until the year 1847
that he entered the cabinet when he
took the post of Receiver General, which
had been held up to that time by the
Hon. William Badgley. He held this
office only a few months, for a change
was made, which resulted in his being
appointed to the head of the Crown Land
department, which was the most import-
ant in the public service.
The government of which Mr. Mac-
donald was a member resigned in 1848
and was succeeded by the Lafontaine
administration, which gave way to the
Hincks-Morin administration. This gov-
ernment lasted until 1854, when it was
defeated and the conservatives returned
to power under the leadership of Sir Al-
lan McNab. In this admistration Mr.
Macdonald took the post of Attorney
General West, and was practically the
leader of the legislative assembly, being
infinitely superior to his nominal chief
in all that constitutes an effective parli-
mentarian. It was then that he became
for the first time an influential legislator,
he being then in his 40th year, in the
prime of his life and in the fullest meas-
ure of his intellectual power. The re-
tirement of Mr. Morin from the cab-

cussion in the religious world,

inet brought Col. Tache into his place as

leader of the lower Canadian portion of
the cabinet. This change also brought
into the cabinet Mr. George E. Cartier
between whom and Mr. Macdonald a
very strong friendship speedily  arose,
which was destined to be of great im-
portance to the future of Canada. Sir
Allan McNab resigned his position as
leader of the government in 1856 when
Col. Tache, who was president of the
council, became the nominal leader, but
Mr. Macdonald was virtually the ruling
spirit in every department of the govern-
ment. From that time there never was
any question as to who was the coming
man in Canada on that side of politics.

We pass over the changes of govern-
ment which took place between 1856,
and 1864, when confederation for the first
time became a live issue. Sir John A.
Macdonald was the leading spiritin that
great movement, and it was owing to
his influence that the union of the prov-
inces of Canada was brought about at
the time and in the manner it was. In
this matter he had the co-operation of
the late Hon, George Brown who greatly
to his credit helped to bring about the
result which saved Canada from the lack
of a stable government. He had also
the highly important assistance of Mr.
Cartier, who loyally seconded all the ef-
forts of his chief.

It is unnecessary for us to dwell on
matters which are so familiar to all our
readers as the negotiations which re-
sulted in confederation. The unanimous
voice of all Canada selected Sir John A.
Macdonald to fill the position of premier
of the cabinet of the Dominion, and he
held the reins of office from 1867 when
the confederation began to exist till 1873.
From 1873 until 1878 he led the opposi-
tion to the government of Mr. Macken-
zie which had come in with a very large
majority in 1874. 'The election of 1878,
however, entirely destroyed the govern-
ment of Mr. Mackenzie and placed Sir
John A, Macdonald once more at the

head of a strong majority. Xgat the
MM %Ad 1887 and there is no

reason to doubt that it will be sustained
at the election which should take place
in the year 1892.

To enumerate all the achievments of
Sir John A. Macdonald as a legislator
would be too lengthy a task for the
limits of this article. If he had not other
claims to the gratitude of posterity but
those which he derives from his connec-
tion with the formation of the confedera-
tion he would hold a most high place
among the statesmen of our day, but Sir
John A. Macdonald has been throughout
his life an eminently constructive states-
man. He has shown an ability which is
as rare as it is admirable, in his capacity
for bringirg organizations out of chaos.
He has always been an advocate of pro-
tection to native industries and,although
during the first of his terms of office as
premier of the Dominion, the question of
protection was in some measure lost
sight of, it was bound to be revived as
soon as we began to feel the presure of
American competition on our industries,
which were then of a comparatively
small and unimpoytant character. The
national policy, which was evolved in
1878-79, was but the logical result of
opinion which Sir John had always held
in regard to the measures proper to be
taken to make Canada a manufacturing
country. We need not say how success-
ful this policy has been or how much
it has done to lift Canada out of the
position into which she seemed to be
sinking as merely an agricultural
community. Since the  National
Policy. has come in force -every
industry has felt the stimulating effect
of it and employment has been given to
thousands who otherwise would have
bad to betake themselves to a foreign
country to obtain the means of living.
Sir John A. Macdonald’s greatest achieve-
ment after confederation was certainly
the construction of the Canadian Pacific
railway. This great work, which was
necessary for consolidating the several
provinces of Canada, was looked upon
at first as a mere visionary scheme,
even by men who had some claims
to be regarded as enterprising. Sir
John stood almost alone in his
faith of its success, and it is unnec-
essary to say that his foresight has
been amply justified by the result. The
construction of this great work has
done more to elevate Canada into an
important position in the eyes of the
world than any other event in its his-
tory, and the success which has attend-
ed it-as a speculation has entirely justi-
fied the earnestness and zeal with
which Sir John A, Macdonald pressed it
forward in spite of the protests and
opposition of the Liberal party.

1t is impossible to look upon any part
of Canada or to read the statute books
without everywhere coming upon the
signs of Sir John’s industry and activity.
Foremost in the promotion of every
work for the advancement of the Domin-
ion,he has given largely to railways in the
way of subsidies. He was the construc-
tor of the Intercolonial railway. It was
by him the work of deepening the canals
was carried on. Every improvement
that has taken place in the Dominion
since its creation has received an impulse
from his hand. He is at all times ready
to expend money in the interest of works
of public utility, being full of faith in
the future of Canada, and knowing well
that without these works we should be
at a great disadvantage as compared
with our neighbors to the south of us.

Sir John A. Macdonald has been hon-
ored by his sovereign in many ways.
He was created a K. C. B. and a mem-
ber of the privy council of England, the
latter honor we believe having never
before been conferred on a colonist.
Having devoted his whole life to the
interests of Canada, the
advancement of its  prosper-
ity and the well being of the people, he
justly enjoys the respectand admiration
of all, even his political enemies being
forced to admire his talents, his industry
and his genius.

In the Crypt of St Paul's cathedral,
where the great architect Sir Christop-
her Wren is buried, is a black marble
slab with the inscription, “Si monument-
um requiris, circamspice.” “If you wish
to see his monvment look about you.”
Whatis true of the man who rebuilt
London after the %re".t fire is equally
true of Sir John Macdonald. -The Do-

minion of Canada is his monument and
while it exists his name will ever be
held in grateful rememberance. Among
the acts and measures which he has car-
ried'through Parliament may be mention-
ed secularization of the clergy re-
serwes; the improvement of the crim-
inal laws; the promotion of public
instruction; the consolidation of the
statutes ; the extension of the muni-
cipal system ; the reorganization of the
militia ; the settlement of the seat of
Government question; the establishment
of direct steam mail communication
with Europe; the establishment of ad-
ditional penitentiaries, criminal lunatic
asylums and reformatory prisons, and
providing for the inspection thereof; the
providing for the internal economy for
the House of Commons; the reorgan-
ization of the Civil Service ona per-
manent basis; the construction of
the Intercolonial Railway ; the enlarge-
ment of the canals, the enactment of a
stringent election law; the ratification of
the Washington Treaty; and the several
acts for the construction of the Canadian
Pacific Railway. .
Sir John A. iiacdonnm has been twice
married, first to his cousin Isabella
Clarke, in 1843 by whom he had two
children, and second in 1867 to his pre-
sent wife, Susan Agnes, daughter of the
late Hon. T. J. Barnard, a member of
Her Majesty’s Privy Council of the Is-
land of Jamaica. Lady Macdonald is
an admirable helpmeet to the distin-
guished statesman and takes an intelli-
gent interest in public affairs of which
she is a close observyer.

Also that all penalties, forfeitures ard
deductions incurred by the company
under section 2 of chapter 4 of the acts
passed in blst Victoria be remitted,
and that said section 2 be repealed.

Replying to Sir Richard Cartwright,
Hon. Mr. Foster recalled the fact that in
1888, when the present act passed, the
time allowed for completion was ex-
tended to July, 1890, with an option to
July, 1892, under certain penalties. The
present scheme extends the time of com-
pletion to July, 1893, and frees the com-
pany from the penalties. The minister
of finance stated that nearly all the ex-
cavation was completed, and that steel
rails for the whole line were on the
ground. Hydraulic machinery had also
been provided, and the grading was
about completed. The sum of $3,-
000,000 had been expended, while
$2,500,000 would complete the work. He
enumerated the causes of delay, namely,
that the season of 1888 was spent in
preparations and making ‘Contracts;
that 1889 was an exceptionally wet
season ; that the rock bottom of one of
the basins was 24 feet deeper than had
been supposed ; that owing to the great
number of -public works in progress it
was difficult last year to get laborers
and, finally, the financial stringency in
Great Britain. The -company was as
anxious as the country could be to have
the work completed and could not take
undue advantage of the delay, which
would cost the country nothing.

Mr. Fisher is rushing along the work
of paving Main street at a lively rate
this spring, and has already made quite
a showing of finished work.

News From Brasil.

A private letter roceived here, dated
Bahia Farm, Brazil, April 21st tells of
the death of Mr. George D. Grinton who
was in this city several months ago.
Messrs Grinton and C. A. Read pur-
chased the schooner Bess & Stella at
this port and took her to South America,
there to engage in the coasting trade.

The
vessel did not prove as staunch as re-
presented, and was finally condemmed
by a Lloyds surveyor. She was sold by
Mr. Reed for $800 and converted into a
barge by her purchaser.

The Saturday Half Holiday.
To taE EDITOR OF THE GAZETTE:

Sir,—There is a matter which isactive-
ly agitating the minds of a modest class
of employes in this city at the present
time, and in fact has been for the last
eight or nine years, but because of bash-
folness or of some other reason, they
have not been able in a body to express
their wishes in as forcible, or to say the
least, successful way as they would like.
1 refer to the wholesale dry goods
clerks and the Saturday balf holiday.

In all the principal cities the clerks of
all wholeszle establishments are given
this half holiday and in the ‘most of

laces it is extended to the retail clerks.

Why is it that this is not carried out in
our city? I do not think that it.can be
by reason of the ayaricious grasping
spirit of the employers, for there is sel-
dom any business done in the wholesale
warehouses after one o’clock .on Satur-
day, and if there is any stock to
chenged or any new work the men do
not want to start it on Saturday and let
it lay over until Monday. At the present
time the employer gains nothing by
keeping the men in, and they would lose
nothing by letting them have an outing
at least for half a day in each week. It
certainly would be appreciated by the
men. They would return to their work
on Monday morning with double energy
and feel more able to do their duty to
their employer. Country buyers do not
expect to find the warehouses open on
Saturday afternoon. I have heard num-
bers say so and they seemed surprised
when told that they were kept open.

I take this opportunity of appealing to
the wholesale drygoods merchants to
fall in with their brother wholesalers in
the grocery line and grant their men
this small request. They have been
patient in this matter and I think about
the last to make a move for any conces-
sions whatever. I have no doubt that
when this matter is brought to the notice
of all it will be approved by the manag-
ers and commended by the people.-’

1 trust that a move will be made at
once in the right direction, and as a re-
sult we will see more Tros, cheeked,
healthy, cheerful exployees in the large
wholesale houses of our city.

The Summer Time-table of the C. PR

THE CULTUBE OF MUSSELS.

Valuable Bait for Haddock and Cod—

How They may be Propognted.

Nothwithstanding the danger attend-
ing the consumption of mussels owing to
their poisonous nature under certain con-
ditions, the demand for them as an_ar-
ticle of food, especially among the poorer
classes 1n England, is so great that near-
ly two thousand_ tons are annually
imported from Holland, where the
facilities for their cultivation are
greater than in this country. The Dutch
beds are stocked with brood-mussels,
obtained off the coasts of Essex and
Kent, where the supply_is apparently
inexhaustible,; thousand of tons being
takengmerely for manure. It should be
understood that mussels taken from
the deep sea are rarely in condition for
food, or even bait, and it is necessary
to shift them to suitable beds on which

bo | to grow and fatten, & process which

takes some years.

In England the cultivation of mussels
for food is carried on tosome extent in
the Thames estuary and _the river Med-
way; but the main supply comes from
the rivers Exe and Teign, in Devonshire;
the latter riveralso furnisixing Plymouth,
Torquay, and Brixham with mussel-
bait for line fishing. Whitstable, Bos-
ton, King’s Lynn have also prolific
mussel-beds, the produce of the first-
named going principally to Scotland for
bait; and of the others, part to Manchest-
er, ﬁirminghnm, and other large towns
for food; and the remainder to the
north for bait.

The most extensive mussel-bed in
Scotland is that in the Clyde estuary,
covering, it is said, over four thousand
acres. The Montrose, fisheries where
great natural dimcuhies have <been
overcome, has been described as “the one
available model for all desirous of culti-
vating mussels on the bed system.” In
Scotland, where mussels do not seem to
be in much request as an article of food,
it is impossible to exaggerate their value

as bait; and their growing scarcity, with
a corresponding increase in price, has
had & marked effect on_the line-fishing
industry. For thesmall lines used for
haddock, whiting, and cod, the munssel
stands alone as bait; and some idea of
the quantity used may be gained by the
fact that about eighty millions per an-
num are estimated to be used in the had-
dock-fishery at Eyemouth alone.
Briefly, the conditions favorable, in-
deed y, to & productive 1
bed are : sheltered situation, and, for
bottom ; a certain ad-
mixture of salt and fresh water, the
mussel breeding best in salt, and fatten-
ing best in brackish water; absence of
shifting sand or alluviom; a supply of
suitable food. Given these conditions,
the mussel is sure to be found in large
or small quantities ; and so prolific is it
that with only reasonable care on the
part of the fishers, its reproduction in
unlimited quantities is certain. The
spat—as the spawn of shellfish is
called—should be transplanted to those
arts of the bed upon which the mussel
s found to thrive best;and accumula-
tions of mud and sand should be re-
moved by a eareful scouring of the beds
whenever necessary, These precautions
can only, of course, be observed on beds
exposed at low water, or those only cov-
ered by & depth of water rendering in-
s?ection and systematic working possi-
ble. In deep water beds, artificial culti-
vation is necessarily difficult. Trans-
planting to increase the ares, and the
return of immaturely-dredged mussels
to the water to prevent exhausting the
supply, are practically the only precau-
tions capable of observance.
On the French coast mussel-fishing is
successfully r,éml‘sued by the means of
the bouchort or wicker sytem, which
though easier of management than beds,
is attended with" considerable initial ex-
pense, and interferes with inshore
pavigatign. This method consists of
wooden palisadings in the form of posts,
with branches woven backwards and
forwards, like basket work between the
posts, which stand about six feet above
the surface of the ground, and are sunk
in soft mud—which, with a strong
current is a neccesary condition of this
system—and' a foot left between the
bottom of the wattling and the ground
for the passage of the tide and the pre-
vention of mud silting.
Two palisadings are desirable—one at
low-water mark the other higher up.
The stocking is done by fasteningon the
lower buchot young mussels tied. in
bunches inspieces of net,
attach themselves to the wattling. Ani-
malcules rising from the muddy bottom
farnish the mussels with food; and when
a certain size iswttained they are trans-
ferred to the higher bouchot, which is
more out of water between tides. The
mussel thus exposed becomes acclimatis-
ed to the open air, and better fitted for
transport. Under this method mussels
not only mature more rapidly than in
pteds, but are said to be of a better qual-
ity.
The popular idea

is that it is not the
mussel which poisons people, but the
beard, and that being removed, the fish
is perfectly wholesome. The conclusionon
the subject arrived at by a Consultative
Committee for sea fisheries in France,
and set forth in the Report addresed in
1889 to the French Minister of Marine,
may be accepted as reliable. and we
cannot better than quote it. The poison
is due to the presence in the mussel—
especially in the liver—of “a volatile
organic alkaloid, developed under the
influence of a particular microbe, which
is only found ~in mussels growing in
stagnant and pollated waters.”
In conclusion we may observe that it
is_ authoritatively stated that mussels
lose their poisonous property if cooked
for ten minutes with carbonate of soda.

Experiments on the artificial pro-
ductions of rain are to be made in Kan-
gas. Balloons filled with hydrogen; and
oxygen gas will be sent up and exploded
by & wire connection with an electrical
apparatus on the ground.
