HARVESTERS ARE
ENTERING THE WEST

FIRST CONTINGENT
REACHED WINNIPEG

The Coming of Them is None Too Soon
as Grain is Now Ready to Be
Harvested.

To-day’s arrivals were all from the
provinces by the Atlantic. Many were
from New Brunswick, but the blue-
noses of Nova Scotia predominated.
Bronzed and tanned farmers’ sons
formed the bulk of the new-comers,
but there were rugged fishermen from
the coast towns while scattered
through the parties was an occasional
school teacher, college student and
white-faced clerk.

The little green-painted
temporary ticket office which the C. P.
R. officials have erected to accommo-
date the hravesters was besieged from
early morning by the crowds of men
anxipus to get away.

Therg was, an. unusually . large num-
ber of women on the excursion trains,
most of them taking advantage of the
cheap fares to visit relatives in the
West.

There were also a large number who
were bound through for the coast and
other far western points and were not
intending to join in the work or gar-
nering the West’s mighty crop. It was
estimated that fully 400 of the 3,600
will not follow the swing of the binder.

“The warm weather of this week has
brought the crop on much faster than
we anticipated and the first contingent
of the eastern farm hands has arrived

None Too Soon,”

said one of the government officials to
a Telegram reporter. “By Monday
there will not be a district in which
cutting will not be well under way and
in the majority of places the farmers
will be in the midst of harvesting. The
great bulk of the excursionists are not
due until the middle and last of next
week, so that I fear in many districts
the farmers are going to be hard
pressed for help.”

The harvesters are keen
much of the country as possible and
are naturally anxious to go as far
West as they can. The officials of the
Manitoba government are straining
every efforf, however, to keep as many
as possible in - the province. Many,
however, have friends in Saskatche-
wan and are bound for particular
points and they are sent on to the
West.

C. E. McPherson, general passenger
agent, said this morning that Moose
Jaw was the farthest West there had
been any demand for help. “If Al-
berta calls for aid,” he said, “we shall
try to send help. Moose Jaw is about
the farthest West the harvesters go.
Everything is running smoothly so
far.”

WELL KNOWN WRITER
ON FARMING TALKS

Herbert Myrick Says the Flatterirg
Reports Regarding the Country are
Not Exaggerated.

Winnipeg, Aug. 16.—Herbert Myrick,
president of the Orange Judd Co., and
the Phelps Publishing Co., editor of the
American Agriculturist, the, Orange
Judd Farmer, the New England Home-
stead and the Farm and Home, Ameri-
can farm journals having a combined
circulation of several hundred thou-
sand, arrived in the city yesterday
after making an extended tour through
Western Canada.

“I have made it my custom,” said

Mr. Myrick in an interview, “to visit [

personally every state and territory in
which our papers circulate each year
and to make a very careful examin-
ation of these districts. In pursuance
of this custom I came to Canada sev-
eral weeks ago. Before coming I had
the reports of a number of my associ~
ates who had visited Canada on many
occasions. Among these were Prof.
Thomas Shaw, the live stock authority,
Clarence A. Hamell, associate editor;
B. W. Snow, statistician and court re-
porter; Otto H. Haubold, manager of
the Land Advocate, the Orange Judd
Farmer and the Farm and Home,

“I believe that I took the right way
to see Canada properly in going first
to Alaska and making a long journey
of 1,500 miles through the inland sea.
The evidences of the great influence on
northwestern Canada of the Japan cur-
rent are evident in Alaska. At Skag-
way 1 picked the finest strawberries
that ever grew. When I remembered
that the mountain ranges of the south
entirely disappeared as one travels
north, and when I recollected the great
infleence of the Japanese ocean cur-
rents I at once understood why the cli-
mate of western Canada should be such
as it is.,”

‘“How did British Columbia impress
you?” was. asked.

“I was greatly struck with the ter-
minal facilities in Vancouver and by
the splendid harbors found along the
coast. The undeveloped mineral re-
sources, the lumber and the water pow-
ers of the province also made a strong
appeal to me.

“Prior to my own visit to Canada I
had thought that the reports from our
young men were too enthusiastic, and
that even Professor Shaw had had his
judgment influenced by - hospitable
treatment.” T am now free to confess
with pleasure that they did not put the
case a bit too strongly.

“The Orange Judd Farmer and The
Farm at Home have endeavored to tell
the truth about this country, and we
belizave that we have sent many thou-
sands of people to it, but I am persu-
aded that we have understood the case
for Canada. In southwestern Alberta
farming by the Campbell system will
produce crops in such quantities and
at such low cost as to enhance greatly
the value of vast areas now consid-
ered suitable only for range purposes.”

‘““What will the value of irrigation be
to the Calgary district?”

“With reference to the C. P. R. irri-
gation project in Alberta, I desire to
say that I consider it the most ra-
tional in America. This enormous ditch
has been constructed with such econo-
my and the intake water is obtained
so economically, that this land can be
sold at a less price per acre to the set-
tler than any other irrigable land on
this continent. The annual cost of wa-
ter for irrigation (50 cents for each
acre irrigated) is much less than pre-
vails elsewhere. I was through the
irrigated sections of Colorado. Such
land is valued at from $100 to $300 per
acre.’ In the Yakima valley, in Wash-
ington, orchard land under irrigation
is worth up to $2,000 per acre. It is
difficult to say in advance just what
this Calgary land may be worth.

““As a beet sugar expert T was anxious |
to see a test made on the Calgary
plains of beet sugar raising for which
this area seems well adapted. As al-
ready announced, a Japanese envoy is
now looking over the district with a
view to the establishment of a beet
sugar industry. By belief is that with
its other natural advantages this irri-
gation scheme insures to the city of |
Calgary a population within fifteen |
years of 100,000 people.

“Farther north I found the country
rich and fertile, more rolling, more
wooded, with a climate equally good,
if not better. The finest crops I have |
seen anywhere were average crops in |
the Edmonton country. Betwen Cal- |
gary and lXdmonton there are immense
areas of splendid land which can be !
bought at the present time at low |
prices. Edmonton itself is the metro-
polis of the inland empire of the Can- |
adian Northwest, by this inland em-
pire I refer to the immense area, be-
gininng a hundred miles south, two |
hundred miles east and stretching
away to the north and west indefinite- |
1y.”

Prof. Prince Declines to Talk of Pro-
posed Chaoge in Sa'mon Fish-
Ing Regulations.

Prof.. Prince and other members of
the Dominion fisheries commission ar-
rived in Viectoria this morning after
paying an official visit to the Sound.

Yesterday their time was taken up
with an inspection of the fish traps in
the neighborhood of Bellingham, Ana-
cortes and other points. To-day they

-are engaged making a similar visit to

the, Vancouver Island traps, having
left for the. sites at Sooke and other
places on board the-steamer Georgia.
Just before leaving the professor
gave a Times representative a short
interview on his impressions while on
the American side. Unfortunately, he
said, the majority of the . canneries
were not actually operating. The run
of sockeyes was practically over, and
almost all the establishments were
busy cleaning and putting their plants
in shape to close down. But the Can-
adian officials had been received very
courteously, everything possible being
done to facilitate their inspection and
to making their trip a pleasant one.
Questioned along the line of the
cleanliness of the American canneries,
Prof. Prince explained that it had been
impossible to ascertain just what me-
thods were followed in the actual can-”
ning, because of the aforementioned
reason—that the season had all but con-
cluded. But he was of the opinion that
much the same system was followed
as upon the Canadian side of the 49th
parallel. In other words, he had every
reason to believe that the salmon
caught there were handled in a sani-
tary way and put up in such a way as
to elicit the commendation of the

This was
found not to be the case, Canadian com-
panies, on the whole, were found to be
well managed, and, while some made un-
authorized investments of a speculative
character, no loss of any cansequence
resulted. ‘1'he Mutual Life was found,
however, to be innocent of any offence of
this kind.- Practically all itg resources
arce invested in first mortgages on real
estate and municipal bonds. These can
be turned into gold at any time, and
with a good profit on. original cost,-out-
side the interest being earned continuous-
ly. - Buying whoie issueés of bonds, very
often at their par value, has placed the
company in a good position. They can
nearly all be sold at a good advance over
the face value, and, if necessary, be con-
verted into cash at once.

“Unlike many other companies, the
loan department is entirely distinct from
that governing insurance. What are call-
ed contingent loans have never been
made. If a man wants to borrow money
on real estate, his application is passed
upon by the loan' officials without refer-
ence to the insurance department. There
is no saying, ‘you must insure your life
to the extent of the loan,” before lending
an applicant the money. In these double-
headed arrangements there is generally
something that it would be inadvisable to
accept, and the Mutual Life accordingly
refuses tn engage in the practice.

‘““One of the reasons of our visit here is
to look into the resources of British Col-
umbia as a field for investment. We al-
ready have large interests in the other
Western provinces, and, as we are doing
a large business here, we think the time
has arrived for the company’s loan de-
partment to commence operations in the
Pacific province. Of ecourse, the matter
is yet'in embryo, and dependent upon the
opinion of the directors, but I think that,
within a very short time, we shall have
heavy interests in British Columbia. As
the company grows and has more money
to invest its field of operations must of
necessity widen.

“‘Conditions all across the Dominion are
good. This is shown by the extraordin-
ary demand for money and the general
inability to obtain loans on satisfactory
terms. It is an axiom of business that
in good times money is" hard to get. In
the western provinces the banks must ar-
range to move the wheat crop. This en-
tails preserving a large amount of im-
mediately available cash and prevents,
for the time being, many heavy commer-
cial or municipal loans.

“I would like to again emphasize,”” Mr.
Wegenast concluded, ‘‘the fact that the
recent investigation has benefited the
general public and that Canadian com-
panies were proved in most cases to be
well managed. No business attains per-
fection. If any company, whether in- |
surance, loan, or any other class, were
suddenly confronted with a strict in-
vestigation some minor irregularity
would surely be found. Taking this into
consideration, I can only say that com-
panies engaging in the insurance busi-

SOLICITOR SIM HAS
ARRIVED FROM NORTH

He Reports Ihat Pirates Hﬁvekseen Taken
to Juneau—Patrol Will Be
Extended.

Edwin W. Sims, solicitor for the
United States department of com-
merce and labor, who arrived at St.
Paul Island two days after the pirati-
eal raid on the seal rookeries by a
number of Japanese, has arrived at
Seattle.

Mr. Sims states that the raid of the
Japanese was a desperate and pirati-
cal undertaking and that more than
five may have been killed. There were
two pitched battles, although the Jap-
anese did not make much of a showing
except .to try to escape. They made
away with nearly 200 skins, and may
have Kkilled twice that number. The
seals destroyed were worth between
$7,500 and $8,000.

Piracy will probably be the charge
laid against the captured 12 Japan-
ese. The latter were taken on the
revenue cutter McCulloch to Kodiak,
where they were arraigned August 8th
before the United States court com-
missioner. The charge against them
was unlawfully killing seals and un-
lawfully landing on the government re-
sérve. They were then sent to Juneau
to wait the action of the grand jury.

Speaking of the raid and the results,
Solicitor Sims said to the Seattle
Times:

“I arrived at St. Paul Island on the
cutter McCullough July 20th. The
guards and the natives had not yet
recovered from the excitement attend-
ing the raids of July 16th and 17th. The
island is surrounded by dense fogs
during a great part of the time, mak-
ing conditions ideal for a successful
raid.

‘“Monday morning, July 16th, the
guards heard firing in the water about
the island. Investigation was started
at once. Government Agent Lembkey
and his assistant, Mr. Judge, found a
party of s8ix Japanese landing on the
shore, armed with clubs and skinning
gear. They captured the six men at
rifles’ point. The firing continued all
day Monday. Tuesday morning it was
resumed, the raiders killing seals pro-
miscuously in the water. This is
against the law, while the act of land-
ing and taking seals was piracy itself.

“That morning the guards reported
seeing a schooner lying 200 yards off
shore. Lembkey and a party of 15
armed .guards went to the spot. They
surprised five boat loads of raiders.
They had killed nearly 200 seals an the
island and iwere engagd in skinning
them when discovered.

“The Japanese quickly made for the
boats, carrying their booty with them.
They were ordered to surrender, but
refused. Then the guards fired and
five were Kkilled, and perhaps more.
The excitement was so great no one
could tell just what happened. One
man fell dead in a boat, another was
seen to drift away in the surf and the
Japanese were seen to throw another
body from the deck of the schooner
when the raiders reached the boat.

“The guards captured five men on
Tuesday morning, 12 prisoners being
taken in all, including the wounded
man. The schooners made away with-
out. difficulty.

“We learned that two of the schoon-
ers were the Toyai Maru II. and the
Mei Maru. The Japanese told us these
had left Hakodate late in May on the
raid. The names of the other two
schooners were not learned. One seen
on the other side of the island, where
the pirates killed a number of seals in
the water but did not land as far as I
know.

“After being bound over to answer to
the grand jury, the raiders were taken
from Kodiak to Juneau and there im-
prisoned. The Japanese were killed
while resisting arrest and trying to es-
cape with stolen property.”

Mr. Sims said the Japanese prisoners
would say but little of the origin of
their venture. He said that he could
not say whether or not any whites
were interested in the raid.

According to a dispatch from Wash-
ington the U. S. cutter McCulloch has
taken three months’ supplies aboard
with the evident intention of main-
taining a longer patrol around the seal
islands of the Behring Sea than usual.

MANAGER OF YARD
GIVES BIS VERSION

Men Did Not Give Proper Notice—
Laborers Paid More Thaa
Port Rates.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The strike situation at the yard of
the B. C. Marine Railway at Esqui-
malt is unchanged. Some twenty-five
laborers of the large staff that is em-
ployed at the $ard, who knocked off
work yesterday morning because the

management refused to concede to
them an increase in wages, are still on
strike, and there appears to have been
no compromise on either side towards
a settlement. Business, however, con-
tinues uninterrupted. At least to the
newspaperman who visited the yard
this morning the work appeared to be
advancing with the customary swing,
and no laborers were standing around
either in the yard or immediately out-
side, who might attempt to interfere or
influence any men engaged to take the
place of the strikers. :

Seen to-day, H. Bullen, one of the
managers of the yard, said that usual-
1y he went on the principle that some-
times the less said for publication the
better. He did not wish to have any-
thing published about the strike, be-
cause it might affect business, and
what effected the business of the yard
certainly worked to the detriment of
the port. By way of explanation, Mr.
Bullen stated that the yard had to
work continuously in competition, and
in contracting for a vessel on the Sound
the fear might arise in the mind of an
owner that if his vessel were sent here
it would be tied up because of labor
troubles. He would thus be opposed to
sending his vessél here if- the workson
her could be done elsewhere in a place
where everything was running
smoothly.

‘“The trouble in our yard,” continued
Mr. Bullen, ‘““is with the ordinary labor-
ing men. We keep a considerable
number of ordinary laborers for rough
work. They are paid 25 cents an hour
with the understanding that if busi-
ness necessitates a few hours working
at night or on Sunday the rate will
hold good. This has always been the
rule of the yard and the men are en-
gaged with that understanding. The
men are furnished with constant em-
ployment, but the supply cannot al-
ways be depended upon. Men come to
us and work for a few months, gnd, as
opportunities present themselves they
leave. Consequently we are continu-
ally taking on green men.”

With regard to the wage paid, Mr.
Bullen said that the ordinary pay in
port for unskilled labor i8 20 cents an
hour. Some time ago he discussed
with his brother what should be paid
the men. His brother proposed that
they be given the ordinary port wage,
but he thought it better to pay the
higher rate so that the men could
when required work overtime. When
the laborers now out on strike came to
him, they proposed that they be allow-
ed time and a half pay for work done
after hours, Mr. Bullen was not pre-
pared to concede this.

They had come to him without a
moment’s notice. He urged them to let
the matter stand for a week’s consider-
ation, but this they declined to do, and
went out on strike. They are causing
a little embarrassment, but that is all.
“They seemed to ignore the fact,”

said Mr. Bullen, “that all this work we |

have in the yard is contract work, and
that in undertaking it we calculated
on the rate of wage that we had been
paying.”

“They say that it is unfair to them
that the boilermakers working along-
side them should receive time and a
half pay for overtime when they did
not. But with regard to this I might
say that the boilermakers are laid off
for a portion of the year, while they
Just now there is a scar-
city of men, and it is this that the men
have taken advantage of. It will be
only a few weeks, however,” the man-
ager continued, “until men are down
here and willing to work for $1.50 a
day. In the fall of the year there is
always a large number applying for
obs.”
er. Bullen said in conclusion that he
was willing to pay port wages and allow
time and half pay for working after
hours and on Sunday, but he could not
see his way clear to pay 25 cents an
hour and allow the additional pay asked
for.

"ERON MANCHORIA

PARTY OF SIX WHO
CAME ON THE OANFA

One, 2 Russian Official, Escaped From

Jail Throngh Assistance of
2 Woman.

Six Russian Socialists, belonging to
the great revolutionary pa’rty which is
throwing Russia into a state of tur-
moil and strife, bordering on civil war,

arrived here on the steamer "Oanfa on’

Saturday .and were Monday given
their freedom. They were held pend-
ing their compliance with all the re-
quirements of the imigration law.

‘It is- an interesting story which Evan
Soriagiff, the youngest and. the most
intelligent looking of the men, tells.
He is a man about thirty years of age,
and  his energetic.  manner and his
bright expressive countenance at -once
stamps him as a man of more than
average ability. .He had been supply-
ing the Russian troops in Manchuria

| with provisions, he says, and like his

compatriots fled to this country to
escape the vengeance of the Russian
At one time, not so long
ago, he was one of the most loyal and
devoted of the Czar's subjects, but
though far away from St. Petersburg,
he kept in close touch with what was
going on at the capital. Further more
was constantly being furnished
Papers and

dajly. His loyalty to the Czar, how-
ever, never swerved utnil the Czar is-
sued his famous manifesto extending a
modification in the affairs of the gov-
ernment. Had the Czar remained faith-
ful to his word Soriagiff says he would
by his
people. = All government promises are
no longer believed, and Soriagiff pre-
dicts revolution ag inevitable.

Soon after joining the Socialistic
party Soriagiff was arrested. He was
into prison to await trial, and
would, like many other political offend-
ers, have suffered a horrible confine-
ment, but for the timely assistance of
a Russian lady. Soriagiff still laughs
as he thinks of the manner in which
he effected his escape. In this prison
there were hundreds awaiting their
trial. It was a jail kept only for tem-
porary purposes,, and into it friends of
those incarcerated were allowed to go
to see or converse with the prisoners.
A lady friend of his taking advantage
of this called upon Soriagiff one day
bringing a complete change of attire
for him. At the time he wore a very
heavy long black beard. To shave this
off, don the clothing and deceive the
guard on ' duty required but a few min-
utes: to accomplish. In this disguise
Soragiff*approached the prison door as
when 'heé was" challenged.
Exercising all the nerve he could com-
mand he haughtily told' the ‘guard that
he had been visiting one of the prison-
ers and demanded what right the
guard had to stop him.

Steamer Boverjs Is Due With Steel For

Steamer Boverjs .is. due at Seattle
with a cargo of 6,000 tons of steel rails,
coming from Nova Scotia mills, for use
in %he - construction -of the Victoria,
Vancouver & Eastern railroad, says
the Seattle Times.

THE HINDUS WORRY
CIVIC AUTHORITIES

Between Thirty and Forty are Seeking
Work=-Cver 8né Hundred En

Should any of-the farmers of surround-
ing agricultural districts require help,
and there is reason to believe that they
do, because many complaints . of the
scarcity of labor have been heard dur-
ing the past few months from these
sources, they should apply to His Wor-
The latter has at his
disposal some thirty or forty able-bodied
natives of Hindostan, who are in a prac-
tically destitute condition and are making
their . headquarters in the ‘0ld fire hall
next the city hall, and at other tempor-
ary places of abode. This morning some
fifteen or so of those men were sent to
the Chemainus mills at the request of E.
J. Paimer, manager of that concern. As
it is reported that one hundred and sixty
more Hindus are on their way across
the Pacific the Mayor is anxious natur-
ally to dispose of his present charges be-
fore becoming burdened with another and
a larger supply. It is unnecessary to say
that the position of guardian over these
men s somewhat distasteful to Mayor
Morley, but under the circumstances he
is unable to shirk the duty.

The other day several of these Hindus
made a personal call upon His Worship
and requested work. Although unable to
offer them anything to do off-hand, he
was willing to give them advice, and ac-
cordingly wrote on a slip of paper “Go
to Saanich.” There, he understood, there
were positions open upon many of the
farms. Tt is his intention to follow out
such a plan as long as there is reason to
believe that the farmer requires assist-
ance. Hence the foregoing request that
those desiring help apply at the city hall
at the earliest possible moment.

In trese columns yesterday it was stat-
ed that quite a number of the Hindus
employed at the factory of the Portland
Cement Co., Tod Inlet, had left there
complaining that the dust made them ill
and unable to perform the tasks imposed
upon them. In making such a statement
it appears that an injustice has been done
the company concerned. This morning
the secrectary-treasurer, H. A. Ross, ex-
plained that only five men had given up
work, and their reasons for so doing were
very different from those assigned. It
appears they resigned for the sake of pre-
serving their caste. Some, of their coun-
trymen of a lower social denomination
had been employed, and they objected to
work alongside of them, so they adopted
the only possible course under the cir-
cumstaices—gave up their positions.

In discussing the possibility of the
Hindus making satisfactory ' laborers,
Mr. Ross inclined to the opinion that the
question of caste was one of the great
difficulties with whi¢ch the employers
would have to contend. These sons of the
tropics are painfully particular in respect
to their sssociates. Whether at home or
abroad they are careful to preserve their
social status and would far rather lose a
remunerative situation than besmireh
their character in the eyes of their com-
rades by coming in contact, in the most
indirect manner, with one whom they
place below them in the social scale. Thus
those who wish to employ them, Mr.
Ross points out, will have to be particu-
lar to secure men of the same caste if he
desires to have things work out satisfac-
torily. As -workmen. Mr. Ross states
that the Hindus are slow to learn. Once
having acquired a knowledge of their
duties, however, he considers them every
bit equal to the Chinaman. Such, at any
rate, was the experience of ]mse who
had charge of them at the Portland
Cement Co.'s works.

LOCAL PRODUCTS AT
PRAIRIE EXBIBITIONS

The British Columbia Display Attracted
Much Attention-=Northwest the
Natural Market,

The resources of Victoria and Van-
couver Island obtained adequate recog-
nition at the fairs held recently in the
Northwest. Nearly 200,000 people in-
spected the provincfal exhibit at the
different places covered, the attendance
being estimated as follows: Winnipeg,
100,000; Brandon,
and Moose Jaw, 4,000. In addition to
this, a small display was sent to the
fair at Killarney, Man. This was at
the request of the president and board
of directors of the local association,
who inspected the display at the Mani-
toba capital. R. M. Palmer, secretary
to the provincial board of horticulture,
returned Tuesday from visiting the
places mentioned, and was good enough
to give a Times representative an ac-
count of his trip. After mentioning
the attendance at different places, as
stated above, he said:

“The provincial exhibit of fruit at
prairie shows this summer has attract-
ed -even more attention than in previ-
ous years. One thing quite marked
was the welcome extended to the Bri-
tish Columbia display. It is becoming
recognized@ by the directors of different
fairs that a fruit exhibit is a drawing
card, and, in every case, a personal
invitation was extended to make a
similar display in future years. The
good feeling between the provinces of
Manitoba, Alberta, Saskatchewan and
the far western one is very notable.
The inhabitants look to British Colum-
bia as the natural source of their fruit
supply, and welcome every opportun-
ity of obtaining information as to what
is going on here.

“There is a great difference in those
attending the different fairs. At Wing
nipeg there is a cosmopolitan gather-
ing, while farmers form the main at-
tendance at Brandon, Regina and
Moose Jaw. But in all these places the
greatest interest was displayed in this
province and its resources. This was
particularly noticeable in Winnipeg.
The good work done by the Victoria
Tourist Association has had a marked
effect. Mr. Cuthbert js a splendid ad-
vertising agent and a great many peo-
ple stated that they intended to come
to Vancouver Island, for a part of the
year at all events.

“Bulbs from Victoria came in for a
good deal of attention. They were
splendid evidence of the character of
the climate. Florists were particular-
1y interested in inspecting them, and,
in every case, said they were larger
and sounder than impeorted ones they
were in the habit of getting. From a
commercial standpoint there is every
chance of a good market, as the florists
mentioned all stated they would be
glad to purchase Victoria bulbs if
prices could compete with those ruling
in other centres of cultivation.

‘““Cherries, more than any other fruit,
attracted attention at Winnipeg. In
this class Victoria had adequate rep-
resentation, other localities included in
the exhibit being Okanagan and the
Kootenay. The reason of this was ob-
vious. Cherries were selling in Win-
nipeg, at the time of the exhibition,
at from 30 to 40 cents per pound, and
were even then hard to obtain. The
present sources of supply is. Oregon
and California, and in these states
there was a very short crop this year.
British Columbia should be able, in a
very short time, to control the Mani-
toba market. Plums also were an ob-
ject of great interest. They were sell-
ing, at the time mentioned, at so much
the dozen. Like every part of Canada,
except British Columbia, the crop of
California and Oregon has been much
below the average. All kinds of fruit
were very high.

“Conditions in the prairie provinces
are of particular interest to Vancou-
ver Island. Its fruit growers will find
their best market in catering to the
Northwest trade. The orchards in
general are rather small, and they can
better supply the requirements of that
part of the Dominion than other local-
ities. For the present the market re-
quires carload lots of mixed fruits,
not all of one kind, and small orchards
can meet this demand better than
larger ones. The British market may
be exploited in the future, but not un-
til larger orchards become the rule.”

This brought vp the question of the
proposed shipment of fruit to England,
and Mr. Palmer was good enough to
discuss this question also.

‘“The proposed shipment, the same as
previous ones,” he said, “will be mere-
ly in the nature of an experiment. It
is just an introduction to the market.
Considerable interest has already been
aroused in the Old Country, and the
exhibit this fall will stimulate that in-
terest. Many do not realize that a big
business is already done between Cali-
fornia and Oregon and English fruit
merchants. Buyers from the big firms
purchase apples, more especially, right
on the spot. The principal variety is
Newton's pippins, but others are pur-
chased also. There is no trouble for
the growers in this class of business,
they deal directly with representatives
of the large dealers of London, Liver-
pool and Glasgow. Just as soon as
British Columbia. has a sufficient sup-
ply it will command a share of this
trade.

“In addition to the variety mention-
ed, I may say that Cox’'s orange pippin
fetches the best price on the London
market. It must also be remembered
that ordinary fruit does not pay; varie-
ties must be shipped that command
the highest figures. Cox’'s pippin does
fairly well in the vicinity of Victoria,
but unless shipped in carload Ilots,
could not be made a commercial suc-
cess. As I said before, the English
market must wait, as far as the Island
is concerned, until larger orchards are
in the majority.

“Probably the best variety of apple
grown near this city is the King of
Tompkins. Though it commands a
higher price in London than Baldwins

' Referring to commercial possibilities,
Mr. Palmer gave the information that
transportation charges on a carload of
apples . (500 boxes) would, roughly
speaking, ‘be about $400. This works
out at 80 cents per box. The last ship-
ment to Great Britain in 1905 averaged
a value to the grower of 11s. 4d. ($2.80).
Deducting the freight this shows that
the very best kind of apples from this
province, if sold in England, are worth
five cents a pound net to the producer

-if shipped in carload lots.

MEETING OF THE

DAK BAY COUNCIL,

MATTERS AFFECTING
NEW MUNICIPALITY

Discussed at Last Evening’s Meetiog
of Districts Representatives—
Sewerage System.

Considerable business of an import-
ant character came up on Monday’s
meeting of the council of the new Oak
Bay municipality. W. E. Oliver, the
reeve, occupied the chair, and those
present were F. B. Pemberton, F. M.
Rattenbury, Wm. Henderson, A. E,
Haynes, J. Sutherland, and W. Noble.
As this was one of the first gatherings
of the body since organization a great
deal of time was taken up with routine
but, this disposed of, the members got
down to the discussion of questions of
vital interest to the district they repre-
sent with business-like promptitude.

A number of by-laws were advanced
as far as possible at the outset. One of
theze proposes to restrict the building
of beach fires which, it is claimed, are
4 serious menace to property during
the hot summer months. It provides
that campers or any other person shall
not light a bonfire anywhere above the
ordinary high water mark. If this is
carried as it stands, and the majority
of the councillors ‘appear to favor the
movement, it will mean undoubtedly,
an appreciable decrease in the danger
of bush fires within the confines of the
Oak Bay municipality, at least. Out-
siders who have been informed of the
proposal consider that the measure is a
wise one and should be passed without
amendment.

Other by-laws brought up was one
making provision for the elimination
of noxious weeds; another outlining
pound regulations, and a third having
reference to the speed of motor cars
within the limits of the distriet. The
second was the subject of some de-
bate, there appearing to be different
opinions as to what extent residents
should be forced to personally super-
vise the care of their stock. It seem-
ed to be the general conviction that
the law should not be made as string-
ent as those governing cities, where
the population was more congested
than in the section concerned. Al-
though several suggestions were made
in regard to the limit of speed to be
set for automobiles no definite action
was taken. None of the by-laws were
finally passed.

One of the most important madters
on the tapis was that of sewerage. It
was agreed that some steps should be
taken towards effecting an improve-
ment in that direction without delay.
Engineer Devereaux was instructed to
prepare estimates immediately for sub-
mittal at the next session of the coun-
cil. It was explained that owing to the
peculiar topographical formation of the
district the sewerage system, if carried
out upon the comprehensive scale in-
tended, would have to be divided into
three distinct branches. This, un-
doubtedly, made the problem more
difficult for solution. The work, it was
agreed, would have to be done on the
local improvement plan. However, ac-
tion was deferred until the estimates
are received. Then it is the intention
to lose no time in giving the residents
the benefit of up-to-date sewerage con-
nection. As one of. the councillors re-
marked, those living in the Oak Bay
district had been suffering from the
lack of this sanitary convenience much
too long. Now that the authority for
making a change was vested in their
representatives it was not the inten-
tion to “let the grass grow under their
feet.”

The advisability of the appointment
‘““path master”
was introduced by one of the members.
The duties of such an individual, it
might be well to explain, would be to
attend to the repairing of sidewalks,
the cleaning of drains, and, in short,
looking after the innumerable small re-
pairs of which the public thorough-
fares are in constant need. The matter
was left in the hands of a select com-
mittee, which will report.

Other business of minor importance
was considered, after which the meet-
ing adjourned.

WATERWORKS SCHEME
WRONGLY SET FORTH

Recital in Document Officially Circulated
Totally at Variance With the
Facts.

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

If a certain petition now in the
hands of the city assessor comes before

,the city council it will contain a re-

cital that absolutely misrepresents
facts. The clause in question reads as
follows:

Whereas a recommendation has been
presented to your honorable council sign-
ed by His Worship the Mayor, the city
engineer and the water commissioner,
for the improving of the present water-
works system of the city by laying a new
30-inch meain to connect with the existing
24-inch main with the lake; by recen-
structing with cast iron pipes the redis-
tribution system; by constructing an ele-
vated tank of 100,000 gallons between
Rockland ®avenue and St. Charles street;
by cleaning the lake and surroundings;
the whole at a total cost of $300,000, which
sum includes a proposed expenditure of
$1,000 for measuring collectable water in
the Highland watershed and an allowance
for contingencies.

The petition then prays for the sub-
misison of a by-law to raise the sum of
$300,000 for the purposes mentioned.

The recital given above is strangely
at variance with the facts. The recom-
mendations made by the Mayor, and
signed by the city engineer and water
commissioner, did not provide for ‘re-
constructing with cast iron pipes the
distribution system.” On the contrary
the proposals were for wooden pipes
almost entirely. Provision was made
for the sum of $106,410 for distribution.
This was taken from the report of Ex-
pert Adams and is made up as fol-
lows:

It is esaily seen that, in addition tc
relaying the old 12-inch main (20,90C
feet) of cast iron pipe, the Mayor's
recommendations included 141,150 feet
of wood pipe, and only 22,000 feet of
cast iron. How, in the face of this,
people are asked to sign a peftition
containing the above recital is a mys-
tery.

Further than this, a member of the
water committee informed a represen-
tative of the Times this morning that
the Mayor’s scheme was not, by Mon-
day night’'s motion, arranged to be
placed before the people as a whole,
but merely the proposal regarding the
20-inch main, with nothing said about
redistribution or anything else. Al-
though this was contrary to the gen-
erally accepted opinion, that the
Mayor's original scheme should be sub-
mitted, an investigation was made
with the result that the city clerk gave
the following text of the actual mo-
tion, as passed:

That a by-law be prepared for submis-
sion to the electors qualified to vote
thereon providing for the laying of a 30-
inch main from Beaver lake to the city
in place of the 12-inch pipe, instead of the
installation of a pump at Beaver lake, as
proposed in the report of the water com-
mittee.

This resolution appears to bear out
the contention of the Times inform-
ant. It is obscure whether the 30-inch
main only was to be included in a by-
law or if it was to be part of another
scheme including the recommendations
of the committee with the exception of
the pump. There are only these two
readings of the resolution possible. In
any event the petition contains a mis-
statement. If the Mayor's whole
scheme was intended the p).tion is
wrong about cast iron pipes; if the
water committee as modified the reser-
voir should be eliminated.

Two petitions are in circulation, one
as above mentioned, and the other em-
bodying the suggestions of the water
committee. The amount mentioned in
the latter is $176,000. By.a clerical error
in the total given last night in the
Times it was given as $167,000, but ad-
dition of the figures will show the
former figure to be correct. It is hard-
ly likely that the by-laws will be in-
troduced at to-morrow’'s meeting as
the necessary 10 per cent. in value of
property owners will probably not have
signed the petitions.

To-morrow’s meeting will most like-
ly finally pass the by-law for $21,000
to purchase the new North Ward park.
It was introduced on July 16th. As the
three months’ option given will expire
early in October, there will be not too
much time to make the necesary finan-
cial arrangements if the electors ratify
the expenditure.

There is not the slightest likelihood
that the water by-laws will come be-
fore the electors before the end of
August, as stated by the Mayor yes-
terday. Although the by-laws will be
ready in time for to-morrow’s meet-
ing, the new phases of the subject, as
outlined above, will prevent their pass-
ages, as the hottest discussion yet is
in sight. The necessary petitions, also,
will most likely be absent and without
them the by-laws cannot be intro-
duced. Even if they are there must be
another meeting for final passage. This
will not occur until Monday, August
20th. After this they must be publish-
ed for ten clear days in a newspaper,
which will bring at least the beginning
of September before, even under the
most favorable circumstances, the by-
laws can be voted upon.

What
obstacles were there to its dealing di-
rectly with the officials of the com-
pany? Why was it necessary to em-
ploy intermediaries at all, even inter-
mediaries of the highest repute? Is
not the manner in which the deal was
consummated the most convinecing evi-
dence of a disposition to subvert truth
and honesty and to engage in a trans-
action inimical to the true interests of
the public? The fact is that the min-
isters know their course is indefensible.
They cannot give any reason that will
satisfy people of common sense as to
the bona fides of their intentions. That
one transaction alone is sufficient to
demonstrate that the government is
not to be trusted—that it is dominat-
ed by grafters and is subject to the
will of corrupt intriguers—even if
there were not an abundance of other
evidence of an illuminatory character
as to the greed and selfishness and
general worthlessness of this adminis-
tration which calls itself the first
Conservative government British Col-
umbia has ever had.

The administration as a whole,
in the light of.its attitude, must stand
or fallas a result of the judgment of
the electorate. The only matter of pub-
lic importance in connection with the
utterance of the Socialist leader is that
his eyes have peen opened to the light
in which the public regards him and
his position as an alleged independent
—that he understands, in case there be
another session of the legislature, that
he must hasten to make amends for
past actions and to create an impres-
sion that there is an element of sincer-
ity in his character. And that is some-
thing there will be considerable diffi-
culty in demonstrating to the satisfac-
tion of people who believe the prime
requisite in. a reformer to be honesty
and sincerity.

THE WATEX PROBLEM.

It will be of little use, and it may be
mischievous, to attempt to confuse the
issues involved in the question of an
improved water supply for the city.
Our first duty is to provide a better
system of distribution and thus to tide
over the difficulty for the coming year.
The matter of a permanent future
source of supply cannot be decided’
until reliable data has been secured.
In the meantime the City Council
should be suported in the action it pro-
poses to take in order to secure the
best possible results from the existing
system. One authority of‘ unquestioned
repute has pronounced upon the capa-
city of Elk lake. According to the
water commissioner we are at the pre-
sent time drawing water from EIk lake
practically up to the maximum limits
of that reservoir under present condi-
tions. Elk lake might be made to ful-
fil requirements under certain circum-
stances, which circumstances include
raising the banks of the lake and lim-

| iting the consumption of water by the

application of meters to every service
in the ecity. But this proposition
volves the co-operation of nature with
water consumers to some extent to in-
sure its success. It implies an increase
in the precipitation of water from the
clouds in order to fill up the enlarged
storage area and the acquiescence of
the people in the proposal to restrict
consumption. Only in this way, as we
understand the situation, can Elk lake
be made to fill requirements. The per-
plexing feature in connection with this
proposition is that nature might fail us
even if the people were agreeable to
what appears to be an unnecessary re-
striction with such an abundance of
water at command in the Highland
district and at Goldstream. There is
no guarantee that the rainfall will be
greater during coming years than it
has been in several years past. In
such case, what would be the use of
providing an additional storage capa-
city which might never be filled? If it
be a fact that we are now practically
drawing from Elk lake up to the limit
of its powers of supply, and as it is
evident that under the peculiar circum-
stances of Victoria an abundance of
water is necessary for the perpetua-
tion of the chief of our attractions as
a place of residence (or as a ‘“show
city,” if you will), there is no choice
for us but to look to a more prolific
source of supply. Such being the
situation, would it not be well to divest
prejudice, carry out
the improvements which must be made

in-

THE RAIDERS CANADI-
ANS?

WERE

We are indebted to that usually sane
and reasonable journal, the New York
Times, for one of the mast remarkable
“appreciations” of Canadians ever pen-
ned. The subject of the Times’s re-
marks is of course the sealing question,
upon which Americans have always
been remarkable for their peculiar
point of view. A short time ago it
was reported in the press that the crew
of a Japanese vessel had been caught
raiding an American sealing preserve
on one of the islands in the northern
seas. The Mongolians were treated as
pirates, of course, and subjected to the
treatment they deserved. They were
shot on sight. In a highly diplomatic
way, the American government ex-
pressed its sorrow that it was necces-
sary to resort to such extreme meas-
ures; but we are told there is a vast
deal of difference between expressing
regret and offering an apology. To ap-

ologize might possibly imply a.-nfﬁ:}zﬂn-r
ation on the part of the United States:
authorities to offer compensation for a
“Justifiable outrage.” And at the same
time the Times wishes the fact to be
strictly understood that Americans are
not going to judge the Japanese harsh-
ly in this matter. In fact they do not
blame the Japs at all. Canadians, the
mischief-makers who have stiff-neck-
edly stood between Americans and
their legitimate claim to the ownership
of the seal herds, will be found on in-
vestigation to have been the real raid-
ers. The words of our contemporary
are as follows: “It is possible that the
killed or captured seal poachers were
in fact Japanese. In describing the
poaching in Russian waters, Mr. Kip-
ling has set forth that \

“As a matter of fact, the meanest
and most ruthless slaughterers of seals
are the Canadians, whose cause was
ddopted by their Government. It is
quite possible that just as the Glouces-
ter fishermen on our own coast are in
large part ‘Bluenoses,’ registered as
Americans for the purposes of having
their catch admitted as the ‘product
of American industry,” Canadians may
have chosen to register themselves as
Japanese, when they were caught, In
the hope of mitigating their punish-
*ment. The enterprise is of a kind that
certainly looks much mere like that of
defiant ‘Anglo-Saxon’ than like that
of the law-abiding Nipponese, who
obey without question the orders of
their government. Seal poaching, on
the other hand, is the most lawless,of
industries. As Mr. Kipling again puts
it—

There's hever a law of God or man runs
North of Fifty-three,

and, brave as the Japanese is, he is

not a lawbreaker.

“Of course we are more interested
than any other country in preventing
the practice which has been shown to
be so dangerous. Of the annual catch,
arctic and anarctic, an American com-
pany, by contract w1lth its own govenr-
ment and the Russian government,
controls by far the largest share. It is
true that the tribunal of Paris refused
to adopt the contention of Mr. Phelps
that the seal was a domestic animal, if
not actually a household pet. But the
tribunal did lay down regulations
which were intended to prevent the ex-
tinction of the animals by ruthless
Canadian poachers, and which, if real-
ly enforced, will doubtless have that
effect. We cannot afford to waive one
iota of our rights under international
agreement. Nor can Japan, though not
a party to it, afford to encourage her
nationals, active or putative, in violat-
ing it.”

Is the above not calculated to pro-
mote cordial relations between the
northern and southern peoples of this
most noble continent? Is it not a
most liberal exposition of the American
point of view? The national inclina-
tion of the Japanese is to cenform
strictly to the law as made by the ac-
commodating Briton for the benefit of
grasping American monopolists, while
the will of Canadian poachers is to dis-
regard that law and to corrupt the
morals of nations which are naturally
law-abiding! Nevertheless and not-
withstanding, if Canadians had been
the sole judges of their rights in this
matter, as they ought to have been,
and as they will be in the future, the
agreement of Paris would never have
been reached and our rights on the
high seas would never have been sub-
jected to the restrictions imposed with
the consent of Great Britain. Further-
more, if the question at issue had been
one in which Canada as a nation was
vitally interested, instead of merely a
handful of people in Victoria who were
engaged in a lawful industry, there
might have been serious trouble over
that Paris agreement.

The Colonist says it has but a vague
idea of ‘“ who are included in the fam-
ous circle ” of adventurers held respon-
sible along with the members of the
government for the infamous Kaien Is-
land deal. And yet only yesterday our
contemporary remarked with smug
hypocrisy that a reputation for truth
is generally regarded as a large and

JAPANESE HARDWARE.

Sawmill Equipment Is Being

From Vancouver to Supply
Market.

Sent

The importation of fine finishing
hardwoods from Japan, which will re-
sult in the shipment from Vancouver

to Ataru in a few weeks of a fairly |

large sawmilling and
ment,
May & Co., of Vancouver.

This firm several years ago secured
the rights to extensive tracts of tim-
ber in Japan, but during the progress
of the Russo-Japanese war the latter
government refused to permit the ex-
portation of the timber on the ground
that it might be required in warfare.
Now, however, the embargo has been
removed and the cutting of the timber
will be carried on just as soon as the
necessary plant can be forwarded and
installed in the woods.

The five hundred thousand feet of
Japanese oak and ash on board the
American bark Alden Besse, now lying
in this port, is from the concession held
by the Vancouver firm. The shipment
was brought over in the log because of
the demand on this coast at the pre-
sent time for this timber: However it
costs too much to bring over the logs,
as there is so much waste in them, and
for that reason the next shipments will
be in the form of lumber.

By the steamship Empress of China,
scheduled to sail from here for Japa-
nese and Chinese ports on September
3rd, Messrs. A. P. May & Co. expect
to ship a sawmilling and logging plant.
This will be placed in operation as soon
as it can be assembled on the ®onces-
sion.

The largest piece of timber among
the cargo of the Alden Besse will finish
up about twenty-two by twenty-two
inches, but Mr. May declared to-day
that on his Japnese limits there is
standing hardwood measuring between
five and six feet in diameter. The
wood is said to be of first-class qual-
ity, and there is a strong demand for
it on the Pacific coast. An attempt is
to be made to introduce it into East-
ern Canada for use in connection with
the manufacture of fine furniture.

The logs brought by the Alden Besse
will be discharged at the Pacific Coast
Lumber Company’s premises on Coal
Harbor and sawed into lumber there.
Nearly all the bark’s cargo has already
been sold here and on the American

side.

. CHILLIWACK LINE.

The Proposal Which the British Col-
ambia Company Has Under
Consideration.

‘When Managing Director Buntzen,
of the British Columbia Electric Rail-
way Company,
Saturday to return to London, where
he will be in close touch for another
vear with the directorate of the com-
pany, he will bear with him full in-
formation concerning the scheme of
constructing a tram extension from
New Westminster to Chilliwack, in-
volving an estimated expenditure of
about a million dollars.

Mr. Buntzen has made a trip along
the proposed route, that he may be
thoroughly acquainted with the condi-
tions presented. During the present
week all the municipal councils af-
fected will have presented to them
drafts of a by-law for submissioh to
the electorate, authorizing the con-
struction of the line. The welcome

announcement of the scheme and the
positive assurance the backing of such
a well equipped company gives of the
resultant opening of the localitias af-
fected leave no margin of doubt that
the request will be favorably consider-

every way in their power.

On the part of the London board,
while there has been no formal action,
the question has been informally con-
sidered, and the scheme is strongly
favored, the ultimate deliverance only
awaiting the declaration of the public
affected as to the requirements which
will be made. With such a state of
feeling on the part of public and com-
pany, the construction of the new line
is well nigh positively assured.

The line would be about 55 miles in
length, passing through Surrey, Lang-
ley, Matsqui, Sumas and Chilliwack
municipalities. The company ' agrees
to begin work within a year after the
passage of the by-law by the people,
and complete the line within three
vears of that date. The exact route
has not yet been decided upon, but pre-
liminary surveys will probably be
made this season.

The company does not ask for a
bonus or land grant of any kind what-
ever. Neither does it demand exclu-
sive franchises in the municipalities
farther than to demand that when a
line is needed on any road, the first
right to construct the extension shall
be given to it. The company will pur-
chase its right-of-way outright save
through townsites, where permission to
use dedicated streets is, of course,
necessary. No special favors of any
kind are asked save the usual exemp-
tion from taxation for the first ten
yvears as provided by the Municipal
Clauses Act.

The rates to be charged by the com-
pany are specified in the measure and
are to be 4 cents per mile between
local points and a rate of 3 cents per
mile for through traffic. The line will,
like all the interurban lines of the
company, be constructed both for a
freight and passenger traffic.

The company will carry its light and
power projects into' every locality af-
fected,

A complete account of the suicide of
Mrs. Cooksley, of Victoria, at Van-
couver, which was briefiy mentioned in
the telegraphic dispatch yesterday, is
given by the News-Advertiser. It
reads as follows:

‘““A sad case of self-drowning occur-
red in the Narrows off Brockton
Point last night, when Mrs. John
{ooksley, of Victoria, in a fit of tem-
porary insanity, sprang over the bluff
and met death in the water beneath.
Mrs. Cooksley came over from Victoria
only last Sunday, on a visit to Care-
taker Harris of the city waterworks.
She had been in ill-health and de-
spondent of late, and last night be-
came quite insane. Mr. Harris was
away at the time, and Mrs. Harris
watched her as well as she could.
About 10 o’clock last night, Mrs.
Cooksley broke away from the house
and ran down the drive to the beach
and into the water. Mrs. Harris fol-
lowed her, and succeeded in pulling
her out, and getting her back into the
house; she then carefully fastened the
door and rang for the police.

“‘Shortly after that, however,- Mrs.
Cooksley, who had bheen lying on a
lounge, sprang up and rushing to the
window, broke the glass and sprang
through. She then ran swiftly to the
edge of the bluff and jumped off into
the water below. Mr. Steve Madison,
the waterworks superintendent, was
camping near by, and was sooif arous-
ed. He lost no time in calling up Mr.
sroves, the lighthouse keeper at Pro-
spect Point. Mr. Groves and his son
and Mr. Madison got their boats, and
after a short search found the body
of the unfortunate woman in the water
and brought it ashore. By this time
life was quite extinct.

“Officer D. D. McIntosh arrived short-
ly afterwards, and had the body re-
moved to Messrs. Center & Hanna's
undertaking rooms, where an inquest
will be held.

“Mr. Cooksley, the husband of the
deceased woman, who lives at No. 3
James Bay road, Victoria, was notified
by wire of the sad occurrence. Mrs.

Cooksley was a woman in the prime of |

life, and leaves four small children.”
An inquest was held at the Terminal
City yesterday afternoon to investigate
Mrs. Cooksley’s death. A verdict of
suicidal drowning while in a state of
temporary insanity was returned. The

LOOKING INTD
CANADA'S FUTURE

OPTIMISTIC VIEW
OF HON. J. W. LONGLEY

’

Synopsis of an Address Delivered at
‘Winnipeg—Th2 !mportance of
the West.

Hon. J. W. Longley, of the Supreme
court of Nova Scotia, who visited Vic-
toria about two weeks ago, addressed
the Canadian Club in Winnipeg on his
way home.

Mr. Longley, in opening, briefly de-
scribed in eloguent terms his recent
trip across the prairies and mountains
of the West. He found everywhere
from Winnipeg to the shores of the
Pacific tokens of progress. The politi-
cal strength, the commercial backbone
of the country he was certain would be
located in Winnipeg or even farther
West. They were not jealous in the
East. Everyone East and West is be-
ginning to feel the pulsation of na-
tional life. It is from the development
of the West he expected to see the
earliest dreams of other years.

They would not rest until Canada had
taken its place among the foremost na-
tions of the world.

“I will say to you frankly,” he stat-
ed, “that I have been always an admir-
er of the British Empire. I have al-
ways admired the King of this great
Empire. I have no other hope or wish
than that this Empire will continue to
pursue its destiny of usefulness. I
would be sorry if Canaaa’s future
should be any other than allied to the
Empire. I hope, though, that Canada
will not always be a colopy. That is
not my dream. I am under the im-
pression that with, an area of land al-
most unsurpassed by any nation, cer-
tainly unsurpassed in natural wealth
by any country, that we can build up
a mighty nation, so that no man the
world over need be ashamed to say he
is a Canadian.”

Referring to Canada’s relations with
the United States, he said he had no
thought that Canada should ever be al-
lied to the States. (Applause.) He
said he preferred Canadian institu-
tions. There was room on the contin-
ent for two nations. (Hear, hear.)
Some people, he said, seemed to think
on the other hand that Canada should

The ceremony was |

lo~k on the States as a hostile nation.

It was impossible to eliminate the
i fact that as neighbors the interests of
| Canada and United States were closely
allied. 1t was fortunate that on this
continent there were two nations
speaking the same language, rather
than having beside the Dominion a na-
tion of Hindoos or people alien in every
way.

He emphasized the need of closer re- |
lations between the two countries. He |
found in Calgary that Americans were
doing more, than any other people to
develop Alberta. Canada should con-
gratulate herself that the tide has
turned.

“I am not afraid of the Americaniza-

tion of Canada,” he said. “There will
be ro comfortable position here for
Americans unless they link their future
with Canada.”

In closing he asked them to take a
look with him to the future. In the
first place the population forty or fifty
vears from now would be 40,000,000 or
50,000,000. The revenue  $300,000,000 or
$400,000,000. Alberta and Saskatchewan
will be more populous and wealthier
than Ontario, Winnipeg larger than
Montreal or Toronto.

In 1854 Mr. Longley said Joseph
Howe prophesied that there would be
those who would live to hear the steam
whistle in the passes of the Rockies
and take a trip across the continent.
That day had long passed. The predic-
tions he made of the future were even
more likely to come true. Now that
the Dominion had reached its present
stage of development it was time the
word colony was dropped.

“I am tired and sick of the word
colony,” he exclaimed in a burst of elo-
quence. “I repudiate the term colony.
Let us be an ally of England, but a
dependent upon no one. Be true to |
your country. There is no nobler at-
tribute in the human breast. Be true
to Canada, to your province, to your
city,” was his closing exclamation.

ACCIDENTAL DEATH
BY ASPHYXIATION

Employee of Gas Company Has Fatal
Accident—Died This
Afternoon.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

After apparently recovering from the |
effects of asphyxiation, J. Fins, an em-
ployee of the Vietoria Gas Company,
died in the city ambulance on the way |
to the Jubilee hospital, about 1 o’clock
on Thursday. He was first overcome |
about half-past eleven while working |
with a number of other men laying a
new gas main on Toronto street. A
connection was being made with the
old main and the gas was not turned
off before making the connection, as is |
usually the case. Fins suddenly com- !
plained of sickness and was assisted |
out of the trench by his fellow work- |
men. Dr. Carter was summoned at |
once, but when he arrived he found
the man had apparently recovered. He |
was walking around and it appared no |
evil effects would ensue from his pre- |
vious experience. The doctor advised
him to keep away from the gas for the !
rest of the day and stay i the open air
as much as possible.

I'his
apparently did not do, as he
afterwards went and sat in an out- |
house near the scene of the accident.
About half an hour after the doctor
left the effects of the gas inhaled again
became evident, and Fins became un- |
conscious. He was removed to the
grounds surrounding St. James church,
and artificial respiration resorted to,
but without effect.

Dr. Carter explained that, in some
cases, coal gas takes a long time after
inhalation to become mixed with the
blood.”

Nothing could have been done
more than was in this instance, and
death was caused wholly by the in-
sidious fumes of gas. TFins was about
40 years of age, a married man, living
on North Pandora street.

THE BRITANNIA MINES.

Output Is Too Great For the Tram
Line on Howe Sound.

The development of the Britannia
mines, Howe Sound, has reached that
stage where the output has become too
great for the capacity of the tram line
running between the mines and the
beach where the concentrator and ship-
ping bunkers are. situated.

Whether an additional tram line will
be installed or an attempt made to in-
crease the capacity of the present one
by increasing the number of buckets
on the cables, is something which will
shortly be determined by Capt. Henry
Stern, managing director of the Howe
Sound Copper Company, in succession
to Mr. George H. Robinson, recently
deceased.

At the present time the maximum
capacity of the tram line is between
seven hundred and eight hundred tons
per day, and the ore output at the
mines is in excess of that amount. The
consequence is that the tram cannot
get the ore down quick enough. Some
remedy will be applied in the near
future. It is believed that an addi-
tional tram will be put in, as it is not
thought that the present one will stand
the working strain of a larger number
of buckets.

The output of the mines is to be
steadily increased, according to a
statement made by Capt. Henry Stern
in Vancouver before he sailed for
Prince of Wales Island on the steamer
Princess May. However, the getting
out of more ore than the present daily
run will await the increasing of tram
capacity. When from twelve to fifteen
hundred tons per day can be trans-
ported from the mines to the beach
more compressors and drills will be
added to the mining equipment, and
more miners will be employed. Gradu-
ally the Britannia is becoming the
large producer the late Mr. Robinson
prophesied when he laid out the min-
ing and concentrating equipment at
the property several years ago.

Accompanying Capt. Stern to Prince
of Wales Island were C. M. Dull, W.
C. McMeekin and Superintendent Tre-
loar of Britannia. At Prince of Wales
Island Capt. Stern will inspect Mount
Andrews iron properties, which were
secured by Mr. Robinson under a long
term bond. The Mount Andrews’ ore
is to be used by the Britannia smelter
at Crofton as a flux. It is peculiarly
adapted as a flux for the silicious Bri-

+ tannia ores.

For several months the Howe Sound
Copper Company has been constructing

a tram line from the Mount Andrews |

ore beds to tidewater. It is expected
that within a month or six weeks this
tram line will be completed and the
shipping of ore to the Britannia smel-
ter will be commenced without delay.

The fluxing ore now used at Bri-
tannia smelter comes from the Brown-
Alaska properties at Hadley, Prince of
Waies Island. The Hadley smelter in
return imports Britannia ores to serve
it as a flux.

Conncil Eliminates Meters and Wooden Pipes
in Water Committee Project--Mayor’s
Proposals-in Another By-Law.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

Two water schemes will be submit-
ted to the ratepayers as soon as poOs-
gible: The Mayor’s, requiring $300,000
to carry out and that of the water
committee, as amended ,to cost $167,-
000. This was decided upon at last
night’s meeting of the city council. As
forecasted in the Times the proposal
for meters was eliminated and metal
pipes substituted for wooden ones. Two
other changes were also made. The
high level tank was cut out, and the
originial sum of $19,000 for sundries,
was reduced to $10,000 for the€ specific
purpose of cleaning Elk lake.

Before proceeding to discuss the mat-
ter the Mayor gave a short explanation
regarding the 30-inch. main.
mitted an, error, but on the right side,
regarding pumping. Only a quarter of
the present amount of water would be
necessary under the new scheme, cost-
ing about $4,0000 The sum saved
(3$8,000) would be sufficient to pay in-
terest and sinking fund for the pro-
posed large main and the new system
would, therefore, cost no more than
the present one. “I do not bring up
the matter,” he concluded, “in a spirit
of antagonism. Many ratepayers be-
lieve in one perfect. main, and I ask
you to allow citizens to ehoose which
scheme they will spend money on.”

Ald. Fullerton brought the matter up
officially by asking a question of the
waterworks foreman, Thomas Preece.
“What amount passes through the 16-
inch main with pumping?”’

“In seconding the doption of the re-
port I wish to say I believe that press
criticism should be fair. I will men-
tion one or two items in an editorial
in yesterday morning’s Colonist. ,Q“e
is to the effect that the papér endorses
the system recommended by ex-Mayor
McCandless that we get water from
Goldstream it sne or two years and, in
the meantime, obtain it from Viectoria
West. I am surprised to see such a
statement. The whater used in Victoria
West does not come from Goldstream;
it comes from Thetis lake, just back of
Parson’s Bridge. The main from
Goldstream to Admiral’'s road is only
a 10-inch one{ along that road to
Esquimalt road only a 9-inch one, and
there is only a 7-inch main from there
to Victoria West. Provisional com-
munication with that could - not give
more than a 8-inch main, and that
would only connect with that part of
the city “where there is already the
best water. The Thetis lake supply is
not more than is wanted at present.”

Ald. Vincent—“The reservoir only
holds 400,000 gallons. If we wanted a
million it would have to be ﬁlled twice
daily.” 3

Ald. Hall (continuing)—*'*Victoria
West takes 300,000 gallons a day. It is
misleading, as many citizens believe, to
think this water comes from Gold-
stream. Speaking of Goldstream, much
is said about the immense amount of
power. But the difficulty is it is tled
up by the tramway company for 30
vears. They claim an exclusive right
to it. If we went there and tried to
sell power we should find ourselves in
a difficulty.

“Both Mr. McCandless and Mr. Mo-
hun are gentlemen for whom I have a
They both ad-
vocate buying 1,000,000 gallons a day
from Goldstream, costing about $22,000
a year, and say we would then have
ample water supplied by gravity to the
city. We are using to-day about 3,250,=
000 gallons. If pumping is done away
with, as they suggest, and the million
gallons taken from the waterworks
company we would soon find the sup-
ply rather short.
water to the high levels we would have
to put in a main, costing from $60,000
to $67,000 and pay half the expenditure
on & bridge. This would mean practi-
cally $25,000 a year, including interest
and 8inking fund, and at the end of the
yvear we would have nothing. We
wouid have to enter into an agreement
for at least five years, and it would not
accomplish what is claimed for it. I
am emphatically opposed to buying
water by the gallon. The $25,000 per
year they propose to spend would more
than pay interest and sinking fund for
a main from the Highland district.

“Coming to the question of putting
in a larger main to Elk lake, I stand
always in opposition. If the recom-
mendations of His Worship are adopt-

in-

of the

ed he represented we would save $4,000-

per annum. But this could not be done
unless we have a tank in the higher
levels. Interest and sinking fund for
this would practically be $5,000 a year.
If we go to the Highland district we
could put in a main for $193,000; the one
at Elk lake proposed by the Mayor will
cost $95,000. The watershed of High-
land district is twice the size of that
at Elk lake, and there would be twice
the water in the former provided it
comes down Millstream. If we take
the $8,000 it will cost for pumping, and
the interest and sinking fund for the
30-inch main the cost is at least as
much as one from the Highland dis-
trict.

“Ratepayers are all in favor of re-
distribution whatever source of supply
is adopted. It is the same regarding
cleaning the lake. The only additional
sum is the item of $8,000 for a pump to
be run four months in the year and
$1,000 for measuring what amount of
water comes down Millstream during
the winter. We are not justified in
supporting the proposal for a 30-inch
main at Elk lake at the present time;

Ald Davey said the crux of the whole
matter was the dependence upon the
efficiency of the pump proposed to be
installed at Elk lake. For this there
was no official endorsement. Mr. Mo-
hun’s letter said it would prove a
“costly disappointment,” and he did
not think the city or council wished to
engage in costly disappointments. He
was surprised Ald. Hall was not able
to answer for its efficiency from an
engine€ering standpoint; the water com-
mittee should certainly be able to do
so. It was only a matter of business
prudence. The council would be placed
in an absurd position if they put a by-
law before the electors and got the peo-
ple to vote only to find the scheme not
a proper one. He believed in submit-
ting the matter of the pump to the pro-
per officials, and the only reason he
could think for this not being done was
that the water committee was afraid
to submit to expert advice.

Ald. Stewart hotly resented this. He
said the matter had been submitted to
three engineers--the city engineer, wa-
ter commissioner, and Mr. Preece—all
of whom had agreed that it was quite
feasible.

Ald. Vincent expressed surprise that
the pump had not been recommended
before. If the city could get an addi-
tional 700,000 gallons a day by expend-
ing $8,000 it was a very good invest-
ment.

Ald. Yates still favored the Mayor’'s
proposal to install a 30-inch main.

The Mayor then re-submitted his own
proposition. From the water commis-
sioner he elicited the fact that 2,800,000
gallons had been brought to the ecity

Other Business at Last Night’s Regular
Meeting—Local Improvements
Lald Over.

A full report of the discussion of the
water question at the c¢ouncil meeting
Monday, and its result, appears else-
wherée in this issue. There wére, how-
ever, other matters. dealt with, The
Twocal Improvement By-Law, that
should have come up for final passage
was laid over for a week In conse-
quéme of the disapproval that has
arigen since the publication of it pro-
vigiens in the Times.

All the aldermen but Ald. Fell, who
is out of the city, were present on time
last night. His Worship occupied. the
chair. The minutes of the previous
meeting were read and adopted, after
a minor change at the instance of the
Mayor.

Before proceeding with business Ald.
Yates, on a question of privilege, re-
pudiated a statement alleged to Dbe
made by him in last Wednesday’s Col-
onist. It was made, he said, by Ald.
Stewart. The reporter, he thought, had
got things mixed by reason of the
speaker’'s name being Stuart Yates.

The acting deputy minister of agri-
culture, at Ottawa, wrote acknowledg-
ing receipt of the council’s communi-
cation as to the proposed removal of
the leper station, and stated the mat~
ter would be laid before the minister.
Received and filed.

Oak Bay municipality, through the
reeve, wrote asking a conférence re-
garding connection with the city sewer
on Davie street. This will bé taken up
by the city engineer and the sewer
committee.

S8enator Macdonald made vigorous
objection to paving Whart street with
wooden blocks. As hig reasons for this
he said the roadway was in daverage
répair; that wood paving was not good;
that property owners have had to re=
cently meet heavy expenses for con-
crete sidewalks; that rents were low
and taxes high, and that the wharves
were not occupied. On motien of Ald.
Hall the letter was received and filed.

Curtalling the speed of automobiles
was the subject of the next letter. It
came from the police commission. Ald.
Yates moved it be referred to the city
solicitor with instructions to draft a
proper by-law. This will include not
only speed regulations, but abolition of
unnecessary noise.

Ald. Fullerton asked if the city had
power to do this or was it not dealt
with already by the provinecial authori-
ties.

Ald. Hall suggested the matter be
laid on the table and taken up in com-
mittee. He thought Ald. Fullerton mis-
taken, and that the city had power to
pass such a by-law. Those giving
trouble, he said, were not Dr. Gares-
chee, D. R, Ker or Capt. Troup, but
irresponsible young men. If drivers
were compelled to have certificates,
and owners of the machines held re-
sponsible for damage, there would be
no troublé. In France, where there was
no speed limit, there was not this dis~
satisfaction. Before passing any re-
solution the council should decide on
the scope of the by-law. He particu-
larly objected to the siren whistles.

Ald. Vincent said such a by-law
might deal also with the speed of de-
livery carts. "

Ald. Yates pointed out there would
be ample time to hear objections after
the by-law had been drafted. The mat-
ter was finally referred to the solicitor.

A bYelated letter from the J. B. A, A.
was read inviting the aldermen to at-
tend last Saturday’s regatta. Received
and filed.

The Victoria Terminal & Ferry Co.
wrote agreeing to pay $25 per month
for the use of the market building,
without prejudice to what might be
considered its rights, and on condition
that six months’ notice of cancellation
be given. Received and filed.

H. B. Jones, owner of lot 33, corner
of Pandora and Stanley avenues, ob-
jected to a proposed pe'rmanent side-
walk near his property. Referred to
city engineer and assessor.

The city solicitor forwarded a letter
from G. A. Keefer, Dominion engineer
at New Westminster, stating he was
awaliting instructions as to the removal
of old whurf ut James Bay. Received
and filed.

An electric light was asked for the
corner of Cook and Frederick streets
by nearby residents. Referred to light
committee.

When a letter from residents of Hey-
wood avenue, fronting the park, was
read asking that the sidewalk be re-
paired there was a lively discussion. It
was pointed out that the walk was in-
side the park limits and, therefore, not
on a street. Ald. Douglas said the peo-
ple paid taxes and should have the
usual conveniences. Referred to streets
committee,

Mrs. L. R. Rutland and other resi-
dents of Oak Bay asked that sewer
connection be given them. On Ald.
Btewart pointing out this was impos-

A VOTE MAY BE
TAKEN THIS MONTH

AUTHORITIES WANT
AN EARLY DECISION

From Rate Payers on Two Water Pro-
positions Now Before the Counc'l
«=Meeting Tharsday.

At last there are signs that the wa-
ter problem is approaching a solution,
at least it would appear that last
evening’s session of the city council has
advanced matters to such an extent
that glimmerings of light may be seen
ahead. There are now two distinct
propositions, as mentioned in another
colutnn, the one advocated by His
‘Worship Mayor Morley, the water com-
missioner and other officials, and the
other supported by the water cammit-
tee. The principal differences between
the two are that the former provides
for a new 30-inch main and a reservoir
upon a high level, while tha latter dis-
penses with these improvements. Na-
turally, therefore, the committee’s is
the least expensive. The two will be
submitted to the ratepayers to make a
selection at the earliest possiblé mo-
ment; in fact Mayor Morley -stated
this morning to a Times reporter that
the matter weould be before the citizens
sometim.e bBetween now and the 30th
of the present month.

As may easily be imagined, the
Mayor and city council will have to be
exceedingly expeditious to have all
preliminary preparations complete .in
time for the vote to be taken before
the date mentioned. But the former is
loging no time. Now that there ap-
pears to be a definite understanding
among the civic solons he is sustain-
ing his reputation for promgt, ener-
getic action. The petitions ziready are
being draftéd, and will be placed in
circulation within a few days. On
Thursday night a special meeting of
the corporation fathers will be called
to discuss the necessary by-law. In
short the formalities necessary will be
dealt with in haste, it being the par-
ticular wish of all concerned that the
vexed question shall be setled one way
or the 'other before the rains com-
mence, water becomes more plentiful,
and the requirements of the city are
once more forgotten in the plentitude
that always follows the advent of the
winter season.

It has been suggested that a meeting
of prominent citizens be called to dis-
cuss the situation as it now stands in
conjunction with the Mayor and mem-
bers of the water committee, or with
the council as a whole. But whether
this is decided upon or not there is
every reason to believe that the Mayor
will announce a public gathering
shortly before a vote is taken in order
that the two propositions may be made
clear to the minds of thoge upon whom
rests the responsibility of making a
choice.

This morning Mayor Morley stated
that he did not wish it thought that
he was assuming an autocratic stand
upon the water question. His position
had been much the same from the out-
set. He believed that if the work
rendering the Elk lake system efficient
was being undertaken it should be done
in a thorough manner. The actual ad-
tional expense of laying the new main
was not so material as to make a
great difference to the taxpayers. He
simply wanted to give the citizens a
selection so that, with the two propo-
sitions before them, they could decide
according to their best judgment,

BY SOME MEMBERS
OF TOURIST SOCIETY

Majority Decline to Pass Resolution of
Protest at Meeting~~Other Business
4 Transacted. P

A meeting of the combined commit-
tees of the Victoria Development and
Tourist Association was t}eld Tues~
day at the city hall. His Worship
Mayor Morley occupied the chair, and
among those present were Messrs. Mc-
Curdy, Grant, Leary, Gregory, Carter,
. 'Wallace, Wilson, Savannah, Boggs,
Allen, Henderson, Blakemore, Austin.
A number of important matters were
considered, the gathering concluding
with a rather heated discussion con-
cerning the Hindus importation ques-
tion.

The chairman anneunced that H.
Cuthbert, the secretary, had returned
ill, and was unaple to be present. It
had been his hope that Mr. Cuthbert
would be able to give a report of his
work, but that, of course, was impos-
sible. He believed, however, that the
secretary had accomplished good re-
sults.

Dr. Carter, on behalf of the civic
committee, stated that they had met a
couple of times. An effort was being
made to place a couple of swans, now
at Beacon hill, upon the upper reaches
of the Gorge. It had been affirmed
that they would thrive there. No de-
finite arrangements had yet been made
and the committee, therefore, wad' not
in a position to bring the matter be-
fore the park commissioners of the city
council.

Col. F. B. Gregory complained of the
state in which the roadbeds were left
by the Victoria Gas Co., now engaged
in excavations, .

The Mayor announced that instrue-
tions had been issued that the roads
when torn up should afterwards be
thoroughly tamped.

Col. Gregory, Phil Austin and others
affirmed that the council’'s wishes were
not heing regarded. They mentioned
several instances.

Mayor Morley
matter should receive
tention.

Referring to the proposed.system of
boulevarding the Mayor spoke of the
necessity for uniformity. He contend-
ed that if the work was to be carried
out on a large scale it would have to
be done in a systematic manner. There
were patches of boulevarding at the
present time, no two of which were
similar in design. This was something
the association should take up. The
council did not concern themselves
with the beautifying of the city per-
haps as much as the Tourist and De-
velopment Society. His idea was that
the two should operate together in the
effort to introduce a methodical " sys-
tem of boulevarding the city’s streets.

Col. Gregory thought the association
should be careful not to get at ‘“logger-
heads” with the Mayor and council.

Mayor Morley did not think it was a
question of ‘loggerheads.”” The two
should co-operate. Both were sup-
posed to have the interests of the cor-
poration at heart.

Upon motion of Ridgeway Wilson it
was decided to request the city coun-
cil to consider the advisability of
rounding the sidewalk at the northwest
corner of Fort and Government
streets. This carried.

Beaumont Boggs brought up the
question of the traffic of Victoria be-
ing made to keep upon the proper sides
of the streets. He mentioned the fact
that a huge machine belonging to a
local firm had been seen making its
way along the right side of the road,
and interferring materially with those
passing. He thought that the time had
come when the regulations in this re-
gard, irespective of persons, should be
enforced.

The Mayor took a note of the pro-
test.

E. B. Wallace drew attention to an
apparent misunderstanding between
the Victoria Development and Tourist
Association and the Horticultural So-
ciety. He spoke of the refusal of the
latter to permit a recent rose show to
be held in the Fort street rooms and
the subsequent refusal of the horticul-
tural people to admit a party of visit-
ing newspaper men to one of their ex-
hibitions free of charge. He thought
the two organizations should work
amicably together. It was his belief
that the Tourist Society would obtain
more benefit from the Horticultural
Association that the latter from the
former. He hoped that the two would
endeavor to be more agreeable towards
each other hereafter.

H. Kent reported that the reception
committee had done considerable work
recently., Some weeks ago the adver-
tising men were here. Then came the
Washington correspondents. Follow-
ing them was a party of one hundred
and twenty Philadelphia newspaper-
men. They were taken about the
streets, on the cars, an outing which
seemed to be appreciated. With re-
spect to the Horticultural Association’s
refusal to allow the latter visitors into
their show free of charge he thought
it was a somewhat regrettable action.
He didn’t know anything about the as-
sociation’s disagreements with the
Tourist Society. He concluded with a
reference to the onerous duties of mem-
bers of the reception committee, and
\‘ hoped that in future others would as-
%,sist when called. At the recent Arion
€lub concert, he announced, a collec-

tion of between fifty-five or sixty dol-

lars was taken up for the benefit of
the association.

A hearty vote of thanks was tender-
ed the Arion Club for their efforts on
behalf of the organization.

H. Austin spoke of the work of H.
Cuthbert as secretary of the associa-
tion. In this connection he referred to
Mr. Cuthbert’s efforts while en route
East. He was on the same train as
the J. B. A. A. oarsmen while bound
for the Nelson N. P. A. A. O. regatta,
and had been indefagitable in his dis-
tribution of literature and advertising
the city’s attractions.

A. Johnson spoke of the advent of

They were housed, T. Carter assert-
ed. He wanted to know why they
should not be treated the same as.any

hotel people who paid their taxes to
come off? He objected to their being
permitted to camp within the limits of
the municipality. -

The Mayor explained that he had
permitted them to be sheltered during
the inclement weather, It was 2
simple act of chdrity, which had put
the corporation to mo expense what-
ever.

Col. Gregory backed up the previous
speaker., He said that he would not
see a “dog” suffering, let alone a
human being while able to extend them
a helping hand.

W. Blakemore pointed out the
fact that the Hindus were British sub-
jects. They could not be kept out as
long as they had their transportation
and a few dollars in pocket. For some
time past the press throughout the
country had been full of announce-
ments of the scarcity of labor. Per-
haps these Hindus had heard of this
and, not understanding the climatic
and other conditions, had determined
to come here. . It was reasonable to be-
lieve, theréfore, that they had come
here ‘of their own accord. He was
against, emphatically so, the.impres-
sion going abroad that the associa-
tion sympathized with the expressions
of Mr. Carter. o

A. Johnson was of the opinion that
the difficujty was that a cry had gone
forth for cheap labor. There was not
a scarcity of willing workmen, but of
men who would not accept less than a
living wage. He referred to the con-
dition of affairs previous to the im-
position of a $500 Chinese head tax, and
expressed the opinion that no person
would like to exchange those days for
the present. But that was what would
result if the importation of Hindus in-
discriminately was continued. He did
not think that a lack of cheap labor
was to be deplored. It showed a
prosperous condition throughout  the
country. Only those manipulators - of
capital who wished to make the largest
margin of profit out of their industry
desired men to work at a scale below
that which would support the average
white laborer and his family.

Mr. Carter in a few further remarks
asgserted that he had seen the Hindus
with lighted fires in the city square
cooking their meals. At another time
he had witnessed a man adjusting his
garments after the night’s rest on
Government street. He wanted to
know how he would be treated were he
to attempt to dress upon the public
thoroughfare. The Hindus, he went
on, were undesirable emigrants, and
the settler’s committee of the associa-
tion should take the matter in hand,
ascertain who was responsible for their
importation, and then deal with the
question in accordance with their
judgment. Their habits, he contended,
were not praiseworthy and certainly
they would not be able to stand a
winter in this climate.

Mr. Wallace knew something about
Hindus. They were a peculiar people.
They lived strictly according to caste.
Those belonging. to different- branches
of society would not associate with
outsiders, and their food had to be pre-
pared by one of their own number.
But when understood they were a do-
cile people and willing workers. He
believed that they would prove useful
in connection with fruit farms, and in
fact in all lines of agriculture.

Mr. Carter contended that the ma-
jority of the fruit farms could not sup-
port more than two or three men the
vear round. The field for labor in that
line, therefore, was not wide, He still
argued that the Hindus were undesir-
able, and that some action should be
taken. He introduced a motion putting
the association on record as protesting
against the continued importation of
these sons of the tropics. It was sec-
ondad by Mr. Johnson.

The motion, however, was'not put, a
resolution for adjournment having been
proposed just previously. It was put
first and carried.

PROVINCIAL MUSEUM.
Freak of Nature Donated by
Former Premier Semlin, of Atlin.

Peculiar

There is a cucurbitaceous plant called
the loof, from the fruit of which by ma-
ceration is derived tnhe loofah. British
Columbia has no loofs, and therefore has
to buy its loofahs—principally used for
rubbing one’s back. But an enterprising
willow on the farm of ex-Premier Semlin,
near Ashcroft, did its best to supply the
deficiency. Mr. Semlin uses wooden
pipes for under draining, and this wil-
low, an enterprising member of the
species, poked a small root in one of the
interstices and began to explore. Find-
ing the accommodation good, it grew
and flourished exceedingly. Millions of
tiny rootlets grew from each of the main
earth tappers until’ the pipe becatne full
and the drainage system was thrown out
of order. This caused an investigation,
with the result that a long bunch of
closely packed fibres, about 3 feet 6
inches in length and a foot or so in cir-
cumference, was disclosed. The peculiar
specimen of distorted tree growth has
been forwarded to the curator of the pro-
vincial museum.

"R HIHER WAGES

TISSATISFIED MEN
WALK OUT IN BODY

From Yards of Marine Railway Th's
Morning~--Want Additional Pay
for Overtime.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

There is trouble among the men em-
ployed at the B. C. Marine Railway
Co., Esquimalt.. This morning between
thirty and forty of the carpenters,
shipwrights and other helpers went out
on strike, their request for a change
in the wage scale having been refused
by the management. According to the
men they submitted their demands to
those in authority yesterday, and were
asked to allow the matter to stand
over for a week for consideration. But,
for natural reasons, they were unwill-
ing that such a delay should occur be-
fore the question reached an issue.
Therefore, when informed that matters
were no further advanced at the time
for starting work this forenoon, they
picked up dinner pails and left the
vards in a body.

‘“The laborers are worthy of their
hire,”” was the quotation with which a
Times reporter was greeted when ask-
ing for an explanation of the situation
from one of the dissatisfied workmen.
A fair deal was what was wanted they
said. Granted that, the men would go
back to their duties without hesitation,
but as long as the management per-
sisted in treating the common helpers
so inequitably in comparison with the
skilled mechanics, the deadlock would
continue. They had applied, not for a
raise in the ordinary wage, but for time
and half for all overtime. Such a scale
was only right. They had been work-
ing too long in accordance with the de-
mands of those placed above them.
Now that they had taken the initial
step in the direction of asserting them-
selves there would be no retreating
until the wage required was granted.

Although- the approaches to the
vards were guarded by bunches of
loafing workmen, avowedly placed there
to intercept any who might be brought
from the city to take their positions,
the men did not show any particularly
strong feeling to-day. They appeared
anxious to reach an amicable settle-
ment of the difficulty, while determin-
ed that the outcome shall be one fav-
orable to their side. ‘Look at the pro-
position from our standpoint?” asked
one of those concerned. ‘Here we are
working every day for the small pay
of $2, or thereabouts, while those hav-
ing trades at their finger tips get
double that amount. When the latter
work over-time they get time and a
half and on Sundays their:- ' wages are
doubled. On the other hand we, the
small earners, are expected to work
overtime at the same rate as during
the regular hours. Is it fair? Can
you blame us for striking? I don’t
think any reasonable person can deny
that our stand is strong and that we
are justified in adopting strong meas-
ures to procure a proper return for our
efforts in the interests of our employ-
ers.” ®

It was reported that some twenty
men had been obtained in town to take
the positions of the strikers. This,
however, appears to be incorrect. The
pickets about the yards, if they may
be so termed, only turned away one
man up to noon. They explained the
situation to him, and he decided not to
have anything to do with it, taking the
next car back to the city.

In order to ascertain the exact con-
dition of -affairs, a representative of
this newspaper made the trip to Es-
quimalt for the purpose of having a
personal interview with H. Bullen and
obtaining, if possible, the attitude as-
usmed by the management towards
the strikers. He was found engaged
on board the steamer Salvor and greet-
ed the reporter in his ‘usual genial
manner. Surrounded by the evidences
of industry on every hand, for the
union men have not been affected so
far by the absence of their helpers, he
appeared to be little worried over the
labor problem. When the scribe out-
lined his misison Mr. Bullen wanted to
know what strike was referred to, but
there was a half concealed smile upon
his lips which belied his asumed ignor-
ance.

With characteristic persistency the for-
mer plied query after query, the majority
of which were parried with skill. *“Will
the strike affect the work now in pro-
gress to any extent?”’ asked the re-
porter. “Look at that quarantine tug,
isn't she neat?” returned the shipbuilder.
*“Yes,” acknowledged the somewhat non-
plussed newspaper man, ‘‘she’s a beauty.”
Then Mr. Bullen escorted his visitor to
the shops, where the machinery is in
course of construction, and explained the
operations most minutely. This cere-
mony completed, an effort was made by
the interviewer to return to the subject
of the labor trouble, but Mr. Bullen
maintained a perfect wall of reticence.
Finally he was induced to say that he
had ncthing for publication. Did he want
to state the management's side of the
case, was demanded. No, he acknow-
ledged no strike at the present time. The
work was going on much the same as
usual, as was plainly evident. What more
could be wanted? He would not say that
he had tried to obtain more men. In
short, although willing to talk of the
work now under way in the yards, he
would say absolutely nothing in regard to
the strike, presuming that there was such
a thing.

Judging from Mr. Bullen's remarks, it
is not the intention of the management
to recognize the men who walked out
to-day. The latter, in a subsequent con-
versation, expressed confidence that the
management would come to their terms
sooner or later. Their loss was serious.
They were sure that the union men,
especially the ironworkers,
them up if the matter was carried any
length, in fact, they claimed to have an
assurance to that effect. In a few days

| their services in assisting the mechanics

would be found indispensable. The lat-
ter could not do their own work and
other men’s, too, even if they were will-
ing to try. Then it was practically im-
possible to get more laborers at the pre-
sent time. There were very few
obtained, and those with nothing to do
would hardly go on duty after under-
standing the situation. In a few words,
they were of the opinion that the man-
agement was ‘‘up against it,”” and would

LOCATING .?OUND;A“RY.
Sclentific Observations Being Made to
Determine Hxactly, the 41st

: Meridian Line. .

Dr. Otto J. Kletz,; the Dominion as-
tronomer, is now in Vancouver, for the
purpose of determining scientifically
the location of the 41st Meridian of
longitude running down from the Arc-
tic ofean and marking by treaty the
boundary line between Alaska and Bri-
tish ' territory.

Dr. Klotz with a set of delicate in-
struments is working in conjunction
with Edwin Smith of Washington, who
is at Egbert, Alaska, and F. A. Mc-
Diarmid, of Ottawa, who, with a tgle-
graph operator, is somewhere between
the two and near the 41st Meridian. Dr.
Klotz is conducting his labors from the
Brockton Point observatory.

The three scientists working with
identical instruments and astronomical
clocks alike to the fraction of a sec-
ond, are trying to determine accurate-
ly the provisional line laid down by
Mr. Ogilvie: in 1888. It was necessary
before that eould be done to have tele-
graphic communication, and as that
has now been established through on
both sides of the line they will as soon
as atmospheric and other conditions
are favorable, complete their task.

INSPECTION OF THE
SOUND FISH TRAPS

Party of Canadian Fishery Commission
Have Gone -to Bellingham—Meeting
Washington Canmerymen.

With the announced object of mak-
ing an, inspection of the fishing indus-
try on Puget Seund, a party of British
Columbia officials and fishermen went
to Bellingham on Monday, where a
meeting was held with the Washing-
ton cannery men yesterday. The party
includes Prof. E. E. Prince, -Dominion
commissioner of fisheries and chair-
main of the Canadian’fish commission;
J. B. Babcock, of Victoria, provincial
commissioner of fisheries; J. C. McIn-

tosh, of Victoria, secretary of the Can—

adian fish commission; C. Sweeney, of
Vancouver; Rev. G. W. Taylor, of Na-
naimo; Richard Hall, M. P. P., and J.
C. Brown, of New Westminster.

Heading the Washington delegation
which was in attendance at yester-
day’s meeting were Chairman T. J.
Gorman, of the Washington commis-
sion, and E. B. Deming, general man-
ager of the Pacific American fisheries.
The gathering was informal and was
not called until the visitors arrived in
the city.

It is generally conceded by the pack-
ers from both British Columbia and
Puget Sound that the year has brought
lighter run of sockeye salmon than
was expected, “and that some action
must be taken to insure better propa-
gation. e

“The sockeyes .were still running up
the ‘Fraser:rivempwhen we left,” Prof.
Prince said gn his arrival at Belling-
hm, “and it-is new-evident that a part
of the sockeyes dre ‘coming down from
the north ‘and passing through the in-
side of Vancouver Island in order to
reach the spawning grounds. From
all appearances ‘the fish that enter the
Sound come from the south, and the
fact that the pack in this vicinity has
been light is due probably to the fact
that the fish have partly changed their
course. A very late run of sockeyes
last year is supposed to have come
through’ the “channels from the north,
as no trace of them ‘was seen in the
Sound wters.”

The pack on the Fraser river this
yvear is estimated at about 152,000
cases, but as the fish are still running,
these figures will probably be increased
greatly. This is not up to the number
of cases expected. Many of the smal-
ler packers will not be able to get en-
ough fish to fill their contracts with
the Chinese, and«they will be forced to
pay for services that were never re-
ceived.

To-day the members of the party will
be taken out among the fish traps
tributary to Belingham.,

IN THE WHEAT BELT.

Cy. Warman Says Prospects
Splendid—Labor Is Needed.

Are

Cy. Warman recently returned to
Winnipeg with the G. T. P. managerial
party. Mr. Warman, after bidding the
Washington newspaper representatives
farewell, met Frank M. Morse at
Regina, with the express intention of
accompanying him over the G. T. P.

Mr. Morse and Mr. Warman drove
some 60 miles along that part under
construction. ‘“‘An amazing lot of work
has been and is being done,” said Mr.
Warman. “Owing to the fact that no
expense is being spared in the con-
struction of the line, the work is much
heavier than under ordinary construc-
tion, as valleys are being bridged and
cuts made where simpler methods
would be employed if haste was not im-
perative. It was interesting to see the
road-builders at work. I was especi-
ally interested in the work being done
by Doukobours, who are sub-contrac-
tors and are ideal railroad men. Their
seetion is a part of the McDonald Me-
Millan & Co., contract.”

Speaking of the wheat prospects in
Saskatchewan, Mr. Warman said he
could not understand the rumor that
had gained currency to the effect that
the yield would be less per bushel than
last year. During a 25-mile drive to the
new bridge across the Little Saskat-
chewan, Mr. Warman said he could
only recall one bad acre, a bit of low
land. the wheat everywhere else being
remarkably uniform and clear; rare
was the sight of a weed in Saskatche-
wan.

Speaking of the lack of population,
Mr. Warman had this to say: “Emigra-
tion is of no use without colonization,
everybody should aid in furthering the
completion of all railways in the West.

The big necessity is labor, if you know |

where there is an idle man on earth
let 2im be written to, to come to Can-
ada. There will be work for five or ten
construction alone,
and when the railways are completed,
there will be work for everybody in the
fields and factories, whose wheels will
be running to supply the wants of the
growing West.”

PREPARING WEL"OME
FOR THE CRICKETERS

Meeting of the Victoria Club Masage-
ment Held Last Evening—Ross
Rifle Pleases Marksmen.

A largely attended meeting of the man-
agement committee of the Victoria
Cricket Club was held Monday night for
the purpose of completing arrangements
for the carnival fixed for next week, De-
finite announcements were received from
all the outside clubs expected to partici-
pate to the effect that they would be here
in time to play the first matches down
for them in the official schedule, which
was published in these columns some days
ago. This means that there will be six
teams competing, namely, Vancouver,
New Westminster, Nelson, Seattle and
Tacoma (combined), Portland and Vic-
toria. Two games will take place each
day, one-at the Oak Bay and the other at
the Jubilee grounds. As a grand finale
the winning eleven will meet a team
selécted from the best players of the de-
feated clubs in an exhibition match on
Saturday. This game will be held at the
Jubilee hospital crease, the local club’s
headquarters.

But these details had been practically
settled before last night's gathering was
called, principally for the purpnse of
making preparations for the entertain-
ment of the visitors. In this connection
a communication was received from the
Victoria Development and Tourist Asso-
ciation agreeing to take the cricketers on
a car ride throughout the city some time
during their sojourn here. This was re-
ceived and filed. Many suggestions were
made as to the most appropriate way of
making the outsiders feel thoroughly *“‘at
home,”” so that they may enjoy their
stay in the capital of British Columbia.
Two functions, namely, a smoking con-
cert and a dance were decided upon. The
former will take place on Thurgday and
the latter on Friday evening at the As-
sembly hall. But there will be a num-
ber of other features, as it is the inten-
tion to spare no pains in the endeavor to
give the cricketers some agreeable occu-
pation for every spare minute of their
time while here. That they will be shown
all the beauty spots in and around the
city is a point upon which the executive
is determined, and it is only a question
of the most suitable arrangement of a
programme of outings. In these, no
doubt, the serviees of the tally-ho, the
automobile and other means of trans-
portation will be obtained. Then there
will be innumerable informal affairs, all
of which should tend to give the outsiders
a good idea of the hospitality of Vic-
torians, whateyer idea they may form in
respect to its advantages from a scenic
and climatic standpoint.

BASEBALL,
CHASE THE STAR.

“The Greater New Yorks deserved
their victory over the Detroit team
yesterday by 1 to 0, for their splendid
work in the field, coupled with Newton’s
effective left-handed delivery, was en-
tirely too much of a handicap for the
Michigan men to overcome,” says the
New York Times. “But there were
times when one or two of the local play-
ers disported themselves indifferently,
and it would only have taken a hit or
two on'/ the part of the visitors to have
produced a different result.

THE RIFLE.

NEW ARM TESTED.

“The riflemen of Ottawa had their first
oppoftunity of judzing of the merits and
demerits of the Ross rifle on Saturday,
July 28th,” says the Ottawa Evening
Journal. “Seventy-five of ‘these ‘rifles
were distributed among the shots of the
43rd Duke of Cornwall’s Own Rifies, and
a number among the Governor-Gencral's
Foot Guards.

“A number of the old marksmen kept
to the Lee-Enfield, not wishing to run
the risk of putting on a low score by
using a strange gun.

“Of course, it is impossible to reach a
final opintion of the Ross rifle from one
trial. As yet opinion differs on..many
points. The wind guage is new and was
generally - considered satisfactory, . al-
though some thought its presence on .the
barrel' was an encumbrance which might
not stand the rough usage of a hard cam-
paign.

‘“Sergt.-Major Chitty, of the 43rd, ,who
used the rifle on 'Saturday and. scored
well with it, does not expect any great
trouble from the delicacy of the sights.

“'When'a man is on active service,’
said Sergt. Chitty, ‘he will take particu-
lar care of his rifle, and only an accident
that would damage any weapon will dam-
age the Ross. Of course, if you hit it
with an axe you could break it.’

‘“The green men at the ranges found the
elevation hard‘to obtain, and many.laid
the new rifle aside after a short trial
This, of course, was due to . lack. of
familiarity ‘with the sights, and cases of
this kind will diminish in number as the
rifle becomes better known.

‘“‘Staff Sergt. Ostrom, secretary of the
43rd Rifle Association, who made the top
score of the 43rd regiment on Saturday,
is a ‘Ross rifle man.” In making his 100
points Sergt. Ostrom used the new rifle,
and he is very much in favor of it.

“‘I found it Al,’ he said to a Journal
reporter, ‘and had no trouble at all. No
one who holds the rifle right - will * be
troubled with the recoil. When the men
understand it and become uséd to it it
shall doubtless be popular.’ Sergt. Os-
trom gave instances of several men who
used the new rifle to good advantage, and
shall himself continue to use it.

“The marksmen of the  city are divid-
ed into ‘V’ shots and ‘bar’ shots, accord-
ing to the way in which they shoot with
the Lee-Enfield sight. The Ross rifle has
the “V’ sight only, so the men accustom-
ed to ‘bar’ sighting feund it. more difficult
than the ‘V’ men. The straight pull was
considered a good thing and will come in
handy for rapid firing.

““Taken altogether, a final opinion as to
the practicability of the new rifle cannot
be.formed from Saturday’'s test, the first
one in Canada. It must yet be tried over
the long ranges, 800, 900 and 1,000 yards:

Ihe addition of the wind guage makes
the sight look cumbersome, but if proper
care is taken the danger of damaging the
rifle will be minimized. In the coming D.
R. A. matches. it is likely that, with few
exceptions, the Lee-Enfield will be’ used,
as there is not time enough mow for-the
marksmen to become sufficiently familiar
with the Ross.”

WEST REJOICES
WITH THE EAST

SECTIONALISM NOT
WANTED IN CANADA

Hon. W. Templeman Interviewed at Hali=
fax on His Tour Among Inland
Revenue Offices.

Hon. William Templeman, minister of
inland revenue, who is making a tour
of the Maritime Provinces, arrived in
Halifax the other day. He spent two
or three days in St. John and came to
Halifax by way of Digby and the Do-
minion . Atlantic railway.

Mr. Templeman is the representative
of British Columbia, in the cabinet. He
has been four or five years a member
of the government, and about seven
months ago was given charge of a de-
partment. Mr. Templeman is the pro-
prietor and director of the Victoria
Times, the leading newspaper on the
Pacific Coast and one of the hest in
Canada. With the needs of the West,
where he has resided for some twenty
vears, he is thoroughly conversant,
and now he is desirous of knowing
more of the East.

When Mr. Templeman went to Bri-
tish Columbia it was only a courage-
ousgand forceful man who dared to ad-
vocate Liberalism. He was not lack-
ing in either of these qualities, and
consequently he is regarded in his own
province as the father of Liberalism
on the Pacific Coast. He saw the party
grow from a mere handful until to-
day there is a solid Liberal contingent
behind him in-the House of Commons,
and the city of Victoria, which was so
long a Conservative hive, returned him
by an overwhelming majority.

When seen by a Chronicle represen-
tative -Mr. Templeman said that he
was delighted with his trip through
the land of Evangeline,

“Is this your first visit to Halifax?”
asked the Chronicle representative.

“I was here some thirty years ago,”
he replied. “Hon. Alexander Mackenzie
was then in power, and he was anxi-
ous that some of the Ontario newspa-
per men should visit the Maritime Pro-
vinces so that they might see for them-
selves the resources and capabilities of
the East as well as the advantages
which were to accrue from Ontario
and Quebec, being connected with the
Intercolonial railway. I was in the
newspaper business then—as I 'have
been since—and took advantage of the
suggestion of the Premier of that day.”

‘“You see there is nothing sectional
in the Liberal Party? And in that re-
gard the country is making still great-
With rapid strides that
Canada is making in nationhood her
politicians are growing broader  and
bigger, and the West repoices with the
East in all that makes for the general
prosperity of the country. We cannot
see too much of each other. That is
why I am here.”

‘“You have not yet had time to see
our city?”

“Oh, I didn’t lose any time in " that
respect. My good friend A. K. Mec-
Lean, M. P., for Lunenburg, who I
need not tell you, has already made a
name for himself in the public life of
Canada, and for whom there is a still
brighter future, gave me a three hours’
drive all over the city. You have a
beautiful city and you are still making
it more attractive by street improve-
ments and otherwise. The public gar-
dens surpass anythoing I have ever
seen. As for your harbor there is no
better, and Vancouver and Victoria
have excellent harbors. The crowded
trains which reach your city at this
time of the year testify to the salubri-
ous climate. With the early construc-
tion of the Transcontinental railway
the passenger traffic to Halifax must
grow immensely.”

“Have you anything to say as to the
centre or valley route?”

“I have only one opinion on that
subject, and it is that the best route,
no matter where it may be, should be
selected. If there-were -any--mistakes
made in selecting the Intercolonial
route they should not be repeated in
