WILL SOON POSSESS

BURGLAR GANG

OPERATES IN WINNIPEG PANIC REIGNS ON 
SINKING STEAMER Japanese Shipyards Working 

at Full Capacity—Auxiliary 
Curisers for War-time.

Series of Startling Robberies 
Are Perpetrated—Private 

Houses Selected.
FORTY PASSENGfRS DROWN 

OFF NORWEGIAN COAST

Winnipeg lie 24—A series of start­
ling br.'glaifes -Luv- been perpetrated 
during the past week, the chjef places 
of operation being "in private houses In
various parts of the city.

An attempt was made on Saturday 
morning to rob Johnston and Cardwell’s 
store at St. James. Mr. Johnston was 
sleeping upstairs and at an early hour 
was aroused by the sound of breaking 
glass. He hurried, down stairs and saw 
a man running away to cover in the 
darkness. Only a box of candles was 
taken, and this was found near at hând. 
Four men held up an Italian fruiterer 
on Alexander avenue on Friday night 
at the point of a revolver, arid emptied 
his till of the ready cash. It is believed 
that a desperate gang is operating in 
the city, and some startling develop­
ments are expected in the course of a 
few days.

Rescue Boats Arrive Too Late 
at Scene of Dis­

aster.

Bergen, Norway, Aug. 24.—The Nor­
wegian steamer Folgen Fonden, from 
Bergeri to Haugesund 
coast of Norway, was wrecked on Sat­
urday night near Skonevlks and sank 
in three minutes. The steamer carried 
seventy passengers and it is believed 
forty of them were drowned. Fifteen 
bodies have been recovered. The cap­
tain of the steamer was among those 
saved.

A terrible panic occurred when the 
steamer struck, and fearful scenes 
were witnessed on the shore as the ves­
sel sank. Boats were manned and hur­
ried to • where the steamer had goné 
down, but most of them arrived too 
late to rescue the passengers.

The appropriation made for Vancou­

ver this year, it is understood, is in the 
neighborhood of $4,000,000. which large 
sum includes the mpney for the seven­
ty-mile line to Chilliwack. Hr. Goward 
discussing the grants to-day said that 
the appropriation for Vancouver was 
necessarily larger (outside the Chilli­
wack line) than that of Victoria as 
there had been a great amount of rail­
way development going forward on the 
mainland owing to the equitable ar­
rangement made by the company with 
the Vancouver council which provided 
that the city would not attempt compe­
tition with the company, but In the 
event of desiring to enter the business 
would buy the company’s plant 
and business after the price had 
been arranged by a board of 
arbitration. Could such an arrange­
ment be made with the Victoria coun­
cil as that under whldh the company 
operated in the Terminal City, the pro­
bability of development on a large 
scale here woukf follow.

The shareholders of the company, 
who are largely English people, how­
ever, did not look with favor on a pro­
posal which embraced the possibility 
of competition from the municipality 
and until this question had been set­
tled the stockholders did not see their 
way to authorize the spending money 

■in the development of a system that 
might be at any time forced to com­
pete with a civic one. While matters 
between the city council and the com­
pany were In their present state he did 
not think the company could see its 
way to make any appropriation be­
yond the annual grant for the work 
that had to be carried out which so 
far had always run between $100,000 
and $120,000 per year. Should, how­
ever, the city and the company corns 
to an arrangement by which the pos­
sibility of city Intervention, except by 
the purchase of the company’s busi­
ness- would be removed out, it was 
more than possible that large appro­
priations would be made for the pur­
pose of extensions to the present lines 
in Victoria, the laying of new ones, 
and the increase of the company’s 
power capacity as the development of 
Vancouver the extensions had gone 
ahead rapidly in the last two years 
and the new line to Chilliwack had 
opened up a territory which hereto­
fore was untouched. The wisdom of 
the policy of extension was shown by 
the settlement and building which had 
been the result there. With amicable 
arrangements between the city and the 
company he thought that vast Im­
provements could Justly be recommend­
ed here, such as the electrification of 
an inland railway line, extensions to­
wards the Saanich district for the pur­
pose of opening up the intervening 
country more fully than at present and 
many other improvements that the 
fast growing city could demand before 
many years had passed. Meanwhile, 
however, the stockholders of the com­
pany, it was understood, did not feel 
warranted in recommending large 
proprlations for Victoria, other than 
the usual necessities of the system.

Only One Man Indicted for

Several Faint in Toronto Church at Cry 
of Fire.

Toronto, Aug. 24.—A panic was caused 
in the St. John Presbyterian church last 
night by boys outside crying fire. No­
body was hurt, but several fainted. Dis­
aster was avoided only by the coolness of 
the preacher, who struck up a hymn.

New York, Aug. 24.—All hope of 
bringing the Hains brothers to a 
speedy trial for the killing of William 
E. Annis has been given up by District 
Attorney Darrin of- Queen’s county. 
John F. McIntyre, chief counsel for the 
defence, declaring that he was making 
the announcement with the concur­
rence of Mr. Darrin, said on Saturday 
that the trial will not begin before the 
middle of November. No attempt will 
be made for release on bail in the 
meanwhile, nor will the Bains brothers 
ask for a change of venue.

At their hearing next Thursday they 
will not waive examination. A confer­
ence will be held regarding a plan of 
defence, and it may be decided then 
whether or not to ask for separate 
trials. At a conference held on Satur­
day the prevailing sentiment favored 
basing the defence on the confession 
which Mrs. Hains is alleged to have 
made to her husband, but which she 
says she was forced to sign.

STREET CAR WRECKS
CROWDED AUTOMOBILE

POWERLESS TO AID, BRIDE 
SEES HUSBAND DROWN Springfield, Ill., Aug. 24.—Twenty in­

dictments, making fifty all told, in con­
nection with the recent race riots, were 
returned by the special grand jury of 
Sangamon county late on Saturday.

The latest batch of accusations in­
cludes five indictments against Thomas 
Marshall and twelve other 
whom he is accused of having led in 
the murderous assault, upon William 
Bowe, chief clerk of the county treas­
urer’s office. Bowe has been hovering 
between life and death for a week. The 
negroes are charged with having com­
mitted assault with intent to kill upon 
Bowe. In addition, they are accused of 
assault with deadly weapons upon Jno. 
Wattling, a white citizen, who was 
shot at on Fourteenth and 
streets, on Friday night last. The plain 
eases of assault and battery, registered 
on the complaint of those who were 
knocked down and beaten by the ne­
groes, were all also recorded.

The other indictments returned to­
day are against whites, and are based 
upon the destruction and looting of 
Loper’s restaurant, in the heart of the 
business section of the city. Three of 
these are for burglary and larceny, 
two for destruction or defacement of 
the establishment and the building in 
which it was situated, and the remain­
der for riot,

Saturday was the third successive 
day on which the grand Jury ha* 
turned indictments against the alleged 
rioters and their leaders. Thus far, 
however, only one person, Abraham 
Raymur, stands accused o/murder, he 
having been charged with complicity 
in the lynching of Wm. Donnegan. 
Thirty-five men are in jail awaiting 
the disposition of their cases by. tjje 
grand Jury. Several of those indicted 
on Saturday have not been apprehend­
ed as yet, and their names were sup­
pressed at the order of Judge Creighton, 
of the Circuit court, who issued bench 
warrants for their arrest.

Gave in.HoRRKKM-MS HAPPY RETURNS!Sydney, N. S. W., Aug. 22.—The city 
again to-day was en fete in honor of 
the visit of the United States Atlantic 
fleet. The entertainments of the 
morning and afternoon were designed 
principally for the enlisted men, many ! 
of whom were given shore leave. Five 
hundred of the men embarked early 
this morning as guests of the gov­
ernment in special trains for* New­
castle and the Blue Mountains, re­
turning to Sydney this evening.

Many of the men preferred to witness 
the field sports and baseball, the aqua­
tic sports and an exhibition in the Do­
main by the firemen of the city. For 
the latter event twenty thousand 
spectators gathered, and the American 
Jackies applauded the fine display 
made by the fire fighters. While there 
were no official functions scheduled 
for the day, numerous officers visited 
the city and were guests at various 
luncheons and other social gatherings.

Pacific Politics.
London, Aug. 22.—The Daily Tele­

graph in an editorial this morning, 
dilating on the vast ^changes in the 
politics of the Pacific portended by 
the almost inconceivably magnificent 
reception Australia has accorded not 
to a British but an American fleet, 
says: f

“It means, and is welcomed tty the 
Australians as meaning, that the 
United States are determined to se­
cure their position in the Pacific, and 
the demonstration they are giving of 
the means they intend to employ to 
keep their position is extraordinarily 
complete. What the people at home 
have scarcely conceived is that Europe 
practically has vacated the Pacific. Not 
a single .battleship belonging to any 
European power Is to be found in any 
corner of that great ocean, while Am­
erica has three great squadrons there. 
The mastery of the Pacific was Bri­
tain’s twenty ( years ago. The rise of 
Japan on the one hand and the naval 
renaissance of the United States on the 
other has profoundly changed condi­
tions and revolutionized Australia’s at­
titude toward problems for national 
defense.”

The Daily Telegraph finds that Aus­
tralia’s ambition to have its own way 
is but natural, but it thinks the 
American demonstration will show 
her how many millions the realiza­
tion of such a dream will require, and 
convince her that her naval interests 
can be conserved by contributions to 
the British navy.

In conclusion the Daily Telegraph 
thinks that the principle of a white 
Australia washed by a white Pacific, 
held passionately by the Australians, 
conceals serious dangers, but it does 
not doubt that the thorny question of 
Asiatic immigration will be settled on 
perfectly honorable terms.

London, Aug. 22.—The Daily 
says it has discovered Izzet Pasha, 
former secretary of the Sultan of Tur­
key, and father of Megmed Abi Bey 
ex-Turkish Minister at Washington, as 
a refuge in London. In the beginning 
of the recent reform movemént Izzet 
Pasha fled from Constantinople and 
took refuge aboard the steamer Marla, 
which, despite the protest of the Young 
Turks party to the British Ambassador, 
sailed for the Mediterranean with the 
Sultan’s former secretary as a passen­
ger. In an interview printed in the 
Daily Mail, Izzet Pasha gives the Pal­
ace view of the revolution in Turkey.

He claims that the commission sent 
to. Salonica to investigate the révolu-^ 
tion was composed of unelectable men 
but the situation was such that great 
delay was dangerous and therefore the 
Council of Ministers advised the Sultan 
to grant a constitution in preference 
to risking civil war by sending troops 
to suppress the alleged mutiny. The 
Sultan willingly agreed as he always 
had, as likewise had Izzet Pasha, In 
favor of a parliamentary government.

Izzet Pasha added that he long wish­
ed to retire but had waited for the com­
pletion of his favorite project, the Mec­
ca Railway. The immediate reason for 
his departure from Constantinople, ac­
cording to the interview, was that the 
Sultan himself counselled him to go to 
Europe. He shipped aboard a British 
vessel, he said, in order to insure pro­
tection against the Young Turks. Ar­
riving at Genoa, Izzet sent his family 
to a place of safety and himself pro­
ceeded to Paris and thence to London. 
He intends to make England his home.

Frederichshaven, Aug. 22.—Count 
Zeppelin, inventor of the famous air­
ship that was recently destroyed, has 
announced that he intends to found an 
institute for the investigation and so­
lution of the problem of air navigation 
in the interest of German industry com- 
meurce and science. The contributions 
made by the public he says are not 
far beyond the sum necessary to re­
place the destroyed airship and beyond 
the sum he intends to accept toward 
the recuperation of his private fortune 
which was spent in airship expert-, 
ments. All further contributions will be 
added to the endowment of the in­
stitute.

The Bank at Stuttgart which is re­
ceiving the subscriptions has $500,000 
on deposit to Count Zepplin’s credit 
and this amount is probably $250,000 less 
than the amount subscribed and which 
will be available later. Word has been 
received by the Count that the Berlin 
City Council has given the name Zep­
pelin to a public ^square in that city.

Berlin, Aug. 22.—David Lloyd-George, 
Chancellor of the British Exchequer 
who has been on the continent for some 
days .past, continued his inquiries re­
garding social- legislation to-day. He 
visited a number of insurance offices in 
Berlin and received specialists from 
the Government Department of Pension 
Adminstration. He is to leave here for 
Hamburg to-night.

“BIG STICK” LAWS MAY
PROVE USELESS l

Attorney General Bonaparte 
Appears in Government’s 

Petition for Rehearing. V

Chicago, Aug. 21.—The government's 
petition for a rehearing by the United 
States Court of Appeals of the case 
against the Standard Oil Company of 
Indiana was filed to-day and repre­
sents, it is authoritatively stated, the 
final attempt to save the Elkins Act 
and the Interstate Commerce Law from 
becoming futile.

The filing of the petition marked the 
appearance of Attorney-General Bona­
parte in the case as well as that of 
Frank B. Kellogg, who is a special as­
sistant to the attorney-general. Be­
sides these two names the petition is 
signed by Edwin E. Simms, United 
States district attorney at Chicago, and 
Special Assistant James H. Wilkerson, 
both of whom presented the govern­
ment’s side of the case in the original 
hearing before Judge Landis, who ad­
ministered the famous fine of $29,240,000 
against the defendants.

Although it is not specifically stated 
in the petition, it was agreed by con­
sul for the government in their confer­
ence at Lennox, Mass., following the 
reversal by the Appellate court of 
Judge Landis’ decision that if the in­
terpretation of the law given by Judges 
Grosscup, Seaman and Baker were al­
lowed to stand, successful prosecution 
of rebate cases against corporations 
would be impossible in the future.

The lawyers at that conference, over 
whom the attorney-general of the Unit­
ed States presided, were as a unit in 
expressing the opinion that the re­
forms in rebate matters, as brought 
about by the Roosevelt administration, 
would represent so much waste in time 
unless the upper court can be convinc­
ed that it is in error in its construc­
tion of the law.

Bombs and Revolvers Used by 
Armed Body of Rus­

sians.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 21.—News has 
reached this city of a terrible ven­
geance taken by the revolutionists of 
Yurievka in Yekaterineslav province, 
upon a Jewish family named Edel- 
stein, who were accused of giving in­
formation to the authorities regarding 
the movements of the revolutionists.

They visited the house at night and 
threw bombs through the windows. 
They then opened on the members of 
the family with revolvers and shot to 
death the father, a daughter and a 
woman guest and her child. The moth­
er, a son, a son-in-law and two grand­
sons were severely wounded. After 
this murderous onslaught the revolu­
tionists temporarily retired and help 
for the wounded4 was summoned. In 
the course of a couple of hours, the 
victims who were still alive, had been 
conveyed to a hospital.

Not satisfied with their vengeance, 
the revolutionists, now a well armed 
band of about 40 or 60 men. descended 
upon the hospital, overpowered the 
nurses and guards, and shot the 
mother and son to death, after which 
they made their escape.

Another dispatch from the province, 
received here, says that the prisoners 
in the jail at Saratov upon discovering 
that two of their comrades were trait­
ors, fell upon them and beat them to 
death.

The steamers of the Royal Dutch 
mail line on their regular schedule call 
at the Venezuelan port of Puerto 
Callao, La Guayra Guan tenta and 
Carupano.

Annexation Finally Determined 
Upon, But Financial Prob­

lem Remains.SAYS TEXT BOOKS GATHERING EVIDENCE
TO VINDICATE CRIMEARE OUT OF DATE

Brussels,
months of bitter struggle, the chamber 
of deputies yesterday addpted the Con­
go annexation treaty by 83 votes to 55, 
although this action probably will in­
sure the solution of the Congo problem 
there still remains open the question of 
Belgium’s financial responsibility.

This action on the part of the cham­
ber of deputies had not been expected, 
and at the last moment nearly caused 
the collapse of the cabinet.

During the first reading recently of 
the colonial bill, which provides for 
the administration of the Congo Inde­
pendent State, and with which the 
treaty was adopted, Herr Woeste, lead­
er of the right, secured the adoption 
of an amendment releasing Belgium 
from the responsibility of guarantee­
ing the payment of the interest of the 
Congo debt, but on Wednesday the 
government made a determined effort 
to secure restoration of the stipulation 
that Belgium would make advances to 
the Congo in case of necessity. The 
government was defeated in this, how­
ever, and it was generally believed that 
the ministers would be forced to 
resign.

At the conclusion of a long meeting 
of King Leopold and the members of 
his cabinet, it was announced that the 
ministry would not resign, the govern­
ment temporarily accepting the cham­
ber’s action on the financial question. 
It was pointed out, however, that a 
direct contradiction exists between the 
treaty and the colonial voters, who are 
shouldering the financial responsibil­
ity, while the bill rejects it. It is 
understood that the government will 
make an effort in the senate to amend 
the bill so as to reconcile the provisions 
of the two.

Among the important modifications 
of the original articles of the bill are 
the abolition of forced labor and the 
prohibition of members of the Belgian 
parliament from exploiting Congo con­
cessions.

The passage of the Congo treaty by 
the chamber of deputies means that 
the annexation of the state to Belgium 
is now practically assured. The per­
sonal rule of King Leopold, in Africa, 
is now drawing to a close. In the fu­
ture he will have nothing to do with 
the state, which is to be administered 
by Belgium, and the hope is expressed 
that there will now be an end to the 
atrocities and maladministration in 
this part of the world which for years 
past have been a subject of investiga­
tion and bitter complaint by humani­
tarians everywhere.

As to a published statement that his 
client was trying to effect a reconcilia­
tion with her husband and would testi­
fy in his behalf at the trial. Mr. Wild 
was equally positive that his client had 
never considered reconciliation possible.

Weldon C. Percy, the first lawyer 
called in to defend Captain Hains and 
his brother, refused to comment on the 
various statements. In respect to the 
much exploited incident of the automo­
bile ride which Captain Hains took with 
Annis just after his return from the 
Philippines, however, Mr. Percy threw 
a ne^y light.
, “The captain,” said he, “returned 
with the conviction that all the gos­
sip concerning Annis and his wife was 
absolutely 
studied out a way to speedily silence 
the detractors of the woman he loved, 
and decided that the best way would 
be to openly invite Annis to dinner at 
the fort. He did this, trusting in the 
worth of his wife. That night Annis 
came to the fort with his wife, and af­
ter dinner the captain, Mrs. Hains and 
Mr. and Mrs. Annis went out together 
on an automobile ride.

He first of all 
qpoted reports from the education de­
partment on the teaching of physiology 
and hygiene in the normal school, the 
public school and the high school. The 
facts disclosed showed so clearly that 
in none of the three was any adequate 
instruction given, and that, since the 
teachers were themselves former pupils 
taught under the system, none could 
be, that the doctor remarked with very 
apparent justification that comment 
was needless.

Continuing, he came to a side of the 
general question, his report on which 
was much more gratifying to this city. 
This was to the effect that only here 
and in South Vancouver are any ar­
rangements made for the medical in­
spection of the children.

“Vancouver is further ahead than 
any other place in that it has appoint­
ed a medical inspector of schools,” said 
the doctor, “and the superintendent 
writes that this appointment has done 
more than any other agency to direct 
the attention of parents, teachers and 
pupils to the question of the care of the 
body. Our medical inspector has been 
very pains-taking in instructing both 
pupils and parents.

“South Vancouver has also a medical 
inspector for her three schools, who is 
doing excellent work.”

LAMBETH CONFERENCEIf I

Bishop Scadding of Oregon 
Tells of the Work Done at 

the Big Convention.

I

(From Monday’s Daily).
Rt. Rev. Charles Scadding, bishop of 

Oregon; passed through Victoria to­
day on ,his way back to Portland from 
attendance at the Lambeth conference, 
at Avbich 243 bishops of the Anglican 
church gathered under the presidency 
of the Archbishop of Canterbury. There 
were 60 American bishops present.

“The conference,” said Bishop Scad­
ding, in an interview with the Times 
at the Empress hotel to-day “took into 
consideration a number of questions 
very pertinent to a Christian king­
dom, such as the Union of Christen­
dom, social problems, mysteries of 
healing, the marriage problem and 
educational matters, and the training 
of young men for the ministry,

“While recognizing tully, with .humil­
ity, that they are bearers of ui 
ered commission of the ministry given 
by Our Lord through his Apostles to 
the church and the peculiar responsi­
bility resting upon the Anglican bish­
ops they also realized that links which 
bind us to the historic past are not 
fetters upon the free and enterprising 
spirit which is essential to progress.

“This was the key note of the con­
ference.” declared Bishop Scadding. 
“and our chief and central thought 
was e\rer of the church as ordaiaajl by 
God to be of service to mankind.

“The meetings of the Lambeth con­
ference were very strenuous. The first 
ten days of the session w*e met from. 
10:30 a. m. to 1:30 p. m., Avere enter­
tained by the Archbishop of Canter­
bury to lunch, and assembled again at 
2:30 continuing to sit until 5:30. Very 
often we had business meetings in the 
evenings.

“The second ten days of the session 
reports on the various problems which 
I have outlined were considered by the 
Avhole body and resolutions framed 
which will be published within the 
next two months and will be worth 
carêful consderaton by Chrstendom at 
large.

“An encyclical letter has been writ­
ten by the archbishop based on the re­
ports that came before the conference, 
of which no doubt parts will be read 
in all pulpits.”

Bishop Scadding is a Canadian by 
birth, and Avas educated for the min­
istry at Trinity University, Toronto. 
Bishop Rowe, of Alaska; Bishop Brent, 
of the Philippines; Bishop Anderson, 
of Chicago, and Sir Gilbert 
were in the same graduating class.

Bishop Scadding wag absent for two 
months, and is glad to get back home 
again. He has been twenty years in 
Portland where he says there is a great 
future for the church.

The international fisheries commis­
sion, consisting of S. T. Bastedo, repre­
senting Canada ; Dr. D. S. Jordan, pres­
ident of the Leland-Stanford univer­
sity, Palo Alto, Ca„ representing the 
United States; John T. Nicholls, a fish­
ery expert; M. H, Stolz, secretary to 
the commission, and B. W. Evermenn, 
of Washington, D. C., arrived here Sat­
urday and paid a visit to the premier 
at the government buildings. The mem­
bers of the commission left again yes­
terday, Mr. Bastedo returning to Ot­
tawa in connection with his recent ap­
pointment as head of the new annui­
ties department, and Dr. Jordan re­
turning to California. While here the 
members had apartments at the Em­
press and interviewed several people 
on the fishing industry. Their work 
was commenced in the east and a week 
was spent in Vancouver.

Mr. Bastedo in speaking of the work 
accomplished said that the commission 
had visited a number of fishing points 
at the coast and on the lakes and had 
interviewed numbers of people who had 
desired to give the members informa­
tion on the fishing industry.

After visiting Ottawa Mr. Bastedo 
will go to California to confer again 
with Dr. Jordan in the matter of draft­
ing the fisheries legislation. Referring 
tv, his new appointment as head of the 
annuities department, Mr. Bastedo said 
"The annuities department must not be 
confounded with an old age pension 
scheme. It is established in conformity, 
with legislation passed last session. 
Through the new office anyone can se­
cure an annuity protecting him in his 
old -age from want. There will be no 
hard and fast rules except that the 
largest annuity obtainable will be $600 

The scale of payments willper annum, 
be calculated by actuaries and the ap­
plicant will state at what age he wishes 
his annuity to begin and the cost and 
terms will be regulated accordingly and 
arrangemeitts will be made so that 
lump sums or regular instalments can 
be paid by the applicant.”

But no one would have imagined his 
loss. He never said a word about it to 
me. You might have thought he was a 
detached individual of another town. 
This is a type of manhood which ap­
pears in emergencies in the west, and 
which" one cannot but honestly admire.

I might mention other interesting 
points : the promptitude which the rail­
road company set about repairing the 
roadbed, before the ashes were cold, 
and their general readiness to do all in 
their power to cope with the situation; 
the wideawake alertness and cheery 
confidence of the gentleman who was 
formerly manager, and is now president 
of the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company; 
the zeal and energy with which the dis­
trict president of the Miners’ Union, 
who has before now- been at cross grips 
with the said company, threw himself 
into the work of rescue and help; and, 
indeed, the general behavior of both the 
masters and men, for you could not tell 
which from t’other, and both seemed 
equally intent on serving the public in­
terest as if it were their own; but I am 
aware of the exigencies of space. There 
were no doubt incidents of another sort, 
less inspiring—I ran into two myself, of 
the ghoul order, in the one case an 
Italian, in the other a mulatto, who 
were prowling among the embers for 
spoils. But on the whole I have to de­
clare that the fire with all its horrors, 
added to my respect for the manhood of 
men.

it was with a sore wrench I turned 
away when I saw the end must come. 
For only that morning I had been taken 
into the church by kindly hearts and. 
shown what was intended as a grateful 
surprise on my return in the way of 
church renovation. Among other things 
they were actually laying new carpet 
on the rostrum, and the church had 
been freshly cleaned and varnished, and 
the organ done over.

We were free of the house 

whither should we turn? There was no 
possibility of crossing any of the fire 
zone in three directions; for there seem­
ed to be something horribly fiendish 
about the howling wind and fiery flame 
combined with clquds of smoke and 
dust. There was only one possible way 
—if that were possible—and on the way 
we ran into women who sadly needed 
a helping hand. So we at once turned 
to render what aid we could, the while 
urging each and every one to lose-ifot 
a moment—for strange as it may sèem, 
to those not accustomed to bush fires, 
there were actually women who still 
refused to bllieve that there was any 
real danger 
stranger still, their faith, or hope, or 
whatever it may be phrased, in one or 
two cases, was actually justified by the 
sudden shifting of the wind, and two 
houses were saved in the midst of the 
rest consumed by fire—though the said 
ladies themselves expected* at the last 
that everything was gone.

We were out of the immediate zoné’trf 
fire. I saw our poor church go, before 
I turned away, an<^ afterwards saw the 
parsonage aflame. Now the question 
was, would it still prove that we were 
only in a fiery death trap. Across the 
river the flames raged horribly, and 
great chunks of burning wood were fly­
ing in all directions; igniting trees all 
around. We were now quite helpless 
to fight the fire, for the water supply 
was in part cut off by the fire itself. 
We ranged along the gravel beach pre­
pared for a hasty run down to the 
river’s brink, should it prove necessary 
in the last resort. Meanwhile the fires 
across the river grew more lurid, and 
the clouds of smoke more darkly dense, 
and it was almost blinding to the eyes 
as well as suffocating to the breath. In 
•regard to one of the two houses I lent 
a hand myself in helping to push down 
some burning walls next door, 
here I must record my profound regard 
for the indomitable pluck of the man 
battling with the flames, who happened 
to bp no other than the member of the 
local legislature, a lawyer by profession. 
He and his helpers did right valiantly. 
This was one of the scene pictures 
which exhibited the latent dignity of 
manhood in the midst of desolatifig 
sights. Next door was a second illus­
tration, in the person of a man who 
was a political opponent of the former, 
an editor by profession, and whose wife, 
as president of the Ladies’ Aid, has 
been an indefatigable supporter of the 
church.

TELLS OF FIRE

LOSES CHURCH, HOME
AND ALL BELONGINGS

I will try and fill in 
arrived home, my wife I and I, Friday 
midnight. At Cranbrooljc, en route, we 
learned of the explosion, and it was 
this which determined hie to take the 
midnight flier. When we arrived we 
found Fernie envelope^ in clouds of 
smoke, from bush fires; but as this is 
not an uncommon occurrence in British 
Columbia—more’s the jiity—I did not 
think anything of it. Oh Saturday the 
clouds began to roll up darker and 
darker, and still no thbught came to 
me of any impending tragedy. I fell in 
with a number of friends in the course 
of the morning, who welcomed us back 
—for I had just returned from an ex­
tended vacation, the first in ten years, 
and my wife also had beèn absent many 
months through ill-health — and was 
busy getting hold of things in readiness 
far the Sabbath services, and for the 
approaching district meeting..

Towards afternoon Fernie seemed 
ever and anon to be canopied by a ver­
itable pall of smoke, and so awful was 
thfe appearance of the sky and the 
mountains that I kept involuntarily 
saying, “Dies Irae.” And still no 
thought of what was before us crossed 
my mind; it was simply the awful sug­
gestive ness of the scene that appealed 
to me, without a thought of any imme­
diate connection with ourselves. I call­
ed my wife's attention; to the terrible, 
aspect of the sun—which brought back 
all the imagery of the Apocalypse—the 
darkening cf the sky, and the moon, or 
in this case the sun, turning into blood.

\ The Fire Bell Rang.
Presently the fire bell rang. By this 

time, i was busy writing letters enclos­
ing cheques on account of the mission­
ary grants to the severs.! fields, and 
dealing with individual conditions. But 
somehow the rolling clruüs of smoke, 
wd tlie‘ cirakenfng of the air, made me 
éeem unablo 1.0 cencentrais mÿ mind, 
to any 'purpose, and I hardly knew 
what to do. Finding, however, that 
some neighbors were starting their hose 
pipes I at once laid other matters aside 
and followed suit. (In my hip pocket, 
as I write, are the. unfinished letters 
and çheques, snatched up at the last 
moment.) At the same time I said to 
my wife and another lady that they, had 
better prepare for emergencies, though^ 
I did not anticipate anything of the 
sort, although I was hot made aware 
that fire had caught the lower end of 
the town among some shacks. Fore­
warned, forearmed; and as a precau­
tionary measure I immediately set to 
work with a young fellow in thé house 
to get our valuables together in view of 
a possible hasty retreat. We tied up 
some bundles of clothing and bed­
clothes, and took them, with trunks and 
boxes containing documents, into the 
garden. It was now quite clear that 
the whole town was threatened, and 
that we ourselves were in imminent

;

And

During the fire, trains were run to 
Hosmer with women and children, and 
it was in one of these trains I am told 
my wife went, although as yet I have 
not been able to locate her, either at 
Hosmer, Fernie, or Elko, though I un­
derstand she is now to be found in the 
last-mentioned place, helping in direct­
ing affairs, 
trains were run to the west, to Elko, 
Cran brook, etc. On one of these trains 
I came myself to Cranhrook, not only 
chasing the absent, but taking charge 
of a typhoid patient, who sent for me 
en route in great distress of soul, and 
who, ere reaching his destination, said, 
“I die happy.” 
challenging ordeal, for the people in 
the car were talking, and the younger 
folks laughing while in the corner was 
this typhoid pation, who was telling me 
that he thought it was too late, and 
that he had been too big a sinner. I 
turned "a deaf ear to the noise, and 
spoke above the din of voices,- and the 
roar of the train. The transition in the 
man, if I must be honest, was stratling 
and unexpectedly sudden, after about 
half an hour’s conversation. At our 
destination he was taken in the ambul­
ance to the hospital, whither other 
tients, typhoid and otherwise, who had 
come on the train, followed.

And here I am in Cranhrook, writing 
these notes, ere I return. I have -been 
unsuccessful thus far in getting a mes­
sage through. I am told the wires are 
down west of Nelson, and, of course, 
east of Fernie, and that there are a 
thousand (?) messages on tab. Before 
I left Fernie the sky had cleared, and 
the smoke partly roiled away, though 
precautions were still necessary. 
Cranhrook the whole town was organ­
ized into a grand relief committee, and 
the "public services” of the Sabbath 
were just these organizing efforts in re­
life of human wants and woes -r the 
identical kind of work which Jesus of 
Nazareth so often went about doing, in 
His own time, on the Sabbath day.

Five Thousand People Homeless.
And now I have the worst to say. I 

cannot speak with authority, but per­
haps this awful tragedy is thè worst in 
the history of British Columbia. Same 
five thousand people are homeless. To 
see the crowds wandering about aim­
lessly or going off on trains, hardly re­
alizing the situation, having lost all, is 
exceedingly pathetic. Nor is this all. I 
do not know whether there were more, 
or fewer, homeless in the historic fires 
of Vancouver or Westminster; but this 
I know: In neither of these cases was 
there such a human holocaust.

When the morning came

Getting in Touch With Outside.

Threatening clouds of dark-rolling 
smoke, made lurid with flame, were to 
the south of us, and none of us knew 
whether this would overtake our re­
treat or not. Meanwhile I thought I 
would reconnoitre the town, as far as 
possible, where the fire had already 
been, in the hope of getting some news 
of my wife and others, and also with 
the idea of sending off wires to our con­
ference authorities. The latter was ar­
ranged for between my editor friend 
and myself, and we planned to get out 
of town several miles, if necessary, till 
we coull strike telegraphic communica­
tion. At the coal company’s offlee, built 
with cement, with a large enclosure of 
•open space all around, we found the 
patients from the hospitals, and all 
sorts and conditions of men, English- 

J. speaking and foreign. Typhoid and 
other cases had to be laid on the grass, 
or inside, wherever there was room, ir­
respective of those close by. There 
were aged and feeble women, and wo­
men in delicate condition, and little 
children, as well as boys and girls of • 
all sorts and sizes. Fire Is a great lev­
eller. The company’s offices were 
thrown absolutely open to any one and 
every one, and everything was done by 
them, as well as by the mayor fend 
authorities, to cope with the situation, 
considering the awful suddenness with 
which we had been overwhelmed. In 
three or four hours the whole town was 
ttfiped out.

There was an awful roar. The hot 

blast of the wind was a fiery tornado. 
Tfees were twisted as they stood, or 
jvfere uprooted. These fiery gusts would 
last several seconds. They were simply 
due * to the fearful winds which had 
spruhg up concurrently with the fire, 
and, intensified thereby, as the path of 
the flames seemed to make a draught 
like a chimney. Everybody was now 
working for dear life, everywhere. The 
fine was yet some distance away, and 
we hastened to drag the various ar­
ticles to a place of safety.

Incidents of the Fire.
;

And now I would like to mention two 
more incidents which came under my 
eye, illustrative of the native kindness 
of the human heart under given condi­
tions. They relate respectively to the 
mayor and ex-mayor, the latter a phy­
sician, the former a hotel proprietor. 

1 These men had been ranged on opposite 
sides in more than one hot fight, and on 
another occasion something might be 
said as to the pros and cons. In the 
present instance I could not but be 
struck with the genuine human concern 
for his fellows which was manifested 
by the mayor. For the time being the 
city headquarters was at the southeast 
corner of the park ground, where tenta­
tive telegraphic communication had 
been secured. It was here that I tried 
to send off a dispatch to the president, 
with what success I cannot yet tell. 
Here, also, I was witness to the proffer 
of help from representatives from 
Cranhrook, who arrived thus early on 

►the scene—somewhere towards the 
small hours of the morning; and also 
heard of the generous help offered by 
Nelson.

The second instance occurred later in 
the morning (to-day, Sunday). We were 
walking up to the wholesale house of 
the Trites-Wood establishment for sup­
plies—the ex-mayov and I—when we ran 
into one of the business men who had 
also taken a leading part In civic 
politics, not always in line with the ex­
mayor. Meeting him, the latter said,

Ringed With Fire.
But where could we go? We were 

ringed with fire. It may not seem cred­
ible, but those awful tongues of flame 
leaped two blocks. Fires were all 
around. Had we sought to make for 
retreat earlier It would have been to ho 
purpose. There was just one spot where 
from our house there seemed a way of 
escape. I ascertained this as soon as I 
discovered there was real danger, since, 
of course, in eases of this kind a man 
must know exactly what to do, and do 
It quickly. While we were in the act of 
dragging our belongings away to a 
place of approximate safety—which wàs 
only partially so, as it turned out, and 
which, had we known all that later we 
came to know, could still only have 
been effectually reached with the help 
of a wagon, of which there was none in 
sight—the awful tongues of flame 
scorched, as it seemed, Into our very 

z faces, and we had to ! hold our breath 
7 and turn our head and beat a retreat, 

J leaving our various articles where they 
were. There was a momentary pause 
in the fiery breath, and we essayed to 
the rescue again, but In vain. When 
the breath of flame reached our way it 
seemed to lick up our very moisture. 
My tongue and throat seemed to dry up 
and I had to get water from the near­
est point. I still had some hope either 
that the wind might turn, or its vio 
lence abate, and the parsonage be 
saved, If not the church, for the par­
sonage was an exceptionally good risk, 
in fire insurance language.

With this devastating fire the town 
is, of course, helpless. The town Is sim­
ply non est—wiped out. 
course, is the church. And equally, of 
course, both town and church will at 
once set to work to repair the loss. It 
will be, perhaps, but a sorry looking 
beginning at first—for the least imagin­
ative will probably have enough im­
agination to see at least something of 
what such a situation means—but a be­
ginning will be made without loss of 
time, so soon as the wherewithal is 
available. Our church buildings were 
insured, in part, but then we were 
carrying a considerable amount of debt, 
which we were working off under the 
insurance-instalment plan, 
four years, and we had hoped to be free, 
and free to undertake other pressing 
developments. But other developments, 
unforseen, have come instead, 
then? While no doubt it is true, “Sic 
transit gloria mundi,” it is also true, 
“Jesus hominum salvator et viator.”

We had hoped to see our brethren of 
the mission board come this way. But 
now? And yet, why not all the more 
certainly come?

If one wishes to get at the truth of 
this matter, let him visit at random 
any school^sometime after the begin­
ning of the^term; let him go to the 
different rooms and ask the teach ter s 
if they have pupils who are not fitted 
for the work.

ATTEMPT TO RAISE 
FORTY-YEAR-OLD WRECK

Japanese Work on German 
Cruiser With Valuable 

Cargo.
an untnter-

Japanese advices by the steamship 
Hazel Dollar, now in port from the 
Orient, recall ' the wreck In the first 
year of Meiji (1868) of a German steam­
er, 4,700 tons, which struck a sunken 
rock near Kasajima, an Island off Kur- 
ihama, near Uraga. In the following 
year the steamer, together with the 
cargo, was sold by auction to the late 
Mr. Kirby, of Yokohama, for a sum of

Toyama Kembi, who froin the first in­
terested himself in the matter, deeming 
the treasure too precious to be left at 
the bottom of the sea, obtained per­
mission from Mr. Takashima to raise 
the vessel, and in 1906 he made an at­
tempt to secure the treasure, but owing 
to lack of funds he was compelled to 
suspend the operations, 
never lost sight of the scheme. After 
consultation with experts he devised a 
plan to salve the treasure at a cost of 
$2,500, and Is now pushing on his pre­
parations for resuming operations.

On the authority of Mr. Toyama an 
Osaka Journal states that the wrecked 
steamer was an armed cruiser and was 
purchased for the Sendai clan.

Columbia Western land grant, 
was made in 1896 by the Turner govern­
ment and had been a source of serious 
agitation all over the province for many 
years. The Semiin government in 1899 
made a financial provision for a¥cash 
subsidy in order that they might be 
able to withdraw the land grant and 
reserve it for the people and for set­
tlement. The company was not entitled 
to this land grant after carrying out 
all the conditions of their charter until 
1903. AW this period they had not com­
plied with the conditions at alL At­
tempts were made by the McBride gov­
ernment by orders-in-council to hand 
over the company the balance of their 
land grant of 80,000 acres. The lieuten­
ant-governor refused to sign these or­
ders, and a bill was brought in in 1906 
to make special provision for the grant­
ing of these lands, regardless of the 
conditions being complied with, and the 
Liberals In the House put up the fight 
of their lives to prevent it passing. The 
opposition presented a motion protest­
ing against it. This was surely the C. 
P. R. against the people of British Col­
umbia. The motion was made and the 
Socialists surrendered and cast their 
votes for this iniquitous deal in the in­
terests of the company. The Liberals 
kept up the fight and presented another 
amendment that the $50,000 which the 
eompapy had to deposit in favor of 
complying with the conditions of the 
land grant should be made a condition 
In the bill before the land was granted. 
Again the Socialists, like three little 
men, came forward and cast their votes 
in favor \of the C. P. R. z

The opposition still maintained the 
fight and insisted that a provision 
should be made whereby the lands could 
be opened for pre-emptors and settle­
ment at the price of crown lands and on 
the game terms. The government voted 
this down, the Socialists again coming 
forward and holding up their hands in 
favor of the C. P. R. The Liberals still 
fought on, anxious to get . some privil­
ege for the people since so much of their 
heritage was given to the company', 
and they moved another motion that 
the government provide for the neces­
sary power in the act to fix the freight 
and passenger rates on this particular 
railway. The government were deter­
mined that the C. P. R. should have 
everything and the people nothing, and 
again the Socialists automatically held 
up their hands and voted for the rail­
way company against the people. Over 
and above all these privileges the bill 
provided for an exemption of taxes for 
ten years on all this property and the 
Socialists swallowed even this part of 
the deal.

“Again, I introduced an amend­
ment," went on the speaker, "to the 
Assessment act providing that men 
over 60 and firemen should not be com­
pelled to pay the poll-tax," and he 
went on to enumerate and describe 
other bills to which he claimed to have 
introduced amendments. One 6t these 
was an amendment to Hon. Joseph 
Martin's Trades Unions' bill, by 
Mr. Hawthornthwaite said he 
pletelÿ protected the funds of trade 
unions for the first time in the history 
of the British Empire.

Kajen Island Deal.
IS. Again, you will remember, the 

Kaien Island deal where valuable lands 
connected with the Grand Trunk ter­
minus were handled by the government. 
A select committee of the legislature 
had investigated this whole matter, 
when it was proven that certain private 
individuals, political grafters, male and 
female, had got important information 
from the department and as a result 
bad taken possession of certain crown 
la.nds in that immediate district-in such 
proximity to the lands necessary for 
railway terminus as to make them tre­
mendously valuable. On the strength 
of this they made large sums of money 
at the expense of the people. On this 
question the Socialists cast their vote in 
favor of the whole transaction.

Votd For the C. P. R.
6. On a motion to protect prospectors 

for coal and oil on lands held for the 
C. P. R. as subsidies for railway build­
ing, a motion was made that people 
should he permitted to prospect for 
these natural products on such lands. 
Surely thiq was a principle in favor of 
the. poor man, but again they voted in 
favor of the railway company to save 
the government from defeat.

7. In connection with amendments to 
the Education Act of the province, the 
Socialists supported amendments which 
praclidilly changed the system of pub­
lic expenditure for schools In the rural 
districts i)y making-provision for pri­
vate assessments over a certain sum 
given by the government to be spent by 
the " trustees. This was the first time 
that an attempt had ever been made to 
change the principle of a public con­
tribution to the school system of the 
province.

8. It- has always been a principle in 
this province to discourage land hold­
ing, and it would be expected that the 
Socialists especially would favor raising 
the tax on wild lands to as high a point 
as possible to discourage this, but when 
the question came up in the legislature 
they cast their votes in favor of the 
large landowners as against the inter­
ests of the people.

9. The Socialist leader brought in two 
bills in the session of 1905. One was the 
Master and Servants’ Act, and the oth­
er the Shops Regulation Act; both of 
which he dropped at the instigation of 
the Tory government demands. Both 
these would be presumably in the inter­
ests of the worker, but when the Tory 
master commanded the Socialist 
had to obey.

The Liberal member opened the de­
bate with a vigorous and logical ar­
raignment of Mr. Hawthornthwaite’s 
record in which he drew particular at­
tention to the latter’s 'subserviency to 
the Tory party when he had the op­
portunity to get in some good work for 
the labor interests, of which he pro­
fessed himself the friend, and his in­
effective gallery play in the House 
when he no longer controlled the leg­
islature, and so could do nothing.

Cfiange of Tune.
In 1907 an election was held when the 

Conservative government was returned 
to power with a large majority, and 
the Socialist party were with the same 
number of members as they previously 
had. Their power in the house was de­
stroyed. and it is noteworthy that the 
very principles which they had support­
ed in favor of the Conservatives to keep 
them in power, they voted against when 
they were unable to accomplish any­
thing. On the resolution of better terms 
for the province they'did not vote at 
all, but in connection with an act to 
incorporate the Portland Canal Com­
pany, the Socialists moved to compel 
the company to make a deposit of $10,- 
000 that they would spend a certain 
amount on surveys and construction 
before a certain date. If they failed to 
do so they had to forfeit the money and 
the privileges. This was the very prin­
ciple contained in the bill providing for 
the land grants to the C. P. R. which 
if they had supported, would have re­
sulted in the people reclaiming all the 
lands which were given to the C. P. R. 
In other words, the Socialists held thé 
power toi protect the people; they sup­
ported the company, but when they 
were in fhe minority they showed anxi­
ety because they were unable to accom­
plish anything.

Subject of Debate.
The subject of this debate is the pub­

lic record of the Socialist member for 
Nanaimo amj myself. In view of the 
fact that he is leader of the Socialist 
party in this province, his position in 
the House is one of absolute independ­
ence of any other political party and 
especially one of constant hostility to 
corporations and to any condition of 
private enterprise. He announced him­
self as a Socialist member in the latter 
part of 1901, considering that he had 
serious complaints against the position 
that I had taken with regard to labor 
questions. He expressed a strong ob­
jection to two. things in my political 
career.

1. The taking of passes from railway 
companies, and he declared very em­
phatically that no man could be a true 
friend to the people and take such priv­
ileges from a railway corporation. 
Strange to say, however, for years this 
same man has util ized and taken rail- 
tray passes himself, and Is using the 
same up to date. It is just sufficient to 
state the fact-to show the inconsistency 
in his political record.

Patronage Question.
2. He took the objection to the hand­

ling of patronage by any member in 
sny independent position. He declared 
a- man must be a Liberal to distribute 
Liberal patronage, and a Tory to dis­
tribute Tory patronage. A man cannot 
take these favors from a party govern­
ment without committing himself to the 
party which it represented. Strange to 
say, however, for years he has admin­
istered Tory patronage in his district, 
and it is, therefore, only necessary to 
use his own language to prove that he 
must be a Conservative to distribute 
Conservative patronage.

ed.Favored Secret Methods.
10. A motion was brought before the 

House in 1905 to* reserve certain coal 
areas, and in every district where li­
censes were granted. The motion pro­
vided that certain reservations of these 
coal areas should be made so that for 
good reason the provincial government 
could operate coal mines just as the Do­
minion government, had reserved 60,000 
acres of the Crow’s Nest coal areas 
with the same object in view. For the 
year 1904 licenses had been granted cov­
ering 608,000 acres under 950 licenses. 
The Tories themselves at their conven­
tion some time before unanimously de­
clared tliis policy of reservation should 
be carried into effect, 
been the policy of the Liberals, who 
considered that the government would 
he ready to carry out the4f own propos­
als. But here again the Socialists voted 
for the coal companies against any pro­
tection to the people. In 1906 a motion 
was made In the legislature to compel 
tlie government to produce all orders- 
in-council from 1903 to 1906. Important 
transactions by the government had 
been entered into, following the tend­
ency of all governments to increase 
their power by doing things in council 
whieh might not be known to the legis­
lature and to the people after it had 
been Hone. The object of this resolu­
tion was to prevent the transacting of 
public business by secrecy to the great­
est possible extent and was In the in­
terests of the people and of demo­
cratic principles.

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WIRELESS FOR 
DOMINION HOTEL

ARRANGEMENTS MADE 

BY THE UNITED COMPANY

Steamers Chippewa and Iro­
quois of Inland Fleet to Be 

Equipped.

(From Friday’s Daily).
The first hotel In the west of Can­

ada, if not In the whole Dominion, to 
be equipped with a wireless apparatus, 
will be the Dominion, the up-to-date 
establishment managed by Steve Jones 
in this city. As stated In yesterday’s • 
Times, the United Wireless Company 
has made a proposal to the C. P. R. to 
equip the Empress hotel in conjunc­
tion with the company's steamers, but 
no decision has been made.

To-day It was announced by the 
Inland Navigation Company that wire­
less was to be installed on the steam­
er Chippewa, running to this port from 
Seattle, and on the Iroquois running 
between Seattle and Vancouver. Steve 
Jones also made an announcement td 
a Times reporter, who interviewed him, 
to the effect that he was completing 
negotiations with the United Wireless 
Company to place a mast on his hotel 
which would enable guests to commun­
icate with all wireless stations and 
steamships equipped with apparatus ■ 
without the necessity of leaving the 
establishment.

“As far as I can learn,” said Mr. 
Jones, “some thirty-five hotels in the 
United States maritime cities have had 
wireless stations erected. These In­
clude the Waldorf Astoria at New 
York, the Saint Francis at San Fran­
cisco, so the Dominion has come Into 
line as the first establishment of its 
kind to follow suit in the west of Can­
ada, If not in the whole Dominion. Ar­
rangements are about settled and the 
work of Installing the plant will be 
commenced by about next Saturday."

HOLLAND AWAITS

ARRIVAL OF MINISTER

De Reus May Advise Decla­
ration of War on Ven­

ezuela.

The Hague, Aug. 22.—Pending the 
arrival here of M. DeReus, the minister 
of the Netherlands to Venezuela, who 
recently was sent out of that republic 
by President Castro, the Netherlands 
government has dispatched to Caracas 
through the Intermediary of the Ger­
man minister a preliminary acknow­
ledgment of the notification of the for­
eign office that M. DeReus has been 
handed his passports.

In previous communications to the 
Venezuelan government, Holland has 
insisted. In the most energetic terms, 
that the decree prohibiting the trans­
shipment of cargo for Venezuela at 
Curacao which has proved so disas­
trous to the Curacao shipping, must be 
withdrawn. M. DeReus Is expected to 
reach here In three days.

INTERESTING MEMORIES

Reception at Montreal to'v 
France’s Tercentenary 

Representative-

Montreal, Aug. 22.—Mayor Payette 
tendered an official reception yesterday 
afternoon to M. Herbette, the official 
representative of France at the Que­
bec Tercentenary celebration. A large 
number of representative citizens at­
tended.

In replying to the address of welcome 
M. Herbette stated that before leaving 
France he had told President FalUieres 
that he would be attacked, but the 
president had insisted that he was the 
proper man. He might not be called a 
good Catholic, but he was at least a 
good enough Catholic to refuse to hate 
his enemies.

Captain Colin R. Keppel, Aide de 
Camb to the King, K.C.V.O., C.B., and 
D.S.O., whom Victorians may remember 
as the smart and popular skipper of the 
cruiser Grafton when she carried the 
flag of Rear Admiral A. K. Bickford, 
the last flag officer of the Pacific Squa­
dron, has just been promoted to the 
rank of rear admiral from the appoint­
ment of commodore of the Royal 
Yachts. Rear Admiral Keppel, who Is a 
son of the late Admiral Sir Harry Kep­
pel, the “Father of the Fleet” for many 
years, has had a most distinguished 
career since he joined the service, and 
made a name for himself under Lord 
Charles Beresford up the Nile In 1864- 
85, when he conveyed Sir Charles Wil­
son’s party almost up to the walls of 
Khartoum, and again in Kitchener’s 
avenging expedition to Khartoum In 
1898.

Was Uninjured by Grounding 
Near Hakodate—Discharg­

ing Sulphur Here-

(From Friday’s Daily).
After a voyage of sixteen days, nine 

of which were marked by heavy fog, 
the four-masted steamship Hazel Dol­
lar, Capt. Ridley, arrived at the outer 
wharf last night from Han-kow via 
Hakodate bringing 800 tons of sulphur 
for the Victoria Chemical works and 
5,000 tons of general cargo for United 
States ports.

Leaving Hakodate at 8.30 on August 
3rd the Hazel Dollar ran into a heavy 
fog the same night and this weather 
continued for five days. Two days of 
clear _ weather followed and then fog 
was again encountered. During the last 
week fine weather was experienced un­
til the steamship arrived off the Van­
couver coast when another fog was met. 
Being unable to see Tatoosh island 
yesterday morning Capt. Ridley sound­
ed the Dollar line signal on his whistle 
and the signallers sent out Information 
to the effect that the Bessie Dollar had 
passed in. The Bessie Dollar is, how­
ever, carring freight from Hakodate to 
Guaymas.

The Hazel Dollar, which was last here 
about fourteen months ago, had an 
eventful trip homeward. Between Yo­
kohama and Hakodate the steamer 
went aground on a sand-shoal and re­
mained fast for several hours finally 
floating without injury. On the same 
passage one of the Chinese fireman dis­
appeared and his footmarks were dis­
covered leading across the deck to the 
rail on the top bar .of which-were sooty 
marks which led to the belief that he 
had become insane and jumped over­
board.

Taking a cargo of lumber from Puget 
Sound the Hazel Dollar went to Ching- 
Klang and thence to Han-Kow, six 
hundred miles up the Yangtze-Kiang, 
China’s greatest river. The trip up the 
river /Necessitated the services of a 
pilot continually on duty as the steam­
ship was heavily laden with lumber 
and drawing twenty-three feet of 
water. Five days were occupied making 
Han Kow whqre the lumber was dis­
charged and 1.500 tons of pig-iron from, 
the great smelter owned by the Chinese 
government was loaded. Only forty- 
eight hours Were required on the pass­
age to the sea current of the river car­
rying the Hazel Dollar along at a speed 
which called for most careful naviga­
tion.

At Shanghai tea and, general mer­
chandise'was loaded and later •part of 
the Bessie Dollar’s cargo was taken on. 
The Hazel Dollar will unload 500 tons 
of pig-iron at San Pedro, for which port 
she leaves to-morrow night, and will 
then return to put off the remaining 1,- 
000 tons and her general cargo at San 
Francisco. She brought over a passen­
ger A. Honnlker, of Greymouth, N.Z., 
who has been touring the Orient and Is 
now on his way to San Francisco.

William Mackenzie and D. D. Mann 
have found it easy to raise money for 
extensions as fast as they were pro­
jected.

“Doc” Holloway spent four years in 
the Cassiar country. He knew Porter 
and George Cook, and Uriah Nelson, 
John Colbreath (John Grant's old part­
ner) and Allan Graham and Bill South- 
combe; who was lost and never found, 
Bill Wigg, “Buckskin” Miller, and Capt. 
Bill Moore, who was there with his sup­
plies, and hundreds of others. He work­
ed on the Liard and Findlay, McCul­
lough Bar and Thibert creek. Twenty- 
four years were spent in the northern 
interior after leaving the coast without 
coming back. He "wintered at all the 
inaccessible and remote places of the 
north, and spent some of the time at 
Port Esslngton, Wrangel and other 
places on the northwest coast. “When 
I left Cariboo for the Peace river coun­
try I went down to Quesnel—there were 
seventeen of us. I do not recollect what 
year it was. Among the fellows were 
Bob Clark, Joe Newton, Henry Christie, 
Frank Sylvester, Jack Hill and ‘Brick’ 
Lewis.”

Holloway’s recital of some of his trips 
was sensational: “I built a boat right 
on the platform on Williams creek and 
went down and got swamped a half 
dozen times getting out to the Fraser. 
We went through places where a bird 
could not fly. After getting through be­
ing swamped—during which our bacon 
and flour got wet and our tea caddies 
swelled up as big as barrels—we

Built a Dugout.
We were reduced to the fine point of 
nothing and had lost nearly everything 
we had. Anyhow, we managed a dug- 
out. We had expected to get canoes on 
the Fraser, but we could not find any 
suitable for the, party, so we shovelled 
out a log, it was rôtten inside—and put 
a stern in it, a square stern. Then we 
turned it upside down, put a fire under 
it and spread dqt the sides as wide as 
we could. It 5id the trick. Eleven 
miners afterwards came out from 
Omineca and went down to Soda creek 
in that same dugout. and they said it 
was the best J^-n boat they ever saw 
for safety going down stream.”

"Doc” camé .out of Omineca back to 
camp disappointed and dlsgusted.“When 
we got tp Stuarts’ lake I met “Ship” 
Young, and a lot of fellows I was ac- 

Wtih. They had struck only 
Citai creek then, They had not struck 

Jamieson. Joe Blqpim- was there. He 
was going down, and as I had lost all 
my clothes, tobacco and everything, 
and had no money, I said ‘under the 
circumstances everything had gone to
the ------- and L/would go too.’

Captain, we are going to have the Tale- 
Cariboo trunk road, and we have come 
down to interview you on the question 
of running your steamers up to Yale.’

It was built and chris­
tened ‘Yale’ at Victoria in the usual 
manner, and made one successful trip in 
the early spring of 1861. On her sec­
ond trip to Yale she passed Hope about 
4.30 in the afternoon of Easter Sunday. 
About half an hour later a loud report 
was heard by the citizens of Hope, and 
a surmise was entertained that some­
thing serious had happened to the 
steamer. She

auts, too, from various placer camps 
along the river had assembled to join in 
the holiday scenes, and pay their hom­
age of .respect to this worthy represen­
tative of Britain—Governor Douglas. 
These early pioneers arrived in British 
Columbia by the thousands in 1858, from 
California, in quest of gold. They were 

It conspicuous in their attire. Blue and 
scarlet flannel shirts, blue overalls, a 
scarlet sash girding the waist, pack 
boots and a sombrero hat, marked the 
external form of man from the gold 
diggings of California. Fidelity to one’s 
trust, whether in great things or small, 
whether in sacred or secular duties, the 
same principle being involved in them 
all—this was the golden rule of action 
and belief with those bands of early 
pioneers—men who respected and es­
teemed the wise and good ruler who 
for the time being held sway in the 
name of Queen Victoria. The steamer 
was sighted rounding the point at 
Mariaville Island, ‘bucking’ against a 
15-mile current at this place with her 
flags flying at\every available point on 
board, by which signs the assembled 
crowd in waiting at Hope learned that 
their distinguished guest was on board. 
‘Bang*!’ Bang!’ sounded the little can­
non which was placed in front of the 
court house enclosure, echoing and re­
echoing through the open space between 
the mountains. ‘The woods shall ans­
wer, and the echo ring, and without 
any further incident the distinguished 
party slowly moved onward against the 
rapid current, and by 10 o’clock a. m. 
the steamer, under command of Cap­
tain Joseph Riddle, made her landing 
safely at the open landing at the town 
of Hope. The reception given on land­
ing with shouts and cheers of hurrahs 
terminated. Then after lunch, the prin­
cipal question on the commercial pros­
perity of making or building roads was 
brought forward in the early part of 
the afternoon. s

The Principal Topic of the Day 
which apparently interested the minds 
of most of the assembly—was discussed 
by His Excellency the Governor, who 
opened his speech by addressing them 
on the commercial importance involved 
in opening up the country with suitable 
roads for easier communication and the 
transporting of general merchandize in­
to the mining camps of the interior and 
especially to the rich mining region of 
Cariboo district.

He attacked the Republican 
promises of tariff revision, and asked 
if the Democratic party was not Justi­
fied when it included in Its platform 
the declaration that “the people can­
not safely entrust the execution of 
this important work to a party which 
is so deeply obligated to the highly 
protected interests as the Republican 
party.”

"The whole aim of the party,” he 
said, in summarizing, “is to procure 
justice in taxation. We believe that 
each indlvdual should contribute to 
the support of the government in pro­
portion to the benefits which he re­
ceives under the protection of the gov­
ernment. We believe that a revenue 
tariff, approached gradually, accord­
ing to the plan laid down in our plat­
form, will equalize the burdens of tax­
ation, and that the addition of an in­
come tax will make taxation still more 
equitable.

Among the interesting characters of- 
the old-time element is J. S., more fa­
miliarly known as "Doc," Holloway. He 
is a flfty-eighter and his experiences are 
typical of the class to which he be­
longs, the genuine prospector and pio­
neer, the rolling stone which gathers no 
moss, and which still keeps rolling with 
expectancy and undying energy. “Doc,” 
though 84 years old, has a claim on 
Boston Bar, near North Bend, where he 
lives and where he works as indefatl- 
gibly as he did when he first came up 
the river fifty years ago, though it 
would be unfair to his youthful days to 
say he works as effectively, because 
when “Doc” Holloway was in his prime 
he could work or play with the best of 
them, and that is saying a good deal.
He could dig or climb or row, or build 
a house or erect a mill, or in his hours 
of recreation could play the limit.
That to-day over four-score he has 
built a flume over two miles long, and 
has a claim of his own, is proof of his 
powers. "If you sÿ.w It,” he remarked 
proudly, “you would say It was the 
nicest little layout you ever saw. I was 
about a year and a half getting her 
ready, starting and putting the sluices 
In place. I am using a copperplate 
blanket and slat riffles. I do not use 
more than three inches of water. All 
these different rackets of handling fine 
gold require very little water. But you 
can use the grade. That is better than 
too much. Water gravitation is the prin­
ciple of saving the fine gold. We are 
working the slope; later on we shall get 
down into the channel. I have worked 
the ground before. It will pay thirty ' 
cents to the yard, maybe. There is no 
fortune in it, but there is a living, and 
perhaps a little to good. I have put in 
a good garden and have all the water 
I want from live springs to irrigate 
with. We have all the fruit—apples, 
plums, peaches and apricots—we want.”.

His Theory of Making Good.
All this he had accomplished without 

a dollar of capital. “Doc” Holloway has 
been broke for some time, but at 84 he 
talks with all the ardor, and has ail the 
ambitions of youth. He unfolded to 
me his plans, as soon as the claim pan­
ned out to give him the required capi­
tal. He is working on a theory, and 
from a knowledge he has gained of for­
mations by long dallying with fortune 
along the Fraser. ‘T bélieve,” he as­
sured me, “there are lots of these hills 
along the river here that will pay big 
money if you go at them right. I do 
not mean with the expenditure of 8100,- 
000 or anything like that kind, but with 
a cheap rig. I am sure there will be 
plenty of good diggings worked on the 
river yet. The failures have been due 
to trying to force gravel ând boulders 
with the pressure of a big boom of 
water.
