Shelling Boers at Magersfoniein
--British Columbians Hold
Sports in Camp.

Beimont Camp, 3 pm., Jan. 18.—The
following has just come to hand from my
auxilary at Modder River, dated Modder
River, Jan. 16th, 8 p.m.: “We commenc-
ed shelling the Boer position®at Magers-
fontein at 4.30 p.m. to-day, the enemy re-
plying for the first time in two weeks.
Our baloon went tip to-day and report-
ed Boer pésition’ unchanged since the
New Year. The big naval guns and 4.7
guns have shelied’ with lyddite, but from
our view of vantage we canmot estimate
the Boer jJosses. * Ouf ‘casualties nil. Sev-
eral men are sick’ with fever-and dysen-
try, and will be sent doéwn to Orange
River. y
eral very good. - The Guards fired ‘at
lonz rauge to-day.” All is well at Kim-
berley.” ol

From the meagre information at my
disposal from ‘the firing :line ‘we may
conclude that Magersfontein and Spyt-
fonltein are still being plied with shells by
our artillery, but the end cannot be far
off. Of material damage from the enemy’s
fire there will, of course, be a certain
amount, . but not naarly ‘so much as ohe
would be:at first inclined to imagine.

Dear  Sirs:—Re “Craigflower ‘Road Cloa-
ing" By-law." I beg to acknowledge re-
ceipt of a letter fron® the city clerk of thee
218t of February, asking for ansexpression
of my opinion as to whether the city may
re-opeu the Craigflower road by passing a
by-law repealing the ° Craigflower Road
Closing By-law.

The by-law in question was passed by
the council on the 28th of December, 1892
{No. 184). It enacted that that part of the
Cralgflower, road . which runs through
block “N” in Victorila West should be
atopped up and closed to public trafiic:
by-law No. 808, which, I understand, is
the- one now under consideration, repeals
by-law No. 184. and the question is, does
that repeal by itself operate to re-open the
COraigflower road through that part of
block “N” referred to in by:law 1847

Under the provisicns of the Muniecipal
Act, the corporation may, by by-law, estab-
lish, open, repair and maintain roads and

. #treets within. the city. They do not by
virtue of this clause ‘become the owners
in fee in ‘the land where the streets are
situate. . The city acquires a right in the
nature of an easement, and the statute
permits them to maintain for the public a
right of way over the lands which are oc-
cupled as streets, !

I think it is clear that such a right may
be extinguished either by a formal release
©Or by an aet which shows an intention to
sbandon. Whether such abandonment has
taken place at any time is ja question pf
fact to be determined by all the circum- '
stances of the case in which ft arises. In
this.instance the coungil have passed a by-
Jaw_ declaring that the road should be
closed. This is one of the most formal |
acts which the corporation comld perform |
outeide of an actual release, and is, I
41hink, coneclusive that it was their inten- |
tion to give up the power of maintaining
a right of way. over the premises for such
persons as wished to use it for a street, I
and is, in my opinion, an abandonment of
all the title which the city ever possessed. .
It would not be competent afterwards for

by-law to resumes the right which had |
thus become extinguished. If the property
is to be again established as a street, I
fhink the iCorporation are bound to take
the 'same steps which would have been
pecessary if it had not been occupled as
A street prior to the passage of by-law No.

~§ have also this day recetved a letter
from the Mayor asking me to include in
my opinfon my views as to whom the title
4n the disputed 'portion of the Craigflower
road is now vested.

I have examined the origiral deed of
this property from the Hudson Bay Com-
§any to Mr. Russell. The deed reserves
5.5 acres for road allowance in such por-
tions as the officers of the company may
select. The plan attached tq the deed also
#£hows the Craigflower road running across
the property. The deed does not, in terms,
reserve this particular piece of land, but
makes & eonveyance of all the land nvithin
the boundaries. surrounding it, excepting
the five acres. There is; therefore, an
ambiguity in the ¢onveyance itself: but
1 should think it would be held that the
portion shown as being occupied by a
road would be a part at least of the 5.5
acres referred to in the exception. The
Hudson Bay Company subsequently re-con-
veyed all their unsold land to the govern-
ment, and if it should be held that the
road was contained in the original reger-
