London, Dee. 23.—The British govern­
ment is watching with considerable 
anxiety the progress of the dispute be­
tween the Chilian and Argentine Re­
publics.

A representative of the Associated 
Press was informed to-day that neither 
side has yet approached the British for­
eign office. If both Chili and Argentina 
request Great Britain to arbitrate the 
matters in dispute between them, Lord 
Lansdowne, the foreign secretary, would 
promptly acquiesce.

The statement, however, of Dr. Al- 
corta, the Argentina minister of foieign 
affairs, that Argentina has referred the 
matter to the arbitration of the British 
government under the agreement of 
1896, appears to be inaccurate, for the 
foreign office says th» present conten­
tion is quite beyond the powers of that 
commission.

Then heigh-ho, the holly, this life Is most 
sang the Bard of Avon, and as holly is 
associated with Christmas, we, most of 
us, in our heart of hearts, re-echo his 
sentiments: anyway the last line.

Christmas is such an old and uni­
versal festival, too, that even those who 
do not look at it in the higher sense, 
but regard ft as Scrooge did, as “a time 
for paying "bills without money; a time 
for finding yourself a year older, and 
not an hour richer,” might show it a 
little outward respect on the score of 
its antiquity.

There will be a iiVENEZUELA MUST YIELD
TO GERMAN DEMANDS

Conciliatory Negotiations Have Been Re­
newed Between Argentina and Chili 

—Fighting in Venezuela.
a

Berlin, Dec. 24.—The announcement 
that Germany has sent an ultimatum to 
Venezuela has been conspicuously print­
ed in the press here. Those newspapers 
maintaining the closest relations with 
the government affirm the newrs is pre­
mature.

While an ultimatum has not yet been 
delivered to Venezuela, they say, this 
step will soon be taken unless Venezuela 
yields to what are deemed here the 
reasonable demands of Germany.

The leading ultramontaine organ, the 
Cologne Volks Zeitung, in an extensive 
article on Germany's attitude towrard 
the Monroe doctrine, asserts that the 
assurance of Dr. von Holleben, the Ger­
man ambassabor to the United States, 
with regard to the Venezuela matter, in­
dicates Germany’s recognition of the Mon­
roe doctrine in a more absolute manner 
than has heretofore been done. This 
paper says Germany alludes to the ex­
pression of the late Prince Bismarck, 
that the Monroe doctrine was a ‘‘Piece 
of Impudence.” This. utterance of the 
German statesman, which is doubtless 
authentic, has just been published for 
the first time by the Hamburg-Nachrich- 
ten, Bismarck’s household organ. Never­
theless the Cologn^ Volks Zeitung ad­
mits that ‘‘The impudence of the United 
States is succeeding "brilliantly, and that 
Europe is already accustoming itself to 
the idea of tutelage of the United States 
in South America.”

Chili and Argentina.

Buenos Ayres, Dec. - 24.—Senor Al- 
corta, Argentina minister of foreign af­
fairs, has sent a telegraphic communi­
cation to Florencia Dominguez, the min­
ister of Argentina, to Great Britain, in 
which h© informs the latter of the re- 
rewal of conciliatory negotiations be­
tween Argentina and Chili. This step 
was taken in order that Senor Domin­
guez may officially inform the arbitra­
tion committee and other persons inter­
ested in the matter ef new developments 
in the situation. Documents putting an 
end to the present state of affairs will 
probably be signed by representatives of 
Argentina and Chili at Santiago de Chili 
at once.

On the request of the Chilian adminis­
tration the Argentina government has 
telegraphed Senor Porta*, mirHter of 
that country to Chili, to re-enter upon 
regotiations with Senor Yanez, the 
Chilian minister of foreign affairs, and 
has authorized the representatives to 
sign the documents terminating the pres­
ent situation.

CalisthenicsFavors Arbitration.
Washington, Dec. 22.—Information 

was received here to-day by Senor Gar­
cia Merou, the minister from thg Argen­
tine Republic, that hie government had 
decided to suspend negotiations with 
Chiii in regard to toe disputes existing 
between them and to refer the whole 
matter to the arbitration of "the King 
of England for settlement.

This news was received in a dispatch 
from Mr. Alcorta, the minister of for­
eign affairs of the Argentine Republic, 
as follows: “I communicate to Your Ex­
cellency the fact that all efforts to reach 
an arrangement in the diplomatic rela­
tions presented before the Chilian gov­
ernment since the beginning of the pre­
sent year having proved useless, and 
after having exhausted all the formula 
of an honorable solution to both govern­
ments. we have resolved to suspend all 
negotiations with Chili and to refer the 
matter to His Britannic Majesty’s gov­
ernment, without altering the state of 
peace, which exists with the Republic 
of Chili.”

Chili’s New Cruiser.
London, Dec. 24.—A navigation party 

of Chilian officers, engineers and sailors 
have arrived at Newcastle-on-Tyne for 
the purpose of manning the warship re­
cently nurehased for Chili, and taking 
her to Chilian waters.

To the Editor:—A by-law to raise $100,000 
for sewerage purposes, defeated in October 
lest, is again produced, to be voted on by 
the ratepayers. Why the corporation now- 
ask the ratepayers to reconsider their veri 
diet of October il» not stated. However, 
the fact that the ri^ney, if raised, Is to be 
expended on a septic tank system of sew­
erage Is proof Of the blundering of the 
alderm&nic system Of civic government. For 
five years.prior to 1892 animated open dis­

ions cm the best system of ) sewerage 
$iice from time to time, 
of those days freely em­

ployed the ratepayers’ money to 
opinion of experts thereon, 
after ample deliberation, the present sys­
tem was Inaugurated a$ best suited to the 
requirements ' Of, $htifftfty. Then sewerage 
commissioners rfyçxe * appointed» and Ed.

In fact, 
they are at variance as to its essential 
features. One e^ért says “light and air 
are essential conditlofis of a septic tank”’ 
another says the mierobés thrive better in 
a dark pit. Out of the tanglement of opin­
ions true light may come, and will come, 
but should we expend money on an experi- 
mentï The theory we ratepayers are but- 
tonholed on now is that we are to encour­
age the breeding of microbes; that 
greedy little gormendlsers will devour all 
effete matter, and then “turn Turk” on 
themselves. This theory is moonshine. No 
animals in nature devour their own kind. 
Since In the wide Sphere of Nature, cogniz­
able to our senies, \Ve discover no such 
want of economy hi Nature, we may reason­
ably conclude that microbe life does not 
devour itself.

The Colonist sticks ;to its assertion 
that the Preihier saved the province 
$240,000 by refusing to consider pro­
posals for the construction of the V., V. 
& E. Like the Premier, its chief pro­
prietor, our contemporary still maintains 
that there was no intention of building 
the line through to the Coast. In their 
hearts Mackenzie & Mann were deter­
mined to complete merely 30 miles on 
either end* which they knew would pay 
ffcom the day of openingyaiid collect the 
subsidies therefor. It is well known 
that the Premier is a very discerning 
man, very diplomatic and quite astute. 
He perceived the“ little grime and he 
frnstrritéd it. It is true the company 
offered to bind thenjselves in such a 
manner that they could collect none of 
the $ubsidy until the whole line was 
completed and in operation, but Mr. 
Dunsmuir and some of his advisers are 
in the railway business themselves and 
they know how-these corporations man­
age to hoodwink the people. The offer 
to build the 60. miles, keep it in opera­
tion, and ask for no subvention until 
the Dominion government had given its 
share of assistance and the whole line 
was completed, would appear to people 
who are not familiar with the tricks of 
vile corporations and monopolies nn ex­
cellent thing for the province. But we 
must be protected against their wiles, 
and the Premier, with the valuable as­
sistance of the C.P.R., is just the man 
to do it. Look what these two disinter­
ested allies have done for Victoria and 
Vancouver Island already. Who can 
suspect what good things they may stick 
in our stockings during the coming 
year? The arguments against the ad­
mission of the Great Northern to Brit­
ish Columbia were all patriotic a few 
months ago. Jim Hill was aiming to 
control the great Canadian corporation 
and place his heel upon the neck of 
British Columbia. That was too child­
ish an appeal to hear close scrutiny. It 
did very well for the heat of 
paign, but something more reasonable 
has to be found now.

THE RACE TO THE POIÆS.

-, Dr- Nansen had an -interesting article 
in a recent number of the Pall Mall 
Magazine, on “The Race to- the Poles.” 
Here is his summing-up of the, problems 
which are directly in feont of the Arctic 
explorer, of the. present century :

“What now remains to be discovered, 
end what must be the goal of the Arc­
tic investigations of the coming century ? 
In the first place, we want to acquaint 
ourselves with the as yet unknown area, 
by no means an inconsiderable expanse, 
from the sea north of Behring Strait 
and the coast of Alaska, right over to 
the northern coasts of Greenland and 
Orinhell Land. We want to know whe­
ther this expanse is one continuous sea, 
or whether there is land in it, and, if so. 
what may be its form and extent. But 
of still greater importance, perhaps, is 
a complete and searching investigation 
of the physical conditions of the Arctic 
regions, and more particularly of the 
North Polar Sea. We must endeavor 

obtain the most accurate observa­
tions, extending over months and years, 
under the extreme conditions that there 
present themselves. We warft to study 
the variations of atmospheric tempera­
ture. of the winds of precipitation. We 
must have a thorough knowledge of the

THE ENEBGV IN COAL.

: Ai,writer In Caseiaifs Magazine pro- 
sçnts a qew series of calculatiotia show­
ing tÿè amount of energy fepresented 
in the coal output ®f the world; This is 
a favorite field for mathematical recrea­
tion, but it possesses perennial interest» 
and each writer who discusses it 'seèms 
to fipd a new way of pteseptlng the 
facts.

The total quantity of cpal taken' lil 
any given yèar from the hunes qf, the 
Whole world cannot be“ very accurately 
ascertained, but from the best available 
information it may be assumed to have 
been about 700,000,000 tons of 2,000 
pounds each for the .year 1900, the last 
of the nineteenth century. Assuming 
that the combustion of one pound of 
coni produces available energy equal to 
the work of one horse for one hour, and 
that a horse power is equal to the pow­
er of seven men. it is found that, this 
represents in energy the equivalent of 
9.800,001>,000,000 hoars of work for one 
man, and allowing ten hours to each day 
and 300 working days to the year, this 
is found to be equal to the work of 
3,000,000,000 men during one year.

This is about doublé «the entire 
illation of the globe, and it follows that 
the utilization of the energy of combus­
tion is equivalent to an increase of the 
working capacity of this population to 
the extent of an addition of two able- 
bodied men for every man. woman, and 
child; and practically it amounts to 
much more than this, for these addi­
tional 3,000,000,000 stalwart laborers 
make no demands upon the food pro­
ducts of the world; they need no cloth­
ing. no matter what the zone of their 
employment, and in faithfulness, loyalty, 
general docility and efise of management 
they are beyond compare.

For years the creek 
has been worked "without a claim being 
recorded at all. the discoverers depend­
ing for their protection on their opera­
tions being unknown. And unknown 
ih.ey have remained until now that the 
biggest stampede in the country has ef- 
fectnally dissipated all secrecy and left 
the Swedes without even a habitation.

“Said one of the stnmpeders to a re­
porter: ‘We found towards the head of 
the crenk 1.000 feet of flume, and piles 
of ready sawn lumber, showing that 
some one was intending to do more work 
next summer. We found three cabins 
with their owners gone. That the cab­
ins were not deserted was apparent from 
the grub and other supplies we found 
there. We found dump after dump that 
had been washed, the ground being shal­
low and particularly suitable for sum- 

rs- mer work. Those who seem to know 
Worlock. more about the case than the bulk of 

the stamneders say that the Swedes 
feeling absolutely secure ii, the wilder­
ness of the head waters of these un­
known streams, had neglected to record 
that, they might preserve the creek for 
their friends, and that they all went 
outside to get them. At snv rate we 
found neither stakes nor people, and 
no discovery claim has been reeorded 
there, we had to start in and make one 
frr ourselves. Then we staked one 
after another, leaving not an inch of th" 
ground for the Swedes when they shall 
return. Yon see it is impossible to lenvn 
the ground open for anyone that is not 
there.

I would respectfully suggest that, by 
way of getting the verdict of the ratepay­
ers, a by-law be submitted to them author­
izing an extra sum of $25,000 for the pur­
pose of securing a stone bridge across the 
Arm at Point Ellice. If this should be de­
feated, you have the vote for the steel 
bridge and could proceed accordingly; but 
I would suggest, with every deference, that 
no further steps be taken In the * matter 
until the question is decided by the rate­
payers themselves.
