Canadian Northern Freight Train

Delay of the Porte in Paying Indemnity

wrecked to-day near Roblin, 20 miles 
west of Grandview.

Constantinople, Sept. 26.—A collective 
note from the six powers has been handed 
to the Porte declaring that their decision 
to resume international control of the 
finances of Macedonia is unalterable. 
The note informs the Ottoman govern­
ment that the foreign delegates appoint­
ed ns controllers will arrive at Salonica 
on October 1st, and requests that the 
necessary instructions be sent to the 
provincial authorities so that the dele­
gates may enter on their functions with­
out delay.

There is increasing friction between 
the British ambassador and the Porfe in 
consequence of the delay in the payment 
of indemnity to the owners of British 
scows attacked by Arab pirates in the 
Red Sea.

The embassy’s latest note pointed out 
that unless the matter was satisfactorily 
settled soon the incident would assume 
a graver aspect.

Washington, D.C., Sept. 26.—The Post 
to-day says: “The Chinese government 
a week or more ago made a formal pro­
test to the Russian and Japanese gov­
ernments concerning txvo of the con­
ditions set forth in the treaty of peace 
signed at Portsmouth. China objects to 
two things, first, the length of time al­
lowed for the evacuation of Manchuria, 
and second, the provisions made for an 
armed guard for the railroad line owned 
by Russia and Japan in Manchuria.

China believes that nine months is en­
tirely sufficient time within which Japan 
and Russia shall evacuate Manchuria, 
instead of eighteen months provided ih 
the peace treaty.

The provision made for guarding the 
railroad lines, the Chinese contend, con­
templates an armed force of probably 
18,000 men in Chinese territory. The 
Chinese government remarks --that the 
maintenance of the guard in Manchuria 
of such size is a menace, and it does not 
propose to agree to such a plan.

WILL PRESS FOR REFORMS.
SURGEON’S SUICIDE

Resolution Adopted by Delegates of 
Zemstoves and Municipalities 

of Russia.
Shot Himself With Revolver at United 

States Army Post at Fort 
McPherson.■linn DU El 

MU *
Moscow, Sept. 25.—The congress of 

representatives of the Zemstovos and 
municipalities in the interior of Russia, 
And of the Polish Lithuanian provinces 
began to-day at the residence of Prince 
Toherlmtoff under the presidency of 
Count Heyd'en- one of the marshals of 
the nobility, who presented the petition 
drawn up by the last all-Rnssian zem- 
Btvo e congress to the Emperor. A rep­
resentative of General Durnovo, gover­
nor-general of Moscow was present with’ 
instruction to stop the meeting if the 
conditions under which the delegates 
were permitted to assemble should be 
violated. These conditions provided that 
tlie sittings should not be public, that 
the president should not allow any de- 
pa nitre from the subjects mentioned in 
the programme, and that the speakers 
should not be permitted to say anything 
that might cause excitement. Representa­
tives of t-he press, however, were allow- 
ri to attend, but the accounts in the 
Russian papers will be censored;

The congress discussed' a resolution 
tolling for the organization of a general 
aemtivo bureau and1 declaring that the 
reprekentatlves of the zemstvos in the 
cities should participate actively in the 
goeudarstvennaia douma (the lower 
bow* of the national assembly) organiz­
ing therein a united majority for the 
protection of their own interests and for 
the furtherance of their w*ork in the 
cause of liberty.

As soon as possible after a lengthy 
debate the following resolution was ad­
opted: "The zemstvo and municipal con­
gress considers that the national douma 
"'ill not give national representation in 
the true sense. Having in view, however, 
that the electorate assemblies, uniting a 
great part of the social forces of the 
empire may serve as rallying pointe for 
the general movement looking to the at­
tainment of political freedom, this cofi- 
gr-ss recognizee the necessity for those 
Russian citizens who are united on the 
Political programme formulated by the 
zemstvo congress to seek to enter the 
douma in the largest numbers passible 
fur the purpose of forming the united 
gr-up with the object of obtaining guar- 
Acti-es of personal liberty andi equality.”

Godfrey, commander of the Ninth United 
States cavalry, stationed at Fort Rlléÿ, 
and Capt. Godfrey Was 35 years old, and 
a graduate of West Point. He caibe to 
Fort McPherson from Washington three 
months ago. He is survived by ills wife 
and small son. The cause of the deed is 
not known, but is attributed by his bro­
ther officers at the post to temporary 
mental aberration.

Six Feet of Water in Hold.Ottawa, Sept. 26.—The Canadian Pa­
cifie railway has protested to the Can­
adian government that inland freight in 
Canada would be included in calculating 
the rate of duty on goods destined for 
Australia. As this seriously hampers and 
restricts Canadian trade with Australia, 
via Vancouver, and ^trikes a blow at the 
Canadian-Australian steamship line, 
which is subsidized by both governments, 
the Canadian government has taken the 
matter up with Australia.

Invited to Lecture.
The Ottawa board of trade is inviting 

J. S. Large, Canada’s commercial agent 
in Australia, to deliver an address on 
trade between Canada and Australia.

Horses Wanted.
The high commissioner in South Af­

rica cables that five hundred horses wilt 
be wanted for the South African con­
stabulary between now and February. 
The horses hare to be landed at Durban, 
where a selection will be made not later 
than fifteen days after disembarkation. 
The horses are to be three-quarter* bred 
and the constabulary must have the right 
of rejecting all or atiy part of the con­
signment. It Is not likely there will be 
many tenders "from Canada under such 
circumstances.

Ottawa, Sept. 26.—Writing to the 
London Standard1, Hori. G. E. Fostec is 
of the opinion that reciprocity with the 
United- States is not desirable for Can­
ada. After tracing the hiktoTy of tbe re­
ciprocity movement Mr. Foster proceeds:

“From the experience of the last" forty 
years we have in Canada arrived at 
pretty well established convictions, first, 
that it has been and. is a wasted effort 
to seek for fair and candid trade treat­
ment by the United States; second, that 
under changed conditions . we are wiser 
to develop our trade along other inde­
pendent lines. The United States has 
systematically and untnctfully wounded 
our susceptibilities and amour propre. 
There has been a constant prominent 
intimation that there was no room for 
an independent British colony on the 
North American- continent, that onr des­
tiny was to fall ultimately as a ripe 
apple into the lap of Uncle Sam, and 
that if we really desired her trade ad­
vantage* we had better cotne under her 
roof."

ing eight articles and a preamble.
The preamble reads: The govern­

ments of Great Britain and Japan, being 
desirous of replacing the agreement con­
cluded between them January 30th, 1902, 
by fresh stipulations, have agreed upon 
the following articles, which have for 
their object—

(a) Consolidation and the maintenance 
of general peace in the regions of East­
ern Asia and India.

(b) The preservation of the common 
interests of all the powers in China by 
ensuring the independence and integrity 
of the Chinese empire and the principle 
of equal opportunities for' the commerce 
and industry of all nations in China.

(c) The maintenance Of the territorial 
rights of the high contracting parties in 
the regions of Eastern Asia and of 
India, and the defence of their special 
interests in the said regions.

The text of the treaty follows: '
Article I. It is agreed that whenever, 

in the opinion either of Great Britain 
or Japan, any of the rights and interests 
referred to in the preamble to this 
agreement are in jeopardy, thé two gov­
ernments will communicate with one an­
other fully and frankly, and will consider 
in common the measures which should be 
taken to safeguard those menaced rights 
or interests.

Articlerll. Should either of the high 
contracting parties be involved in war 
in defence of its territorial rights or 
special interests, the other party will at 
once come to the assistance of its ally 
and both parties will conduct a war in 
common and make peace in mutual 
agreement with any power or powers 
involved in such war.

'Article III. Japan possessing para­
mount political, military and economic 
interests in Korea, Great Britain recog­
nizes Japan’s right to take such meas­
ures for the guidance, control and pro­
tection of Korea as she may deem prop­
er and necessary to safeguard and ad­
vance those interests, providing the meas­
ures so taken are not contrary to the 
principle of equal opportunities for the 
commerce and Industry of all nations.

Article IV. Great Britain, having a 
special interest in all that concerns the 
security of the Indian frontier, Japan 
recognizes her right to take such meas­
ures in the proximity of that frontier 
as she may find necessary for the safe­
guarding of her Indian possessions.

Article V. The high contracting par­
ties agree that neither will, without con­
sulting the other, eiter into a separate 
arrangement with another power to the 
prejudice of the objects described in the 
preamble.

Article VI. As regards the present 
war between Japan and Russia, Great 
Britain will continue to iriaintain strict 
neutrality unless some other power or 
powers join in hostilities against Japan, 
in which case Great Britain will come 
to the assistance of Japan, will conduct 
war in common and will make peace in 
mutual agreement with Japan.

Article VII. The conditions under 
which armed assistance shall be afford-, 
ed by either power to the other in the 
circumstances mentioned in the present 
agreement, and the means by which such 
assistance shall be made available, will 
be arranged by the naval and military 
authorities of the contracting parties, 
who will from time to time consult one 
another fully and freely on all questions 
of mutual interests.

“The general board’s idea is that as 
soon as several of (he cruisers now Under 
construction are completed they should 
be sent to the west coast of the United 
States. The fulfillment of this plan, 
however, necessarily admits the comple­
tion of a number of vessels, for the ad­
ministration is unwilling to reduce the 
squadrons in the North Atlantic or in the 
Orient.

Hongkong, Sept. 27.—The British 
China squadron, commanded by Vice- 
Admiral Sir Gerard Noel, which is visit­
ing Dalny, will proceed on October 2nd 
to the principal ports of Japan. The 
squadron consists of six cruisers and 
two division* of torpedo boats.

The New Treaty.
Paris, Sept. 27,"—The Anglo-Japanese 

treaty is widely commented upon to-day. 
The official view is that the treaty is 
conformable to French interest*. It is 
pointed ont particularly that France 
does not seek "territorial expansion, in 
Asia, and thdrtfdre the status quo pro­
visions of the treaty will carry out 
French policies. The officials are equally 
hopeful that the treaty will prove satis­
factory to Russia, but there appears to 
remain some doubt as to Russia’s com-

“An official of the navy department 
thus describes what he calls the needs 
of the navy on the Pacific coast: ‘The 
Pacific squadron, when fully Organized, 
should be composed of two divisions. 
This squadron, according to the com­
prehensive plan of distribution which has 
been devised, will always be what is 
known as a cruiser squadron, and each 
division should consist of four or five 
vessels. Rear-Admiral Taylor, in his 
annual report as chief of' the bureau of 
navigation, recommended that one divis­
ion consist of four cruisers and the other 
of five. There would oIro be minor ves­
sels, such,as tor 
ers, and, of cour.,.., ..... ..sse.ry colliers and 
auxiliary ships. Five of the cruisers 
should be of the improved Olympia type, 
Admiral Taylor recommended, and they 
should be of large size. Four cruisers 
should be for fast cruising in scout 
duty.'

“The new cruiser Charleston has been 
ordered to the Pacific coast but beyond 
this addition to the Pacific squadron no 
enlargement of the forces on. the coast is 
expected at present. Eventually the 
general board’s plan will undoubtedly be 
carried out, and it is not too much to 
say that it will probably be within the 
next tw‘o years. There may even be a 
substantial increase in the Pacific squad­
ron as early as the fall of 1906.

“It is proposed to give the two divis­
ions of the new squadron, practice in 
cruising, as far north as Behring sea and 
as far south as the Straits of Magellan, 
and to have interchanges made with the 
South Atlantic squadron at, the extreme 
southern end of South America, and 
with the Asiatic fleet' at Honolulu.

“The general board favors generous 
cruising, in order to give the vessels of 
the several squadrons a ‘habit of mobil­
ity’ this consideration being placed above 
that of familiarity with any particular 
part of the station,”

POLAR EXPLORATION.

Proposal to Place Expedition Under 
Control of International Body.

Mens, Belgium, Sept. 26.—The Inter­
national Congress of Economic Expan­
sion at its session here discussed a plan 
for placing polar exploration under in­
ternational direction.

A motiqp to this effect was signed by 
the Duke of Abfuzzi, the Duke of Or­
leans, Dr. Charcot, the French Antarctic 
explorer; Lieut. Çerlache, the Belgian 
Antarctic explorer; Dr. Nordenskjoid. 
the Swedish Arctic explorer, and many 
other explorers.

The signers are certain of the co-opera­
tion of Commander Perry and Dr. Nan­
sen, and practically all the Arctic ex­
plorers. Dr. Nord,enskjold, Lieut. Shack- 
elton, of the British navy, the Antarctic 
explorer, and W. S. Bruce, were declared 
ready to take part’ in an international ex­
pedition.

A motion was adopted approving the 
plan for international direction of polar 
expeditions and asking Belgium to take 
the initiative in inviting other nations.

The congress also considered a proposi­
tion for the creation of an international 
ethnolo-geographic bureau, for the pur­
pose of assembling the information gath­
ered by ali scientific missions. Frederick 
J. V. Smiff, of Chicago, was among the 
supporters of the proposal, which was 
adopted, and a committee was appointed 
to organize it.

Article VIII. The present agreement

burg, Sir Charles Hardinge, with the re­
quest that the treaty be communicated 
to the Russian government. This dis­
patch is explanatory of the delay in 
publishing the treaty, due to the prog­
ress of negotiations looking to peace be­
tween Russia and Japan,

In it Lord Lansdowne says: “The 
Russian government will, I trust, recog­
nize that this new agreement is a inter­
national instrument to • which no excep­
tion can be taken by any of the powers 
interested in the affairs of the Far 
East.”

Continuing, Lord Lansdowne says: 
“Great Britain, I believe, may count on 
the good will and support of all the 
powers in endeavoring to maintain peace 
in the Orient and in seeking to uphold 
the dignity of the Chinese empire and 
II e principal of equal opportunities for 
the military and economic interests in 
that empire. On the other hand the in­
terests of the contracting parties are of 
a kind upon which they are fully entitled 
to insist, and the announcement that 
those interests must be safeguarded and 
t re which can create no surprise and 
need give rise to no misgivings.”

CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETY
DIRECTORS ON TOUR

Officials From Glasgow Will Visit Various 
Parts of Canada and United 

States.

(Associated Press.)
New York, Sept. 27.—The Journal of 

Commerce says:
“Two visitors from the other side in 

New York this week are Director T. 
McNab and Commercial Manager W. 
F. Stewart, of the Scottish Co-Operative 
Wholesale Society, Ltd., I whose head 
offices are in Glasgow. These gentlemen 
are the representatives of industry, 
which last year placed upon the market 
goods to the value of £608,081,272, and 
which gives constant employment to 
7,000 persons. They are here primarily 
to look into the grain situation, and for 
the time being are the guests of John 
Gladden, the society’s American buyer 
and general representative. Later they 
will visit" all the large grain producing 
centres m the United States and Canada, 
returning to their homes in Scotland 
about December 1st.

“Discussing the purposes of his visit 
yesterday, Mr. Stewart said: ‘We are 
here to seek additional knowledge in re­
gard to the production and shipping of 
grain in the United States and Canada. 
The society is the owner of three flour 
mills with a weekly production of 10,500 
sacks of 280 pounds each and as 95 per 
cent, of the grain consumed is foreign, 
it behooves us to keep in close touch with 
all markets.’

“During his stay here Mr. Stewart has 
talked with business men of all classes 
and also with workingmen, and already 
has arrived' at the definite conclusion 
that the co-operative idea, as it is known 
in the United’ Kingdom, Holland and 
Belgium could not be worked out here 
with any degree of success. The coun­
try is too big in the first place, and be­
sides there are too many discordant ele­
ments in the various communities, large 
and small, but in Scotland the case is 
different, and the co-operative idea is 
spreading like wildfire. Already it 
amounts to trade revolution. It is an 
absolute guarantee against trusts or com­
bination control of prices such as often 
is the case in the United States accord­
ing to his information.

“Mr. Stewart and Mr. McNab are 
both firm believers in the co-operative 
idea, and are very willing to talk of tbe 
success achieved by the Scottish society. 
It commenced business in 1868, and is a 
federation of the retail co-operative socie­
ties of Scotland.” .

BOMB OUTRAGE AT PEKIN.

Prince Tsai Tohe and vv'u TSng Fang 
Injured—Four Minor Official* 

Killed.

Pekin, Sept. 25.—At the Pekin rail­
way station yesterday, as the train car­
rying one of the four missions ordered 
abroad to study foreign political methods, 
was leaving, a bomb exploded inside a 
private car, killing four minor officials 
and wounding more than twenty other 
persons.

The wounded include Prince Tsai 
Tohe, who is the head of the most im­
portant of the missions, and Wu Ting 
Fang, former minister to the United 
States, both of whom received slight in­
juries. The perpetrator of the outrage, 
who was in the car, was blown to pieces.

The affair has created a profound sen­
sation and causes apprehension regard­
ing the safety of members of the court 
and leading officials of the government. 
The government officers and railways 
are now strongly guarded.

The edict appinting the missions men­
tioned in the foregoing dispatch was is­
sued July 16th. A dispatch from’ Pekin 
August 29th says the missions were 
pointed to study foreign systems of gov­
ernment, because the dowager empress 
intended to issue a decree at the New 
Year for the establishment of a parlia­
ment twelve years hence.

ON WAY TO RUSSIA

Meeting Said to Have Been Arranged 
For Purpose of Di :ussing the 

“Yellow Peril.”

New York, Sept. 27—While the visit 
of M. Witte to the German Emperor is 
stated to be in connection with the com­
ing peace conference at The Hague, the 
real object of the Russian statesman’s 
interview with Prince Von. Buelow, 
Baron Richthofen and Emperor William, 
is to arrange, declares a Herald dispatch 
from Berlin, somthing to stem the danger 
Of the “yellow peril" in the Far East.

According to a Times dispatch from 
Berlin, the Tageblatt to-day asserts that 
the purpose of the recent visit of the Jap­
anese minister to Chancellor Von Bue­
low was to request an explanation of 
Emperor William’s reported remarks re­
garding the “yellow peril” to the visiting 
American congressmen. It is stated that 
the Japanese minister went away satis­
fied.

Moroccan Affairs.
Berlin, Sept. 27.—The impressioq. in 

f the Paris newspapers that M.some o
Witte has endeavored to assist France 
in persuading Chancellor Von Buelow 
and Foreign Secretary Von Richthofen 
to accept Premier Rouvier’s Moroccan 
programme appears most unlikely, al­
though inquiries made on the subject 
have not resulted in obtaining definite 
official information as to what took place 
at M. Witte’s interviews with the chan­
cellor and foreign secretary. It was 
learned, however, that Russia’s policy 
at present tends to entire non-inter­
ference in French-German relations. 
France would naturally desire Russia’s 
support against German diplomacy, but 
Russia's view is that France and Ger­
many must settle their differences them­
selves.

CANADIAN TOBACCO.

Growers Desire Additional Protection— 
Agitation for Clear Field.

Toronto, Sept. 26.—At the convention 
of the Canadian Cigar Manufacturers’ 
Association here yesterday Harold Cftg- 
nler said if the barriers were thrown 
down and Canadian-grown tobacco given 
a clear field half of the leaf used in the 
manufacture of cigars in this country 
would be grown in the Dominion. He 
•aid the consumption of Canadian leaf 
and smoking and chewing tobacco had 
increased by three million pounds since 
1896, which he attributed to the duty of 
two cents per pound granted by the Do­
minion government. The clear field agi­
tation resulted from a movement among 
tobacco growers, who claim that with 
additional protection and removal of the 
distinguishing stamp they can control 
the home market. The majority of the 
manufacturers started the movement, 
and it is likely the tariff commission will 
be memorialized to this effect.

ABANDONED LAND.

Locators Apparently Frightened by 
Prosecution of Fraud Cases.

Portland, Ore., Sept. 27.—A dispatch 
to the Oregonian from Salem, Ore., says 
that as a result of the vigorous prosecu­
tions of land fraud cases Eh the state, 
about 20,000 acres of school land situat­
ed in the Blue Mountain’s forest reserve 
in Eastern Oregon has been abandoned 
by locators who forfeited in the neigh­
borhood of $10,000.

According to the correspondent, it is 
assumed that in most of these instances, 
the land had been located by dummies,” 
and that the persons who provided the 
money became frightened and quietly 
abandoned all the claims, at the same 
time making no effort to recover tho 
money invested.

“The beach is littered w’ith lumber, 
cans of salmon, empty cases, Worcester 
and other sauce bottles^ a lot of hard­
wood cleats with galvaniezd spikes in 
them (these might have come from fish 
tràps), part of a small raft, a triangle 
(looks as if it had been used for a sea 
anchor), and a boat’s water beaker (full). 
No marks whatever were found except 
one box, which is marked ‘chief steward.’ 
There are also somè empty rocekt boxes, 
packing cases, etc. All of this is east of 
Carmanah.

“On the west side there are a lot of 
boards which have been washed ashore.

“I enclose card with names: ‘E. M. 
Baker, Seattle, Wash.,’ and ‘C. H. Hat­
field, Olympia, Wash.,’ written on the 
back. This was found in a whisky flask 
and may possibly have been thrown over­
board by the two fellows after finishing 
the contents.” <. -

When shown thp above Wednesday, 
Capt. J. G. Cox, Lloyd’s agent in this 
city, said it was a pity that some more 
tangible evidence was not forthcoming 
of what the wreckage came from. It 
would seem as if the raft had not been 
hastily constructed, for it apepars to 
have been well equipped. The triangle, 
the captain explained, is something used 
for a sea drag. It is a wooden frame 
with canvas nailed to it in such a man­
ner as to catch the water. To the bot­
tom of the canvas a line is attached 
and when used, as it might have been 
in the case of the raft, it holds the lat­
ter headed up to the sea. The rocket 
box would also be needed on the raft, 
and that it has been found empty sug­
gests that athe victims, who it would ap­
pear perished on the raft, had used all 
in the fond hope of attracting the at­
tention of some passing vessel. • 
cleats with galvanized spikes, Capt. Cox 
says, might have been used on the raft.

He, however. * suggested, the govern­
ment giving a bonus on shipbuilding in 
British Columbia which wouM greatly 
assist the trade in lumber, as the ex­
porters were now dependent entirely as 
far as long timbers were concerned, on 
ships of American register, which de­
manded a premium.

WILL DESTROY STEAMER.

New York, Sept. 26.—A dispatch from 
Alexandria, Egypt, to the Herald says 
that intense excitement prevails at Port 
Said consequent on the decision to blow 
up the steamship Chatham, which sank 
in the Suez canal. That the town will 
be damaged to any extent is considered 
unlikely. The vessel is nearly twelve 
miles distant. Batteries for the ex­
plosion are already at Khartoum, which 
is fourteen miles distant from the ship. 
Among the preparations made by the 
authorities is to have 1,100 bags of sand 
ready for repairs and a large staff of 
workmen have been engaged as the fresh 
water canal has been diverted 222 
yards. Canal traffic ceases on Wednes­
day evening.

The 80 tons of dynamite on board the 
Chatham will be the greatest amount 
ever blown up at one explosion. Thirty 
tons of dynamite were exploded in 189.3 
on board a ship anchored at Santander, 
killing 000 people and injuring over 
2.000. Thursday’s explosion will be far 
bigger, but the canal runs through the 
open desert at the point in question and 
all necessary precautions have been 
taken.

NORWAY’S SOVEREIGNTY.

Paris, Sept. 27.—M. Levland, minister 
of the foreign office of Norway, to-day 
gave the Temps’ Christiana correspon­
dent an authorized statement. , He said 
Norway would take steps to secure an 
early recognition by the powers. ; This 
recognition will cover Norway’s inde­
pendent sovereignty without reference to 
the question of the government’s-status 
as a monarchy or a republic, which 
would be subsequently .determined.

AMERICAN’S SCRUPLES.

The principles of a Canadian who ap­
plied to a Seattle court for naturalization 
papers were subjected to a severe test 
last week. The name of the applicant 
who desired to conform to the require­
ments of good citizenship, provided he 
could do so without doing violence to his 
regard for the country of which he is a 
native and whose “institutions” evident­
ly still hold a strong place in his affec­
tions, was McKean. The judge who 
heard the application, was inquisitive, 
inquiring whether the appVcant would 
be willing to hear arms for the United 
States provided the republic were en­
gaged in a war with Great Britain. Be­
ing a man of peace as well as a man of 
principle, Mr. McKean said he would be 
very loath to point a gun in anger against 
the people of the land of his birth, and 
frankly admitted that in case of a mis­
understanding. without special regard to 
its cause or the rights of the contestants, 
his sympathies would be entirely with 
the British. We are of the opinion that 
there are very few who approach the tri­
bunal which confers naturalization in 
such a commendable from of mind. We 
have had no experience of the ordinary 
procedure in naturalization, courts. But 
we should judge that it js not the prac­
tice to inquire very closely into the na­
tional sentiments of applicants for the 
rights of citizenship. Why the Seattle 
judge was so searching in his probings 
in the instance in question we do not 
know. But he took the responsibility of 
refusing the request of Mr. McKean, 
advising him on account of his scrupulos­
ity to remain a Canadian and to look to 
the British to^protect him in his person 
and property. It occurs to us that many 
men of less desirable character than this 
loyal Canadian have been admitted with­
out cross-examination to citizenship in 
the United States. If Mr. McKean con­
tinues of the opinion that he ought to 
undertake all reasonable obligations to 
the state in which he has made his home 
and in which he is making a living, the 
probabilities are that he will be treated 
with greater consideration and tolerance 
by some other judge.

PART IN PEACE.

Norway and Sweden- have chosen, the - 
better part. They have decided- to dis­
solve partnership in a friendly spirit. A 
very few years ago the two nations 
would1 have fought the matter out with 
cannon apd rifles and- swords, slain a 
few thousands of the flower of their 
manhood, and eventually have reacheu 
an understanding less likely to he pro­
ductive of ' permanent results. The 
choice of enlightened- Scandinavia proves 
that the world is marching on-. It is 
said that the Norwegian people, except­
ing an insignificant minority, are firmly 
determined to set up a monarchy. This 
condition of mind will be considered by 
a great many people as not so creditable 
to the Norwegians as their devotion to 
the principles of peace. There is a class 
of advanced thinkers who hold that, hav­
ing discarded the entanglements of the 
past, and having decided to start from 
a new mark, the people of Norway 
would have shown- better judgment and 
prepared themselves for lasting peace 
and political tranquility if they had dis­
regarded the traditions which prevail in 
Europe and set np a form of government 
dependent In all its ramifications upon 
the popular will. Having set aside the 
claims—or the claims not being pressed— 
of the House of Bernadette, there was 
nothing at all, excepting possibly the 
sentiments of the representatives of the 
reigning dynasties of Europe, standing 
m the way of the institution of a repub­
lic. If the Norwegians, like the people 
of Great Britain, had become senti­
mentally and practically attached t'o a 
royal house whose heads were endowed 
with the wisdom and tact and1 attractive 
human qualities of our present King and, 
she who preceded him, their preference 
could have been excused by the critics. 
But, having a free hand, and being abso­
lutely untrammelled, for all the world 
knows, their conduct is not easily under­
stood. Time may reveal to the smaller 
section of the progressive Scandinavians 
the mistake they made. In the mean­
time let the world be thankful that Nor­
way and Sweden stand for peace in a 
situation which for a time was extreme­
ly critical and might have contained a 
menace to the satisfactory conditions 
prevalent in Europe.

COMMITTEE’S REPORT
MET WITH APPROVALPROVINCIAL FINANCES.

It is announced by the rehabilitated 
organ of the McBride government that 
the end of the financial year will leave 
another small surplus in the provincial 
treasurer. The Minister of Finance 
worked out a surplus last year, but he 
was practically the only man in the 
country that could do that. The balance 
sheet proved that the liabilities had been 
increased as a result of the year's opera­
tions, notwithstanding that the assets of 
the people, the land and the timber, had 
been disposed of with a more prodigal 
hand than ever before. Owing to the 
growing demand for lumber consequent 
upon the exhaustion of the supplies in 
Eastern Canada and the United States, 
our timber areas are rapidly becoming 
of great value, a fact of which a business 
administration should take the fullest ad­
vantage while conserving the . natural 
wealth of the country against the day 
when such resources will be of greater 
value still. With such vast additions as 
have been made to the general taxation 
of the province by the present govern­
ment and the growing revenue from the 
other sources represented by the prov­
ince's natural wealth, the treasury ought 
to be well filled. But if the estimated 
surplus for the coming year be of no 
more substantial character than the pa­
per surplus of last year, neither the gov­
ernment nor the overburdened taxpayers 
will b6 in a position to receive congratu­
lations.

SIGNIFICANCE OF TREATY.

The new British treaty with Japan is 
not a verbose docqmqnt, and yet it seems 
to provide for every possible contingency 
in the East. The expired instrument 
provided that if either Great Britain or 
Japan, in defence of their respective in­
terests, should become involved in war 
with another power, the other high con­
tracting party would maintain a strict 
neutrality and use its efforts to prevent 
other powers from joining in hostilities 
against its ally. If in the above event any 
other power or powers should join in 
hostilities against that ally, the other 
high contracting party would come to 
its assistance, would conduct file war in 
common, and make peace in mutual 
agreement with it. Article 2 of the new 
treaty of alliance provides that should 
either of the high contracting parties be 
involved in war in defence of its terri­
torial rights or special interests, the 
other party will it once come to the as­
sistance of its ally, and both parties will 
conduct the war in common and make 
peace in mutual agreement with any 
power or powers involved in such war. 
The above contains in brief the essential 
features of difference between the two 
treaties. If a crisis should arise in the 
affairs of the two powers and either 
should become involved in war, a good 
deal would of course depend upon the 
interpretation placed on the words 
“special interests.” If the terms of the 
old instrument had been identical with 
the phraseology of the new, immediately 
on the outbreak of thq, late war with Rus­
sia Great Britain would automatically 
have become a participant in the hostili­
ties, instead of merely remaining a buffer 
to prevent other powers from lending 
moral or material assistance to the Rus­
sians. There are othet important fea­
tures in the treaty, such as the provision 
for the combined defence of India against 
the aggressions of possible foes in the fu­
ture, but the close alliance Of the great 
naval powers of the Orient and the Oc­
cident is the great outstanding fact.

Great Britain in Gibraltar possesses 
the key to the Mediterranean. Great 
Britain in Singapore holds the key to 
the China Sea (the great highway of 
Asiatic commerce) on the south. Japan 
holds a strong strategic position on the 
north of the same important body of 
water. The United States through pos­
session of the Philippine Islands is also 
in a commanding position on the east. 
So it may be said that for the present 
the political and commercial status of 
the portion of Asia in which great de­
velopments are expected is in the hands 
of the dominating powers of Europe, 
America and Asia.

Gentlemen :—The Victoria, British Colum­
bia, Board of Trade respectfully present the

Th-at t’he ocean coast Of Vancouver Island, 
Including Victoria on the south and Quat­
sino Sound on the north, for the reasons 
hereinafter given, presents certain advan­
tages In connection with the commerce qf 
Canada, which ought to form the subject of 
a thorough investigation.

On this coast the harbors, which can be 
utilized in connection with ocean-borne 
commerce, are:

Victoria.—This harbor consists of two 
parts, the Inner harbor and the outer har­
bor. The inner harbor is perfectly land­
locked, but requires to be deepened before 
It can be extensively utilized in connection 
with ocean-borne traffic. „ By the outer har­
bor is meant the water area bounded on the 
west by Macaulay Point and on the east 
by Holland Point.

MERELY EMPTY WORDS.

There is a great cry going up from 
Europe in favor of laying the founda­
tions of a lasting peace between the 
nations. The Czar of Russia had jukt 
issued a call for a peace conference when 
the war with Japan broke out.
Grand Dukes did not deliberately pro­
voke the Japanese "into the act of taking 
up arms. They looked upon a challenge 
from Japan as one/f the things not to 
be thought of for a moment. Acting 
upon that assumption, they thought they 
Could pursue their designs upon Man­
churia, and eventually upon Korea, with 
impunity. Their eyes have been opened 
with a rude Oriental hand. But the 
facts of the case of Russia and Japan 
do not warrant the conclusion that the 
war lords of Europe are not sincere in 
their professions of a desire for the per­
manent peace of the world. They mean 
well, and they would act up to the sum­
mit of their humanitarian aspirati 
if things did not turn up to interfere 
with their plans. The weaknesses 'of 
their position are always exposed, how­
ever, when obstacles arise in the path 
of the ambitions they cherish for their 
respective countries. There is little 
doubt that the Russians thought human­
ity would be benefited if they were given 
all the latitude they desired in Asia.
Their ostensible aim was to shed the 
light of their religion into the dark 
places of heathendom and to bestow 
the political freedom which has accom­
plished so much for Russia upon the 
Asiatics. They argued that the per­
petuation of present conditions, a sine 
qua non of Japanese dominance, was not 
desirable from the point of view of all 
who love light rather than darkness.
There would naturally have accrued to

In 1877, Sir Sandford Fleming said; “An ' 
unbroken line of railway from the railways !

The Hungarians are to the Austrian 
Emperor what the Poles and the Fin­
landers are to the Russian Czar, with 
the difference that the agitations of the 
Huns are conducted constitutionally, 
while the Poles and Fins, being denied 
the right to meet and dismiss thèir griev­
ances, rèsort to violent measures as a 
means of compelling attention to the fact 
of their political disabilities. It has long 
been surmised that German influences 
were responsible to a certain extent for 
the dissatisfaction of the Hungarians with 
their position within the empire. In con­

firmation of this suspicion a leaflet has 
been published and issued in - Berlin 
which will not bring comfort to the rep­
resentatives of the reigning house of 
Austria. The title of this work is, “The 
Hungarian Crisis and the Hoheuzol- 
lerns.” The anonymous author argues 
that Hungary can never be a really 
flourishing and independent state until 

she has shaken off the Hapsburgs and 
installed $. Hohenzollern prince as King 
of Hungary in their place. To the Ger­
man wmperor, he says, would fall the 
task of saving the German-Âustrians 
from being overwhelmed by the Slav 
races. The latter, he adds, would not be 
influenced by sentimental consideration 
for the Emperor Joseph, but would ex­
tend the Hohenzollern domain from 
Hamburg to Triestè and Istria. Hun­
gary, like Roumania, tinder an indepen­
dent Hohenzollern prince, would also 
stand as a bulwark against Slav 
croaehment in southeastern Europe, and 
would have the noble mission of annex­
ing Macedonia as far as Salonica. The

good anchorage for a distance of three miles 
anywhere within three-quarters of a mile 
from the shore.

The approach to Victoria and Esquimalt 
from the ocean Is by way of the Strait of 
Juan de Fuca. This Strait has the very 
great advantage resulting from the fact that 
soundings can be obtained at a distance of 
30 miles out at sea from its entrance. 
Through the centre of the Strait there is 
a deep water zone, running east and west, 
having 100 fathoms and upwards of water. 
This continues until the Race Rocks are 
passed, where vessels turn northward to 
reach Victoria or Esquimalt. Beyond this 
point the depth decreases to 60 and. 70 
fathoms. The water shoals rapidly on 
either s'de of t-he deep water zone. It Is 
sa’d that on no other part of the Pacific 
Coast of North America are conditions of 
this kind so favorable to navigation to be 
found.

Barkley Sound.—This is an extensive arm 
of the sea 30 miles west of the entrance to 
the Strait of Juan de Fuca. It has several 
arms, the principal being Albernl Canal, 
which extends inland 23 miles, 
islands lie at the entrance to the Sound, the 
principal passage between them being what 
is called the Middle Channel, three miks 
wide in the narrowest part, with from 30 to 
54 fat-home of water. The evidence of ship­
ping men is to the effect that Barkley Sound 
is one ,of the best and safest ports on the 
Pacific Coast.

Quatsino Sound.—This Is the most north­
westerly of the deep Inlets characterizing 
the west coasj, of Vancouver Island. It 
penetrates the Island 25 miles, and has 
three arms. There Is good depth of water 
throughout the whole Sound. Its entrance 
is easily recognized from the ocean by rea­
son of high mountains, and sailing ships 
can enter it under almost any weather con­
ditions.

On the accompanying map Yellow Head 
Pass through the Rocky Mountains Is indi­
cated by a email red disc. From this as a 
centre and with a line drawn to Port Simp­
son as a radius, a seiùi-etrcle has been de­
scribed.

1London, Sept. 28.—According to the 
correspondent of the Standard at Tokio, 
the Marquis Ito, discussing the new 
Anglo-Japanese treaty, said:

“The time will soon come when the 
world will realize the full beneficial sig­
nificance of this agreement. The peace, 
now happily restored by our treaty with 
Russia and so strongly guaranteed by 
this new alliance, will usher in a new 
period of phenomenal commercial and 
economic development, as well as ad­
vanced civilization in the Far East. All 
the nations are welcome to a full share 
in the resultant increase of trade.”

Baron Hayashi, who was interviewed 
here after the publication, of th.e agree­
ment, said: “The new treaty forms an 
effective safeguard against the renewal 
of disturbances in the Far East.

We cannot say that a 
permanent peace nas been secured—that 
is too much to be sure of—but we can 
aver that tranquility has been assured 
for a long time to come.

At Vancouver on Tuesday K. J. H. Dun­

can, charged with forcing the name of 
Jas. Henderson,' was Sentenced tb three 
months' imprisonment by Magistrate Alex­
ander.

Jas. Henderson, managing director for the 
Henderspp, Directory Company, said that 
the prisoner had been in his employment for 
about 12 months, both in the office and 
collecting, and hé" bad always found him 
•trustworthy ’ and honest. The cheque pro­
duced in court he had seen in the Bank of 
British Jïorth America last Thursday. It 
had his'name on it, but it was not his hand­
writing. It was stamped, however, with 
the rubber stamp of the company. All the 
other writing on the cheque was in Dun­
can's hand, to whom it was also made pay­
able. After the prisoner was arrested in 
Victoria, he' bad vohifiteeted'to come over 
with Mr. Hetidfereon arid straighten1 the 
matter out," saying he had done no inten­
tional wrong.

Every 
twenty or thirty miles the full streach 
from Anvik to Eagle the Northern. Com­
mercial has winter mail stations, and 
each of these is provided with some 
equipment for the carriers. Where there 

roadhouses an* the like nearby the 
Isolation is not felt so much by the car­
riers. Some places the cabins are more 
of shelters than quarters for long so­
journs, but eachmust be provided with 
stoves, food and the like for man and 
beast, and heavy padlocks put on every 
door so thieves do not rob the places.

BY LIEUT-GOVERNOR
AT NEW WESTMINSTER

The Principal Victoria Exhibitors a 
Royal City Show —Local Horses 

Entered Races.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)
' The formal opening oï the Dominion 
exposition, which is being held at New 
Westminster under the auspices of the 
Royal City Agricultural Association, 
took place at 2 30 o’clock this afternoon, 
His Honor the Lieut.-Governor, Sir 
Henri Joly de Lotbiniere, performing the 
ceremony ■ that set in motion the first 
Canadian national fair ever held west 
of the rookies. It was' conducted in a 
most impressive manner, a guard of 
honor being furnished by the Sixth 
Regiment. That the show will prove a 
success and a credit,' not only to the New 
Westminster management, but to the en­
tire province, seems assured. All the 
space of the immense buildings con­
structed specially for the occasion is oc­
cupied, and the display ot stock prom­
ises to be as high class as could be de­
sired.

Naturally Victoria merchants will take 
a more or less prominent part in the 
exhibition. Quite a number of the large 
local commercial establishments have 
been busy during the past few weeks in 
putting their displays in shape and the 
results, in almost every case, are very 
commendable. For instance, the British 
American Paint Company, with their 
usual interprise, ha-ve1 prepared an ex­
tensive exhibit of the various lines of 
paint manufactured at the Victoria fac­
tory, while the B. C. Soap Works, under 
the same management, have laid out a 
peculiarly attractive and appropriate 
display. Its feature is a miniature lake 
in which two or three magnificent 
will be placed during the progress of the 
fair, representing “White Swan Soap.” 
M. R. Smith & Co. have arranged an ex­
hibit, as have also the Brackman-Ker 
Co., D. Spencer, Ltd., George Meston 
Co., the Price Preserving Co., the Brad- 
ley-Huston Co. and the Photo-Engraving 
and Time Printing & Publishing Co. The 
two latter consist of specimens of the 
work executed by them, a man being 
placed in charge to receive visitors dur­
ing the exhibition. In addition the Van­
couver Portland Cement Company has 
prepared an interesting collection of the 
various styles of cement manufactured 
by their plant at Tod Creek. There are, 
no doubt, many other local merchants 
advertisineg their wares at the big fair, 
but those mentioned are the most 
tensive exhibitors.

Up to the present very little Vancou­
ver Island stock has been forwarded to 
participate in the competition in connec­
tion with the Dominion fair. It is 
pected, however, that the farmers of 
neighboring districts will enter their 
prize stock in the course of a few days. 
Many Saanich and Duncans settlers 
pride themselves on their breeding, and 
may be depended upon to enter into 
contest for premier honors with the 
Mainland stock raisers under capable 
judges with pleasure.

One of the features of the New West­
minster show, at least in the opinion of 
members of the Victoria Driving Club, 
are the horse races. These are being 
held to-day, and will be continued on 
Thursday and Friday, according to the 
official programme, 
tests are likely to very exciting, as the 
finest racing equines of the Pacific Coast 
have congregated at the Royal City for 
the purpose of endeavoring to capture 
some of the big purses offered; Against 
them will be pitted some British Colum­
bia stock, and those well acquainted with 
the quality of the horses raised on Van­
couver Island and other parts of the pro­
vince will not think the statement, that 
the local representatives will give the 
visitors a close run in every instance, 
exaggeration.

Victoria sportsmen should 
some of the honors, 
contingent left by the steamer Princess 
Victoria in order to he on time for the 
opening competition this afternoon. The 
principal local horses entered 
Sandy Ned, owned by J. W. Mellon Vic­
toria Girl, owned by Russ Humber; 
Marcus, owned by J. R. Jennings; Cross­
cut. owned by R. Meldrum; Filly, owned 
by J. McGuire, and Printers’ Ink. owned 
by H. C. Harrison. These have been 
training steadily at the race track ad­
joining the exhibition buildings, and are 
in the best of condition.

As has been announced on many 
sions, the Fifth Regiment. C. A., will 
take a somewhat prominent part in the 
exhibition. According to the original 
programme the militia was to leave here 
on Saturday. Owing, however, to some 
difficulty regarding transportation, it is 
thought probable that the corps will be 
unable to leave until Sunday mqrning. 
This information was contained in a dis­
patch from the management of the New 
Westminster exposition received by 
Lient.-Col. Hall commanding officer, last 
evening. The alteration will not inter­
fere with the regiment’s part in the exhi­
bition. It will take passage by the 
steamer Princess Victoria, and, immedi­
ately upon arriving at Vancouver, a spe­
cial car will be boarded for the Royal 
City. Thus the corps will be in time 
to take part in the drum-head services as 
announced.

Victorians contemplating visiting the 
New Westminster fair, either this week 
of next, should remember that the accom­
modation both in Vancouver and New 
Westminster will be taxed to its utmost 
capacity, and that, therefore, ft would 
be wise to make such arrangements pre­
vious to leaving tue city. It is under­
stood that already all the principal hotels 
of the Terminal City have their rooms 
booked for the days of the fair.

The New Westminster correspondent 
of the Times telegraphs as follows: The 
Dominion exhibition was formerly opened 
at 2.30 this aftrenoon by His Honor the 
Lieut.-Governor. The state coach, es­
corted to the exhibition grounds by 
guard of honor of A and B companies.

EARTH SWALLOWS WOMAN.

Broke Through Crust and Left Only 
Aperture—She was Rescued 

Without Injury.

Mrs. Edward Moran of North Scran­
ton, Pa., as she was hanging clothes in 
the garden of her home broke through 
the sod and fell 40 feet into a hole 
caused by the eavb4n in, the workings of 
a mine underneath. She weighs 300 
pounds and her weight caused her to 
break through the sod, the cave-in hav­
ing occurred, it was discovered) later, 
two days before.

No one saw the woman disappear, and 
when the hole was found on the lawn 
by her daughter an alarm was given. 
Mr. Moran, ran to the place, but the 
hole was so deep he could not see his 
wife. He shouted and asked if she 
was injured. Being assured that she 
was not he summoned' the members of 
the Cumberland Hose Company near by. 
A telephone message was also sent to 
the other companies, which brought up 
several light ladders and additional 
ropes. The work of rescue was difficult, 
as the hole Was.ko small, and there 
room for one man only. The rescuers 
had also to work carefully, as there was 
great' danger that they would disturb the 
soil on the side of the hole and thus in­
jure Mrs. Moras or bury her alive.

Strong planks were laid across the 
opening, and Mr. Moran was let down, 
guiding a ladder as he went, so that it 
would not touch the sides. Carrying a 
miner’s lamp in Ms cap, he was able at 
last to see his wife, who was wedged in 
tightly at a depth of 40 feet. He passed 
a rope around her arms. Slowly Mrs. 
Moran was extricated from her extreme­
ly perilous position, and there were 
cheers when the woman reached the sur­
face. No bones were broken, but she is 
suffering severiy from shock.

Montreal, Sept. 25.—Sixty-three arrests 
were made early on Sunday morning In 
raids led by the chief of police and chief 
of detectives upon gambling houses in the 
heart of the city.

Gambling 
paraphernalia, consisting of chips, cards, 
dice, markers, mining sheets, wheels, tables 
and other things used In gambling resorts, 
to the value of between $3,000 and $4,000, 
was seized.

Good Prospects.

SHIPP! NEWS
FOR CARRYING ORB.

“With t'he active development of coast 
mines and the contracting for an im­
mense monthly tonnage of ore for the 

: Grafton and Tyee smelters on Vancouver 
Island, there will arise a need for trans­
portation mediums other than those 
isting, and negotiations for a coasting 
freighter of large carrying capacity is 
now being conducted, by a local shipping 
man,” says the Vancouver Province.

“The vessel in view is an English 
craft. Although she is but a hundred 
and twenty feet in length she has a beam 
of forty-two feet and' a carrying capacity 
of twenty-one hundred tons on a draught 
of sixteen feet of water. These qualifi­
cations are admirable in a coasting 
freighter, and that is all the steamer is 
specified as. Her speed is but nine and 
a half knots, but as she will not he 
placed in the passenger carrying trade 
if brought to this coast, her travelling 
capacity is deemed sufficient for the ore 
carrying trade. Built in 1901 for a cer­
tain. trade for which she is no longer fit­
ted, her owners now desire to place her 
in commission, on this coast, and negotia­
tions to that end are now under way. 
The steamer, the name of which ' is not 
given for publication, is a composite, 
steel-framed and woodemshcated craft.”

THE YUKON.
“Although we expect that navigation 

on the Tipper Yukon river will close any 
day between October 10th and 15th, we 
are confident that if the water does not 
fall too low we shall have every ton of 
Dawson and downriver freight out of 
II' hite Horse by the time the steamers 
are forced to tie up.”

This statement has been made by M. 
J. B. White, freight and passenger 
traffic manager of the White Pass & 
Yukon route. According to advices re­
ceived from the North yesterday by Mr. 
White there was fourteen hundred tons 
of Dawson and downriver freight at 
White Horse on September 20th, and at 
Skagway and _ in transit between that 
point and White Horse there was five 
hundred tons of freight.

Mr. White bases his judgment as to 
the time of the closing of navigation on 
statistics of past years. In. 1900, the 
last boat from White Horse for Daw­
son sailed on October 10th; in 1901 on 
October 10th; in 1902 on October 17th; 
in 1903 on October 11th and in 1904 on 
October 11th. It Is therefore very safe 
to prophesy that the river will likely 
close this year between October 10th and 
15th.

MET THE CUT.
The Great Northern Steamship Com­

pany have met the recent cut made by 
Company in offering a re­

duced rate to the Orient on their steam­
ship Tartar and Athenian.

Second cabin rates have been created 
by tjie Great Northern Company tor the 
steamships Minnesota and Dakota, and 
will go into effect upon the arrival next 
mouth of the Minnesota. Second eabi* 
passage will combine practically all of 
the privileges of first-cabin passengers. 
The same interior finishing and the same 
conveniences are offered with a cut in 
the first-cabin rates of 25 per cent.

The new arrangements are counted up­
on to relieve the congestion in the first 
and third-class cabin and fill a demand 
for which there has been great inquiry.

The second cabins are located on the 
main deck, electricitly heated and light­
ed, and with shower bath and toilet ar­
rangements.

JOAN DAMAGED.
Steamer Ramona collided with the 

Joan in A’ancouver harbor Tuesday 
morning. The Joan was tied ùp and 
the Ramona was making a landing 
when she crashed into the CJP.R. vessel, 
smhshing the bulwarks and stanchions 
across the entire stem of the vessel. The 
Vancouver Province says: “For a di­
stance of about fifteen feet the heavy 
rail and bulwarks were reduced to 
kindling-wood. The stanchions which 
support the passenger deck were broken 
and a small deckhouse at the stern stove 
in. But the damage at the stern was not 
the only injury which the Joan suffered. 
As the steamer surged forward from the 
shock of the collision, the heavy gang­
plank which was out at the time acted 
as a sort of lever against the side of 
the ship and ripped off the planking of 
the steamer cabin on the starboard side 
for a distance of about ten feet. This 
was fortunately on the freight deck, and 
will not affect the passenger accommoda­
tion.”

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

I .
Victoria Meteorological Office, 

September 20th to 26th, 1905.
The past week has" been one of ‘almost " 

continuous unsettled and showery weather; 
on only a few occasion» has the barometer. 
reached 30 Inches of pressure in the.-pro­
vince, and for the moat pert a series of low 
pressure areas from the ocean have covered 
this western region from the Yukon to the 
Rockies. These conditions have càused an 
unusual amount of rainfall from Cariboo 
southward to the adjoining states of Wash­
ington and Oregon, and the prevailing 
weather has been threatening and showery, 
accompanied with several thunfierstorms on 
the outside coast. On the 33rd a strong 
southeasterly gale prevailed on the Coast 
from Tatoosh. to the Colombia river, and for 
some hours also on the Strait»,,of Fuoa; 
storm signals were displayed here and at 
Vancouver, and at all the United States, 
Coast signal stations. With -this exception, 
the winds daring the week have been only 
moderate to fresh in force. It has been 
warm in the Pacific states, reaching 90 in 
California, but In British Columbia, with 
the exception of the 22nd, when 78 was 
reached at Kamloops, temperatures have 
been about normal.

At BarkerviUe and Atlin frosts have oc­
curred, and in the Yukon, as might be ex­
pected, frost has been heavy and killing. 
In the Northwest the pressure was low for 
the two first days, when a high area devel­
oped In Manitoba which quickly moved 
eastward, but was followed by a fresh area 
from the Yukon, which, after two days’ In­
terval, also passed dway, when' low areas 
again held possession to the’ close "of the 
.week. The rainfall has been light on the 
whole and temperatures have been fairly 
moderate, occasionally reaching -high points 
daring the daytime. Owing to wire trouble 
on the Port Simpson branch line, no reports 
bave been received from that station this 
week. Further north at Dawson the weath­
er has been fair and colder with rain on 
only one day. »

At Victoria, there were 21 hours and 42 
minutes of bright sunshine recorded; the 
highest temperature was 65 on 23rd; lowest, 
C1.2 on 26th; rainfall, 0.86 Inch.

At Vancouvar, highest, 68 on 22nd; lowest, 
44 on 23rd; rainfall, 2.64 inches.

At New Westminster, highest, 70 on 23rd; 
lowest, 46 on 23rd; rain, 3.26 inches.

At Kamloops, highest, 78 on 22nd ; lowest, 
46 on 23rd; only a trace of rain. .

At BarkerviUe, highest, 64 on 22nd and 
23rd; lowest, 28 on 23rd; rain, 1.28 inches.

At Atlin, highest, 48 on 22nd; lowest, 28 
cm 23rd; rainfall, 0126 inch.

An Interesting survival of prehistoric 

England is threatened with destruc­
tion otying to neglect. This is the 
' Cerne Giant," a colossal human fig­
ure cut on the side of a lofty hill that 
overlooks the .picturesque valley of 
Cerne Abbas, eight miles 'north of 
Dorchester.

It is several years since the furrows 
which outline the giant's figure were 
scoured and relined with chalk. Grad­
ually the latter has been washed 
away by the winter rains, and It is 
now barely visible. Grass has 
croached on the channels that, seen 
from a distance, the details of the gi­
gantic figure are hard to trace, though 
the uncouth human form Is still rec­
ognizable. The cost of renovating the 
giant is estimated at about $60,;, but 
no one in the locality knows where

JOHN BURNS SPENTSEEKING DEPTH OFFOR THE SUPPLY OF
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Impressed With the Possibilities of the 
Dominion—The Question of 

Colonization.

Property Owners Along Water Front 
Have Series of Proposals For 
Transportation Commission

Odd-Fellows Union Will Apply For In 
junction in Event of City Building

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Among the arrivals on the Charmer 
this morning was John Burns, the 
famous English labor M.P., who is mak­
ing a tour of Canada. He was accom­
panied by J. Allen Baker, M.P., of Lon­
don, England, and the two gentlemen, 
after spending the morning in the city, 
left on the mid-day boat. He will pro­
ceed East immediately, traveling via the 
Crow’s Nest Pass, going first to Chicago 
and then to the Southern States, as it is 
his desire to study the negro problem 
south of Mason and Dixon’s line, at first 
hand.

Mr. Burns is evidently here to see and 
not to talk, for his words, if pregnant, 
were few. He said he was on a flying 
trip and it would take four years to see 
Canada properly.

"What do you think of British Colum­
bia?” asked a Times representative.

“Immense,” said the champion of la­
bor—and stopped.

tVhat do they know of us in London, 
Mr. Burns?” pursued the scribe.

“Nothing,” said the man of work. 
“Nothing at all. British Columbia over 
with us has been found—but not discov­
ered.”

And before the reporter conld recover 
from this unpleasing piece of informa­
tion, Mr. Burns was across the gang­
plank.

A, scheme originating with the prop­
erty» owners along the harbor is on foot 
to urge upon the Dominion government 
the dredging of the Victoria harbor to 
uniform depth of 25 feet. It is pro­
posed that this deepening shall eximd 
from the mouth of the harbor to Point 
Ellice bridge. A meeting of owners of 
property along the waterfront, represen­
tatives of the hoard of trade and the 
city council, was held Monday after­
noon at the city hall to discuss the pro­
position preparatory to laying the scheme 
before the transportation commission.

Among those present at the me»: .ng 
were the following: Mayor Barnard, who 
presided; Capt. Grant, Capt. Troup, J.
A. Sayward, A. J. Bechtel, J. S. Yates,
G. A. Kirk, Thomas C. Sorby, T. W. 
Paterson, C. Lugrin, D. R. Ker, and 
Aldermen Goodncre, Oddy and Hanna.

Thos. C. Sorby, acting for the property 
owners, set forth the main features of the 
scheme, and after some little disclussion 
of the subject a series of recommenda­
tions were agreed to and will come up 
before the board of trade this afternoon 
to be again discussed and either en­
dorsed or rejected.

Some time ago a comprehensive 
scheme for harbor improvement was 
agreed to, and the work in conformity 
with that is now nearing completion. 
Previous to that plan being agreed ppon 
no settled scheme was recognized in 
connection wPh the dredging of the har­
bor. This was not considered to be in 
the best interests of the work, and ac­
cordingly a definite plan was agreed 
upon.

As explained by D. Ker and Captain 
Troup at yesterday’s meeting, the pro­
position was approved by Hon. Senator 
Templeman and Geo. Riley, M. P„ and 
endorsed, by the board of trade and the 
Dominion engineer, G. A. Keefer. Ac­
cording to it there was to be a depth of 
at. least 16 feet at low water along the 
whole course of the channel leading into 
the Inner harbor.

This work has been carried out very 
energetically, and Capt. Troup expresses 
the opinion that within a few months 
the required depth will be attained.

The proposal of the property owners 
is a much more comprehensive one than 
that which has been carried out. It rep­
resents a total expenditure which is 
estimated at $600,000, or even $1,000,000. 
According to it the entrance channel 
would be a much more direct one than 
the present course. Pelly Island would 
not be interferred with, but would form 
the northern boundary of the channel. 
The northern limit of the channel would 
then extend in a straight line to Song- 
hees Point, in front of the Marine hos­
pital.

According to this scheme Platform 
Rock would have to be removed and a 
straight entrance to the harbor given. 
From that point to the westerâ end of 
the E. & N. bridge a retaining wall of 
cement would be put in place. Behind 
this wall filling from the harbor dredg­
ing oould be pumped in, by the dredge 
King Edward to reclaim the portion in 
front of the Indian village, raising it to 
a height of fourteen feet above highwater 
mark.

Above the railway bridge piles would 
be driven along the waterfront on the 
Indian reserve side, and the- flats now 
existing would be reclaimed.

un the southern side of the entrance 
channel the proposal is to deepen the 
water off Shoal Point, including the* 
channel at that point for the convenience 
of outgoing vessels. Again off Laurel 
Point, popularly known as Sehl’s Point, 
it is proposed, according jo the scheme 
advanced by Mr. Sorpy, to urge the pro- 
advanced by Mr. Sorby, to urge the pro­
perty there, to prevent any obstruction to 
navigation being erected.

The channel would also be widened 
then a little by dredging and blasting.

All of the harbor included within the 
widened channel proposed and the harbor 
np to Point Ellice bridge would be 
dredged to a uniform depth of 25 feet.

Many of those present at yesterday af­
ternoon’s meeting could see no objection 
to urging this scheme before the trans­
portation commission. If the govern­
ment finally approved of it the proposi­
tion would form the basis for a new 
scheme of harbor improvement which 
would follow the completion of the one 
now in hand.

The following resolutions were adopt­
ed by tue meeting:

That the harbor, from Its entrance off the 
outer wharf to Point Ellice bridge, within 
the lines marked red on the accompanying 
map, be deepened to a uniform depth- of 25 
feet below the low water zero as recently 
determined by the tidal survey.

That the northern, extremity of that por­
tion of Lanret Point belonging to the pro­
vincial government .now below high water 
mark be blasted off, and no wharves or any 
other interference w'th the free channel 
through the narrows be permitted on that 
side of the said Point.

That the material excavated be need in 
the formation of the foundation for a 
breakwater from Holland Point to Brotchie 
Ledge.

That the material excavated in the re­
moval of Tuzo end other rocks ns far as the 
railway bridge be used in the reclamation 
of the adjacent low-lying land, back of the 
line marked red on the maV, to a height 
of about 14 feet above zero.

9S Government St„ Near YituJohn Burns, the noted English labor 
leader, the idol of the English working 
classes, member of parliament for Bat­
tersea and1 a veteran member of the 
London county council, arrived in Van- 

Sunday, and will spend a few 
days in the city, says the Vancouver 
Province.

Accompanying Mr. Burns is J. Allen 
Baker, member of parliament for Fins­
bury, also a noted politician and student 
of social problems. They have been 
making a three-week’s, tour of Canada 
studying the people and the industrial 
andi social conditions. Mr. Bums and 
Mr. Baker are registered1 at the Van­
couver, and will probably remain in the 
city until Wednesday.

“We are enjoying one of the most de­
lightful holiday trips I ever made,” said 
Mr. Burns fo the Province. “Mr. 
Baker and I decided a couple of months 
ago to seek some recreation in a tour of 
Canada, and at the same time embrace 
the opportunity to study social and in­
dustrial conditions in as close a manner 

possible. There is a great deal of 
emigration going on from the crowded 
districts of London to Canada now, and 
We want to be in a position to be able 
to authoritatively inform people in Eng­
land about matters in Canada just as we 
found them.”

Asked regarding his opinion of H. 
~-Rider Haggard’s colonization scheme for 
Canada, Mr. Bums declined to express 
himself, as it was partly to post them­
selves on the fèasibility of that under­
taking that he and Mr. Baker are making 
the tour.

“I have been making investigations 
and taking notes regarding the practi­
cability of that scheme. The result of 
our investigations will be submitted to 
the pariamentary committee, but until 
our tour is completed I do not wish to 
be quoted on that point,” said Mr.

McKenzie King, Deputy Minister of Labor, 
Is at Nanaimo. NOTICE.

The next few days are -likely to develop 
some Interesting events In the history of 
the mine difficulty at Nanaimo, when the re­
sult of the efforts of McKenzie King, the 
deputy minister of labor, will become 
known.

Mr. King arrived in Nanaimo yesterday, 
coming from Ottawa for the express pur­
pose of endeavoring to arrange a settlement 
of the existing deadlock between men and 
master, under the provisions of the Con­
ciliation Act.

Mr. King stated that he had not come 
at the request of either party to the dis­
pute, but had been sent by the government 
under the provisions of the ConcMldtion 
Act to endeavor to bring about a settlement 
of the trouble. The act is not compulsory, 
but it was felt -that as the matter was 
seriously affecting the community in this 
part of the province, the presence of a 
third party who could examine into both 
sides of the d’spute, m’ght be able to do 
something towards bringing the company 
and men together.

Mr. King was in conference with the 
men yesterday morning, and during the 
afternoon had an Interview with the man­
agement of the company, but so far the 
results of neither conference has been made 
known to the public.

That the men have called a special meet­
ing for to-morrow morning seems to Indi­
cate that something at ’east has been done 
in the matter.

Mr. King states that It is too early as yet 
to give anything out for publication, only 
that he had had the conferences referred 
to, and that the negotiations were still con­
tinuing, which he hoped would end in a 
settlement.

A special dispatch to the Times from Na­
naimo this afternoon says: “Mackenzie 
King to-day had a long interview with the 
executive of the Mine Workers, and will 
again see Mr. Stockett this afternoon. The 
feeling is that the trouble Is on the way to 
settlement, at any rate it looks favorable.”
