manner in which R. E. SirKts. Macfiabb and Bateshad 
endeavored to keep' life in the body. The largest 
attendance of members for years enabled me to have a 
pleasant, and I hoped, a profitable talk with the mem­
bers ; and, on promises being made that if l would grant 
a dispensation for the election of officers, which had 
not taken place at the proper time, renewed vigor 
would be the result, I gladly consented, and 1 need only 
refer to the returns to show that with the efficient staff 
of officers elected, headed by V. E. Sir K t. Daniel W.
B. Spry as Preceptor, and assistbd by the R. E. Sir
Knights already mentioned, Kent Fyeceptory wlll soon 
attain its ald prestige. /

In Windsor a Supreme Grand Master expects 
much and in that I was not disappointed. The work 
was excellently done, the Fratres are of the best mate­
rial and enthusiastic. At this Assembly I had the 
pleasure of meeting R. E. Sir Kt.

Our youngest Preceptory, St. Simon of Cyrene, I 
Sarnia, had arranged for a full day’s work. Not only I 
was there a large attendance of their own members, in I 
fact nearly every one was present; but, besides the I 
Windsor Fratres, there were twenty-five Sir Knights I 
present from Port Huroh Commandery, headed by I 
their Eminent Commander, Sir Kt. Geo. E. Dutton. 1 

From a Preceptory whose warrant is dated iöth I 
September, 1895, I did not, in March, 1898, expectsuch I
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R. E. Fräter J. V. Ellis, Deputy Grand Master, how- 
ever, visited Geoffrey de St Aldemar, and in his report 
will cover this pöint. Late in the season I managed to 
fulfill my promise to this Preceptory, but it was under 
such circumstances that the Presiding Preceptor and 
those of his officers and members who were in the city 
could not do themselves that justice which, as all who 
know the manner in which the work is done and the 
enthusiasm of its members, they deserve.

I would strongly recommend my successor to com- 
visiting early in October and keep at it until 

June. In this way while the Supreme Grand Master 
cannot possibly visit all the Preceptories under the ban­
ner of Great Priory, on account of the great distances 
to travel, still more favorable results can be accomplished 
than I was able to attain. I am, however, strongly of 
opinion and recommend that Great Priory äuthorize the 
Supreme Grand Master to deputize some prominent or 
well-skilled Fräter to visit Preceptories and report to ' 
him when, in his opinion, this is deemed necessary and 
desirable. In this way extreme points east or west 
could be officially visited at small expense.

This year, on account of the Deputy Grand Master, 
being so favorably located, I felt no anxiety with refer- 
ence to our Fratres by the sea. Still, on account of the 
immense stretch of country covered by our banner, it 
seems to me that some arrangement should be made, by 
which the Grand Master may apfjoint a deputy or 
inspector, if necessary.

While on this point 1 may say that in the Toronto 
District, which includes Rhodes Preceptory, Port Arthur, 
855 miles distant from the City of Toronto, and Har,- 
ington Preceptory, North Bay, 226 miles away, it is 
almost impossible to expect the Provincial Prior to visit 
them so that there is consequently no supervision. There 
may be other districts similarly situated, and ] submit 
that Great Priory should devise some scheme by which j 
the work of inspection could be carried on over every 
Preceptory on the roll, if not yearly, at least once in 
two years. j
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as Canadians we'should take a pride in both it and the 
Ritual. Four copics of the ceremonies have been issued 
to each Preceptory, but I would recommend that each 
should be entitled to five copies; as it is absolutely neces- 
sary for the Chaplain to have the work, in order to become 
proficient in his duties. I understand that with few ex- 
ceptions all are working under the new edition. It is 
very essential that there should be no exceptions, so as 
to secure uniformity. *' ! \

CHRISTMAS GREETINGS.
I received on Christmas Day many kind and pleas-
greetings front Godfrey de Bouillon. Hamilton; 

Malta, Truro, N. S.; and Geoffrey de St. Aldemar and 
Cyrene Preceptories, Toronto; as well as from several 
individual members, all of which I highly appreciated.

STATE OF THE ORDER. \
While we cannot report a very large increase V 

equal to that of 1896-7, on account of the 
members of the Encampment St. John coming in, in a 
body, still it has been a substantial one. We now have 
on the roll 1,832 members. The additions to 30th June 
were 164, and the number of removals, deaths, etc., 88, 
making a net gain of 76. And better than this increase, 
peace and harmony prevail in every part of our Order.

We sometimes hear members of the Templar Order 
in Canada speak of our small membership and that until 
we become (so far as Templarism is concerned) United 
States Templars in ritual, uniform and customs we shäll 
never amount tc much numerically. Out upon such Ca- 
nadianism ! I have a sincere respect and admiration for 
our Sir Knights across the line. They receive us kindly, 
hospitably and in a brotherly manner and are glad to 
meet us or have us visit them. We reciprocate these 
kind, hospitable and brotherly feelings and are delighted 
to have them visit us, as evidenced by the manner we 
received the Commanderies which visited Great Priory I 
at London, Toronto and Montreal.

I refused a request made to me for permission to 
instal the Presiding Preceptor at his residence on 
account of illness.

This should be attended to as it is desirable 
that all who do so should uniform alike.

Furthcr, while in 1894 the Statutes called for straps 
on the belt, by the statutes of 1897 barrel chains are 
substituted, how or in whatmanner thiscameabout does 
not seem clear. It is a matter, however, which can 
easily be rectified by Great Priory.

CENTENARY.

I notice in my reading that Knight Templarism 
was introduced into Canada in the year 1800. This 
being so it seems to me desirable that our centenary in 
1900 should be celebrated in a fitting manner. To do 
so properly, preparations should be made and I there- 
fore deem it advisable to call the attention of Great 
Priory to this at an early period.

It is a great satisfaction to me to find that the Su- 
preme Grand Master, after having witnessed the workof 
some of the Preceptories when on his official visit, has 
chosen twoofthem to exemplify two degrees before Great 
Priory. There are two others, making four out of the 
six, quite capable of exemplifying ariy of the degrees 
before that august body.

I have not given in my report the number of 
assemblies held by each Preceptory, the number of

Owing to the printing of the new edition of the 
Leremomes and the Drill Manual, it was expected that 
the expenditute would be heavy and the expropriations 
were placed at $1807.85. It will be seen that the 
expenditure has been kept within this, by almost one 
hundred dollars. The printing of these two works cost 
$350.20 and the sum of $324.00 has been received in 
return from their sale, to date. We have some 225 
Leremomes and 150 Manuals left overfor future require- 
ments as well as 250 copies of the Statutes.

I received the books and effects of the Grand 
Chancery from London late in September. I found 
the stationery and forms of all kinds almost exhausfed 
and had to order a supply, which helped to increde 
cost of printing and stationery account. A number of 
these forms wlll last however for some years.

Yut*,de of the United States and the British Empire 
the degrees are lttle known andthere are no governing 
bodies. The only British proceedings we have received 
for review is that of the Great Priory of England, con- 
sequently our report is confined almost wholly to the 
American jurisdictions. The large body of Templars 
are compnsed in the Grand Commanderies of the 
United States where the Order for many years has 
been a very populär one.

The net increase for some years has averaged about 
2,500 but this seems principally tocome from the older 
and Iarger jurisdictions.

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CORRESPONDENCE.

We have referred to these several points, not for 
any desire to make unfriendly criticism or point out 
defects to our good friends across the border, but for 
the mstruction of our own fratres, and to show that some 
of the difficulties that we are contending against, are 
beingfelt by our neighbors, and that thingsata distance 
may not always be “couleur de rose.” We may take 
a little cold comfort that we are not the only one, and 
endeavor fraternally to overcome apathy or old preiu- 
dices, without creating any ill-feeling.
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The leading questions in the various proceedings, 
other than those above mentioned, have been the Miss­
issippi and the Tennessee resolutions. The former 
desires to take away some of the authority of the Grand 
Lncampment, which they think encroaches on ‘‘States 
nghts and make it like the General Grand Chapter a 
grand body with little power or utility. We håye töo - 
much confidence in the common sense of our American 
fratres to imagine this will ever be done. The Tenn­
essee resolutions are briefly, that they want the Grand 
c-ncampment to take measures to stop all societies or 
others from using the " Maltese Cross.’' We are afraid 
this comes a little too late in the day. By the expression 

Maltese Cross we suppose is meant the cross adopted 
by the American Templars, four triangles meeting in a 
c5n.tre, an? crro,neous,y 50 called by many. The Cross 
of Malta is a white cross formed from having the four 
arms jomed in a small centre and the extremities 
extended, and notched or indented to resemble fish tails 
thefish being a Christian symbol, emblematical of Christ!
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Life membership has been troubling a number of 
the jurisdictions and the feeling seems to be growing 
that this should onlybe granted upon payment of a sum 
the interest of which would furnish some revenue in 
place of the amount required for dues. Certainly if a 
subordmate placed a large majority of its membership 
upon a non-contributing basis,thecostofmeeting running 
expenses would fall excessively upon a few, or else 
cause a total suspension of the body.
