The d floor which is reached by an
ample and easy stairway from the flat be-
low is filled up with large tables, book °
bins, long lines of shelving, and every
necessary convenience for the stowage
or display of the general stock of
the house, with particular reference,
however, to its wholesale trade ; and
although the treatment of the finish is
less ornate than that of the lower story it

b Mossrs. J. & A. MoMillan’s New

HEstablishment.

From the St. John Globe.

One of the most conspicuous buildings
on the east side of Prince William - street,
in the block between Princess and Church
streets, is that wluch contains the exten-
sive establish Tndi g the wetail
and wholesale bookstore, the bindery and
the printing office—of Messrs. J. & A.
McMillan. The appearance of the build-
ing from Prince William street is very at-
tractive. The front is laid up from Phila-
delphia pressed brick with bold and finely
varied details of native sandstone and
galvanized iron sanded in imitation of
the stone employed, the lines of the
window heads presenting graceful curves,
and the cornice being bold and massive.
The red brick of the front has a few
judiciously employed relief lines of black.
The general effect of the front is greatly
heightened by the splendid plate glass of
the 1 retail store to which we shall refer
hereafter.

On Prince William street the building
fronts 30 feet 6 inches, and runs back 120
feet. The foundation is of the most solid
character. A line of stone banded brick
piers two feet square, restiog on the
solid rock base, carry the line of iron and
wooden columns from basement to roof
which form the central support. The
brick walls of the superstructure have
been erected in a first class manner from
good material and in every respect as
strong and substantial as they could be
made. The structure is fonr stories high,
exclusive of a nine feet basement below
the street level—the height of the stories
respectively being 15 feet, 12 feet, 11 feet
and 10 feet. The basement is vaulted
perfectly dry, lighted with a double line
of floor panes of hammered English glass,
oue inch thick and two by three feet.
It has also light from the front. Here
will be stowed the heavy stock—sueh as
printing paper, inks, slates, etc. Here,
too, is the steam boiler for heating the
premises, and here also is the first story
of the vault. Two coal vaults are exca-
vated under the sidewalk, and are built up
of hard brick laid in cement. These
vaults are lighted with glass globule coalg
traps.

From the street we enter the principal
floor—the rez- de chaussee—which is de-
voted to the general retail trade in books,
stationery and such fancy articles as are pe-
culiar to the stationery trade. The inside
measurement of the store iz 27 feet Ly
117 feet. It is lighted on the street by a
lofty open front™ filled * with -polished
English plate glass, the windows on either
side being remarkably clear and bold, the
ddors high and graceful, and over them
in chaste gilt finish is the name of the
firm, etc.; in the rear are several large
windows ; and the central light is from a
dome eleven feet square, extending from
the second floor to a point six fcet above
the roof, affording a brilliant tlood of light.
This dome is so arranged as to ventilate
each of the stories—the shaft being closed
with glaged sashes hung 80 as to swing out
at the m affording access to the dm-
terior, so that the cords of the ventilators
above may be reached, or a freer circula-
tion of air given. The gallery in the first
ceiling immediately under the dome is
very handsomely decorated with walnut
drapery, laid ona white back ground,
with massive newels adorned with pen-
dents moulded square, and with heavy
moulded rail and balusters.

Standing at the doorway we take a sur-
vey of the store as it now appears. On
either hand are the long lines of shelving
for the books with double tiers of drawers
below them, the shelves nearer to the
front being converted into closed
cases, by the use of glass doors, for the
more costly and richly bound books. On
the right hand side is the cashier’s desk
with plate glass screen, and with various
appliances for the despatch of magazines,
etc. Then there are display counters and
tables with walnut tops, rich walnut
cabinets, with relief lines in bronze and
gold, and there are velvet lined drawers to
preserve the corners of the more delicately
finished books. In ome of the cabinets
are arranged artist’s materials, another
shows a great variety of new designs in
inkstands, etc., in another place are finely
finished portinonnaies ; whilst the shelves
are laden with the standard and popular
aunthors, novelists, poets, historians, esay-
ists, all looking down upon us, seeming
almost conscions of their importance, if
not proud of the splendor of their sur-
roundings. We walk down the store to
the rear and inspect the private offices ;
to the right is a private room where the
seniors of the firm may hold converse with
each other, or with their friends; to the
left is the counting room, with walnut
desks and other appurtenances, whilst out
of, or rather into this room opens the vault,
in regard to which a word may be said
here. We have already referred to the
vault in the cellar, so that it will be seen
the vault is twostories high. It is built
inside of and distinct from the main
structure ; the floors and ceilings are of
railway iron, and hard brick laid in
cement ;it is well fitted up and is ab-
solutely fire proof as well as burglar proof
—at least so far as modern science can ren-
der it. Another door leads into a con-
venient wash-room, and thence by pri-
vate way out into the store, without pass-
ing back into the counting room. There
is a good coat room, a small double-acting
elevator to carry parcels, ‘‘copy,” ete.,
up and down the severals stories. These
make up the principle details of the
interior of an establishment evidently
laid out for the execution of business
on a metropolitan scale. As to appear-
ance we may say that the finish being
mostly of pine in soft colors, free from
opacity, but with the faintest shades of
coloring, this with the decoration of the
cornice and the ceiling, the gas fixtures of
beautiful shapes and designs in light
bronze, the lengthy- line of massive iron
columns forming the centre supports, and
surrounded below with the bronzed heat-
ing radiator; give vista and fine shadows
to the whole, appearing at once to" the
taste as an artistic picture combining util-
ity and beauty in well matched propor-
tions. The tout ensemble is admirable.
The first impression is like that of a burst
of sunlight after a shower. A chuu
smile of welcome appears to greet the
spectator as soon as he enters the store,

is very attractive and p

Ascending to the third floor we find it
devoted wholly to the Bookbinding branch
of Messrs. McMillan’s business. There
are ruling, embossing; cutting and perfor-
ating machines, with all the general
apparatus of this important branch of
industry, and every convenience for the
work people.

The fourth flat is the composing and
press room, probably the finest in Canada.
The machinery is driven by a fine engine
made by Burrill & Johnson, of Yarmouth,
‘thegpower being supplied from an upright
tubular boiler. There are large and small
power presses in several styles and sizes
of different makes, including- Hoe, Peer-
less and other well known makes—all of
these béing in the'.rear-portion of the
stoty, whilst on Prince street
front ave the printers with an almost un-
limited supply of imposing stones, racks,
cases, etc.
The entire building is heated by steam,
low pressure, direct radiation, with a 25-
horse power tubular boiler, placed as we
have said in the cellar. The heat is dis-
tributed on all the upper floors by lines
of steam pipe, passing around the outside
walls, and in the first story by circular
-radiators around the base of the columns,
with ornate tops finished in bronze and
they are very rich and stylish. : The sys-
tem of ventilation—a very important ac-
cessory, 50 often wholly neglected even
in tine buildings—is here quite complete

at the light dq venhllhng flues de-
scend through walls to the cellar
or basement floors once in about ten feet
for the discharge of foul and impure, air
which is generated to a great extent in
close rooms from the chemicals employed
in the manuf of paper, especially of
the heavier and coarser kinds. There are
also two large flues for ventilation, com-
\municating with each floor, provided with
artiﬁcia! inductors, that afford a positive

tion to whatewer may be the tem-

The roof is a hopper shaped deck, dis-
charging its water into 8 inch cast iron
pipes with steam jets in each for winter
nse. These drain pipes descend into the
basement where they are discharged into
a 10 inch cast iron drain leading from the
court in the rear to the sewerin the street.
This drain is supplied with a steam " jet at
its mouth in the court for winter use.

The entire structute dutside and in isan
architectural ornament to the city and a
fitting monument to the pluck and busi-
ness energy of  its enterprising owners.
The masonry was executed in a skillful
and satisfactory manner by Messrs. J.. &
W. Spears, of New York ; the carpentry
by Alexander Mitchell, of Fredericton,
and shows him thoroughly acquainted
with the details of his business ; the stair
cases were executed by Clarke and Me-
Leod, and their fine finish and solid work-
manship reflect much credit on the build-
ers. Theiron work of the vaults is by R.

Flaherty & Co., and is finely wrogght
and floridly decorated. The heat-
ing is by Messrs. Young and McDevitt,
and is a masterly piece of work through-
out. Mr. John Johnston executed the
painting in & very creditable manner —
the whole being from the plans and under
the supervision of Messrs. Croff & Camp,
Architects, who have handled  the entire
work in a most skilful and energetic man-
ner—one of the chief merits of the effects
obtained being a degree of originality that
is quite pleasing without any sacrifice of
what is thoroughly business like.

The business of the McMillans is one of
the oldest in St. John, dating back nearly

years. The founder was Mr. John
McMﬂlan the grandfather of the present

John McMillan, of the firm. He com-
menced business in 1822; in 1837, after
the fire of that year, in which the estab-
lishment was burned, retired in favor of his
eldest son, David, whe continued in it un-
til 1845, when at ‘his death his younger
brothers, James and Alexander, took it
and adopted the style by which the
business is now carried on, viz.,J. & A.
McMillan. Mr. Alexander McMillan
died in 1848 ; subsequently Mr, Geprge
W. Whitney was admitted to the firm as a
partner of Mr. James McMillan, and in
1860 Mr. John McMillan—thesq  three
forming the present members of a firm
remarkable alike for its enterprise and for
its honorable reputation. It may be
worthy of mention that since 1822 there
have been four heavy fires in all of which
the house anﬁ‘ered severely. We trust,
however, that fl‘om vicigsitudes of this
kind they may now be spared for many,
many years,

The new store wad opened to the public
for the first time on Saturday afternoon.
Its tine appearance atttacted much atten-
tion. The number of visitors to-day sug-
gests that it will be the literary centre of
the city.

Now that the elections are all overa
few facts connected with the results
will, no doubt be, interesting. We be-
lieve we are in a position to make a
fairly accurate estimate of the political
proclivities of the men elected and our
‘“ count of noses ” gives twenty-four as
probable Government supporters in the
event of the new Government being
completed by a judicious selection of
persons to fill vacancies existing, or
which may be created. There are now
six members of Government, viz.,
Messrs. Young, Fraser, Wedderburn,
Stevenson, Crawford and Perley, and,
of these, public belief seems to point to
the resignation of one or two, not be-
cause of any change of sentiment on
their part in reference to their col-
leagues, but for friendly and prudential
reasons. It is, indeed, hinted thata
new portfolio or two might be advant-
ageously created without increasing the
number of the Executive or expense of
Departmental management, but what
the intentions of those who are alone in
a position to make such changes, ‘'may
be, we have not the means of knowing.
In any case we feel quite well assur-
ed that the policy of the new Govern-
ment will be to reduce, rather than in-
crease Executive expenses—and no
man, better than the new Secretary,
knows whereto apply the pruning-knife.

THE GALLOWS.

W Vauhan’—sgc:im—— es and their
Expiation

We take the following principally from
the Freeman and other St. John papers”:
About eight o’clock on the night of the
13th February last—one of the coldest
nights of the whole winter—the police
authorities of St. John and Portland were
informed that an aged woman, named
Mary Quinn, had been

BRUTALLY MURDERED
in her home on the Little River road.
Owing, perhaps, to the severity of the
weather, traffic on the streets was scarce,
and the news of the murder spread over
the city but slowly. Next morning the
community was horrified by the narration
given in the papers of the finding of the
body, aud the description of the terrible
mutilation to which the aged victim was
subjected, accompanied, as the deed ap-
peared to be, by v
AN EQUALLY ATROCIOUS CRIME

of debauchery. At first the perpetrator
and the motives for the commission of the
crime were enshrouded in mystery. The
aged and helpless innoffensiveness of the
woman, the poverty and unattractiveness
of the surroundings, and the awful
butchery committed, gave rise to varied
theories and c« ts as to thei
that could tempt to such a deed. The
police of both the city and the town were
puzzled how to act, or in what direction
to look, or whom to look for, to chargé
the crime upon. The murderer had de-
parted and left

ves

NO TRACE, &
behind by which he might be followed.
The murdered woman, Mrs. Quinn, was
a widow, aged about fifty-five or sixty
years, and lived with a man named John
Crowley, in an old cottage about “two or
two and a half miles from St. John, on
the old Quaco road. Crowley was a
woodcutter, and, that morning left his
home after preparing his own breakfast.
He stated that Mrs. Qninn did not rise
from her bed previous to his going out
to work. Returning home about five
o’clock in the afternoon, his eyes met the
HORRIFYING SPECTACLE
of his aged housekeeper whom he had
left in her usual health a few hours
previous, lying at full length upon the
floor, her body exposed and her head
mutilated almost beyond recognition. The
sudden, fearful sight almost bereft the
old man of the power of sense or motion.
Recovering himself, he repaired to an ad-
joining house and made known the oc-
currence. A company of a half dozen
men accompanied him to the hon{e to
make an examination.
IN THE DUSK OF THE FADING DAYLIGH‘P,
the scene was one of such extensive hor-\
ror that several of the men, strong nerved
and rough as they were, turned sick and
faint at the sight, and were compelled to
seek relief in the open air. Mr. Crowley,
together with a couple of those men, has-
tened tothe city to inform the police; Crow-
ley was sent to the Portland Police Station
where hewasdetained during the night and
next day. - Suspicion attached to him in
the absence of othér proof, The house

rooms—a bedroom opening off a kitchen.
On the floor of the bed room, and aimost
directly opposite the door, which was
closed, and which was somewhat prevent-
ed from opening by the feet of the dead
woman, lay the body.

HOW THE BODY WAS FOUND.
Ier face presented a terrible picture, the
v hole left side being mangled almost be-
yond recognition as that of a human being.
Pools of blood covered the floor, so that it
was nearly impossible for the spectator to
avoid stepping into the gore. The lacer-
ated face of the deceased showed that af-
ter the murderer had left his bloody
work, a cat or some other animal had
feasted on the remains of the victim. The
body lay upon its back, the limbs partly
extended, and the clothing thrown up
over the head. Appearances indicated
that a second revolting crime had been
committed upon the poor old woman, and
the opinion was subsequently verified by
the testimony of medical witnesses. The
details of this part of the outrage were not
made known to the public, being unfit
for publication, and the general public
will probably never. know the full par-
ticulars of this disgusting horror. There
Were

EVIDENCES OF A VIOLENT STRUGGLE
on the part of the woman before being
overpowered. Marks were upon her
hands ard wrists, as if made by human
teeth, while bruises and scratches showed
upon her limbs and other parts of her
body.
THE WEAPON
with which the murder appeared to have
been committed was an axe which was
found leaning against the wall in the
kitchen, and was covered with blood
nearly half the length of the handle.
Near it lay another axe new and un-
stained. As was nataral, the horrible
affair created a great excitement in the
neighbourhood. - The people, however,
had perfect
CONFIDENCE IN CROWLEY’S STORY,
and were firm in the belief that he had no
band in the murder. Enquiries made that
night for the purpose of obtaining a clue to
the murderer, elicted the tact that
A SUSPICIOUS CHARACTER
named Vaughan was seen on the road
during the forenoon, and from some acts
of his the neighbours were of the opinion
that he was the murderer. He was said
to have been slightly intoxicated. He
was 80 minutely observed and described,
and so well known to some of the police,
that there was no mistaking the man, and
theirefforts were directed towards
HIS ARREST.
This was accomplished by policeman
Jacob Ross, of Carleton, on the morning
following the murder. ~The prisoner de-
nied all knowledge of the affair, but
v SPOTS OF BLOOD

n))on his clothing, together with his own
contradictory statements accounting for
their pr , made picion attach
closely to him. If he left no trace of his
guilt behind him he carried too damning
proofs away with him of his connection

with the crime. The suspected man’s
movements that day were

TRACED STEP BY STEP,

and the mass of testimony was gathered
from such a cloud of witnesses, that only
the circumstance of seeing him actually
commit the deed was wanting to fasten
the full responsibility of the crime npon
him.

THE TRIAL
lasted several days and resulted in a ver-
dict of ‘ Wilful murder ” against William
Vaughan. The subsequent confession of
the prisoner left no doubt of the correct-
ness of that conclusion.
THE CLOSING SCENE
in the terrible tradegy was enacted on
Saturday morning last, at 8 o’clock, in the
Jail yard, 8t. John. All the arrange-
ments for the dread ceremony were com-
pleted the evening before and at that time
the condemned man took a final leave of
his relatives and friends, the parting with
his wife being reported as of the most
affecting description. Only the clergy-
men and jail officials were allowed access
to the prisoner on the fatal morning.
THE GALLOWS
was like that on-which both Munro and
O’Neil suffered ‘death, the criminal being
lifted, or jerked off his feet by the weight-
ed end of the beam furthest from him be-
ing cut away and falling suddenly.

The Telegraph’s report of the execution
is as follows :—

HOW VAUGHAN SPENT THE LAST NIGHT.

Mr. Geo. Tennant and the condemned
man passed the night tog in prayer,
and at G’c)ck Vaughan had taken to
him a cup of coffee and some food,
but the latter he could not eat. At 6.30
he was brought down from cell No. 10 on
the third flat to No. 6 on the second floor.
At that time the two who had been occu-
pants of the cell all night were engaged
in singing and prayer. - Rev. Geo. A.
Hartley, Rev. Joseph. T. Parsons, Mr.
Simmons, Mr. Emery (of Stirling &
Emery), entered the cell with Vaughan
and

THE SERVICE BEGAN WITH SINGING.

Vaughan had been dressed in a white
shirt, under shirt, black pants and wore
his shoes and stockings. A hymn was
first sung, and then Rev. Geo. A. Hartley
engaged in prayer. This was followed
by other hymns. During the progress of
the singing, at first, the man who had but
a short lease of life, sat in an arm chair
in the south-eastern corner of his cell,
his cheek resting upon his left hand. His
lips moved slowly, and he endeavored to
take part in the service of song but it was
a great effort.

The outer door was locked at 7.30 and
from that time all who were entitled to
be admitted were on hand. Of course
there were many who endeavored to
force their way into the building, but the
list in Constable McPherson’s hands pre-
vented any imposition. A good many of
those who had entered the jail stood at
the door of the cell where the service was
held. When the man had but twenty
minutes to live

VAUGHAN ENGAGED IN PRAYER,
offering up a most fervent exhortation to
God for forgiveness. ‘* All hail the pow.
er of Jesus’ name,” was sung, but it was
observed that the prisoner shifted about,
resting his head first on one hand and
then upon the other, though he took no
part and his nervousness began to increase
At the conclusion of this piece he thanked
Rev. Mr. Parsons,and the hymn ““There is
a fountain filled with blood” was sung at
the man’s own request. Another short

‘prayer and then the approprmbe

“ OVER THERE”
was sung followed by another prayer.

At five minutes to eight Sheriff Hard-
ing and Deputy Sheriff Rankine entered
the cell with Constables Pidgeon and
McPherson and the arms of Vaughan (who
was cheered up by the comforting words
of the clergymen) were pinioned. When
the Sheriff entered to pinion him, Vaugh-
an said : “* It is the last favor I have to
ask you that you will not dirty my shirt
(which my friends have given me) by
piacing that leather strap about my arms.”
He then put his hand in his pocket and

produced a paper parcel, which on open-

white tape, some four or five yards long,
with which he asked the Sheriff tofastenhis
arms, and the request was granted. The

was greatly changed since the last time
that he appeared before the public. At
that time he stood an easy careless man,
apparently indifferent to what was pass-
ing. Then his face had an unnatural
color, but when he came from his cell it
was different. His lips moved asif he
was engaged in prayer, but he looked
straight ahead. The

NOOSE WAS PLACED ABOUT HIS NKCK
by the deputy sheriff when they reached
the platform. Here a few moments were
spent in pinioning Vaughan's legs and his
lips began to move hurriedly, though he
gave no sign of flinching but bore up,
The signal was given that all was ready,
before the white cap had been drawn
over his face, and exactly at eight o’clock

HIS BODY ENTERED THE AIR,

the face being uncovered. The black flag
was immediately hoisted, and this was
the signal for the tolling of the bell
of the police building.. He gave one wild
despairing look as his body was lifted
from the platform, and clasped his hands.
Nearly all those who attended the execu-
tion stood on the platform and uncovered
their heads as the man took his station
under the beam, whilst the eyes of some
were bathed in tears.

VAUGHAN’S NECK WAS INSTANTLY BROKEN,,
and he died as if he had been killed by a
flash of lightning. The body swayed to
and fro, but when the momentum caused
by his Leing lifted from his feet was over,
there was no movement of the limbs. The
hands that were at first clasped gradually
relaxed their hold on each other, and the
chest heaved once.

Second Minute—Dr. James Christie felt
the pulse of the hanging man, and was fol-
lowed by Dr. Preston. By this time the
body had stopped swinging.

Third Minute—The neck began to as-
sume a purplish tinge where the knot had
caught it, directly under the left ear. The
face began to change color, and the eyes
had the glassy look of death.

Fourth Minute—The pulse was slowing
gradually and the tips of the fingers were
whitening, showing that the blood was fast
leaving them. Dr. Preston pressed the
back and breast and but little movement
of the heart was felt.

Fifth Minute—the face was not unnatur-
al. There was very little pulsation, and
it came in slow beats.

Sixth Minute—Both physicians felt the
hanging man’s pulse and there was but a
faint flutter of the heart left.

Seventh Minute—There was still more
moments required to feel a beat of the
pulse, and in half a minute

ALL WAS OVER.

The body was allowed to remain until
8.08, and was then removed and placed in
a coffin. Anexamination of the neck was
then made by the doctors.

Subsequently an inquest was held, after
which the body was conveyed to the
Methodist Burial Ground, beyond the
Marsh Bridge, accompanied by two Con-
stables. These and a brother and nephew
of the murderer witnessed the interment,
which was without cereniony of any kind.

ANOTHER CONFESSION.

fiof the arch in the centre bore the flag of
the Dominion. On the outer face of this
arch was the legend;  “Weloome the
Delegate of the Apostolic See.” The face
of the left column bore the legend, Ceud
mile failte and that of the right column
the legend, - ‘“Honor to whom Honor is
due”. The converse face of the arch bore
the legend, “‘Salvete Illustrissimi Antistites
Nostri, in welcome to the other visiting
Bishops.

A magnificent triple arch was also placed
over the spot on which the apsis and
western end wall of the proposed Cathe-
dral will be erected. The centre arch
was m-n_pmted by alarge evergreen cross
and the three bore the following texts :—
‘¢ Habemus - Altave.” (Heb. XIII, 10,)
¢ Kece TabemaculumDeicunHmninibua/”
(Apoe. XXI, 3,) ‘““Domus mea, Domus
Orationis.” (Lue. XVIII, 46,).

Over the entrance to the Hotel Liew
was the text, ‘¢ Bemedictus qui renit in
nomine Domini.” (Lue. XIII, 35).

CEREMONY OF BLESSING AND LAYING THE

CORNER STONE OF ST. MICHAEL'S
CATHEDRAL.

The Pontiff, Mgr. Conroy, wearing
mitre and cope, and attended by the as-
sistant clergy, the Bishops of Chatham,
St. John,Charlottetown and Arichat being
also present,and a dense concourse of peo-
ple assisting, began the ceremony by first
blessing holy water. Then going to the
large wooden cross which had been plant-
ed on the spot where the principal altar
of the Cathedral is to stand, over which
the temporary chancel, with altar in i,
had been erected, he sprinkled it with
blessed water, reciting the antiphon.

“Put the Sign of Salvation, O Lord
Jesus Christ, in this place and do not per-
mit the Destroying Angel to enter ” and
the 83rd Psalm * How beautiful are Thy
Tabernacles, O Lord of Hosts ” &c, to the
end. Then, having taken off his mitre,
standing in front of the place thus sprink-
led, he recited the following prayer :—

O Lord God, who, though Heaven and
Earth cannot contain Thee, deignest,
nevertheless t% have a dwelling place on
earth, where Thy name shall be continual-
ly 1nvoked visit we beseech Thee,through

The Pontiff and assistants then knelt
down to recite the Litany of the Saints;
after which, rising, he recited the 126th
Psalm : Unless the Lord build the house
they labour in vain who build it, &c., to
the end, then plaecing the stone in its
pesition in the wall he pronounced the
prayer :

“In the Faith of our Lord, Jesus
Christ, we place this primary stone in this
foundation : In the name of the + Father,
and of the + Son, and of the Holy + Ghost,
that true Faith may flourish here, and the
fear of God, and fraternal love ; that this
may be a plnce set aside for prayer, for
invoking and fra.mng the name of the
same our Lord Jesus Christ, who with the
Father and the Holy Ghost, liveth and
reigneth God for ever and ever—Amen,”

Meanwhile, the mason settled the stone
with cement, and the Poutiff sprinkled it
with holy water saying: ‘‘ Sprinkle me,
O Lord with hyssop and I shall becleansed,
wash me and I shall be whiter than snow ”
and continued to recite, with the assisting
clergy the 50th Psalm, ‘“ Have mercy on
me, O God, according to thy great mercy”
etc., to the end. Then the Pontiff made
the circuit of the foundationf the Church
sprinkling it with holy water and reciting
other psalms and prayers. Finally the
ceremony ended by the Pontiff giving the
Apostolic benediction from the temporary
altar to the kneeling multitade. The
Bishops and Clergy withdrew in procession
after which Healy’s band, which had kind-
ly been volunteered for the occasion, play-
ed several enlivening tunes and the crowd
dispersed.

Thus ended a sacred ceremony which
will be long remembered in Chatham.
Everything seemed to combine to make it
successfuland happy—The weather, though
warm, wasdelighful, in a word nothing was
wanting to make it for the catholic people
of Chatham and their kind fellow:
