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A TFalse Ory of Economy.

The opposition at Ottawa presented
to the public a genuine sample of small
party tactics last week in making use
of their inajority in the Seuate to pre-
vent theeextension of the Intercolonial
Railway to Montreal, _ The scheme
appears to have been' one which the
late government itself entertained, and
would have probably carried out had
it remained 1n power, and is one which
80 good an authority as Mr. Pottinger
has estimated would increase the earn-
ings of the railway by miore than three
hundred thousand dollars a year, while
the outlay necessary to realise this
result wonld be only $210,000
annually. It is well known that the
politicians now out of office, made some
bargains, when in office, in connection
with L C. R. extensions, which were,
to say the least, so very extravagant as
to, perhaps, suggest to their minds the
idea of the jobbery they claim to scent
in the present proposals. However,
the Conservative majority in the
Senate did its work and defeated the
government’s proposal to purchase the
Drummoand County Railway as a part
of the proposed' extension, and on Sat-
urday last Hon, Mr. Blair, as Minister
of Railways, moved that the sum of
$157,500 be voted to pay the expenses
of one year's trial of the extension of
the I. C. R. to Montreal.

‘The government, he said, had decided
it was in the general ntere:t to make the
extension and were determined if they
could getthe consent of Parl-ament to
carry that policy into operation. While
not disputing the right of the Sanace to
take any view they pleased with regard
to the conditions, the government did
insist upon the right of the House of
Commons to put them in poessssion of
the funds to put the plan at all events
into experimental operation. That was
fixed and determined - and nouthing is
going to stay the operation of that policy.
“We believe,” added Mr. Blair,”* that
after the experiment opposition will have
died out. The idea that there is a job
will have been fully exploded by the
investigation which is goiug to take piace
in the other chamber. We invite investi-
gation.” (Cheers.) “More, we defy it!”
(Renewed cheers.) ‘‘We have nothing to
tear and the resuls of an invectigation will
be to clear the air and dep - ive anyYody

1 who objects to the proposal of the ground

they take. - When we mect Parliament
two years hence sll opposition will have
disappeared. In my opinion, the more
this proposal is considered the more it
will take hold of the public mind.”

Mr. Foster described Mr. Blan’s etate-
ment as a mixture of declama.on and
prophecy, and called for the details of
the prop. sal. :

Mr. Taite alloded to the campaign
against this proposal, wade in the Map-
treal daily press, and the charges made
against him and the government. He
pointed out that the "centre of the vpposi-
tion to this proposed extension was C. N,
Armstrong, a diswppointed schemer,
There was a p:ojectd railway scheme be-
tween Moutreal and Qnebec, of which
Armstrong h+s a charter, the conaum-
mation of wh'eh iucluded the building of
a bridge at Longuenil. Armsirong had
subsidized a portion of the press at Mon-
treal. Shares in this bridge amounting
to. $100 000 were givea to La Presse
newapaper by Armstrong and he had dis-
tributed uther shares among newspapeis.
He knew of others who had received
shares and intimmated that the government
had an euwemy in its ownc'my. He
¢hallenged an investigstion.  Arwstrong
came to the government and asked them
to buy the Biie des Chalne:s Rulway, or
to give him a guarantee for a few millions.
The governwent refused. They would
not touch him with a ten foot po'e.

The statement by Mr. Taite thut the
opposition had beeu the tools of Arm-
stroug and a lot of schemers in this mat-
ter brought'Mr. Fugter to his feet to move
that these words be taken dowr, and
call for a retraction.

A violent altercation ensuel. Mr.
Tarte caid he did not mean to say that
the opposition were the willing tools,
bat all the :ame they were the uncouscious
tools.

Mr. Foster st 1l c.lled for a retraction,
and Sr L Duwies Mr. Fotr was
assumiag an arrogant tone in the House
and trying to put down other me ubers.
The expression was perfect'y parl amen-
tary.

The watter finally rested there.

According to details of the former
government’s ppirchases for Intercolon-
ial extensions, furnished to Senator
Scott by Deputy Minister Schreiber
it appears that the 125 miles from
Riviere du Loup to Levis was pur-
chased for $1,500,000, whileit cost,
besides, $1.076,939 to bring it up to
the standard of the I. C. R. This
represented a cost of $20,615 per mile.
The 8t. Charles branch, fourteen miles
long, cost $1,758,541, or over $125,610
a mile. The price which the present
government proposes to pay for the
Drummond County Railway is only
$12,000 per mile, so that the transac-
tion looks much better on its face than
similiar purchuses. and undertakings
carried out under the anspices of the
gentlemen whose policy of economy
appears to have been adopted after
they, themselves, were removed by the

people from the treasary benches.

The Best Railway Manazement.

The claims upon the people of the
Intercolonial or government contro! of
railway interests, over those of private,
or company management, are well stated
by a correspondent of the Trauscript who
says :—

Admitting the population of the Domin-
ion to be five mllions and every fifth
soul a taxpayer who represents a famly
of five and that they consume groceries,
&c., apart from fuel, equal in bulk 10
ten barrels, I find that the C. P. R.
asks four dollurs and fifty cents to con-
vey ten barrels of flour from St. John
to McAdam, while the I. C. R. asks two
dollars and twenty cents for the same
from St. John to Moncton, a longer dis-
tance. This means at two dollars and
thirty cents (the difference) per taxpayer
a saving of two million three hundred
thousand dollars. Add the fucl and the
tignres would doubtless run up to five
million dollars. Or in other words the
people of the Maritime Provinces and a
large portion of Quebec would be better
off with a five milliun dollar deficit against
the . C. R. than they would with the
C. P. R.and the [. C. R. inthe hands
of one company. These figures are any-
thing but extravagant considering the
very short mileage I use for each tax-
payer, viz., the distance from Moncton
to St. John.

Outario may say that “it is all very
well us far as the Maritime Provinces are
concerned, but what abont Oatario and
the provinces west of us?” My reply to
that would be, ‘*you have to pay for the
L C. R. We pay forthe canals which
are no use to us while the I. C. R. is of
as much use to yon as it is to the Mari-
time Provinces. We buy thousands from
you, while you buy hundreds from us,

and the railway was a great distribu o
of your wares before the C. P. R. was in
existence and is still a great distiibutor.
It is true your wares and products are
not taxed for freight to the same extent
as the local freight mentiuned, but it
would be if the railways running in‘o the
Maritimes Provinces were all owned by
one company. If the government owned
both lines it would make no difference
as to the provinces weet of Oubario. 1
have only to.say, we mnever “:qu:ai”
about their public worke, whether they
pay or not, besides these provinces in-
cluding Ontario, never had wore to pay
than about seventy-five cents per capits
for auy owe year and of.late years tso to
three cents per head would be the ontside
limit.

I hope the foregoing is quite sufticient
to show the mechanic, clerk, farmer aud
laborer, and every other man who has not
an ‘“‘axe tv grind” that he i3 personally
interested in the welfare and development
of the Intercolonial railway of Canada,
and I hope in the near future another
letter may appear on these lines on the
great work. 1 also hope this let*er may
appear in many of our vapers in St. John
Halifax and other places, so that it may
start those with clearer heads than mine
writing and acting with this end in view,
viz., making the most of the fmty-five
millions of dollars invested inthke I. C. R

Itis “Resticouche.”

The Campbellton Telephone says :—
“The word Restigouche, which is ro
proudly spoken by those residing in the
county and in the vicinity of the wealthy
and famous river, is according to the old
maps, not Restigouche but Ristigouche.”

“Old maps” may be very good in
their way, but it does not always
follow that their makers are to be
accepted as authorities in the matter
of .correct spellings of the names of
places. It is true that the famous
Salmon Club which has its head-
quarters on the great river, is incorpor-
ated by the Quebec legislature under
the name of the Ristigouche Salmon
Club,but we have not been able to trace
that spelling of the word to any reliable
authovity. The earliest English his-
torical reference to the river that we
bave found is contained in letters of
Capt. Byron, senior officer of the
British ships of war which sailed up
the Bay Chaleur in July 1760 and
destroyed French frigates viz. ‘‘the
“Marchault,, the Bienfaisant and the
“Marquis de Marloze and another,
“besides 22 schooners, sloops, and
“small privateers with a great quantity
‘‘ot provisions and stores.” The accouut
of Capt. Byron says “We proceeded to
a large river called by the Indians
-Rustigushi.” The same account also
says that they also ‘““destroyed the towa
ot Petit Rochelle, containing upwards
of 200 houses and also both of the
batteries.” This place was called
Bourdo Point in later times, which is
about three miles above Mission Point.
It is said that the remains of two of
the French men of war destroyed by
Capt. Byron were ‘visille off Mission
Point in the remembrance of some of
the older people of that place who are
still living. The oldest maps in the
New Brunswick .Crown [Land office
give to the name of this river the spel'-
ing which is called in question by the
Telephone, and which, having the
sanction of long usuge, and being based
on the old indian name Rustigushi,
seews nearer right than that of
“Ristigouch e.”

The Liquor License Actin St. Joha.

We are very glad to observe that
there is a decided improvement in the
administration of the law bearing on
the liquor traffic in districts under the
license system. Excepting amongst
those who hold extreme views upon the
subject, the working of the liquor law,
wherever it is in force in the Province,
is generally regarded as satisfactory ;
in fact in the City of St. John the
traffic in licensed premises, during prc-
hibited houars, has been completely
checked. The change is most marked,
especizelly in the leading hotels, whose
proprietors, under the old license sys-
tem, did pretty much as they pleased
during “prohibited hours, notably on
Sundays. It is said that the Sunday
business in any of the places referred
to, would be eqaal to that of any other
three days of the week. Under these
circumstances it is not to be wondered
at, when the authorities seemed to be
indifferent to the wrongdoing : going
on under their very noses, that the
Sunday drinking in hotel bars became
notorious. One whois in a position
to know told the writer the other day
that the receipts of the Sunday busi-
ness of each of " several St John
hotels averaged more than $100, while
now - on a Sunday the proceeds of the
sales would not average more than $5
or $6. It may be stated, parentheti-
cally, that under the new law, pro-
prietors ot hotels are permitted to serve
liqguors to bona fide guests at their
meals and in their rooms, during pro-
hibited hours, and it seems to be a wise
provision and one which the hotel men
feel very grateful for, i

There is no doubt, whatever, that
the abuses under the old law, led the
local government to completely change
the administration of the liquor license
system in the Province, and the results,
eapecially in the City of St. John, are
unmistakably beueficial to the com-
munity, und creditable to the govern-
ment. Much of the success already
attained is due to the good judgment
of the Inspector, Mr. John B. Jones
who, by the way, isan ol newspaper
man, and whose training in the journal-
istic field, has enal.led him to bring to
the discharge of his new duties those
qualities ot mind which make for
firmness, prudence and common sense,
Mr. Jones’ record thus far is very
creditable and is proof of the wisdom
of the government in their se'ection of
bim for the responsible position he how
occupies.

THE ADVICK A LAWYER GAVE HIS ST. JOHN
CLIENTS —PROSPECTS OF LAWSUITS OVER
ASHLAND MILL:DAM.

AsHuAND, Me., June 24.—Some novel
ind mteresting litigation is promised as s
resulc of that peculiar log-snarl this spriog
«t the Ashlazd Lumber Co.’s holding-place.
When the logs came down the Arostook
river they were running swiftly on account
of the high water, and sorting them was a
difficult matter. The Ashland Company
caught and beld all the logs in their big
dam and thereby elicited a big dam from
the lower St. John lumbermen in the pro-
vince. Logs that they were waiting for
were held at Ashland uotil the millmen
there could pick out their timbers.

A big jam was formed and the process of
untangling the soarl was difficult and
tedious. The Ashland Company claimed
that it was moviog as rapidly as possible,
but that their down-river neighbors couldn’s
expect them to sluice a!l timber, their own
inclnded thioagh their dam., Therefore
they kept on carefully pickiog over the
jumble, sending down the other partiss’ logs
as they were extricated.

Of course the St. Joha driving crews were
delayed by the jam at Ashland sod there
was much scarrying to and fro of lawyers
aod dowa-river parties:

Oue promioent attorney, who was consult-
ed, gave his St. John and Fredericton river-
driving clients peremptory orders to blow
up the Ashland dam as an obstruction.

He argued that the river-drivers were not
responsible parties from whom damages
could be collected and that they, baving
vaken a contract to drive, were not in the
proper sense servants or agents, He said
the down-river people had a right to get
their logs down and to remove obstructions
whatever they might be.

The drivers were, however, not conrageous
or rather not rash enough to follow out this
startliog advice. 1t seemed to boirder a
little closely on anarchy, aed if sach an act
had been attempted they would no doubt
have been vigorously resisted by the Ash.
land crew.

At last, after considerable delay, the
dowo-river logs were worked through the
press of the Ashland timber and the excited
lawyers and down-river millmea left for the
Province. Now it is sail they threaten
some test suits in order to collect damages
for their season’s delay and to learn their
rights in anticipation of next season’s drive.

The Ashland company, which has one of
the largest modein saw mills in New Eng-
land, with nearly half a million dollars in-
vested, will carefully protect its own iuter-
ests, for it is of the most importance that
their logs in the holding place be not inter-
fered with during critical spring floods.

NEW BRUNSWICK.

Mr. Charles A. Daff-Miller, the Agent-
General for New Brunswick, was born at
Kingston, Ontario, on Febiunery 27, 1854,
and was educated at the High School, Mon-
treal, and subsequently in Eogland and
Switzerland. He married in 1891 the
daughter of Foster Mortimore, Esxq., of The
Island, Romsey, Haots, and granddaughter
of Sir Henry Hunt, C. B. He is the eldest
son of the late Mr. John Miller, formerly
of Picton, Oatario, the inventor ani founder
of the now important tanning extract busi-
ness, by which the essences of barks and
woods ueefal in the production of leather
are extracted from the raw material, the
useless fibrous and woody matters being
eliminated, and tbe remaining valuable tan-
ning propeities concentrated gad thus
rendergd portable at Jow coet, 1 ton of this
extract taking the place of 6 to7 toas of
the original tan bark. It is ot exaggera-
tion to nay that the introduction of these
extracts has greatly tended to preserve to
Eogland the most important industry of
tanoing leather, as, the supply of osk bark
becoming quite inaiequate to the increased
demands, and the cost of importing substi-
tutes in the raw state too great, this indus-
try would have been driven to foreign
countries wheps the eupply was more
abundant, This industry was origitally
established in the Piovince of Quebec, but

Trip Over Gulf Shore Railway.

EXTENSION OF THE ROAD WILL SOON
MENCE—VISIT TO THE LAZARETTO.
BATHURST, Jane 25:—Thos, D. Adams,
Esq., of the Gulf Shore Railway Co., in-
vited s number of ladies and gentlemen of
Bathurst to take a tiip to-day over the
Ceraquet and Gulf Shore Railway to
Tracadie. The party left hero at 11 am,
arriviog at Tracadie at 2 p.m., a distance
of 71 miles, makiog some shoit stops along
the line. After partaking of an excellent
dioner at the residence of John Young, Esq.,
the party visited the Lazarettc, a handsome
and imposing structure lst.ly erected by
the Dominion government. Rev. Father
Babineau, the resident priest, takes a great
interest in this institution and gives a con-
siderate and humane attention to the con.
dition of the uofortunate inmates. Dr.
Smith, the medical superintendent, is a
gentleman of acknowledged ability in hia
treatment of leprosy. The visitors were
shown through the d fferent wards and de-
partments by the sisters in charge, whose
heavenly work of self denial and devotin
and uoremitting and tender care of the
leper patieats are beyond human praise.
The nnmber of paticnts at present is eigh-
teeo, among whom are the three Icelanders
who were lately brcught from Winnipeg.
One of them, a young man about thirty, is
rather intell gent and expressed his sorrow
for-the poor unfortunate people who were
aronnd him. He evidently thought he
would be cured snd said although he was
very well treated yet he was very lonesome
and would like to see some Icelandic papers
or books. The rest of the patients looked
resigned and comfortable. The beds and
rooms were scruplously clean.

There is in course of construction an
anneXx for the orphans of the lower parishes
of the county, which is being built and will
be supported by voluntary contributions,
