GERMANY'S NOTED JEW HATER

When Sentenced to Jail Created a Sei-
sation by Telling the Judge They
Would Have to Fight.

BERLIN, Jan. 13. —
German's most noted Jew-hater, was
sentenced vesterduy in one of the
courts of Berlin to six months in jail
for public incitement 10 disobe-
dienc§ of the law and  violence
of one class against another.
Count Pueckler infformed the
court that he hud a special mission
from God to lead an anti-Jewish pro-
roganda. This conviction c¢ame, he
said, in answar to constant prayer. He
had often been inclined to abandon
his mission, but was held to his work
by God's will. He protested against
the imputation of mental abnormity.
He admitted that he had occupied the
prisoners’ hox eighteen times, and as-
serted seriously that he meant what
he said when he had urged his audi-
tors to beat Jews with sticks.

When the count heard the sentence
of the court, he created an exciting
scene. He jumped up and shouted
passionately to the judge: “You will
have to bear the consequence of this
sentence. We have yet to meet with
weapons in hand.” The judge impos-
ed an additional three days’ imprison-
nent for disrespect of court and coms=
manded the sheriff to-lead the prison-
er away. ;

RUSSIANS SAIL SOUTH.

SUEZ, Egypt, Jan. 13.—The division
of the Russian second Pacific squad-
ron, commanded by Rear-Admiral Bo-
tovsky, sailed south this morning, pre-
sumably for Jubutil, French Somali-
land.

RETIRED IN DISORDER.

TORIO, Jan. 13, noon.—A report ire-
ceived yesterday at imperial military
headquarters from the Jdpanese army

headquarters in Korea says that the
Japanese garrison at Ham Heung re-
cently defeated a detachment of Si-
Perian Cossacks near Honan. The date
of the engagement is not stated.
The Russians retreated in disorder,
leaving nine men dead on the field.

The spoils taken by the Japanese in-
c¢luded two horses and a number of
rifles and swords.

DAMAGED RAILWAY LINE.

TOKIQ. Jan. 13. — Russian cavalry
raiders have slightlky damaged the rail-
way between Anshantien, Haichang
and Tashihchiao.

The above despaitch evidently refers
to a previous cablegram to the Asso-
ciated Press, from General Oku's head-
quarters, which announced a raid on
the railway near Haichang by the Rus-
sians, which was repulsed, it was said,
by Japanese guards.

RUSSIANS DRIVEN BACK.

GENERAL OKU'S HEADQUART-

These
complain that the children are not drill-
ed in commercial arithmetic, that they
do not write a good hand. Others com-
plain that the training gives the young
people ideas beyond the station and
the work for which they are best fit-
ted by nature, and that boys who
might have been skilled mechanics ne-
ver became skilled or anything else. If
the manual training system can in-
spire a boy with the idea that there is
culture in the training and use of the
hand and eye it may meet some of
these requirements. If girls can be
mrade to see the artistic value of house-
hold work they may take the same
pride in it that their grandmothers

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 1i2.— The
govarnment seemingly is about to make
the irrevocable situation that prestige
abroad and the dituation at home ne-
cessitate the continuation of the war
till peace with dignity is possible. Be-
yond this point, however, confusion ex-
ists, especially regarding the immediate
development of the interior situation.
Emperor Nicholas is still apparently
vacillating a® to whether he shall al-
low M, Witte full sway, in the mean-
time declining to permit Prince Sviato-
polk-Mirsky to retire, although the lat-
ter persists in the view that the con-
fidence of the people in the manner in
which the reform manifest is to be
worked out is vital and tbhat this is im-
possible if the work is to be left com-
pletely in the hands of the bureaucrats.
Direct consultation with the represent-
ative classes interested he considers es-
sential.

It has now been definitely established
that the third section of the manifesto
as it was originally drafted by Min-
ister Sviatopolk-Mirsky provided for re-
prasentation of the Zemstvos in the
council of the empire, and that it was
stricken out against his earnest pro-
test. Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky’'s re-
tirement from the ministry of the in-
terior continues to be considered as
only a matter of a short time, although
there ‘i® seeming evidence that the em-
peror hopes by temporizing to avoid
the necessity of concentrating the reins
of power in the hands of M. Witte.
Should a real storm break, however, no
e doabts that M. Witte is the one
strong man in sight who can be called
to the bridge.

The lack of cokesian and alignment of
the forces opposed to the existing state
of things, and mutual distrust of each
other’s programme se2m to make anv-
thing approaching actual revolution at
the present time unworthy of serious
consideration.

Demonstrations, and even disorders
on a large scale, in the centres of popu-
Jation are regarded by the authorities
as possible, accompanied by a recur-
rence of terrorism by those who be-
lieve the bomb is the only weapon with
which they can fight absolutism. This
last is really considered the likeliest
and most deplorable possibility in the
near future. For the moment, how-
ever, all is quiet in the interior, the
people seemingly being absorbed with
the Christmas holidays.

No further disorders have occurred

‘in connection with the mobilizing, the

only active movement of any sort noted
being demonstrations at Nijni, Nov-
gorod and Moscow, both confined to
meetings of school professors, who
took advantage of the occasion to pro-
test against the disabilities under
which, they declared, the staffs of the
universities labored, and adopted re-
solutions in favor of reforms on the
line of the recent Zemstvo memorial
but going farther than the emperor’s
manifesto. The meeting at Nijni Nov-
gorod was dispersed by the police and
several persons outside the hall were
injured, but none seriously.

COMETS GREAT MYSTERIES.
£

Could Be Put in a Bandbox, It Is
| Claimed, So Frail Is Their Texture.

|

|  When first seen the comet usually has
no tail, and indeed by far the larger
number, in fact, all telescopic comets,
remain tailless, since they do not ap-
| proach near enough to the sun, says
gihe Kansas City Star. Usually in the
| case of a great comet there is a rapid
development as it approaches the sun.
| At first there is only a faint patch of
light, resembling an ordinary nebula.

As it approaches nearer and nearer
| there appears a brighter spot near the
| centre; this nucleus of light continues
I to be surrounded by an envelope of

fainter light, which seems gradually
to be pushed out and away from the
| sun, as if some force were repelling its
| particles, until the appendage reaches
far across the sky, siretching in some
cases many millions of miles. In one
case the tail was long enough to reach
almost twice the distance of the earth
from the sun.

If the ancients could have known, as
we known, that these cometary trains
are actuaily hollow, so that they are
shaped like a real trumpet, they would
doubtless have been still more alarmed
and imagined their veritable trumps
| of Gabriel calling a wicked world to
judgment. The bulk of such a train
is something enormous, more than 8,000
times that of the sun itself; but, being
| so exceedingly tenuous, its mass may
be very little. Indeed, so acute an ob-
server as Herschel ventured to say
that the actual weight of a great co-
met’s tail might easily be a matter of
mere poaunds or even ounces. When it
is considered that (according to New-
ton’s calculations) a littie sphere of air
only an inch in diameter,. if rarified
. to such an extent as would be the case
| at a distance 400 miles above the sur-
face of the earth, would fill all the
space surrounding the sun, even far
beyond the orbit of Saturn, such a
guess may well be within the truth.

While it is true that occasionally me-
teoric stones penetrate the earth’s en-
velope of atmosphere and reach the
surface; the probability is remote that
a comet could inflict any serious dam-
age should it come into collision with
it. That such a collision will some
time occur is quite certain, for, aside
from the chance of some stray comet
from the outar regions of space strik-
ing the solar system timed straight for
the earth, we are assured that accord-
ing to the law of probabilities a colli-
sion with one of the several comets
whose path intersects the earth’s or-
bit will take place about once in an
average of fifteen million years. It
has been but a few years since we
passed so near a comet as to be brush-
ed by its tail. The effect was as slight
as that of passing through a shadow.
In fact, most of the world was entire-
ly unaware that such an event had
happened, and no one was inconveni-
enced or put in danger, so far as is
known.

The origin, of these interésting visi-
tors is still ‘envelaped in mystery. We
know that a considerable number are
attached to the sun and his family,
and revolve in more or less extended
periods in highly eccentric orbs. Oth-
ers seem mere visitors, coming from
nowhere, attracted by the sun out of
their unknown paths for a brief period,
and then returning again with the
sun's impress forever fixed upon them
to the unfathomable abyss of space,
alternately to visit other and greater
suns perhaps.

How these that visit the sun periodi-
cally and are thegefore properly a part
of the solar system, come to be so, is
an open question. There is a proba-
bility that some of them at least came
within the sphere of attraction of the
solar system, and were .captured for
all time. The fact that several have
orbits passing near some of the larger
planets and are much influenced by
them, lends color to this hypothesis.
Jupiter, for instance, has a family of
no fewer than 16 comets, attributed to
him.

Proctor mainiains that they are form-
ed of matter thrown off by these plan-
els at remote times in the past. There
is no mechanical difficulty in the way
of such a theory if the ejecting body
be a mass as great as the sun, for in-
stance; and it is conceivable that they
may have come from other suns than
ours. Nor does it seem to be unlike-
ly that they may simply be aggrega-
tions of matter in an exceedingly tenu-
ous state floating in interstellar space,
such as might be conceived to form
a2 new star like Nova Persei, for in-
stance. Whatever may be the truth,
their beauty, their erratic behavior, the
mystery surrounding them, " will al-
ways make them objects of curiosity
and interest.

A DUTY ON SARDINES

Might Create Canning Industries Oa
This Side of The Line.

In connection with the sardine indus-
try of New Brunswick waters there
seems to be a diversity of opinion as
to whether an export duty should be
placed on the fish which now find their
way in large quantities to the Eastport
and Lubec canning factories. Those
who have given the matter especial
consideration, as a rule, believe that
the industry could be transferred in
time to this side of the line.

Sutton Clark, a gentleman well
known In this business, is now canning
on the Canadian side, with success, and
finds a good market for all he can
preserve, Of course, the sardines can-
ned in Eastport find a home market in
the U. S, and in that way the duty is
gaved, which would have to be met in
the event of the canning being done
on the Canadian side, and looking for
the U. S. market. Apart from the cre-
ation of an industry on this side in the
canning of sardines, which would mean
the employment of a large amount of
labor, New Brunswick is confronted
with the fact that the spawning
grounds are being depleted 'by the
large quantity of fish that are at pre-
sent taken from New Brunswick wat-
ers and exported to the Maine farctories.

It is a fact that many tons of these
small herring, which have been taken
too late for sale to the factories, have
been -sold for use as fertilizers. The
report of thc commissioners appointed
to investigate this question will be
awaited with interest, and it is under-
stood that it will be made very soon.

By a special arrangement, the Ame-
rican government allow these small fish
which their own factories require, to
come into the country free of duty, but
of course there is a duty on the pre-
served article, :

Cldest Resident of Halifax Died Yes-
terday— Was a Pensioner.

HALIFAX, N. S, Jan. 12.—The death
occurred at an early hour this morning
of William Martin, the oldest resident
of Halifax.

Two Interesting Develop-

ments in Tucker Trial.

How Chief Shaw Questioned the Pris-
oner Before His Arrest—-Mysteri;

ous Pin in Court.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass.,, Jan. 12.—The
trial of Charles L. Tucker, charged
with the murder of Miss Mabel Page,
developed two interesting features to-
day. These were brought out in the
testimony of Chief of District Police
Shaw and Henry C. Bourne, Tucker’s

friend and companion on the day of
the murder. The testimony of each;
related to important exhibits present- |
ed in the case by the government, the |
blood-stained trousers worn by Tucker |
on the day of the murder and the|
stick-pin . found in a pocket of his |
overcoat after the arrest.

To the testimony of Chi#® Shaw par-
ticular attention was paid for the rea-
son that it was he who closely ques-
tioned Tucker immediately after the
murder and subsequently placed him |
under arrest. On the direct examina-
tion by District Attorney Sanderson,
Chief Shaw related every incident
which occurred from the moment he
went to Tucker’s house until he placed
him under arrest at the station house
formally charging him with murder.
The witness said that Tucker told him |
frankly of his movements on March |
31st, the day of the murder.

Upon the witness expressing a de-
sire to closely examine the trousers
worn by the defendant, Tucker, as he
removed the garments for inspection,
volunteered the information as to how
they became blood-stained. In response
to a question by the chief as to why
he destroyed his hunting knife Tucker
replied that he feared the crime would |
be fastened upon him were the. offi- |
cers to search him and find the knife. |
Chief Shaw then told Tucker he con-
sidered him guilty of the murder of
Miss Page and felt certain he knew
how he did it. Tucker denied ‘having
been at the Page home on that day,
but Mr. Shaw considered the evidence
in his possession was strong enough
to hold the man, and he formally
charged him with the murder.

The pin found in "Tucker’s coat af-
ter his arrest and alleged to have be-
longed to Miss Page, furnished the se-
cond sensation of the day. Henry
Bourne, who testifled that he had
known Tucker all his life, when shown
the pin said that he had seen Tucker
wear a pin of that description while
he was employed at Robertson’s boat
house in 1802.

District Al torney Sanderson on re-
direct examination showed the witness
a clasp pin and asked him if that was
the pin worn by Tucker in 1902. Bourne
replied that it was not, that the one
worn by Tucker at the time he men-
tioned was smaller than - the one
shown. Mr. Sanderson then handed
the witness the pin of Canadian de-
sign identified by Amy Roberts yes-
terday as the property of Miss Page,
and witness declared his belief that it
was smaller than the one he saw
Tucker wearing.

For the purpose of fixing definitely
Tucker’s movements on the day of the
murder, several witnesses were called,
but the most definite information on
this point was given by two railroad
men, John J. Murphy, a tower man
and telegraph operator at Riverside,
and Walter J. Cilley, section foreman
on the Boston & Albany R. R., sta-
tioned at Riverside. Murphy saw
Tucker pass his tower about 12.50
o'clock on the day of the murder.

Cilley testified that it was about
12.45 when he saw Tucker near the
Riverside- yard. Both witnesses stat-
ed that Tucker was neatly dressed
and appeared to be in no great haste
at the time they saw him.

During the cross-examination of Miss
Fitzgerald, the stenographer of Chief
Tarbox of the Newton police, Mr.
Vahey, brought out the fact that the
woman remained away from the Wal-
tham hearing to avoid being summoned
ao a witness.

Only once or twice during the day
did Tucker display more than passing
interest in the proceedings.

WELL TREATED.

Russian Officers Are Allowed Much
Freedom — Stoessel’s Reasons

For Returning.

TOKIO, Jan. 12—The Japanese
achievements at Port Arthur are re-
markable in the light of further in-
vestigations. The original Russian
strength is now estimated to have been
almost 50,000 men. It is announced at
the army headquarters that In addi-
tion“to the prisoners already reported,
about 13,000 wounded combatants will
eventually be brought to Japan. Gen-
eral Nogi's headquarters staff at Port
Arthur are at present busy dispatch-
ing the prisoners to Japan, placing the
wounded in hospitals and clearing the
way for a thorough investigation of
the spoils of war. Confused reports
reach ‘Tokio of the condition of the city
buildings.

It was said that General Nogi will
not return to Toklo at present.

Sixteen survivors of the third detach-
ment of Japanese who attempted to
block the entrance of Port Arthur by
ginking stone laden steamers in the
channel are expected to arrive af%®
Sasebo today. The fate of their 70
compeanions is unknown.

NAGASAKI, Jan. 12, 3 p. m.—The
strs. Kaga and Sunuki have arrived
here with 1,600 Russian prisoners of
war, and fifty officers. All the prison-
ers have been quartered at Inasa, a vil-|
lage nearby, where has also been pre-
pared a lofige for General Stoessel,
who will arrive next Saturday.

telegram is received from the pur-
chaser c¢laiming a shortage in quan-
tity or alleging poor quality. The

claim is usually accompanied by a pro-
position to accept delivery on condition
that a substantial reduction is made.
The amount varies from twenty-five
to forty per cent. of the total value of |
the consignment. The shipper is prac-
tically at the mercy of the buyer. The
former is down here in the east and
the buyer is on the spot in Toronto.
As is of course well known, potatoes
are perishable stock, and the railway
companies only allow the cars to re-
main on the tracks for forty-eight
hours without demurrage. With heavy
demurrage staring him in the face and
confronted by the possibility of his
stock going bad standing in the cars,
the shipper is obliged to accept the |
terms of the unscrupulous merchant
at the other end, and of course wires
his bank to deduct from the draft
which is invariably attached to the bill
of lading the amoynt asked for. When
the statements come in the rebate ask-
ed for is found to be charged to al-
leged shortage or ‘“‘spotted stock.”

In several cases the buyers have been
known to ask for a second reduction
after one has been agreed upon. They |
have the matter in their own hands, |

This practice has become so general
that the New Brunswick shippers have
become entirely disgusted, and they
claim that with very few exceptions
indeed the Toronto produce buyers are
a set of sharpers. The shippers feel
that the only way to protect their in-
terests is to demand a deposit in all
cases before shipment. :

The New Brunswick

cepted standard and no inspection, |
consequently it is almost impossible to
recover damages by legal measures.
It is a case of the shipper’'s statement
versus that of the buyer.

When the demand is keen and the
market on the upward grade there is

never any complaint. They take de-!

trouble, but if the’ market is at all|

crowded and the price falls off in the
least all kinds of subterfuges are re-
sorted to in order to evade their con-
tracts and defraud the shipper.

Strangers Exchanged Coins of George
the Thirds Time at Bank of Montreal
Here Today,

A tidy pile of golden coins graced the
teller’s table in the Bauk of Montreal
this morning, but that's not the whole
story, nor is it an unusual thing for
such money to be on hand there. Still
it is not often in a teller's career that
gold of such an age comes into his
hands. The coins in question dated |
back to the reigns of George III. and |
George 1V. of England, and were in a |
remarkably fine state of preservation. |
Their stamping and milling were sharp
and distinct, and it was apparent that
the money had been in retirement for
a long period. The gold was tendered
by strangers, and came from the Bank
at Guysboro, N. S. The age and con-
dition of it is explained by the bank
people here in this way: They think
it has been in a vault at Guysboro—
possibiy since the opening of the bank
there, and it is likely {t was placed
there in the long ago by a sea-faring
man, or English settler. Altogether,
the coins were quite a curiosity to those
who saw them today.
