The paper pre­
dicts the exclusion of the Japanese by 
domestic law es the only logical solu­
tion of the problem, and It maintains 
that in this desire to keep the Pacific 
coast “a white men's country" two- 
thirds of the people of the country are 
with California. In the meantime Gov­
ernor Gtttdtt and Speaker Walter Stan­
ton of the Assembly, are sitting on the 
lid, which is expected to be lifted at 
Sacramento today.

He is in the United States to 
make a study of the railway systems 
of this country-.

“In the Cape Towm-Calro Railway" 
said Mr. Gildemeester, "there is at pre­
sent a stretch of about 2,500 miles to 
be completed. It lies between Khar­
toum in the British Egypt'laon Soudan 
to Broken Hill; a point in Rhodesia. 
It is estimated that this remaining 
mileage will be computed within three 
years and then the liai geat railroad in 
the world covering in the neighbor­
hood of 6.400 miles, will be finished.

“What do I estimate the total cost to 
be? Very close ibo $1,000,000,000. I should 
say, but a comparatively small amount 
when it is considered what a glorious 
thing it will be for Africa, one of the 
greatest and richest ecuntrles of the 
world. It will be possible for the trav­
eler to journey from Berlin or Paris to 
Cape Town in ten or twelve days, just 
think of that."

The death of Major J. Macgregor 
Grant, which occurred late yesterday 
afternoon, removes from the midst of 
a large circle of friends and business 
associates a figure that has long been 
prominently identified with all that has 
made for progress In the history of the 
city.

IS RE-ELECTED
Major Grant had been ailing for a 

year back and since the latter part of 
December had been confined to his 
house, his demise, however, which oc­
curred at 3.45 o’clock yesterday after­
noon, was wholly unexpected and came 
as a shock to his family and Immedi­
ate circle of friends.

Major Grant was the senior member 
of the brokerage firm of J. M. & O. W. 
Hope Grant. He was also a former 
mayor of this city.

Few St. John men were better or 
more favorably known. He was of a 
courteous manner and kindly disposi­
tion, and his towering and erect form 
made him a conspicuous figure in city 
life. Although In his seventy-fourth 
year, he was very active and until his 
illness took a keen interest In the af­
fairs of his business.

He spent more than a score of years 
In military service. He served success­
fully in the ordnance, commissariat 
and engineering departments of the 
Imperial service, from 1861 to 1870,when 
he was appointee.' war office surveyor 
to the Nova' Scotia command, from 
which he retired in 1874 and then set­
tled In this city.

Major Grant represented Dukes ward 
in the Common Council from 1881 until 
1884, in which latter year he was elect­
ed mayor of the city. He was a mem­
ber of St. John Lodge, F. & A. M„ and 
of St. Andrew’s Society.

He was bom in England and came to 
Halifax as a young man, afterwards 
removing to St. John. He married 
Miss Isabella Nicholson, sister of the 
late John W. Nicholson, and Mrs. 
Grant, with two sons and two daugh­
ters, survives.

The sons are Ronald Cameron Grant, 
of Montreal, and C. W. Hope 13rant of 
this city. The daughters are Mrs. 
Robert Wray Young, of Dublin (Ire.), 
and Miss Grant, living at home. The 
family will have the sympathy of a 
large circle of friends in the great loss 
which they have suffered In the death 
of Major Grant, and citizens wll long 
have kindly remembrances of him.

LONDON, Feb. 3.—Few people, pro­
bably realize the great areas on near­
ly all the continents which still await 
the tread of the pioneer.

He knew that if hie precipitated mat­
ters Austria would be compelled to an­
nex Bosnia and Herzegovina arbitrar­
ily and then Bulgaria would be shield­
ed by the excitement over the Aus­
trian action. Ferdinand acted boldly 
and Aeahnenthal’s great plan went off 
at half cock.

Austria immediately grabbed Bosnia 
and Herzegovina, as Ferdinand had 
reasoned that it must. Then the aged 
Emperor was drawn into the trade and 
out of reverence for him, the recogni­
tion was made an accomplished fact.

England, France and Italy were kept 
in complete Ignorance of what was 
brewing.The only foreign minister who 
knew was Iswolsky of Russia. He 
learned the facts at Carlsbad in Sep­
tember, but carefully kept them away 
from Ming Edward of England, and 
Premier Clemenceau of France, whom 
ihe met frequently at the resort. Iswol­
sky told the secret to one man, Milan- 
ovios, who was then Servian Minister 
to Rome, spending his holidays at 
Carlsbad., Iswolsky’® object in telling 
Milanovtcs -was to discover some con­
cessions that would satisfy Servta.This 
proved a most difficult matter and the 
matter is still unarranged and is big 
with warlike complications.

Bosnia and Herzegovina would thus 
haive made a magnlficient jubilee gtift. 
The sovereign, Francis Joseph, probab­
ly knew nothing of the earlier steps 
taken in the furtherance of this scheme. 
Aehrenthal proposed to secure the re­
linquishment by the Sultan of Ms sov­
ereign rights in the two provinces and 
in way of return Turkey was to have 
the sanjak of No. vlbazar and sundry 
other concessions.
