but prove invidious, At the school
forsthe blind we have a man at ithe
head, of undoubted ability and devotion
to his work, which has been abundant-
1y proven by the large sums of money
reatzed from timé to time chiefly
through his personal efforts, while as
regards the “principal” of the institu-
tion for the deaf and dumb I, at least,
| have been unable to detest thosc .qual-
ifications which make tor the' well be-
ing of the school or the childr for
whose benefit it is supposed to have
been established.

I say this after personal experience
of several years during which. time
my own son was a pupil at the insti-
tution, when I had ampie opportunity
for judging of the methods—or lack
of method—employed in the manage-
ment of the school, which was without
3 cutriculim or any proper standard
to which the.children were expected fo
attain within a school period. On one
occasion when I applied to the prin-
cipal for information as to why there
Was. no proper course of study, »and
Sought to impress upon him _the dim-
portance of arithmetic, it was suggest-

tic would be of no benefit to a deaf
shoemaker, and that the teaching of
grammar among  the deaf had been
“entirely given up.”™ As regards sup~
ervision, of such vast importance, there
can- be no comparisen, for while. the
blind. can almost invariably ecommuni-
cate with their parents as readily as
their brothers and sisters, who pos~
Sess all their senses, this is mot so
with the deaf, whose parents; in. very
many cases gre ~Quite. unable to un-
Qerstand them... . .. . ;

A TRAVELLER.

Capt. Goodwin Now in This City on &
Visit, :

Captain George W. Goodwin, whose
éxperience as a seafaring man has been ’
varied, talked entertainingly with g
Star reporter last evening at the homs

He is visifing for a few weeks, -

Capt. Goodwin’s last visit to St. John
Wwas in 1869, when, as master of the full
rigged ship ‘Whittier, he dropped an«
chor off Partridge Island.

“I ¢an vividly recall the occasion of
my last visit to this' port,” said the
captain, “for when the Whittier left
here bound for Liverpool I had on
board as passengers two gentlemen
who, I am told, have since flgured pro-
minently in the affairs of this city, and
one of whom has passed to his long
rest. I refer to Chipman Smith and
John McMillan: - I struck up a very
pleasant acquaintance with them on
‘the passage oyer and have never for«
gotten them to this day.”

The captain’s travels on the sea have
been extensive. When & mere boy he
took to the sea and had gained his
first command before he was otit of his
teens. At present he is commanding
the Dirigo, a four-masted steely ship—
one of the pionsers of steel ships.

1t is interestiMg ‘to khow that the
building of the Dirigo was the cap-
tain’s suggestion and the world is, in
a way, indebted to, him for the large
fleet of serviceable steel built ships
that ply the ocean today and have
,proved their superiority éyer the Wood-
/€n class. The Dirigo wdf bullt in the
United States in 1894 by the Bath Se-
well Co. Nine ships of a simHar typs
have since been built by the same com-
pany.

Asked as to the extent of his travels,
the captain said: “I've been on the go
all 'the time; this fs  about my first
breathing spell. Fve been around the
world several times, and not long aga
completed my forty-seventh trip around
Cape Horn. y last voyage was from
New York to Hong Kong, and from
there back to Philadelphia. Speaking
of Hong Kong, I might pay, to me, it
is the most interesting place I have
ever visited, and I guess 1t.is the sama
with all who follow the sea. It is the
most cogmopolitan of cities, its popu=
lation being made up of every nation-
ality. “Its inhabitants retain their)dis
tinctive national ' dress, 'making tha
street scenes very  interesting ta the
stranger. ¢ g AP

‘“You want my opinion of sailors.
Well, I think for a rough passage the
Liverpool Irishmen, as we call them,
easily stand first. .As an all-round sail-
or I would prefer the German or the
Norwegian, but if there is sough wea-
ther give me the Britisher. I must say,
however, that the British sailor, though
the hardiest, is fast deteriorating. Am-
erican sailors? Why, there are no Am-
erican sailors. There were at one time,
it is true, but American sailors have
long ceased to be. They prefer to shift
that burden on to the other nations.

“I noticed today that this port has
a very commodious sailors’ home. In
this respect you are ahead of many
other ports. That is the only feasible
way to reclaim the sailor. The people
of England . found this out and have
Heen unkparing in their efforts in this,
.diresftion. The sailors’ homes in Lon-
don and Liverpool are unequalled by
those of any other country. In these
cities everything is fixed for the sail-
or's "benefit, board, lodging, clothing— '
everything is made cheap for the sail-
br.. The feeding facilities of these
homes are just as complete as they can
be. The sailors can go there and eat
to their fill, and, you know, a well fed
sailor is the most docile creature. &

“Is it necessary to use harshness and,
brutality in the treatment of sailors?
That is a mistaken notion. No, you
must show them kindness and, of
course, firmness. To obtain the upper -

i hand of a sailor, you must have his re-

spect, but never his contempt.. You
must show him that you know your
business and know it thoroughly.

In this marvelous age of labor sav-
ing machines this half holiday ought
xot seriously to'disturb - production.
The question now is not so much_the
age and strength of artisans as it is
the skill with which magéhines can be
operated. A period has been reached
in the output of. manufacturing estab-
lishments that forcibly recalls Benja-
min Franklin’s saying that “If the
workers of the world would labor but
four hours each.day, they could pro-
duce enough in that length of time to
supply the wants of mankind.”

In Franklin’s  time it required six
days’ labor by ‘a machinist to perfect
a piece of machinery, whereas today a
better job can be done in six hoyrs with
the aid of a labor-saving machine, In
some mills one person with the aid of
machinery can perform the. work that.|
once took 100. carders. and spinners to
do with the implements of a century
ago. In Massachusetts it has been' es-
timated that 318,768 .men, women and
children deo, with improved machinery,
the work that it would require 1,912,-
463 men to perform if improved ma-
chinery were not in use. -A half holi-
day, therefore, cannot disturb produc-
tion.

The Saturday. half holiday has come
to stay, because employers and = em-
ployes find themselves mutually ben-
eflited by it. Besides being a sensible
and “healthy custom, it tends toward
a more harmonious feeling between
capital and labor, ‘which is of more
importance than.any . monetary con-
,sideration. ¢

- Taking his
text from Proverbs, “As a man think-
eth in his heart, so is he;”’ the epeaker
pointed out that although many boys
might ' give sensible replies as to why

they were/‘'sent to: school, yet 'few of

them would answer that it was that
they might be taught to think. The
whele purpose of school life iz to train
the powers of 'thought and not to stére
away in the brain any fixed quantity
of knowledge. Students. should nét
only have a store of knowledge, but
should be able to go out into the world
with the certainty that they have the

In every man re is a secret cham-
bér of the brain from which his
thoughts come, and in which he is
alone with God. No person éan pené-
trate this secret chamber, for no per-
son can ever really know' any other
person so well as'that one i8 known to
God. Py

And from this secret chamber come
'those ' God-like = thoughts which have

'‘béen tRe sources of every great work

ever accomplished. These thoughts are
responsible for the beautiful pictures,
the grand writings. and everything
noble in the world. The power of
thought is great, and God seems to be
giving even 'greater power to men.
More wonderful inventions and discov-
eries are being made every day, and
it is known that the invehtors and dis-
‘coverers give their very best thoughts
to the subjects dn which they are en-
gaged. In this way the thoughts be-
come a part of their very selves and
,are therefore of much value and also
of much' influence.

For these and many other reasons it

is of utmost fmportance that boys at |

achool ‘should learn to think and learn
to control and train their thoughts.
They should get the right ideals, should
understand their purpose, and should
fix the standard of true se¢lf to which
they must live. This standard will be
found in the secret, chamber .of

thought, for as a man thlnketh in his

heart, so is he.

In conclusion, the speaker strongly
impressed the necessity of getting the
right kind of thoughts and ideas into
the heart. 'The right ones will crowd
out all that are wrong, for there is not
foom for beth, but unless the heart is
full of noble and lofty ideals the foul
and wrong ones may creep in. This
is of the utmost importance to boys,

‘whose hearts form a flerce battle-

ground for good and evil, and the true
end ican ‘only be brought about by Ehe
taking of Christ into the heart.

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GREAT DEMAND FOR. CHICKENS.
The present time is most favorable

for the production, fattening and mar-

keting of farm chickens. There has
been such.a substantial increase in the
consumption of chickens and eggs
within the last few years that it is not
possible ‘to’ rear & greater ‘number of.
suitable market. chickens. thtn can be
sold with profit. Last year there were
not sufficlent ‘chickens sold in' Canads
to Supply the home markets. As @ re-
sult of the shortage of chickens the
trade with Great Britain was lessened:
This is unfortunate on account of the
great demdnd for Canadian chibl;anl

4 in Great Britain. and the good. pr!eu

that are paid.

The chief of the poultry dlv!s(on, F.
C.:Hare, states that numerous lgtters
have been received from préduce mer-
chents, poulterers and  commission
merchants who desire to leath in what
Iccalities chickens can . be bought in
great numbers and at reasonable
prices. From several Canadian cities,
4nd especially from Montreal, produce
firms have asked to be informed where
méarket chickens suitable for shipping
to. Great Britain could be obtained in
the greatest numbers. British potlter-
ers and commission® merchants have !
repeatedly asked for the same i{nform- |
ation. The letter of'a well established |
produce house in XLondon, ¥England,
wds received last week. This firmy
wished to “start an undertaking for
the purpose of importing Canadian |
poultry to Great Britain.” They de- |
sired information as to the probable |
success of such a project and the pos-. !
sibility of obtaining poultry (especially
fowls) in large quantities, and the best
districts for the . collection, ete., of
them. Last fall a firm in Cape Colony
wished a poultry trade developed with
that colony. One’ shipment of Can-
adian chickens was made to Cape Col-
ony which arrived in a satisfactory
condition and pleaged the trade. A
New York firm wrote that they desired
to import Canadian chickens and were
recommended by the department to a
firm in the 'maritime provinces, from
whom they purchased chickens and
were favorably impressed with them.

The above and similar requests are
difficult of solution even by one ln
touch with the Canadian produce
and packing houges that are bu
and marketing chickens., The ma.jor-
ity of our established firms are equip-
ped with a complete plant for market-
ing in Canadd or Great Britain sev-
eral times more _chickens. than th
can buy. Their profits are diminish
through scarcéity of chickens, Never-
theless merchants in. Great Britain, |
Cape Colony the United States and
even .in Australia, are-looking to & |
supply of Canadian chickens to satisty,
their growing trade. i

The problem of supplyin, ‘thiu won-
derfully increased’demand for chickens
can be solved by the farmers alone.
Instead of the farmer rearing 50 or 100
chickens that receive little atteéntion:
or feed, he should rear fromy 200 ta
1,000, chickens annually.: Thege should
be qr a utility type.nmch as can be.
found in the popular breeds Plymouth
Rocks and Wyandottes. ' The chickens;
#hould be hatched and réared by incu-
bators and brooders, and whén W!
for market the cockeérels should . be’
placed In fattening crates and fatted.'
The equipment required to,.de
work is not an expensive one; $300- to
$250 is the cost of -incubators,
ers, houses and fattening crates for
finishing 1,000 chicks. It is as heces-
sary for realizing theé greatest pronts
from the poultry business as threshing
and mowing machinery is for ggneral
farming. The work conn’oted with
finishing 1,000 chickens 'with the proper
appliances is no more than is necessary.
for rearing 200 chickeﬂs by the natural
means. Poultry farming is a busi-
ness that requires to be developed in
the same manner as the butter, cheege
and fruit branches. A substantial pro-
fit can be made from the poultry busi-
ness, when it is‘carried 6n as an ad-
junct to farming, and with the sam»
careful attention and financing, A

The - Dominion = department of agrie
culture is endeavoring to increase tha
poultry trade of Canada; to encourage
the growing of the greatest number of
high class chickens, and to assist in
the marketing of them. A revised edi-
tion of the bulletin, “Profitable Poul=
try Farming * has just been issued,
and will be mailed without charge on
application te the Commissione® of
Agriculture and Dairying, Ottowa, The
information it contains {s of great
value in the poultry work, and'it
should be in the hands of every inter-
ested poultryman in Canada.

NOT SETTLED YE'I\.". -

On Friday the freight clerks of the 1.
C.  R. employed in this city, received
notice of the increase in pay -allowed
them by the management of the road. -
The communicatién recently received
by Peter Sharkey ‘was general in na-
ture, but: upon any increase being
granted the employes are notified in-
dividually, and while the word sent to
Mr. Sharkey covered quite a number of
employes the men, with the exception
of the clerks who have just been noti-
fled, have no definite knowledge of how
the increases zre to be arranged.

The freight cierks are granted ine’
creases as follows: To all who are now
earning up to thirty dollars per month
an increage of twenty per cent is given,
to thdse between, thirty and forty dol-
lars per month an ineréase of fifteen
per cent, and to those who now receive
over forty dollars an incraase of tem
per cent, ;

The freight clerks some time ago are
ranged a schedule of pay which was
adopted by them and upon which theim
demands for increases were based. |
schedule is lower than that in opeération
on other roads, but is still considerably;
higher than what is granted by the I,
C. R., even with the recent inecieases.
AS a consequence the clerks do not feel
satisfied and it is understood that a
number of them will comfer with the
management of the I O. R. this week.

Beyond the clerks, none af the other
employes have received motice of the
increase, but this'ts exp.cted within the
next day or two. The men understand
that it/will come all sight, but they are
in some doubt'as$é how it will be put
into effect. For inatance there are a
number of employes who are doing the
work of checkers and are being paid
only ag truckers. They désire to ba
paid as checkers and as yet do not
know whether the promised Increase
will be made to- them.as checkers . or
truekeru
