ed himself. Phillips lought valiantly 
to live, but six bullet holes were too 
much even for his grit and sturdy 
constitution.

He was conscious up to a quarter 
of all hour of his death which oc­
curred just at five minutes past 11 
o'clock. At the bedside were his sis­
ter, Mrs. Carolyn Fie vert, his brother 
Harrison W. Phillips, his personal 
physician Dr. Eugent.

It is at) open secret that King 
George himself has selected this 
and there is a consensus of opinion 
that in this matter the choice Is Ju­
dicious. When Queen Victoria 
on the throne, it does not appear to 
have been her practice to worry much 
about the names of ships, but with 
Klhg Edward this Mas changed, and 
although the Controller pent a sug­
gested list to the First Lord his late 
Majesty took a decided interest in 
the matter.

Seeing the close relationship In 
which Lord Fisher stood to the throne, 
doubtless his advice was taken. This 
was certainly so in the case of the 
Dreadnought. Considering his close 
association with the Navy, it would 
have been surprising if King George 
had not followed his father’s example 
His Interest in naval traditions is also 
shown by the further selection of 
names like the Centurion, the Ajax 
and the Audacious for the three sister 
ships to the King George V., all these 
names having been borne by ships of 
mark in the service.

In regard to cruisers a new system 
was instituted some little time back 
approximating to that which is a law 
in the United States.

Now, however, it begins to look as 
though the era of bad American roads 
were drawing to a close. The 
gers are beginning to consider the 
problem seriously. In the last analy­
sis, the farmer is the Individual upon 
whom it devolves to raise the stand­
ards of our highways 
scorchers may shout till they im 
black in the face and the auto manu­
facturers spread printer’s ink like 
ter, but until the farmer comes across 
there can’t be much doing in the mat 
ter of road improvement.

The fact is that the influence of the 
auto upon the road building has been 
much overestimated. Also the claims 
of the auto for consideration in the 
road building programme have been 
grossly exaggerated. It Is true that 
the advent of the auto gave the Ini­
tial impetus that has blossomed into 
the good roads movement that is now 

,on. but what is the auto as compared 
with the horse?

Look at the cold figures. There 
are 400,000 autos in the country. They 
make a brave show, a big smell, a 
deal of noise and a mighty cloud of 
dust, but when we corn- down lo 
brass tacks and compare them with 
the draft animals of the country they 
look insignificant. Less than C per 
cent, of the traffic of the country is 
motor propelled.

The English proposal is to commem- 
orate the names of officers below 
those of flag rank who have lost their 
lives In face of the enemy. King 
George has been said to favor this 
Idea, but upon what authority the

Oil January 24th, 1902,- there was 
no snowr and the greatest amount on 
the ground for the month at one 
time was two inches.

On January 24th, 1903, there was 
no snow, but there had been sleigh­
ing between the 8th and the 17th. At 
no time during the month was there 
more than one and a half 
the ground.

On January 24th, 1904, there were 
eight Inches of snow, and the ground 
was covered during the entire month, 
there being at one time a foot and 
a half on the ground level.

A Heavy Fall.
On January 24th, 1905, there were 

15 inches on the ground, and on the 
26th and for the remainder of the 
month there were from two and a 
half to three feet of snow. In some 
places the 
high about

On the 24th. 1906 there was not a 
particle of snow on the ground and 
there had been none of any conse­
quence up to that date. There was 
no sleighing during the entire month 
and nothing but bare ground. *

In 1907 there were four Inches of 
snow at this date. Up to the 12th of 
the month th 
ground. On that date two Inches fell 
and there was sleighing until Tthe 
20th when the snow was carried away 
by a rainstorm and the ground was 
left bare again On the 23rd four in­
ches of snow fell 
tinued during the remainder of the 
month.

At Jan. 24th, 1908 there was bare 
ground and no sleighing until the 
26th and then It was only fair. It 
rained on the 27th and spoiled the 
sleighing until the last two days of 
the month, when there were seven 
inches of snow.

Iu 1909 there were two Inches of 
snow. From the first until the 12th 
of the month there was no sleighing, 
but good sleighing from the 13th to 
the end of the month.

Last year there was bare ground 
from the 18th. Good sleighing prevail­
ed from the 7th to the 16th when 
about half an Inch of snow onlv was 
on the ground. On the 27th the ice 
from the main river and the Kenne- 
becassis river was running out of the 
harbor and there was bare ground un­
til the last day of the month.

The most snow that fell this month 
was three-quarters of an Inch and 
sleighing was just possible from the 
16th to the 20th although fairly good 
in the country. Yesterday the ground 
was bare and the dust flying.

That the Island of Cuba will event­
ually be annexed to the United States 
is the political future which 
Cubans believe is in store for their 
country, according to C. B. Lockliarv 
who returned from Havana on Mon­
day night.

Generally, 
however, there is a good opportunité 
for trade between Canada and Cuba 
but the goods must be shipped ac­
cording to the way in which the Cu­
ban buyers are accustomed to receive 
them.

Though progress Is being made, yet all Is not smooth 
sailing in the affairs of our youngest sister Dominion. 
The wisdom of granting responsible government without 
checks to South Africa directly after the war of re­
bellion, remains to be demonstrated. That step was 
viewed with great apprehension by men best conversant 
with Krugerlsm, and the basis on which It was founded. 
For a time the audacity of the move, and its so called 
generosity, surrounded it with a halo, and the verbal 
breadth and patriotism of Botha inspired hopes of a suc­
cessful issue. The visit of the Duke of Connaught, the 
glow of official semhroyal progresses, and the courteous 
expressions of Ideal sentiments have aided In glossing 
over, for the tlm.«v some of the less assuring actualities, 
but the passing of the glare and glamor of ceremony now 
leaves them visible in more sober. If less pleasing colors.

The preponderating Influence of the Boer over the 
English tends little towards fair consideration, or more 
generous treatment; rather it furnishes the motive for 
effecting in time of peace what was meant to be done by 
the hard hand of war. It is hard to forget the old 
prejudices, and easy to find in them constant incentives 
to action in accord therewith. At the best the work of 
subduing racialism and elevating in its place a spirit of 
union and patriotism will be both difficult and slow.

Id three directions chiefly the adverse currents run. 
First in education, Hertzogism in the Free State, and 
Afrlcandertsiug in the Transvaal have made great head­
way. Both aim at ousting English teaching and English 
teachers from the schools by the simple but effective 
process of insisting that all teachers shall qualify in 
both Dutch and English, and that both these languages 
shall be employed as the medium of teaching. As it 
works out the teaching is being done by Boers, whose 
knowledge of English is next to nothing, whilst the 
English teachers are sent adrift. In the Transvaal, 
where 75 per cent, of the t achers after the war were 
English, there are now less than 25 per cent. Thé grade 
and efficiency of teachers have fallen off proportionally. 
The local committees in all but the English centres co­
operate heartily with the propaganda and a few words 
in broken English qualifies the Boer applicant, whilst 
fluent Dutch Is required of the English applicant.

In the Transvaal the teaching of English history 
has been eliminated from all but. the two higher grades 
and for it has been substituted u South African history, 
which shames the English child. The absurdity of the 
whole thing appears when one remembers that the 
Dutch language Is not used by the Boers, but the Taal—a 
poor and meagre patois—so that to the average school 
the teaching of. and in. the Dutch is labor mostly wasted. 
The only hope of improvement in teaching standards 
is that the best Dutch Boers wish English taught and 
join in the struggle to secure it.

The second current runs along the wires of legislation. 
The wily slimness which showed In war time is no less 
effective in the political field. The election to the 
United Parliament was carried out in the Boer States 
on lists two years old, so that the six months residence 
qualification for the franchise availed the more mobile 
Englishman nothing, and thousands of them were tiius 
disfranchised. The device of so dividing voting districts 
as lo neutralize the English vote by tacking it on to a 
thickly Settled Boer section was put into deadly practice. 
The immigration policy is so shaped as to discourage 
the coming in of British settlers, whilst public money Is 
used to colonize the inefficient human drift of the cities 
on lands and to place them where their votes will offset 
the English vote.

Its 
present advocacy of the commission plau of civic gov­
ernment is uu exception. To abuse, and to misinterpret 
the motives of another journal is not argument, and 
especially is this regrettable when, as in the present 
instance, The Standard is avowedly presenting the nega­
tive side of the commission plan that the people of this 
city may have an opportunity of gleaning some Informa­
tion on a phase of the question which the fathers of 
the scheme, its enthusiastic advocates, would naturally 
keep in the back-ground as inimical to their side of 
th* case.

’The work of an enemy," says the Times. "The 
titandard is deliberately trying to prejudice St. John 
people against the commission plan by quoting from 
its enemies." Might wo not with more Justice accuse 
the Times of deliberately trying to mislead St. John 
people by suppressing material facts regarding the com­
mission plan and quoting only from its friends ?

The Standard sees in the commission plan certain 
features such as the reduction In the membership of 
the council, the concentration of effort and the applica­
tion of system- which undoubtedly make for better civic 
government. So far no convincing argument has been 
adduced to show why reform is not preferable to revo­
lution, or why a constitutional remedy should not be 
adopted, rather than a plan, still in its infancy, and 
which has only found favor with a small coterie of cities 
in the United States.

To resume consideration of the negative side of the 
commission plan. Taking a text from the Times, we 
learn that the Des Moines plan, which is now 
the basis of civic charters, "puts the bosses and the 
partisans out of business." Now what is the Des Moines 
plan? It is government by a small oligarchy of five 
men, even though chosen by the people. The history 
of the development of all organizations whether govern­
ment, church heirarchies, secret organizations, or other 
bodies, shows that when a few men are vested with extra­
ordinary power their power becomes centralized and ex­
tremely difficult to dislodge, 
perpetuate themselves and experience has shown that 
it is almost impossible to prevent it

The situation, as we have seen, leads to all manner 
of abuses. Galveston has had practically the same men 
as commissioners for ten years, and we find them con­
trolling the situation, crushing all opposition, dictating 
nominations and, what is worse, conniving at graft. In 
Des Moines the press of the city speak of “bickering, 
strife and political machinations" on the part of the com­
missioners, which the united efforts of the citizens cannot 
keep down.

The commission plan, so far from putting the bosses 
out of business, is itself the acme of bossism—the boss 
multiplied by five. This becomes more apparent when 
we consider that the system combines in one body of 
men the legislative and executive functions. In form 
a commission is au executive body, small and compact, 
organized for doing things, and yet there is conferred 
upon it, under the Des Moines plan, the whole muni­
cipal legislative function of deciding what shall be done.

This defect of bossism is no mere theory. Let us 
take a specific instance in the city of Des Moines, wh* re 
the Times tells us the commission plan has put the 
boss out of business.

less efficient Boer.
The third current sets along the line of public ex­

penditures. Whenever these can be used to assist the 
Boer they are freely dispensed, English Interests and 
wants are neglected. The most of the compensation and 
re-stocking loan found its way into the hands of the 
Boer patriots, the pension list of old officials of the 
States mounts already beyond the two million dollar 
mark, and large disbursements go to those disabled in 
the late war. Loans are made to burghers to buy stock 
—few of whom are English, and most of these loans will 
probably become gifts. They have established four per 
cent, land banks, and these are so conditioned as to be 
largely availed of by well to do burghers, who thus avoid 
the high rates business men have to pay, and which they 
themselves are well able to pay.

In a thousand ways the preponderating Influence, and 
the inbred prejudices of the Boer work out to the annoy­
ance and the positive injury of those who fought and 
suffered in loyal support of British sovereignty. The 
sense of present injustice is made more keen by the fact 
that, in the re-establishment, the government for which 
they fought provided no safeguards against such treatment, 
and today is powerless to redress. The wonder is that 
with it all there is so little outcry. The typical British 
spirit, endures what cannot presently be remedied, and 
sets itself to gradually overcome the adverse conditions. 
Co-operation of the best Dutch interests, access of Brit­
ish settlers, and the call for progress and betterment, 
which must be heeded despite all backward tactics, and 
the superiority,of the creed will conquer in the end.
