Cloudburst Started It.

Cincinnati experienced a ‘cloudburst
early today wtich started the Ohio
river rising rapidly and flooded many
of the streets. Families in the low
lands below Milford were warned in
time and fled to higher ground before
the sweep of water reached that place,

A big dam a short distance north of |

Akron, Ohio, burst this afternoon, and
horsemen were hurried throughout
the valley in different directions to
warn the 1 I of the di
danger. Hundreds of farmers with
their families fled to higher ground.
The great bridge over the Maimi riv-
er at Middletown, Ohio, went out this
afternoon. Fifteen persons. were re-
ported misging. Several houses were
seen floating down the river, which
was a raging torrent.

Sweeping up the Ohio valley from
the west, the third storm in ten days,
devastated different sections between

Louisville and Cincinnati, in Kentucky
and in extensive districts in Illinois,
southwestern Ohio and Indiana, At
Louisville the wind maintained a velo.
city of 60 miles an hour.

A number of persons were reported
killed at Makanda, [llinois, although
the report could not be confirmed,

RIGHTS OF SPEAKER
DEBATED YESTERDAY

Liberals Claim Speaker
Sproule was in Error in
Taking Chair During
that Saturday Night
Row of March 15 —
Conservatives ~ Quote
Precedents in Support
of His Action.

Ottawa, March 25.—There was
much harking back to English history
to the days of the Stuarts in the
House this afternoon when the oppo-
gition again contested the right of
Speaker Sproule to take the chair, as
he did on the evening of March 15
last, during the unhappy tumult that
marked that sitting of the House.

There was one historic occasion
much cited today and that did yeo-
man service as a precedent. It was
an event of the year 1675, when Brit-
ish parliamentarians almost came to
bloodshed. To avert that possibility
the speaker of the day had lost no
time in taking the chair, forgetful of
all past precedents, and ignorant of
the fact that nearly 250 years later
the parliament of British Dominion,
then unborn, would gravely debate
the right and wrong of his action.
The government benches were agreed -
today that he did right, the opposition
on the other hand were inclined t@
believe that the “evil that men de
lives after them.”

As he listened to the debate front
hie dajs this afternoon, Speaker
Sproule probably had visions of hie
own action being brought into ques
tion by' generations of parliamentar
fans yet unborn.

Mr. Emmerson Starts Bail.

Hon. H. R. Emmerson was promph
to raise the legality of the Speaker's
action when the House assembled
today, after the short Kaster vaca-
tion. His contention was that the
Speaker had no right to take the chair
until the chairman of the committea
had reported a condition of disorder.
MWith the House in committee the
Sipeaker was only a member “like &
sphynx or stone dummy,”’ as far as
his office was concerned. Nor had he
any power to direct the chairman
how to rule, or the privilege of say-
ing when the debate had gone far
enough.

This view was stoutly opposed by
Arthur Meighan, Portage La Prairie,
who quoted precedents from the pare
liamentary authority, Sir Erskine
May, and told of the time in 1675,
when bloodshed was threatened in the
British House of Commons. The
Speaker, on that occasion, took the
chair without receiving a report from
the committee in order that he might
quell the disturbance that existed.

A Condition of Disorder.

«It could not be argued otherwise,®
gaid Mr. Meighan, “than that a ser-
jous condition of disorder existed i
the House on the evening of March
15th, ‘and this disorder justifies the
Speaker’s action.

Hugh Guthrie (South Wellington)
thought Speaker Sproule had fallen in-
to error through lack of time to con
sider a question that came before
him suddenly. He held that the Speak-
er was in error in no less than foyr
particulars, first, in taking the chair
before a report came from the com-
mittee, second in giving direction to
the chairman he, himself, being a mem
ber of the committee and subject for
the time being to the chairman, third
in Jclosing the debate in committes
which he had no power to do, fourth
in naming an hon. member ‘Who could
not be out of order uniess the Speak
er was in the chair legally.

Hon. Mr. White Scores Pugsley.
Hon. W. T. White strongly support
ed Mr. Sproule’s action. The preserva
tion of proper order was, he said, one
of the prime duties of the office. Fur.
ther, the Speaker had a continuing

MUGH DAMAGE
DONE BY STOAM

Retaining Wall on East Side of
Courtenay Bay Practically
Ruined by Great Waves —
Repaired Last Summer.

Although the turbulent waters of
the harbor, with the accompanying
high winds of the past two days have
hindered work along the water front
considerably, and caused somé dam-
age to the government wharves, the
greatest destruction probably was
wrought to the breakwater on the west
side of Courtenay Bay, in the vicinity
of the foot of Orange street, which
acts as a protection to the I.C.R.
track along the shore of the bay.

In past years each apring the high

‘breakers dashing against this struc-

ture have broken up parts of the
breakwater, necessitating repairs each
summer. To prevent the constant re-
pairing, last year an extra amount of
work was doné and in all an amount
exceeding a, thousand dollars expend-
ed in an attempt to make the break-
water stand the rough.sea for a num-
ber of years.

A gang of meén were put on the job
repairing and reconstructing. Rails
were laid from the I.C.R. track and
heavy rock and lumber hauled out to
the end of the retaining wall. After
the structure had been repaired, filled
in with stone and securely tied with
heavy timber, large piles were driven
in the mud inst the south 1y
side of the breakwater so as to pre-
vent a wash-out.

The constantly heavy sea of the last
two days, hawever, has played havoe
with it:- The waves dashing against
the side have torn the upright piles
from their position and beating against
the interior have forced the planks on
top of the breakwater from theit hold-
ings. A hole has been torn through
the side and the high and rough waters
have carriéd away a portion of the
timber.

SEED AED CLOVER
AND ALFALFA SCARGE

Interviewing the Weekly Globe and

Canada Farmer, recently, George H.'.

Clark, Dominion seed commissioner,
said:

The seed supply for cereal grain
crops in Eastern Canada this sprine
will be cause for some concern. This
fact is dde to the great scarcity re-
sulting from unfavorable weather con-
ditions of the past year. Probably not
less than 15,000 bushels of seed oats
will this year be imported from the
prairie provinces.

It would be of great advantage had
we a special commercial grade for

seed oats. The principal difficulty in
Bec g the handling of a special
€0l rcial grade is in securing sep-

arate elevaton space for it. The sup
ply of timothy seed was never more
abundant and seldom cheaper thar
this year. The quality is good, al
though much of the seed is discolor-
ed, owing to the wet weather. Prices
for timothy will range from §5 tc
$6.50 a hundredweight.

The supply of Canadian-grown rec
clover seed is unusually scarce; the
quality is inferior and the prices
high. ' Climatic conditions of last year
produced an abnormal growth of vege-
tation; the bloom was very irregular
and in consequence much red clover
seed wag immature.

James Pender spoke briefly, arguing
that the time Wwas not' fipe’'Tor an
eight hour day here, #s the nine and
ten hour day prevailed in other places
and St. John had to compete with
other cities,

W. Frank Hatheway said St. Joha
was backward industrially; its" pro-
duction as well as its wages were low.
This he thought was due to the lack
of cheap power and technical educa-
tion, and the fact that the smarter
workers left for other places where
they could get higher pay and shorter
hours. He referred to ‘conditions in
Australia and New Zealand where the
eight hour day obtains and pointed
out that those countries were able,
with short hours, to export more goods
than Canada,

Questions Wisdom of Movement‘.

J. Fraser Gregory said the question
was whether in view of the boom and
the possibility of getting outside cap-
ital to come here and start new indus-
tries and employ more people it was
wise to launch an eight hour move-
ment just nmow, If conditions were
ripe he would like to see the workers
get the best treatment, but an eight
hour day would increase the cost of
construction and deter capital from
coming here to erect new factories,
and if the movement spread the man-
ufacturers who have to compete with
other cities working nine or ten hours
would not be able to keep the mills
and faciories in operation and the
workers would find th lves with-

E. S. Hennigar said that if they had
the eight hour day many people would
be deterred from building and the

A number of others took part in
the discussion, pro and con, and some
said that the consumer ought to be
given more consideration,

A ‘Commissioner’s View.

Com. McLellan when asked to
speak, Baid he was a friend of labor,
but he believed the labor men ought
to give careful consideration to the
rights of the consumer before decid-
ing to Inaugurate the eight hour day.

A plan to cut out promiecuous ad-
vertising is being laid before the local
merctants by ry of
the board of trade. - s

“It {8 8 well known fact” sald Mr.
Hoag, “that merchants do not get
any value from advertieements in con-
cert and society programm and pro-
miscuous advertising hat - sort.
Most merchants know that it is for the
most part money thrown'away, and
in American cities the merchants are
banding together and agreeing not to
do any of this kind of advertieing, The
only way dnything can be done to
cut out this waste of money, is for
the merchants to get together and
¢ign an agreement not to pay for pro-
miscuous advertisements, .

“In Connelsville we introduced this
plan without much trouble, and some
of the merchants declared -that during
the first week the plan was in opera-
tion, they saved enough to pay their

bership in the chamber of com-
merce for a year. The merchants
agreed not to give any advertising to
any society, or concert programme,
unléss’ the solicitor had a certificate
from the chamber of commerce. When
application was made by any organ-
ization for such a certificate, it was
referred to & secret comiitfee of mer-
chants, who generally refused to grant
such a certificate,

Continuing, he said he remembered
when the nine hour day had been in-
troduced among the milimen, and as
a result St. John had lost a lumber
mill, which went to VanBuren, Maine.

A volce—"And a good thing for the
St. John workers it did, That company
makes its men work 11 and 12 hours
a day.”

Had to Compete With Ten Hours.

Mr. Gregory said the milimen of St.
John had to compete with other parts
of the province where, the ten hour
day prevailed and were only able to do
80 successfully because they had good
shipping facilities here. He strongly
deprecated the eight hour day idea,
because it would tend to prevent new
industries coming here.

A voice—“What good would bring-
ing in new industries do the St. John
workingman if the new industries
brought in more labor?

Mr. Gregory said that in a big ¢ity
there were more opportunities for men
to get into business. All the workers
who were here on the ground might
become contractors.

A voice—“There are too many con-
tractors here now. That is-the whole
trouble.” 4 :

Another volce—“The St. John work-
ing men don’t get enough wages to
enable them to set up any kind of busi-
ness.”

A member of the Carpenters’ un'sy
said he could get $4 a day finm the
States and only have to work eight
hours.

Would Increase Costs.

James Myles, contractor, said he
would like nothing better than to
work eight hours if the people whom
he did jobs for could afford to pay
the extra cost.

‘The Sale of Greenhead Property.

W. Frank Hatheway then criticised
the commission for selling the Green-
head property at what he considered
too low a price; about $20 an acre,
while Courtenay Bay lots were selling
for $150 and $250.

Com. Schofield said the land was
nothing but a mountain and the com-
missioners had got $12,000 more than
the old council agreed to sell for.

b of American citles, and®
wherever it has been put into effect,
it has proved satisfactory. The mer-
chants would not think of going back

to the old system, in which they were |
being conetantly held up for advertis-|

ing that merely represented a loss of
money.

“Another question ‘in which I pro-
pose to try to interest the merchants
here, i that of devising a &cheme of
refunding the railway and steamship
fares of people coming to St. John
to buy goods.

“This method of getting new busi-
ness has been tried out with gratify-
ing results in many American cities.
The merchants make a refund of a
certain percentage of the amount of
the purchase of customers from out-
side the city. In some cases a refund
of five per cent. is made. Thus if &
man or woman had to pay $1 to reach
the city and return -and made pur-
chases to the amount of $20 while here
his refunds would make up the cost
of coming to the city. This scheme has
the effect of bringing' éutside people
into the city oftener ‘than they fwould
otherwise be dmﬁ'-to come ar#
brings a lot of additidnal trade to the
city.”

Mr, Hoag is making arrangements
to have cards distributed among the
hotels, inviting strangers to the city
to take advantage of the board of
trade reading room or its facilities
for giving information about, the city.
The hotel men have agreed to slip
these cards in envelopes which will be
placed in the letter box of the guests.

It is not generally understood that
the privilege of the board’s reading
room are open to any citizen, and all
having friends visiting them are in-
vited to bring them to the rooms of
the board, where all kinds of informa.
tion about the city is available. All
the city and provincial papers are kept
on file. and people from Boston, Mont-
real, New York and other places may
find their home papers there. A epe-
cial invitation is extended to people
from other parts of the Maritime Pro-
vinces to take advdhntage of the read-
ing room. At present its large stock
of magazines, trade papers, newspa-
pers and publications of all sorts are
very -little used.

A Junior Board.

Another matter which will probably
engage the attention of the secretary
is the organization of a junior board
composed of boys upwards of twelve
years of age. The idea of such an
organization is to provide the boys
an opportunity of visiting manufactur.
ing establishments, and learning some-
thing about the industrial life of their
city.
