New York, N. Y; Jan. 29.—How he
ousted a board of directors and bought
a majority of the bank stock from the
directors with money that he had ob-
tained by discounting $50,000 worth
of waste paper in their own institu-
tion, was related in the federal court
today by David Neitro, & travelling
salesman, a witness at the trial of
Davia S. Mills, former president of
the Audubon National Bank, on @&
charge of misapplication of the funds
of the institution.

The sale of the stock, according to
Neitro's testimony was on the day fol-
lowing a conference with Mills about
the purchase of the bank, then pend-
ing. At the direction, he sald, he filled
out to the total of $50,000 several
notes signed in blank with the names
of persons unfamiliar to him. He tes-
tified that he took these notes to the
Audubon Bank and while the directors
were holding & meeting, discounted
the notes at the cashier's window.

“Then,” Neltro testified, “I walked
into the board room and pulling the
bills from my pocket, threw them omn

the table, ‘There, gentlemen,’ I cried, ‘I
have just come up from the financial
district with the money.’ Then one by
one the directors paid in their stock,
and 1 paid them off, Then we had an
election, and I was made vice-presi-
dent.”

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American Interests in Province
Against Proposed Removal
of Export Tax — President
Taft |nves!i_gglina.

Washington, D, C., Jan. 20.—As the
result of complaints against the re-
cent order of the Quebec provineial
government, purporting to remove all
restrictions or export tax ‘from the
time of certain crown lands of that
province.President Taft personally will
decide whether wood pulp and paper
made from the timber affected will be
entifled to free entry into the United
States. According to representations
to this government, Quebec’s action
amounts to  discrimination against
American holders of crown lands and
to grant the free entry privilege, it
is declared, would simply defeat the
real intent of the woodpulp and paper
clauge of the Canadian reciprocity
agreemen'. The statd and treasury de-

artments have investigated the sit-
ustion and will make a joint report to
the president.

The only operative clauge of the
reciprocity acts, admits free of duty
all wood cut from lands where ex-
portation is unrestricted and wood
pulp and paper made from such tim-
ber. Its primary purpose, jt is declar-
ed, was to obtain from "Canada the
removal of all restrictions upon the
exportation of timber into the United
States for the manufacture into pulp
and paper here. Complaints to this
government declare that Quebec has
removed restrictions on the timbered
jands where the province hag™receiv-
cd practical assurances that the tim-
ber will not e exported but only the
woodpulp .and paper made from it in
Canada.

2. The residence required is Fesi-
dence in the country granting a gerti:
ficate for not less than one year im-
mediate]y preceding the application,
and previous residence, either in the
same country, or in some other part
of His Majesty's dominions, for a per-
iod of four years, within the last eight
years before application.

There are further provisions, such
us the reserving of discretionary pow-
er to the government and the taking
of the oath of allegiance by aliens
applying.

The subject was raised by E. M.
MacDonald, who moved fbr papers om
it, speaking at some length on the
anomaly of the present condition of
affairs. Under it, he said, it Hon. W.
H. Perley went to London to sit as 3
Canadian member of the Imperial De-
fence Committee, he would be an
alien in England, having been born in
the United States.

Hon. C. J. Doherty stated that the
government recognized the import-
ance of arranging that British sub-
jects in ome part of the British Em-
pire should be British subjects all over
the Empire. In the last year consid-
erable progress had been made. The
result at which they were aiming
could be obtained only by co-operation
He was disposed to think that con-
current legislation in identical terms
was impracticable. However, & draft
bill has been prepared in England, and
it is proposed that legislation on sim-
ilar lines will be passed by all parlia-
ments concerned.

The points which Mr, Doherty had
raised with the British government
were cubstantially this: that the draft
bill whick isa bill which the parliament
of the United Kingdom is to pass,
purports to provide for a naturaliza-
tion in England which would be ef-
fective throughout the Empire; and
also to confer on the parliaments of
tbe self-governing dominions which
adopt <ertain sections of the bill, the
right to sgrant naturalization which
would be good over the Empire.

Under the terms of the draft bill,
Mr. Doherty argued, it would be the
parliament of the United Kingdom
wkich would make this naturalization

k- | good throughout the Empire. without

action by the parliaments of the Dom-
inions. His contention was that each
of the Dominion parliaments was sup-
reme within their territory on the sub-
ject of naturalization. The effective
Imperial naturalization should come
from recognition by each parliament
of the action of the others.

She got out of the vicinity of the ice
that day and made good progress for
five days when she ran into a terrific
from the westward. She was thrown
on her beam ends by a squall on Sep-
tember 3 and lay eo for several hours,
during which she lost all sail. She
then righted, but lay helpless for six
days until the gale abated. She then
bent a new suit of salls and got on her
course.

The Metropolis was in the ice fields
nrearly all of September and part of
October. She reached her “fyrthest
gouth” on September 19 at two o'clock
in the afternmoon. When she was in
iat. 58 min, 39 sec. south lon. 63 min.
15 sec. west, she saw two icebergs.
On September 28 she saw an ice field
two and a half miles long and six
hundred feet high On October 10 the
Metropolis sighted Cape Horn, when
she stood away on her course for two
days and ran into another field of ice,
which she did not get out of until Oc-
tober 15,

In her forty-five days in the ice she
did not make more than twenty miles
on her course. The captain reports
that this was liis tenth trip around the
Horn and he never ran into ice before.
After the Metropolis cleared the ice
it took her sixty days to reach the Co-
lumbia River.

When introducing the Government's Bill in aid of
agriculture Mr. Burrell brought prominently before Par
liament and the country a problem which confronts the
Dominion, as it does other natlons, in the enormous in
crease In the last ten years of the urban population with
« diminution in the ranks of the producers. In the st
tistics he quoted the Minister submitted an unanswerable
argument in defence and justification of generous assist.
ance given to agriculture, This question, as Mr. Burrell
polnted out, is intimately related to the purposes of the
Bill. The increase in the urban population’ and the re-
duction in the producing class have thelr sequence in the
added cost of llving, in the increase of squalor, hunger
and crime, and—in a country to which thousande of immi-
grants come—in the concentration of large masses of the
foreign born, who, when unassimilated and related to the
national life of Canada, constitute both a political and
soclal difficulty. The importance of generous ald to
agriculture to mitigate and avert the attendant evils
which follow undesirable expansion in this direction is
self-evident,

Mr, Burrell drew attention to the significant fact In
the above figures that in spite of the great increase in the
population of the rural districts of Western Canada there
is still o much greater increase in the urban population.
1t this process were to go on indefinitely it would constl
tute a grave menace to the well-being of the Dominion.
“We, then, in this Parliament,” he added, “who are mak-
ing the laws of the nation may well ask ourselves in
what way can we best solve these questions of great
national concern? It will not be denied that the safe-
guarding of its productive classes is a matter of primary
‘and fundamental importance to the nation, But in
‘regard to the agricultural life of our country it is not
alone a betterment of ecomomic conditions that we
“ ghould alm at, but something finer—the creation of a
“ pural elvilization which will at once ensure a fuller and
* happler life to those in its midst, and prove & source
* aud fount of strength to the state itself.”

With this object in view the Goverument came to
the wise conclusion that no better or more effective help
could be given than by freely and generously assisting
the cause of agricultural education. This step is ia
keeping with the best methods of the most progressive
countries in the world Mr, Burrell cited the policy of
Qreat Britain, Germany, France, Belgium and the United
States. In each of these countries special facilities for
ingtruction in agriculture have resulted in remarkable
improvement in crop production and in & steadying of the
rural population. Work along the two allied lines—co-
vperation and education has brought the desired results,

The direct line of work of the Federal Department of
Agriculture under the Bill, Mr, Burrell stated, will be
developed by assisting the live stock, dairying, fruit grow-
ing and other industries by investigation, research, im-
provement In transportation and markets, In respect to
the grants to be applied to education it is proposed to
follow what may be termed comstitutional lines, using and
strengthening the machinery alyeady existing in the Prov-
Such help, given in
an educational direction, will not only mean better farm-
iug, but better farmers and better and happler men and
women. The particular form assistance may take may
vary with the specisl needs and conditions in each Prov.
ince,

On the Opposition side of the House it is satisfactory
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wise expenditure, There will be general agreement with
Mr. Burrell's forecast that in a few years this appropria-
tion will be unequal to the demand, and that Parllament
will in the not far distant future be prepared to supple-
ment the present grant by still larger amounts, It is an
excellent begiuning tor the effective and last develop-
ment along practical lines of the Dominion’s greatest

A “WIRELESS” TREATY.

———
Ratifications of the new wireless telegraphy treaty, to
which thirty-one nations are signatories, will be exchang
od in London within the next few weeks and will become
effective July 1 of this year. The treaty was signed in
London on July 26th, 1912, and the interval has been tak-
en up in ratification by the countries concerned. The
treaty the r dations of the Radio-tele-
graphic Convention held in London last year, at which
representatives of Canada and of all nations and countries
which adhere to the convention were present. By this
treaty the important maritime nations of the world have
linked themselves together to obtain the widest range of
international usefulness of the wireless without restric
tion as to its further development. One of the most im-
portant provisions of the treaty ia that compelling the free
interch ot feation between ships and coast
stations employing different systems of radio appliances.
With the Titanic disaster fresh in the minds of the dele-
gates, all opposition to this doctrine faded.

It is provided that the transmission of long-distance
wireless messages shall be interrupted for three minutes
at the end of every quarter-hour o permit all stations to
listen for distress calls, which are given precedence over
everything else. This was & proposition, based, accord-
ing to the report of the United States delegation to Mr.
Knox, Secretary of State, “upon the fact that at least two
steamships which were nearer the Titanie than the Car
pathia were prevented from hearing the distress calls of
the sinking vessel by reason of the fact that the conilnu
ous transmission of preas news prevented the Titanic's

AFTERNOON SESSION.

On motion of R, B. Emerson, W. F.
Burditt, the president of the St. John
Good Roads Association was elected
chairman.

In opening the meeting Mr. Burditt
sald it had been decided by the or-
ganiging committee that it would be
best to confine the discussion to the
system of administering the roads
and measures to improve it. He gave
an Interesting review of the expendi-
tures on roads in the province, but
clalmed satisfactory results were not
obtained. The average expenditure for
the last flve years was $175.000. Ot
this about $50,000 represented work
done by statute labor, which did not
produce great results.

“The opening of the agricultural
#chool at Woodstock this year,” said
Prof. McCready, of Guelph, who is in
the city, “and the probability of the
establishment of the agricultural and
manual training school at Suscex will
prove a boon to the agriculturists of
this province. The first steps along
the lines of agricultural {instruction
which are to be taken this year will
mark & new era for the farmers of
the province, and will bring to their
very doors, the scientific principles
such as they would receive by at-
tendance ‘at the large agricultural col-
leges."
