y fused the offer of a legation guard, considering it unnecessary.

Premier Zaimis offered his resignation to King Constantine ' this afternoon.

He

pleaded that owing to the constant difficulties arising of late he was unable to carry out
negotiations of the greatest importance for Greece, and which were imperative at the pres-

ent moment.

At the request of the king, and on receiving an expression of

confidence,

from the representatives of the Entente ministers, Premier Zaimis has finally withdrawn

his resignation.

The usual bombardments and
small skirmishes continue in the
Austro-italian theatre. The Turks
and Russians are still at grips in
Asiatic Turkey, with both sides
claiming successes.

Italians Drive Enemy Back.

Rome, Sepf. 12, via London—The
Austrians made an atfack on the
Trentino front last night in an en-
deavor to" recapture positions taken
by the Italians on Sunday. The war
office announced today that the at-
tack was repulsed and that further
progress had been made by the Ital-
fans. Following s the antdounce-
ment: :

“In the zone between Vallarsa and
the head of the Posina Valley yester
day the eremy, after a heavy bom-
bardment, attempted to retake the
positions which we captured on Sun-
day. The attack was immediately
driven off. Our troops progressed in
Vallarsa and in the Upper Posina
Valley.

“Small skirmishes occurred on
Monte Lagazzuir, in the Travenanzes
Valley, on the slopes of Cima Boeche,
in the Travignolo Valley and on the
slopes of Monte Nero.

No
damage was done.”

Only Half Hour to Take Whéle Front
Line,

Paris, Sept. 12.—The French infan-
try started a vigorous offensive today
along a front of six kilometres north
of the Somme, from the Combles re-
gion to the river, and in half an hour
took an entire first line of German
trenches, says the official communica-
tion issued tonight. Another portion
of the French forces carried a system
of trenches along the road from Be-
thune to Peronne. Prisoners to the
number of 1,500 had been taken when
Elsewhere on
the front there was only artillery ac-
tivity.

The text of the statement follows:

“The battle continued today north
of the somme. Our infantry deliv-
ered a vigorous offensive on a six
kilometre front between the district
south of Combles and the river. The
attack started at 12.30 in the after-
noon and developed rapidly, thanks to
the spirit of our troops, who in less
than half an hour captured the whole
of the first line German trenches.

“Subsequently pushing eastward
with the same vigor, we took suc.
cessively Hill 145, Marrieres Wood
and the whole system of trenches as
far as the Bethune-Peronne road,
which we now touch from the south-
ern outskirts of Bancourt to the dis-
trict south of Bouchavesnes, Further
south we pushed our lines on to Slope
76, west of Feuilleaucourt.

“Up to the present the total num-
ber of prisoners reaches 1,500. These
include numerous officers.

“South of the Somme the artillery
fighting  was violent in various sec¢-
tors, without infantry action. There
was an intermittent cannonade on the
remajnder of the front.”

DELAY PUBLIE
WORK3 OWING T
LABOR SHORTAGE

Construction of those Not Es-
sential May be Deferred Un-
til After the War.

LABOR SCARCITY
A SEROUS PROBLEM.

To Furnish 500,000 Men
Promised by Canada and
Not Interfere with War In-
dustries a Big Proposition

Ottawa, Sept. 12—It is quite prob-
able that in view of the shortage of
labor throughout the country the
work of constructing the mew parlia-
ment building will be delayed until
the war is over and that other publio
works where not absolutely essential
at the present time will also be delay-
ed until then.

The members of parliament were
comparatively comfortable in their
quarters, at the Victoria Museum last
session and it is thought by some that
no great discomfort would be expe-
rienced if the commencement of the
new structure were left for a year or
two. This would release for other
work probably about one thousand
men,

Another work which it has been
proposed to discontinue is the new
Welland Canal. This would also re-
lease many competent men. . The
new Welland Canal is not an absolute
necessity at the: present time. For
even if it were completed it would be
of no practical advantage to Cana-
dian ghippers as a through route until
the St. Lawrence canals are deepened
also and no move has been made in
this direction yet. These questions
are now under the consideration of
the government as issues in a com-
prehensive scheme of public serivec
to meet conditions arising out of the
war. It is expected that an announce-
ment will be made shortly.

The two main considerations which
have to be adegquately dealt with are
recruiting and labor. Recruiting has
fallen off and there is a shortage of
labor.

To fill up the ranks to the extent of
providing the half million men Can-
ada promised it is necessary to take
steps different’ from those hitherto
taken. But to do so without interfer-
ing with the other necessity—that of
providing war supplies and munitions
as well as food and other supplies for
the people—is ‘a problem wihich is
taxinig the ingenuity of those respon-
gible. It has been said in some quar-
ters that Canada is on the eve of con-
scription, but although there is a
for it which is becoming louder each
day it is regarded as hardly possible
for this country to adopt that solw
tion of the difficulty.

JAPANESE SHIPBUILDING.

Japanese shipbuilding yards will
{aunch almost as much merchant ton-
rage during the second six months of
1916, if present plans are carried out,
as has been produced in Japan during
the period of August, 1914, through
June, 1916, according to statistics re-
garding the output of vessels in Jap-
anese yards appearing in a recent
issue of Fairplay, a British shipping
weekly. From the beginning of the
war to the end of June thirty-eight
steamers of 138,500 gross tons were
completed in Japan, whereas it is ex-
pected that thirty-four steamers of
138,350 gross tons were completed in
the period June-December, 1916.

The figures indicate that Japan is

PROVINGIAL
PROHIBITION

How the Maritime Baptist
Endorses Government’s Ac-

tion and Reproves the Tel-
egraph.

(Maritime Baptist, Sept. 13.)
There are few questions of greater
interest or of greater importance at
the present time than the question of
the prohibition of the liquor traffic.
The problemg created by the war
have brought the matter even more
prominently into the foreground of
our national life. One by one the
provinces of the Dominion have grap-
pled with the question, until there
seems a good prospect that soon Que-
bec will be the only province that re-
maing “wet.” At present the conflict
is raging in British Columbia, with at
least a fair prospect of success.

In these provinces by the sea,
Prince Edward Island and Nova Sco-
tia are already under prohibition. An
excellent prohibitory measure has
been passed by the New Brunswick
legislature and will become law May
1st, 1917, in all counties in which the
Scott Act is not in force. It is the
hope and purpose of the temperance
leaders to repeal the Scott Act in the
remaining counties so that the whole
province may benefit directly by the
new law. As the Scott Act is a Do-
minion law it cannot be superseded
by a provincial enactment except as
it is repealed according to the pro-
visions in the law itself.

A meeting of the executive of the
New Brunswick Temperance Alliance
was recently held in this city, attend-
ed by about thirty members who rep-
resented the various parts of the
province. At this meeting the new
prohibitory law was strongly endor-
sed, the following resolutions being

“That this Alliance, having receiv-
ed from the government fulfillment of

Yesterday was Legislature Day at
the Jordan Memorial Sanatorium and
the members of the Provinclal Legisla-
ture were invited to be present and
inspeoct the plant and see for them-
selves just how the money which the
province voted each mr for the -
keep of this 1
The province has a mnwxm. pro-
perty there which has cost the people
very little outside of maintenance, as
the donor, Mrs, Jordan, has paid the
larger part of the cost of installing
and putting in shape the buildings as
they are today. Dr. Townsend, super-
intendent, said that the institution
‘was the most up-to-date of any on the
American continent, and he doubted if
any of the sanatoriums on the other
side were any better.

The completion of the new dam and
the artificial lake has added much to
the beauty of the surroundings of the
institution and the only lack at the
present time is more accommodation
for patients, especially for men, as
they can take care of ten at one time
in the present buildings.

The inspecting party were: His
Honor Lieut. Gov. Wood, Premier
Clarke, Hon, Dr. Landry, Provincial
Secretary; Speaker O. M. Melanson,
George B. Jones, M.L.A.; D. F. Max-
well, Engineer Public Works Depart-
ment; H, B. Goold, F. W, Sumner,
Agent General of the province; Hon.

The first thing which meets the eye
on driving into the grounds is a hand-
some Florentine marble memorial
fountain, which stands in the centre
of the lawn in front of the main build-
ing.

The plant is made up of five build-
ings. The main building which was
the summer home of Mrs. Jordan, is
used for the administrative headquar-
ters, and also for the nurses’ home,
dining room for those patients who are
able to use it and recreation room,

The bedrooms of the patients are in
three bungalows each of which ac-
commodates ten people. Two are de-
voted to women and children and one
to men,

A new concrete power house has
lately been completed which heats and
lights the whole establishment. ' The
entire plant is electrically lighted and
steam heated and the institution has
its own laundry plant in the basement
of the main building which makes pos-
sible & clean supply of linen all the
time without having to send material
away.

The New Kaye Farm,

ing farm known as the Kaye farm,
which added 500 acres to the property,

'l'ho entire plant today is worth in
the vielnity of $175,000, and it has
only cost the government of the prov-
ince about $25,000, aside from the cost
of maintenance. At the present time
there are thirty patients in the insti-
tution, all they can accommodate at
one time, and there is a waiting list.
A new pavilion for men is -very badly
needed at once as the number applying
for treatment largely exceeds the pres-
ent facilities.

Dr. Townsend stated that the cost of
caring for the patients amounted to
between $21 anqd $22 per week. Of
this amount the patient paid $7 and
the province the balance. He sald
that while this might possibly seem
to be a high figure any person who
would take the trouble to visit the
sanatorium and see just how the money
was expended would be satisfied that
none of it was wasted.

Of 184 cases discharged in the three
years to November 1, 1915, 121 had
been elther cured ‘or helped, fifty had
been cured, seventy-one had been
helped and only thirteen had been dis-
charged without any improvement in
their condition.

Another feature which Dr. Town-
send laid great emphasis on was the
educational work which had been
done. Patients had been brought there
and taught how to take care of them-
selves 80 as not to spread the disease,
and even those who were not benefited
personally by a stay at the sanatorium
were taught how to prevent the infec-
tion from spreading, and thus the dan-
ger of some other person contracting
the disease through their ignorance ot
the proper methods of caring for them-
selves was eliminated,

Parents had come to the institution,
and while they might not recover
themselves, they did learn how to pre-
vent thelr children from contracting
the disease from them and in this way
numbers had been saved from the
ravages of the “White Plague.” :

AMBULANCE TRAINING DEPOT WILL VACATE
ARMORY AND REMOVE TO MARTELLO HOTEL
—LT.-COL. McAVITY MAY BECOME: MEMBER
OF HEADQUARTERS STAFF—CAPT. G. EARLE

OF 97TH AMERICAN

Through the combined efforts of the
Hon. J. D. Hazen and Lieut.-Col. Guth-
rie, St. John is to be an armed camp
this winter, Every available build-
ing suitable for the immediate hous-
ing of troops in the city will be utiliz-
ed. This was made known yesterday
for a certainty. Iquedlate]y upon
the arrival of Col. Guthrie he was the
recipient of a despatch from headquar-
ters at Halifax to make preparations
for the arrival of two battalions, which
will leave Valcartier as soon as trans-
portation can be arranged. Just how
long these troops will remain is uncer-
tain but owing to the facflities for
training and embarking troops here it
is likely they will be here until the
next shipment of troops after those at
Valcartier leave.

Colonel Guthrie got in touch with
Lieut.-Col. Corbett, officer commanding
the Ambulance Depot, which now num-
bers 149 men, and at present occupy-
ing the armory, and informed him
that they would have to vacate the
armory and obtain quarters elsewhere.
Col, Corbett and Major S. S. Skinner,
second in command of the Ambulance
Depot, in a further conferénce with
Col. Guthrie decided that they would
remove to the Martello Hotgl in Carle-
ton, which is at present unoccupied
by troops, and will just about accom-
modate 160 officers and men.

It is probable that the. Ambulance
Training Depot will move today to
their new quarters,

At present the two companies of
the 242nd Battaljon in charge of Lieut.
D, Blair are occupying quarters at
the exhibition building. When they
took over these premises there was
an understanding with the O. C.
troops to the effect that they would
move at any time other troops came.
As there is just room in the ex-
bibition building and armory to ac-

{commodate two battalions comfortab-

ly, these two companies consisting of
about 500 men will be transferred to
the West Side and quartered in the
immigration building, at present occu-
pied by a 62nd detachment. As two
companies of the 140th Battalion were
quartered there last winter, besides
the officers, there is room for both
units in the building.

Arrangements are being made to
put the building in proper condition
for the housing of the two units and
they will probably move in tomorrow.

Recently it was announced that
Lieut. J. K, Scammell had been auth-
orized to raise a draft of machine gun
men, numbering 50, but so far it is
not known just where they will be
placed.

Charles Robinson, secretary of the
Returned Soldiers’ Commission, ar-
rived in the city on the express last
night from Quebec and is about the
first eye-witness of the bridge disas-
ter on the St. Lawrence to reach the
city.

Speaking of the disaster to a Stan-
dard reporter last night, Mr. Robin-
son said he was within 200 feet of
the bridge when it collapsed. Both
banks of the river wére lined with
people, who came from all parts of
the States and Canada, and there
must have been fully 125,000 assem-
bled.

‘When the enormous steel span left
the pontoons there was the wildest

est sign of any ghaking of the other
parts of the bridge on the northern
or southern ends. It all happened so
quickly that those who were looking
at it were awe-smitten, nd it is in-
deed a miracle that a greater nmmber
of men were not taken down to a
watery grave with the structure.

Drawn Down To Death.

There was a great noise wheén the
5,100 tons of steel struck the water
and caused a great wave to be sent
up. The unfortunate men who went
down with the span were hauled un-
derneath the surface by the suction
and killed.

went to France with
Mounted Rifles Returns on
Furlough.

A large number of friends as well
as the relatives of Lieut. Bdward J.
Mooney were at the Union Depot last
evening to meet the gallant young
officer who returned after spending
nearly a year and a half on the firing
line in France. :

Lieut. Mooney enlisted in St. John
in February, 1915, in “B” squadron of
the 6th C. M. R. in which there were
several other officers from the city
who were formerly attached to the
28th Dragoons. Lieut. Mooney owing
to his insight into military affairs was
put in charge of the machine gun sec-
tion of the 6th C. M. R.,, which mobi-
lized at Amherst. He was transfer-
red from this unit to the 4th C. M. R.
and which was in charge of Captain
Scovil, who was captured on June 2nd
and is now a prisoner of war at Offi-
gusskriegenfangenenlager Guturstok.

Ljeut. Mooney received a shrapnel
wound in the cheek on May 1st at
Sanctuary Wood, Ypres, which near-
ly deprived him of hig eyesight. He
was ‘fortunate in securing the servi-
ces of Col. Lister, a foremost oculist
in the city of London, and with the
exception of losing a small plece of
his cheek bone, came through the
operation all right.

Speaking of the work done by the
New Brunswick soldiers at the front,
Lieut. Mooney said that they had won
the admiration of every man in
Francex

In glowing terms he pralsed the
ability of Major C. H. McLean and
Captain Scevil, who were held in the
highest esteem by the men.

Speaking of Major Magee, he said
that he had the pleasure of meeting
him near the famous Plug street, and
while in comversation with him a
colonel in the British army came up
to them and congratulated Major
Magee for effectively bombarding a
town which had been used by the
Germang as an observing post. Lieut.
Mooney said that Major Magee was
ranked as one of the best heavy ar-
tillerymen in France.

Among the officers met by Lieut.
Mooney at the front were Lieut.-Col.
Harrison, Lieut. Vassey, Lieut, Kelley
and Lieut. Norman McLeod. He
spoke feelingly of several St. John
boys whom he knew. had made the
supreme sacrifice apd whose names
have already been made known in
the city.

He made special reference to Lieut.
Herbert Everett of St. Andrews, who
showed remarkable courage and cool-

up to the first line of trenches and re-
organized his bombing party, although
he risked his life in so doing.
Lieut. Mooney is on leave until
October 22nd, when he is to report to
Shorncliffe, having volunteered for
the flying corps. Whether his plans
will be changed owing to the fact
he is to be offered a commission in
the 236th Battalion, as second in com-
mand of the company commanded by
Major D. Allens Laurie, is not known.

feet below into the river. There was
not any sign of the structure break-
ing or twisting as some reports say,
but about the time that it was seen to
strike the water, Mr. Robinson says,
he salv it turn over on its side as if
turning turtle and in an instant it
sank from view in -nearly 200 feet of
water.

Mr. .Robinson remained about thq
scene of the disaster for some time
after the accident, and as near as he
could learn eleven men lost their
lives, four of these unfortunate work-
men were on the southern side of the
span and seven on the northerni when
it collapsed and took them with it to
their death.

Mr. Robingon had a brief talk with
some of those who escaped and were
rescued and found that they knew
practically nothing about what caus-
ed the collapse of the span, these men
said that it was certainly something
that was unlooked for. They were
|deeply grieved over the loss of some
of their comrades, but gave thanks 5
God that they themselves were saved.

Faulty Jack May Have Caused It.

Some of the men whom Mr. Rob-
inson was talking to had been at work
on the bridge and escaped with their
lives and could only give what they
thought was the cause of the acci-
dent, while the real cause may never
be known. Some of them say they
suppose that the accident was due to
the failure of one of ~the jacks to
work . right and this perhaps caused
one of the supporting chains to jolt
and the whole system of jacks and
cables to give way. The south shore
spectators, where Mr. Robinson was
situated at'the time, had the best
view of the accident as it was on that
side that thé span was first seen to
termeble.

The plam of raising the span “con-
sisted in lfting it to a series of four
pins situated at equal divisions on
each side and upon those the weight
of the structure was suspened. It is
thought by some of the workmen to
whom Mr. Robinson was talking, that
the slipping or breaking of one or
any of the these pins €aused a sag
and the collapse followed.

While the engineers appear to be
at a loss as to the reai cause of the
accident they are agreed that nothing

broke or gave way.
