Shipping Notes.

The Boston Post of the 18th inst. states 
that a fine brigantine called the Lula waw 
launched at Iudiantown, N. S , on Satur­
day last, which classed A1 7yeara.

The schr. Emily S. Watts,from this port 
for Bangor with lumber, sprung aleak off 
Boon Island on the 15tb inst., and filled. 
The wind being lair she was enabled to 
reach Gloucester on the same evening, and 
on Thursday she was hauled on tbe flats to 
discover the leak.

Baltimore harbor, on the 15th inst., was 
reported in a learlul condition. Large 
numbers of schooners have been loaded and 
ready for sea lur over a week and are still 
detained in port by the ice which is very 
heavy. Freights are $2.75 to Hoboken on 
Cumberland coal ; and $3 to 42s, sterling, 
New York, on gas coal.

The ship Privateer, of this port, Cox, 
master, at New York on the 17th inst., 
f om Dublin 44 days, reports : For the first 
tvelve days had strong westerly gales; 
then took tbe southern passage and had 
fine weather and strong trades ; had been 
12 days north of Bermuda with light baf- 
fl ng winds.

The serious loss of life and property 
through vessel» carrying deokloads has ax- 
rested the attention ol English underwrit­
ers It was stated at a recent meeting ol 
second class insurance associations that 30 
vessels carrying deckloads and belonging to 
the North of England had been lost on their 
voyages from Quebec to the United King­
dom last Fall, and that 50 per cent ol the 
large fleet which leit the bt. Lawrence in 
the Fall ol the year, timber laden lor Eng­
land, were either lost or missing. It was 
computed that the actual loss in ships car­
goes this winter,through the abandonment 
of large vessels laden with timber from 
America, in the Atlantic, was between 
£200,000 and £310,000; and the larger pro­
portion ol the loss, with the learlul sacri­
fice of life which ensued, was owing to 
the vessels carrying deck cargoes.

The lighthouse keeper at Red Island 
Gull oi St. Lawrence, states that during al 
his experience, he never witnessed such a 
stormy season as the present one. The sea 
swept almost everything irom the island 
breaking the flag staff, and swallowing up 
every stink of the winter supply of wood 
that had been piled away, making it ne­
cessary lor the keeper to chop up the build­
ings for firewood. After almost super­
human efforts he and another man eventu­
ally crossed from the island to the main 
land by means ol a raft, but not without 
considerable freezing and bruises.
